PRODUCERS DROP
PRICE OF MILK

During May It Will Sell At
$2.25 Per Hundred
Pounds.

MEANS RETAIL REDUCTION

Price of Milk to Consumers,
Starting Wednesday, Will
Be 12 Cents a Quart.

The executive committee of the Mid-
dlesex Milk Producers’ Association,
which met on Monday afternoon, decid-
ed to reduce theprice of milk from
$2.45 to $2.25 per 100 pounds for the
month of May. The meeting was at-
tended by representatives of the dis
tributors. Prices to the consumer will
also be reduced one cent a quart, start-
ing Wednesday.

E. Stonehouse, president of the Dairy
Council of Canada, was present, and
in an address told of the conditions in
the dairy industry at the present time.
Mr. Stonehouse gave a briefs outline of
the success of the ‘‘drink more milk"”
campaign, which was recently held in
Toronto.

In connection with the announce-
ment of the cut in milk prices, Mr.
Stonehouse pointed out that the re-
duction was only due to the competi-
tion of the market, and that when con-
ditions get back to normal the price
would likely be raised.

One per cent of the June milk checks
will be sent to the provincial associa-
tion te help in its work. £

In connection with the establishment
of a dairy plant by the producers to
take care of the surplus supply of
milk, the president stated that while
the executive had thoroughly consid-
ered the matter they were mnot in a
position to make any announcement.

As a result of the membership drive
which was conducted last month the

membership is now increased to 200.

CARSON APPEALS T0
PEOPLE OF BELFAST
T0 CLOSE UP RANKS

Declares Results of Forthcom-
ing Irish Elections Vital
To Peace.

LONDON, May 2.—S8ir Edward Car-
son, former Ulster Unionist leader, has
written to his Belfast friends, appeal-
ing to them to close up their ranks
in view of the approaching elections in
the northern area.

“It is vital to the interests of every
inhabitant,”” he gays, ‘that the new
Government should have the power of
pursuing a policy which will promote
peace, maintain integrally the closest
connection between Great Britain and
the empire, and bring about such re-
forms as will insure contentment, hap-
piness and civil and religious liberty
for all creeds and classes.

“The continued campaign of assassin-
ation and lawlessness which is making
Ireland a by-word among nations and
ruining her economic position, is evi-
dence of what our people may expect if
by any misfortune or want of effort on
your part a government should be
placed in power in Ulster which is in
any wise representative of the tyran-
nous methods of the Sinn Fein organi-
zation.”

OPENS A NEW CHAPTER.
DUBLIN, Mayv 2.—A new chapter in
irish history. in many respects the most
momentous in generations, will be re-

corded this week with the inauguration

of the new home rule partition act. This
will marlk the end of the action of union,
under which Ireland has been governed
from Westminster for 120 years. The
week will also witness the inauguration
of Lord Talbot, the new lord lieutenant,
who is the first Catholic to hold that
office in recent times.

Despite the importance of these devel-
opments, the Irish people appeared to-
day to await them with the utmost in-
difference. Commenting upon them, the
Unionist Irish Times one of the most
ccnservative newspapers in the ecountry,
said: ‘‘Under other conditions thesa
events might well have been the occa-
sion of a great outburst of enthusiasm
particularly on the part of those who
constitute the great majority of popula
tion. Nominally, the act concedes some
measure of self-government which has
leng demanded. and it removes the last
real disability under which the Catholic
religion has existed in this country. The
remarkable fact remains that not only
there i8 not among the people as a whole
or, indeed, in any section of it, any en-
thusiasm and hardly any interest is
taken in events that are imminent.”

Lord Talbot will be sworn in tomor-
row with the wusual ceremonies, al-
though he will not make the traditional
state entry into Dublin Castle with the
old time pageantry and fanfare of
trumpets. Later he will issue a procla-
mation summoning the parliaments for
North and South Ireland. Writs will
then be issued for the returning officers
in the various polling districts.

NORTHERN PARLIAMENT.

BELFAST, May 2.—It is understood
that the Parliament for North Ireland
will be summoned to assemble in Bel-
fast the first week in June, the exact
date to be announced in next Friday's
Dublin Gazette. The Ulster nomination
date is May 13 and the polling date
May 24.

Deputy Sheriff B. F. Watterworth
said that it would be a great relief to
the jail officials and less costly to the
county if Sidney and William Murrell
and Williams were sentenced to the
penitentiary and kept there until the
day of the trial. At present a special
guard armed with a revolver watches
their cell at night. He stays on the
outside of the cell, as it is not thought
advisable to put him in with the pris-
oners, as they are said to lack judg-
ment and might cause him harm.

