NO ORDER AFFECTING RATE IN MEANTIME

London’s steet railway problem i8
to be carried to the privy council
in ©ngland for a final decision, ac-
cording to an announcement by 1%
G. lvey, vice-president of the Lon-
don Street Railway company, this
morning.

“We have decided to appeal the
decision of the appellate court,” said
Mr. Ivey, “which will mean that the
case will go to the privy council in
England.”

Mr. Ivey pointed out that under
the statutes this is the only course
open, ‘ince the act governing tho
operatioa of the Ontario railway and
municipal board distinctly states
that when an appeal relates to the
construction of an agreement between
a rallway company and a municlpal-
ity, “the appeal shall lie from the
divisional court of the appellate @i-
vigsion of . supreme court, 'to his
majesty in his privy council.”

To Highest Court.

Thus the highest court in the Brit-
ish empire will be asked to deglde
whether Londoners shall pay a five-
cent fare for a street car ride Or
whether they shall ride for seven and
nine tickets for a quarter, .

In the meantime, according to the
road's vice-president, the company
will maintain the best gervice pos-
sible on a 5-cent fare. “It is need-
less for me to Say that we're no_t_
making money at the p}'esgnt fare,
Mr. Ivey added, “and it is impos-
sible for us to operate at seven and
nine tickets for a quarter.”

While the appeal to the Privy
Council is pending, which may be for
a considerable period, the whole ques-
tion of fares in TLondon presents sev-
eral interesting angles. :

The appellate court, on a point of
law, has said that the company m_ust
revert to the old rate of fares. But
no order has been made either direct-
ly or through the Ontario Railway
and Municipal board to compel the
company to take such action. Px_~e-
sumably the company’'s notification
of it’s intention to appeal the decision
will automatically suspend any :uh(-tlo_n
to put the finding into effect.

He further said
that Ludendorff told him on Septem-
ber 25, 1918, that peace must be signed
by Christmas of that year as the Ger-
man army could not hold out any
langer.

Naturalist Does Not Recognize
Epidemic in Stories of
Deer at Large.

HUMAN RACE WILD

Elgin County “Wolf’ Was a
Police Dog, Kingsville

It was tame in the zoo, but once
it got away it immediately became
a ‘wild animal’

“Now this little
jast night is as tame as any little
kitten ever was. Any man seeing it
would wonder how a person could go
into the woods and shoot.

“The birds and animals are not
wilda; it is the human race that's
wild. We make the wild animals
shun us, They fly from us for self-
preservation only.

“Any bird that’
to fly half a mile
preservation will fly clear across the
North American continent for food
and protection from anyone who has
been kind to it.

Lacks Hydro Power.

For the past 25 years, Dr. McWil-
liam has been experimenting with the
production of peat from the bog on
his farm at Dorchester. In the past.
he has been hampered in his work |
by the absence of hydro power and
the lack of proper machinery and
facilities. During the summer
months, however, Dr. McWilllam has

developed and offered for sale
London some 500 tons of peat, for
which there have been ready de-
mands, with many of them repeat
orders.

Next year it is hoped that a com-
pany will be organized, with sufficient
financial backing to develop peat In
large quantities in the London dis-
trict. With a perfected system of de-
velopment it is expected that €ome
3,000 tons of peat will be taken from
the bog at Dorchester next season.
Thousands of acres are also to be
found about the vicinity of Stratford,
ang the establishment of an up-to-
date plant with modern machinery
would guarantee an output of 1.000
tons of peat a day. During the last
four years the development of peat
has been analyvazed by the dominion
government and tests have been madz
with varied success in the bogs of Al-
freds, near Ottawa.

Aside from the commercial value
of peat, it offers an interesting study
in its production and use. Wherever
there is an extensive growth of bul-
rushes or huckleberries a peat bog is
invariably found. After being dug
with @ specially-shaped spade the
peat is placed in a wooden trough,
which extends some 400 feet into tne
bog. Along the trough the peat i3
carried to a macerating machine,
where it i8 broken up into a wet pulp

Mostiy Water.

Peat, when first taken from the bog,
is 93 per cent water and only 7 per
cent solids, whereas milk contains 14
per cent solids, This seems at first
incredulous, but when put under 2
glass it may be readily seen that peat
is made up of an intinite number of
small cells of water.

Having passed through this process,
the peat, in almost a liquid }orm. is
run into pillettes 8x30 inches in size,
into which form the finished product
is finally molded. The pillettes are
then set on 4 cable conveyance and
taken out some 600 feet, where they
are placed in the open field to drv.
They are left here for three days and
are then placed in piles ang allowed
to dry for six to eight weeks. In the
process of drying no artificial meth-
ods are:employed, the sun and afr
being all that are used.

When it has been thus thoroughly
dried the peat is ready for delivery
and immedinte use. One ton of peat,
it is claimed. is equal to one cord of
the best maple in heat calories. While
there are 33 cubic feet in one ton of
anthracite coal, a ton of peat con-
tains 60 cubic feet. Consumers agree
that two cubic feet a day will heat
the average nine-room house quite
easily. Peat requires little draught
in burning and provides a very bright
glow. No cinders are left, the peat
burning entirely to ash.

Peat has many other varied uses. It
may be used also as feed and ferti-
lizer. Six years, ago the Motherwell
Company of Dundas, stock food
manufacturers, purchased 60 carloads
of peat to fatten their hogs on that
vear. Peat is useq for this purpose
in many places throughout the United
States.

