ANCE THE MIDDLETOWN MURDERSLondon, Oct. 9. — A dispatch to the 
Exchange Telegraph Company from 
St. Petersburg says martial law has 
been proclaimed at Moscow.

Moscow, Oct. 8. — The number of 
strikers here was increased by the 
bakers joining the ranks. Bread is 
procurable today at double the price, 
l ut there will be none tomorrow. No 
newspapers are printed here, and even 
at St. Petersburg papers are scarce, 
the striking printers having waylaid 
the supplies and torn them to pieces.

Today the crowds on the Iverskoi 
Street boulevard assumed threatening 
proportions. The police and militia, 
horse and foot, with the Cossacks, were 
fully prepared. A pitched battle took 
place. Troops, who fired three volleys 
point blank at the people, were met by 
the crowd with stones and revolvers. 
It is impossible to estimate the casual- 
ities, as. according to custom, immed­
iately the crowd was dispersed the

In 
his fall Burleigh was struck by a num 
ber of pieces of lumber, but neverthe­
less he succeeded in reducing the force 
of the fall by taking hold of cross- 
pieces of the scafford in his downward 
course.

Burleigh's hand was badly injured, 
and he received a gash on the head. 
Had he not managed to break the 
force of the fall, he may have been 
fatally injured.

London, Oct. 9.—The negotiations re­
specting their spheres of influence in 
Afghanistan pending between Great 
Britain and Russia, when the Russo- 
Japanese war broke out, will be re­
sumed, should Russia be willing, of 
which there seems to be no doubt.

The British Government is anxious 
that the questions which have caused 
uneasiness in the past should form the 
subject of friendly discussions between 
the diplo.nats of the two Governments.

Great Britain has already taken 
steps toward this end.

An official of the foreign office in­
formed the Associated Press that it 
was rather premature to speak of ne­
gotiations, but he intimated that the 
Government had taken the initiative in 
looking to a resumption of the ex­
change of views.

The Government had always hoped, 
the official added, for the negotiations 
to he resumed, and realized that the 
present was the most opportune time 
as the peoples of the two countries rec­
ognized that it was to their mutual 
benefit that the questions in dispute be 
amicably settled.

The negotiations which are about to 
be resumed have particular reference 
to Afghanistan, where each desires 
that the other give guarantees not to 
extend its sphere of influence.

Russia has shown a desire to reach 
an understanding by curbing the ag­
gressive policies of her border govern­
ors. This has created a good impres­
sion in Great Britain.

Respecting the report that Great 
Britain is willing to recognize Russia’s 
special privileges in South Turkey in 
return for Russian assurances of a 
non-aggressive policy on the Indian 
frontier, the Associated Press was 
given to understand that the question 
has not been discussed officially.

London, Oct. 9.—Charles Fisher, an 
American convict now serving ten 
years' sentence of imprisonment in 
England for burglary, was the prin­
cipal witness for the crown at the 
Westminster police court Saturday in 
a ease against Talbot Bridgewater, de­
scribing himself as a medical special­
ist, Lionel Peyton Holmes, William 
Edward Shackell and Elizabeth Fos­
ter, said to be Bridgewater's wife, 
charged with conspiracy and forging 
the name of Marshall Fox, an Ameri­
can resident in London, to a check for 
$4,095.

The case against the defendants 
dates back to the summer of 1904. 
Bridgewater, it is charged, was the 
originator of the plot. He is alleged 
to have paid attentions to a lady, the 
secretary of Mr. Fox and to have in­
stalled Fisher as a boarder in her 
house at Streatham, a suburb of Lon­
don. Fisher, it is said, secured wax 
impressions of the keys of Fox’s safe 
and the conspirators had a key made 
from this, and got Fox's check book. 
Later Fisher was arrested in connec­
tion with an office-breaking affair and 
sentenced to ten years.

Recently Fisher turned King's evi­
dence and confessed his share in the 
Fox robbery. His testimony was 
an exhaustive disclosure of his al­
leged connection with the case on trial 
and his career of crime. Since com­
ing to England he has been convicted 
three times, including his present sen­
tence. He testified that he was the 
accomplice of a gang working in Lon- 
don and shadowing rich Americans, 
and it is learned that he was Indi­
rectly connected with the recent rob­
bery of a pearl necklace from Chris- 
tie’s.

Fisher said he never moved about 
without carrying wax for the taking 
of impressions of locks, and while not 
admitting that he was connected with 
other big robberies, it was evident 
that he knew much about them. He 
said he had turned King’s evidence be­
cause he wished to lead a new life

Bridgewater asserts that Fisher is 
hired by the police, and that the whole 
of his alleged confession is a police 
plot.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 9.—Realizing the 
advantages of retaining in the far 
east a stock of sturdy and energetic 
colonists, and at the same time desir­
ing to reward veterans of the war, 
the ministries of the interior and agri­
culture have worked out a draft of a 
homesteading law under which officers 
and soldiers are entitled to pre-empt 
free within two years, farms rang­
ing from 135 acres, with a bonus of $50, 
for enlisted men, to 1,000 acres for the 
higher officers, and a loan of from $250 
to $2,500, and exemption from taxation 
for five years.

