• OUR SUMMER GATEWAY.
Hew the Emigration Wepartment Has Pre- 

vented the Influx of Diseased Settlers

Navigation, as far as the regular 
passenger steamship lines are con­
cerned, is on the eve of a close, and 
with it the end of immigration over 
the St. Lawrence route. Seventy 
thousand immigrants from all Euro­
pean nations landed at Quebec dur­
ing the past summer season, which is 
the largest aggregation of settlers 
from European countries to ever 
come to Canada via the St. Law- 
rence route, and 22,000 more than 
last season, when 48,000 arrived. It 
must not be thought, however, that 
the full number of 70,000 immi­
grante who landed at Quebec were 
destined to remain and settle in Can­
ada. Thirty per cent of this num- 
ber were booked for various centres 
of the United States, and on landing 
were handed over to the care of the 
United States immigration officials 
stationed at this port every season. 
Thus only 49,000 immigrants who 
came to Canada via the St. Law- 
rence during the past year settled in 
the West and Northwest, and helped 
to swell the 121,000 new settlers who 
have taken up their homes in the 
Dominion during the past ten 
months. The number of immigrants 
expected to have arrived by the St. 
Lawrence during the past season. 
was computed at 100,000. The fall­
ing off of 80,000 is accounted for by 
the unexpected decrease of the Rus­
sian and Russia-Polish Jew immi- 
gratidn. which evidently sought some

GUIDED BY PROVIDENCE.

The United States’ Action in Regard 
to Panama.

Washington, Dec. 12.—The birth of 
the Republic of Panama and its recog­
nition by the United States Govern­
ment was the subject of a spirited de­
bate in the United States House 
of Representatives Mr. Dinsmore 
(D., Ark.), during consideration of the 

pensions appropriations bill, severely 
criticized the Administration in connect 
tion with the canal, and Mr Hitt (R. 
III.), Chairman of the Foreign Affairs 
Committee, replied in a vigorous de­
fence of the President and his Central 
American policy. Mr. Williams (Miss.), 
the minority leader, replied to Mr. 
Hitt,declaring that the minority did not 
condone the part taken by the Unit­
ed States Government in connection 
with the Panama affair. Mr. Hitt said 
there was nothing hasty or unique in 
the recognition of the new republic, 
as it occurred five days after the pro- 
mulgation of the independence of the 
republic. He continued: “Now, it so 
happened in the course of human 
events, which we do not guide, but 
which, it is believed by many, an all- 
wise Providence watches and directs 
that in this case our duty in good faith 
under the treaty to keep that highway 
open fell in with and brought out a 
consequence which was grave to Col 
ombia.

Our Government will not per­
mit anybody on the line of that rail­
way or the crossing of the isthmus 
who would disturb free transit, and it is 
because the two things coincide that 
men who do not look on the matter 
calmly and fairly will say that we did 
what we did to injure Bogota, when 
in fact we did it to keep good faith, 
though it had injured Bogota.”
