The McKinley Tariff Bill is law, the
President of the United States having
attested his signature to itat4:15, Wed-
nesday, Oet 1st. - The Republicans. of
the House were in great fear during a
portion of the day lest it might fail
through filibustering on the part of the
Democrats, The vpresiding - officers’
gavals fell in thetwo Houses to-night
at 6 o’clock, and the first session of the
51st Congress was ended. There have
been other sessions which have been
longer than this, counted by weeks and
days, but there has been no session
where there have been more hours de-
voted to work, or in which so many im-
portant laws have been passed. During

(the early portion of the day the House
of Representatives was in a condition
of semi-panic.

Initiated.

Beautiful Weather, Tmmense
Crowds and a Grand
Exhibition.

The Elma Agricultural Society’s Fall
Exhibition was held on the new fair
grounds, in Atwood, on Thursday of
last week. The weather was favorable,
the attendance large, and the exhibition
exceeded, both in number of entries and
quality of exhibits, all former shows
held by the Society.
