Owing to unforeseen causes of delay, the
consecration of Canon Pualleine as Bishop Suff-
ragan of Penrith, did not take place on the 1st

of May.

LoxpoN.—A large number of Readers were
admitted by the Bishop at St. Panl’s on Satur-
day, the 28th, among them being several pro-
fessional men of high standing.

Tag EBcclesiastical Commissioners have
sesled the certificate necessary to enable Her
Majesty in Council to found the new Bishopric
of Wakefield, as contemplated by the Bishop-
ric Act, 1878.

Tae Bishop of Gibraltar and others, are
making an appesal for funds to obtain an Eng-
lish Church for Venice. It is hoped that a
building situated cobveniently on the Grand
Canal will be obtained and converted into a
chureh ; 2,5000, will be required for the pur-

pose.

Ir is rumored that the Bishops of Mackenzie

River and Moosonee contemplate an early re-
signation of their respective sees. It would be
difficult to find two bishops in the Anglican
Commurion who have labored more bravely,
and nobly, and undergone more real hardship
for Christ and His Church than Drs. Bompas
and Horden, both of whom have been so long
identified with missionary work—and that of
the hardest kind—amongst the, in many re-
spects, unsatisfactory and unthankful Hskimeo.

Tax apoointment of the Hon. Melville W.

Fuller, of Chicago, as Chief Justice of the
Supreme Court of the United States, has given
general satisfaction. Mr. Faller is one of the
Church's loysl sons. For many years he has
been a vestryman of St. Mark’s parish in that
city, and has frequently served as lay-reader,
and as delegete to the Diocesan Convention.
In 1883, he wasa dePnty from this diocese to
the General Convention. His fellow Charch-
men rejoice over his election to this high office.

Tax Council of thenew Diocese of Cor.orAbo

which meets on the 16th of this month, will
adopt canons for thediocese, The code print-
ed for adoption by the Special Committee has
many admirable features, such as that a parish
is made the centre of a missionary district, and
held responsible for the care thereof. The
Bishop and Standing Committee are made a
Board of nomination for the purpose of filling

vacant rectorates, a far bettor way than the
system of ‘‘calls” by a vestry.

A aeNTLEMAN in Rbode Island has commu-
picated to the Board of Managers his purpose
to pay over to the Missionary Society $100,000
toward the endowment of the Domestic Mis-
sionary episcopate.

Tee litigation between Archdeacon Colley
and the churchwardens at St, Peter's Cathedral,
Natal, is ended. The case was left in the hands
of the Attorney-General, who awards the Arch-
deacon certain fees, amounting to nesrly £500,
but throws out ihe bulk of his claims and or-
ders him to pay rent for the parsonage. A
portion of the costs are also given against
Archdeacon Colley, who is forbidden to attend
the Easter Vestry, and ordered to vacate the
Archdeaconship on May 1.

Tae students of the General Theological
Seminary, New York, have sent to the Arch-
bishop of Canterbury, through the Very Rev.
Dean Hoffmann and Mr. W. Stanley Burrows,
the sum of £300, of whicn £160 is for the re-
lief of the sufferers by famine in Kurdistan,
£40 for the support of eight village schools for
one year, and £100 for printing the ancient
liturgical literature. The interest taken by the
College in the Assyrian Mission is largely due
to Mr. Neesan, a student from Chaldwea,

THE CHURCH ARMY'S ADVANCE.

—

The year 1887-88 has been one of remarkable
advance on the part of the Church Army. In-
creased effert has been made both at home and
abroad. The staff has bcen considerably aug-
mented; a greater number of meetings have
been held in-doors and ount-doors. Some of the
most depraved outcasts have been truly convert-
ed from lives of sin and wickedness, and bave
become earnest soldiers of Christ. Of these
latter it may be said that they have witnessed a
bold confession befure the world and have come

forward for confirmation in large numbers.
The Army has not succeeded in doubling the
number of its Evangelists this year, but the ad-
vance from 105 last year to 160 this year is a
cause for great thankfulness. In addition to
this, & considerable number of officers who
have passed through the regular course of train-
ing, and who for various reasons were not
quite fitted for our difficult work, have become
Scripture readers and lay helpers of consider-
able usefulness to other Churoh societies, The
house to house visitation of the poor has been

greatly inoreased, and the oiroulation of the
Church Army Gazette has made great strides,
giving the Army many open doors, which
otherwise we could not have obtained.

