ally doing ; and yet they are applauded
snd quoted as authorities by professing
Christians,

In our reasoning from effect to csuse
there is no assumption, no * working
hypothesis,” no begging the gquestion
and no obscurity of lsvgusge to confuse
and mislead. All is clothed with the
invincible certainty of the logic of casu.
alty. When we see human footprints in
the snow we are certain aome one has
passed by; we see such marks lees
clearly, however, than we mnote God’s
footprints in visible creation. Thus by
the * things that are mads,” we clearly
understand God's “eternal power and
divinity ;” and we recogniz? this natural
and visible order as & veil which hides
from our mortal view the beauty snd
glory but not the power and action of the
supernatural.

Sound principles of philosopbhy must
prevail and resson’s noble attributes must
be recognized if we would spread the truth
of Obrlst. Men must have resson befire
they can have falth in act. The modern
uubeliever, as a rule, degrades reason and
denles its capabilities ; there is, therefore,
no baels for faith {n bis soul. Those who
bave inherited tha faith lose it 1o propor-
tion to the misuee they make of their rea-
son. It la the story, “ esteeming them
selves to be wise they became fools.”
They would not resd Cstholic books nor
listen to instruction ; they were above all
that ! Not having been grounded in the
first principles of true philosophy they
undertook to discuss its most knotty ques.
tlons ; they read the glib bu: superficlal
writlnge in current literature, i which
style appears to make up for absence of
{deas and conmection of thought, and
imbued with its fallacles, and mneglecting
their religions duties, bat easily fell under
the tempter’s sway. Haviog abueed and
in part denled thelr reasom, faith was
aapped, and eoon destroyed. Thie s the
genesis and the abridged history of the fall
iwm the faith of some young men in our

ay.

Qar daty, dearly beloved brethren of
the clergy, is plalu. In the confeession of
shiftlog creeds and loud-mouthed denials
of the supernatural, we muet, like St.
Paul, uphold the digoity of human rea-
sop, the oneneso of the revesled truth, and
the evidence of God’s action la the uni.
verso. Take occaslon from time to time
to glve short and plaln instructions on
these subjects, using, like the Apostle, both
the conciuslons of reason, as shown ia our
phtloeophies, and the teschiogs of Divine
faith, Never weary of setting forth a
fact too often overlooked, viz, that only
fa the Catho:lc eystem can the conclasions
of right resson and the trutbs of revela-
tlon be barmonizad and made mutuaily
helpful. Not belog * ashamed of the Gos
pel ;” koowing it to be the * power of

of the unchanging nature of Its message,
the Catholic Church fcars no truoth of
eclence, no development of knowledge, no
results of juvest!gations In the depths of
the ses, or In the bowels of the earth, or
In the atarry firmament above, Whatever
of truth humau research may briog to
light can only add fresh evidence to the
falthfulness of the tustimony she has eo
long borne to God’s unfalllog word.

L)ng centuries ago, in what the iganor-
ant call the * dark ages,” she proclaimed
{a a general councll that "*truth canuvot
contradict truth ;” and she imposed on
the teachers of philosopby the duty of
proviog from buman reason the exlstence
of God, and theeimp!icity and spirituality
of the soul; adding that thess can be
known by the light of reason. As truth,
then, can never be opposed to trath, it
follows that no discovery in any branch of
knowledge can be opposed to, or can in-
jure by one jot or tittle, any other trath
whatsoever, whether natural or super-
natural, 'I‘he reason of all truth, both
revealed and naturally mcquired, ls in
God, the source and cause of all belng and
all reality. Hence, whilst by His revealed
word He may snd does teach higher and
more profound truths than He teaches by
the Intelligence through the book of
natare, still, when rightly understood,
they can by no possibllity involve & con-
tradiction. Sclentists from time to time
are obliged to readjust their viewa and to
abandon their pet theorles. The gelatin
ous mud from the depths of the ocean,
called Bathyblus, and thooght by Huxley
to be of organic origln, has been shown to
be the outcome of chemical action ; and
the explosion of Darwin’s elaborate theory
on coral formatlon, which, llke Bathy-
biue, it was proclaimed wou!d ehatter
Christendom sud shiver the Bihle futo
atoms, are instances in point.

patural order, and seek to bring down
the human soul and its noble faculties
to the level of mere material thinge.
With & wearisome iteration of obscure
phrases, and of worde that express old-
lime ideas in polysyliables of recent
adaptation, they succeed in making
themselves believe that they are pro-
foundly learned ; snd if they can only
oepy asentence from some German writer
they impress on « certain number of the
public a similar belief. It is dishearten-
ing to see bow readily the aversge man
outside the fold is misled by every catch-
phrase, and how eagerly be pins his faith
1o novel theories, provided only they are
pot Catholic. A man who may have ac:
quired distinction in some one branch of
physical science endeavors to explain all
facts and phenomena of creation by the
laws of that one branch. A moment’s
refiection should teach us that he can no
more succeed in this than could an ape
in constructing and operating & steam
engine, Yet, by s dexterous use of the
magic word * evolution,” or that other
one of which dabblers in science are so
fond, vis., *‘ environment,” with the addi-
tion of some hesy expressions that have
no particular meaniog, the professor leads
captive the intelligence of fairly intelli-
gent men, and they join with him in
deubting or denying the existence of
God ; or they eeek to lull their con-
seience to rest by adopting the creed of
cowards and superficial thinkers, viz,
agnosticism, or, in other worde, that God’s
exisience can neither be proved nor dis
proved. This is the fashionable form of
unbelief at present, Its professors hope
to escape the reproaca of atheism, us
well as the stigma of vulgar materialiem
But they intult God by practically deny-
ing with the atheist His existence ; and
they degrade reason with the matenalist,
pot by making it a function of matter,
but in that they deny its power and
capabilities. And yet these are the very
men who pose as the champions of
human reason, while in truth they are iis
assailers,

This error of agunosticism, although
new in name, is very old in reslity. It
may come like & revelation to some that
it is old and vulgar, and altogether un-
reasonable, It was quite widespread in
the days when St Paul wrote to the
Romans, Then, as now, its professors
mocked at the Gospel, and ¢ profeseing
themselves to bs wise, they became
foels ;” then, ae now, “ God gave them
up to the desires of their heart, toun-
cleanness, to dishonor their own bodies
among themselves ;” then, as now, they
changed the * truth of God into a lie,’ and
worshiped and served the creature rather
than the Creator.” (Rom. i, 22). Did
their airs of superior wisdom impress St.
Paul? Did he fear their laughter or
their wrath, and deny God's trutb, or
only profees it with bated breath and
with an air of apology ? Far from it : like
the Catholic (‘aurcn of to day he boldly
proolsimed : * For I am not ashamed of
the Gospel, for it is the power of God
unto salvation, to every cne that be-
lievetn.” (Rom, i, 16). Nor did he
fear to announce that tne * wrata of God
is revealed from heaven agawnst all im:
piety and ipjustice of those men that de
tain the trutnh of God in injustice.” (18).

