PITTING CORN FODDER.

(From the Amorican Agriculturist.)

The good result which many persons ob-
tained last year in pitting corn fodder, leads
this year to the making of many pits, or silos,
for this purpose, all over the country. 8o

utility of the process it will be soon set at rest
by a thousand experimenters.

filling of the pits built by the Messrs. Buckley
Brothers, of Port Jervis, N. Y., whom we
visited about the middle of September. It
has been their habit for many years to put in
a large area of sowed corn, which was cut and
Ent up for curing in stooks, and afterwards

oused or stacked near the barns. This year
they have a larger area than usual, a large
part of which they put down inpits for winter
feeding. This matter of pitting or ensilaging
corn fodder has been carefully investigated by
them, and they have made, this year,
pits under the cow barn floor.
deep, side by with a two-foot

3 arowalled all around

cemented water-tight, They would answer
well as cisterns. These two are just built,
but there is an old one, 10 feet wide, 50 feet
long, and 7 feet deep, which is under the feed-
ing floor. The cow-barn is 120 feet long, by
80 feet wide. The feeding floor is 10 feet
wide, and the standing space for the cows is
the same width on each side. There is room
for 86 cews in this stable, up to the barn floor,
The floor, the stalls and all from side to side,
was taken up for the filling of the pits, but it
will be relaid.

At the time we were there the work of fill-
ing was going on in full blast. A pair of
powerful mules were at werk in the horse
power. The feed cutter stood directly behind
them, and cut the stalks in half-inch pieces,
at the rate of two tons an hour. It required
three men to tend the cutter, taking the
corn from the wagon, feeding it to the cutter,
and seeing that it was properly shunted off
into the pits, where one man spread it as
evenly as possible, and tramped it down. At
noon and evening half a dozen men got into
the tanks, and tramped the fodder down as
firmly as they could. Oné man and one team
were required to haul the fodder from the
field. As goon as a wagon load was brought
into the bar, the team was ungeared and
hitched to the empty wagon. In the field
the teamster assisted in the loading. There
were three men in the field cutting up the
corn and loading the wagon. Thus the
labor required was as follows : Two teams
and one driver, four men in the barn and
three in the field—eight men in all. With this
force they were putting in about twenty tons

ay.

The stalks were rather dry ; the juice did
not squirt out of them when they went through
the cutter, and the chaflings wero not even
moist to the touch. When packed in the pits,
a strong fermentation sets in very soon. The
corn that had been packed the day Lefore
was standing hot, no doubt having a tem-
perature of 110°to 120° Tahrenhelt. It
had a vinous odor which was very sweet and
pleasant. Mr. Charles Buckley gave us the
figures of the cost of these two pits, which is
as follows :

SUICIDE ANP PHILOSOPHY.

A Talk with One Who Has Made Nin
Attempts to Kill Himself,
[From the Now York Bun.]

T. Julius Jones, who attempted to kill
himself on Wednesday morning in tho house
of Edward Nivison, at 816 West Thirty-
second street, by shooting himsolf in the head
with & revolver, is still alive in Roosevelt
Hospital. The physicians say that he may
recover. 3

When ﬁﬁiviunn entered Jones’ room,
having heard the pistol shots, he found his
lodger lying on the floor, but entirely con.
scious. The wounded man said to him :
“Nivison, you'll find - copious directions
among my effects in regard to the disposal of
my remains. In the meantime run for & po-
liceman and bring an ambulance with you,
as Iam .‘Yerfeolly well sssured that I have
again failed in my attempt to make away
with myself, and I can recuperato mneh more
rapidly in a Lospital than here. The sooner
I got well the sooner I'll renew my efforts at
eelf-destruction,”

sl had been d from

the Thirty.seventh street poliod station Jones
suddenly sprang from the floor as though in
full bodily vigor, and, scizing an open pocket
knife that was lying upon the table, made a
desperate attempt to stab himself. The
policemen sprang at him, and after a struggle
disarmed him.

