Reports reflecting accurately. the
present stage of the prohibition move-
ment in the south, show that‘more than
half the south’s tefritory is “dry” ab-
golutely, and that in'the remaining area,
listed as "wet," the sale of intoxicants
is upon a restricted sale.

1t is evident tLat the. cities ‘are: the’
only remaining ‘strongholds flor.  the
saloons, apd -it'is unlikely that this
condition will be modified,
through' a radical change in . political
thought, through failure o enforce the
laws against the liquor traffe, failure

Two Russians at Cleveland,
Ohio, Cut Each Other

to Pieces

GIRL SLASHED

CLEVELAND, Ohio, Dec. 25—A duel
to the death with knives in a dark-
room Christinas Eve between two
suitors for ths hand of 1lt{-vear-old Ju-
ila Pice, resulted in the death of Pow-
ell Fromich and the serious injury of
Miovhael Milanovitch, who is under ar-
rest on the charge of murder., Fro—
mich’s brother was probably’  fatally
stabbed when he attempted to separ-
ate the fighting lovers.

Both men boarded in the Pice-home.
Arriving home late last night, after an
unhappy day, Milanoviteh is said to
have gone to Fromich’s room and ac-
cused the latter of stealing his sweet-
heart,

“l1 am going to kill you for it,” Mil-

anovitch is alleged to have exclaimed.
Fromich leaped from his bed and ask-
ed Milanoviteh if he warted to fight.
Hastily a duel was arranged and the
two went to the kitchen, spread a cloak
upon the floor, darkened the room and
drew their knives and, holding each
other by the left hand, began the
deadly struggle.
"Only muffled curses and the hot
breaths of the bleeding antagonists
brcke the silence. Desperately they
lunged and swayed as wound after
wound was irflicted. After a few min-
utes the blows became fewer and wedk-
er until. finally, with a knife-thrust
penetrating: his temple, his face and
body gashed to strips, Fromich fell to
the floor with a groan.

W. C. Archibald Says Coun-
try Is Adapted For Grow-
ing of Apples

(Augusta Johnal) 5
‘W. C. Archibald of 'Wolfville, N. 8.,
is in the city on a trip of investigation
of Maine orchards. Mr, Archiald, who
is a life member of the Nova Scotia
Fruit Growers’ Association, has spent
many years investigating the orchards

and has divided the provinces into dis-
tricts, which he visited on horseback.
Since leaving St. John, Mr. Archibald
has trawvelled through the greater, part
of Maine by train and trolley, and plgns
to remain in the state some days long-
er.

Mr., Anchibald states that he noticed
very carefully the orchards along the

was fayorably impressed by both thelr
size and appearance. Said he: “I am
convinced of the adaptability of Maine
lands for growing apples. You have
both the natural suitability in the land
and g climate that is favorable for
fruit growlng. It is g pity that all your
hill slopes were not in orchards. They
would@ pay $4, where they yield $1 now,
if they were. It seems to me that both
Maine and the provinces should raise
more apples, especially as the consump-
tion-is increasing all the time. As
nearly as I can”learn in’' Augusta you
consume -an average of a barrel per
year to each inhabitant, which is:about
the same as the average of most of the
cities and towns of Nova Scotia.”

Mr. Archibald is also much interest-
ed in the subject of good roads. In
response to a query as to whether the
split jog drag was used in the prov-
inces he said: “It has been used in the
Anngpolis valley and other parts of
Nova Scotia for some time and they
are just beginning to try it in New
Brunswick. The government of the
province of Nova Scotia now gives a
prize for the best piece of road con-
structed by local road builders. Any
private individual can make the road
and use it. In the fall the prize is
awarded by a government inspector
after examining all the roads built for
the year in competition for the prize.”

