The total area of the Dominions of 
Austria-Hungary is 240,456 square 
miles, and excepting Russia, this is 
the largest state in Europe, 
combined population is 45,500,000.
The Empire has six cities with over 
100,000 inhabitants each and Vienna 
the Imperial capital, has a population 
of a million and a half.

The Servians are an eminently 
pious race. The fasts of the Church 
are rigidly observed, and the peasant 
never fails in the morning to invoke 
a blessing on the coming day. Every 
family in Servia has its patron saint. 

(The care of this patron saint is com­
mitted to the sons, and not to the 
daughters, who concern themselves 
with the saints allotted to their future 
husbands.

The feast of the patron saint is a 
custom dating back to the days of 
the earliest history of the people and 
it is observed everywhere, even in 
the present day, not excepting the 
busy towms, and it lasts several days.

The history of the Servians begins 

in 638 A.D., from which time until 
1389 they were more or less inde­
pendent. At the latter date, how­
ever, the country was conquered by 
the Turks of whose empire it formed 
a province until the early years of 
the nineteenth ceHtury. Then they 
gradually regained their independ­
ence, being ruled over by various
