twelve thousand persons in Cook 
county, which includes the City of 
Chicago, who are contemplating sui­
cide, and that :he can within a reason­
able degree of accuracy determine the 
number of Chicagoans who will meet 
with violent deaths within the next 
twelve months, was the statement 
made to-day by Coroner Hoffman.

The report gives a record of 10,992 
deaths in Chicago, of which Coroner 
Hoffman asserts “nearly one-half 
could have been avoided by a compre­
hensive crusade of education on the 
lines of public safety.”

Iu addition to a study of such con­
ditions for several years, Huffman 
seems to have made a study of Her­
bert Spencer’s Law of Momentum and 
applied it to his figures.

it The students of the Brantford Col­
legiate Institute produced last night 
at the Grand Theatre “The Cricket on 
the Hearth.” A Christmas Carol it 
has been called and perhaps that des­
cription answered as well as any other 
thestage offering of Charles Dickens’ 
tale as a little sketch with a moral.

Charles Dickens was, above all 
things, a humorist, and like all hum­
orists, he was a serious minded per­
son and insisted on writing serious 
things, such as the Tale of Two Cities 
or An Old Curosity Shop. He wrote 
these stories, some of them admitted 
to be exaggerated, and it has remain­
ed for playwrights to make them 
human. The Students last night made 
the Carol human, and it presented a 
touching story of a simple love as it 
was unfolded.

Think of the characters portrayed, 
a simple husband, a devoted wife, a 
cruel squire, a returned lover, a sweet­
heart, a tenant, a blind daughter, a 
little misunderstanding with no de­
finite plot, and you know the rest. 
The wrong was righted and all are 
better, more tried people, and the 
Squire repents his villany. It is ex­
aggerated. and still it is true to life, 
and yet it is threatrical. The message 
is quite plain. It is the old, old story.

The excellence of the performance 
was deserving of a better house than 
attended. Three characters stood in 
rank of merit above all others and 
they were the personations of Miss 
Myrtle Rutherford as Dot Perry- 
bingle, Arthur C. Burt as John Perry- 
bingle, and the work of Frederick J. 
Lyle as Tackleton. Of these three, it 
would be difficult to individualise, 
each in their respective roles almost 
perfect. A more cyncal squire than 
Tackleton, it would be hard to im­
agine. Excellent indeed, was the per- 
senation of the farm-carter and his 
quite demure, faithful little wife. Miss 
Marguerite Petrie as the half-witted 
Tilly Slowly, was good, but 
little overdone. Stuart Gamble, as the 
toymaker, Caleb Plummer and Miss 
Lucy La Borde as his blind daughter 
undertook difficult roles successfully.

The principles were very ably sup­
ported by a capable company and the 
full complement was as follows.

The success of the production wan 
assured in more ways than one, and 
applause rang heartily throughout.
A most pleasing feautre of the even­

ing was the well thought address on 
the works of Dickens, given by J. 
Carter Troop of Trinity University, 
England. This gentleman has studied 
Dickens’ works and spoke eloquently 
thereon. He placed Dickens second 
only to Sir Walter Scott in quantity 
of output. His works had been trans­
lated into almost every tongue. Dick­
ens’ humor was riot of that peculiar 
English kind., It was universal and 
amused the people of many nations. 
It was the humor of Dickens that had 
made him a literary star. It was his 
natural genius rather than his acquir­
ed education, that gave him his fore­
most position. He had a preternatur­
al grasp of facts and observations, 
and his tales gripped the hearts of his 
readers. Dickens was a great man 
because of his career. The speaker 
did not know of any greater than that, 
possibly of Abraham Lincoln. Dick­
ens at twelve was a little worker in a 
blacking factory and at thirty he 
to Canada very early in his career and 
on his first visit aroused more enthu­
siasm than any peer has yet done. He 
also visited Brantford. The speaker 
d.d not value an author by the circul­
ation of his books, but nevertheless 
he knew the circulation of Dickens’ 
works was wonderful. Besides which, 
the circulation went on after the 
death of the author.

Dickens great virtu-, was his gen­
ius.

The speaker then went on to deal 
with the various works of this author 
and closed his address with a splendid 
euloguim of the author. Mr. Troop 
smilingly acknowledged the apprecia­
tion of his audience.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­
WEST LAND REGULATIONS 

A NY PERSON who Is the sole head or a 
A family, or any male over 18 years old, 
may homestead a quarter section of avail­
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must 
appear In person at the Dominion Land 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District. 
Entry by proxy may be made at any 
agency on certain conditions, by father, 
motl er, son, daughter, brother or sister of 
Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence n 
cultivation of the land In each 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu­
pied by him or by his father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section along side hia homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon 
the homestead or pre-emption six months 
in each of six years from date of home­
stead entry (including the time required 
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate 
50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his 
homestead right, and cannot obtain a pre­
emption, may enter for a purchased home­
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per

each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and 
erect a house worth $300.00.

FARMERS BANK VICTIMS.
In the Dominion House yesterday a 

first reading was given of the bill in­
troduced by Hon. Mr. White to reim­
burse the depositors in the defunct 
Farmers Bank.

In moving the resolution Hon. Mr. 
White stated that the Government 
founded its proposals on the report 
made by Sir William R. Meredith, in 
regard to the failure of the bank. That 
report, he submitted, established that 
the certificate of the treasury board, 
without which the bank could not 
have opened its doors, had been ob­
tained by “false and fraudulent repre­
sentation.” The report of the com­
missioner made'it clear that tire-tress'-1 
ury board had been guilty of negli­
gence in not investigating the charges 
of irregularities in connection with 
the deposit of $250,000 of fully paid-up 
stock.

An enquiry would have shown that 
General Manager Travers had per­
jured himself, and the bank would 
never have opened its doors, at least 
with Mr. Travers as manager. In 
either case the bank would not have 
failed.

Mr. White read a statement of the 
liabilities and assets of the Farmers 
Bank on May 1 last. This showed 
total liabilities of $1,550,849 and total 
assets of $385,364. Among the assets 
was included the option price of the 
Keeley Mine for $150,000. It was ex­
pected that this option would be taken 
up within a short time. The state­
ment, commented the Minister, made 
it clear that there would be no money 
for the depositors, and in addition 
there would be fairly heavy expenses 
of liquidation.

Hon. Mr. Lemieux asked why de­
positors who had lost by the failure of 
the Banque Ville Marie, and the 
Banque St. Jean should not receive 
similar treatment.

To this Hon. Mr. White replied that 
all bank suspensions had tragic con­
sequences, which unfortunately had to 
be suffered, but the difference in the 
case of the Farmers Bank was that 
the treasury board at the time of the 
Laurier Government was negligent in 
allowing the institution to be launched.
