PROPER CARE OF MILK.,

The New Mexico College of Agricul-
ture says nearly all changes which occur
in milk or its products are due to the
action of bacteria. Bacteria are very
small microscopic single-celled plants,
which are found almost everywhere. in

nature. They’are most abundant where
there is dust and filth, and if subjected
to favorable conditions, as warmth, food
and moisture, multiply very rapidly, the
1esulting progeny of one bacterium of-
ten amounting to many million in 24
hours,

Milk is an ideal medium in which bec-
teria can grow, and if it is kept warm
they develop very rapidly, feeding on
the milk sugar and converting it into
lactic acid. The acid causes the milk to
become sour and curdles or precipitates
the curd or casein,

Bacteria grow very slowly or not at
all at low temperatures, Since all fresh-
ly drawn milk contains bacteria, it is
important that it should be cooled quick-
ly to 40 or 50 degrees to prevent their
development. Or if the milk is separat-
ed, the cream should be cooled if it is
desired to keep it sweet. Milk in the
cow’s udder usually contains some bac-
teria, but far the larger number get in-
to the milk through dust in the stable,
hairs from the cows, an unclean milker,
particles of manure that may fall intc
the milk or unclean utensils. To limit
the number of bacteria which get into
the milk the cows should be milked in
a clean, well-lighted and well-ventilated
stable. The cows should be well groom-
ed and their flanks and udder dampened
before they are milked. The milker
should wear a clean suit and have clean
hands. The teats should never be wet
while milking. To avoid dust in the
stable it is well to sprinkle the floor
lightly and feed no hay until after the
cows are milked.

The milk should be removed from the
stable as quickly as possible to the milk
room. This should be light and airy
and entirely separate from the stable.
If the gravity method of separating the
cream is used, the milk should be cooled
quickly to 40 to 50 degrees Fahr. There
are three different forms of the grav-
ity.system: The “shallow pans or crock,”
the “deep setting’ ’and the “water dilu-
tion.” The last-mentioned is not worthy
of discussion, as it is wasteful and non-
efficient.

Of the other two methods, the “deep
setting” is the more satisfactory. It con-
sists of a deep, narrow can, sometimes
called a ehotgun can, which is set in cold
water, When the cream rises it can be
removedsWith a ladle or dipper. The
cream rises in it mare quickly and
more thoroughly than 1in the *“shallow
pan” system, which consists of putting
milk into pans or crocks,

For a person keeping five more
cows, it is economy to own a hand sep-
arator. According to the Purdue BEx-
periment Station, by using a cream sep-
arator there is a saving of $3.50 to $7
per cow per year over the gravity sys-
tem. Besides a more thorough skim-
ming, the centrifugal separator pro-
duces a better quality of creaw and a
more satisfactory thickness, removes
many bacteria and other impurities, and
produces a skim milk in good condition
for feeding. If a separator is used, the
milk should be separated while still
warm, as the separator has its greatest
efficiency if the milk has a temperature
of 90 to 95 degrees IFahr. If the c¢ream
8 to be held for several days Defore
churning, it should be kept in a can
with a clean cloth tied over the top to
keep out the dust. It should not be
subjected to oders of any kind, as crcam
and milk absorb vdors very readily. If
milk or cream is kept in the same com-
partment of a refrigerator with meat,
vegetables or fruit, it will take on
strong odors and tastes, which are often
mistaken for a sour or impure product.
No new cream should be added to the
old until it has been thoroughly cooled.

Ottentimes buckets, strainers and oth-
er utersils have crevices and corners in
which milk and dirt may lodge and be-
come the source of numberless bacteria
and bad odors. This may be avoided by
using vessels which have no sharp cor-
ners in which all ecrevices have been
filled with soider. The cream separator,
if not properly Cleaned, is also a source
it will eliminate part of the bacteria
from the milk and cream. It should be
carefully washed nad aired after each
separation,  Tn washing separators and
other milk utensils it i well to
serve the following rules: First,
the parts in cleir ikeowarm w e
wash in hot water, using washing pow-
der. Rinse in warm water, and steril-
ize by holding over live steam or dipping
in boiling water. Set where the ‘p.\r 3
may drain well and dry by evaporation.
Never wipe them dry with a cloth, as|
most drying cloths are infestod with bac-
teria.

Before the liogs 2o into winter quar-
ters it is a good plan to do a satisfac-
tory jobh of disinfection for the pur-
pose of killing lurking disease germs
and vermin. Probably the most conveni-
ent method of general disinfection is
of bacteria; though if properly cared for
by slacking lime in the proportion of
one and one-half pounds of lime to!
one gallon of water. The cffectiveness of :
this wash is increased. hy adding carbo- |
lic acid, at the rate of one pint of crude |
carbolic acid to four gallons of white- |
the custom of applying whitewash made |
wash. For disinfection of building a 31
per cent. solution of any of the coal |
tar preparations is recommended. and
if desired this preparation can be
plied with a broom or spray pump.

