FOREST FIRE PROTECTION.

System  Inslituted

Fire is the grealest enemy the forest
Las; and, before it is worth while at
tempting any scientific management of
the foresls, some means must be pul
in operation for keecping the fires oul
it, that there may be segse cor-
tointy of our having a forest 1o man-
age, The amount of damage done to
the forests by fires in times before any
protective syslem was eslablished s
simply incalculable; it has often been
said, and probably even falls short of
the truth, that for every- dollar’s worth
of timber taken by the lumbermen
from the valley of the Oltawa river, one
of Canada’'s greatest lumbering districls,
fires have deslroyed ten dollars’ worth,

Most ine evidence is the destruction
done by “crown” fires, fires which get

many traclts of the wooded districts of

Canada mile after mile of country has
been swept over by such a fire, and
¢l whatwasonce a thrifty, green [orest
only blackened stumps and tree trunks
reniain., Sometimes the consequences
ore even more serious, and much life
and properly is desiroyed. The Mira-
michi, N. B., fire of October, 1825, de-
stroyed 160 lives and a quarter of a
million pounds slerling, in property;
and {wo such fires in Wisconsin—the
Peshtigo fire of 1871 and the Hinckley
fire of 1894—were responsible for the
loss of 1,600 lives and many millions of
dollars’ worth of property.

A vast amount of loss is alse done by
“opound” and “surface” fires, fires
which burn in the soil of the forest or
run along the surface and lick up the
Wdead leaves and wother debric of the
fcrest. While not much timber is con-
sumed by the fire ilsclf, the fire dame
ages the bases and roots of the trees,
end through the wounds thus made
fungi gain enlrance to the tree and
cause the rotting of the wood. In parls
cf the largest Dominion forest reserve
{th¢ Riding Mountain reserve, in Mani-
toba), especially among the aspen or
whie poplar, three out of every four
trees are found to be damaged in this
way. The arca has beer repeatedly
burned over: the trees were thus wound-
od, the fungus spores gained entrance
and the above result followed. Incecls
may also gain access (o the tree trunks
in this way.

In view of these facls the importance
of fire protection in the forest can eas-
ilv be realized. The great thing to be
dene is to discover and put out the fire
hefore it gets a start, and this is the
great aim of the fire patrol systems in-

stituted by the Dominion and several

SOUREES OF ARSENIC.

Ger-
roaany now produces the great s\ quan-
tity of metallic and white arsenic, I
land. which led. the world’s production
i 1902, having since fallen_behind. It
is estimated that the United States con-
sumes about half of the entire produc-
tion of metallic, white, red and yellow
arsenic. The yellow arsenic .is known
as orpiment. In the arls arsenic is
need in pyrotechny, and in the manue
faeture of shot, as well as for medi-
cine and the making of fly-powders.

LYMPHATISM,

This is a peculiar condilion, and for-
tunately a rare one, affecling children
and youths, always scrious in its dan-
gers, and not infrequently the cause.of
sudden death following a comparative-

ly trivial injury.
In this discase, or rather morbid g'al

) be a tendency fo overgrowth of the
lymphatic structures in the body—such
s the lymphatic glands, the spleen and
the thymus gland. This last is a body,
relabed in structure to the Ipmphatic
glands and the tonsils, situaled in the
upper part of the chest, which begins
lo waste away about the second ycar,
and normally disappears enlirely about

the thirteenth or fourteenth vyear. In
the condition we are considering, il
does not disappear as it should, bhut

All ''The so-called lymphatic tissues are

unchanged throughout child-

ovor-developed—the tonsils, the “ade-
| ncids” in the back of the throat, the
inlestinal glands, as well as the or-
gans above menlioned. The general

processes of nwdrition and of growth are
sluggish; the child develops slowly and

presents symptoms resembling, or ra-
ihier recalling, those of rickets. The
childi lacks vigor, and its powers of

endurance are much below the normal
for one of its age.

The most scrious aspect of this state
of lymphatism is in the tendency 1o
sudden death of its subjecls. This may
vecur without any adequate explana-
Nion, or it may come while the child is
under the influence of an anesthetic
prior 1o some surgical operation, dur-
ing an atlack of diphtheria, especially
al the time of an injection of antitoxin,

the remedy then, rather than the con-
stitutional fault, being blamed for the
sad occurrence,—in convalescence from
typhoid fever or some other infecticus
disease, or even, perhaps, while sca-
bathing.

The cause of this weak vilality, which
is unable to resist the slightest atlack
is unknown. The general symptoms
are a good deal like those of rickets,
und lymphatism is often assoclated with
rickets; but it differs from it in being
an inherent vice of conslitution rather
than a result of a defective nutrition
which can be corrected by proper diet
and an improved hygiene. It is thought
to be due, possibly, to a poisoning of
lhe systemn by secretions of the thymus
gland.

When the condition is suspected greal |

care must be taken to guard the child
against any sudden shock to the sys-
ten—a sudden blow or fall, acute pain,

the administration cf. ether or chloro-
form, exposure to cold or wet.
An  endeavor should be made to

strenglhen the constitution, and especi-
ally the heart and nervous sysiem, by
a nourishing diet, tonics, and a gener-
al building up by moderate exercise and
a life in the open air.—Youth's Com-
panion.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH
WEST MINING REGULATIONS.

Coal.—Coal lands may be purchased
at $10 per acre for soft coaland $20for
anthracite. Not more than 320 acres
can be acquired by one individual or
company. Royalty at the rate of ten
cents per ton of 2000 pounds shall be
collected on the gross output.

Quartz.—A free miner’s certiticate is
granted upon payment in advance of $5
per annum for an individual, and from
$50 to $100 per annum for 1 company,
accordingto capital.

A free miner having discovered miner-
eral in place may locatea claim 500 x
500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.

At least $100 must ba expended on a
claim each year or paid to the mining
recorder in lieu thereof. When £500
has been expended or paid, the locator
may upon having a survey made, and
upon complying with other requirements
purchase the land at $1 per acre.

The patent provides for the payment
of a royalty of 2 1-2 per cent on the
sales.

PLACER mining claims generally
are 100 feet square; entry fee $5, re-
newable yearly.

A free miner may obtain two leases to
dredge for gold of five miles each for a
term of twenty years, renewable at the
discretion of the Minister of the Inter-
ior,

The lessee shall have a dredge in oper-
ation within one season from the date of
the lease for each five miles. Rental
$10 per annum for each mile of river
leased. Royalty at the.rate of 2 1-2 per
cent collected onthe output after it ex-
ceeds $10,000.

2 If the father (or mother, if the father le
deceased ) of the homsteader resides upon a tarm
in the vicinity of theland entered tor the re
guirements as Lo residence may be satisfied by
such person residing with the father or mother,

3 If the settler has his permanent residence
upon farming land owned by him in the vicinity
of his homestead, the requirements ag to resi-
dence may be patisfied by residence upon the
paid land.

#ix months’ netice in writing ehould be given
to the Commissioner of Dominion Lands at
Ottawa of intention to apply for patent.
