The mutinous troops arc demonstrat­
ing against the building of Parliament.

Panic has seized the people of Constan­
tinople, and all through the city shops 
are being hurriedly closed.

SURROUNDED BY TROOPS.
Vienna, April 13.—Startling rumors 

aie current here to the effect that Con­
stantinople to-day is in the throes of 
a grave revolutionary movement.

Reports of the revolution thus far re­
ceived are meagre, but it is reported that 
several thousand mutinous troops have 
surrounded the building of the Parlia­
ment, and"that the whole capital is in a 
state of dangerous excitement.

Another report says that the Ministry 
of War has been occupied by the insur­
gents and that the Minister has fled.

VIOLENT DEMONSTRATIONS.

London, April 13 - The only news to 
reach London up to half-past twelve to­
day of the situation iu Constantinople 
was contained in a code message. It set 
forth that serious disturbances of a 
revolutionary character had broken out 
and that the situation was grave, and 
it was accepted as foreshadowing a dan­
gerous upheaval.

Neither the Foreign Office, the Turk­
ish Embassy nor the banks with Con­
stantinople connections had any further 
information. It h known, however, that 
the situation has been extremely strain­
ed for several weeks past owing to the I 
great bitterness between the Committee 
of Union and Progress and the Li lierais, j 
The Id liera Is resent the attempts of the 

committee to control public affairs.
The murder of April 7th of Hassan i 

Feb ini F.ffvndi. editor / f the Liberal 
newspaper Serbesti, is thought here to | 
have been the climax of this political i 
feud. The editor was shot and killed | 
by an unknown man as he wn- entering 
his office. A government official ac­
companying him was wounded. The Ser­
besti had been carrying on a campaign 
against the committee of union and pro­
gress, in other words the young Turks.

Violent demonstrations, both inside 
parliament and in the streets adjacent, 
followed the killing of the editor. The 
Grand Vizier and the President of the 
Chamber were obliged to address the 
crowds outside and assure them that 
justice would be done. The chamber ae 
oepted an interpellation denouncing the 
crime as a political murder and calling 
upon the government to take the neces­
sary steps to apprehend the assassins.

that the companies at present interested 
in the new building arc the Toronto, 
Hamilton & Buffalo Railway, the Cana­
dian Pacific, the Michigan Central and 
the Canadian Northern. Dan Mann, of 
Mackenzie & Mann, the men behind the 
Canadian Northern, was here a week or 
so ago, and promised that his road 
would be running into Hamilton before 
the end of the .year. It is not improb­
able that Mr. Mann’s visit here was in 
connection with the union station

The need of a station In keeping with 
Hamilton’s importance as one of the 
foremost cities of the Dominion has 
long been felt and there have been so 
many rumors of a union station during 
recent years that the announcement of

the scheme taking life at last will prob­
ably not come as a surprise. "The city 
is so badly cut up with railways at 
present that with new roads seeking 
entrance the only solution to the prob­
lem was a union station. The Toronto, 
Hamilton & Buffalo Railway has doubt­
less had it in view for a long time. Its 
by-law with the city gives it the right 
to close Hughson street at Hunter. For 
the last two or three years the railway 
officials have been negotiating for the 
property on the south side of Hunter 
street. The fact that the Mills property 
has been acquired after the basement of 
the large new building the company was 
about to erect there hail been completed 
is taken as pretty good evidence that 
no time is to be lost in erecting 
union station.

PAY OFFICE CLERK 
IN POLICE COURT.

Jack Hyde Arraigned But Did Not Plead— 
Geo. Kerr Will Dejend Him.

