THE BOOMIN BUSINESS.

From every qarter of the Do-
minion comes the sound of
active industry. Our chief cities
and towns are hives of busy
labor; and in field and mine
and fishing station, the same
activity prevails. Those who
predicted ‘“ruin” in many . ways
will have to study up some new
theofy Pegarding the National
Policy. Looking at the ques-
tion trom ‘the least favorable
side, the NationalPolicy has not
checlked our lumber trade; has
not interfered with our cattie
exports; has- not lessened the
demand for the export of certain
of our grains; has not lessened
the bulk or the profit of the
fish trade; has not lessened our
production of coal; has not in
fact had that “ruinous” effect
which our melancholy friends
of the Grit party were sure
would arise from its operation.
From paper after paper comes
the confession that a ten years’
period of prosperity has set in
for us in Canada; and there is
not a business man in the coun-
try, not a workman,- who does
not today feel more confident of
his business and his income than
he was able to feel during the
five years from 1373 to 1878.

In view of these facts the Op-
position is driven, of course, to
adopt some line of policy to
supply the place of the “ruin”
theory, which is driven out of
court. - Une section expends
itself in explaining that the new
prosperity does not arise from
the National Policy at all, but
from extraneous causes. This
section is at least compelled to
confess at the outset that the
“ruin” theory is abandoned.
Another section endeavors to

IRISIT AFFAIRS.

Aflairg in Ireland seem to be grow-
ing hourly worse. - Mr. Gladstone
has az opportunity of sceing once
again the offepring of Cocrcion. Great
stateeman though le is, he scems not
to have hearkened to the solemn
warnings of history abeul represcive
mcasurcs. The offspring of bayunet
rule in Ireland has ever been the
same. It has always been ‘“Wayside
Murder,” ¢ Bloedy Riots,” “Stoning
thePolice,”and divers other outrages,
This is no wonder. If there is uny
bad Llood among the masses of a
people, the pricking of the bayouet
here and there will bring it forth.
The bayonet will never improve the
condition of Ircland. It will make
it worse. It has always increased,
and will increase, the very crimes it
ains to suppress. The age of the bay-
onet o settle such grievances as those
of Ircland has passed now. If a bars
barian king sat opon the English
throne, and a council ot ante-chris-
tian advieers sat about him,we shonld
not wonder to see a coercion law
proclaimed in Ireland. But the arm
of kindly justice would be more
potent in that unhappy land today,
than all the soldiers Great Dritain
can put upon her soil. The medi~
cine of buckshot and steel has nowhere
proved good in settling sach cases.
Even the savage ot the plains, who
respects little beyond brute force can~
not be reclaimed by it, and the policy
of the war department at Washing-
ton which served the Indians as the
British Government . is serving the
Irish people, has been denounced out
of existence. : :

We cannot but read with deep re-
gret the accounts of late disturbances
which the cable has brought us.—
Those who wish Ircland well, pray
to see the movement so well and so
patriotically and so lawfully begun,
carried on witbin the bounds of the
laws of God and man. Unfortunately
in Ireland, as elsewhere, there are a
few found who will not hearken to
the voice of the church to vefrain from
violent and unlawful recriminations,
and this is why we read now and
again of some outrage for which the
enemies of laud reform try to hold the
Land League responsible.

The arrest of Father Sheehy is
an unfortunate affair, and we cannot
see how an English Prime Minister
in his senses conld fancy that such
an act would promote peace, or safety
to person, in Ireland. The news of
the arrest created a pro found sensa-
tion all over the country, and fierce
and bitter words in theHouse of Com-
mons., The arrest of Mr. Brennan,
the Secretary of the League too, in-
stead of robbing the fire of its fuels
has only added to it: and it is ouly
now by the wise te: chings of thelrish
Bishops and clergy who council
peaceful and lawful agitation that the
people are prevented from Dblindly
rushing on the points. of British bay-
onels, to avenge the trcatment they
have received.

WILD BEASTS.

