While the Minister of Labour end 
the advertising managers of bis de­
partment insist that the Lcmieox 
Aot is a great success, in spite of 
the fact that there have been more 
labour troubles and more loss of 
time therefrom sinoe it became law 
than before, representatives of the 
labour interests as ert that the 
measure is use less. The executive 
of the Trade and Labour Council 
told the Premier and Mr. Lemieux 
to their face on Tuesday that the 
Aot had done no good and could dp 
none in its present four. They 
could easily have proved by elec­
tion returns from industrial centres 
that the government and its labour 
legislation are not popular among 
the working men. The govern­
ment lost the support of Halifax, 
Cape Breton, and Cumberland in 
Nova Scotia, largely by the votes 
of the industrial çentres of Qalifa^ 
and Dartmouth cities, of Springhill, 
Sydney and Glace Bay. The gov­
ernment lost at Acadia mines, and 
at Westville, the largest coal min­
ing community in Pioloq.

IN LABOR CENTRES
Ooe seat was lost in Quebao City 

and one in Montreal. The govern­
ment majority in Ottawa city was 
nearly swept away( and vyopld have 
vanished altogether if the Premier 
had not become a candidate , Toi- 
onta gave sweeping Opposition ms* 
j rities in all the ridings, and the 
government lost the neighbouring 
constituency of Centre York, wiih 
its large industrial population. The 
City of London condemned the gov.

The Government’s Cow­
ardice.

An extra of the Royal 
Gazette, issued on Thursday 
evening last, contains the 
official proclamation sum­
moning the Provincial Legis­
lature to meet, for the des­
patch of business, on Tuesday 
February 2nd. In the ordin 
ary course, the Legislature 
had been prorogued till Sat­
urday February 13th. To 
have allowed this ordinary 
notice to run its course and 
to have called the meeting of 
the House within ten days 
from the last mentioned date, 
would have anticipated by a 
very considerable space the 
usual opening time of th 
Legislative Session, by 
the present Liberal Govern­
ment. But political exegin- 
cies, not any convenience of 
the people or advantage to 
the community, necessitated 
this unprecedented precipita­
tion on the part of the Gov­
ernment. The Government s 
very existence was in jeo­
pardy and recourse must be 
had to extraordinary subter­
fuges in the hope of holding 
together, a little while longer, 
the shattered ranks of the Gov­
ernment forces. Mr. Has- 
zard’s political craft was 
rapidly drifting towards the 
shoals ; there were ugly 
b rakers ahead, and an extra 
ordinary effort was necessary 
to prevent her, if only for the 
moment, from going to pieces 
on the threatening rocks. The 
Government knew that Ne 
mesis was in hot pursuit of 
them, and they must stop at 
not hing to elude her grasp. 
What are the causes that im 
pelled the Government to 
this unprecedented activity ; 
this unheard of anxiety to 
convene the Legislature at 
the earliest possible moment ? 
They are not far to seek. 
Seven Liberal members elect, 
including four members of 
the Executive and the Speak­
er of the House, are petitioned 
against and stand before the 
courts accused pf bribery and 
corrupting. In consequence 
of these accusations, these 
seven men are alleged 
to be disqualified from 
sitting and voting in the Leg­
islature These petitions ask 
that the election of these 
seven Government supporters 
be declared null and void, in 
consequence of the accusa­
tions of corrupt practices 
therein made against them. 
It is further contended, in the 
case of one of those petition­
ed against, that he received a 
minority of the votes legally 
polled in his district and is 
not entitled to sit in the Leg 
islature ; that he is not the 
representative of the electors 
in his constituency ; but the 
representative of the Sheriff 
of Prince County, an officer 
of the Government, who gave 
a casting vote and on the 
strength of that vote declared 
this man elected. Justice 
fair play, honor and honesty 
would seem to demand that

