this—“To think people are barbarians 
because they do not happen to know 
the particular things which you 
know.”

In Jane Austen's "Mansfield Park." 
when the little country cousin cqmes 
to live at the great house, hey wealthy 
cousins are astonished at her ignor­
ance and constantly run to their 
mother saying "Dear mamma, only 
think, my cousin cannot put the map 
of Europe together— or my cousin 
cannot tell the principal rivers in 
Russia, or she does not know the dif­
ference between water colors and 
crayons. How strange! Did you ever 
hear anything so stupid?"

In the end it turns out that Fanny, 
although she may be ignorant of the 
rivera in Russia or the distinction be­
tween crayon and water colors, knows 
a great many things that her cousins 
don't, and is developed along lines in 
which they are painfully deficient. In­
cidentally. as anyone who has ever 
"Visited Mansfield Park will remember. 
Fanny eventually "wins out." to use a 
slangy but expressive term.

Now. the attitude of Fanny's little 
cousins at the great house is the at­
titude which many much older and 
should-be wiser folks are prone to as­
sume when they find that people are 
ignorant in any line in which 
themselves are proficient.

Say that you are well versed in lit­
erature. and in conversation with a 
friend chance to quote from Rosetti.

and your friend lets out the fact that 
he never heard of Rosetti. TVith what 
holy horror you regard him, and how 
promptly you set him down as an im­
possible ignoramus. Ah. my friend, 
suppose he should begin to talk about 
fhe international peace situation— 
surely something as vital and won­
derful as even Rosetti’s poetry—and 
should he mention great names and 
events that were all as Greek to you. 
wouldn’t he have as great a right to 
set you down as impossible and a 
Barbarian?

There are many thousands of 
branches on the tree of knowledge and 
so many millions of twigs on ecah 
branch, that if a man were to live all 
of Methuselah's nine hundred and 
sixty-nine years, and apply himself to 
learning all the days of his life, there 
is no doubt that he would still die ig­
norant on many subjects.

Doubtless some young sprig, who 
was particularly interested in som< 
tiny twig on the tree of knowledge, 
might start to talk to this suppositious 
person on this particular subject, and 
fignding that he knew nothing about 
it. set him down as an ignoramus.

If you will look very long and in­
tently at one object and then shu! 
your eyes you can still see that object 
everywhere. A great many of us look 

•so long and intently at the particular 
objects that interest us. and close out 
eyes to other interests so tightly, that 
we see our own interests everywhere 
and cannot comprehend those who d< 
not share with us this distortion ol 
vision.

If we would only remember tbit 
truth, and be willing to go to school tc 
other people occasionally, instead o!

Alexander had several regular army 
jfficers on his payroll in order to 
ihow the militia how to “present 
inns" without falling down, and after 
îe had conquered everything from 
lutte, Montana, to the Milky Way the 
nilitia declared for the closed shop 
ind started for home.

Exploring for 
Edible Fishes

We are familiar enough in New­
foundland with international disputes 
about fisheries, but so far we have 
heard little and benefitted less by in­
ternational co-operation to make the 
best of the resources of the sea. Yet 
there is an international society at 
work for this very purpose. It is 
known as the Permanent Internation­
al Council for the Exploration of the 
Sea. Ten countries are represented 
in the council by official delegates 
with full powers :—Great Britain 
Germany, Russia, the Netherlands 
France, Belgium, Denmark, Norway. 
Sweden and Finland. The objects of 
the society are: —

"To acquire a thorough knowledge 
of the commercial fishes of the At­
lantic Ocean, to apply that knowledge 
in the interest of fishing and fisher­
men, and to advise the co-operating 
Governments in all matters pertain­
ing to the preservation of the fish 
supply, the development of the fisher­
ies, and fishery legislatibn."

The Shipping Gazette of New York 
says : —

"Congress is asked at the present 
session to make an appropriation to 
help carry on the work of the Inter­
national Council, and one of the very 
first moves will be to investigate the 
disappearance of the great school of 
mackerel from the east coast of the 
United States.

