The Duration
of the War.

The natural corollary to

the completion of two

years of war, with the at-

tendant reviews of the

- course of events and the
military situation which have been
made on every side, is the now oft-
repeated question, when will the war
end? It is not only being more fre-
quently asked, but more seriously an-
swered, than ever tbefore, .for it is re-
cognised to be no longer a foolish
speculation, but an inquiry deserving
every consideration. Peace must not
come upon us so suddenly and find us
so little prepared for it as war did
two years ago. A recent message
from London, which is printed in the
Montreal Star of August 1st, gives

the opinions of several eminent men.

They are interesting chiefly by con-
trast. “Tot homin quot sententine.”
This is not surprising, considering the
subject, but on many points there is
real agreement, and an examination of
the reasons on which their opipions
are based sheds a good deal of light
c¢n the darkness which necessarily
covers the guestion.

An average -struck between the
periods conjectured would be about
nine months from this date, or about
the end of next winter. Nearly all
experts are agreed, and it is obvious
enough, that the coming winter will
test, dll(l in all probability destroy,
Germany’s power of resistance. The
question is primarily one for military
men to answer. The Allied military
leaders, Ha'ig, Jofire, Robertson and
others, all express their conviction of
the ultimate defeat of Germany, which
is after all the only thing that really
matters. But every _day spent in
bringing it about entails prodigious
expenditure of money and precious
lives, so that the exact date of her de-
feat 'and surrender is not such a very
secondary consideration. On this
point, of course, these authorities are
silent: their business is not prophecy
but war. But many observers, basing
their observations on purely military
matters, agree that Austria cannot
well hold ocut beyond the end of ‘the
present year, or Germany much be-
yond the end of next winter. This a
conservative estimate,- and - we may
be justified in shoriening it somewhat
by taking into account the economic
and “moral™ factors, both of which
are, or will be, strongly against Ger-
many.

The latter seems to us too often
overlooked or underestimated. Ger;
many wil capitulate when the Ger-
man people realise that defeat is in-
evitable and a prolongation of the
struggle merely an addition to miser-
ies only made tolerable by the hope
of victory. They are sustained by that
hope now. They are confident of ulti-
mate victory, but all the positive parts
of it have been achieved already; it
will be confirmed by the retention of
the conquered territories against the
futile efforts of the Allies to regain
them. What, then, will be the effect
upon the German mind, thus. deluded,
when it is apparent that these terri-
tories cannot be retained? Victory
will vanish completely, but will de-
feat appear inevitable? Will it be

necessary toc drive the German armies

many think? © Probably, but Germany,
the real Germany at home, will admit
defeat long before that happens. The
‘Teal frontiers: of Germany are the
[living ones at Ypres, on the Somme,
at Verdun, at Riga, and at Kovel.
Every mile the Allies drive them back
is an invasion of Germany:

Sooner cor later the German lines

1on the Somme will be pierced. A re-

tirement will be necessary. What are
the German people then to think? If
their army can be driven thus far it
can be daven further. Will even the
Rhine and its fortifications be an in-
superable defence? Even if they are,
what of East Prussia and what of Hun-
gary? In our opinion, it is idle to
think of peace until the Germans are
at last on the run in France; but the
moment they are we can think of it
in earnest and as imminent. Add to
this military set-back, utterly un-
dreamt of in Germany even to-day,
the prospect of unbearable economic
distress and an increasing conscious-
ness of a bad cause, which the end to
be achieved made it hitherto unneces-
sary to inquire into, and we have a
combination of causes which in their
cumulative effect will most surely and
very rapidly bring about the end for
which the whole world is praying.

The list of promotions to the rank
of Second: Lieutenant, which we
print elsewhere, will be received with
pleasure. An honour more deserved
could not be ‘given. All these young
soldiers are fine men, and most of
them took part in the great advance
of July 1st. We note with particular
pleasure the name of Ralph Herder,
who receives his commission direct
from the rank of Corporal. His con-
duct in the engagement, when the rest
of his platoon were killed or wound-
ed and he had to continue alone until
himself wounded, has already been
noticed. He is now completely re-
covered from his wound and has re-
ported at Ayr. We congratulate all
the new officers on their well-won
promotion.

The work of the Australians has

again been extremely brilliant. Pozi-

eres will be forever associated with
their name. The taking of the second
line of German trenches near Thiep-
val is a feat of the greatest import-
ance and a striking indication of the
power behind the British attack. The
German second line is being methodi-
cally reduced over a considerable ex-
tent, and even their third line has
been penetrated at some points. This
fact, and the repeated failure of very
strong German counter-attacks, are
a sufficient answer to critics who as-
sert that the offensive has failed. If
the Australians are inh sight of Cour-
celette and Martinpuich they are
well on the way along the road to
Bapaume.

WITH THE BRITISH ARMIES
IN FRANCE.

