I GOES THROUGH 44 FOOT CANAL.
The floating of lake steamers 

through the Welland Canal by cutt­
ing them in two so that the locks 
will accomodate them, and then re­
joining the halves for ocean use, is 
by now an old story; but It has re­
cently cropped up again, with a brand 
new angle. The latest ship to be 
floated through the canal in halves 
was not merely too long to be ac­
comodated in the locks, but it was 
too wide to go through the canal at 
all; yet it made the trip successfully 

The answer to this seeming para­
dox, was the idea of F. A. Eustis of 
the United States Shipping Board. 
I.ike the answers to so many knotty 
problems, it was simple enough, once 
Mr. Eustis pointed out how it was to 
he done. The ship, a 10,000-ton 
freighter of 460 feet length and 50 
feet beam, was bisected in the or­
dinary fashion ; then each half was 
gently but none the less firmly roll­
ed over on Its beam ends to be tow­
ed through the Canal, which had a 
width of 44 feet only. Even so, it was 
a tight squeeze—so tight that the 
engineers in charge did not fell justi­
fied in taking any chances at all. So 
they constructed wooden templates 
of the vessel’s cross-section, and took 
them to the canal ; and they found 
that the “Van Hise” would pass 
through, rolled over on her side, 
with a clearance of eight inches on 
each side between her decks, or the 
keel, and the side of the big ditch.

As may be imagined, the task of 
rolling a 10,000-ton vessel on her 
side Is no easy one. No attempt was 
made to do it by means of cranes or 
any such direct mechanical means. A 
series of big tanks was secured to 
what was intended to become the 
under side of each half of the ship, 
and these were pumped full of water. 
The calculations were well made, and 
the capacity of the tanks proved just 
sufficient to capsize the sections, 
which rolled gently over on their 
sides just five hours after the pumps 
were started. After the passage, the 

j sections wo-e rolled back by attach- 
j ing similar ' tanks to appropriate 
! points along the exposed keel, 
j One interesting feature is found in 
’the fact that none of the machinery 
: or heavier fittings were removed for 
. the rolling and floating. Accordingly 
: the refitting of the “Van Hise” for 
■ service, after she got through the 
Canal, will be a simple matter. We 

; say will be, because while the passage 
! of the Canal was made late in the 
• fall, it was not planned to bring the 
two sections to their destination and 
fit them together until the coming of 
spring. One section of a freighter 

( had already been lost in Lake Ontario 
; last year, and the engineers were in- 
| dined to await a season when they 
would be taking no chances with the 
weather. It may be said that the 
Joinings of ship sections brought 
through the Welland passage is effect- 

ied at Montreal, whence the restored 
vessel proceeds under her own 
power,; so the necessity for taking 
into account the crotchets of the 
weather man in towing sections 
through Lake Ontario Is apparent— 
Scientific American.

Making Two Destroyers 
Into One.

The destroyer “Nubian” of the -Brit­
ish navy while in patrol, ran into a 
fnine (probably when the stern Was 
swinging over as the boat was turn­
ing), and the after-half of her was 
blown to pieces. Fortunate, the steel 
of her bulkheads was good and tough 
and the riveting well done, with the 
result that the forward half of the 
vessel remained afloat and was ultim­
ately towed to a dockyard.

Another victim was the destroyer, 
"Zulu,” which touched off a mine that 
tore the forward third of the vessel 
apart and left It looking like the pro­
verbial “pile of scrap iron.” In this 
case, also, the bulkheads held and

the salvaging vessels were able to 
tew the after-part of the “Zulu” to the 
same dockyards in which the “Nu­
bian” has found refuge.

It is one of the fortunate circum­
stances attending the wrecking of 
ships by mines that the action of the 
high explosives is so swift, that It 
blows in the portion of the ship that 
is struck without seriously affecting 
the rest of the vessel ;. that Is to say, 
a vessel may lose bow or stern, in fact 
may have it cut absolutely away, and 
still remain water-tight thoroughout 
the rest of her structure. This is 
what happened in the case of the two 
stricken destroyers ; $w)d all that was 
necessary was to cut away the wreck­
age, float the two destroyers (or 
what was left of them) into the same 
drydock, line them up to a common 
longitudinal axis, pump out the dock 1

and proceed to fill up the gap between 
the boats with the necessary scant­
lings, plating, etc. Fortunately, they 
were sister boats of the F Class, the 
“Nulian” being huit by Thornecroft 
and the “Zulu” by Hawthorne. Each 
is of 1,000 tons displacement and 33 
knots speed.

