Delegates 'Hear of Good Points of
Cow; Butter Contest Won by
J. 8Skillitzky, of Viknig

Olds, May 1. — Dairymen from all
parts of the province gathered here
yvesterday for the annual convention
and listened with great interest to
addresses of great practical interest
and profit, Hon. Duncan Marshall,
minister of agriculture, welcemed the
delegdtes to Olds and said that the |
demonstration farm and gehool as seen
at Olds would be factors of great in-
fluence in building up the dairy busi-
ness in Alberta, He thought that
dairylng stood at the head of agricul-
tural success, as ready money was one
of the greatest needs of the farmer
and it was always secure with the
monthly return from the dairy. The
government was prepared to assist the
farmer with all its power in this way
and for that reason he had placed at
the demonstration farms the best herds
of cattle that could be secured and he
had also introduced systems of test-|
ing by which it could be shown that
the dairy industry could be carried on
with profit in all parts of Alberta.

Speaks of Dairy Cow

The dairy cow took the attention
of the delegates during the greater
part of the day and farmers heard
experts dilate on how to choose, how
to keep, how to feed and generally
everything that ought to be done with
the dairy cow. H. A. Craig, who is
Dominion government expert at La-
combe in dairy matters, gave an ac-
coutn of the good points of a cow.
Ha said that these were good, large
well developed milk vessels and ud-

GRATIFYING NEWS
OF THE GRAIN

Seeding Well on Way to Completion
in Prairie West, Say 200 Wires,

and Coming 8eason’s Qutlook ;

Is Very Good v‘

|

Winnipeg, May l—According to re-.
ports received from over 200 points in
the Canadian prairie west, seeding is
well on the way to completion. At 114
points over 75 per cent. of the wheat
area is reported seeded. Taking into
account the acreage gurrounding the
points which report a less amoumt |
seeded, it is reasonably safe to assume
that fully 76 per cent. of the land in-
tended for wheat this year bhas al-
ready been sown to that oereal. !

Fifty-five points report the acreage
to be seeded same as 1912; 75 points
reported the acreage as less than that
in -912, while 44 points report an in-
crease of acreage running from flve
per cent. to as high as 25 per cenmt,
though thi slast figure occurred but
seldom, thus indicating that there prob-
ably is no increase in wheat acreage
this year and possibly a fractional de-
crease. ‘

With referemwce to the seeding on
stubble land without re-plowing, the
figures would indicate that from 25 to
30 per cent. of 'the wheat crop had
gone in on land in this condition. Very
many points reported the ground as
too soft for the use of motor tractors.

These reports almost en masse de-
is, on the
whole, considerably later than in 1912,
the condition of the ground is so good
that there has been very few draw-,
backs; that the seeding is actually far
in advance than it was on the corres-;
ponding date last year, with a better
general outlook for the segson. Tak-,
en as a whole, the report is.a very
satiefactory ione, the fact that the
acreage in wheat is not materially in-
creased is really a very healthy and
satisfactory sign, as it shows that the
farmers are slowly but surely awaken-
ing to the danger of seeding wheat
late, and 'have confined themselves
largely to land that was prepared last
season. Only three points report an
actual need of rain. Wet snow has
fallen, very generally in Southern Al-
berta, - about the only section where.’

France and Russia are, with Great
Britain, agreed about the’ eventual
evacuation. of Scutari, but Russia is
particularly averse to coercive action
until al other emans have proven un-
availing, and the other two powers
from the triple ententée take a similar
line.

Middle Course May Be Found.

In the meantime, it is suggested
a middle course out of the difficulty
may be found. This would consist in
giving more active form to the block-
ade by the international fleet of the
Montenegrin coast, which has hitherto
excited merriment on the part of King
Nicholas' subjects, and in landing from
the fleet a detachment to seize Anti-
vari and Dulcigno, so as to show
Europe that Monenegro is in earnest
about Scutari. Such a step, it is ar-
gued, would satisfy Austria that the
Buropean concert is not playing her
false, and to induce her to consent not
to take separate action for ten or
twelve days, during which Montenegro
might come to her senses, and also
have an opportunity of settling the
terms of compensation which King
Nicholas requires for abandoning Scu-
tari.

London, April 30.—A Vienna despatch
to The Times says that in the event
of Austria attempting to coerce Mon-
tenegro, there is little doubt that she
would be supported by Italy, whichi
probably would occupy Santa Quar-
anta and Aviona. In order to avold
needlessly offending Russia, the action
against Scutari would be carried on
through Albania not from Herzegov=~
ina.

Times learns that the Greek and Ser-
vian forces now massed in Southern
Macedonia aggregate 2;0,000,

Rome, April 30.—It “is considered
here that the last hope of avoiding
the gravest complications in the Bal-
kan situation lies in the meeting of
the ambassadors of the powers in
London tomorrow, when the question
of united action by the powers is ex-
pected to be decided.

The general fear in Rome is that
Great Britain, France and Russia, not
because they desire discord, but be-
cause they do not wish to back Aus-
tria in immediate action against Mon-
tenegro, may procrastinate, thus forc-
ing the isolation of Austria. In such
case, Italy, for the protection of her
own interests, will almost‘ certainly
intervene to ins order in Albania,
and enforce the decision of
Europe.