When the prisoners were searched
after their return from the police sta-
tion, cigarettes, tobacco and matches
were found on them. They were con-
fiscated. Murphy had a plug of chew-
ing tobacco, and was allowed to take a
chew before it was taken away from
him. Wafer was allowed to keep a can
of milk which he was carrying in his
hand.

In the daytime the five men are al-
lowed to lounge about the big room in-
to which the doors of their cells open,
but at night they are confined in the
sleeping cells which are only large
enough for a bed. 1If they continue to
misbehave they will be locked in these
cells all day as well as all night.

Tne
category covers a large fleld, and it is
hard to see what work is left to the
civil service commission under the
merit system. The principle of promo-
tion has been abandoned.

By . Devious Paths.

The means employed by the Govern-
ment in bringing about this change
were devious in the extreme. A ‘‘skele-
ton”” measure was prepared, and the
man chosen to sponscr it was E. K.
Spinwey, minister without portfolio. Mr.
Spinney, when he entered the Meighen
cabinet, declared that his purpose in do-
ing so was to ‘look after Liberal in-
terests,” or words to that effect.

When, therefore, D. D. MacKeauie,
M.P.. for South Cape Breton, expressed
rcgret that Mr. Spinney, once a good
Liberal, had been induced “to grind
bark at the mills of the Philistines,”
there was a general laugh, in which
Mr. Spinney did not join. Mr. Spinney ,
was one of those elected in 1917 on
the platform of which the abolition
of patronage was a plank, so was Pre-
mier Meighen; so was Hon. J. A. Calder;
so was Hon. Hugh Guthrie; so were
all the Liberal-Unionists who today sit
silent while that plank is being rele-
gated to the category of driftwood.

Spinney—The Goat.

Having chosen Mr. Spinney as “the
goat,” the Government undertook to
still further shift responsibility to all

And Hon. J. A. Calder, who is a party
to the present “skeleton’ bill, by which
it is proposed to restore patronage,
was compelled to ligten tonight to the
following:

the grounds of efficlency and necessity,
and not on purely political grounds.

Sir Robert Borden was in the House
when the new measure for the restora-
tion of patronage was moved this after-
roon, He witnessed a “Government
which dared to bring it back,” but he
said nothing.

Mr. Calder remained in the Union
Government which abolished patronags,
he purposes now to remain with the
successor of Union, which is restoring

it.

LACK OF CANDOR.

OTTAWA, May 2.—When the bill to
amend the civil service act came up
for second reading in the House this
afternoon, Hon. A. K. MacLean (Hali-
fax) criticized the Government for its
absolute lack of candor and frankness
in presenting the bill. As far as he
could see everything had been done to
prevent a proper understanding of the
measure, and the whole procedure
adopted was open to serious criticism.
The appointment of a special commit-
tee to deal with the bill before the
gecond reading had been given to it
was most unusual anhd unfair.

The bill could only be characterized
as a reversion to the practice of politi-
cal patronage. It was a reversal of
every principle of the civil service act
of 1918, and also a reversal of the Gov-
ernment policy indorsed at the polls in
the election of 18317. The civil service
act of 1918, passed three years ago after
mature deliberation of the House, was
to be practically ignored.

Mr. MacLean felt strongly that the

parties in the House by appointing a |
select committee to consider and re- |
port upon the skeleton measure. And |
the House was requested to reserve dis- |
cussien until the bill had come back |
from the hands of that committee. It
wae a most unheard of proposal.

Ernest Lapointe of East Quebec, and
Hon. Charles Murphy opposed this sug-
gestion at the outset, and refused to
permit second reading to the bill with-
cut full discussion in the House. Where
at this afternoon, Hon. A. K. MacLean,
former member without portfolio in the
Union Government, and to whom had,
been intrusted the task of attending
to civil service matters under the act
of 1918, rose in his seat from the In-
dependent benches and characterized the
act as a frank and deliberate attempt
to .return to the old policy of party
patronage.

Reversal of Policy.

The bill. he characterized as a com-
plete reversal of the policy to which
Sir Robert Borden had pledged himself
in 1917, which he had put into effect
in 1918, and which had been in effect
ever since. The Meighen administra-
tion had no right to change that policy

W. L. Mackenzie King and other Lib-
erals looked upon the action of the

bill should not be sent to the committee
before its princple had been adopted
by the House. He felt that the motion
constituting the committee should be
rescinded as a matter of respect to the
members.

A New Principle.