Later she learned, accord-
ing to the testimony, that the prince
had disposed of the gems in London,
and then sold the pawn tickets. The

countess eventually was able to buy
back most of her jewels, but spent
93,000 francs in the process.

Precedent For Remaining in

Office—Is Only Means To

Avoid Stakmate—-Need Tariff Verdict.

Associated Pregs Despatch. |
Glasgow, Nov. 9.~—The Glasgow
Herald considers that Premier Mac-
kenzie King's resolve to remain in
office is a wise expedient that is war-
ranted by constitutional precedent.
It is, in fact, the only way in which a
situation approaching a stalemate
can be met, the Herald says.
Continuing, the Hera.d eays the
position is extremely unfortunate for
Canada. It means that constructive
legislation is at a standstill, and it
illustrates the difficulties arising from
the variety of conflicting economic
and racial interests in the dominion
gince the development of the west
and northwest.

“The lack of a national verdict on
the tariff question,” the Herald says,
“is perhaps in the meantime not in-
jurious to Canada's real interests,
but it is unfunun::te inasmuch as it
delays much-needed measures re-
garding taxation, the National Rail-
ways and immigration.”

The Herald notes that a con-
spicuous feature of the recent politi-
cal history throughout the empire has
been the decline in the three-party
system. In Canada, according to the
Herald, the future of the Progressive
party is very deubtful.

Were the Progressives to merge
with the Liberals and their leaders
put forth a strong program bearing
directly on national issues, the
Herald concludes, the virtual ¢ead-

lock at Ottawa would be ended.

Never Dangerous.

Ontario has ‘heard much of the
Patenaude campaign. The picture
has been painted mainly in the awe-
some phrases of those who were im-
pressed with that ill-starred venture
as a menace to popular rights. What
is the truth? The truth is that the
Patenaude campaign never menaced
anybody or anything, but its archi-
tects. Quebec never took it sericus-
ly, any more than did Ontario.

Nothing is so funny as an amusing
attempt to be serious. When Lord
Atholstan, of the Montreal Star, who
for years has been unable to move
Montreal, undertook the task of over-
turning all Quebec, the gpectacle was
so ridiculous that its very audacity
kept the public breathless. The com-
plete failure of the Montreal Star
and Gazette's ballyhoo campaign to
get results on October 29 released
the floodgates of feeling.

BLAZER'S MEMORY

“Human-Husk™ Slayer, Gives
Evidence On Murder.

TELLS OF DAUGHTER

Arssociated Press Desnatch.
Littleton, Colo.,, Nov. 9.—For four
long, gruelling hours today an old,
wearied father occupied the witness
stand and defended himself against
the charge of slaying his 34-year-
old daughter, Hazel Blazer, the first
born and a helpless cripple and
imbecile almost from birth.

When court opened Dr. Harold
Elmer Blazer was sworn as a wit-
ness and for the major portion of
the court day continued his testi-
mony before a crowd.

“I believe in immortality; I be-
lieve my daughter had a soul, and
I did not slay her,” the elderly
country doctor declared on direct
examination by H. W. Spangler, of
his staff of defense counsel.

In the face of cross-examination
by Prosecuting Attorney Joel E.
Stone, Dr. Blazer maintained his
composure, although often admitting
that “he didn't remember,” when
conf.ronted with apparently con-
l’llct_mg statements made by himself
during the cororner's inquest several
n}onths ago and in direct examipa-
tion today.

The courtroom was jammed as Dr.
Blazer walked to the stand. In a low
but distinct voice he answered the
questions of defence counsel, H, W.
Spangler. :

““Hazel was born at Dillonvale, O.,
in May, 1891,” he testified. “At six
weelgs she was stricken with spinal
meningitis, that left her a hopeless
invalid—without a mind, as near as I
could tell,” he said. He spoke with
visible emotion as he described his
helpless, imbecile daughter.

“She couldn’t walk, talk, feed or
help herself. She could roll about
the floor—that was all.

“She couldn't even indicate if she.
was in pain. And often 1 couldn’t
discover where it was,

“She could rattle a piece of paper,
and occasionally would amuse herself
by tearing the paper to pieces. Al-
though she weighed 90 pounds, she
was as helpless as an infant of two

months.”

Typhoid and pneumonia were num-
bered among the many illnesses that
beset the ‘*child-woman” from in-
fancy, the witness said.

While her father was testifying,
Mrs. Frances Bishop, a younger
daughter, sat with her head bowed,
shielding her face with her hands as
occasionally her body shook with
sobs.

“We camge to Colorado in 1910,
settling at Montevista,” he said. “We
moved to Englewood, Colo., in De-
cember, 1924, several months after the
death of my wife. After Mrs.
Blazer's death I cared for her by
myself.

I never
talked the matter over with my wife
beiore her death.

“Once when I was away on busi
ness, Hazel was stricken ill and
other doctors said she would die.
When I returned home she looked
at me and almost laughed. She was
almost well within 24 hours.

“] stopped practicing in April,
1924, when I had spells of numb-
ness, which made my head feel
heavy and I couldn't see very well
1 could think at these times, but I
could never be sure my conclusions
were right and 1 was afraid I might
make a mistake in prescribing for
patients.

They
were the same as those I suffered
during the last two years, but not
so pronounced.