The law will affect all the unoccupied 
lands in Siberia, a large amount of 
which is now valueless on account of 
the lack of communication, but which 
will be opened to settlement if the rail­
roads connecting the Trans-Caspian 
and Trans-Siberian systems, for which 
private companies are now seeking 
concessions, is built.

John placed his hands on the lifeless 
body, and said: “This is my mother."

His sister Frances said something to 
him in Polish, whereupon he struck 
her. Then he drew a revolver and shot 
at his sister over the dead body of 
his mother. Before he could be over­
powered he had shot his sister, his 
brother and his brother-in-law. Buden- 
ok is in jail.

1901, which has just been published, 
reveals the rapid progress of Canada 
as a manufacturing country.

Under the head of salaries, the in­
dustrial census shows that as salaried 
officers, managers and salesmen in con­
nection with factories, 15,313 men 
earned an average of $833 per year, 
and 2.151 women earned an average of 
3317. The wage-earners number 300,026, 
comprising 226,663 earning a yearly 
average of $334; 61.220 women earning 
an average of $176, and 12,143 children 
earning an average of $106. In addi­
tion there were 13,318 persons employed 
al home on piece work, earning an 
average of $143. In Ontario the aver­
age annual wage of all workers was 
$295; In Quebec, $285; in British Colum, 
bia, $418. Ontario manufactures 50.22 
per cent of the total of the Dominion;

the value of products rose from $72,- 
796,425 to $80,341.204, an increase of 
$7,554,779.

An enormous increase took place In 
the manufacture of foods, the number 
of employes being 10.891 greater than 
in 1891, and the value of products $49,- 
243,633 greater. No doubt the manu­
facture of breakfast foods is largely 
responsible for this.

In the production of metals and 
metal products, including pig iron, the 
number of employes increased 2,201, 
wages $1,613,353, value of products $6,- 
309,351. The largest increase was in 
smelting works, namely, 215 in num­
ber of employes; $480,573 in wages and 
$4,066.144 in value of products.

The average wage per employe in 
all Canadian industries rose from 
3291 27 to $329 18; the average value of 
product per employe from $1.355 31 to 
$1.398 29. For every $100 of product in 
1891, labor was paid $21 49, and in 1901. 
$23 54. In the United States the labor 
cost is only $20 96 per $100 of product. 
Comparing the total cost of wages, 
materials and miscellaneous expenses 
with the value of products it is shown 
that the cost is $84 07 in Canada and 
$85 35 in the United States for every 
$100 worth produced.

The city of London, though ninth in 
population among Canadian cities, 
ranks sixth as a manufacturing center. 
Montreal leads with a total value of 
products in 1901 of $71,099,750; number 
of establishments. 932; capital em- 
ployed, $57.148,661; number of employes, 
44,633; wages, $17.810.356.

Toronto is second with $58.415,498 for 
value of products; number of estab­
lishments, 847; capital employed. $52,- 
114.042; number of employes. 42,515; 
wages paid. $15,505.466.

Hamilton is third, with value of pro- 
diets, $17,122.346; number of establish- 
ments 230; capital employed, $13,494,953; 
number of employes, 10,196; wages 
paid, $4,054,592.

The Toronto Telegram says: “The 
Ontario Municipal Association appoint­
ed a committee consisting of as­
sessors to discuss the new assess- 
ment act, discover its defects and re- 
commend the necessary amendments.

A platform missionary meeting was 
held at the First Methodist Church last 
night. and a large audience listened 
to the eloquent addresses of some of 
the leading men of Methodism in Can­
ada. Dr. Eccles was chairman and de­
livered an address on the great oppor­
tunities that lay open to the Christian 
Church.

Rev. Dr. Henderson gave an abstract 
of the spiritual report presented to the 
general board. He reviewed the dif­
ferent fields of missionary activity, and 
showed that the cause of missions was 
advancing very rapidly. From Japar. 
China, the Indian work, and from the 
domestic missions came most encour­
aging reports of the work being done. 
The work in Japan was especially en­
couraging.

Mr. N. W. Rowell, K. C., followed 
with a very scholarly address on the 
subject, “First Things First.” He gave 
a historical resume of the nations and 
the cause of their fall. Those nations 
that neglected their spiritual welfare 
were doomed to decay. He sounded a 
note of warning to Canada that in our 
prosperity, in the floodtide of immigra- 
tion, in the different moral standards 
of the nations coming to our shores, we 
should not become materialistic and 
forget the duty we owed to God.

Rev. Dr. Sutherland followed with a 
masterly address on"The Present Emer­
gency in Missions.” He reviewed the 
causes leading up to the present crisis 
and declared that the opportunitv of 
the centuries was given to Christian­
ity. The work to be done was great. 
They must, however, do more educa­
tional and hospital work than hereto­
fore. The eastern nations were, hun­
gering for western ideas and ideals. It 
was our duty to give it to them.