Besides augmenting the work at home, other
officers have been sent to Canada, and especial-
ly to Nova Scotia, where the Church Army is
now & recognized institution. The army has
also sent Hvangelists to the United States,
Good work is reported to have been done by its
officers in Australia. The opening in India is
a new departure, and we believe will become a
very important one; latest roports are very
encouraging. The utmost saorifice is needed
for this, and a readiness to live in the humblest
way in dress and food for the poor heathen
abroad, The opening of a temporary Mission
Nurses Training Home, by the Earl of Meath,
was an important step. In additicn to the
160 Evangelists. there are now ten Church
Army Mission Nurses labouring *“as well for
the _Body as for the soul,” and algo trying to
“rescue the fallen”—a most nseful branch of
their work.

The utmost economy has been practiced at
head quarters, and the whole of the above ad-
vance has been made with the additional ex-
peuditure only of less than £500. This amonnt
would have been even less if it wore not forthe
£250 given for the purchase of tents, which are
found of great use in summer time. The most
remarkable feature cf the year is, probably,
the great increase in the amount subscribed by
the working people themselves. Richer friends
have kindly given the Army £4,000, but the
poor working people themselves have locslly
given towards the support of the work in their
own parishes considerably over £13,000. The
The Society boldly asks sympathy for its 12,-
000 working men and women, “soldiers” in the
Church Army, who areseeking not only to help
themselves, but in helping themselves are seek-
ing te bo made & blessing to others.—Family
Churckman.

But the sin of man bas mnot altered or de-
stroyed the Knrpose of God : and therefore we
do well, at the anniversary of our birth, to re-
eall to mind what that purpose is, and to stir
up ourselves, that we may be fellow worlers
with God, and not amengst those who, by yield-

“ipg to sin and Satan, are doing their best to

mar avd thwart that purpose. God bas blessed
us with life that we may be channels of bless-
ipngs, each in bis and her degree, wherever our
lot in Jife is cast. * For there is no man, how-
over low in the social scale, who may not do
something to make one little corner of human
sociely the greener snd brighter for his exist-
ence, and in relieving a little that sorrow and
suffering which are the dark shadows thrown
by sin upon a fallen world.” In acting thus we
are not only following in the footsteps of our
Bleesed Lord, who ¢ went about doing good,”
but we are aleo 80 vsing our present life that
we may be prepared for that still higher life,
“the life of the world 1o come,” wherein all the
powers of the regencrate man shall be fully and
perfectly exercised.

If then, from any cause, these words of
thankegiving have not hitherto come as the
true expression of our bheart, let us determine,
God helping us, that our next birthday shall
witness a cbange, that we will lay hold of God’s
purpose in cieating us, and day by day seothat
our life in all its dotails is fashioned according
to the commandmeonts of God.

THE EMBER DAYS.

The ordination of ministers to serve in the
Church is = most solemn thing. They are de-
voting themselves to an office which, ir spite
of Acts of Parliament, they can mnever lay
down, but must retain until the end of their
lives. The Act of Parliament which allows

riests to give up their sacred calling and drop
the title of “Reverend” cannot do away either
with the office or its obligations, any more
than ibe Divorce Court can nullify & marriage
solemnised by the Church. It can eet aside the
¢civil contraet, but this does not nullify the mar-
ringe (St. Matihew xix. 9). So be who is or-
dained priest is a priest for life, Extrome care
was exercised by the Apostles in such cases,
Not only was the selection made most carefully
(1 Timotby v. 22; iii. 1.13; Titusi. 5-9), but a
timo of fasting was observed (Aocts xiii. 3), and
special prayer was made to God. Conform-
a%ly with the example of the Apostles, these
days are sot -aside as days of fasting or absti-
nepco (Table IIL after tho Calendar in the
Prayer Book). This is vot an empty direction,
of easy observance, or mno observince at sll,
just as it suits people. There ¢an be no doubt
1hat ihe Church of England really intends cer-
tain days to be keptasdays of fasting—not
from el food, as that would be injurious, but
cerininly as days for the exercise of some kind
of bodily eelf-denial. There Ember days ocour
four times in the year, alwaye on Wednesday,

ordained to the Diaconate.