Nor was he satisfisd with proclsiming
the faith that bad been revealed : like
the Qatholic Church he was the cham
pion of human reason and upheld the
dignity of its power, He met theagnos
tios of that day on their own ground,
and pointed out how they could learn to
know God through His worke, Hesays:
“ For the invisible things of Him, from
the creation of the world, are clearly
seen, being understood by the things
that are made, His eternal power also
and divinity ; so that they are inexcus.
able,” (Rom,, i, 20). Therefore, the
supernatural and unseen order can bs
kmown by man with invincible certainty.
Che visible things of creation—the trees,
flowers, birds of the ai, the running
waters instinct with myriad life—are so
msny books in which the mind of men
can read the existence of their invisible
Oreator. Human reason can prove with
absolute certainty that a supreme and
tinal cause, endowed with intelligence
and free will, actually exists, It i no
« working hypothesis ; ” no mere scien-
tific assumption introduced tfor reason.

more or less probable ; it is no postulate
even ; it is a fact which can be demon-
strated with the severest mathematical
precision, This is why the Apostls pro
nounced the agnostics of his day * inex
ousable,” What shall we say of those
of our age? Their advantages are a3

THE BISHOPS AND PARNELL.
BIGNIFICANT PASTORALS.

In their Lenten pastorals nearly all the
Bishops in Ireland refer to the painful
controveray over the nationsl leadership.

Bishop Gilboely, of Elphin, saye:

“The preseat calamitous condition of our
beloved country, as regarde political mat-
ters, requires of me to give you a few
words of advice as to your moral and
religlous duty in this erldia  You are
awsro that the Blshops of Ireland, myself
»w.ngst the number, have fully and anx
1ously considered the duty of the Catholtce
of Ireland in referenco to the leadership
of the Irish representatives in Parliament,
They declare that they cousider the late
Jeader uttezly disqualified, not by his non.
Cathollc creed, whatever that may be, but
by the scandalons dlsclosures of his in-
famous life, to continue to lead & Obrie-
tian snd Oatholic people, that Cathollc
Ireland cannot trust, respect, or obey him.
His political acumen is not denfed, but 1t
cannot be viewed separately from bis
loatbsome immortality ; and even if it
could, he should, on political as well as
religions grounds, forfelt every clalm to
the continued respect and confidence of
our people. The Liberals of Great Britlan
repudiste his leadership, the Bishops and
priests of Ireland can have no contact in
politics with him or with those who con-
tinue to upbold and justify bim ; bls own
barefaced pereistence in clingizg to the
leadership in spite of such repudiation,
should of {teelf prove to any thoughtful
man that he {s thoroughly reckless of the
interests of onr country, and Irfluenced
only by an insene ambition to defy and
surmount oppasition.

Bishop Donnelly of Clogher, says :

% You have seen our Parllamentary
Party disrupted, our National organizi
tion broken up, tcenes of deplorable vio-
lerce eracted, aud our country made a
spectacle to the world around us ; and ali
this theough the egency of a msu who,
after great public services, which we shall
ever scknowledge, bas fallen into shame.

even for a tlme, from the gaz3 of the
world, bas come forth brazeu-facedly,
from tbe Divorce Court and all ita ecan
dalous diaclosures, inslativg that he sball
stili be recognized as the leader of the
Itfsh nation, You have seen tbis man
disregarding the volce of two-thirde of
his Parliamentary colleagues, iucludiog
the most stainless, self-sacrificing, and
tenated of our public men — you bave
seen bim, in his mad career, committing
acts of the most lawlaea violence, calling
to his ald the elements of dlsorder
and revolution, and earning for
himselt the applsuse and support of our
hereditary enemies, whilst doing his
utmost, whether intentionally or uot, to
alienate from us the sympathy of those
without whose aid we could never
expect the attainment of our National
hopes, Is this thing to go further on?

MORLEY SCORES BALFOUR.

A FIELD.NIGHT IN THE COMMONS,

BALFOUR SNEAKS BEHIND T. W RUSSELL.

London, February 20,

Jadglog by the manuer in which it
opened, this week bade fair to be a stirriog
one in the House of Qommons, for, ac
cording to the predictions of the various
+ organs,” there was lots of work cut ount
{p sdvasce, and the cbamplono on toth
sldes were to lead the poliitical cshorte,
Motley’s motion of censure on the Irish
Exccutive for thelr actlon in the Tipper-
ary prosecntions had been fixed for dls-
cueeion on Monday eveulng ; and this, it
wes sssumed, would be the first gun of a
big battle; for every one recogniz:s that,
under the prazent Tory rule, Balfour is
the Leish Executive ; and the Tory papers,
which never tire of beslavering Lim with
adulation, had given out that he hsd made
elaborate prepasations to beck up bis
platform sueers at Morley’s statement of
what he saw in Tipperary ; and that, in
particular, the Calef Secretary bad had
verbatim copies of the police testimony
taken before aud during the Tipperary
trials prepared for his use ; and that he
intended 10 mercilessly bombard Morley
with extracts from this choice and pecu
liar Qastle literature, before the wither
ing power of which the Tory prophets
had no doubt even the sturdy Radical
must go down in ignominious defeas,
Alas for euch brilliant “ primrose "’ vati
cinations ! In the crisis of the contest,
the *‘brave Balfour” funcked even
under the eyes of his followers, He
could not staud the assault of an honest
man trebly armed in gimple truth ; and
ufier & weak attempt 1o got oft ove of
his customsry insoleni sneers— which
failed signaily — he temporarily retired,
and left his place to be (aken, and the
dirty work of calumny and misrepresen
tation to be done by the recreant T,
W. Russell, the meanest and most
obsequicus political cur tbat now yelps,
as he is ordered, in the train of tae
Minietry and the Orange Tory landiords.
Of couree, Ballour was certsin before
pand of the final result of tha vote
(there wes practicelly no debate) ; for
the Government “ whips * had done their
part, and had mustered every ayailable
man of the Tory. Whig combination, who
cen always be depended on to follow
their leaders into the Ministerial lobby,
when it is a question of voting down any
proposition looking to rendering the
smallest measure of justice to lrelacd or
the Irish prople. Bat, even with every
argument in their favor, and twenty
seven of the Irish members absent, from

At 5:30 o’clock Mr. Morley aose, amid
chears, and, In accordance with the notice
previously glven by him, mcved that the
Houze adopt a vote ceneuring the Irish
Executive for its action in the Tipoerary
protecutione.

OHURCHES BEFORE AND AFTER
BERVICES TO GOSSIP.

¢ will meet you after Mass in—"s
store door,” Bo said a Catholic ycung
man when asked by a companion where
he was to see him on the foilowing morn-
ing. This,and many similar etatements,
has lad to a very disagreeable condition
in the eurroundings of local Cstholic
churches at the close of services, Young
girls and young men stand grouped on
sidewalks and roadways until the imme-
diate vicinity of sacred buildings take on
anything but a Sunday appearance.
Indeed the crowds that have been seen
standing on some of the streets in the
city on Sunday, have led strangers to
remark that the front of the church is a
centre from which all gossip spreads
The gathered crowds would remind one
of scenes in a country village where
parishioners have travelled miles to
chburch and gladly and justly avail them-
selves of the «chance to exchange greet-
ings, compare notes, wish each other
good heath and then depart.