A reporter ealled at the Roosevelt Hospital
and was admitted to the presence of the
wounded man, He is a handsome man, with
a straight nose, fine gray eyes and a closely
clipped stylish brown beard. Ho said:
“ Well, I've failed again. It scems that fate
has been against me from my birth. You
will hardly credit it, but I made four attempts
by revolver while living in Pennsylvania to
end my life, and while in Boston I took laud-
anum twice and arsenic once, and yet in spite
of the most determiuved cfforts I invariably
fail. 1 don't wantto live. I am heartsick
of life, and only wish to pass away. My re-
lations with my family are not happy ; in.
oed they are most unhappy, and I am
estranged from ull my conpections in conse-
quence and am obliged to live alone, God
help the man who mast live in New York
alone in some hired apartment, with only
servants or strangers to speak to at long in-
tervals !"

Speaking of his attompted suicide the man
said : ** When I awoke, about 8 o'clock, I lay
on my back in bed and mused - upon
my condition and prospects. I checked
off the advantages of lhfe and death,
and found that a great preponderance
was on the side of the latter. I saw
that I would have to etruggle on to make my
living all the rest of my life. 1 kuew that I
would never marry. I was also convinced
that I could never repair the rupture with
family. I decided on death. Then I aroze
and wrote the direstions for the disposal of
my remaing, and, dressing mysell slowly,
proceeded to a pawnbroker's -shop and pur-
chased a revolver aud cartridges for $3.18. I
returned to my room and hung up my outer
garments to prevent them from getting bloody,
whicl I was afraid from long experience—it
seems strange for a man to talk about long ex-
perience in suicide, doesn’s it ?—would fiy
aroundin, to say the least, an unpleasant
manner. Then I carfully loaded the weapon,
and, placing the muzzle against my right
temple, pulled the triggzer. I admit that it
required an effort to pull the trigger, and that
I had a momentary chill as 1 did so. I felt
the ball crash against my skull but knew it
was not fatel. Se I pulled the trigger again,
but it missed fire, and I cocked it and tried
again and again, but it would not go off. In
the meantime the blood running from the
first hole in my head had wet the revolver,
and I took it down from my head and exam-
inad it. hrushing the blood from my eyes with
the other hand. T rai the bhammer, and,
looking closely at the chamber, saw that one
of the cartridges was awzy, and fixed it with
my teeth. Then the pistol went off and sent
a bullet through my hand.  After this I bo-
came impatient and fired twice at my head,
both taking effect. Then, hearing the pro-
prietor coming, 1 became s little bewildered,
and, throwing the revolver into the wash
basin, I fell to the floor.”

THE GREAT BOAT RACE.

HANLAN ONCE MORE THE VICTOR.
Champion of the World.

Trickett Badly Deaten—The Heaviest
Betting Boat Race ever known turns
out a Mere Procession in which the
Canadian Piays with his Opponent*

The great boat race hétween Edward
Hanlan, of Toronto, and Edward Trickett,
of Australia, for £400 a side and the
Sportsman challenge cup, came off on
Monday last over the Thames champion-
ghip course, from Putney to Mortlake,
distance four and a half miles, and was
witnessed by thousands_of spectators,
The result of the race cannot be other-
wise than most satisfactory to all C(an-
adians, raving, perhaps, the few who
were foolish enough to be enticed hy the
chance of large odds to risk their funds
on Hanlan's opponent. Ilanlan's easy
victory over Trickett establishes his pr
eminence as a séuller and proves his
title to the championship of the world.
We are indebted to the enterprise of the

THE RACE.

At the moment when the struggle com-
menced there was an easily observable
contrast in the demeanor of the men.
Trickett had evidently braced himself
up. Some moments before he dipped
his sculls into the water for his initial
stroke, his legs were firmly set, and there
was n brave look of determination about
him. His face was careworn, as he had
appeared when preparing for the contest.
The lines in his countenance were now
much more prominent, and he seemed
positively haggard.