He went on-to say that he believed
that - proper drainage wasg the first
essential for earth roads in wet
locailities, and after that for rounding
them into perfect shaps the split log
drag should be used. He spoke in the
most praiseworthy terms of this de+
vice, saying: “Year by year as It is
used the split log drag is coming more
and more into favor and it is found
that after proper drainage is obtained
the split log drag can complete the
making-of the road better and cheaper
than any other implement that can be
used. The very good roads which we
have in Anrapolis valley are due in
great measure to the use of the split
log drag.”

BRUNSWICK

Dr. R. W. Ells of the Dominion Geo-
\egical Survey embodies the resuit of
consiGerable study and exploration in
this province in an interesting and in-
fornmslive pamphlet on *“The Geological
and Mineral Resources of New Bruns-
wiek,” recently issued by the Depart-
ment of Mines. Dealing with his sub-
Jject In exhaustive detail, Dr. Bils takes
ip Separately each mineral discovered
in New Brunswick and the practical
outcome and possibilities of the various
attempts at mining.: And his conclu-
sions are not so comforting as the
hopeful predictions set forth by less
scientific but more optimistic, and per-
haps more interested, students of the
same subject. .

Up to date, he points out, actually
profitable mining has been confined to
the non-nietallic minerals comprising
the coal, gypsum, building-stone, shale
deposits, clay, etc. In most cases he
‘believes that these industries can be
largely developed under proper attem-
tion to business requirements, and
worked at a profit.

may reap. more lives sventually than
the earthquake itself. It is all on too
big a scale to be sympathetioally re-
alized by us well-fed, carefully guarded
folk. In recorded history there has
probably been no natural disaster ex-
ceeding this in-its extent and ferocity
of its ‘destruction. Two or three, not-
ably one at Yeddo, Japan, in 1708, and
one at Pekin in 1731, are credited with
larger death lists, but the récords are
‘ot well -authenticated. At ~a&ny rate
this earthquake holds the grim record
for well on to 200 years.

The scene of this tremendous catas-
trophe was in Calabria, the toe of the
50 called “boot™ of Italy, and tho Island
of. 8icily, separated therofrom by the
narrow Straits of Messina. <This local-
ity has been for centuries a danger
centre for volcanic disturbances. Cala-
bria alone has suffered 30 destrictive
quakes during the past 300 years, in
addition to innumerable minor disturb-
ances, Stromboli and Etna are the two
volcanoes of Sicily whose activities are
most feared, for they are in the imme-
diate vicinity of Calabria. Most of the
surrounding islands are of volcanit ori-
gin; and a quake anywhere here affects
the entire district.

It was only g little over a year ago,
Oct. 24, 1967, to be exact, that the last
destructive quake ocourred. This, teo,
was in Siclly and Calabria and wrecked
several towns, destroyed churches in
many more and was attended by loss
of life that, like all these disasters, can
only be estimated, anf jt is believed
that the estimates as' a rule fall far
short of the facts. In the quake of Oct.
24, 1907, in the commuyne of Ferrazzano

AGRICULTURAL EDUCATION

Writing to the Maritime Farmer, Mr.
Irvine H, T. Dunfield of Portage,
Kings County, calls the attention of
other young New: Brunswick farmers
to ‘he large advantages to he gained
through the courses provided at the
Nova- Scotia Agricultural Caollege, at
Tiuro. Here, he says, “anything that
one wants to know along farming lines
can be learned.” He, personally, has
brofited and he believes others who go
will profit. Admittinig that many suc-
cessful farmers have never had the ad-
vantage of scientific training, he points
out that ‘“the farmers of yesterday did
not have so mauy things to battle
with as the farmers of today. Take
the insect pests, it is only of late years
that the fight against them started up.
How to combat these pests, is one of
the many things learned at Mruro.”
Also, he says “we learn to elevate our
calling, to show that there is plenty of
room in it for the exercise of all the
brain pow‘gr 4 _man may possess and
to point out how farming operatiqns
may be improved and conducted to the
bést advantage to the tiller of the soil.
I am not g prophet nor the son of a
prophet, but I believe that great things
are going to be accomplished along
agricultural lines in Maritime Canada
as the years go by.”