Ewes that are in good condition re-

In order to get the maximum profit
from feedmg a balanced ration to the
COWs it is necessary to keep them in a
warm, comfortable stable which is well
lighted ang ventilated, otherwise much
of the feed which ehould be used to
produce milk will be required to keep
the animals warm, We do not mean by
2 warm stable one heated up to 60 or
70 or 70 degrees F. in cold weather. But
one which maintains an even tempera-
ture around 45 degrees, never falling be-
10‘." the freezing point and always con-
taining a plentiful supply of fresh air
without drafts. A stable wlih is made
warm at the expense of proper ventila-
tion is not a place in which to keep
cattle in a healthy condition.

_What the brood sow needs is a com-
bination of fonds which will keep her
in perfect health and at the same time
build up the bodies of the embryo pigs
which she is carrying, There is probab-
ly nothing better for this purpose than
skim milk thickened with equal parts
of wheat bran and middlings or with
equal parts of wieat bran and middlings
or with ground oats and peas. A few
roots, potato peelings, apples or cab-
bage leaves, when fed in connection with
the grain ration, will aid digestion and
prp;note the general health of the ani-
imal.

an eight-vear-old, calved 6th April,
gave only 2,594 pounds of milk and
129 pounds of tat; while a five-year-
old, calved 26tk March, gave_ 7,280
pouncs of milk and 241 pounds of fat,
or again more than twice as much
milk.

Have these two owners of two such
poor cows the wrong type of cow; is
it the old placid contentment with
“average” yields, which-are liable to
degenerate so quickly into poor yields?
An income irom the milk of one cow
of only $28, when another adjoining
cow earns $72 as seen above, cannot
be considered satisfactory” when a man
is supposed to bhe keeping cows with
the object of making money. A simple
milk record shows definitely which
cows in the herd earn the most; don’t
“average” good and poor together,
keep the best, but make sure that each
cow pays.—Dominion Department of
Agriculture, Dairy Division.

The Note Circulation of the bank ‘s now
slightly over $17.000,000, showing a net
gain of almost §1.000,000 over the re-
turn of the previous yecar.

?00,000. which must be vonsidered sat-
ifactory in view of of the many calls
“or capital during the past few months.

-He pointed out that there were
many factors effecting the monetary sit-
nation, the most notable being the Bal-
kan War, the world-wide trade activ-
ity. the rise in prices of commodities,
and the serious political disturbances in
France and Germany. Further, the de-
mand for gold on the part of several
countries, such as Egypt and Tndia, add-
ed to the acuteness of the monetary sit-
uation.

Dear Mr. Editor:—

Thanks for your kindness in allow-
ing me the privilege of appealing at
this Christmas time on behalf of the
Hospital for Sick Children, Toronto.
It would take more space than yvou
can spare to tell of the good woric done
for the sick and deformed children of
this Province. Let me, however, in a
few words, tell you of the progress of
the work of the Hospital. <
One nurse, six little white beds, a
few dollars, a few friends—this was
the beginning. The beds have grown
to 250, the dollars to theusands, the
friends to hundreds. 1875, the first
year, 44 in-patients, €7 out-patients;
1913, last year, 1,648 in-paticnts !
out-patients; 1875, 1 nurse; 1813, 7
nurses. -

Since 1875, thitty-eight years ago,
the Hospital has admitted within its
walls 21,018 children 28 in-patients,
and 159,231 as out-patients, a tal of
180,249, or an average of 4,

year. Of the 21,018 atients,

were from Toronto, and 5,818
other parts of the Province; 10.150 of
the total in-patients were cured, and
6,367 were improved.

In the Orthopedic Department last
year, of the 1,648 in-patients, 278 were
treated fer deformities, 25 hip disease,
37 Pott’s disease, 2 knock-knees, 19
bow-legs, 62 club feet, 8 lateral curva-
ture of the spine, 44 infantile paralysis,
6 wry neck, and 75 tubercular disease
of knee, hip and ankle. In 1913, the
Surgical Apparatus Shop manufactured
427 appliances for in-patients and out-
patients, including ankle braces, spinal
braces, hip splints, bow-leg splints,
club-feet splints, plaster jackets, etc.

In this Department in 38 years near-
ly 800 boys and girls have been treat-
ed for Club Feet and 650 corrected.
Half of these came from places out-
side of Toronto. Surely we have a
fair claim for help from the people of
this Province.