To Railway Detective MacDonald, of 
the T., H. & B., goes the credit for the 
fact that John Hyde is at present in a 
^ell charged with absconding with 
money belonging to the T., H. i B. It 
will be remembered that Hyde disap­
peared ÿhen the company’s auditors ar­
rived here to go over the pay sheets. 
Hyde had-charge of Aberdeen yard pay 
sheets and it is alleged that the audit­
ors found that several “dummies” were 
carried. This stuffing of the payroll 
was chalked up to Hyde, but the bird 
had flown when the warrant was issued 
on September Oth of last year. I'or a 
time Detective MacDonald could get no 
trace of him. He sent descriptions all 
over the country, and communicated 
with all the border police. After a 
month of unsuccessful work MacDonald 
got a tip that his man was in Chicago. 
He at once made a trip to the western 
city and laid all charges before the po­
lice and left them to hunt up Hyde and 
arrest him. Officer Burns, of the sub­
urban district police, of Chicago, was 
put to work and in a month lie found 
a man named John Hyde working as 
a clerk in the shops of the Rock Island 
Railroad. This man was clean shaven, 
and the photograph in Burns’ possession

showed a full dark moustache. He was, 
however, satisfied that they were the 
same. The warrant was forwarded and 
Hyde was arrested while at work at the 
Ruck Island offices. Ho wa~ locked up 
and bail was refused him. The charge 
against him was made known and the 
man admitted lie was the man designat­
ed iu the warrant, hut. a» to his inno­
cence or guilt he refused to talk. In jail 
he grew a moustache again. Hyde de­
cided to fight extradition, and the T., 
H. & B. was not disposed to throw 
away $500 or $000 after the already 
missing money, just for the sake of put­
ting Hyde on his trial. Detective Mac­
Donald was left to do as he saw fit. In 
most cases of this kind the prisoner 
would be talked at for about a week, 
and if lie still persisted in his determin­
ation the case would be dropped. After 
carefully .studying the case MacDonald 
decided to try to get Hyde deported 
from the United States as an undesira­
ble immigrant, He sent a letter to Of­
ficer Burns,, explaining how matters 
stored.

HAMILTON OF OLD.
To the Editor of the Times;

Looking over some "letters, I found 
this from Mr. Benj. Bell, the founder of 
the.firm of B. Bell & Sons. St. George, 
Co. Brant, dated March (», 1SSÜ. -£I* had 
been reading some sketch of mine, and

You are mistaken about the fifty 
acres being offered to me. It was my 
uncle, the man I served my apprentice­
ship with. We were building a shop for 
a. man from Grimsby, in Hamilton, the 
cast side of John street. The man paid 
$300 for the lot. My boss said. "I was 
offered 50 acres here, very cheap." lie 
told me tlie amount, but I have forgot­
ten what it was; but he said he had 
•$lfi0. and the man told him if he would 
give him that he would give him a deed, 
and wait as long a.s he wanted for the 
balance. I don’t remember what year 
it was,'but think it was in 1835.

There was only one steamer running 
into Hamilton then, and she came in on 
Sunday. She was called the Great Bri­
tain. She only went as far east as 
Kingston; and it took her a week to 
make the trip.

1 served mv time with an uncle, Ja­
cob Kitchen. at Grimsby. He was a bro­
ther of Charles Kitchen, whuii you will 
remember. -

1 don't remember if there was any 
other wharf than the one at the foot 
of James street. That was where the 
steamer came to; and the most of 
Hamilton would be there on Sundays to 
see her come in. Very few of Lue men 
in business then ate there now. 1 don't 
recollect of any but John Winer, the 
druggist. 1 believe he is still alive, and 
hi» name is still in the firm of .John 
Winer & Co., although 1 think he is not 
able to get out. .No doubt there arc 
others that were there when 1 worked 
there, bu» 1 don't know.

Those were the days that if a man 
did nut pay his debts they would put 
him in prison; and some friend would 
bail him out on the “limits," and if he 
was caught oil the "limits'' his friend 
was in for the debt. The “limits"’ were 
certain streets in the town as it was 
then called. They extended to the lake 
on James street. Two posts wave set tip 
about four feet apart, on the side of the 
road, and the man -if he wanted to go 
to the lake, had to go between these
pu, t>.

No far the late Mr. Bell. I myself 
eame in, as a boy. cm that same Great 
Britain steamer, in May.

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THE U. S. TARIFF BILL.
The United States Senate tariff bill 

will probably be up for discussion on 
Thursday, it having beèn laid before the 
Finance Committee yesterday morning. 
In many respects it is radically different 
from the House bill. It considerably in­
creases the duties on wines and spirits 
from which it is expected to realize 
$3,000,000 additional revenue. It pro­
vides for a good many reductions and 
for a considerable lengthening of the 
free list. As the Senate bill now stands, 
coffee, tea, cocoa, and spices will all be 
placed on the free list. The Dinglev 
rates are restored on barley and malt, 
and also on hosiery, which results in a 
reduction from the House bill. The wood 
pulp and coal duties are not yet de­
cided upon by the Senate Committee. A 
duty of 25 cents a ton on iron ore is 
one of the provisions. There are pros­
pects of an extended struggle before the 
new tariff becomes law.