We have grave doubts, and always
had, of the cutire correctness of the
bear stories we get in the papergp and
the “return” of bear’s noses we get
in the blue books. We believe a bear
now and again does kill an animal,
but we most firmly believe that in
this particular the very worst ‘dess
cription of bear is the much pamper-
ed dog. Three sheep, saith a corres~
pondent on the news page of our
paper today, were killed by bears in
Black River on Sunday last. We
have sowme grave doubts about this;
and we beliove if the people look bhe-
hind their stoves they will find the
“bears” who did the slaughter. The
outlandish statute proecribing
the bear ought to be abolished. The
man who will not go furth against a
bear to protect his fold or his family,
witkout the incentive of the animals
snout ovght to be left to the mercy ol
ihe bear aud omne mala bestia.

¢TIt has been given to Sir John Mac
donald by bountiful nature to possess
every quality which attracts and confirms
the allegiance of men, which wins the
loyalty of a party, and maintains the
love of a people. To him, too, has been
given that rare insight into the destiny
of a country which is necessary for the
best policy of governing men and fram-
ing institutions. And _to him also has
been given the taste and talent to be
able 1o surround the discussions of public

The latest news from
Russia is,—*The Russia.. revolutioniste
have answered the Czar's maniteste by a
secoud utterance, dwelling on the wretch-
edness of the peasants,transportations to
Siberia, the gagging of free speech and
of the public journals, and declaring that
false counsellors are in pussession of the
Czar's ear. The document coucludes :
* Let your Majes'y assemble your people
around you, and listen to their wishes in
an-unprejudiced spirit, and then neither
your Majesty nor State will have any
reason to apprehend a further catastro
phe.’ It is probable theCzar’s residence
will be removed to Muscow in order to
please the Panslavists.”

PROTEOTION OF THE CZAR,

The St. Petersburg Golos gives some
curious details as to the means taken to
ensure the safety of the Emperor atGat-
sshina. Every persoa arriving at the
palace, without exception, hastu be sub
jected to a strict examination asto whe
he is, the reason of his coming, etc. All
this is written down in a book, and if
considered satisfactory he is carefully
conveyed to the person with whom he has
business. Ou leaving his name is again
wrilten down, and ha is seen off the pre-
mises. All the servants and workmen
employed are photographed, and carry
one copy about them with a written cer«
tificate on the back, a duplicate being
kept in the office. Many workmen at
the State powder factory ontside St.
Petersburg have been arrested during the
past week. Revolutionary publications
were found in their possession.

We have received the first copy of the
first newspaper ever published on the
Island of Grand Manan. It is called
the fsland News, is edited by J. G. Lor~
rimer, Esq., and published by his son
W. J. Lorrimer. The Editor being of
a poetical and romantic turn of wind,ws
do not wonder that we hear some of the
music of the surf around the “Isle of the
Bay’' through its columns. The paper
is creditable in appearance, the para-
graphs are spicy and the editorial matter
good. We wish Mr Lorrimer success
with his new venture-—a venture that not
another marn in New Brunswick would
bave undertaken. We hope the Island
people will not forget this, aud give Mr.
Lorrimer all the assistance they can.

Louis Langevin, Canadian Minister of
Public Works,to be a kmght commande*
of the order of St, Mictael andSt.George,
has been announced.

'A FRIGHTFUL ACCIDENT-

OVER TWO HUNERED PERSONS
DROWNED.

The most shocking accident that has
ever occurred in Canada bappened. at
London, Out., about 6 p. m., on the
Quecn’s birth day.

The steamer **Victoria,"" with over six
hundred excuisionists on board, was re—
turning frora Spring Bank,and when near
the Cove Railway Bridge, about one mile
below the city, the boat suddenly collaps
ed like an egg shell and became a total
wreck, level with the waters edge. All
the psssengers were instantly plunged
into the stream, more than balf of them
being under the debris.