allowed to sit in the Legis­
lature and participate in mak­
ing the people’s laws, until 
their cases had been tried 
before a tribunal of justice; 
and the truth of these accusa­
tions had been enquired into, 
and their true status before 
the public had been .establish­
ed. One would think that an 
Administration disirous of 
holding themselves above sus­
picion, would be sure that 
they were supported in the 
Legislature by independent 
and unsmirched representa­
tives of the people, against 
whosë wright to occupy their 
seats no question could be 
raised. One would not suur 
pose that any Government, 
claiming to be representative 
of the people, would so far for­
get its dignity and independ­
ence as to hold power and at­
tempt legislation with the seats 
ofonehalfits members and sup 
porters in jeopardy ; with ac­
cusations of all manner of 
bribery and corruption hang 
ing over their heads. It 
would be natural to assume 
that the first act of a Govern­
ment, in these circumstances 
would be to remove all such 
stains from its escutcheon ; to 
free itself from all such tram 
mels and, if possible, to stand 
before the people with an un 
clouded title; an unquestioned 
wright to call themselves the 
representatives of the free 
and independent electors. 
The Supreme Court had fixed 
Wednesday, February 3rd, 
as the date for commenc­
ing the first of the trials 
of election petitions, filed by 
the Opposition. This was the 
trial, at Souris, of the petition 
against Mr- Lauchlan Mc­
Donald, a member of ffie Exe­
cutive. This date is very 
much earlier than the usual 
time of convening 'the Legis 
lature, and if the Government 
were pot indread of the fate 
in store for this one of their 
members, they would be only 
too glad to come to trial and 
remove all suspicion. In 
stead of that the Govpj-pment 
and the member on trial show 
the white feather ; confess 
their guilt by immediately 
calling the House ; thus 
putting off the evil day for a 
while longer; as these friais 
cannot go on during the Leg­
islative session. Mr. Has- 
zard, his Government and 
supporters are very brave 
when weaving a tissue of 
political misrepresentations, 
for the purpose of misleading 
the electorate, or when en­
gaged in political trickey with 
the view of robbing one of 
the people’s representatives 
of the seat to which he was 
elected by his constituents ; 
3ut at the first opportunity 
afforded them to pome into 
court and free one of their 
number from the charges of 
bribery and corruption thaf 
tang over him, they prove 
themselves arrant cowards,re 
refuse to face the music and iiRr 
mediately run to cover. Do 
they imagine for a moment 
that there is anyone of inr 
telligence incapable of pierc­
ing the flimsy ^eil of their 
political deception and hypoc­
risy ? Do thpy expect to 
strengthen their cause by re? 
course to subterfuges so hol­
low and palpably insincere ? 
Do they entertain any hqpg 
that they will escape deserved 
obloquy, or buoy up the for­
tunes of a tottering Adminis­
tration by methods so utterly 
contemptible ? The Patriot, 
the Government organ, in if§ 
attempt to cover Mr. Has- 
zard’s inglorious retfgat, scru­
ples not to insult the intelli­
gence of its readers by a pre­
tence of eornffiendlfijj; the 
Premier’s action. It declare^ 
this move to forestall the 
action of the courts, to be “ in 
accord with the progress of 
the Haszard Administration.”

Truth About Prince Kupert

(Vancouver Daily News Advertiser, 
January ljty 1909.

Mr. E. B. Osborn, spaniel commis­
sioner of “Canada,” tbe London Mas 
trated journal, who was in Vancouver 
not long ago, gave a Winnipai " Free 
■Preee” reporter some information con. 
earning Prince Rupert. He eaid :

I ahoold think more Vee have bean 
told about Prince Rupert than about 
any new city ever yet sprung no in the 
weat. For example, I via warn -d u it 
to go there until the spring unless I 
wished to walk 70 miles over tbe ice­
il res to get in and ont. Another Anan­
ias (with modern improvement) to d me 
that it rained there all day and ai night 
all the year round. But, why rape it 
these libels ? Prince Rupert ii in tire 
latitu e of London, England, and every­
body who knows the Brlthh Colombien 
coaet knows very well that it is an ice- 
free port. As for the rainfall (which re 
said on good authority to be virtually 
the same as that of Vaocraver, and 
similarly through the year), all I can 
vouch for is that the weather wasfiie 
and mild during the week I was there.