The mackerel was one of the great 
staple fish foods of the country as far 
back as Colonial days, and the fishery 
was very actively prosecuted in New 
England and in the Middle Atlantic 
States. In 1886, after several years of 
unprecedented abundance, the rnack- 
eral dropped off suddenly and has 
never resumed its former plenteous­
ness. The fishery of 1910 was the 
poorest in the history of the country. 
As against a catch of about 600,000 
barrels of salted fish in 1885, the 
catch of 1910 was only 2,700 barrels.

There are to-day invested in the 
mackerel fishery nearly $2,000,000, but 
the fishery is being prosecuted more 
in the way of a lottery than anything 
else. Notwithstanding the long-con­
tinued disappearance of the mackerel, 
vessels are fitted out every spring in 
the expectation that the missing fish 
will come back in as great numbers 
as in 1885. Sixteen hundred men have 
been year after year holding on to this 
fishery with the hope that something 
will turn up. If the mackerel were 
to come back their vessels would 
make tremenuous profits. Salted 
mackerel have sold as high as $40 a 
barrel, whereas in 1850 they sold for 
$4 and $5 a barrel.”

C. V. Rklieson to be Electrocuted 
May 18.

Boston, Jan. 9.—With the appear­
ance of a man who has abandoned all 
hope of life, Rev. Clarence V. T. Riche- 
son stood at the bar of justice, de­
clared his guilt of the premeditated 
murder of his former sweetheart, Avis 
Lionel 1, and heard without a tremor 
the words of Judge Sanderson that 
condemned him to death in the electric 
chair on the week beginning May 19. 
To the half dozen questions which 
Judge Sanderson put to Richeson, as 
to whether he realized the full nature 
and effect of his acknowledgment of 
guilt, whether his confession was 
voluntary and made after consultation 
with his counsel, whether the sen­
tence of death should be pronounced 
with no word from him against it, the 
tall figure answered without the 
slightest emotion, always in the af­
firmative.

Richeson’s counsel declared after 
the proceedings that an appeal for 
exectuive clemency would follow soon, 
and that every effort would be made 
to obtain life imprisonment instead of 
death as the punishment.

Some well-known attorneys remark­
ed to-night that Judge Sanderson’s ac­
tion in accepting the plea and order­
ing it spread upon the records of the 
court, might have an echo in the Su­
preme Court, on the ground that a jury 
alone would accept such a plea.

term, and what does it imply? I do 
not refer to those who are known as 
‘Operative Masons,’ but rather those 
who are known as speculative or 
Free and Accepted Masons. I may 
further be asked, what are the teach­
ings of Free Masonry, and why are 
those who live up to its teachings 
called ‘good Masons' as distinguished 
from the good and worthy fiien who 
are not Mesons? In dealing briefly 
with this subject, i must bear in mind 
that all who are present with us this 
evening are not of the mystic tie. It 
is not often we have the privilege of 
addressing our lady friends within 
this Temple, and I need not say that 
we are glad to have them with us. 
They, too, derive some benefit from 
our institution, because good as them 
husbands and brothers may be, they 
are better men by being Masons, as 
you know it is a very1 ancient insti­
tution, having existed from time im­
memorial. It is founded on the prin­
ciples of piety and virtue, and 
throughout its various ceremonies 
these principles are the leading char- 

| acteristics. A Mason is obliged by 
j his tenure to obey the moral law. He 
; is enjoined to be a peaceable subject 

wherever he may reside, and he is 
cheerfully to conform to all lawful 
authority. He is to uphold on every 
occasion the interest of the commun­
ity in which he resides and zealously 
to promote its prosperity. He is bound 
by peculiar ties to promote peace, cul-

ings of a brother and tox pour the 
healing balm of consolation into the 
bosom of the afflicted. Such then 
my friends are some of the teachings 
of Freemasonry, and may we not 
claim that the man who lives accord 
ing to these principles and tenets is 
a good man and therefore a good 
Mason. Having been for 25 years as­
sociated with the late Rt. Hon. Sir 
W. V. Whiteway, I am In a position to 
assert that no man has set such a 
high example in the practice of the 
principles of Masonry. If we only 
follow in his footsteps we also earn 
the distinction of being called “good 
Masons.’" And what greater name 
can a man leave behind him."