Under a mercﬂess concentration of
sheil fire the Australians are holding
on to their gains to-day, after their
advance last night on a front of two
miles. The Germans have already
delivered three powerful counter at-
tacks to retake the lost ground; all
failed. In one of the counter attacks
the Germans came forward holding
up their hands and' surrendered. Be-
hind them the British guns placed
curtains of shell fire through which
it was impossible for them to retreat,
while the Australians machine guns
and rifles mowing them down made it
hopeless to continue the charge. Their
last previous attack having been by
the right flank, the British ‘renewed
the offensive by the left flank after a
week of bombing and sapping. Here
the task fell on the Australians, who
added another victory to their bril-
liant record in taking Pozieres. In
gruelling heat under a blazing sun,
they had been working in continued
shell fire, digging their new trenches }
opening beyond Pozieres and facing
the German front line trenches on the
left of the break the British already
had made in their previous attack.
This was one of the remaining im-
portant positions on the high ground
which had been so bitterly contested.
The Germans were surprised and even
the British staff somewhat surprised
when it was found that the first, re-
ports that the Australians had taken
every road front which they had at-
tacked were correct, and some six
hundred prisoners were started baclk.
With this additional front, the Brit-
ish now hold five miles of the former
German second line. The Australians
are to-day in sight of Martinpuch
and Courcelette. Beyond is Thiepval
on the summit of a hill, where the
British attack of July 1st met its heav-
jest losses, and was repulsed. Now
this whole section could be put under
an enfilading fire of the British guns.

PROGRESS AT POZIERES.

LONDON, To-day.
An official last night from General
Headquarters reads: The ~ enemy
made two attacks early this morning
against the ground which we had
gained northwest of Pozieres. In one
attack, by the use of liquid fire, he
temporarily pushed us back along one
of the trenches we had captured, but
later we recovered all but some forty
yards of the ground thus lost. In
the other attack the enemy  was Te-
pulsed with loss.

Last week was memorable as mark-
ing the close of the second and ‘the
opening of the third year of war.
Naturally, we read many reviews of
the past and prognostications of the
future. The latter concern us most
and we note, amid wide differences of
opinion in detail, a general agree-
ment among the best writers on two
facts: they say that it will be some
time yet, possibly a year or more, be-
fore Germany and Austria are com-
pletely beaten, but that the passing of
the initiative so entirely to the Allies
makes that eventual defeat inevitable.
German opinion, so far as we know it,
is necessarily guarded. Their chief
reliance, beyond doubt, is in the hold-
ing up of all attempts to crush in
their line, leading to the recognition
by our Allies of Germany’s invinci-
bility and their willingness, in the
end, to treat for peace. :

The military situation was marked
last week by few outstanding events,
but it shows definite and logical pro-
gress. The offensive has not been in-
terrupted on any front, but both
sides seem to be taking a short
“breather,” which we may be sure is
only a prelude to the most violent ac-
tivity. Each week brings a crisis
nearer. ‘On the West front, in par-
ticular, the pace cannot be maintain-
ed for long at such a height—some-
thing must crack.

On the Somme, while there is little
progress to record, ‘the fighting has
been of the greatest importance and
favourable to us. Pozieres is de-
finitely in the hands of the British,
but there are some outlying heights
which must yet be taken before the
position has its full value. But the!
most important fighting has been go-
ing on in the French sector, between
Combles and Clery. The . former is
in a sense the key to the whole of-
fensive, for its possession gives con-
trol of the Bapaume-Peronne rail-
road. At one -point, known as Mona-
cua Farm, the French have actually
gained a small section of the third
and last German line and seem to be
holding it against furious and re-
peated counter-attacks. We may look
for comtinued and violent fighting all
along this area, for the French and
British will shortly make a most de-
termined effort to capture and hold
the vital third line of German tren-
ches. They have done prodigies al-
ready in taking the first two lines in
so many places. The latest message
tells of the capture of a large extent
of the German second line north of
Pozieres, which will greatly strength-
en the British position there.

We were reminded of Verdun oncg
more by the announcement that the
French had retaken Fleury and  had
resisted the most desperate attempts
of the Germans to wrest it from
them. Nothing could be more signifi-
cant, for if the Crown Prince’s army
has been sufficiently depleted here to
allow the French definitely to assume
the offensive, the victory of the latter
will be patent to all the world. We
shall soon see if this is indeed so.
Amnother point worthy of notice is the
carrying out of raids by the Cana-
dians and others at other points of
the line, quite considerable in them-
selves and useful reminders : to” the
Germans of the danger of removing
men to the Somme front.

Returnin

g Soidiers
Me‘t At Station

By Thousands of Citizens -- Experiences of
“Ours” In France and Gallipoli.