In christening the nautical Siam­
ese twins that had been thus pro­
duced, the Admiralty combined the 
names of the original two vessels, 
calling the new ship “Zubian.”

An interesting story comes from 
the Pacific Motor Company, of Hong' 
Kong, China, to the Portland Motor 
Car Company, Oregon distributors of 
the Nash Six.

A Nash Six has just been purchas­
ed from the firm by a high official of 
the Chinese Government for use in 
Canton, China. It will be the first 
motor car used in this famous old 
Chinese city of a mjllion and a quar­
ter people.

In the entire Canton district there 
Is only one road which would serve 
for motoring, and it is but three 
miles in length. All hauling and de­
livering is done by coolies who are 
glad to work for from 5 to 10 cents 
a day. Thousands of these coolies 
swarm everywhere, carrying loads of 
every conceivaWe kind. There are 
no streets, as wê know them, in Can­
ton, but instead, narrow alleys be­
tween the buildings twisting in and 
out in an endless maze.

Outside the walls of the city itself 
there are huge burying grounds which 
are carefully kept in order by the 
natives. The native Chinese worships j 
his ancestors, and it would be looked i 
upon as sacrilileous to disturb any of 4 
these thousands of gÆves which en­
tirely surround the city, for the pur­
pose of road building. Then, too, the 
wealthy or WelMo-do class of Can­
ton is very small, and they can well 
afford to have their hauling and deliv­
ering done by the capable and easily 
satisfied coolie.

This condition, however, does not 
exist in the treaty ports of Hong 
Kong, Shanghai, Tientsin and Han­
kow, where large European and Am­
erican colonies have built up mod­
ern sections for themselves, and have 
created a demand for every modern 
convenience.—N.Y. Times.

through the most critical period with 
splendid credit and with a most re­
markable record of undiminished 
dividends.

The affirmative further maintained 
that the teaching of Christ and the 
Bible in general was literally torn to 
pieces by the higher critics of Ger­
many, and we must retreat far enough 
away from the immediate present 
when speaking of war and its relation 
to Christianity to obtain a view of its 
true effect on succeeding centuries.

The negative was led by Mr. Chas. 
Bowden, who very clearly and forces 
fully presented his side of the case. 
He maintained the spirit of sacrifice 
to do or die was there in 1914, the 
cause of Christianity was maintained 
by the Christian nations when they 
entered the conflict, but not advanced. 
Points raised were that large sums 
of money appropriated for war pur­
poses might have been used to ad­
vance the cause of missions which is 
the cause of Christianity, and further 
Mr. Bowden contended that thousands 
of spiritual leaders and Christian 
workers have laid down their lives, 
and it must follow that to this ex­
tent the cause of Christianity has 
been retarded rather than advanced.

The general discussion was entered 
into and all available time taken up.

LONDON, Mar. 6. 

(Via Renter’s Ottawa Agency.)—

DIFFICULTIES OVERCOME.
LONDON, March 6. 

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency).—

the Murman Coast front. The hospital 
trains run periodically on the railway 
between Murmansk and Kem, while 
Canadian dog teams and reindeer are 
being used with great success for the 
transporting of wounded from outly­
ing posts. The sick are placed on sleds 
and are wrapped In sheepskin bags, 
with hot water bottles. The bags are 
so designed that the patient can be 
treated without exposure to the sev­
ere temperature. Despite the extreme 
difficulties of the country, medical 
aid posts have been established every 
ten miles in farpts and tents. Thanks 
to the excellent clothing, selected by 
Sir Ernest Shackleton, very few cases 
of frost bite have occurred, the only 
prevalent complaint is insomnia.

DISARMAMENT CONDITIONS.
PARIS, March 6.