The present bill introduced a new
principle, which should be amply con-
sidered before it was passed to a com-
mittee. The assertion that the bill con-
templated only a silght modification of
the civil service act of 1918 was very
far from the truth. The amending
measure would rob the civil service com-
mission of its principal duties and
would make it extremely difficult for
the commission to carry on its work.
Prior to the election of 1917 Sir Robert
Borden, then premier, had pledged the
elimination of patronage in his plat-
fomm. This pledge was carried out and
Canada advanced further along this
line than any other country {n the
world. Parliament unanimously ac-
cepted the cfvil service act in 1948, and
there should be no attempt to refer the
amending measure to a special commit-
tee by ‘‘subterranean passages’’ with-
out the House knowing wh?.t. the bill
contained. d

Strange, Very Strange.

When the prime minister and Hon.

Mr. Calder toured the country last fall

on the ground that patronage had been
eliminated. It was strange that a few
months later the Government would
an amending measure
which extinguished the light of the
civil service act of 1918. No attempt
had been made to destroy that measure
without an appeal to the country. The
Government was elected on an eWmin-
ation of patronage platform, and did not
have the right ‘brazenly and openly’’
to revert to the conditions which
existed prior to 1918.

The civil service was showing a vast
improvement under the act, and it was
understood that several hundred per-
sons would be let out of the depart-
ment of customs and inland revenue
and the postoffice department without
impairing their efficiency.

The argument had been advanced that
Griffenhagen and associates apd the
civil service commission were not co-
ordinating bodies when, as a matter of
fact, Griffenhagen and associates were
engaged by the commission, and not by
the Government.

Would Destroy Economy.

Mr. MacLean quoted from the report
of the special committee of publishers
who had investigated conditions at the
printing bureau. The secretary of that
committee, A. L. Lewis, had reported
that there would be a saving of some
35 per cent, or from $425.000 to $475,000
in the course of a year. iy

If this bill became law the
effected in the printing bur::ﬂnonmnﬁ
other departments during the last fiscal
vear would be lost and the country
would quickly revert to the old condi-
tions where it cost some half a ‘mil-
lion dollars more to run a department
than at present. .

Government operation of the railways
would have been almost a tragedy
under patronage. If the civil service
act were amended, as suggested in the
bill now before the House, railroads
would become largely machines in the
hands of political parties, and the Gov-
ernment might as well decide at once
to get rid of them and give them a
chance to exist under other ausplces.

Preferential treatment to returned
soldiers which was at present provided
for under the act and orders in council,
would be impossible if the proposed bill
were allowed to pass. Ex-soldiers could
only be given preference if competitive
exaniination were continued.

Commission Has Powers.

{ existing act, if the commission decided
it was unwise to apply the ordinary
pravisions of the act to a certain class
of employees, it had power, with the
approval of the governor-in-council, to
make regulations regarding ‘the with-
drawal of this class.

Personally, Mr. MacLean felt that
there were strong reasons which could
be given for the removal of these
classes, but he thought the time had
not come for such action. His first rea-
son for opposing such action now was
that a competitive examination was the
best method of securing the preference
of returned soldiers.

Col. Currie asked if Mr. MacLean.
could point to any organization of re-
turned soldigrs which had adopted the
resolution favor of the commission.
Mr. MacLean replied that the re-
turned soldiers would have an oppor-
tunity of making their views known.
He could not speak for them.

Mr. MacLean also maintained that the
civil service act gave departments full
control of all employees usually de-
scribed as manual workers. If the pro-
| posed amendments were adopted, he
thought a new definition of the term
“manual laborers’” would be needed in
the dictionary.

Thirty-Day Limit.

Under the present law, casual work-
ers employed for less than 30 days,
were now appointed by the department
If the period of employment were more
than 30 days, the department furnigshed
a list to the civil service commission,
accompanied by a certificate that the
usual conditions had been complied
with, and if civilians were employed,
that no returned soldiers were avail-
able. In Ottawa a list of returned men
available was supplied by the G. W. V.
A., and outside of Ottawa the employees
were selected through the Government |
employment bureau, to which a list was
supplied by the returned soldiers’ or-
ganization.

Regarding postmasters, Mr. MacLean
said that if a change were to be made
it should not include more than actual
rural postmasters. He did not admit,
however, that any witthdrawal was
necessary at present.

Regarding the .exemption of profes-
sional, scientific and technical em-
ployees, he declared that this would
include more than- half of the civil ser-
vice at Ottawa, and under the proposed
bill their appointment, promotion,
transfer an@* other regulation would
be managed just as it was before the
act of 1918 was' passed.