KingsroN. The Synod of the Diocese was
opened in Kingston on the evening of the 14th
May with special service, at which the Rev. Dr,
Body, Provost of Trinity College, Toronto, was
the appointed preacher.

The scheme for a division of the diocese
would seem to have been dropped; as at the
Synod meeting last week, it was decided that
nothing had been done, and .here appearedyto
be quite & difference of opinion in regard 1o it.

The Rev, Dr. Mountaiu's offer for the crea-
tion of a Miseion Canonry was accepted ; $10,000
have been given for this parpose.

The Synod sdopted a resolution in favor of
uniting all the dioceses of the Church of Hng-
land in British North America into one lesisla-
tive Body or Synod, the diocezes, however,
preservivg their autonomy and control over
purely diocesan matters.

A meoting in the interest of Trinity College.
Toronto, was held on the evening of the 17th
inst., in ennnection with the session of Synod.
Provost Bdy pointed out the advantages of-
fored by Trinity Cellege for 8 general educa-
tion, and stated that last year there were 100
graduates, He called upon churchmen gene-
rally to rally to its support—instancing the
example of the Presbyterians and the Method-
18ts as to their denominational institutions. An
increase of $65,000 to capital account and $3000
to annuval income was needed to enable them
to fulfil the objects aimed at. An interesting
discussion upon the points reterred to by Dr.
Body followed, and his suggestions seemed to
meet with hearty approval. The Divinity Sta-
dents’ Fund Committee of the Diocese were au-
thorized to use the fands under its control for
assisting candidates for the ministry going
forward from the Diocese to Trinity College.

DI®CESE OF TORONTO.

Warsaw.—St. Mark's Church was re-opened
on Sanday, May 13th, aftor having been -vastly
Improved, under the munagement, and to &
very large extent, the personal workmanship
of the enterprising churchwarden, Mr. A.F.
Choate. Although tho seating accommodation
has been greatly increased, every seat waa oc-
cupied.

After his retarn a Synod will be held ; he
expects to have his house bailt and his family
hore then. The Bishop of Raport's Land has
promised to preach the sermon on the
occasion of the first Synod.

TRINITY SBUNDAY.

Trinity Sunday is a festival of rather late
institution. This Sunday was anciently the Oc-
tave of Petecost, or Whitsun-Day, and as such
was observed from a very early age of the
Charch. The keeping of this day as a separate
festival, in honor of the Blessed Trinity, was
first epjoined by the Synod of Arles, A.D.
1260, and became generally observed about the
fourteenth century ; but all Catholic Churches,
excepting England and Gormany, have the
Sundays wnpamed from Pentecost.— Church
Kalendar.

SYMBOLS OF THE HOLY TRINITY.

——

Two human Figures and a Dove, or one with
lamb and dove, were anciently used to symbol-
ize the Trinity, Zhe Hand, Lamb and Dove
have the same mean'ng. The Egquilateral
Triangle i3 very ancient, and is the one now
chiefly used. The Iriangle is sometimes sur-
rounded by = glory. The Trefoil, or Clover
leaf, is & beautiful and natural emblem of the
Three in One. Three circles ontwined have
also the same significance, the circle being the
emblem of eternal existence,

THE PREACHING OFFICE.

Audi alteram partem, May there be room in
your columns for an “Old Fogy,” one who in-
stead of msaking haste, wants to ‘“‘stand in the
way and ask for the old paths ?”

“Break down the barriers,” is the popular
cry. If the barriers be merely human, yes!
Baut if some of them be from God’s hand per-
haps His voice may ask, “Why bhave ye broken
down her hedges, so that all they that go by
spoil her strongholds ?” It is time for some one
to spesk in defence of the reality of Holy Or-
ders, and of the need for a divine authority in
the work of the ministry.

The stronghold of Apostolic order which the
Church has so faithfully defended for 1,800
years is in danger, and in dapger from the
hands of her own sons. The popular assertion
lately was that there is no need of ordinstion

before one may baptize; that & layman's bap-
tism is 88 good as any oneelse’s. And tho next
ssgertion is that there is no need of ordination
before preaching; that any one may preach;
that our pulpits should be thrown open ‘o all
Christian bodies, to all Christian teachers, to
laymen, ‘

What becomes, theun, of all the safeguards
which the Church under divine guidance has
maintained for protecting her people from the
preachers of error ? Why has she so gnarded
the approach to the work of the ministry ?
What use of such long study, of sush careful
training, of such sirict examinations? What
need of ordaining deacons? If a layman can
baptize and preach, in what respect does a
deacon differ from him ?