While in small towns the practice of
gathering around church doors is not &
disagreeable one, in cities made up of a
cosmopolitian population the best that
can be eaid is that it affords young men
and young women a chance to pass slangy
compliments perhaps or allow a favorable
time for the criticism ot the manners and
styles of otber less pretentious church go-
ere, In front of some churches in the city
the practice has become almost scandal
ous, To pass the time of day, to express
pleasure at the health of a neighbor or
friend, to wish a continuance of the
bleseings which a common Father gives
to avother in & common family, will not
cause gin or soandal in any; but it has
been noticed by many people here that
Catholic young men stand in front of
church doors to ogle and smile at young
girls, while the latter stop ou a ride walk
to answer the flippant talk of irreverent
young fellows,

Then, sgain, it is noticeable around
and sbout the environments of Catholic
churches here, that the younger paople
proceed from the doors with a great
rush and a jump and walk away in
hilarious groups, apparently totally fo:
getful of the siza and epiritual import.
suce of the sacnfice they have attendad,
In some instances this kind of thing has
been known to continue until the de.
parting worshippers sre well on their
way toward home,
serve those things and feel keeuly tho
pain which irreverence brings to a
religious heart the sight of t0 much
absudoned joyousness is anything but
pleasant or edifying. Much ot the
trouble arises from thoughtlessness, and
yet it would seem that Catholics above
all others should be most careful and
thoughtful, A change would be wel
comse certainly, and those who should
strive to make it are the young men and
young women who feel guilty,

For havlog one nighi taken a very good
meal, a8 wis his custom, and having pro
voked all the guesta to laughter by bis
storles and jokes, he atter a few hours
gave up bis soul to the devli, his counten
apce beicg distorted,” Theee words ate
found in Cardinal Bellarmioe’s ssrmons,
deltvered at Louvaln from 1570 tul 1576
aud printed at Cologne i 1615 (Coucio
ix p H62),

While where was no donbt fn the minds
of the most prudent and learned Catholle
writers about thesadden and wee ched en: -
ing of Lather's life, the manufactured aud
doctored repors of Justus Jonas & Co. to
the contcary notwitstanding, fiu whizsh
Luther s eaid to have died the death of a
saint, yet the exact manuer fu walca
Lather died was still shrouded in mystery,
and the vell of this myetery could be
lifted only by those who were witnesses
of the death-scene, The mystery re
malned unsolved well nigh unto fifty
years, wheo, at last, in the year 1593,

A CELEBRATED CONTROVERSALIST
and historian, the learned Uratoriav,
Thomas B. zius, cleared up toe mystery by
publishing the testimony of an oye wit
mess, who was no otber then Luther'’s
servant. This servant was silll a youth
when Luther dled. _ Af.er Liather's death
he returned to the Cathollc Charch and
thereafter had persoual relations with
Bozius himself or his friends, just at the
time when Bozlus wess wriilog his cele-
brated work, “Da Sigois Eceledw® "
(Romeand Cologue, 1592 and 1693).

In the chapter (tom. 2,1b. xx\ll, cap 3)
in whbich he treats of the sad death of ali
heresiarchs, Bozlus says that Lather, hav=
tag feasted sumptuously in the evening,
and having retired to rest cheerfally, died
the same uight by suffocation. Not long
ago he had heard that it had been ascer.
tained by the testimony of Luther’s ser-
vant, who was then & youth, but in his
later years embraced the Catholic falth,
that Lutber bad caused his owa desth by
hanging himself, but that all the Inmates
of the household who were cognizant of
the offatr were immedlately required to
take an oath not to divualge the aamaglug
fact, lest, they were told, the canse of tke
newly invented goepel might suff ¢ detrl-
ment.

NOT PARALLEL (ASES.

The New Yk Churchoman, s Protestant
Egplrcopal organ, coudemus the corduct
¢! the Catholic prieest who administered
Extieme Unctlon to Genersl Sherman on
his deathbed, and says that sccording to
the rules of the Cathollc Church, tbis
sacrament {s not to be edministered to
sny who bave not previously recelved
Baptism and Corfirmation, which sacra-
ments were never admicistered to the
General. It adds that the bishop should
eall the priest to account for hls dlsregard
of the laws of the Catkolic Church In thls
matter,

Thae Churchman s evldently not con-
versant elther with the laws of the Cath.
olic Church oz with the clrcumstances
sonnected with the Gsneral’s death., The
Church does not requirs Baptism as a pre-
Mratnary to the receptlon of other eacea-
ments ; but where dd the Ohwwdiman
leern that Oonfirmaticn e abselutely
squired? Weo have san handreds of
Catholies at @ Gme recelsigg the loly
Commazlen before belng confirmed ; and
W frequently bappeua that pereons in
dunger of death recelve the eacrameng of
Mutseme Unctlon before they “ave been
eeufirmed.

Toe Churchman 13, therefore, quite
astray in s siatement of what la the prac-
tlce of the Oatholic Church.

As regerds the individual crae of Gen.
Sherman, we have the as:urarce of his
son, who is a Jeeult pricst, that be was
baptizad and recelved into the Catholic
Church long before the civil war, but that
from the time of the wer ho diecontinued
%e practices which are presaribed by the
Church to all Catholles, Yet the General
declared in his will that he decired to be
burled {u Calvary cemetery alongside his
wife aud family, He knew perfectly well
that this wish could uot be carrled cut
unlers he were a Catholic, and we may
readily infer that it was his wish all along
to dle in the Catholic fold,

It was the case with him, a3 with many
others, that until his last il'ncss he did not
falfil the obligatory praciices of h's rellg-
ion, though he was otherwise a man of
ex:mplary Iife; but we have no doubt
that when 1"ather Taylor wae called to at-
tond him In his Jast moments it was with
his consent and at hls desire. It wes
on the ‘Wednesday before hls death
that Father Taylor wes called 1, and
rewained with blm about two nnd & half
hours, Extreme Uaction was admiule.
tered to him the mex! mornleg, but it
certalnly would not have been admliuls-
tored unless it were bls own deelre. Rov.
Father Sherman states that hia father was
baptized as a Oatholic at the home of
General Ewing when he was nlone years of
age. We have no Information whether or
not he had been confirmed ; but th!s is
nothirg to the polat.

In referriog to this subject, the Toronto
Mail of the 25th Inst. remarks :

#It {s 0dd to see & Church of Eagland
paper finding feult with the conduct of a
Catholle priest.”

What ls there cdd In the case? We
guppose it lo because the Anglicans are
well aware that Cathollc priests know
thelr duties, a1 they have besldes quite
ecugh to do to get the'r own mlinlsters
to act in accordance with law and order.

Tae Mail adds thet the interference

of the New York Churchman on the|
{

present occasion was only “tit for tat,”
inssmuch as “ the journal that was moet
exercised over the admission of Dr.
McMullen to the Holy Communion by
Rural Dean Wade was the CarHOLIC
Recorp of London, That paper even
advised Bishop Baldwin to call Mr,
Wade to order.”