COLLIERY EXPLOSION.

A TERRIBLE DISASTER 1IN THE AL-
BION COAL MINE, NOVA SCOTIA.
Fifty Lives Lost and upwards of One

Hundred and Fifty Widows and Or
phans left Destitu

New Glasgow, N. 8., Nov. 12, — At6.30
o'clock this merning a terrific explosion
occurred in the Foord pit, Albion mines,
Stellarton.  Gas had collected in one of
the bordg, and it is supposed to have
Leen ignited by a defective lamp, A tull
force of men, about one hundred and
sixty, were in the pit at the time of the
explosion. Those on the north side es-
caped, most of them uninjured,  About
forty six men are still missing, and little
hope is entertained of getting any of
them out alive. About 10 o’clock this

| morning Mr. Hudson, the manager, with

son Jos, Iludson, Messrs Poole,
Greener and Moore, ot the Acadia and
Vale collieries, and Mr. Tupper went
down to explore the pit.

Messrs. [ludson, Greener, Simpson,
Poole, with other volunteers, have been
down the pit at Stellarton in which. the
explosion occurred this morning and
have come up again. They found it
impossible to explore the south for any
distance on account of fire-damp, there
being no air through that side, as all the
doors had been blown down by the blast.
They found some bodies but could not
identify them. Allthe horses in the pit
—twenty-nine—are dead, The follow-
ing are injured so badly t very little
Lopes are entertained of their recovery :
—Matthew McPherson, Wm. Dunbar,
Sr., George Burden, W. McCly, and
Reuben Dunbar. 'The number still in
the pit is said to be forty-four., It is
feared that another explosion will occur
this evening when the pit gathers gas
again. Work is totally suspended at all
the collieries in the county, and miners
have come to the scene of the accident
in great numbers, but are altogether
powerless to render any assistance on
account of the precarious condition of
the pit. oIt is not known how the fire
originated, as none from the side Where
the accident occurred are alive to tell
the tale.

Anether exploring party went down
this (Saturday) meorning. The party
were able to go further into the galleries
than the previous night, as the choke
damp is clearing away. Near a brick
wall closing an unused passage a dense

with a roar like escaping steam. As all
were now in the greatest danger the
party hastened to the surface. After
congultation between the masters and
several old mirers, it was determined to
flood that portion of the mine where the
fire seems to proceed from, as if prompt
means be not taken further ekplosions
were not unlikely at any moment with
consequences which might be serious on
the surface. In the cavpenter shop
coffins have been made by scores. The
total number lost may be as high as fifty.
The dangerous state of the mine renders
the recovery of the bodiesimpossible for
many days, perhaps weeks. Anold man
to-day identified the body which was not
recognized before as that of his son-in-
law, JobSkinner. Thelegs were charred,
hand roasted, face burnt black and the
top of the head crushed to a jelly. The
body of McGillivray was but little dis-
figured ; his death evidently was caused
by choke damp. Wm. Dunbaris semi-
unconscious. He is the only rescued
man seriously injured. ITe was a lamp
cleaner and had a cabin at the bottom
of the pit. It appears he was in his
cabin at the time of the explosion. The
fire burst in the back door and he rush-
ed out and fell on his face. 1lis oil-soak-
ed clothing caught fire, and when his
son found him he extinguished the
flamnes and with assistance got him to the
surface ; the old man was badly burnt.
| Iis recovery is doubttul. TIle is seventy

are several theories of the accident, bul
none reliable. Some of the escapes were
very narrow. Three little boys working
near the entrance to the southside were
jammed in a heap against an arch by a
cosl box, end found there insensible
while a horse close l)¥ Was killed,m«i
completely roasted. The body of the
horse and a coal box kept the force of
the explosion and the fiames from the
lads. The flames, which were but
| momentary, seem in some inexplicable