We commend this appreciation of
Nova Scotia’s Notable institution at
Truro to the interested attention of
eévery agricultural reader of The Sun,
believing it to pe Just and well-
grounded. Excellent work is being
done there under the able instruction
of Professor Cumming—work which
invites the authorities of this provinece
to hearty Co-operation, rather than to
such competition as Hon. Mr.Flemming
has recently proposed. There is too
much educational rivalry already in
these smal] provinces whose interests
are so closely knit and if it is at all
possible to arrange a fair scheme of
maritime co-operation In this import-
ant departmeént of technical instrue-
tion it would seem far preferable to
follow this course and lay the founda-
tions for g great Maritime technical
school than to ‘continue the disinte-
grating pol dictated by betty prov-
inelal pride %id Jealousy.

Already, we are glad to note, the
New Brunswick sovernment has gone
80 far in this direetion as to offer free
transportation to any young men in
this provinee  who destre’ to  avajl
themselves . of the short wintéf comtrses
which: open at Trure next morth. Par-
ticulars of this offer may be obtained
by writing to the Deputy Commis-
sioner for Agriculture at Fredericton.
In the interests of New Brunswick it
is to be hoped that many will take'ad-
vantage of . the opportunity. -
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Only the most bitterly par-
tisan like to believe ill of their public
men and cheerfully welcome their ac-
quittal of charges obviously politica] in
their inspiration. Already the popu-
lar verdiet has splendidly vindicated
Dr. Pugsley against the envious spite
of his enemies: and the report o 'the
Central Railway Commission can only
endorse the expression of public opin-
ion in this regard. Though the death
of many _Prominent ‘actors in this
varied drama has necéssarily made in-
vestigation difficult, the fact stands
reasonably clear to unprejudiced men
that the government of which Dr.

THE C P.R. IN THE STATES

Reports are current, and apparently
well founded, of C. P. R. aggrandize-
ment in the United States which com-
pel the interested attention of all who
are concerned in the Canadian policy
of directing, as far as is possible, Can-
adian trade along' Canadian channels.
Not many weeks ago it was rumored
that the Canadian Pacific Rallway
Company had secured azcess to Chi-
cago and the Mississippi Valley, by
the purchase of 3 railway which had
not been prospering as an independent
line. Nothing very definite his since
been heard confirmatory of the re-
port, but there has been enough talk
to indicate. that at least there was
Some basis for the story, and it is
not beyond the realms of possibility
that the deal may yet go through. It
has been also reported, upon apparent-
ly sound authority, that a controlliing
interest has been seecured in the
Maine Central lines, thus winning ac-
Cess to the port of Boston. Now the
latest report is that the Canadian Pa-
cific . has seeured ~the ‘entrance into
New York city,- and is arranging to
carry through freight from there to
the West. It appears to have made
some arrangement with the New Ha-
ven and Hartford, and has already
been offered. 250 tans of freight per
day for the West.

Already the C. P. R. owns or con-
trols an immense mileage of “American
railways,. operating:lines frcm Regina,
via Minneapolis and St. Paul, to the
Soo and from Duluth to the Soo. These
new acquirements wil] place the
Canadian company in the somewhat
remarkable position of having more
actual capital invested in United
States raillways than it has in Canada
—allowlng,_ of course, for the- subsidies
it has been paid on its Canadian- lines,
This startling fact, together with the
probability of C. P. R. access to Chi-
Cago, and to the Atlantic ports of New
York and Boston, is fraught with pos-
gibility of important changes -in
Cenadian transportation conditions—-
chenges wheh. may be particularly, and
perhaps not too pleasaptly, interesting
to ambitious Canadian Atlamtic ports,