Will you, the reader of this letter,

" help to give crippled children a fair

start in life?

Busy dollars are better than idle
tears. The sympathy that helps is
good, but the Hospital has to have the
sympathy that works.

While Christmas Bells are ringing
to the glory of Him “Who made the
lame to walk and the blind to see,”
give, give, give, and help the Hos-
pital to help God’s little ones, upon
whom the heavy hand of affliction has
been laid.

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1f your gloves cut or wear at the
finger tips as they do with many who
prefer a long finger nail, turn the fing-
ers inside out after you have worn them
once and apply bits of court plaster to
each tip. This not .only keeps the nail
from piercing the glove, but the threads
from ripping as well.

To make clothes balls for removing
spots from clothes, take fuller's earth,
dried until it crumbles to a §owder,
moisten it with lemon juice and add a
small quantity of pearlash. Knead care-
fully, make into balls and dry in the
sun. Moisten the spot to be cleaned
with water, then rub it with the ball,
and afterwards wash out the spot in
pure water.

To clean knives that have been stain-
ed by vinegar or fruit, wash them and
then rub them with a fresh-cut potato,
and afterwards polish on the knifeboard
in the regular way.

To remove stubborn grease spots on
the stove, rub them well with coarse
salt.

To economize on coal keep a sprink-
ling can filled with water in the coal bin
and wet the coal before putting it into
the furnace, The dampness makes a
hotter fire.

How to tell real from false diamonds
is briefly explained by a contributor to a
Vienna journal. in the first place, he
says. real brilliants may be recognized
by their great hardness and high re-
frective index, which are not found to-
gether in any imitation stone. The dia-
mond stays brilllant because it is hard,
while other stones and imitations become
scratched and dulled by friction.

Fo. an experienced eye it Is not dif-
ficult to decide from the appearance of
the facts whether a stone is genuine or
nuot, for those of real diamonds are sel-
doi:: so0 regular as those of fine imita-
tions. With the latter the greatest care
is taken, In grinding, to smooth and pol-
is"1 not only the facets, but also the whole
form into such a shape as to avold dif-
ferences in the reflection, refraction and
scottering of the rays.

In the grinding and polishing of real
brilliants, on the other hand, effort is
made to keep the orkginal size as nearly
as possible, and some little irregularities
in the facets and angles are preferred
t+ anx¥ diminution in welght. In the
imit: tions the superfluity of cheap ma-
teria!, which may be wasted without
making any difference, enables a perfect
cotnterfeit to be made.

Forestry Facts.

A new bulletin is now available at
the Forestry Branch, Ottawa, cescribing
some simple and inexpensive methods
of preserving fence-posts from decay. It
has been found that the generous appli-
cation of hot creosite to well-seasoned
posts siripped of bark, even when only
painted .on with a brush, will add at
least ten vears to the life of the least
durable woods. Many common Canad-
ian woods which hitherto decayed too
rapidly so used are thus made avail-
able for fence-posts. The saving in first
cost and transportation more than bal-
anceg the cost of treatment, while the
cost of placing the post will be much
less when considered as an annual
charge.

Stopping ground-fires in the forest by
trenching can now be easily and quick-
ly done by nlanting a long string of
dynamite cartridges in advance of the
fire, at intervals of two feet. When
these are exploded simultaneously by
means of an electric current, the result
is a ditch four feet wide and two feet
deep, which effectunlly stops the fire.

The ghostly glimmering of popular
chips and stumps. frequenntly observed
in Canadian forests at night, is due to
a fungus known as the ‘shoe-string’
fungus, which is commonly found on
large-sized poplars throughout Canada.
1t causes a vellowish white rot which
detracts much from the value -of this
wood. The presence of this fungus iy
externally indicatea by the mushroom-
like fruiting bodies which cluster around
the base of the trees,  Tnfected trees
should. when posasible, be cut down and
used for fire-wood.

Theye are now twenty-seven techni-
cally trained foresters in the permanent
employ of the Dominion Forestry
yranch.

Over 780.000.000 shingles, one-half of
the entire shingle production of Canala
in 1912, were manufactured in Britizh
Columbia. Western red cedar was
used exclusively.

The library of the Forestry Braneh,
Ottawa, contains over 1.200 volumes and
more than 4.500 photograpls of forestry
work in Canada and elsewhere.