GERMANY’S PINCH.
Europe is at peace; and yet most of 

her nations are straining the tax-paying 
capacity of their people in military and 
naval expenditures. At the close of the 
Frarico-Prussian war Germany exacted 
from. France, then crushed and helpless, 
a war indemnity of five milliards of 
francs ($1 .OOO.OOO.tXlOi. That seemed to 
be an enormous amount of money; but 
France soon paid it. and ever since Ger­
many received it her people have con 
tinned to increase the amount of their 
national *h*bt and the burden of thi-ir 
taxation. At present, so rapidly does 
this debt anil taxation increase under 
the policy of increasing preparations for 
war, that it is doubtful if the resources 
of the country would enable it to stand 
the .strain of a war for any length <•! 
time were it to be precipitated. Not­
withstanding the terrible keenness of 
the hunt for taxes which absorb so 
much of the earnings of the German 
masses, the financial secretary declares 
that by 1913 Germany will 1m* facing a 
deficit of over $500.000,000, or one-halt 
the amount of the huge indemnity she 
collected from France. When Sir Ed­
ward Grey predicted national bankrupt­
cy as the result of this foolish policy, hé 
was not using terms rashly.
'Germany has not to go from home to 

eseck her troubles: and it does not seem 
probable that she will easily escape 
from her financial problem*. Prince N on 
Buelow is weary of the cares of office 
and wishes to resign. He retains Ins 
position only by the personal» wish nt 
the Kaiser. Last fall he won the hos­
tility of the Conservative elements in 
tire itetchstag hernof hi* freely *pok 
en protests against Imperial autocracy. 
The Kaiser himself regarded Inm coldly, 
ami the more cordial relations which 
have recently existed" are said to be due 
to the royal knowledge that there is no 
man in the Empire who ran fill Yon 
Buelow"s place.

Says President.

Dr. L. E. Embree Claims Merit and 
Experience Should Count.

Toronto, April 13.—At the second an­
nual meeting of the Ontario Teachers’ 
Alliance last night, in the theatre of the 
Toronto Normal School, encouraging re­
ports were presented by the Secretary 
and Treasurer. with recommendations by 
the former for the work of the coming 
year. The President, Dr. L. E. Embree, 
M. A., was in the chair.

The report of the Secretary, Mr.
| Chas. G. Fraser, showed that there was 
I ?. membership of nearly 600. The 
! Treasurer’s leport. pivsented by Mr. C.
! E. Kelly, of Hamilton, showed the total 
1 receipts of the year to be $478.76, with 
j an expenditure of $108. 
j Dr. Embree, in his address referred 

to the fact that thorp were between 12,- 
000 and 13,000 teachers in the Province 
who were qualified tq become membeie 
of the association. The alliance could do 
good work in bringing about a better 
relation between trustees and teachers. 
He made the recommendation that 
teachers from outside places when em­
ployed in Toronto should be given credit 
for past experience, and that, the scale 
of remuneration should not. be absolutely 
mi a basis of length of service, but 
should recognize merit a» well.

It was decided that pupils in attend­
ance at the training schools, Faculty of 
Education, Normal Schools and Model 
Schools should be eligible for member- 

i ship in I lie alliance : also that any qual- 
ifi«ed person could become a life mem- 

! her of the alliance on the payment of 
ten dollar».

TALLEST MEN
Ate Scotchmen, Says an English 

Expert

London, April 12.—(Globe).—Mr. John 
Gray, Secretary of the Anthropometri- 
cal Committee of the British Association 
has given out some interesting statis­
tics with regard to the stature of the 
people of Britain.