The first news which reached the city
wag brought by survivors, who struggled
through the streets wet and weary. The
news fell like a chunderbolt and & stam-—
pede took place for the spot. Arriving
there a horrible sight met the view.
Some fifty or sixty bodies had already
been recovered and were lying on the
greensward some distance up the bank.
Thkose arriving from the city from every
direction crowded around anxious to see
if any of their people were on board.
Ab:ut one thouagnd families were repre~
sented on the excmimion, and the wail of
anguish that arose at the siglit of the
victims was Leart-rendering. Fathers,
mothers,brotkers and sisters rushed about
panic stricken endeavoyring to identify
their friends. By seven o’clock about.
.| eighty bodies were recovered from and
uuder the wreck,where the water is some
two feet in depth. Almost every minute
somef por victim was brought to the
surface'and conveyed in strong and will-
ing arms 10 the bank. The total loss
wili aggregate over two hundred.

OLD HISTORIC LEGENDS.

How Fanians avre Created,

(From Cor. Montreal *‘Witness.")

On the banks of the Fion, near
Strabane, was born the celebrated hero
Fion ma Coul. - I think this just means
Finalay McDougall and, thercfore, claim
the champion as a relative. Strabane
lies in & valley, with round -cultivated
hills, fair and pleasant to the eye,swelling
up round it. Near it is the residence of
Lord Lifford. I have heard townspeople
praise him as a landlord, and country
people censure him, so I leave it there.
His recent speech, in which he complains
of the new Land Bill, that, if it passes
into law, it will give' tenants us a right
what they used to get as a favor from
their landlords, has the eect of explain-
ing him to many minds. Leaving
Strabane behind,went down or up I dont
know which, t0 Kewtown Stewart,
in the parish of Ardstraw, [ard strahe,
high bank of the river]. In this neigh-
borhood is the residence of the Duke of
Abercorn, spoken of as a model land-
lord. The Glenelly water mingles with
the Struell and is joined by the Derg,
which forms the Mourne. After the
Mourne recéives the Finn at Lifford it
assumes the name of the Foyle, and flows
into listory past Derry’s walls. King
James forded this many titled river at
Moyle on his way to the siege of Derry.
At the bridge, as you eater the

TOWN OF KEWTOWN STEWART,

stands the gable wall of a ruined castle,
built by Sir Robert Newcomen, 1619,
burned by Sir Phelim ur O’Neil along
with the town, rebuilt by Lord Mountjoy,
burnt again by King James. Upon a
high hill above the town comwandiug a
beautiful view of the country far and
wide stands the ruins of the castle of
Harry Awry O'Neil (contentions of
crossHarry),an arch between two ruined
towers being the only distinct features
left of what was once a great castle.
This castle commanded a view of two
other castles, owned and inhabited by
two sons or two brothers of this Harry
Awry O'Neil. These three castles
were separated each from each by a riv-
er. Here these three Lords of the
O’Neil slept, lived aud agreed, or quar-
relled as the case may be, ruling over a
fair domain of this fair country. Tower-
ing up beyond Harry Awry’s castle is
the high mountain of Baissie Basl in-
terpreted to me alter of Baal. I should
think it would mean death of Baal.
[Was Baal ever the same as Tammury?]
Intbe valley beyond is a village stiil
named Beltane (Baal teine—Baal’s fire),
80 that the mountain must have been
used at one time for the worship ofBaal.
The name of the mountain i3 now cor-
rupted ingo Bessie Bell. In the valley
at the foot of the mountain is the grand
plantation that stietches miles and miles
away, embosoming Baronscourt, the seat
of the Duke of Abercorn, and the way
toitin the shade of young {orests.
There are nodding and feathery larches
over the hills, glassing themselves in
the still waters of beautiful lakes.
Lonely granceur and stately desolation
reign and brood over ascene instinct
with peasant life and peasaut labor
some years ago. The Duke of Aber-
corn was counted a model landlord.
His published utterancs were genial,
such as & good landlord, father and pro-
tector of his people would ulter. Some
one who thought His Grace of Abercorn
was