Tbe harbor is tbe finest in Canada. 
It is formed by a perfectly-protected 
curved inlet 16 miles long, a mile broad, 
and 26 fathoms deep on an average, 
Tbe bottom hre good holding for an 
chore, end there is 30 feet of water at 
the lowest tide, by the temporary 
wharves. The nature of the approach 
from seaward has been criticised in 
certain quarters. But all such criticisme 
have been finally disposed of by Captain 
J F. Parry, R. N., of H. M. S. Egoria, 
which Is making the Admiralty survey 
of the entrai ce. He ears 1 “It is no 
breach of etiquette on my part to state 
that the result of the survey is entirely 
satisfactory in so far as the approach to 
Prince Rupert from seaward ie concern­
ed.” That ought to be enough for the 
political variant of the modern “ An­
anias."

Of coarse, tbe real Prince Rupert is 
not yet in being—probably in May—per­
manent buildings cannot go up. Nearly 
everything there now will be swept 
away when the plans of the engineers 
are carried not,. Prince Rupert is not to 
be a checker board city. To my mind, 
that is a great point. Y ra can’t get a 
picturesque city on the rectangolar plan. 
Those who know Detroit with its radiat­
ing avenues know how pleasant it is to 
get away from that particular form of 
tbe square deal. Prince Rupert is to 
have places and parks—which will pre 
vent a fire running far—and undulating 
avenues and bids crowned with white 
edifices. It will not be one of those dal!, 
decorous cities where a boy and a girl 
can’t lose themselves in case of necee 
sity. I climbed np one of the hilla— 
probably it was what is called the Acro: 
polie on the plan—and the view aero's 
the harbor was phanping. Three years 
ago the site was virgin forest | and 
though it has been cleared, the stamps 
remain here and there.

Tbe soil, which overlies solid rock, is 
made of decayed vegetation, and ie 
damp and peaty. Many of the present 
temporary buildings are set on piles ; 
tney look like packing cases on sticks. 
There are two really good hotels, and 6 
number of doUtr-a-day proportions, 
wheçe they gigs the guests “good, 
square meal"," and ask them to sleep in 
banks as in French-Canadian shanties. 
At present it is a dry town, the sale of 
liquor being forbidden in vi--# 0, tbe 
railway construction work going on 
there. It is said they make a kind of 
cider for the nee of citizens suffering 
from a chronic thiwi. Bat nobody

Qf course, Prince Rupert is bound to 
b gome a great seaport. It will be 
Served by the shortest and by far the 
easiest freight route on the continent, 
and the sea journey from Prince Rupert 
to Yokahama is 400 milea shorter than 
the Vancouver ronte and 600 miles 
shorter than the distance between Ban 
Francisco and the Japanese port. 
k[atnrally, prince Rupert will be the 
distributing point for all Northern 
British Columbia—a country richer in 
mineral resources than the more devel 
oped southern half—for the Fakon ter­
ritory and for all tbe Alaskan shoriline. 
It will eventually recover for Canada 
all tbe trade with the north that was 
lost to Beattie, a live city whatever its 
faults, during the Klondyke boom. 
Also, it mast become a great centre of 
umbering, canning and the mannfac- 
lUring of fi'shérv products. Jnst outside 
be harbor is the finest halibut-fishery 

in the world—an asset which bas not 
yet beeu realized to any extent. Good 
progress has teen made with the grad­
ing of the first 100 mijes of the Q. T. F , 
and next sommer the tracklayers should 
be at work,

There will be a record rash to Prince 
Rapert when the towneite is gold. 
Everywhere across the Rockies the in 
terest in the new city is extraordinary 
keen—as keen ae was the interest in 
Dawson more than ten years ago. Any­
body who can bay a city lot there will 
be making a good investment, -if be 
bays th t old ana not to sell again. If 
he does it for speculative purposes, he 
will he taking a band in a game each 
as was seen in Winnipeg in 1881-2, 
though there will be more at the back 
ol Prince Rapert than there was at tbe 
baefi ot this gity years ago. I should 
like to see British and Canadian invest­
ors get tbe lion’s share of the profits of 
Prince Rnperl’e devevelop-nent. As for 
the opportunities there for workers, not 
capitalists, I do not care to express an 
opinion.