The subjoined brief record of the 
late District Grand Master was then 
submitted by Mr. Clift:—

In November, 1849, he was initiated 
into St. John's Lodge by Bro. Olivei 
Goldsmith, a grand nephew of th< 
great pcet. He was appointed Inne: 
Guard in 1851, and Acting Senio 
Warden in 1853, and, as such, signet 
the address presented to Bro. Dr 
Kane, when he called In here on hli 
way to the relief of Sir John Frank 
lin. He was appointed Senior Ward 
en in 1854, under the Mastership o 
Patrick Tasker.

He became a Charter member am 
first Worshipful Master of Avalo 
Lodge in 1859, of which Lodge h 
continued to be a member until hi; 
death. In 1871 he was appointed De 
puty Grand Master by the late Hor 
James Shannon Clift, who was, c 
that time, District Grand Master.

Seven years later the Most Wor 
shipful Grand Master, H.R.H. th 
Prince of Wales, appointed him, o 
the death of Mr. Clift. District Gram 
Master: which office he held until hi 
death, in 1908.

In 1878, in conjunction with tl: 
late Hon. A. M. Mackay. Provinci; 
Grand Master, he laid, with Mason: 
honors the corner stone of St. Ar 
drew’s Church. During a visit t 
England, some few years later, in ai 
audience with the Most Worshipfu 
Grand Master, the Prince of Wale: 
he received from him an autograp 
portrait of His Royal Highness, whicl 
has ever since adorned the walls o 
our Lodge room. In June, 1885, h< 
laid the corner stone of our first Ma 
sonic Temple, and, in December o 
the same year, he performed the dedi 
cation ceremony. In August, 1894, h 
laid the corner stone of our presen 
Temple, and dedicated it on St. Geor 
ge's Day, in 1897.

During his visit to England, in con 
nection with the Diamond Jubilee t 
Queen Victoria, he presented, on bi 
half of the Free Masons of Newfound 
land, an address to H.P.H. the Prlnc 
of Wales, Grand Master. On this ot 
casion he was elevated to the rank c 
Privy Councillor, and the Free Me 
sons of Newfoundland assembled oi 
the 24th of June and passed a résolu 
tion of congratulation, which wa 
transmitted to him by cable.

On the occasion of his visit t 
South Africa, in 1899, he was receiv 
ed with marked attention and kind 
ness by several of the Lodges then 
and, on his return, an address c 
thanks was forwarded by the Dis 
trict Grand Lodge to the South Afric; 
I-odges.

In 1900, on attaining his Masoni- 
Jubilee, he- was presented by th< 
Lodges under his jurisdiction with : 
Golden Loving Cup.

As it was in St. John’s Lodge tha 
he first saw the light of Masonry, i 
was fitting that he should there en, 
his Masonic career. His last appear 
ance in a Masonic Lodge was at thi 
Installation in December, 1907.

Their forefathers fought that they 
might enjoy the blessings which they 
do to-day. The spirit of 1776 was as 
much alive to-day as ever it was, and 
while they owe allegiance to the flag 
under which they live and to the 
country that gives them a home, yet 
they must never forget dear Old Tens 
Nova, “the ocean's bride, nestled 
'neath the ocean’s foam."

The celebration came to a close as 
the hands of the clock pointed toward 
the wee hours, each member retiring, 
feeling a much better and a much 
happier fellow for having spent an 
with the boys from home, sweet home.

Sevèn Frozen

Delhart, Texas, Jan. 16.—Seven per­
sons are reported to have been frozen 
to death in what is known as "No 
Man's Land," in the extreme south­
western corner of Oklahoma, during 
the recent blizzard. Five members of 
one family were found dead on a 
farm near Guymon, Qkla., the body 
of Henry A. Alls, a farmer, was 
found In a road near Hooper, Okla., 
and a “freighter" was frozen to death 
while en route from Ochiltree, Texas, 
to Liberal, Kansas.

Hazard, Ky., Jan.' 16.—Snow bound 
in their mountain cabin home, the 
three children of Mrs. Nancy Allen 
Fuzzy, of Grapevine, near this town, 
perished from cold, and Mrs. Fuzzy 
was found lying unconscious beside 
the frozen bodies on the floor. A 
neighbor noticed that no smoke issued 
from the chimney and dug bis way 
through the snow into the cabin. A 
search revealed the fact that there 
was neither food nor fuel in the hut. 
Efforts to revive the mother have 
proven unavailing.