At 4 p.m. Saturday the cross-coun-
try express pulled into the railway

station, having on board ' Lieuts,
Knight, Snow, Edgar Smith, ‘Duley
and Thompson, who have been trans-
ferred here to assist in training; also
Sergt. Major Paver, Q. M. 8. Oke, Ser-
geants Edwards and Noonan, Corpor-
als Mais and Stenlake, Lance-Corpls.
Hussey and Crossman, most of whom
are invalided; Privates Gladney (D.
C. M.), Harris, Evans, Tompkinson,
Bowering, Bradbury and Hollett,
wounded Gallipoli heroes; and Pen-
ney, Jesso, Bursey, O’'Dea, Kent and
Stockley, who are returning unfit for
active service. For two hours previ-
ous to the train’s arrival thousands-
of people assembled at the station.
Inclided in the number were the
Lord Bishop of . Newfoundland, His
Lordship Bishop Power of St. Geor-
ge's, Very Rev. Fr. Renouf, Rev. Fr.
Wilson, Rev. H. Uphill, Rev. W. E. R.
Cracknell, Rev. .C. E. Moulton, Rev.

Outerbridge, Chairman of the Stand-
ing Committee of the Patriotic Associ-
ation; Hon. J. R. Bennett, Acting Pre-
mier; Hon. M. P. Cashin, Hon. J. D.
Ryan, Hon. J. C. Crosbie, Hon. R.
Watson, Mrs. Browning and the ladies
of the W. P. A. Drawn up in front
eof the platform was the Regimental
bugle and drum band, and as the train
slowly pounded its way into the sta-
tion the band struck up a lively step,
familiar to our soldier boys, and amid
veciferous cheering the returned sol-
diers were given a - great reception.

The boys were then
placed in motor cars and driven. to
Government House.  Our D. C. M. was
given the place of honor and sat be-
tween the Acting Premier and Sir
Joseph Outerbridge. - His Excellency
Lieut.-Col. Davidson inspected the men
and in a short address thanked the
returned soldiers for the valuable ser-
vice they had rendered the Emipire,
making reference to ‘the Gallipoli
campaign and the immortal July 1st.
The /... Ladies’ ' Patriotic ,. Association
treated the boys to cigarettes and
candy, after which they, were allowed
to return to their homes.

Lieut. Knight, 2nd Lieuts. J. Snow,
Smith,. Thompson, Duley and Ed-
gar are all Gallipoli heroes, some of
whom have been wounded but are now
recovered and are home for the pur-
pese stated above.

Lieuts. Knight, Snow and Thompson
were in the big drive on July 1st, par-
ticulars of which were published in
this - paper shortly. after. Lieuts.

Knight and Snow were in the froat
line when the order came to charge,
but escaped with very sli'ght injuries.
Lieut. Thompson, who was salvage

officer, got in some good ‘work. About
four hours after the drive the Feser-
ves went into the trenches, and fear-
ing a counter attack Capt. Donnelly
and his men who volunteered to bring
in the wounded were not allowed to
go out.” However the next day Dr.
Frew, a Scotchman in charge of the
R .A. M. C,, got his men at work and
brought in a large number of wound-
ed and dead, the ambulance men go-
ing right up to the German lines in
performing, their duty, for which they
were highly praised by the command-
ing officer, Brigadier General Cayley.
Six «days after the famous charge the
men were removed to Angle Belmere
and afterwards to their rest station.
Shortly ‘after the officers mentioned
were sent to England, where they
joined the s.s.' Corinthian and, in
company with the other soldiers, ar-
rived at Quebec, and on Saturday
reached St. John's.

Private William Gladney, D.C.M,, as
is well known to all, is a Gallipoli
hero, having that honour bestowed
upon him for valuable service render-
ed on the battlefield. It happened
that the Turks were making things
hot for our boys with their concealed
guns. Gladney volunteered to -hunt
them out; so crawling on his hands
and knees he undertook what appear-
ed to be the impossible. In front of
the Turkish trenches were six pickets
in dugouts, a short distance in ad-
vance of the others, who would be
relieved every hour. One by one our
hero picked off his men and getting
into the advance line of the enemy’s
trenches he drew a rough sketch of
the position of the' various guns, and
crawling back to his own trenches
he handed the information to the of-
ficer in command. A second attempt
was made, this time in company with
an officer, but had to be abandoned,
as in the meantime "the Turks got
wise. Private Gladney, though born
in Canada, has lived the greater part
of his life at Portugal Cove with his
aunt, the late Miss Bridget Gladney,
who passed to the great beyond about
five weeks ago. He was educated at
St. Ben’s College and enlisted at the
béginning of the war. At 10 p.m. Sat-
urday the young D. C. M. arrived at
the old home in the historic and patri-
otic Portugal Cove, where hundreds
of old men, women and children, for
there are very few young men left
in<the place, turned out to welcome
their hero home. Owing to the recent
death of his late  aunt, and of the
deaths of Private Goss and Greely,
killed in action July 1st, the big de-
monstration which was to take place
was cancelled. Over 35 per cent. of
the male population of this little vil-
lage of 1,000 people have answered
the call of Empire, in several cases
the sole supporters of widowed moth-
ers, and two to four members of each
family are represented in the Army
or I\avv mostly in the latter.