The military, naval and aerial terms 
of German disarmament were before 
the Council of the Great Powers to­
day, with Premier Lloyd George back 
as head of the British delegation. 
Marshal Foch and the full member­
ship of the War Council were present. 
Most of the time was given to the 
naval terms, which were largely set­
tled, with several features still re­
served, including the destruction of 
the large German ships. Premier 
Lloyd George was disposed to have 
England take part of these ships, but 
he yielded this view when shown that 
It would involve an increased naval 
building programe in the United 
States. As a result of the British 
and American view, in agreement, 
and as a means of harmonising the 
French and Itailian views, it is pos­
sible that some of these ships will be 
apportioned to France and Italy in­
stead of being destroyed. As the 
terms of the dismantling of the forti­
fications of Kiel Canal were caus­
ing some discussion, the Council 
adopted a motion referring the Kiel 
question to the Commission on 
Waterways. This Commission will 
now consider the whole subject, in­
cluding the American reservations 
that the action of the Kiel Canal shall 
not be a precedent, affecting American 
Canals and Waterways, capable of be­
ing used for strategic purposes. Aside 
from the actual military and naval 
terms under consideration, an import­
ant question has arisen as to whether 
these terms will he temporary, as in­
cident to the close of the war, or per- 
manment, holding Germany in sub­
jection for an indefinite period. This 
last proposal has taken a very defin­
ite form, as a means for curbing Ger­
many, for all time, so that she cannot 
repeat the experience, after Napoleon 
disarmed her, of rehabilitating her 
forces and thus defeated Napoleon 
later

In view of these considerations, the 
question of tingg limit of naval con­
trol has become more important than 
the terms themselves. This was par­
tially discussed to-day and then went 
over. The actual terms as finally 
considered to-day, though not yet 
made public, are summarized as fol­
lows: Disarmament of Germany
down tox200,000 men consisting of 15 
divisions of infantry, and five of 
cavalry, divided into five army corps, 
with one army headquarters. This 
makes each corps consist of three 
divisions of infantry and one of cav­
alry, totalling forty thousand men. 
The men are to be chosen by lot for 
one year’s service, and no class is to 
exceed 180,000. The officers are to 
serve twenty-five years, and sub- 
officers 15 years. Effective enforce­
ment of this system is provided for, 
and eventually the league of nations 
will determine Its continuance or 
modification. Arms and ammunition 
are restricted to a force of 200,000 
men and the balance is to be deliver­
ed or destroyed. The naval terms 
provide similar disarmament by a 
redaction ot-the-Germaa fleet, down

to a limited basis, sufficient for police 
defence, but it will not figure among 
the navies of the first or second class. 
This system is to be for an inteter- 
mlnate period with ultimate continu­
ance or modification, probably under 
the league of national The aerial 
terms of disarmament are definite in 
period, as a limited number of hy­
droplanes, with an aerial force of a 
thousand men, are to gather mines 
until October next, when the entire 
establishment is to end. While some 
features of the foregoing terms are 
still open, yet doubtless they will 
prevail in the main.

The Maximum of Safety.

War Stamp Romances.
Imagine a postage stamp which, 

though actually used for franking 
letters, was yet never sold! This is 
the curious story attached to the 
original Egyptian Expeditionary 
Force (commonly called the Pales­
tine) stamp.

As a precaution against speculation 
in it, examples were not placed on 
public sale in the usual way, but were 
affixed by the postal authorities them­
selves to letters upon which postage 
had already been paid.

In some war collections, too, may 
be seen a typewritten stamp, headed 
"G.R.I.—Long Island,’’ and of the 
face value of one shilling. This uni­
que production was “issued” by the 
British Civil Administrator of Chus- 
tan (Long Island), in the Gulf of 
Smyrna, during our occupation in 
1916. The most singular feature of 
the stamp Is that it was absolutely 
superfluous as such, because the cor­
respondence of the British forces did 
not require pre-payment, and the na­
tives could not be allowed, In the 
circumstances, to communicate with 
the outer world.

Many London firms, again, preserve 
Russian stamps which were designed 
a “double debt to pay"—to serve as 
currency and then be used for post­
age. Printed during a temporary 
scarcity of small change, and of 
three values—ten, fifteen, an# twenty 
kopecks—they bear on the back this 
inscription: "Having circulation on 
a par with silver subsidiary coins.”

Just as remarkable Is the British 
Honduras stamp of 1915. The 
‘whites,” at first glance, seem to be 
a dirty grey, but on closer examina­
tion the apparent degradation is seen 
to be part of a pattern which covers 
the whole design. This is a unique 
war-time device. When a consign­
ment of the stamps was ready ipr 
dispatch from London to British Hon­
duras, a number of German raiders 
were at large in the Atlantic, and 
there was a risk that it might fall into 
the hands of the enemy and be used 
to rob the British revenue.