Under the bill practically no appoint-
ments would be made by the commis-
sion but to the clerical and stenographic
services. The bill also took the power
to make promotions away from the civil
service commission. This was very un-
wise. The principle that promotions
should be made as a result of competi-
tion was right. Promotions should not
be left in the hands of deputy ministers,
who might be swayed by suggestions
from their political heads.

He closed by moving, seconded by J.
F. Reid (Mackenzie), that the bill be
not now read a& third time, but six
months hence.

Resents MaclLean’s Charge.

Right. Hon. C. J. Doherty, minister
of justice, felt that Mr. MacLean's
charge of lack of candor and frank-
ness on the part of the Government
was entirely unwarranted.

Hon. T. A. Crerar interrupted the
minister with a question as to whether
the civil service commission had asked
for the proposed amendments, if not,
at whose suggestion were they intro-
duced?

Mr. Doherty replied that the attitud:
of, the civil service commission wasg
very possibly analogous to that of Mr.
MacLean, that no unholy hand should
be laid upon the civil service act. But,
however perfect in the oplnion of its
authors the legislation may have been
when enacted, there was at the present
time in the minds of a large proportion
of the people of Canada the opinion
that certain provisions of the civil ser-
vice act were not working out as had
been expected—in fadt, there was a
definite degree of public opinion that
the civil service act had overshot the
mark.

The Government, accordingly, pro-
posed that a committee should thor-
oughly examine the act and make a
report. A bill had been brought in
that the committee might have before
them as something concrete upon which
to work.

Return To Patronage.

Mr. Doherty criticized the apparent
attitude of Mr. MacLean that the civil
service act was like the resf of the
laws of the Medes and Persians, not
only not susceptible to change, but so
sacrosanct that Parliament might not
even permit itself to wonder whether
it were susceptible to change or im-
provement. He believed, however, that
public opinion was in favor of certaln
modifications of the civil service act.

In regard to the rights of the re-
turned soldier the competitive feature
| of the present law did not give the
soldier the preference. On the contrary,
in order to assure him a preference,
it was necessary to insert special pro-
vision to ndmit of the competitive prin-
ciple being ruled out in certain cases.

¥. F. Pardee (West Lambton) urged
that the bill meant simply going back
to patronage, and that the civil service
commission had not had a fair chance
to get going.

Sir George Foster thought the mat-
ter could well go to a special commit-
tee and thus a chance would ba given
for those who misjudged the commis-
gion. No one would expect the com-
mission successfully to appoint upwards
of 10,000 enumerators for the census or
to appoint similar manual labor. After
two years and working under great
difficulties, the commission had done
good work in the matter of classifi-
cation, and the adverse criticlsm in
regard to this branch of its work had
been almost, if not entirely, overcome.

Means Constant Conflict.
Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King, who
took up the debate after the dinner re-

cess, said that one of the most diffi-
cult things to get rid of in Canada
was party patronage. The civil service
commission was created in 1908 by the
then Liberal Government under 8ir
wilfrid Laurier. From that time down
to 1911 there had been no move for
lessening the powers of the commis-
sion, but, on the other hand, the prin-
ciple was so approved that the present
Government increased its powers. Mr.
King had heard that recently appoint-
ments in the postoffices of some of the
larger citles had been made through
what amounted to patronage. It was
pressure. like this that was the real
cause for the bill Its adoption would
pring the Government znd the commlis-
sion into constant conflict. The biil
gave the governor-in-council power to
undo all the work accomplished by the
civil service commission -and by the re-
cent reorganization.

Hon. Mr. King was followed by J. A.
Currie (North Simcoe) who pictured the
civil service commission ag making ap-
pointments ‘pby feeling the bumps” of
candidates and testing them in ‘differ-
ential calculus. /

Rumors of Election.

Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux (Gaspe) ask-
ed if there was a member who would
return to the evils of patronage of his
own free will. There were none who
would go. back to the old days, when
the lobbles of Parliament were filled
with office-seekers. Because there was
a rumor of a coming general election
in sight some members on the other
' side of the House clamored that they
! must have patronage again to get thelr
“eustomers.”

Hon. T. A. Crerar said the people
of this country would not stand for a
meﬂion‘ to the old system. TUnder

that old system it was impossible to,
get any degree of efficlency in the clvil
service. There was no incentive for 2}
good man to work well, because he |
knew that promotions would be made
by patronage rather than by mertt.
Government members wanted a return
of the old system so that they could
dole out a little patronage before the
next election.