I remember reading some years age, in the
Independent, a strong article, I think from the
pen of the Congregational divioe, the Rev.
Dr. Bacon, upon this very suhject of *'An Open
Pulpit.” He defended the Protestant Episco-
pal Church, and approved what some call its
exclusiveness, while he thought it holy eareful-
pess, And he expressed his thankfulpess that
in these days when exactness of doctrine is so
little valned and loose and careless teachers so
abundant, there was one Church, which™“‘while
it bad an altar practically open to every peni-
tent sioner on earth, guarded its pulpit with a
gacred jealousy for Christ’s truth,” and after
most careful security for the soundness of its
own ministers, did not nullify that carefulness
by counting a white neckcloth. or a “reverend”
before the name, a sufficient passport to its
place of official teaching. He honoured the
Church for putting fidelity to the trath of the
Gospel above the popular cry of liberality.

The word “‘preaching” is used in two senses.
The loose or unofficial sense in which any ear-
nest man or woman may be sent to preach,
whenever they speak earnestly by word or life
in defence or explanation of the Gospel. And
upon such preaching the Church lays ne re.
strictions. And there is a more eareful and
official sense, in which preaching is the pro-
clamation of the Gospel-—ar its aunthorized
teaching, in the place of holy worship, or at
time of holy worship, or a8 part of it—with
the solemnities of place and time of solemn
service, And about this the Church tanght of
God, throws her careful defences.

Holy Scriptures and the Church have spoken
plainly in this matter. The wordsare familiar,
but in times of excitement or haste, even
thoughtful persons sometimes need to be re
nlllmded of very familiar things. Consider
then :

1. “How shall they preach except they be
sent ?"—Rom. x. 15. v P P d

2. Which Officos were evermore had in such
roverend Estimation, that no man might pre.
sume to execute any of them, except ho were
first oal]ed,_tried, examined and known to have
such qualities as are requisite for the same; and

also by public Prayer, with Imposition of
Hands, were approved and admitted thereunto
by lawfal Authority. And therefore, to the in-
tent that these Orders may be continned and
reverently nsed and esteemed in this Church,
ao man shall be accounted or taken to bea law-
ful Bishop, Priest, or Deacon, in this Church,
or suffered to execute any of the said Fone.
tions, except he be called, tried, examined and
admitted thereunto, according to the Form
hereafter following, orhath had Episcopal Con-
seeration or Ordination.—Prayer Book.

(And that we may have it clearly stated juat
what are meant by *“the said funotions.”)

3. 4] Then shallthe Bishop deliver to every
one of them the New Testament, saying,

Take thou Anthority to read the Gospel in
the Church of God, and to preach the same, if
thou be thereto licensed by the Bishop him-
relf.—Ordination of Deacons. S

4. 9 Then the Bishop shall deliver to every
one of them kneeling, the Bible into his hand,
raying,

Take thou Anthority to preach the Word of
God, and to Minister the Holy Sacraments in
the Congregation, where thou shalt be lawfnlly
appointed thereunto.— Ordination of Priests.

And from the XXXIX articles :

D. ART XXIII—OF MINISTERING IN THE OONGRE-
GATION.

It is not lawful for any man to take upon
him the office of public preaching, or minister-
ing the sacraments in the congregation, before
he be lawfully called, and sentto execute the
same® And those we ought to judge lawfully
called and sent, which be chosen and called to
this work by men who have public authority
given unto them in the congregation, to call
and send ministers into the Lord's vineyard.

It will be seen that here is scmething more
than a ‘‘capon,” that stands in the way.

Has the Cburch been so fearfully mistaken
these 1,800 years ?— Bishop Paret,in the Church-
man.