The Mail 1s altogether estray in glving
its yendera this plece of intelligence. Of all
the papers in Canada, ths Mail most per-
slstently stirred up the discueston in regard
to Dean Wade’s couree last Chrlatmas, by
its editorials, and by the admlisalon lnto
{ts columne of scores of letters from cor-
respondents who dlscussed the matter
from every pomible polut of view, except

the Catholle one. Tbke Dominion
Churchman was the most Indignant
journsl on the subject. For our

part It mattered not whether Dean
Wado’s disregard of the canons of the
Church of England were approved or
disapproved by bis Bishop. We merely
called attention to the inconsistency of
both actors, the Presbyterian and the
Anglican alike, to show to what absurd:
ities the golden rule of Protes-
tantism — private judgment — leads its
votaries, Public attention was called
to the matter by nearly all the
journais in the province, and in
fact the whole thing seemed to have
been got up for the purpose of glving
notorlety to the principal actors In the
caso, It was scarcely to be expected that
the Recomrp should let it paes without
some notice, aud if we called attentlon to
the absurdity of it, it was because we could
not see it in any other l'ght thaa as an
absurdity, We had no desire at all to
bave Dain Wade called to order.

GROSS MISREPRESENTATION

1f the Mail were worthy of credit, we
should belleve that the hlerarchy of
Quebec are buelly occupled In the work
of endeavorlrg to eell the Catholle vote of
that Pzovince to ihe bighest bidder during
the couteet now golog on between
the two partles who are contendlog for
the goverment of the D)mlinion,

There {8 lu reality not a particle of evi-
dence that this is the case, neverthelees
fssue after lssue of that journsl s filled
with unfounded etatements that the
Blshops Intend to use thelr inflaence im
sustainirg one party or the other. Itls
quite true that Hla Lordehip the Arch:
bishop of Montreal has lssued a clrculsr
wherein be advises the electors to vote
according to copeclence, but In giving this
sdvice His Grace says absolutely nothlog
which can be construed into taking part
with one slde rather than the other, Yet
by means of glarlog heedlines the Mail
endeavors to make it appear thst he is In-
terferlog unduly In the struggle; amd,
indeed, tome of the Mail's correspondents
whose letters bave been published in that
journal absolutely aseert that such s the
cass, It s from the misstatements of that
jeurual that thoy have drawn thelr in
spiration,

In the issues of that paper of the
24th and 25th Feb, we fiad suoh head.
lines as thesze : * Monsigneur Fabre con
jures with his crozier. (uebec Catholics
warnad, The Church’s understanding
with Sir John Mnacdonald, Prelates’
attitude in politics ;" and beeides we find
long editorials headed respeoctively,
‘“the Church in politics” and * The
voice of the Church.,” There is, how.
ever, really nothirg in His Grace's cirou-
lar which justifies the assertions which
are implied in these headlines, and the
best proof that this is the case is that
both pariies ara endeavoring to make it
appear that they alone are in acoord with
the correot principles enunciated in the
Archbishop’s mandement,

The Ml iteelf acknowledges in the
course of one of its articles, that “on the
face of it the mandament is not an order
that the Goverument be sustained, It
18 eimply & declaration against a change
whicb, in the view of the Church, would
imperil the language, the religion, and
the race,” of the people of Quebec,
By what right, then, does the Masl draw
the inference that it is meant as
a partizan document, or that it “ appeals
with a voice which almost assumes a
tone of command ” that the Goverument
of Sir John Macdonald should be sus.
tained? The only foundation which the
Mail has for its implied assertion is
because the Archbishop inculcates
loyalty to our present form of Govern.
ment and British connection, to which
we owe the civil and religious liberty we
enjoy, The circular adds :

¢It is a8 & result of this sacred and
inviolable liberty that fathers of families
can give their children a Caristian edu.
cation in the schools of their choice
that within a skort period the country
has been overapread with religious edi
fices ; that parochial and other under.
takings are founded and prosper without
interference ; that the construction of
churches and the administration of
ohurch property are placed under the
protection of the laws, without being
subjected to any odious control; and,
finally, that the Church, thus indepen.
dent in its action, can display the
majesty and splendor of its worship.”

Thue His Grace very properly points
to the liberty which Catholics enjoy
under British connection, as a motive
why they should be loyal thereto.
Surely loyalty is a tentiment which a

Bishop or Archbishop may suitably
recommend to bis flock, Surely also be
has a perfcot right to enumerate the
motives which should contribute towards
strengthening such a sentiment, and we
have good reason to doubt the loyslty of
the journalist who, for the sake of excit-
ipg disseneion between Protestenis aud
Catholics, misconstrues the Archbishop’s
nohle words.

We may here add, that on Sanday,
February 22ad, one of the Preebyterian
ministere of Toronto, namely the Rev,
G. M Mulligan, uttered sentiments from
bis pulpit very similar to those of the
Archbishop, exhorting his congregation
to loyalty, and we have not seen that
any one has put & misconstruction on
his words, similar to that which the Masl
bas put upon those of Archbishop Fabre,
We may infer that the Mail bas no
desire to misrepresent any except the
clergy of the Catholic Oburch,

Monsigceur Fabre may bhave his
private preference for one party rather
than the other, and as a citizen he has as
perfect a right to his opinions on the sub-
ject as any otker citizen, And, more:
over, if there were any danger threat-
ened against religion in the present con.
test, it would undoubtedly be his right
and duty to put bis flock upon their
guard to avert it if possible, But his
circular makes no allusion to the exist-
ence of any such danger in the contest
which is taking place this week; aud even
in one of the articles in which the
Mail misrepresents him so grossly, the
force of truth obliges that j,urnal to
ecknowledgn that *‘ the elector who feels
in bis heart that unrestricted reclproclty
does not mean annexation can vote with
the Liberals, assured that he s not
antagou/z'ng the views of Hls Grace.”
Why then does the writer say “that
the Church should luterfere at thls jinc.
ture Ia entirely in harmony with bher
policy ¥

A NEW ANGLICAN BROTHER-
HOOD.

The “ Brotherhood of St, Paul” s the
name of = new Order which has been
established 1a the Caurch of England with
the eanctlon of the Blehop of Loudon,
The purpese of the Brothera 1a to lead a
dleciplined, devotionsl life in common,
aud to devote themseives entirely to the
service cf the Church In unlon with the
parochial clergy. Tae chief officer wiil
be the Warden, who is to be appointed by
and responsible to the Blshop. The
warden’s duty will bs to encourage,
adviee, and, if neceseary, correct and ad-
monlsh the bretbren. The rales which
these Brothers will follow are formed
somewhat on the model of rellgions orders
of the OCatholie Ohurch, bat they wiil only
bind themselves to remaln one year in the
sommauaity, and will renew thalr promieg
from year te year. After the expiration
of the second yeur, however, they may st
thelr eholoe make a promise for five years,
or continue, as before, the premise from
yeour to year,

Dariog their stay In the Brotherhcod
they sgreo to abstaln from all worldly
oocupatiovs, and to be obedleat, in all
things lawful, to the Warden,

Tae Lomdon Telegraph, which gives a
desoription of this new rellgions order, fe
doubtful whetber {t will be a success in
the Church of Eagland, though it acknowl.
elges that religloas orders in the Catholle
Church have been very saccessful in
works of charity, and It expresses the hope
that as the methods of the Oatholic Caurch
have been succesefully tested by time, that
this new assoclation, formed upon prinel-
ples similar, may also prove iteelf ‘‘adapted
to the neads of the day.”