PEACE AND GOOD WILL

This season of peace and good will
is an ironically appropriate time to re-
call general attention t0 the continu-
ally ‘more urgent efforts of the Chris-
tian nations to provide - themselves
with the means for destroying each
other. While the British government
L:as under preparation a bill for the
meintenance of the British fleet at a
standard ten per cent, stronger than
the combined flects of any other two
nationg, the German government is
breparing for a naval expenditure
next year of within a few pounds of
twenty  millions sterling, fully three
millicns sterling more than in the eur
rent year, and six millions sterling
more; tham . in 1907-8. For new con-
struction amg armaments the amount
shows an increase . of practically 2%
millions sterling, the important items
being: for ships, ete., seven millions;

artillery, 3% millicns; torpedoes, £413,-
500; ,and mines, £750,000. Two Dread-

nature.  All the world is inclired to
deal tenderly with the avowed peni-
tent. “Annual elections are inevitaby
preceded by annual . spasms of re-
form, It invariably creites a favor-
able Impression,

But the tears of the chronic penitent
weary experienced saints, They de-
velop a disconcerting and wholly un-
Sympathetic ‘habit of cold and calcu-
lating evangelization.

For instance, in the present case the
Common Counecil has carefully and
wisely limited its lament to the errors
and weaknesses of the various de-
bartments of civie administration.
There is a ready admission that things
are not as they should be. They note
with deep regret that the depart-
mental machinery is complicated and
antiquated. They propose with reck-
less disregard of consequences to any-
one in the departments, to mend that
state of affairs. With manifest and
vehement sincerity they confess the
wrong-doings and short-comings of
the unfortunate and impersonal de-
partments,

And .then annually we come to the
period of reconstruction. It may be
written in brief fashion though with
nominal variation “Flanagan: off
again, on again, Finnegan.”” No one
has failed because every one is some
one’s friend. BEvery one must be well
provided for, or someone will make a
row. The Common Council as at pres-
ent constituted can resolve to reform
the ‘method of administration, can
compel every man in its employ to re-
sign, tentatively—can adopt radical
measures of revision—all this can be
c¢one; but when it comes to selecting
a man to fill the newly created office,
then the Common Council as at pres-
ent constituted usually adjourns.

The meaning of the adjournment is
avowedly that they require time to in-
vestigate the qualification of the vari-
ous applicants Certainly a plausible
reason and one reflecting credit upon
the good judgmernt of the Common
Council, but we venture to believe that
the period of adjournment will not be
wholly spent in the exhaustive exam-
ination of the qualifications of appli-
camts. A close observer might be able
to detect more than usual activity in
the manipulation of the wires that run
from every separate ward in the city
to every separate alderman - the City
Hall,

In all of which there is nothing es-
sentially objectionable, Representatives
should be influenced by their friends
and they will be influenced in. many
instances by their personal needs. That
is a constant factor in human nature.
It is idle to dream of eh‘mi.nating the
wire-puller. He will always be with us

‘and always in ana about every repre-

Seéntative body. But if there is to be
in civic affairs anything approaching
responsible government there must be
Some. way whereby the individual al-
dermen can be held responsible for the
actions of the Council. The Council
does everything, the aldermen do no-
thing. They hide their light'under that
bushel. The idea. of a responsible
ministry must be imported into our
municipal government if the citizen is
te be offered the opportunity of mark-
ing kis ballot with discrimination.

Under such an organization it would
be possible for & responsible adminis-
trative group which might be called
a Board of Control,to name an engiteer
not because he received or was the
only one who counl@ recsivs.a majority
vote of a contending council, but be-
cause his qualifications were of such a
character that they could appeal to the
people to sustain thneir decislon. Under
the present system the people may say
who shall be in the Common Council,
put they have no power to anprove .or
disapprove the actions of the whole
Courcil,

By and by it will he manifest that
refprm must begin on the organization
of the Council before the Council can
accomplish any @istinet and radical
change in existing ecnditions. TUnder
the -present swstem the accomplished
wire-puller is the unquestionable boss:

THE EARTHQUAKE

The. imagination of the average man
who walks this solid Canadian ground

most every part of the world.