On continving my
walk T found the rabbits would sit quite
peacefuly till approach wss made d.rect-
ly to them, when they popped down
their burrows. On another occasion a
little inland fromw the same place I cama
acroes a thrush busily occupied champ-
ing on a stone Ly the roadside. It, like
the rabbit, mads no very serious objce-
tions to being handled; but when re-
leased it took a rude departure, vent-
ing its shrill alarm erv. Such behavior
may be common in the more secluded
parts of the country, but surely it is
rarec 80 near cvilizataion.—Sheffield,
Eng., Independent.

Put two folds of paper in the bottom
of a baking pan and place on it small
bits of the macaroon mixture to form
shapes very like small cookies. In the
centre of each macaroon press a quarter
of a candied cherry or a bit of candied
citron.

Aeroplane Shaped Like Bird.

An artificial bird, built by a Freuch
inventor, which has recently been sub-
jected to practical tests, r.pparently
solves what has been one of the hardest
problems in connection with heavier
than air flying machines that of in-
herent stability. -This device is a small
model of an aeroplane, with body and
wings shaped exactly like those of a
bird, and, from reports of the tests, It
represents the biggest step forward since
the Wright brothers first invented the
aeroplane. This model is the result of
years of investigation of tlie mechanics
of bird flight, and, in particular, of the
shape of the body and wings of soaring
birds, the object being to develop a type
of aeroplane that would automatically
right itself and maintain its balance in
varying wind currents without the use
of stabilizing devices of any kind and
without the necessity of anw uttention
from the airman. If the full-sized ma-
chines work out as successfully s this
model, it means that one of the greatest
dangers in aviation has been practically
eliminated. With an aeroplane of this
type the airman would be free to devote
all hie attention to steering and running
his iachine, as there would he no neces-
sity for warping the wings or changifia
the position of the ailerons to maintain
the balance, as at present.—opular
Mechanies Magaine.

Trouble Reported Among
the Stefansson Party

DOWN ON LEADER

Members _aid to be Op-

posing His Plans.

Ottawa, Dec. 15.-A1thouuo fur-
ther wérd has been heard from Vilh-
jalmar Stefansson since his message
under date of Oct. 30 from Point
Barrow, a¢ published a few days ago,
and although no official statement
can be obtained as yet in regard to
the present outlook for the expedi-
tion, there is a ‘well-founded rumor
here that the explorer is having seri-
Ous difficulties to contend with other
lha{n those arising from natural con-
d}t'l}nus of Arctic exploration. Those
difficulties ‘are eaid to be due to dis-
agreements between the head of the
expedition, Mr, Stefaneson, and some
of those who are accompanying  him,
as well ag in regard to conditions of
the equipment and personnel of the
expedition forced upon Mr. Stefansson
either tbrough political favoritism or
through considerations apart from the
real object he had in view when the
expedition was first planned.

When Mr. Stefansson first came to
Ottawa a year ago to seek Govern-
ment assistance for his three-year
expl_urutiuu trip a comparatively simple
equipment and g emall but carefully
selected body of men to accompany him
Was contemplated. One vessel and a to-
tal appropriation of aboud $75,000 were
all that was considered necessary. But
after the Government topk the matter
up the plans grew, and the total cost
of the expedition, with the high prices
Paid for supplies, is now understood to
be something like $200,000, The original
number of scientists, assistants, ete.,
was greatly enlarged, More ample sup-
plies of all kinds were contracted for
under, Governmental auspices, Instead
of starting out with only one vessel, the
Karluk, Stefansson had to take three
.~’3"l'p,~ to carry all the provisions, scienti-
fic apparatus and men.

Ontario Will Aid the Win-

ter Fair.

Toronto Live Stock Show
Got a Roast.

(uelph despatch: That sufficient pres-
sure has been brought to bear upon the
Minister of Agriculture during his visit
to the Winter Fair to change his official
attitude toward the future of that insti-
tution was indicated at the luncheon
to-day, when Mr. C. L. Nelles, President
of the Guelph Fat Stock Club, unoffici-
ally announced that Hon. Mr. Duff had
definitely promised the arena so neces-
sary to the growth of the show. As late
as 9 o'clock last night the Minister de-
clared that ha had no statement what-
ever to make, but in the short time in-
tervening has evidently changed his
mind.

“Yesterday Hon. Mr. Duff would make
no promises,” said Mr, Nelles, beginning
a short address, "but last night a few of
us saw the Minister and Hon. Mr. Han-
na, and as a result T can tell you that
we will have an arena, if it is within
their power to provide it. Both the Min
ister of Agriculture and Hon. Mr, Hanna
promised to do all they possibly could
to put through {he legislation authoriz-
ing the grant necessary for comstruc-
tion.”

The speaker went on to explain that
the arena would probably not be ready
for the Iair in the winter of 1914, as
many difficulties Jay in the way. The
nature of the undertaking itself, together
with the financial stringency so general,
would probably delay its immediate con-
struction.