The aristocracy, landed gentry, and 
cultured professional classes he says, 
are improving in stature but dim­
inishing in number. The artisan class 
is holding its own in height and num­
bers. The laboring class—the term in­
cludes the unskilled millions of the peo­
ple in the slums, even the vagrants— is 
perceptibly declining in stature while it 
increases more rapidly in numbers than 
either of the other two. These conditions 
apply not only to this country but prac­
tically to all Europe.

Some of the interesting facts mention­
ed by Mr. Gray may be summarized : 
Scotchmen are the tallest men in 
Europe, (average height, 6 feet 8 
inches) ; then come Scandinavian and 
English, (5 feet 6 inches), and German, 
French, and Italian.

“The English race,” said Mr. Grav, 
“is naturally tall. Thus a decline in 
stature for us might reasonably be said 
to spell a decline also in physical and 
mental energy. The stature of our man­
ufacturing classes has been reduced far 
below the average of the country. The 
shortest people I have measured are 
those in the great towns of Yorkshire 
and Lancashire. They have, through new 
conditions of life, become quite a differ­
ent type from the dwellers in the coun­
try.”

The consequence is keener compeli 
tion in tendering, and one of the staff 
engaged informed the press that several 
tenders of $1.000 had been received.

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THE ICE JAM 
STILL HOLDS.

DuMfe *t the Falls Estimated at 
One Million Dollars.

G»rge Road Poles, Rails and Ties 
Swept Aw y.

Ontario Power Plant Will Soon be 
Running Again.

Niagara Falls, April 12.—Niagara's 
ioe king partially released its de­
structive grip on the lower portion of 
ttye river to-day, but the disintegatiou 
is alight. Conditions are not appreci­
ably ameliorated, and the ice jam at 
thp head of the river still holds fast.
The view obtained by the recession of 
the ice justifies the fears as to safety 
of the submerged portion of the Gorge 
Kail road, and a conservative estimate 
of the damage done by .the ice jam 
places the total at one million dollars.
Carly to-day a gang of 300 men com­
menced to repair and prevent further 
damage to the portion of the Gorge 
track made accessible by the falling 
away of the ice this morning. As the 
icf broke away in small portions whole 
sections of the tracks disappeared into 
the swirling waters, with poles, rails, 
ties and telegraph equipment all in a 
mass. Fear is expressed that when the 
rest of the jam goes out it will carry 
with it so large a portion of the track 
that the road will have to be rebuilt 
from just below the whirlpool almost to 
Lewiston bridge. This road cost about 
eigty thousand dollars a mile to build, 
bÿt this includes blasting out a rock 
bed, and the -rebuilding will not cost so 
much. The guard rail at the brink of 
thie chasm, designed to prevent the cars 
running over the edge, cost 5150,000 to 
install, and this will be a total loss. L 
is not expected that the Gorge road 
w^ll be able to resume traffic for two 
or three months, and the loss of revenue ^ 
will be enormoup.

Earl of Wemyss Now the Oldest 

British Peer.

And in Wonderful Accord With 
Scientific Research.

An eminent theologian, one of the 
most prominent Biblical scholars of the 
English speaking world, and writer of 
many widely read books. Professor -las. 
Orr. M. A., D. D., of the United Free 
Church College, Glasgow, before a large 
and appreciative audience, which in­
cluded clergy representing many differ­
ent denominations, lectured instructive­
ly last night in St. Paul’s Presbyterian 
t hurcli. His topic was “The Early Stor­
ies of Genesis.” Dr. Orr did not touch 
at all deeply upon the issues where sci­
ence and the records are at variance, 
evidently preferring to treat his subject 
constructively and prove where they 
are in harmony. Recent archaeological 
discoveries, he declared, tended to sup­
port the view that the first chapters 
of Genesis were records of historical

Devotional exercises were led by Rev. 
-I. ('. Sycamore, of the -lames Street 
Baptist Church, and Rev. Dr. Elmore 
Harris, of Toronto. Dr. Harris explain 
ed that Dr. Orr was appearing in this 
country under the auspices of the Bible 
league of Canada, and that as his visit 
was arranged over a year ago, it had 
nothing to do with any question or the 
acute situation that has arisen in To-

Introduced by Rev. 1). R. Drummond, 
pastor of St. Paul's, Professor Orr 4\ 
plained that he would confine himself 

j to a survey of the first eleven c ha liters 
j of Genesis, and that much he might de­
sire to say must he left unsaid, because 
time would not permit of it being touch­
ed upon. Religion, lie declared, had the 
deepest, interest in the story of the crea­
tion. because it taught the dependence 
of all things on God. It was a doctrine 
that was our assurance that all things 
proceeded from God. were created by 
Him and at His disposal. If there was 
anything in the unix'erse not created 
by God what assurance would we have 
that this alien matter would not de­

story of tin* flood, in which the critics 
found txvo stories blended. These two 
stories, however, were s0 wonderfully 
united and complete that they together 
agreed with the Babylonian 
were undoubtedly one story.