SAILING UNDER FALSE COLORS,

that his public utterances and private
course of action were far apart, pub-
lished an article in & Dublin paper. This
article stated that the Duke had evicted
over 123 families,numbering over 1,800
souls, not for nonpayment of rent, but
to create the lordly loneliness about
Baronscourt. His Grace did not like
tenantry 8o near his residence. Those
tenants who submitted quietly got five
year's rent—not as a right, but as a
favor given out of his goodness of heurt.
They tell here that these evictionsin-
volved accidentally the priest of the
parish and an old woman over ninety,
who lay- on lher death bed. He had
called upon the priest personally and
offered ground for a parochial house; he
forgot his purpose and the priest con-
tinned to live in lodgings from which he
was evicted along with the farmer with
whom he lodged. Of the evicted fam-
ilies 87 were Catholics and 36 Protes—
tants. If they had heen allowed to sell
their tenant right they might bave got
farms elsewhere, Of those cleared ff
geventeen Who were Protestants and six
who were Catholics got farms elsewhere
from His Grace. Some sank into day
laborers, some vanished, where no one
knows. People Liere say that the reason
why there are Feniansin America and
people inclined to Fenianism at home is
owing to these large evictions—clear-
ances that make farmers into day la-
borers at the will ot the lord of the land.
The people feel more bitterly about these
things when they counsider injustice is
perpetrated witu a semblance of gener~
osity. Nothing—no lapse of time nor
change of place or circumstances—ever
cuuses anyoue to forget an eviction.
Now they say that the Duke of Aber~
corn holds this immense tract of coun-
try -on the condition of rvcting the people
in the soil by long leases, not on the
condition of evicting themn outj there-
fore, lie has forfeited his ciaims to the
lands over and over again. This article,
published in a Dublin paper, was taken

sharply contested elections came round,
the Duke ard four others, sons auvd rela-
lions, were rejected at the polls because
of the feeling stirred up by these revela-!
tions. Such is the popular report of the
popular Duke of Abercorn.

Asses in small carts
driven by old women in match caps
Asses with panniers,the barness entirely
made of straw, asses with burdens on
their back laid over a sort of pillion of
straw. Ithought asses flourished at Cairo
and Dover, but certainly Enniskillen has
its own share of them. T'he faces of the
peoplo are changed, the topgues are
changed. The people do not seem of the
Same race as they that peopled the
mountains of Donegal, A little: while
after my anlival, taking a walk, I wan-
dered--into an old graveyard round an
old church which opened off the main
street. Underneath this church is - the
vault or place of burial of the Cole
family, lords of Enniskillen—a dreaty
place, closed in by a gloomy iron gate.
A very ancient man was digging a grave
in this old graveyard, sacred, I could see
by the inscriptions, to the memory of
many of the stout-hearted men planted
in Euniskillen, who held the land they
had settled owagaiustall odds in a brave,
stout-hearted manner. None of the dust
of the apcient race has, mouldered kLere
side by side with their conquerors.
There Was a dragoomst flavor about the
dust; & military flourish about the tomb-
stones. “A., of His Majesty’s regiment;
B., officer of such a batallion of His
Majesty's so-and-so regiment, C., D.,
and all the rest of the alphabet, once

grand officers in His Majesty’s service,
ncw dust bere as the royal majesties they
served are dust elsewhere. =~ Went over
to the ancient grave-digger, who was
shovelling out in a weakly manner a de~
cayed coffin, skall, ribs, bones, fat earth
—so0 fat and greasy-looking, so alive
with horrible worms. He was so very
old and infirm that, after a shovelful or
two, be leaned against the graveside and
peched like a horse with the heaves.

A New ‘‘Power.”

Mr. Martin Sullivan of Chatbam has a
contrivance by which he can utiiize dogs
to excellent advautage. He is now
concaving razors etc., by means of a new
constructed machioe, set in motion by
his dog.

Cconected with this wheel
is a cog~wheel, pinion, shaft and pulley.