Two hundred miles from New York, 
speeding eastward through a dense fog 
the msgnifleent new White Star liner 
Republic was rammed by an unknown 
vessel on Saturday morning.

public carried eight hundred persons, 
over five hundred being passengers. 
The steamer waa hopelessly disabled, 
tbe fire being extingniahed, but prompt 
action in closing the water-tight com­
partments prevented immediate found­
er. Captain Sealby’s only qbgnpe lay 
in wireless telegraphy, and harried ap­
peal! for help were scattered broadcast 
over the fog-e shrouded ocean The 
messages stated that the steamer Re­
public was in distress and sinking. 
Fonr Great Ocean liners picked np the 
messages, five Government omisers res, 
ponded, and inside of three hoars e fleet 
of resetting steamers were hurrying in 
answer to the sommons and were care­
fully searching for the disabled vessel. 
The steamer Florida was the only ooe 
snccesefni in finding the Republic and 
gs the tea waa cairn a transfer of passeng­
ers was effected. The Republic's wire­
less equipment failed before the transfer 
was completed and definite reports 
were unobtainable daring the rescue 
work as the FI irida was not equipped 
with wireless. Toe Cutter Gresham 
later picked up the Republic anfi slajtqd 
for New Yor^, hqt the injured steamer 
began linking shortly after starting ana 
when the Captain saw she coold not re­
main afloat he ebondoned her. The 
Republic foundered io forty fathoms qf 
water nine miles çoqtfi tff Nentuiket 
yghtohip, üûê total death list in colli- 
aion waa six, while two others were in­
jured. The steamer Baltic arrived at 
Quarantine N. Y, eaily monday bring­
ing not only tbe Reptfblio’g passengers 
hot fiing hqndted others from the dis­
abled steamer Florida, which had taken 
on board those from the Republic short 
ly after the collision.

A landslide, following a^ severe earth­

quake in the Teutan regia* at Tangeir, 
has wiped out several villages. Meagre 
reports state that hundreds of persons 
were killed or injured.

An official despatch reports six hundred 
houses destroyed in Thursday’s earthquake 
at Phocaes, twenty-five miles northwest 
of Smyrna. Shocks continue frequently 
and people are seeking refuge in the 
mountains.

Four mqn were killed and ten other# 
were seriously injured by an explosion of 
several tons of dynamite in the Foroite 
Power Works at Hopatcong N. J. The 
building was blown to atoms, and the 
country for mihs about was shaken by the 
explosion.

Tne suggestion that discarded vessels of 
the navy should be assigned to Canadian 
Marine police work finds support in 
London. It is pointed out that Canada 
would thus be saved the expense of con­
struction of ships fit to serve in the Im­
perial navy.

Professor Jaggar, of the Institute of 
Technology, predicts that Mount Etna 
will within eighteen months experience a 
fearful eruption. The recent earthquake, 
he declares, is only the forerunner of the 
greatest eruption ever occurring at this 
volcano.

Captain Pauley of Toronto has received 
a million and a half of dollars for his Cow 
Ganda mining claim.

The Cobalt special express was ditched 
near Jaoke, four cars going over the em­
bankment. Eighteen passengers were in­
jured, seven being seriously.

The subscriptions to the London portion 
of the new Russian loan of $280,000,000 
closed the other day. The amount has 
been over subscribed four or five times.

A London despatch of the 25th, says 
that five are dead and twenty are in the 
Hospital at Walthamston a London sub­
urb, as a result of an attempted highway 
robbery by two Italians.

A head on collision between two Cana­
dian Pacific freight trains occurred near 
Mecamp Maine Engineer Crandall and 
fireman Ferguson were badly injured. 
Both the locomotives and five oars were 
partially demolished.

Both the winter steamers were delayed 
for several hours, near Piotou Island, by 
ice, on Monday, As a consequence of the 
delay fn crossing the foreign mail did not 
arrive at Charlottetown till near seven 
o’clock Monday evening. There was no 
crossing yesterday, both boats being hung 
np by the storm.

Washington advices of the 26th, say 
that British Ambassador, Bryioe, United 
States Secretary Root, A. B. Aylesworth 
of Canada and Attorney-General Kent of 
Newfoundland, who had been in conference 
there had reached an agreement on the 
Newfoundland fisheries question, concern­
ing subjects to be submitted to the Hague. 
The particulars of the agreement have not 
been announced.

The steamer Nantucket and the tug 
Gypsum King were both ashore on the 
Mass ooasc at Woodhole on the 25tb, the 
Nantucket being badly damaged. The 
passengers were transferred and a wreck­
ing company now working on the 
steamer.