So the stamps were overprinted 
with a moire design, that they might 
be easily identified. The Germans, 
however, did not capture the stamps, 
which were sold in the usual way.

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Fish Scale Studies
Lecture Delivered to the Commercial In­

terests of St. John's
(BY D. JAKES DAVIES, B-Sc, F.CX, GOVERNMENT ANALYST.)

Mr. President,
Gentlemen of the Board of Trade:
It is with a feeling of great diffi­

dence, that I stand up before the 
members of the Newfoundland Board 
of Trade to give a short address on 
matters pertaining to fish.

Most of you present here 'are and 
have been, for many years intensely 
interested either directly or indirect­
ly in fish, so I hope you will try to 
realize the feelings of a sort of lay­
man like myself when standing up to 
talk on fishery matters to a sort of 
convocation of fish merchants.

I want to say at the very start that 
I know nothing about the methods 
employed for catching fish or of the 
methods of buying and selling fish, 
and I would not for a moment dare 
to say a word about such a contro- 
versial subject as the curing of fish. 
The one redeeming feature about my 
subject to-day is its newness. It is a 
study that is still in its infancy as it 
were.

There is nothing so comforting to 
a speaker as a new subject to speak 
on. A little knowledge of such a sub­
ject on the part of the speaker is 
probably more than that possessed 
by the great majority of the audience, 
thus there should be no contradic­
tions and no controversies.

There are no people on the face of 
the earth who know the meaning of 
lean years and fat years so well as 
the fishermen. Farmers are subject 
to lean years and fat years, but these 
terms to the farmers do not denote 
such extremes on one side or the 
other as they do to the fishermen. 
Farmers may suffer from a bad har­
vest one year but the next year's har­
vest may possibly prove a record one 
and again they have a certain amount 
of control over their crops; but the 
fishermen often suffer from a pro­
longed period of several years poor 
fisheries, or, again they may benefit 
by another prolonged period of sever­
al years good fisheries. Such fluctua­
tions are so well defined in most fish­
ery countries, that they are known as 
fishery periods.

It has been the object of fishermen 
and fish experts for many years past 
to find out the cause or causes of 
such fluctuations, and many and var­
ied have been the theories put for­
ward to account for them.

Some of the theories were put for­
ward without the slightest scientific 
evidence to back them up; others 
have been sort of tentatively given 
by fish experts, who knew that they 
had no adequate facts with which to 
support their theories.

The latest theory I have come 
across tries to account for the pre­
sent good fishery period enjoyed by 
Newfoundland. This is to the effect 
that the torpedoing, seat-fighting and 
depth charge explosions around the 
coast of Great Britain have driven 
the fish across the broad Atlantic on 
to the American coast, but the best 
scientific authorities on fishery mat­
ters say, that with the exception of 
the eel and possibly the mackerel no 
other fish have been known to cross 
the deep watera of the Atlantic ocean.

In order to try and account for 
these fishery periods, experts tried to 
find ways and means of determining 
the age of fish and thus prove that

fluctuations are due to good and bad 
hatcheries.

One of the methods used for age 
determinations was the measurement 
of the length of fish. This method 
gives fairly uniform results when ap­
plied to young fish, but it has been 
found to be useless when applied to 
large fish. Some scientists attempt­
ed to determine age composition by a 
study of the bones of fish, but from 
what I have been able to gather it ap­
pears that neither of the above meth­
ods gave satisfactory results.

At last after many disappointments 
and failures. Dr. Hjirt, of Norway, 
and his assistants détermined to 
work out some practical method for 
age determination on an extensive 
scale embracing all the most import- \ 
ant species of fish. These investiga­
tions led to the results that the scales 
of the fish were selected as offering 
the most advantageous means of as­
certaining the composition of the 
stock in point of age.

These scale studies were carried 
out extensively in European waters 
between the years 1909 and 1913, 
under the most able direction of Dr. 
Hjirt, and I hope to give one or two 
extracts from his report to show you 
the most interesting and wonderful 
results obtained by this great fishery 
expert from scale determinations.

First I should like to draw your at­
tention to the appearance of a fish 
scale under the microscope. (I have 
here an enlarged photograph of such 
a scale). You will see that the scale 
is made up of a number of lines more 
or less parallel to the boundaries of 
the scale itself. These lines are call­
ed circuli.