E. W. Nesbit (North Oxford) favored
the establieshment of the committes.
Charges had been made during the de-
bate that the civil service commission
was not performing its duties.in a fair
and equitable manner, The committee
would be in a position to investigate
such charges and report on them. He
was sorry that accusations had been
brought against any officer of the com-
mission who was unable to be present
and defend himself. He also regretted
that members of the House, who were
also members of the commission, should
have shown that they were strongly
biased in their attitude toward the mat-
ter.

Hon. Charles Murphy supported the
MacLean amendment, and Dr. J. \_V.
Edwards argued in support of the bilt.

Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King, leader
of the Opposition, said he thought it
was unusual for this motion to be made
until after the budget was down.

Mr. Meighen replied that he expected
the budget would be down the end of
this week or the beginning of next.

The motion was carried.

More Legisiation To Come.

J. J. Denis' (Joliet), on the orders of
the day, urged the Government to pro-
ceed with the bill to consolidate the
{ncome tax act. He said that at present
there were thrae or four acts, and it
was very difficult for the public to find
out what the law was.

Mr. Meighen agreed that the bill was
important. He understood that the
minister of finance intended to go ahead
with it. A. M. Dechene (Montmagny)
gajd that the minister of the interior
had written to the Montagny board of
trade for its annual feport, but the
Montmagny board had not been able
to obtain a form in French for the pur-
pose of making its report.

Mr. Meighen promised to take the
matter up with the minister concerned.

Mr. King asked whether all the legis-
lation proposed by the Government this
session had been introduced.

Mr. Meighen said that not quite all
had been brought down. He expected
to make a statement at an early date.

of Chinese drinks were to be sup-
plied and the Japanese were to be
able to secure their much-loved saki.
The ostensible reason given was
that such a step would kill boot-
legging among the Orientals, be-
cause the Government would be able
to undersell any private opposition.

The general public is opposed to
legalizing the drink traffic among
the Orientals, and the motive is set
down to a desire on the part of the
Government to go after liquor reve-
nue and ptofits wherever they may
be found. It is characterized as of
a piece with the system whereby
all adult visitors may get a fort-
night’s permit for & mere song and
then drink to their heart’s content
in hotel bedrooms. Moderationists
and drys alike are beginning to fear
that British Columbia may become
the mecca for many undesirable
characters under the new legislation,
and that the former system of im-
porting liquor and keeping it in
bona-fide residences or of getting it
from the Government stores on a
medical prescription had a great
deal to commend it.

In discussing the plan to carry
the liquor traffic into the Oriental
communities, the Vancouver World
says in part: “Has the attorney-
general no sense of decency or his
commissioners np capacity for
shame? Such a travesty on Chrls
tian teaching should evoke protest
from every person interested in the
betterment of Oriental people. Some
still doubt the wisdom of sending
the heathen a Bible; few will ap-
prove following it with booze.” The
Vancouver Sun speaks in similarly
strong language. It says: “Blinded
to their own and the public interest
by their greed for the mearest dol-
lar, the liquor sellers learned noth-
ing from the fact that Alberta, Sas-
katchewan and Nova Scotia went
bone dry. They will learn nothing
! from the fact that Ontarip has gone
bone dry. They will keep on defy-
ing public sentiment and flooding
the province with liquor until an
enraged public will vote for absolute
prohibition. This will probably be
within a very short time, as the
evils of hard liquor drinking are
making a most painful impression.
The orgy of drunkenness, vice and
lust attendant upon the closing of
the Legislative Assembly struck
horror to the hearts of all our

people.”

OUR IMMIGRATION PROBLEMS.

The most striking feature of the
debate on immigration at Ottawa a
few days ago was the declaration by
Hon. Mr. Calder, minister of fmmi-
gration, that the era of free land in
Canada had come to an end. Though
that fact may have been foreseen by
Government officials long ago, the
announcement must come Wwith
something of a shock to the average
Canadian who thinks of his country
ag unlimited in its resources ard op-
portunities. Deeper thought on the
matter should raise this question:
How is it that half & continent,
peopled by but eight or nine millions,
a very large proportion of whom are
in the cities, has no free land. Who
owns all the land?

It would take a book to detail the
various ways in which the land of
the country has passed into the own-
ership of those who today are hold-
ing it for profits. We have a rather
sordid record in this country of
land-jobbing, from the days when
the favorites of kings were granted
small kingdoms, down to much more
recent days, when the friends of
democratic governments came in for
their shares. The railroads have
managed to get millions of acres of
arable land into their possession,
and it was quite noticeable a few
days ago that while Lord Shaugh-
nessy was ready to let the people of
Canada take the Canadian Pacific
Railway system on their already bur-
dened shoulders, he considerately
reserved for himself and his friends
their land holdings in the west.