THE TRUE PURPOSE OF LIFE,

The great question about & man’s work, is
not 80 much what he does, a8 how, and why,
and in what spirit he does it. And the great
need of most persons is not to have some new
tasks, but to bring their present tagksinto right
and helpful relations to their lives. The com-
monest need we feel is the need of an inspira-
tion in doing the things which come to us al-
most the same on every day. How the burdens
of toil and care which men are wearily carry-
ing would lighten if they could see any reason
or purpose in bearing them! How the light
of hope and joy would shine into many & weary
life, if existence only meant something worth
living for! If s man and his work are not in
happy relations, the adjustment must proceed
from the man. The burden will press down re-
morselessly and ever heavier, unless the man
gain some new power which shall make it seem
ensior to bear. This new strength must come
from the possession of & worthy purpose of life
and action, which sha'l beget new motives and
hopes in doing one’s work, and fill it with new
mesaning, thus forming it from slavery into

freedom. .
Here we see the poasible religionsness of all
life. We can carry our daily work as high as
we carry the aims and spirit of our lives, and
no higher, Our work will take on its truest
dignity only when it is held in relation and
subordination to the highest ends of human life
as interpreted to us in the gospel and character
Jesus Christ. The peculiarity of the Christian
type of life is net so much that it requires the
doing of peculiar and specifio things, as that it
requires the doing of all things in & spirit of
obedience, service and helpfulnees. Th? Chris-
tian i8 not to withdraw from the world's activ
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ities, but it is to oarry into them a higher spirit,
8 diviner law. The philesopher Kant well said
that religion was the doing of every duty as if
it were the command of God. This is but the
Apoatle’s maxim of doing all things as unto the
Lord, Religion is the right spirit, the trae
purpose and the best way of doing all things.
It does not consist in & specific class of duties
(commonly called ‘ religious,™) sach as church

attendance and Bible reading, although these |-

are natural and important fruits of the religious
spirit. It demands and consists in doing all the
duties of life on every day, however humble or
commonplace, in the spirit of service to God
and our fellow-men, and for the largest and best
development of all our own powers of influence
aud usefulness. The person who grasps this
jdea of living will discover that he has not so
many extraordinary things to do, but that be
has found an extraordinary way of doing ordi-
nary things.—S. S. Times.

LET THERE BE LIGHT.

If it should be asked whence is the obligation
for carrying the Gospel in'o the dark places of
the earth, what ground is there for a duty of
which so much is said to day in the pulpit and
in. print, the answer would not be found in the
pecalicr advantages which the Church possesses
in this age, or in the splendid opportunities
which the hand of Divine Providence has

opened and. pointed out. These indicate and
enforce the duty; but the ground of it lies
buck of these. It is & duty which was en-
joined wpon the infant Church with peculiar
emphasis and solemnity by the series of com-
mands of our Lord, when in plain words He
ssid, “Go ye into all the world and preach the
Gospel to every creature,” “Go teach all na-
tions,” “Ye shall be witnesses unto Me ' bat
the daty did not originate there These wero
a republication—a fresh and explicit deliver-
ance from the sacred lips of our Lord to ring
down the ages and kindle the zeal and direct
the energies of His disciples. The original
source of the obligatioz which rests upon every
soul was in the primal command, the first re-
corded utterance of Jehovah, when over the
brooding darkness of the uncreated world He
spoke the Omnipotent word, “Let there be
light,” and in quick response ‘‘the morning
stars sang together and all the sons of God
ghouted for joy.”

The advent of physical light was the symbol
of that moral and gpiritaal illurination which
He would have spread throughout the world of
sin and sorrow. The simple majesty of that
first command is the sublime authority for
Christian missions, “Let there be light” gave
inep ration to prophets and bards of old. The
geer who beheld afar the Coming One, pro-
claimed Him as the Dayspring from on high,
the Light to lighten the Gentiles, to give light
to them that sit in darkness and in the shadow
of death, the Sun of Righteousness with heal-
ing in His wings. His birth was the signal
for the overture of angels, and again the skies
were filled with music as in the beginning. He
was the trune Light of which the shining stars
waro but typee and the glorious san a pro-
pheoy.

It was the light above the brightness of the
sun which arrested Saul of Tarsus, and startled
him out of his Pharisaic pride and Judaic nar
rowpess—made him glad to go forth and
preach among despised Gentiles the unsearch-
able riches of Christ. That thrilling summona
gave Carey courage to say, “I will go down
into the dark mine if you will hold the rope;”’
it made Henry Martyn willing to leave the
classic shades of Cambridge and go to India,
and Selwyn and Patterson to leave homes of
culture and mingle their lives with the savages
of the South Sea Islands. It impelled Living-
stone from his highland home in Scotland inte
the depths of African jungles, and moved the

f

heartof Hannington to receive the spear thrusta

of those for whose salvation he was willing to
lny down his life, It sent our own Payuoe and
Hoffmap and Aner to the same dark continent,
arnd enabled the elder Boone when going forth
to Cbiga to say, “If by epending my life there
I could but 01l the hinges of the door, so that
others could enter and work, gladly weuld I
0."