It will be notlced that the vow of obe-
dience to the Superior of the Brotherhood
of St. Paal lelimited to “all things lawful,”
This s, of courae, as it should be, bat even
with thls limitstion, which exists also In
Orders which belong to the Catholle
Church, we have beeu accustomed to hear
It stated by Proteataut writers and lece
tarere, tha: this vow {s an unlawfal one:
that {t ls, ln fact, unlawful for a reason:
able belug to submit his wiil ln all thloge,
even though the reatrictlon ba In all things
lawful, to the will ¢f another,

It {s evident that the Blshop of London
does not egree with these anti Catholle
polemwists ; end, indeed, If it be Intended
that a rel!glous order fulfil {ts purpose at
all, it shou!d observe obedlence withln
these !lmits, The rules of the new order,
though they are not to be of perpetual
obligation, fally jastify the wisdom of the
Catholic Church in establishlng reifglous
communities,

Much stress will of course be laid upon
the fact tbat the members of the new
Anglican order do not taks thelr vows for
life; but the only result which can be ex-
pected to follow feom this is that it will
ba the less effislent. The good to be
derlved from a religions community and
the principle of the lawfulness of such*a
community are conceded by the very fact
that such a commualty Is now held to be
& deelrable tnstitation, and If it be lawful
to make vowe for one year or for five
years, It Iy equaliy lawful to make similar
vows for life, True prinelple is precisely
the eame in both casss. It is to be re-
marked sleo that in somo OCatholie rellg-

fous orders the vows are tekeo for only one

year, after which they may be renewed
for the same perlod.

The new fnstitution s an sdmiaion
that the denuncistions which have been
%0 freely uttered egainet all religlous
comwmunities since the time of Luther
have not any foundation in the laws or
priacipleq of Chrlstlanity, bat arise solely
from batred of the Catholic religion,

A RAVING FANATIC,

The Rev. Ds. Carman, on whoee un-
chatiteble and un.Christisn sttacks upon
46 per cent. of the population of our
Dominion we have several times had
oceaslon to make some comments, is out
with anotber of his “ political sezmone "
It {s somewhat noteworthy that the Mail,
which s so ready to distort the patriotic
utterences of the Oatholic episcopate,
should permit Mr. Carmsn to make,
through its columns, the fcantic appeals
to the bigotry of Oatarlo for which he
ls #0 noted, witbout rebuking undue
miolaterial {nterference in political mat.
ters; out the explanation {s that the
Methodlst Ganeral Saperintendent is en-
deavoring to accomplish a work similar to
that which the Masl {a iteelf trying to
promote, namely the disruption of the
Domision by renderlog it impossible for
the people to live together in harmony.

To the credit of the Methodists of the
Dominion, it must be said that, last June,
the Ganeral Conference while in session
at Oitawa repudiated Dr, Carman’'s vio-
lent language uttered before that body,
and we presume that they have in gen
eral no sympathy with the fanaticiem
which their General Superintendent so
persistently manifests, so that bhis
appeals to their prejudices of Protestants
need only excite contempt.

Still taere are undoubtedly many who
will be moved by Dr, Cirman’s menda.
cious attacks, and it is, therefore, proper
that wa should take somse notice of
them,

He commences his latest epecimen of
biliingsgate by stating that the people of
Cageda are *“bewildered, betrayed, per.
pléxed, acd confounded,” and he calls
upon them to get themselves out f their
aad plight by praying and * voting as they
pray.” And what has brought them Into
thls deplorable condition? He tells us
that ** wrongfal aggression and oppression
ran riot 1o the lani,” and this state of
things 18 brought on by “political subserv-
lency allylng fiself to anclent, priestly
tyranny to destroy free government, to
{nsult the royal dignity we revere, and to
iacorporate and endow, in the perverted
name o! provinclal rights, leagues and
conéplracles that llke a fire through o
noble forest bave left a blackened and
barren track in the pathway of the
nations.”

Of course, knowing as we do Mr.
Carman’s antecedents, it would be easy
for us to tell agninat waom these dia-
tribes are aimed, even if he had not ex.
plained a little lower down tkat he has
in view the much.abused Jesuits. He
asgerts that there exists “a Jesuit eon
spiracy against our liberty, or a polit-
ioal struggle to get iato power and keep
in power by Jeeuit votes,”

When it is borne in mind that there is
not more than seventy one Jesuit priests
in all Canada, of whora perhaps one.
third have votes, the empty folly of such
langusge will be evident., But there is
& certain shrewdness in the General
Superintendent :

" Wlll;il(‘lnn'x and ounning have their shares of

But he {s shrewish 2s & wayward ehlld

And pleased agaln by toys whieh ehlidhood
pieased,

It eeema to please the Doetor to heap
vituperation on the Jesuits, because he
knows that there are bigots to whom
such folly is palatable.

As we have eaid, the number of Jesuit
votes in Canada is exceedingly small.
But we may presume that this is the
Doctor'e way of epeaking of the votes of
the Catholics of Canada, The Dactor
evidently, in his love for Equal Rights,
would be very glad to have the Catho-
lics of the country deprived of the
franchise entirely, This is a state of
sffairs, however, which Dr, Carman’s
abueive language will not bring about.
Catholica contribute, equally with Pro-
teslants, towards the ma ntenance of
Government, and in proportion to our
numbers we shall continue to have a
voice in the choica of a Government in
spite of Dr. Oarman’s ravings.

Let us now see by what means the
charitable and benign D: Carman
proposes to get rid of Catholics, and
egpecially of Jesuits, He says:

“The prayers of Elijah and the seven
thoueand that had not bowed the knee
to Baol eftectually disposed of Jezabel,
And what right have we to expect dif
ferent or contrary results while the same
God holds the same law in His omnuipo.
tent right hand 1”

It is, therefore, the fate of Jazabel to
which the Doctor would, if he dared,
ooneign the Catholic people of Canada :
that is to say, as Jehu commanded, con-
cerning Jesabel :

“ Throw her down headlong, and they
threw her down headlong. . . . and
the wall was lFrinklod with her blood,
lnd't'he hoofs of the horses trode upon
her.

It is a mercy that the Catholics of
Canada are not at the disposal of this
gentle General Superintendent,

It fs not necoasary for ue to vindica'e the
Jeouite from the absurd ebarges which De,
Carman makes sgalnst them, There
charges are as false as the docter Is him-
self blood-thirsty, yet as he ouly gen
eral!zss, & general dea'sl will suflize on
our part,

Another extract will show the extent of
the Doctor’s bistorical knowledge, Ho
says:

“The med'wval abominations of the
Jeault, and the character they have though
centuries won and eetablished make

sstbmatic and uncertaln breathing in a
free laud.”