In the 7 to 40 seconds that that quake
lasted scores of villages in Calabria and
Sielly were laid in ruins and upwards
of 3,000 persons were killed.

A partial list of the worst quakes in
Italy, as computed by The Boston Her-
ald, is:

September, 1186—In Calabria and
Sicily: one city and all its people
overwhelmed in the Adriatic.

March, 1638—In Calabria
stroyed amd many lives lost.

February, 1788—The “great earth-
quake of Calabria.” Loss of life esti~
mated at G0,000.

October, 1835—100 lives
shock at Castiglione.

December, 1856 — Monenurso and
other towns of Calabria destroyed and
10,000 lives lost.

December, 1887—Besignano
abria destroyed, 25 lives lost.

September, 1905—3,000 Mves lost and
200,000 Calabrians made destitute in a
scere of ruined villages.

This, however, is but a partial list of
the most violent and destructive of the
quakes of this district. No list can
give any idea of the constant terror
of the people. Yet the record of 1783,
when 945 shocks were received, of
which 501 were déscribed * 4s. great
shocks, gives some conception of what
it means to these people when ths
slightest rumble comes. The quake
that commenced these 945 shocks was
on Feb. 5, 1723, and for a vear thereafter
it might be said that the sarhe quake
was intermittently active, The centre
was the town of Oppido, andg for a
radius: of 22 miles every village and
town was destroyed within two min-
utes ‘of the first shock, while for 70
miles all were serously damaged, and
the whole of Calabria and across the
strait of Messina and all of Sieily were
shaken. At Oppido whole houses were
swallowed up—40,000 perished as & di-
rect result of the quake amd 20,000
more died from starvation or.the epi-
demic that followed Today,  however,

The St. John-Havana Steamship

ROME, Dec ; 29—One hun-
dred thousand dead ; Messins, in
Sicily, and Reggio and a score of
other towns in Southern Italy
overwhelmed ; the entire Calab-
ria region laid waste ; this is the
earthquake’s record so far_as is
at present known from the re-
ports that are coming slowly into
Rome on accouat of the almost
complete destruction of lines of
communication ‘to the stricken
places.

The death list in Messina ran-
ges from 12,000 to 50,000 ; that
of Reggio, which with its adjac-
ent villages numbered 45,000
people, ineludes almost the entire
population. At Palmi 1,000 are
reported dead ; at Cassano 1,000,
at Cosenza 500, and half of the
population of Baghara, about
4,000, The Monteleone region

KING AND QUEEN WILL HELP.

The king and queen of Italy are now
on their way to Messina, having sailed
tonight from Naples aboard the battis-
ship Vittorio Emmanuele. The Pope
has shown the greatest distress at the
calamity and he himself was the first
to contribute a sum amounting to
$200,000 to the relief of the afflicted.
British, French and Russian warships
are steaming towards the south and
already several of the ships of Great
Britain and Russia have reached Sici-
ly. Officers and men of these ships
have performed heroic services in the
work of rescue.

It is feared that many foreigners
have been killed, as & number of the
hotels at Messina and doubtless at oth-

‘er places, were crowded with tour!sts.l
Little is known of the fate of thesdip- [

lomatic representatives of the foreign
powers stationed ‘at these posts, al-
though the Itallan government is us-
ing every effort to releive the anxiety
felt on their account,

There is the gravest danger that a
pestilence will follow the destruction
of the towns, where, on account of the
vast havoo caused, bodles will He un-
buried for days or weeks.

Those who escaped death, many of
whom are badly injured, are making
their way by the thousands to the
nearest place of refuge. Their suffer-
ings even now must be intense as they
are without food or clothing,

STUNNED AT THE MAGNITUDE.

ROME, Dec. 20.—Stunned at
m:agnitude of the calamity which has
overtaken fellow-countrymen, all Italy.
mourns toright for the stricken prov-
ince of Calabria and the Island of
Sicily.  Accustomed for centurles to
earthquakes, Italy stands ever mn dread,
but none was prepared for the disas-
ter which, in the fraction of a minute,
devastated cities and towns and caused
the death of thousands.