Col. Hughes' Plan to Train
the Militia.

HUNDREDS PERYEAR

Recent Gifts Gave Scheme
a Good Start.

Ottawa despatch: A big echeme for
the turning out ‘annually of three or
four  hundred umiversity  students
throughout Canada’ as trained officers
of the Canadian militia, with generous
provision at each Canadian university
for student residences, armories cnd
parade grounds in connection with the
military training course is now well
under way. The scheme has been de-
veloped by Cclonel the Hon. Sam
Hughes, Minister of Militia, and it has
been given a splendid start by voluntary
donations from Lord Strathcona,
amounting to about $100,000, and from
Mujor R. W, Leonard, chairman of the
National Transcontinental Commission,
whose gift aggregates approximately half
a million dollars. These donations are
to start the vroject at Queen’s and Me-
Gill Universities in Kington and Mont-
real, respectively. Col. Hugles is now
in communication with other wealthy
Canadians interested in the Canadian
militia and in the training of university
students to be officers of the militia,
with the prospect of getting similar
donations for the University of Toronto,
the University of New Brunswick, the
University of Pritish Columbia, Laval
University, and Dalhousie and Mount
Allison Universities in Nova Scotia.

Lord Stratheona’s gift of a site for
the proposed students’ residence and
armories in conneetion with MeGill was
announced some months ago. This gift,
as has been stated, amounts to fully
$100,000, but the money will not be
available until plans = are completed.
Major Leonard’s gift of a site :nd build-
ings to Queen’s University is a most
magnificent one. Several acres to the
southwest of the present campus of
Queen’s are being cecured, and on this
site will ve erecied dormitory huildmg‘s,
a drill hall apd armories with gymnastie
equipment, the -whole to be completely
furmshed. There will also Le a large
parade ground.

LAW IS WORRIED

Thinks War Inevitable Over
Home Rule,

Carnarvon, Wales, Dec. 15.—Andrew
Bonar Law, leader of the Opposition im
the House of Commons, speaking hers
to-night, repeated his prediction that the
imposition of home rule on Ulster would
result in civil war.

“TRAIN WRECKED

And G. T. R Believes It
Deliberately Done.

Switch Thrown Open Near
Guelph Junction.

Toronto despatch: Running into a
switch, which the company believe was
deliberately opened by some unknown
person, train No. 10, of the Grand Trunk
Railway, from Sarnia, was wrecked last"
night a few miles east of Guelph Junc-
tion. The engine, tender, baggage car
and one passenger coach were derailed,
injuring one passenger.

Following the accident special rail-
road detectives were rushed to the ecene
and every effort is being exerted to
locate the culprits. The railway will
also open an investigation into the
wreck this morning to ascertain if the
local authorities took every precaution
to prevent tampering with the switch.

At the time of the accident the train
was running at a speed of about 20
miles an hour. When the locomotive
ran into the open switch it plunged
from the rails, pulling the other cars
after it. Owing to the low rate'ol
speed the engineer was able to bring
the train to a stop beforerthe other
passenger coaches were also derailed.

Phillips Berdeaux was the only pas-
senger in the wrecked coach. He was
thrown from his seat against thg side
of the car and sustained eerious injur-
ies about the head and body. When

the conductor inspected the coach Bor-

deaux was found in -a semi-conscious
condition, and as yet the officiuls have
heen umnable to obtain his address or
any further particulars regarding him.
Before the train reached Guelph #ta-
tion the wrecked coach had been filled
with passengers, but fortunately all but
Berdeaux were destined to that point.

In the opinion of the Grand Trunk
officials the switch was opened by
either & monomaniac or some person
harboring an Tmaginary grudge against
the company, and they can give no
other reason for tampering with it, as
the local employvees claim that every
precaution had been taken to ensure
train No, 10 having the right of way.
The wreck tore up the roadbea for some
distance, and seriously delayed the
traffic. Auxiliary traine were éent from
Guelph shortly after the wreck, but i¢
was some hours before the derailed
engine and coaches were removed.

Eggs Are Being Taken.

This is 13,000 quarts of the
tiny ‘eggs, and by far the largest ever
made.

The supply of whitefish had
been diminishing so rapidly in Lake Erie
owing to poor proteetion, the fish be-
ing under four different State and one
Canadian provinee jurisdictions, that
careful preparations were made this year
to do as much as possgible ‘to replenish
the cupply.  In other great lakes also
lavge takes of whitefish egos are being
reported, 150.000,000 having been taken
to date this season in Lake Michigan,
Efforts are to be made also to stock
fome of the northwestern lakes with
whitefich.