Following the flood in the tenth chap­
ter the dix’ision of the earth was des­
cribed and in the eleventh the confusion 
of tongues, the whole making a consis­
tent story and not like the myths of 
other nations. These early chapters of 
the Bible were the most wonderful of 
the whole book. One could approach 
them in one way and make of them 
myths, legends and fables, and approach­
ed in another way they were the most 
precious tradition of the nice.

Tlie speaker admitted that the Baby­
lonian discoveries were of great x*alue, 
confirming as they did the table of j 
nations given in the tenth chapter of j 
Genesis. They also confirmed the Bible 
story that Babylonia preceded Assyria.

The Babylonians had their stories of 
the creation and flood, but not of the 
fall. 1 he story of the flood bore a closer 
parallel, but bore no comparison to 
the Bible story. It was absurd to think 
that the Bible account could have been 
borrowed from such debased stories.

Dr. Orr said that he would admit to 
the scientific objector that the Bible 
was not a textbook of physical science, 
and did not anticipate the discoveries of 
modern science, but he argued that it 
gave in popular ideas an impressionist’s 
picture of creation, which was substau- 
ttally correct. and to which the modern 
Christian" could follow the example of 
St. Augustine or Thomas Aquinas and 
give a liberal interpretation.

Dealiug with the usual objection to 
the days of creation. Dr. Orr said that 
prior to the fourth day there was noth­
ing indicate the length of the period 
meant by the term "day." In conclusion 
the eminent speaker said : I think it ia 
right to spy that these chapters stand 
out not for their essential discord, but ! 
for their xvonderful harmony with 
science."

Earlier in the evening Dr. Orr met 
the Ministerial Association at supper in 
‘?t.

CANCER GERMS.

Washington, April 12.—The Senate 
Committee on Finance, with all mem­
bers present, met at 10 o’clock to-day. 
and Chairman Aldrich presented the bill 
as amended by the majority of the com­
mittee. Many of the revenue producing 
features will be reported subsequently, 
as they are intertwined with administra­
tive features of the measure, which will 
be adopted later.

As reported, the bill does not contain 
all of the changes in rates which the 
Financial Committee proposed- to make. 
Although several important amendments, 
such as the restoration of the Dingley 
rates on women’s gloves and hosiery, the 
placing of works of art on the free list 
and the assessment of a duty on iron 
ore,- have been made, the revenue-pro­
ducing possibilities of the bill are little 
changed. The increases are provided 
mainly in the schedule covering luxuries, 
the entire liquor schedule being mater­
ially adx-anced. The increase on wines 
and spirits is expected to bring in about 
$3,000,000 additional revenue. Senator 
Aldrich stated that the committee real­
izes that the increases thus far recom­
mended will not be sufficient to counter­
balance Live loss in revenue that will re­
sult from the reductions and the 
lengthening of the free list. This short­
age will necessitate further increases on 
certain luxuries, and the committee 
intends to report some changes at an 
early date, which it will ask the Senate 
to adopt.

Senator A 1<1 rich, when requested to 
make a brief summary of the general 
character of the changes proposed by 
the Senate Finance Committee to the 
House tariff bill, furnished the follow­
ing statement: In the main rates in 
the tariff bill as reported from the Sen­
ate Finance Commit tee are lower than 
those in the bill ns it passed the House 
the actual number of reductions being 
about three times the number of in­
creases. Such increases a# hnv-» been 
made were largely rendered necessary 
to preserve the symmetry of the sched­
ules. A considerable numl>er of articles 
in common use have lxeeu taken from 
the dutiable list of the House bill and 
restored to the free list.