G. Wood, of Salt Lake city, «“million­
aire miner owner, perhaps the largest 
sheep owner in the west, was instantly 
killed by a Union Pacific engine in the 
Oregon Short Line railroad yards, a few 
evenings ago. He is supposed to have in­
tended to board an incoming train and was 
taking a walk about the yards and failed 
to hear the engine rattling along.

A RAILWAY COMPARISON.

While the Intercolonial Railway, 
owned by the Dominion and man­
aged by a minister under the pat­
ronage system, comes oat a boat 
$1,000,000 worse in the last calendar 
year than tie year before, the 
Temiskaming Railway, owned by 
the Province of Ontario, and oper­
ated on business principles by an 
independent commission, is said to 
have a balance of $60,000 better 
than the previous year. The On­
tario railway is handing over to the 
government a surplus over working 
expenses more than sufficient to pay 
interest on the cost of the road. 
The Intercolonial pays no interest, 
but will draw on the treasury for 
something like $1,000,000 acknow­
ledged deficit and a farther sum of 
two or three millions alleged to have 
been spent in improvements, but 
mostly required to replace plant, 
buildings and equipment destroyed 
or worn out. Since the Laurier 
government took office (he country 
has spent $34,000,000 on capital 
account on the Intercolonial, or 
almost exactly the same as was ex­
pended in the previous thirty years 
after Confederation. Tiday the 
Intercolonial is costing, including 
repairs and replacements, two or 
three millions a year more, in excess 
of itq, earnings, than it did before 
this $34,000,000 was invested.

YUKON FINANCE.
The Yukon election takes place 

next week. The member-elect 
should give the House some inform­
ation on Dominion finance in that 
district. For the last four years the 
revenue from the Yukon has been 
about half the government expendiv 
ure there. The Dominion is spend 
ing $1,200,000 or more a year, and 
the revenue which was $2 000,000 
in 1901, has fallen to $600,000, but 
the cost of government is no less 
today when the population is about 
6,000, well settled and organized, 
than when it was a mob of 30,000, 
producing four or five times as much 
gold as the presentooiput. In 1901 
the Interior Department collected 
$1,200,000 and cost less than $300,- 
000. Now it costs over $400,900 
a year and collects less than $300,- 
000. The Post Offioe receipts are 
lees than $20,000, anl the expendi­
ture six times that. It costs $90,- 
000 a year to administer justice in a 
district having the population of a 
moderate sized town. Yukon finance 
is one of the modern mysteries.

Justice should resign on a pension 
equal to his full salary, and in con­
sidéra'ion oi his doirg so he would 
be knighted. Chief Justice Tuck 
replied he would rather be an un­
titled judge than an idle knigb1, He 
retired later, when be found himself 
It»,; i bis to perform his du i s, bui 
admitted that be could not ilaim 
the ti la as he bad refused to make 
the vacancy when it was needed.

served for ten years mi.be legislature 
and parliament as an uncompromis­
ing Liberal when the McKenzie 
government, almost on its last legs, 
made him Auditor-General. For 
almost 18 years be uordtinized the 
accounts of his former political 
opponents. He was strict and vig­
ilant, but the Conservative ministers 
saw the necessity of such an officer, 
and tried to keep their-depart mente 
up to bis standards, Mr McDougall 
na uraliy expected still better things 
from his own party when at last it 
reached power on the promts* of 
greater economy and stricter busi­
ness methods. He was bitterly dis­
appointed, and during bis whole 
period of offioe after 1896, met with 
official and ministerial resistance 
to his efforts to prevent irregular, 
dishonest and wasteful administra­
tion. Departments, on some of 
which the light has since been 
turned, triumphed over him. There 
were perpetual over-rulings of bis 
objections, and persistant refusals of 
information whioh be required. In 
the end the Auditor was worn out 
by the struggle and allowed himself 
to be retired from the service. From 
that time until the Oourtney-Fishe 
investigation, the machine men and 
grafters who overcame the Auditor 
had things all their own way. But 
Mr McDougall lived long enough to 
see some things brought to light 
which be had not been permitted to 
investigate.

FOURTEEN DAYS IN THE 
RUINS.