Some circuli are closer together 
than others ; again you will see that 
the contraction and widening of the 
distances occur in groups or periods. 
These groups forming a number of 
rings on the scale. The light rings 
denote the growths of the scale dur­
ing the favourable summer months, 
the dark rings denote the retardation 
of the growth of the scale during the 
unfavourable winter months.

Each dark group of circuli denotes 
one winter in the life of the scale or 
one year in the life of the fish, and by 
counting the number of dark or shad­
ed rings you get at the exact age of j 
the fish under consideration.

Now let me try and demonstrate to ! 
you the value of such a discovery.

Assume for a moment that I had | 
collected 1000 codfish around the 
coast of Newfoundland during the j

ery was mainly composed of fish 
hatched in 1910.

Assume again that the same work 
had been done in 1917, and that the 
results for that year showed that 60 
p.c. of the fish were seven years old, 
that is, that the bulk of the fish 
caught in 1917 were hatched in the 
year 1910.

Again assume that the same work 
is carried out in 1919, and that it is 
found that a high percentage of 1919 
catch are nine»-year-old fish, that is 
fish hatched in 1910.

If we were in possession of data 
like the above, it would be an easy 
matter to conclude that the good fish­
ery period of 1917, T8 and T9 was 
due to a good hatchery during the i 
year 1910.

A similar conclusion to the one I j 
have just assumed, was proved by ! 
Dr. Hjirt in his report on the fish 
scale studies carried out by him or 
under his direction during the period < 
1909 to 1913. He proves, in my mind, ! 
quite conclusively, that the good 
fishery period experienced in Nor­
way during these years was directly 
due to the exceptionally good hatch­
ery of 1901.

In July 1918, I was asked by the 
Hon John Harvey to carry out the 
Microscopic examination of Fish 
Scales, with the view of determining 
the ages of the fish, and from the de­
terminations thus obtained to find out 
the age of the predominant fish in 
the 1918 catch.

Mr. Harvey kindly supplied me 
with a copy of Dr. Hjirt’s report on 
the fish scale studies that had been 
carried out in Europe up to 1914. I 
found the report intensely interest­
ing and all Dr. Hjirt’s conclusions ap­
peared to be mathematically correct.

I could find no particulars in the 
report on the method of conducting 
the examination, and it took me some 
little time to get anything like satis­
factory results. Even then, I was 
very doubtful whether I was perform­
ing the examination as it should be 
performed—I came across so many 
scales that I could do nothing with.

Before any useful deductions can 
be gained from experimental study, 
the scales must be representative: 
they should be taken from a largo 
bulk of fish. The fish for the sampl 
should be taken- just as they come. 
Two or three hundred fish taken in 
such a manner should represent a 
large catch of fish.

In August 1918, Mr. Harvey ob­
tained permission from the Colonial 
Secetary to send me on a short visit 
to Canadian fishery stations in order 
to find out the exact method of con­
ducting the Microscopic Examination 
of fish scales, especially, the pre­
paration of the Microscopic slides. 
Unfortunately, the study of fish scales 
is only in a sort of embryonic stage 
at the present time and I could get 
very little help indeed. The method 
I was already using before I left for 
Canada was practically identi-al 
with that employed at Loggieville 
Fishery Station. I found out though,

Ottawa, Feb. 25.—The prohibition 
legislation to be brought before Par­
liament at the coming session has 
been virtually decided upon. It is un­
derstood that Parliament will be ask­
ed to extend for one year from the de­
claration of peace the regulations en­
acted under the war measures act pro­
hibiting the further manufacture and 
importation of liquor from “wet” to 
“dry” areas within Canada.

The year’s further trial of the pre­
sent prohibition regulations is to be 
followed according to the legislation 
as now contemplated, by a national 
referendum giving the majority of the 
people of Canada the right to say 
whether or not the whole Dominion 
■shall wipe out entirely the monufac- 
ure and sale of intoxicants.

All the soldiers will then be at 
home and have a chance to vote on 
the question, and the further year’s 
test of prohibition will prove a guide 
to final national judgment 

The Rfovince of Quebec, which, ac­
cording to well informed rumours,

Medical Men of St. John’s Strongly Commend Maternity Home Project to Favorable 

Attention of Our People—Read Their Signed Manifesto Given Below.