This ending of our free land
period has farreaching effects. We
are no longer able to hold out this
attractive bait to the best kind of
m=ettlers coming from the mother-
land. The British settler coming to
Canada today must bring capital
with him, and in the present strait-
ened condition of things in Britain,
after four years of war and two
vears of post-war taxation, the in-
tending emigrant may have all he
can do to provide passage for him-
self and his family. State loans to
settlers, such as have been made to
returned soldiers, offer one means
of meeting this difficulty. Such state
loans were discussed by Mr. Calder
during the debate in the Commons,
and while he was not sure that the
time had come when such machin-
ery must be set in motion, he felt
that it was inevitable in the future.

The question of immigration is of
tremendous importance to the Do-
minion at the present time, in view
both of our heavy war taxation, and
the almost disastrous condition of
our railroad systems. The only solu-
tion for our railroads is more traffic,
and the only way to get more traffic
is to bring In people who will en-
gage in the basic Canadian indus-

tries of farming, mining and fishing.

FAVORS CONFERENCE.

The importance of an early solution
of the railway problem is so great that
both the Government and people of Can-
ada can afford to approach it with their
minds divested of political partizanship
and of the animosities that may have
been creatéd by comparative railway dis-
cussions in the past and to assess the
value of any plan on the strength of its
inherent merits. The proper manage-
meni of the railways of the country f{s
not only of first importance to Canada
as a whole; it is of vital importance to
many of the provinces severally. This is
eminently so in the case of Saskatche-
wan and other western provinces, which
are absolutely dependent upon the rail-
ways in marketing their grain and other
agricultural products; and also in the
case of those provinces which have pro-
prietary interests in various lines ac-
quired through guaranteeing their bonds.

As a consequencyf this fact the
Leader submits that 3ny decision by the
Government of Canada in respect of
the important suggestions made by
Baron Shaughnessy should be made only
after it has had the benefit of the advice
of an interprovincial conference called
for the purpose of discussing the memor-
andum.

GREATER SANITY, LESS MORALS.
[Chicago Tribune.]

For the same reasons which prompted
New York to go drier after national pro-
hibition, Ontario, on the Canadian side
of the line, has gone bone dry. Whether
it is economic or moral—and we think
it is moral--the forces which have so
clearly registered on this side of the
border are registering on the other.
There might have been an attraction for
Canadian provinces in a moderate ac-
ceptance of liquor, regulated to eliminate
its worst abuses. Ontario already had a
solution of the worst phases in its con-
trol of the traffic, and under that con-
trol there might have been a temptation
to profit from the American desire for
contact occasionally with the demon
rum, which could have been had by a
trip across the border. In spite of these
attractions the impulse which has
worked to accomplishment in the United
States is working to accomplishment in
Canada. The Province of Quebec may
hold out because there are evidences of
another culture, of the old culture and
habit of the French from whom the
English took the Dominion. They have
a greater sanity in the permitted use
of alcoholic beverages and less of a
moralistic view, consequently, of them
and their effects.

SEAMEN WALK
OUT: STRIKE
MAY SPREAD

The Biggest May Day Labor
Troubles Develops in New
York Docks.

65,000 MEN ARE OUT

Union Officials Assert the
Number On Srike Is
125,000.

NEW YORK, May 2.—The suggestion
of Secretary Hoover that the contro-
versy over a wage contract between
steamship owners and the unions of
engineers, firemen and seamen be sub-
mitted to arbitration by a commission
of three men, not government officers,
was rejected today by the American
Steamship Owners’ Association. The
owners said it would be contrary to
business judgment, principle and pre-
cedent.

The action of the steamship owners
closed what was intended to be an
opening for an adjustment of a country-
wide shipping strike involving thousands
of employees on a majority of United
States ships on the Atlantic, Pacific and
Gulf coasts.

65,000 or 125,000?

Walkouts in response to the calls of
the union leaders began in all ports to-
day, preceded in most cases by a 24-
hour notice on the part of the men that
they would leave.

Reports to the Steamship Owners’
Association were that many of the en-
gineers were remaining loyal to the
companies and refusing to leave.

Winthrop L. Marvin, manager of the
Steamship Owners’ Assoclation, said
that 65,000 men would be concerned in
the strike. The estimate of the union
feaders places the number at over
125,000,

TORONTO, May 2.—May Day closed
with numerous strikes in Ontario chiefly
at Ottawa and Hamilton, but without
any marked disorder. An interesting
feature of the labor troubles of the
building trades and job printers in
Hamilton is the fact that while the
men claim that in each case it is a
lockout, the employers assert that it is
a strike.