“Ye are the light of the world; ye are My
witnesses; go ye” is the bugle call, which,
coming down from the morning ef creation,
caught np aud eehoed through the lips of the
risen Saviour, and coming again freshly from
the throne of the Aseended One is ealling
choicost sons ani daughters to go forth, and
making thousands willing to deny themselves
aud contribute the means to send the everlast-
i;g Gospel unto the ends of the earth.—Church

THE PURPOSES OF RELIGIOUS
INSTRUCTION.

It is one of the chief mistakes of the age the
fruit of an excessive individualism, that the va

lue of surroundings in shuping and fixing char-
acter is overlooked. The outward drill of reli-
gious ¢ bservance and spiritual habit is as need-
ful as the devout feeling, even though, like the
river of life, it flows out of the throne of God.
One logically implies the other, but it does not
nocessarily secure it. Oge may run the risk of
formalism, but the other runs the risk of ex-
tinction, It is a matter of regret that 1o stand
within or without the Church is getting to be
regarded with indifference : and if within, the
recarring duties of the relation are regarded as
hardly obligatory or even important. Now
this fram~work of Christian service is indispen-
gable-to Christian character, and the necessary
condition of its permanenco and steadiness.
The outward habit tends to create an inward
habit ; the external method favors the internal
dirposition and becomes its measure, as in a
plant the soil and light are thoe conditions and
the measure of the growth within.

Here lies the secret of public worship. We
do not worship because we feel like it, but that
we may feel. The feeling may have died out
under the pressure of the world, but coming
together from mere habit, and starting on the
level of mere custom, we soon feel the atirring
of the wings of devotion, and begin to rise hea-
venward on the pinions of song aud prayer.—
Dr. L. T. Munger.

THE WORD CATHOLIC.

A Correspondent of the North East, of Maine,
writes as follows :—

So many efforts, of one kind and another,
have been made to correct the iguorant and
false use of the word Catholic, and with appar-
ently, so litule offect, that it seems almost a
hopeless undertaking. The intelligent Church-
man continues to be amused, or exasperated,
and the less informed, to be perplexed, on hear-
ing many of our Church people, in solemn wor-
ship, declarc their unqualified bclief in ¢ The
Holy Catholic Church,” and half an hour Jater,
denounce some practice which they disapprove,
as *‘ too like the Catholic Church to suit them.”
But the absurdity of the thing, as well as ils in
consistency and the dreary pertinacity of all
Protestant societies in confounding that which
is Papal, and therefore uncatholic, ought to in-
cite us to continual diligence in the effurt to in-
struct the popular mind aright, and to correct
the preposterous abuse of Jangnage and common
sense, To this end, the subjnined extracts,
from one of our most eminent aunthorities on
the Church, may be serviceablo among your
readers, Speaking in bebalf of the various
branches of the Knglish Church, from which
Church we are descended, he says :

 We use the name of Catholie as appropriate
to our churches, while we give other titles to

the various denominations which havo separ-
ated from us, as Independents, Quakers, &o.
None of thess communities dispute with us the
possession of this name excopt the Romanists,
sod their impudent pertivacity in the assump-
tion of it induces sometimes the ignorant or the
indiffecent to countonance their elaim in some
degree ; but all who are sufficiently informed
do not recognize them under this appetlation,
because they know not any other Catholics in
these countries except the moembers of our
Apostolic churches.
* * * * *

_No one of sufficient information could recog-
nize the appellation of Catholic as assumed by
any schismatio of Great Britain, Ireland or
America. He knows of no Catholios in these
countries, except those who are members of our
Catholic and Apostolic churches. As to those
separatists who obey the Roman pontiff, he re-
ocognizes thom ocly, under their proper sppella-
tions of Papists or Romanists, and would not
profsne the holy name of Catholis, by confer-
rinyg it on those who are separated from the
Church of Christ. To do so knowingly, woald
indeed, be highly sinful, and would come uude;
the condemnation of them that eall * evil good
and good evil."— Palmer on the Church. ’

CHRISTIAN UNION,

by all, and recognized as fundamentally neces-
sury. To have no doctrinal basis whatever, no
creed at all, is liberal indeed ; but it is sa lib-
cral that it reaches beyond Christianity, and
may inclado the infidel, the Jew, the Mo’ham-
medan.