This 1s & rare specimen of bombrst and
baldordssh, But where did ths doctor
diecover that the Jesult order exlsted
durlng the medimval perlod 7  Aud if
they did not, bow could they be gullty of
‘' med'w 7al abomiastions 7"

Bat we shall not dwell any longer upon
the vagaries of this ¢ Daunlel come to judg-
ment: yes, & Danlel.” Tbe subject is
too farcical to requlre serious treatment,

THE CHURCE IN GERMANY,

The North German Protestants are
greatly alarmed at the good will mani-
fested by the Emperor Willlam towards
the Pope and the Catholic Oburch, and
protests have been sent to the Emperor
sgainst any relaxation in the law exclud-
ing the Jesults from the emplre. Among
those who have protested are the Free.
masons aod several Protestant religlous
orgsaizativns.

The restoration of the Jesuits, shounld it
be conceded, wiil fiatsh the work of the
abolltion of the last remnaut of Bisarck's
persecuting code, and the Cathulic party
are resolved to maintaln their present fixm
pesition {n the Relchstag until it be geined,

The Kalser 13 eald to be in favor of re.
admitting the Jesuks to the emplre, all
other religious orders beleg already freely
admitied ; aud 1t is certaluly a etrange
state of affalrs that the whole hate and
power of Protestantlem shouid be directed
againet one community which has been of
the greatest benefi: to the country, a com-
munpiiy which was sustaloed by Frederie
the First, when the irreliglous Govern-
ments which for the time ruled ia the
Catholic States of Earope too succeasfully
directed all thele energies towards cbtaln-
{cg its total suppression, As the Cathollcs
are, however, a% the present tlae 36 per
cent, of the G:rman populatlon, 1t seems
focredible that thelr firmnees should not
in the end be erowned with suceess ; and
Herr Windthorst {s not the man to relox
bis efforts untll his purpose be atteined.
We may, therefore, confidently predict
thet the day 1s not dlstavt when the
Jesulita shall be recalled, though the exist-
iog laws are et present earried out with
almost as much severity as s showa againet
the Jews in Rassla,

1t is known that the Emperor ie at the
present time very eordial with Pope Leo
XIII. When the former visited R me he
was mueh Impressed by the digaity and
ntatezmanlike views of the Holy Father,
and the two bave kgen lu eonstant friendly
correspondence diee,

It 13 understood that on the qnestlon of
soclallem there 1s a perfect accord batween
thew, and that the Pope has written to the
Blshops of Germany requesting them to
ecombat vigsrously the communlstie and
soclalistle theorles which have reeently
taken bold of the popular mind both in
Germany aud elsawhere, and the Bmpezor
has thanked the Pope for the interast he
has taken In endeavoring to prevent filse
theorles on this question from epreading.

The Pope on his elde regards the Ger-
man Ewmpire as a Conservative power
which will uce its greai Inflaence in pre-
ventlog the spread of these false doctriues,
As a consequence of this accord of sent!-
ment, the frlendly relations between the
Pope aud the Empercr have been greatly
etcengthened, and in spite of the anti:
Catholic stand taken by the Freemasons
aud the sectaries, the E nperor will make
substantial conceselons to the Charch,

The Kalser further recognizes that fair
treatment ehould be accorded to the
Church, and that he will contribute much
to the stability of the Empire by giving
the fulleet liberty to the Church which,
though comprislng a minority of the
people, 1s & powerful and icflaential min.
ority, and fs rapidiy increasivg its per-
centage cn the whole population of the
Emplre, and bas been doing so gradually
but surely during the last twenty years,
She s, besides, the only power which s
sble to aseert  unflinchingly tha correct
Chrletlan princlples which are the basls
on which soclety reste.

Recently an authograph letter was writ.
ten by the Holy Father to the Emperor,
thanking the latter for the disposition ke
has shown to put an end to the difficul.
ties which had arlzen between the Caurch
and the State. These difficalties were
ralsed eolely by the State, without a
shadow of reason, and with the change
which has taken place recently in the
attitoade of the Government, they must
soon entirely disappear.

The sum of §4,000,000, of which the
Bishops and clergy were deprived, daring
the operation of the Falk Laws, is aleo to
be reatored under a law which has been
introduced into the Relchstag by the Gov-
ernment. Thle is another evidence of the

A BIGOT REBUKED,

The epirlt of fanaticlom exbibits itself in
sbout the same way in Canada aud In the
Uuited States. In both countriesit fs the
custom at fanatical getherlugs to abuse the
Csthiolic clergy and especlally the Jesuite,
and in Chicago recently et a meeting of
the Jurdor O:der of American Mechauics,
& know-nothing organlzation, the Rev, K
O'Murray ranted in the usual etyle, He
sald, amid the loud applause of bis aundi.
euce, that he wished the Jesnits to be bay-
ished from the country, The Iilsh of
Amerios were consigned by Murray for
the same fate,

But bigotry had not all its own way at
this weeting. Jadge R. S. Tattle, of the
circult court, arcse when the foul-tongued
faustic Murray was seated and gave him g
most well merited and stinglog rebuke,
He eald :

“ ] am not s Roman Catholie, nor the
son of & Romen Catholle, nelther am I an
Irfehman. My sncestors were Protest-
ante, and I sm an American, but as an
American and a geotleman I must refuse
to elt etill In any gatherlng where any
religlous denomination, be it Protestant,
Maethodist or Catholle, {a denounced as the
Catholies have heen denounced to night.

Genezal Sheridan 1s so wall knowa and
bis memory 82 b:loved in Onicago that it
would not sult the atmosphere of that
city to hiss his name, yet there 13 no
doubt the lnclination of the Kaow-Noth-
ings present would have beea to do so,
jast as Sherldan’s name was received with
hisses iu Boston at a eimilar aanti Catholic
gothering, baut the Chicagr moeeting,
abashed by Judge Tattle’s noble languags,
recelved the rebuke in slleace,

Sheridsn and Saerman were two of the
three moat respected and brilliant ganerals
of the North during the groat clvil war,
and notwithstandingz that Sherman was
not a practical or devout Cithollc for
many years, It now appears that ha wasat
least momineily such, sad that he naver
gave up his faith, in waich ha died. The
people of the United S:ates have these two
men too fresh in their memories that they
shonld at this particalar moment allow
bigots of the Marray etamp to inanlt with
impunlty thelr race and creed. Wo may,
therafore, expest tha. there will be a re-
spite for & while from sush talk as that of
the Rev, Murray, at lesst on pablic plat-
forms,

RITUALISTS AND EVANGREH
CALS,

A very strange ecene occurred in the
Anglican chureh of Ovoea, Castlemse.
cadan, Ireland, on Sunday, Feb. 8th.,
yet not g0 strange but that it has had fts
parallel in Canada within not a leng
time,

For some monthe past the eongrega.
tion of the above mentioned chureh bad
the noticn that their rector, Rov, J. M,
Robinson, is a Ritualiet ; and as they are
chiefly what are termed “ Bvangelicals,”
they determined upon making a quarsel
by creating in the church one of these
scenes which have become 50 common
in the Church of Englacd of late. The
rector at firat began by reading, after
which he intoned the words of the gen.
eral confession, Wkile he intoned
them, the congregation, by a preecon:
certed movement, drowned his voice by
reading the eame words as loudly as they
could. The clergyman was obliged to
discontinue his attempt at chant, so he
closed his book, and leaving the reading
deck walked into the vestry. The oon-
gregation waited for some time, expest.
ing a continuation of the service, and of
the battle, but the rev. gentleman re.
fused to put in a second appearance,and
in the end the congregation dispersed,