Messina, whese tragic history has
been marked by tidal waves and war,
and which was the centre of yester-
day’s  terresrial maelstrom was
shaken to ruins. Flames burst forth
to complete the city’s destruction and
to burn allve untold numbers help-
lessly pinicnied beneath fallen walls
and broken timbers. The Strait of
Meéssina vas skaken and twisted by
the earth’s trembling, f6r mariners

Almost immedlately a
tidal wave of huge proportions swept
across the straits, mounting the coasts
and carrying everything before it.
“Scores of ships were damaged and

lowed up. Navigation now is «danger-
ous and in some places impossible.

In the Calabrian distriet, which was
enly beginning to recover from the ef-

! fects of the earthquake of 1905, Reggio

was the centre of ihe earth’s up-
heaval. The seaport of Reggio is re-
ported as no longer existing and the
city proper is in ruins.  The loss of
life on both sides of the strait and in
eastern Sicily wae enormous. One of
the refuges from Reggio who was the
first to bring the news of the city’'s
destruction tried to make his way to
8icily in g sailboat, but was compelled
to return and finally found safety at
a peninswdar port. In describing his
experiences he said:

‘“The sea was strangely, mysterious-
the heavens were
ablaze. Nearing Sicily  the clearing
smoke revealed the mystery; Messina
was in flanies. In the frenzy of de-
spair I turned my boat back to Cal-
abria.”

SURVIVORS ALMOST INSANE.

Starving, bleeding from injuries and
almost insane from their terrifying ex-
periences, Messina's survivors are flee-
ing in all directions’ The spectacle pre-
sentéd by the ruined seaport
scribed as terrifying. Tumbling buitd-
ings, both killed and mutilated, while

hundreds of the injured ars imprisoned !

in the wreckage were abandoned to
their fate by the fleeing populace. One
of thoseé who escaped said:

*“The earth seemed suddenly to drop
and then turn violently on its axis./The
whole population, who practically were
precipitated from 'the houses rent in
twain, were spun round like tops as
they ran through the stréets. Many
fell, erushed to death, and others, be-
wildered, took refuge fog breath beside
the tottering: walls, where they soon
met the fate of their companions.” .

Already British and ‘Russian. squad—
rons have arrived at ' Mossina.: - Sailors
and marines haye been disembarked
and they havé performed courageous
acts in rescuing the injuréd and remov-
ing ‘the wounded. A large number of
survivors have been transferred to the
warships: which are transformed into
great floating hespitals. It is impera-
tive that the dead be removed from the
ruins in order to avold a pestilence.
Steamers and doctors, druggists, fire-
men and workmen have arrived at Mes-
sing from Catania and other places.

Special dispatches received hére from
Calabria conflrm the destruction of
Regglo. They report that the situation
thére is as bad, if not worse than at
Messingd.

the jails made their escape and looted
'right and left. Hundreds engaged in
+ the work of robbing the banks and
! business houses. In the opinion of the
officers of the Sappho half the popula-
tion of Messina perished.

King Victor Emmanuel and the
, Queen, who left for the scene of the
{ calamity, reached Naples tonight and
proceeded alone to Sicily., A large num-
ber of people saw their majesties de-
part from Rome, and one among a
numbeér of deputies at the station ob-
served to the King, “The presence of
your majesty will suffics to console
the stricken population.”

The King wurned sharply upon the
Speaker and said abruptly: “Don’t talk
nonsense.”