The great mass of the rates reported 
are Mow those of existing laxv.

The Senate Committee restores iron 
ore to the dutiable list at 25 cents per 
tort—a reduction of 15 cents a ton from 
the Dingley rate.

The Senate Committee has been com 
polled to retain the duty on lead ore 
of lVfe cents per pound, and has been 
obliged to raise the rates on lead pro­
ducts throughout the bill to correspond 
xvith this duty on lead ore.

The only important changes in the 
j schedule made by the Senate Committee 
j was the restoration of imported hard- 
j woods to the free list.

The Senate Committee left the sugar 
schedule as it came from the House, 
but reduced the rate "ii sugared bn 
suits and wafers from 50 to 20 per

The tobacco schedule remains un­
changed.

The agricultural schedule, including 
meat products, remains practically un­
changed from existing rates, but where 
reductions were ma tie by the House the 
Senate ( ommittee has restored the 
Dingley rates.

The Senate Committee has applied the 
same principle to spices and has restor­
ed them to the free list, xvhere they have 
a 1 wavs been Again on the same prin­
ciple" the Senate Committee has increas­
ed the rate on spirits and wine fifteen 
per cent, throughout.

In the cotton schedule there has been 
an extension of the specific rates to cov­
er a class of fancy goods and novelties 
which are covered in the existing laxv 
by ad valorem rates. The resulting ad 
x'alovein rate' have not been increased.

The average rate in the cotton sche­
dule. other than the rates on fancies and 
novelties, remains the same.

Raw flax has been restored by the 
Senate Committee to the dutiable liât, 
otherwise the schedule remains substan­
tially as it came from the House.

The Senate Committee has restored 
the rates in the wool schedule to the 
rates of the present law.

Marsden, the retiring man 
this year, was re-elected, and Mr. Mc-

mentioning that as Mr. Nicholson v as 
not a member of the congregation, he 
was, therefore, not a representative cf 
it, and this left the church with Duly 
two delegates.

Mr. W. A. Noble moved that Mr. 
Nicholson be removed from the position 
of lay delegate, but the rector said he 
was at a loss as to how to deal with the 
proposition, and he wanted to avoid any­
thing that looked at all like spite on 
the part of the congregation. Mr. Mc-
I. elland stated that Mr. Nicholson had 
left the church through spite, and there 
was no getting over the fact. If he had 
beeu a man of any spirit, he added, he 
would have sent in his resignation, and 
not wanted to continue as the represen­
tative of his one-time church. He second­
ed the motion of Mr. Noble. Mr. Hall 
objected to this, and the vestry clerk 
sided with him, and at once moved an 
amendment that Mr. Nicholson be ap­
proached and asked for his resignation. 
If he refused to give it he could then be 
ousted by a vote of the members at an 
adjourned meeting of the vestry. Mr. 
Hall seconded this. After some more 
warm talk the amendment was carried.
J. M. Williams, vestry clerk, was de­
puted to wait on Mr. Nicholson and get 
his answer. He said he would be quite 
willing to go over to the other side of 
the argument if he failed to get a fav­
orable answer from Mr. Nicholson.

The foregoing was at the laymen’s 
meeting held immediately after the ves­
try had adjourned.

He was 
supported by .1. M. Williams, vestry 
clerk. Holland A. White, people's war­
den. was on the platform, but Chas. H.

It was announced in the report of the 
building fund that but $1,500 of the 
mortgage remained outstanding owing to 
the good work during the year, which 
cut off nearly $300.

Mr. Holland A. White, people's war­
den, praised the increased receipts, and 
said that it was against adverse circum­
stances that the increase was brought 
about. The pastor was absent three 
months; it was a poor financial year; re­
pairs cost four times as much as the 
previous year, and there were three 
Sundays less than in last year.

The reotor stated that during the year 
there were 10 marriages, 16 deaths, 34 
confirmations and 63 baptisms. On 
Easter Sunday there were 275 communi­
cants—more than ever before on an 
Easter Sunday.

.1. D. Fairclough reported that the 
Sunday school was progressing, and that 
on June 10 307 pupils were present.

in making his report Mr. Jtiowitt said 
that wfîat he wanted to see in these days 
of increased expenditure was for St. 
George’s Church to take the lead in 
Anglican churches in the city and send 
a missionary to the foreign field on its 
own responsibility.