Search for the buried victims of 
the earthquake still continues and is 
frequently rewarded with the rescue 
of the living. On January 11th a 
man named Benseja, who bad spent 
fourteen days without food shut in 
the ruins of his home, was taken out 
unoonecione and resuscitated. He 
had been caught in a kind of 
straight-jacket formed by the debris, 
and, nnable to move, was compelled 
to Watch the lingering death of his 
wife and four children. Last Sat­
urday week a man and bis wife were 
removed from a natural tomb not 
only living but conscious, Their 
impiisonment bad lasted thirteen 
days. On the night of January 9th 
a terrifia storm, accompanied by 
earti quake shocks, caused the fall of 
a number of buildings and walls in 
the ruined city and spread new terror 
among the survivors. Mott of the 
people in Messina were camped 
under tents and bate, and nearly al} 
of these were beaten down by the 
wind and blinding rain. Over sixty 
feet of' the landing quays in the 
harbor were swept sway, carrying 
off a large qnantity of provisions 
stored there, and several horses. 
Near Glarre an immense fissure 
opened 650 feet long, 8 feet wide, 
and 65 feet deep.

deep, containing 1,300 bodies. The 
d^ad wye piled one oq top of the 
otfer add wale covered with qniok. 
Hebe. The prelate wjs followed to 
the cemetery by a la-ge gathering of 
survivors, whose lamentations min 
g led with the service and benedio 
tion. -Then the Archbishop walked 
through the ruins end blessed the 
Military Hospital, the Military Col­
lege, the Btnfaoki and the Arch­
bishop's haw, ^considering these 
wrecked edifices as so many cemet­
eries. Under them were the re 
maine of soldiers, students, police 
men, monks and priests. A banker 
named Manromati, who was one of 
the richest residents, lost everything. 
On January 9,h he went "to the 
authorities, barefooted and half 
clothed, and asked for a pair of shoes 
and an overcoat. With the excep­
tion of Saint' Andrea "Avellino, all 
the churches in Messina have been 
destroyed. Ô:is mains had burst 
and taken fire and torrential rain 
was falling steadily npOn the remains 
of. the burning city, beneath which, 
it is not too much to estimate, some 
fifty thousand human beings, still 
alive, were imprisoned and in agony. 
Men and women, half Miofio with 
fright or maddened with hunger and 
thirst, were rushing about crying 
ont for food. Wherever a boat 
approached the wrecked water front, 
wild faced, starving creatures, in 
blood-stained rags, waded ont 
stretching forth tbeir bands and 
crying “ Bread I Bread !” It has 
been literally impossible to count 
the dead, and tbe bodies that have 
been extracted from tbe wreck. In 
the first attempt at saving life, bodies 
were positively torn to pieces— 
heads, Arms, feet and hands lay 
scattered among broken masonry.

The interior of hundreds of half- 
demolished buildings hive not been 
penetrated yet. The Wbrkpf excava­
tion being done by tbe Italian sold­
iers is inexpressibly slow, and rain re­
tards it further. The sections of tbe 
city back from the harbor are unex­
plored, practically tfie narrow streets 
are-filled with heaps of stone, smashed 
timbers and powdered plaster. Liv­
ing persons are still being taken from 
the ruins. Days ago-rt was thought 
tfcat ail burned under tbe masses of 
wreckage must have perished, but se­
veral persons taken out on January 9 
were fduisd to-b»lnextraordinary good 
condition. A party rescued an old 
jnanf’n Their «tkeftlign was called to 
tbe place where be was lying by the 
whining of a dog. They succeeded in 
removing a great quantity of debrise, 
and there they came upon the dog’s 
master, alive but unconscious.

Some idea of tbe wealth of Measina 
is given by the fuel that $90.000.000, 
owned in Messina is invested in Gov­
ernment bonds, yielding a yearly in­
terest of $4 800,000. The greater 
part of this is impossiile to pay, as the 
bonds have been lost. The people, 
however' mourn more than anything 
else the destruction of their cathedral 
the glory of Messina, which had been 
famous for centuries, defying all for 
mer cataclysms, with its beautiful cy 
clopic monolith columns and glorious 
Normsn, Angevin and Aragonese 
tombs of Kings of Italy/ All these 
are ruined.