SOME weeks ago, a number of the 
registered medical practitioners of 
the city of St. John’s attended by in­
vitation a meeting at the residence of 
Dr. Macpherson to consider the Sal­
vation Army proposition for a ma­
ternity hospital as presented by the 
representative of that organisation, 
Staff-Captain W. H. Burrows.

******

The subject was considered first 
from the standpoint of necessity. On 
this point there was absolute agree­
ment of opinion and the following re­
solution was carried unanimously: 
“That the establishment of a matern­
ity hospital in the city of St. John’à 
is desirable and necessary and meets 
with the approval and support of the 
medical profession of the city.”

The meeting considered the ques­
tion of the attitude of those present 
as medical practitioners to the pro­
position that the Salvation Army 
build and administer such a matern­
ity institution. - This point was fully 
discussed, the meeting being told of 
the experiences of a number of prac- 

. titioners in connection with the Sal­
vation Army institution now oper­
ated here. These doctors strongly 
commended the methods of the Sal­
vation Army in this connection, they 
claimed that the organization gave 
their patients the very best profes­
sional service and that they could be 
trusted to administer properly from 
every standpoint the institution in

which it was proposed to carry on the 
work on a larger scale and with even 
more up-to-date methods.

The following motion was then car­
ried : “That in the opinion of the medi­
cal practitioners of St. John’s the 
scheme of the Salvation Army for a 
maternity hospital is feasible, desir­
able and commendable.”

******
Now that the organizers of the 

movement are about to appeal to the 
general public for support, the un­
dersigned registered medical prac­
titioners who approve of the scheme, 
think it advisable and necessary, for 
the assurance of the success of the 
movement, to inform our citizens 
generally as to «their reason for en­
dorsing the plan of the Salvation 
Army to construct a large, modern 
and well-equipped maternity hospital 
in St. John’s.

No reasonable layman, and certain­
ly no experienced medical practition­
er, can honestly declare that the 
necessity for a maternity hospital in 
St. John’s does not exist. Such an in­
stitution is the one great essential for 
coping effectively with the problem 
T)f healthy and comfortable mother­
hood of survival of new-born infants 
and of child welfare generally.

Our citizens know that one of the 
great obstacles to comfortable, and 
healthy living generally in this city 
is to be found in extremely backward 
housing conditions. And if these con­
ditions militate so strongly against 
the health of youth and adults it sure­

ly is evident that they severely tram­
mel both the mother and infant who 
are struggling- towards health from 
the trials ana extreme weakness of 
recent childbirth. There are hund­
reds of houses in St. John’s to-day in 
which unhealthy and uncomfortable 
conditions threaten to turn the scales 
completely against the mother and 
the infant.

******
An adequate and properly conduct­

ed maternity hospital such as the Sal­
vation Army proposes to construct 
and maintain will give many of these 
people a fighting chance for life and 
for the up-building of health and 
strength to a degree commensurate 
with the trials and demands of after 
life. ******

The problem of obtaining properly 
trained nurses for service during con­
finement and for the treatment of 
mother and child afterwards, is one 
of the most difficult the medical pro­
fession of the city have to face. It is 
frequently impossible, (no matter 
what salaries are offered, or how de­
sirable the home conditions in which 
services are to be rendered), to ob­
tain efficient nurses to look after 
expectant mothers. The result 
is that there ^àre now practising 
in the city and throughout the 
country, women who pose as mid­
wives, who have had neither the ex­
perience nor the training essential to 
the due performance of their most 
important tasks. With a maternity

home established in the city, the pro­
per training of mid wives can be un­
dertaken. This privilege would be one 
not only available to St. John’s but to 
all sections of the country, whence 
suitable women can be brought under 
government auspices, trained in the 
maternity home, and sent back to 
their homes, where their services 
would be available to the very large 
number of mothers who cannot get 
the skilled services of doctors during 
the confinement period.

It might be pointed out, too, that 
such a maternity home as the Salva­
tion Army proposes to establish here 
would also afford nurses in training 
at the General Hospital opportunity 
to complete their training on a basis 
which would afford them recognition 
in Canada and the United States, a 
privilege which the Newfoundland 
diploma does not confer on them, be­
cause they lack training in midwifery.

From a professional standpoint 
there appears to us to be no real rea­
son for objection to be found in the 
fact that two classes of cases are to 
be treated at the proposed Salvation 
maternity home.