Whatever name it may be known
by, the men are out for a 44-hour week,
and the employers insist upon a 48-
hour week, and the strike, or lockout,
seemed almost as firmly established
tonight as it did this morning. Three
printing firms granted the 44-hour week
and saved trouble.

It was stated tonight that the union
bricklayers might possibly recede from
the positior taken by the twelve other
building trades unions, and compromise
with the contractors by accepting 95c
an hour, instead of the present scale,
$1.0214.

The contractors, who are not members
of the Contractors’ Association, have
offered this compromise, it was said,
and the bricklayers are expected to give
their answer tomorrow.

Job Printers Out. .

While the newspaper and job printers
in Peterboro are out, the Examiner
managed to get out a four-page paper
today.

Ottawa’s labor trouble is practically
confined to the building trades, hence
is not so serious just now as it might
be if times were normal, and building
operations ordinarily active.

About 1,000 men are on strike at the
Fort Francis Pulp and Paper Company’s
plant and at the plant of the Minne-
sota and Ontario Paper Company at
Fort Francis. The companies proposed
a wage reduction of 30 per cent and a
9-hour day instead of 8 hours. The
unions unanimously refused to accept
the proposed changes.

Toronto continues to be practically
free from labor disputes. A small
strike of local show workers is on, and
the strikers claim that men are being
brought from Montreal to take their
places.

In Brantford the carpenters’ union
has not yet decided whether to strike
or not over the cut of 10 ecents an
hour in wages.

FEW PAPERS AFFECTED.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind.,, May 2.—Offi-
cials of the International Typographical
Union, after checking their reports re-
ceived today on the inauguration of
strikes in a number of cities to enforce
demands for the 44-hour week in job
and book printing offices, predicted that
less than 10,000 would be idle as the
result of walkouts.

John McParland, president of the
union, said few newspapers would be
affected. The strike will not affect
newspaper printing plants, unless an
effort is made to employ non-union
printers in offices where newspaper and
job printing plants are combined, he
said.

PR
DEADLOCK IN MOOSE JAW.

MOOSE JAW, Sask., May 2.—With
the announcement of a wage cut rang-
ing from 15 to 25 per cent, a deadlock
appears to have been reached in the
1921 wage scale between the members
of the building trades unions and the
buillders’ exchange here. The men de-
manded a continuation of last year's
schedule.

PRINTERS OUT,
VANCOUVER, May 2.—Job printers
in this city went ‘on strike this morn-
ing for a 44-hour week. Between 60
and 70 men are affected.

BUILDERS AND METAL WORKERS.

MONCTON, N.B, May 2.—Union
painters, plasterers and decorators,
plumbers and steamfitters, and metal
workers went on strike this afternoon
after failing to come to an understand-
ing with employers who have cut wages
15 per cent.

CALGARY PEACEFUL,

CALGARY, May 2. — There are no
labor disputes of any nature in Cal-
gary or are there any anticipated.
Building trades contracts and ‘others
expire .May 31. It is anticipated that
any new schedules will be amicably ar.

ON TRIAL FOR

"MANSLAUGHTER

Accused’s Brother' Tell Story
of Quarrel Which Led To "
Woman’s Death.

FOUGHT FOR GUN

Family Tried To Separate Men
As They Wrestled
Together.

TORONTO, May 2.—Stanley Hallam,
who with his .brother Willlam acted
as government agent with Rev. J. O.
L. Sprackiin in hunting rum runners
on the Essex border, was placed on
trial at the assizes here today on a
charge of manslaughter in connection
with the death of Mrs. Ruby Cross of
this city. Hallam was charged with
having fired a revolver while engaged
in a scuffle on January 23 with his
brother Willlam, the bullet having gone
through a partition in the house in
which the Hallams lved and caused

the death of Mrs. Cross, who was in
a room on the other side of the parti-
tion. The accused pleaded not guilty.

Willlam Hallam, brother of Stanley,
testified that he and Stanley quarrelled
over a remark made by Stanley to Wil-
liam’s wife, During a struggle be-
tween the two brothers, with thelr
wives and their father trying to separ-
ate them, they scuffled down stalrs
and into a room occupied by Stanley
and his wife. Stanley took a revolver
out of a dresser drawer and it was
discharged, the witness said. A bdbullet
penetrated the partition and struck
Mrs. Ruby Cross in an adjoining room.
Mrs. Cross died later in the hospital.