Tou say
that the Bible is the croed and the only creed
helps the matter somewhat, to be sure ; but we
soon find that the question comes up as to the
authority of the Bible, as to whut constitutes
the Bible.

I should plead for a continuance of applications
to the Socicty wherever there is any new work
to be commenced, or new ground occapied. I

MARTHA’S PATIENCE.

MISSION WORK,

A powerful missionary sermon
was recently preached in St. Paul's
Cathedral, London, by the Rev. E.
A. Stuart. It was concluded as

follows : “Look at Africa. Whata
marvellous thing that a man like
Stanley could trace out four differ-
ent routes, and name his stopping-
places, fix his dates, right into the
very centre of that dark continent,
which was abaolutely unknown
when I was a boy.

Look at China. When you re-
memper that only iwenty years
ago our missionsries conld not re
side outside the five treaty ports,
and were obliged to buy their mis-
gion premises in the names of
native converts, think of the pro-
clamation made last year, allowing
the Christiap mirsionaries to travel
throughout the length and breadth
of the Celestial Empire, and per-
mitting any Chinaman to espouse
the religion of Jesus Christ. My
brethren, 100 men in China to-day
will, by the grace of God, do more
than 1,000 missionaries ten years
hence,

Look at Japan, opened up so
marvellously to the Gospel. Look
at India at our feet. We have
heard much of the Mohammedan
controversy of late years, but our
beloved Queen reigns over more
Mohammedans than the Saltan of
Tarkey. And any one of those in
India may embrace tbe Gospel of
Jesus Christ without sny civil
pains or penalties. Surely, then,
we are come to the kingdom at a
most remarkable time.

Now, then, shall we seize our op-
portunity ? Esther might have said,
‘I am safe in the king’s palace. T
am sorry for my Jewish compat-
riots, but I am safe within these
royal precinots” ‘Bat,’ said Mor-
decai, ‘think not that thou shalt be
safe in the king’'s house.” My bro-
ther, art thon saying the same
thing to-day ¥ Thank God I am
not & Mobhammedan! . . .
Thank God, I have an open Bible !
Thank God, I can look to Jesus
Christ as my Saviour !

My dear brother, I doubt, if so,
whether you are really saved yet.
You have not yet certainly the
mind of Jesus Christ. You have
not yet learnt the first principles of
the doctrine of Christ—self-denial
for your brother's sake. Mark yon
this. ‘ If thou shalt hold thy peace,
then shall deliverance arise from
another place.” God can use other
iostrumentalities, Qther nations
may be raised up to take our place.
Japan may be the evangelist of the
future, unless this land is clesnsed
from her indifference. Will you,
then, rise to your opportunities ?
‘ Who knoweth whether thou art
come to the kingdom for such a
time as this?’ Say not you are so
feeble.” Johnson, the young school-
master, was sent out of Sierra
Leoneto evangelize the freed slaves,
with scarcely a patch of clothing
apon their backs, and in six years
he presents 263 converts for the
rite of Confirmation. A youn

God and helps others to rise above
themselves and purify their own
hearts, ia certain to be yours if you
will devote yourself to such work
.8 this. (Prolonged applause).

The Rev. A. M. Blake proposed
8 vote of thanks to his Lordship,
sud spoke in appreciative terms
of his great kindness in coming to
Eton in the midst of his many en-
gagements.

The Rov. Canon Gee seconded
the vote of thunks in a few hap-
pily chosen words.

The proposition was not put to
the meeting, the chairman right-
ly interpreting the feeling of all
without going through the form.

The Bish. p made some humorous

‘remarks by way of reply, pointing
out that the best way to thank him
was to follow the lines he had
marked out for them.

The hymn, “At even ere the sun
was sot,’ having been sung, the
Vicar offered prayer, and the
Bishop pronounced the Benedicton.

The people then separated, all
agreeing that, whether as regarded
the place or the address of the
Bishop, the meeting was one of the
most interesting and important
they had ever attended.