It will be remembered that not long
sloce a similar ecene was enacted in St.
George’s church, Ottawa, when a large
part of the congregation left the chureh
because the Kyrie eleison was chanted, and
established a new congregation,

Except as a means of making manifest
to the world the fact tha: the Chureh of
Eogland {s most hopelessly dlvided, we
cannot sce the common ssuse of such
exhibitlons, Once in a while there {s an
approach made by individual ministers of
the Auglican and some one or other of the
non-Conformlat sects to a unlon church
service, sach as that which took plase
recently in Woodstock, and as in sach
case it ls alwaya in the Evangellcal wing
of the Church that such exhibitions take
place, all the sects jola in pralslag the act
as an evidence of the good will which
is arlslng between the different sectioms
of Protestantlsm, They ignore entirely
the breach of Church law which both
parties commit on such ocesslons. Bat
bere, fn one church, the pesple and the
pastor dissgree on detalls in the form of
Church wervice, snd the eongregation,
taking the law into thelr own hands, will
oot tolerate a form which fs acknowl-
edged to be perfectly legal; yet all the

good-wlll entertalned tawards the Church,

other sects, practioally, il they de mot
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openly, spprove of the sction of the die-
comtented part of the congregation.

QOf courre, wo are well aware that the
estentlal difference between the two caees
1les In this, that in cases like that of Wood-
stock it 1s supposed that some hope fa
beld out that there will resvlt eome kind
of blending of the d!fferent ebedes of
altra Protestantlem, wheress in the case
of so-called Ritualistic practices, there is
sn anconcealed suspicion that there {s an
approach to much dreaded Popery, which
1s to be evolded at all hezirds and st any
cost.

Bat this belng the csse, where ls the
pretended zeal for Chrlstlan uanlty and
peace which the Evangelicals pretend fe
thelr sole thought when they follow
their method of unification ?

As to the Ritualism which is so
strongly objected to, becauee it is sup.
posed to savor of Popery, we can assure
the fearful ones that difterences between
the Caurch of Eogland and the Catholic
Church do mnot ccnsist merely in the
chanting or reading of the Kyrie eleison,
or the general confession. Taere are
numerous Evangelioal Anglican churches
which sing these prayers, and the civil
Iaw, which is eupreme over Anvglican
ritual, tolerates thece practices, The
Catholic Church bas & hierarchy and a
priestbood, with real Apostolical succes-
sion, not a mere sham. We have seven
sacraments, and the Perpetual Sacrifice
oretold by the Prophet Malachi, Taere
is no fear that the singing of this or that
prayer will turn an Auglican into a Cath.
olic church, snd surely the Evangelicals,
whose professions of chearity are so
loudly proclaimed, might be a little more
tolerant of practices which are con-
fessedly lawful, and which, after all,
tend to the decency of divine worship,

We bave in the Apocalypse (Ravela.
tion)of Si. Jobn the Apcstle a vivid descrlp
tiom of the glory of beaven, acd on this
description the Ritval of Christlanity ls
baecd. Surely the imitatlon, though
impezfect, is lawful in & Christisn Churcb,
for heaven ought to be our aim,

Wo resd there (Chap v) that
incense of sweet odor represents the
prayers of the eaints, and that saints and
angels eing before tha throne of God a
pew canticle acknowleging the bounty of
our Rideemer. Why, then, should the
aloglog of such cantlcies ba made a cause
of schiem in the Church now ?

Weimagine we hear some one answer,
“Through the fear that Poplsh practices
may be gradually introduced into Evangel.
ical denominations.” Well, then, let theso
denominations cease to proclaim so loudly
thelr universal charity and the Scriptural
character of thelr respective churches,
sipca they will pelther extend thelr
charlty to Oastholles nor allew of a
ppctice approved In Scriptare, through
fuir of glving encouragement to Gatholics,

the Foreizn Office in London by the
attitude of France in refusing to come
to any sccommodation with Eonglaed
on the Newfoundland fishery dispute,
The same power is determined to see
the last of Eagland's red coats on Kzyp-
tian soil, Lord Salisbury has been for
years dillydallying with French diplomats
on both those issues, but the opinion is
prevalent that sn end must very soon
come fo all this dodging on the part of
the British Government. The despatches
intimate that ¢ it is deemed impossible
to protract negotiations with France.”
Another year must see a settlement
injurious to the Government's repatation,
or a grave diplomatic collision with
France must supervene which will test
the endurance of both countries. How
Salisbury is going to escape without
humiliation or war no politician can
forecast, The Behring Sea difficulty,
altbough for the present held in abey-
snce, is far from being settled, Our
(Canadian Minister of Justice has beaten
in diplomacy all the constitutional
acumen of England’s great law-makers.
Sir John Thompson, by bringiog the
case of the seal fisheries before the
Judges of the Supreme Court of the
Uanited States, has prolonged for &
while the day of humiliation ; snd Lerd
Salisbury has taken advauiage of the
aew ocomplexion given to the vexed
question to wrap bimself vp in his

dignity and breathe awhile, Tae latest
ocablegram states that His Lordebip is
auxious to make all possible capital out
of the split in the ranks of the Irish
Parlismentary Party, diseolve Parliament
and appeal to tha country with a general
election in autumn, but this very signifi.
cant uadderdum is attached, *if His
Lordebip can see a way to settling the
Bohring Sea dispute with the United
States.”

Auother source of danger has forced
itself on the sttention of Europe these
few days past. Empress Frederic bai
lately visited Paris, with a view to make
art seleciions for the great exhibition in
the Prussian capital. Her sojourn in
the French metropolis has been viewed
with angry eyes by the irreconcilables
of that city. The Parisian arlists, ins
body, bave refused to exhibit their
masterpieces in the Crystal Palace at
Beriin, Their action is applsuded by
the press generally in France, Demon.
strations of disrespect were being threat
ened, and M Ribot, the Minister of
Foreign Affairs, sent a polite note to
Her Majesty advising her of the hostile
intentions of the populace, so easily
excited and driven to deeds of
madnesz by the loud utterances of
demagogues, in which Paris abounds.
Her Imperial Msjesty was requested to
hasten her departure, and leave France
very quietly at an unexpected hour in
order to avoid all possibility of an un-
friendly demonstration, Tae Empress
left burriedly on Friday morning, and
reached Dover the same afternoon,
where crowds of people, having heard of
tos treatment she received in Paris, had
collected and gave her an enthusiastic
reception. Queen Viotoria was wild
with indignation when told of what had
happened, eepecially when it was teld
ker that the Prince of Wales was on the
point of starting for France. 1t is said
that she hurried to the dock yard to
prevent his departure. * Waat do you
eay !" she exclaimed, * Turn my daugh
ter out of Paris ! Nonsense; it is impos.
sible!” The Queen repeated that 1t was
impoesible to believe any insult could be
oftered to her dauguter in Paris, She
biamed the Prince for his injudicious
course and threatened to countermand
the telegrama. Tae Prince proteated,
in moderate terms, however, and the
Qaeen consented to have her daughter
recalled immediately.