Reports indicate that ths geogruphy
of the Straits of Messina has been go
changed as to cause apprehension of a
serlous/commerclal ana stategic diffi-
culty. It is believed that navigation
has become extremely dangerous, in

Desperate calls have been made from
Rome to Messina, but these remain
unanswered, and fears are entertained
that Fort Spuria, near Messina, has
been destroyéd, as the wireless station
installed trere, one of the most power-
ful in Italy, is evidently not working.
‘The catastrophe has excited the super-
stitions of the entire populace, who are
running about the country cailing upon
all the saints and imploring the mercy
of heaven. Their ' superstition has
beén increased by the rumor that in
the gererai destruction of Messina the
slatus of St. Rosa remained unin-
Jured.

HARRCGWING SCENES.

The work of rescue at Messina, ac-
cording to the meagre details received
hHere  tonight, presented harrowing
scenes. Hurndreds of people were
pinted under walls and rafters, alive
but terribly injured, for thirty hours.
One of the rescuers found under the
rulns of a house five children, alive hws

unable to speak, clirging around the
corpse of their mother. In some cases
heroic rescuers met death in the falling
debris. In one house twenty persons
who were suspended on the third floor
and were unable to escape because the
lower foors had been torn away, were
rescued with a rope by g sailor. Six

Refugees from Reggio, who reached
Catanzaro this afternoon said that
they could see huge columns of smoke
rising f:-om the ruvins of Messina.

A tidal wave
demolished the railroad between Laz-
zaro and Reggio and a small army of
men are working desperatély to re-
establish communication with the lat-
ter place, for which place a train with
troops and telegraphers has started.

KING EDWARD AFFECTED.

LONDON, Dec. 30.—King Edward
was greatly affected by the news of
the calamity that had befallen Italy
and wired his sincere condolences to
the king.

The London morning papers publish
editorials, earnestly appealing to the
British public for a prompt and gen-
erous response to the XLord Mayor’s
call for funds to help a friendly nation
in the face of .a. calamity which is
among the greatest of modern times.

KEEN DISTRESS.

NEW YORK, N, Y., Dec. 29.—The
news of the earthquake in southern
Italy with its appalling loss of life was
received in the several Italian colonies
in this city with ' every evidence of
keen distress. Of the half million or
more Italians who have settled here,
fully 200,000 are from the stricken dis-
tricts,

REFUGEES POURING IN.

CATANIA, Dec. 29.—Refugees are
pouring into Catania by trains, steam-—
ers and automobiles. They are half
naked and stupefied with terror and
suffering. Some of them appear almost
insane from the horrors through which
they have gone. In the beginiing they
could only babble *“Messina has been
devastated; the city has been anni-
hilated.” Little by little some idea of
the indescribable horror of Messina. was
obtained from these unfortunates,

They declare that thousands of de-
mented survivors ‘are still wandering
about among the ruins of the city. A
wounded soldier said:

“The spectacle was terrifying beyond
words. Dante’s Inferno gives you but
a faint idea as to what happened yes-
terday morning at Messina. The first
shock came before the sun had risen.
It shook the city to its very founda~-
tions; ' Immediately the houses began
to crumble. Those of us who were not
killed at once made our way .Over un-
dulating floors to the streets. Beams
were crashing down through the rooms.
The stairs were equally unsafe.

“I found the streets blocked by falleny
houses. Balconies, chimneys, bell-tow-
ers, entire walls had been thrown
down. From every side of me arose
the screams and moanings of the !
wounded. The ‘people were half mad |
with excitement and fear. Most of
them had rushed out in their night |
clothes. In a little whils we were all .
shivering under a torrential downpour
of rain. Everywhere there were dead
bodies, nude, disfigured and mutilated.

They confirm the previous re-
ports of the dreadful hayoc of the
earthquake in that city. It Is most
difficult to get any accounts of the oe-
currences from them, for they are stun-
ned and exhausted. They declare, how-
ever, that the disaster there was
as appalling as the Messina
one, if not wiorse. They say
that the lower part of Reggio has
disappeared and that the public build-
ings, the churchazs, the barracks, the
city hall and numberless smaller
houses are today nothing but crimbled
heaps of ruins. Any estimate of the
death list is"as yet impossible.