Mr. W. A. Noble expressed hlm.seIf as 
highly favorable to the idea, and he wae 
also optimistic of St- George’s ability 
to do what was necessary to support a 
man of their own.

Mr. H. Sanders said that it cost St. 
Ann’s, of Toronto, $1,000 a year to sup­
port a missionary in China.

Mr. Robt. V. Mathews said he was 
highly in favor of the scheme, and was 
sure the church would be able to sup­
port a missionary.

The idea will be dealt with by the 
select vestry when statistics have been 
gathered re expense of a missionary.

The meeting was adjourned after the 
customary votes of thanks had been ten­
dered to last year's officials.

CHURCH OF THE ASCENSION.
There was an unusually large attend­

ance at the Church of Ascension’s Ves­
try meeting, it having been reported 
that the question of a vested choir 
would come up. It did come up and a 
warm discussion ensued, and but for 
the tactful manner in which Rev. Canon 
Wade conducted the business there 
would have been many more words 
spoken. Up to the time this subject 
was introduced the meeting was most 
harmonious.

Mr. Thomas Hobson started the dis­
cussion, when he moved the following 
resolution:

“That it is desirable that the choir of 
the Church of the Ascension be vested 
and that as soon as boys can be train­
ed they shall lie added to the choir and 
that all necessary arrangements to in­
troduce the choir bo left in the hands 
of the rector and warden.”

In moving the resolution he said he 
km-w there was a strong feeling in the 
congregation in favor of n change in the 
musical part of the service.

Mr. Fred. T. Stnye, the newly-elected 
people’s warden, said that he was per­
sonally favorable to a vested choir, very 
strongly in favor of it, but he would 
not support it unless it was shown that 
the congregation was almost unanimous 
in favor of it. The church had to raise 
more money this year, and it was not 
wise to do anything which would cause 
any deflection or dissenti on.

Mr. R. Ramsay followed with a red 
hot speech against the proposition. He 
recalled the time, about eighteen years 
ago. when a bitter fight was waged 
against a movement to provide a vested 
choir and “other high church orna­
ments,” and how it was carried into the 
Police Court. There were old members 
ot the church who were prepared to 
fight just as strongly now. His re­
marks were applauded by a large num­
ber in the audience.

Mr. Alfred Powis also spoke strong­
ly against the proposition.

Prof. AI dons called attention to the 
fact that unless the boys were well 
trained. their introduction into the 
choir would be a detriment. To proper­
ly train a lot of lads would cost con­
siderable money. Was the congregation 
prepared to make this outlay? He fay- 
ored the providing of vestments for the 
present members of the ehoir, but 
would not advocate the introduction of 
a boys’ choir.

Mr. F. R. Smith personally favored a 
vested choir, but ho would not support 
the proposition in view of the opposi­
tion to it. He honed that the resolu­
tion would be withdrawn or the vote on 
it deferred till a congregational meelincr 
wae held.

Air. R. L. Gunn said if the resolution 
was carried there would be dissention 
from the church and he hoped no vote 
would be taken. If the church had 
monev to provide vestments, he would 
like to see it spent in other ways.

Mr. TTnhson did not withdraw his mo­
tion. but advised that a vote he taken 
a? to whether the matter should be con­
sidered further, at a meeting to be held 
in a month. He said he had been told 
bv musical people that the singing of 
the choir was abominable and the choir 
leader said it was impossible to get 
better results under present conditions.

A motion to adjourn the meeting one 
month to further consider the matter, 
was moved bv Mr. F. R. Smith, who ex­
plained that if it was defeated the whole 
matter would be shelved for one vear. 
The motion was lost by a vote of 20 to 
25. the mover and seconder voting 
against it. It was 11 o’clock when the 
matte*- was finallv disposed of.

All the reports were adopted without 
discussion. Mr. Tims. Hobson presented 
the report of the Wardens. The principal

All accounts, excepting one for $125, 

balance on furnace, had been paid, and 
he considered the showing was a good 
one.