There is as much reason for object­
ing to a general hospital because cer­

We regard the scheme of the Sal­
vation Army for a maternity hospital 
as feasible, because this organization 
has had practical experience along 
those lines throughout the world and 
has shown in its present institution 
its great capability for administering 
such institutions scientifically and in 
a generally satisfactory manner; we 
regard the scheme as desirable be­
cause of the great needs it will meet 
and satisfy; and we commend it be­
cause, in our opinion it will confer 
tremendous benefits upon all classes 
of our population.

We do not anticipate that the Sal­
vation Army institution will result 
in the complete abolition of the draw­
backs under which family life labors 
in this country. We do regard it as a 
step towards that desirable result— 
the first practical step that has been 
proposed. We are anxious to see this 
movement for a maternity home suc­
ceed, because the proposition is a de­
finite one and places within our 
reach means of early relief from 
many of the drawbacks'under which 
mothers and children labor in this 
city and throughout the country 
generally.

For many reasons, therefore, the 
registered medical practitioners of 
this city urge upon the public gener­
ally the duty and the privilege of sub­
scribing to the fund now being raised 
for the erection and the equipment of 
a Salvation Army maternity hospital

A ROYAL VESSEL.
I am now able to state that the 

Prince of Wales will make his cruise 
to the Overseas Dominions this year 
In one of the great “hush hush" ships, 
Renown or Repulse. The first named 
is now refitting at Portsmouth Dock­
yard after her long spell of duty in 
the Northern mists, and in all prob­
ability she will at the same time be 
fitted up to accommodate the Prince 
and his suite. H.M.S. Renown was 
built by the Fairfield Company at 
Glasgow (Scotland), and launched in 
March, 1916. She is of 26,500 tons dis­
placement, and nearly 800 feet in 
length. Her turbines of 112,000 horse­
power drive her at a tremendous 
Jpeed, as much as 35 knots (40 miles 
an hour) having been attained in ser­
vice with the Grand Fleet She car­
ries six 15 inch guns, which, I under­
stand, were manufactured in Shef­
field, and a numerous battery of 
quick-firers. Her hull has an outer 
skin which makes it practically in­
vulnerable to torpedoes. The itiner­
ary of the Prince’s cruise is now be­
ing arranged. It will include visits to 
India, Australia, and New Zealand, 
and most probably to Canada and the 
United Statees as well.

NEW HOUSE OF COMMONS.
Surveying the new House of Com­

mons for the first time, observers 
noted as one of its prominent fea­
tures the elderly appearance of most 
of the members. We are supposed to 
be living in a period in which youth 
is an essential qualification for all 
posts of importance and responsibil­
ity; and yet the electors have sent to 
Westminster an assembly of repre­
sentatives whose average age, judging 
by outward signs, can hardly be less 
than sixty years.

Colonel Vijadimir I. Lebedov was 
an officer during the Russo-Japanese 
war, but afterwards joined the So­
cialist Revolutionary Party, and be­
ing successful in leading a revolu­
tion in the Sebastopol Army in 1907, 
fled from Russia. Returning after 
the revolution, he was Secretary of 
the Navy under Lvov and Kerensky, 
but left the Kerensky Cabinet because 
of failure to take strong measures 
against the Bolsheviki. He now holds 
the office of Associate of the Secre­
tary of War of the Russian Omsk 
Government, in behalf of which he 
visited the United States recently. In 
New York City, on December 2nd, 
1918, he gave many details of the 
Bolshevik regime.

"In normal times,’’ he said, "there 
were about 400,000(1 workingmen in 
Petrograd. Early in the war there 
was a great influx of peasants who 
went to Petrograd to work. After 
the Bolshevik seized power, hun­
dreds of thousands of workers, most­
ly unskilled, left Petrograd for the 
country districts. By May, 1918, there 
were only 132,000 workingmen left in 
Petrograd, but these_were the best 
kind of skilled labor. They had al­
ways lived in Petrograd and had no­
where else to go.

“In May, 1918, they began to re­
volt against the Bolsheviki. They 
held several enormous mass meet­
ings which, because of the great num­
bers present—more than 100,000 in 
all—the Bolsheviki were afraid to 
molest. They elected representatives 
and drew up resolutions denouncing 
tl)e Brest-Litovsk treaty as a shame-