Was the Aggressér.

Under cross:examination, Willlam
Hallam admitted that he was the ag-
gressor in the struggle with his bro-
ther. He was quick tempered, he said,
and struck his brother. They grappled.
Stanley did not attack, he said, but
merely held him. He heard the repoit
of a shot, and did not know till later
that two shots had been fired. Stanley
told him that Mrs. Cross was shot. One
bullet went into the dresser.

Police Constable Knox testified that
when he entered the Hallam residence
after the shooting Stanley met him and
said: “There’s been a terrible acci-
dent.”” The constable sald Stanley told
him that Mrs. Cross had ‘been shot, and
admitted that he was holding the gun
when the bullet that hit Mrs. Cross
was discharged,

The trial will be continued tomorrow
morning.

RED CROSS SOCIETY
DISTRICT ORGANIZER
COMES T0 LONDON

Has Succeeded in Reorganiz-
ing Many Old Branches.

PEACE-TIME POLICY

Publio Health Work Is Latest
Undertaking of Ontario
Red Oross.

An interesting visitor in the city yes-
terday was Miss M. C. Straith, onsd of
the district organizers from the Cana-
dian Red Cross headquarters at To-
ronto. Miss Straith i{s now working
throughout a large district of Western
Ontarlo with a view to arousing interest
in the Red Cross Soclety peace-time
program _along sthe lines of public
health. Miss Straith arouses enthus-
fasm in the new work of the Red Cross
wherever she goes, and for this reason
she has not only been successful in
bringing into more active work Red
Cross branches already in existence and
reorganizing old branches, but she has
also been successful in arousing such
an interest in communities where a
Red Cross Society has as yet been un-
known, that entirely new branches of
this society are on the point of being
formed. Big public meetings in the
interest of this new Red Cross work
have been scheduled for Stratnroy,
Petrolea, Sarnia and in many of the
smaller towns.

Peace-Time Work.

“The peace-time policy of the On-
tario Red Croas Soclety includes a con-
tinuance of the war-time service, as far
as the soldlers are concerned.” sald
Miss Straith. “And in addition it in-
cludes co-operation with the Soldier
Settlement Board, emergency work
such as demonstrated during the late
influenza epidemic, investigation as to
the health needs of the province, the
providing of funds to establish univer-
sity courses in public {health nursing,
such courses now being carried on in
the different universities of the prov-
ince, including Western University; the
maintaining of provincial public health
nurses, eight such nurses now working
with the Ontario Board of Health, giv-
ing assistance to clvic hospitals, help-
ful to meet appeals from disease-
stricken European countries, the estab-
lishi of Junior Red Cross branches
throghout the province, so as to arouse
an interest among the children, and
lastly to assist in the big world-wide
Red Cross membership campaign to be
held this month.” )

Miss Straith has a fund of interesting
stories about the success of her work
in the province. Perhaps one of the
most interesting is about the establish-
ment of a Junior Red Cross branch.

Personal Hygiene.

A certain mother could not be made
to show any interest in such a society.
The health of the community—nothing
_seemed to appeal to her. When, how-
ever, it was explained that the Red
Cross Society in its junior work, tried
to make the boys and girls take a prac-
tical interest in their personal hygiene,
the mother was won.

| “The peace-time program of the Red
Cross Soclety is a direct challenge from
the League of Natlons,” says Miss
|Stra(th. “The war revealed to the
nations the shockingly poor physical
condition of the majority of their men,
|and was the means of arousing them to
a sense of responsibility for the health
of the people. The conference of world
authorities on health at Cannes,
France, in 1919, was a direct result,
and the already-established Red Cross
\ Boclety was chosen as the best medium

‘througb which to carry on health work

in the various nations.”

of sugar or simple candies.

“You bid fair to spoil my star act
by vour misplaced confidence in some
so-called authority on physiology who
probably knows as much about chil-
dren and their unenlightened parents
and their vicious food habits as I know
about experimental physiolegy—which
isn't very much. Let me whisper this
in vour ecar; if I can persuade a mother
{o withhold from her child not only ALL
candies, but also ALL sugar of any sort
whatsoever, even the ‘little’ on the
morning oatmeal, and to stop anything
at all between meals, my troubles with
that child’s appetite are over, sure as
shooting. No, that doesn’t destroy my
practice, either, so I cannot even ask
for svmpathy from your noble soul; for
my practice consists in keeping chil-
dren well, and what is more, I find that
mothers pay me for telling them just
such things as this.