Both Eogland and Prussia are in a
state bordering on fury over this un
bappy and unforeseen incident. The
(German pspers insist upon it that France
should be compelled to give a satistac-
tory explanation, and declare the 1n.
utility of aby further attempts at recon-
eiliation.

The North Germsn Garsite says :

4 It is immaterial 86 Prussia whether
Frenoh sriisis appear at her exhibition or
stay at home, but that it is quite another
thing if, at public meetings, the gressest
inmaits and vila threats are utiered
against the ex Bmpress, and that the
German people should aceept them with.
eut a protest.”

The Prussian Ambassador intimated to
M. Ribot, French Minister of Boreiga
Aftgire, that no further advances would
be made on the part ef Germany to eon-
aliate France,

The irreconcilables, en the other
hand, with Mr, Broulede at their head,
say that it was impossible for them to
suppress their 'feelings under the pain
ful ordesl of having to witness the Em
prees leaving her incognito and giving
audience to foreigm Ambassadors ; while
La Justice, Clemenceau's paper, exceeds
the bounds of moderation, and ories out,
“Quar army is ready, our armament is com-
plete, and our reserves are thopoughly
trained.”

Whatever view we take of the situa-
tion the prospects for a pesceful and
prosperous reign of Toryiem in England
are of a most gloomy character, Of
course England and Frussia would go
band in hand in diplomacy, as in war,
against France, It is certain, also, the
latter power would not be so self.confi-
dent were ske not certain of Russia’s
belligerant interference in case of hos-

tilities, Lately Italy has been making
overtures to & closer alliance with
France, and now  that Crispi,

France’s declared enemy, has fallen
into deserved dlerepute and disgrace,
there will be no real difficaity in
the way of establishing an offensive and
defensive entente between those two Latin
natlons, with a probabllity of Portogal,
lately incensed against Eagland, and
probably Spain, takirg & hand.

There is no doubt whatever that the
relign of cruel Balfour and haoghty
Salfsbury Is on a steep decline and nearing
its end.

TgE Hon, Mr. Gibson, who was defeated
for Hamllton at the general election last
June by Mr, Stlasor, by a majority of 84,
was elected, on the 24th inat., by a major.
ity of 704, Mce. Stinson was unseated by
the Court, and thus the new election was
cnaced. This gain to the Mowat Govern.
ment in the bye-elections connteracts the
defeat of Dz, Abrens in North Perth, and
leaves matters aa they were at the gen.
oral election, We weleome the result as
an evidence of how etrongly the people of
Oatarlo are qpposel to Mr Meredith's
an'l Ca holle poliey.

VAGARIES OF METHODISH,

The glaring inconsistencies of Moth-
odism were fully shown in tha germon
delivered by the Rev, G. M Millizgan on
last Sunday evening st Torouto. The
oocasion wes the centenary celebration
of the death of Joon Wesley, wiho was
born st Epworth, Lincolnstire, Eogland,
June 17, 1703, end died in London,
March 2, 1791, The failure of the Angli
can Church to regch the masses of Pro
testant Eogland rendered neceseary and
made welcome the revolt of John Wes:
ley sgainst its stiff, meavingless formulas
and the aristosratic hypocriey of its
worship and ceremonials.

John Wesley, as a duly ordained
Euglish Church minister, was ocom-
miseioned to preach the goepel to
the Indians in Georgis, snd set eail
for his new field of labor in 1735,
During the voysge he fell in with eome
Moravian missionaries, diaciples of Hues
and Wickliff, whose Evangelistic prin.
ciples of every man a Caurch to himselfs
set the mind of Wesley to work ue to
how a change might be brought about in
the teachings and work of a Cburch un-
trammeled by Acte of Parliament, avd
over which he could cxercise undis-
puted control. His mission to Georgia
was & comp'ete failure, and he returned
to England in February, 1738, He im.
mediately sought the society of the
Moravians, who bad a church in Alders-
gate strect, London, Oa bearing Luther’s
preface to St Paul's Epistle to the
Romane read he declared himself a con.
vert to their teachings, exclaiming,

“] felt my heait atrangely warmoad,
I felt that I did trust Curist slone, for
salvation ; end an essurance was given
me that He had taken away my &ins, even

mine, and savel me from the law of sla
acd death.”

What led to the snccess of John Wealey
a8 an Innovatcr was his ilreless activity
and his z2nl in preaching to the poor and
the abandoned. Ths mialsters of the
Anglican Charch evjoyed thelr fatlivings,
and epeut thelr thousande ia idiene:s and
laxary, while the unfortunate curates,
1ike the Vicar of Wakefiald, found them
selves % passing 1ich on £40 a year.” The
latter considered that encugh was done if
they took the rector's place ia the pulpit.
They cared littla for the souls committed
to thelr care, and were not at all inclined
to do & work for which others were paid
#s0 munificently whila they were pinched
with poverty and had & hard straggle for
life. Wealey broke through all the
trammels of purse-proud Anglicauism, and
appealed to the maeses, who re-
celved him with open arms everywhere,
and soon formed congregations that
threatened to overwhelm the State.aided
Church, John Wesley did in his day
the work now attemapted with every
prospect of snesess by General Booth ;
and sinee Methodism has begun to ereet
eestly ehurehes, with oushioned pews and
earpeted aisles, W whieh the peor and
the ragged of the pspulation may not
have aceese, the Balwmtion Army
ls jast pow aspealing to the deepised
masses of Proteggant Ohrimianity, and
Methodism is destned to talte rank with
high stilted Avngleaniim, and loss lte
hold apon the affeetions and the respect of
the lower atrata of the Erargellcal popu-
latione.

The glaring inconsistences of Methodim
are found In John Wasley denying Apos.
tolis suceesdon and the Episcopal order
and yet availing himeelf of his own ordin.
ation by the Charch of Esgland to
acenme the rank and authority of a Bishop.
This he did when he undertook to ordain
prieste,

In 1784 he ordained Thomos Cooke,
and appointed him Bishop. He made
Lim aleo superintendent of the Method-
ist societies in America, and empowered
him to ordain others, and thus hand
down the succession of primacy snd
jurisdiction, which he obtained at the
hands of John Wesley, self-constituted
Pope and Vicar of Christ,

“ A leading point,” said Rev. Mr,
Milligan in his sermon of last Sunday,
¢ was that no man could form a creed or
a discipline for the Caurch.” A few
lines further down we find the rev,
gentlemen stating that John Wesley was
clearly raised by God to *formulate a
creed, and that the mission and the
occasion came to him just as in the case
of Paul, of Luther and Knox.”

“Qne idea,” sald the preacher, * was
that the Church was an institution, that
officers were appoluted from a regular
line from the Apostles, and that the
Church makes bellevers, The other was
that bellevers make the Church, and that
they have all powers of crgan!ztlon them-
selves, And this,” said Mr, Milligan, “is
the true idea. I would rather have it
thus, and let every congregatlon make its
own creed and ordala its own pastor. If
not thie, then let us go over at ouce holus
bolus and join Archbieshop Walsh,”

Wae helleve i would be the very best
thing Mr, Milligan and bis congregation
couid do to escape from absurdities and In-
consistency and, worse atill, sp'ritual
anarchy.