Rev. Mr. Hig­
ginson announced some time ago that he 
intended retiring, and the rector was

ST. PHILIP'S CHURCH.
There was a fair sized attendance at 

the vestry meeting -of St. Philip’s 
Church last evening, but business was 
not concluded, owing to the fact that 
the church wardens’ report was not in 
shape to be presented.

After the opening exercises the rec­
tor, Rev. Mr. Kenrick, who occupied the 
chair, spoke briefly on the progress of 
the church during the past year. While 
he would not boastingly speak of it as 
a record year, lie could safely say he 
was highly pleased with the advance­
ment accomplished. Some things had 
been provided which hail been sadly 
lacking and which gave to the church a 
more seemly and dignified appearance. 
Included in the improvements were the 
surplices and cassocks for the choir, 
men and boys.

Re­
ceipts $73.74; expenditures $71.68. leav­
ing a balance of $2.06.

New York. April 13 —Back from an extend­

ed trip of exploration iu China and Thibeî.

The Indians of the great Canadian 
prairie Province of Saskatchewan are 
disproving the theory that an Indian 
won’t work nnless he has to. They are 
becoming industrious and prosperous.

There are nearly 8,000 India us in the 
Province and last year they had about 
9.000 acres under crops. They raised 150,- 
572 bushels of grain and roots and 36,- 
000 tons of hay. worth $136.023.

The Department of Indian Affairs re­
ports that the Indians are turning more 
and more to the soil for a living. The 
«gent of the Assiniboine agency, which 
may be regarded as typical, writes :

’1 was greatly pleased to find that 
the area under crop was almost double 
w-hat it was the year before. The band 
had about 600 acres of wheat and 200 
acres of oats. The Indians of this agency 
• re beginning to farm on a large scale, 
and if they continue to do as well as 
they hare in the last two years there 
will be some good sized farmers among 
them. One man had 155 acres in crop 
and another 125 acres and several had 
seventy acres each. There was a decided 
improvement in the way the land had 
been farmed.”

C offroth practically dictated the terms 
ot the match after consulting with Fit 
chel in I'hilaUelphia on Sunday, and t/e 
later talking it over with the negro iu 
this city until about 3 o'clock this rauiu- 
ing. ('offroth. it is understood, Lae 
agreed to hang up $30,000, and expects 
that the fight will draw nearly $50.000 
in gate receipts. He insisted upon Ket­
chel as Johnson's opponent as soon as Ixe 
learned from Jeffries that the latter 
would not declare himself until after 
three months, and if ho decided to fight 
then he would not be ready to meet 
Johnson in the ring for at least eight 
months more, or some time iu March, 
1910.

Cof froth said that California regard­
ed Ketchel as a greater pugilist than 
Kaufman, and therefore would not 
consider a meeting between Delaney'e 
man and Johnson under anv circum­
stances ; also that Ketchel was simply 
wild to get a crack at the big negro, 
and that in his (Coffroth's) opinion, the 
Michigan l.ion had the best chance of 
winning the title.

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BONUS BY-LAW.
St. Mary’s & Western Ontario 

Railroad Extension.

A Divided Vote Which May Defeat 
By-law.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
St. Mary’s, Ont., April 13.—The by­

law to bonus the St. Mary’s & West­
ern Ontario Railroad to the amount 
of $20,000 by each township was sub­
mitted yesterday in Blanshard and 
Osborne and was defeated in Blan­
shard by 18 and carried in" Osborne 
by 80, according to incomplete re­
turns. “These two townships must 
be settled with first before the pro­
posal is submitted in the western 
township,” said Treasurer Rice, of the 
railroad company, to the Times. ‘"The 
by-law can be submitted again if the 
people wish within a month and it 
is probable it will as tlie campaign of 
enlightenment will be carried on in 
the meantime, but if again defeated 
the scheme will be killed."’ said Mr. 
Rice. The road is already being op­
erated from Woodstock to" St. Mary’s 
via Frnbro and the continuation to 
Sarn * would open up a large portion 
of Ontario not vet touched by a. rail­
road and connecting as it does with 
the C. P. R. line to Toronto and 
the west would be a boon to the 
people. The reason for the defeat of 
the by-law, in the opinion of Mr. Rico, 
was to be found in the fact that a 
large number were uninformed as to 
the agreement with the company.
