MACEO STILL LIVING.

That that is a true state-
ment of the case is evidently not only
what- . was stated in the House at the
time, which will be in the remembrance
of the members who sat in the Legisla-
ture, but from the fact that the promo-
ters of the railway in question have not
bgen aware of the effect of section 2 as it
reads, and have mnever, so far as we
know, made any representations not in
conformance with the original under-
gtanding referred to, Moreover, at the
last session of the Legislature 2 land
grant was given to the Columbia &
‘Western railway, which, under the act
as it stands, would have belonged to the
B. C. Southern Railway Co.

No protest was made, and no objec-
tion raised on the score that the land
grant to the Canadian & Western already
belonged to another company. In fact,
it was taken for granted that no such
legislationexisted. The CoLoNisT, there-
fore, while technically in error when it

contradicted the statement of Mr. Blair,

regarding the extent of the land grant,
was nevertheless substantially and prae-
tically correct. Mr. Blair was substan-
tially, though not literally incorrect in

his main statement, but as to that we
attributed no motives, and attached no
blame except, on the score of his having

been misinformed. Coming, as he was,
astranger to the Province, he could not be

‘expected to be acquainted with all the

circumstances connected with any mat-
ters-of purely local interest; and be cer-
tainly was imposed upon in Jthis in-
stance by some of his friends, who were
not wholly disinterested in endeavoring
to create prejudice against an existing
railway charter which appears to stand
wvery much in-their way.

DEPRESSION IN JAPAN.

The .world has, for some time, been
amazed at the wonderful developmentof
Japan, whose trade and whose industries
have grown in a most remarkable man-
ner of late years. The Japanese were
formerly heavy consumers of English
manufactured goods, particularly cottons.
Indeed, in 1882 they had only 1,500 spin-
dles running, the total production that
year being 70,000 pounds of cotton yars.
Ten years later in 1892 the product had:
increased toover 80‘000,000 pounds. And
this was due to the substitution of labor
saving machinery for the hand labor that
had been previously employed.

Not satisfied, bowever, with supply-
ing their own demands, the Japanese,
with their natural enterprise, turned
their attention in the direction of sup-
plying the Asiatic markets and of com-

States for what had been practically
their exclusive field. As.a consequence,
in 1892 they operated forty mills twenty-
two hours per day during 292 days of
the year with an’output of 122,000,000
pounds of yarn made up into fabrics of
the most beautiful design and sold at
extremely low prices. These were
marketed in China, Korea, India, Siam,
and Australasia, while their gilk and
high-class cotton goods found extensive
purchasers in Canada, the United States
and Europe. hey also turned out a
variety of other articles, whose presence
npon their own markets caused alarm to
European and American manufacturers,
even Germany exhibitihg dissatisfac-
tion, if not alarm, at the prospect.

But, at the opening of 1897, what do
we find? That the import and’ export
trade of the land of the Mikado' is
most depressed, not less than 40,-
000 bales of raw silk lying in ome
a warehouse at Yokohama, with no one
to buy it. Every branch of trade is de-
pressed ; money is scarce and only to be
obtained at enormous rates of interest.
Numerous extensive and well appointed
factories and workshops are closed, spin-
dles are idle, and for thousands of peo-
ple there is neither work nor any imme-
diate prospect of it. This condition of

Large Mass of High - Grade Ore
Reached on the Iron
Mask.

¢

Shipments From Rossland During
the Year—The Jumbo an
Early Shipper.

RossLaND, Jan. 2.—(Special)—A dis-
patch on Wednesday stated that the
Iron Mask had struck a big ore body in
the upraise from the big tunnel on the
200-foot level to the 90-foot shaft, which
had been sunk near the west end of the
claim and close to the War Eagle. Since
then a crosscut haz been driven on the
200-foot level to the south end, and-to-
day the vein was cut. The Rossland
Miner will state to-morrow that at this
point the ore body is over seven feet
wide. While no assays have been made,
there can be no doubt that the oreis
very high grade, as it carries a high per-
centage of copper, and the ore from the
bottom of the shaft 100 feet above, is
about asg'high as any ever shipped from
the camp. Thie strike places the Iron
Mask among the assured mines, as the
ore chute has been proved to be at least
50 feet long on the 90-foot level.

The whole face of the tunnel on the
Coxey, which adjoins the Giant on Red
Mountain, is in ore and the ledge is now

roved to be ever ten feet wide. It is
gelieved to be the same ledge as is now
being opened on the Giant by a shaft,
and from which some very high grade
ore is being obtsined.

A winze has been started from the
Mascot tunnel which is five feet square.
It is now down 12 feet and all in orethat
is improving in quality though not yet
of shlp%ing grade.

THE METHODS OF HENRY IRVING.

Theatrical Oddities In Voice, Gait, Gesture
.and Action—Stories of English and Amer-
ican Tragedians—The Keans, Father and
Son—The Booths, Fechter and Fi

The guestion of -how far tho persenal
peculiarities of an actog may work for or
1gainst the perfect success of his perform-
wnce on the stage will probably never
tease to be a subject of animated contro-
versy. There aresthose who insisé that the |
retor’s personality must always be subor-
dinated to the role, that the ideality of a
dramatio character is a definite; fixed, un-
changeable quantity and that an actor
must b# estimated by his eeherence to that
measure. Onthe otber hand, i is claimed
that it is the pri nay; the duty—of
the actor to exhibit -himsel#; his theories,
his methods, his interpretations; in every
impersonation that he undertakes. And
right there rages the controversy over what
we talk of as stage mannerisms.

In the present day no actor has beoeu
more discussed in this respect than Henry
Irving. Some people have it that, although
a great stage manager, he is a compound of
mannerisms and totally devoid of dramatic
talent, and his stage walk, his gestures,
his faulty elocution and pronunciation,
his facial expressions, are frankly and
freely condemned. Withoat attempting
to settle this much disputed quéstion ex
cathedra, it may be peinted out that in the
case of Irving, as with many other great
actors, these peculiarities that wo call
mannerisms are natural belongings of the
man and are a part and parcel of his indi-
vidual personality.

Peculiarities of voice, gait, gestures or
action pertain to every man, woman and
child in the world. They are perhaps more
noticeable among actors and actresses than
any other class of people, but after all
they are peculiarities born with the indi-

vidual which serve to mark him distinctly
from his fellows. Such ‘a personal and
physical matter is ‘acting that mannerism
is inevitable to it, from the very fact that
the getor is so absorbed in the character
whieh he is-called upon for the time being
to sustain that he invests it with all his
own peculiarity of facial expression and
conduct of the body and limbs, and in this
respect the performances of the greatest
actors which the stage has ever known
have been marked by confirmed manner-
isms.

Charles Kean was a ripe scholar, a pro-
found student and a thoughtful and an
impressive actor, whoSe characterizations
were always graceful and finished and
often forcible. Yet he had an unfortunaté
defect of voice that gave him what was
called a ‘““mannerism’’ and that unques-
tionably interfered with the smoothness
and general agreeableness of his imperson-
ations. It is said that his tongue was too
large for his mouth, and this not only
caused him to speak thick and indistinct-
ly at times, but he had likewise an unfor-
tunate impediment in his speech which
made it almost impossible for him to man-
age his ‘“m’s” and his ‘‘n’s.”" The actors
who used to imitate him, like Chanfrau
and William R. Goodall, made great capi-
tal out of a speoch of Shylock’sin the trial
scene in ‘‘ The Merchant of Venice:”’ -
Day, take by life and all, pardod dot that.
You take by house when you do take the prod
That doth sustain by house; you take by life
When you do take the beats whereby I live.

And another in the first act of ‘‘A Win-
ter’s Tale,’’ still more pronounced:

Is whispering 8othidg?
Is 1leadidg cheek to cheek? is beetidg doses?
Of laughter with a sigh; harsidg foot od foot?
Skulkidg i1 corders? wishidg clocks more
swift?

So pronounced was this peculiarity of
Kean that London Panch had it: ‘‘We
don’t like the acting of Mr. Kean, but we
must acknowledge his antiguarian re-
searches inte the private habits of Shakes-

's Jew. In speaking of the means of
Shylock’s subsistence, by his peculiar pro-
nunciation of the word ‘means’ he proves
the Jew to have been a lover of vegetables,
as thus: ‘ You take my house when you do
take the prop thap doth sustain my house;
you take my life when you do take the
beans whereby I live.

Before Charles Kean, his father Edmund,
notwithstanding the brilliancy and genius
of his acting, was none the less noted for
his mannerisms. His familiarity of speech
and abruptness of gesture were in their ef-
fects often more ludicrous. Hazlitt writes
that on one uccasion ‘‘the motion was per-
formed and the words uttered in the
smallest possible time in which a puppet
could be made to mimic or gabble the
part,’”’ and if this be not mannerism what
in the world is?

The elder Booth in his younger days
must have had a remarkably musical
voice, but later on the voice became heavy
and harsh. Some idea of his voice may be
had from a remembrance of some of the
tones of his son Edwin, though the voice
of Edwin for musicality, sonorousness,
delicate shading and beauty of expression
could not be compared to that of his father
in his best days. The elder Booth's pro-
nunciation was invariably elegant, precise
and faultless, and his eye emphasized his
every tone. If he' possessed any manner-

ism, it was that of scarcely ever playing
the same part alike on two successive

Charles Fechter had two distinct and in-
dividual voices.. . One was his natural .
yoice, that he used for the street.and draw-
ing room; the other was for the stage ex- ~
clusively. When in a parlor or on the

| street, or in ordinary conversation with a

friend,' he spoke his mother tongue, the
English language, as perfestly and as purc-
ly as any one. He was by birth a Briton,
having been born in Hanway courtyard,
.Oxford street, London, hig. father being &
German and his mother an English wom-
an, and his earliest education was obtained
in London. It was only when on the stage
that he spoke with what might be termed
a dialeo? Being asked one day why he
did this, he replied that it not only drew
greater attention to him p&nﬁly, but he
considered thatit added to the effectiveness
of his performances and threw an air of
Tonianceé about them which they would not
otherwise possess. Fechter’s ‘‘manner-
isms’’ consisted of a tendency toward ex-
travagant gesticulation. His hands were
never still for a moment; there was never
any repose for them, but it must be ast-
mitted that they were used most effective-
ly and most expressively. Besides this,
there was a certain swagger in his carriage
which gave him at times the air of a swash
buckler, and this was most apparent in
such performances as Ruy Blas, Legadiere
and Don Czsar de Bazan.

Even David Garrick, consummate actor
though he was, had his mannerisms that
were'very conspicuous, and that were di-
lated upon by bhis enemies to depreciate his
worth. Macklin, the great Shylock of the
Boglish stage, who was immortalized by
Alexander Pope as ‘‘the Jew that Shalkes-
peare drew,”’ had little regard for Gar-
rick, and thus wrote of him:

“His art in acting consisted in inces-
santly pawing and hauling about the
chearacters, with whom-he was concerned
in the scene, and when he did not paw or
haul the cbaracters about he _stalked be-
tween them and the audience, squeezed his
‘hat, hung forward and stood almost on
ono foot, with no part of the other to the
ground but the toc of it. His whole ac-
tion when he made  love, in tragedy or in
comedy, when he was familiar with his
friend, when he was in anger, sorrow, rage,
consisted in squeezingshis hat, thumping
his breast, strutting-up and down the
stage and pawing the characters that he
acted with.”’

That will, however, hardly pass as a

the greatest actors that the English stage
has known.

William Charles Macready had a singu-
lar voice, which was made the more so by
a peculiarity of expression which was more
markedly singular than that of any other
actor on the stage, and yet few—if, indeed,
any—of his great contemporaries could read
the speeches of Shakespeare with better
effect, and certainiy none with greater.in-
telligence. “In his:youth the future great
tragedian had a voice of great clearness,
compass and beauty and was unaffected
in his style of speech. His declamation at
school- was marked by poetic fervor and
exquisite taste, while, his voice showed
good training and perfect obedience to
command. Finally his voice lost its clear
ring and other attractive qualities of tone
and became harsh and even at times re-
pulsive. This, in addition to the strongly
marked peculiarity of his speech, became
as much the nature of the actor as if it
had been born with him. Besides that he
was stilted in his gait and angular in his
attitudes. Nevertheless he could act, and
it has been said of him that he was ‘‘Eng-
land’s most artistic And intellectual trage-
dian,”’ .and that hq ‘‘finally became  the
embodiment of what was ultimately
termed the highest development of genius.”’
At the same.time one who knew him
well has written of him, ‘‘He was unques-
tionably a man of genius, and as unques-
tionably he inoculated his profession with
a style of elocution which sets poetry, mu-
sic and nature alike at deflance.” W is
certainly not easy to reconcile these opin-
ions so diverse.

That excellent comedian, John Baldwin
Buckstone, who was long manager of the
Haymarket theater, London, and who was
heard in the United States a generation or
more ago, had mny mannerisms. One
most noticeable was that while a comedian
he adopted the peculiarities of a tragedian.
All his abrupt transitions, chuckles and
alternations from briskness to gravity, by
which the audience was kept in a tempest
of merriment, were among the strangest
vocal effects imaginable, and yet they
were adroitly managed burlesque imita-
tions of Kean, Macready and Kemble. It
was said of him after his death: ‘‘He had
little variety in style, and, in truth, was
the same in almost everything. He had
an extraordinary quaintness: of delivery,
compounded of drawl and sudden volubil-
ity, commencing his- sentences at a low
walk, so to speak, and bringing them up
at a hard gallogthat was extremely funny.
The house was in a titter at the mere
sight, and three words of the well known
voice were enough to set the audience in a
roar. He was nothing if not himself, and
therefore was better out of the legitimate
or Shakespearean drama than in it.””

William A. Conway, one of the best
English actors in the early part of the pres-
ent century, was so very tall of stature
that such critics as Hazlitt and others fre-
quently scored his performances on the
ground that they were marred by his ex-
cessive height. Our own James Wallack,
the younger, never knew what to do with
his hands. They appeared to be perpetu-
ally in his way. They were shapely hands,
but very long, and it seemed as if they
were joined loosely to the wrists. Be that
ad it may, they gave him a deal of trouble
and in many instances became an eyesore
to the spectators. That excellent actor
and capable manager of the last genera-!
tion, William J.- Fleming, had a defect
which caused him to halt a trifle in his
gait, yet it was soarcely perceptible. The
English actor, Sam Foote, was lame to a
most marked degree. Both these defecta
of nature were not infrequently set down
to mannerisms. William Florence had a
lisp which there was no possible disguis-
ing. Edward L. Davenport had a very mae-
lodious voice, with a capacity for sound-
ing all the depths and shioals of passion,
but there was just a touch of ‘that’ nasal
twang which is the heritage of nearly all
New Englanders, and which was much
more general from 25 to 50 years ago than

it is today.

At a few minutes before 10 o’clock yes-
terday morning the Chinaman wemt up
stairs to clean up Mr, Griffith’s room
and soon came running downstairs, say-
ing there was something wrong. Mr.
Porter, the proprietor, investigated and
discovered Gritfiths, fully dressed, lying
dead on the bed, a 38 calibre six-shooter
on the floor near him and a bullet hole
inhis head. The unfortunate man had
placed the weapon just behind his right
ear, the bullet ranging upwards and
causing instant death.

A letter addressed to his wife at Port
Townsend was found on the table, the
disjointed sentences of which, written
on some pages torn from 8 small mem-
orandum book, seemed to indicate thgt
the poor fellow’s mind was in a very un-
healthy condition. It was dated 3:30
p.m., December 30, and in it Griffith
stated that he had been insane for some
time and did not know it. He had had
it shown to him, he said, that he was
about to die and by what means, and
further in the midst of a rambling lot of
sentences he stated that he intended to
commit suicide. The police took charge
of the body and had it removed to the
morgue, the inquest being set for 10
o’clock this morning.

Mr, Griffith was born in Manchester,
England, but when a child his people
removed to Indiana, and at the age of 17
he came to British Columbia.

He lived in Victoria for many years,
being at one time bookkeeper for Mr. L.
Goodacre, and also engaged at the Al-
bion Iron Works. A few years ago he
went to Port Townsend, but was unfor-
tunate in business, and lately was en-
gaged in prospecting for several Victoria,
buginess men at Alberni and other “dis-’
tricte.on the West Coast. He leaves-a
large*family, his' wife living with the
children at Port Townsend.

Yet his own revolver was found, on a
search being instituted by Officer Allen,
behind a pile of wood in the detached
fuel shed, one chamber fired. It is of
the calibre corresponding apparently
with the wound. The coat which he had
worn while on duty Wednesday night
is also a witness in support of
the sucidal theory, being powder-burned
and marked as though the revolver had
been pressed tight against the breast,
the intention being to send the bullet
into or through the heart. This would
undoubtedly have been its course had it
not been deflected by one of the ribs, to
pass into the lung.

The doctor on his arrival found the
injury to consist of a dangerous penetrat-
ing chest wound on the left side in the
region of the heart. From the location of
the point of entrance it would seem most
Tlikely that the bullet would pass through
the body. It had found no ‘exit, how-
ever, and is still lodged in such manner
that probing for it would only seal the
fate of the patient. The doctors, under
the circumstances, can only await de-
velopments—death from pneaumonia,
hemorrhage, or blood-poisoning being
the most likely termination of the case.

A Splendid Showing of the Trade
of the Port in Customs
Returns.

This Year’s Exports Amount in Val-
uation to Over $500,000 More
Than Last Year.

Trade has, according to the customs
statistics, been decidedly better in 1896
than in previous years, showing an im-
provement of over $500,000 in exports
alone.

THE YEAR 1896.

The year of grace 1896 seemed to pro-
mise at its opening to be one of strife
and bloodshed. The war cloud hung
dark and threatening over Great Brit-
ain. It bad advanced from the south
and from the west, and seemed about to
burst as the year opened. During De-
cember Mr. Olney’s dispatch and the
President’s message, affirming the right
of the United Btates to interfere in the
settlement of the Venezuelan contro-
versy, had been followed by the-denial
on the part of Lord Salisbury of anysuch
right. President Cleveland’s position
was supported by the Legislature and
the press of the country, and threats of
war resounded through the length and
breadth of the United States.

Dr. Jameson’s raid into the Transvaal
had taken place during the last week
of the old year, and on New
Year’s day he was defeated at Kru-
gersdorp and compelled to surrender.
The telegram sent to President Kruger

Near the close of 1895 an expedition
was sent under the command of Sir
Francis Scott to march to Coomassie and
establish British sovereignty in Ashan-
tee. ' King Prempeh submitted without
a blow, and the only losges which the
Britjsh army experienced - were those
from malaria. Among the victims of
that terrible disease was Prince Henry
of Battenberg, the-husband of Princess
Beatrice; who had joined the expedition
and whose loss the Queen and her daugh-
ter mourn-as that of a considerate and
attentive son-in-law, a kind husband
and a loving father,

In March all the world was astonished
by the news that an army, composed. of
English and Egyptain soldiers, had been
ordered into the Soudan. It was pro-
phesied that England would find a very
formidable foe in the dervighes, and
that the Egyptain troops were not to be
depended on. But General Kitchener
advanced up the Nile, winning several
victories on his way in. On the 23rd of
September he tdok and occupied Dongo-
la. The success of this expedition has
been uninterrupted, and the Egyptian
troops have won praise by their gallant
and soldierly conduct.

The present has been a quiet year in
Great Britain. There have been no
great political changes, and no burning
political questions agitating the public
mind. ' Early in the year, Mr. Justin
McCarthy, finding the duties and -re-
sponsibilities of the leadership, of the
Irish parliamentary party inconsistent
with; the leisure which his age and his

friendly attitude of the German press
gave England reason to believe that
what was already an embarrassing com-
plication with a small and distant coun-
€ry under her own protection, might end
in a war with a strong and powerful
neighbor. Meanwhile the other powers
stood aloof, and the Armenian ‘difficulty
was an evidence'that the Eastern pro-
blem was still unsolved and might at
any time farnish a pretext for the attack
of jealous and unfriendly powers. But
Great Britain at this crisis was not
wanting to herself, . She faced cold
friends and threatening foes with a calm<
ness which astonished the world.
Speedily but without haste she prepared
her forces so as to be ready for any emer-
gency. And then her statesmen turned
their attention to the solution of the dif-
ficulties which surrounded them. One
satisfaction she had in her hour of lone-
liness was that from almost every part of
her vast empire came assurances of sym-
pathy and promises of assistance, and it
was Boon realized that however passive
she might have been the Sea Queen had
only been sleeping and was ready forany
emergency.

At the close of the vear it is wonder-
ful to note how completely the dangers
have been passed and the difficulties
overcome. The wisdom and good feel-
ing of Great Britain and the United
States have conqueréd pride and preju-
dice, and by mutual concessions the
Venezuelan boundary question, which
threatened to involve serious complica-
tions is about to be finally settled.
‘Statesmen and vhilanthropists on both
sides of the ocean, geeing what terrible
troubles may arise from very trifling
.canses have devised a plan by which all
questions that may arise between Eng-
" land and the United States can be sub-
mitted “to arbitration and if may be
expected that before the close of another
year we shall have to announce the  es-
tablishment of & permanent court of ar-
bitration for the two great English
speaking nations.

Glad-
stone, as to the duty of England alone to
interfete to force the Sultan to cease his
persecution of his Christian subjects, ré-
signed the leadership of the Liberal
party. His place was taken by Bir
William Vernon -Harcourt, who was al-
ready leader in the House ef Commons
and who, therefore, was able to take up
the work which his chief laid down,
without: any disturbanee of the party
machinery,

This year the Queen celebrated the
sixtieth anniversary of her coronation
and the 23rd of September was marked
as the day when the length of her reign
had exceeded that of any preceding
English sovereign. The occasion was
marked by many congratulations on the
progress which had been made, both in
the prosperity and the extension of her
empire gince her aecession, and atten-
tion was directed to the great moral and
social benefits which “England hag
derived from having had so long
in the ‘highest place ‘in the
realm a - woman who Jas  per-
formed the duties of wife, mother and
Queen as purely, as faithiully and as
conscientiously as Queen Victoria has
done.  The birth of a second son to the
Duke of York has added another mem-
ber to the royal family, and in the little
daughter of the Czar of Russia Her Ma-
jesty welcomed another great-grand-
child. - .

Speeches havebeen
made by the Duke of Deyonshire.and
others, recognizing the: duty of the ¢ol-
onies, as well as the Mother Countyy, to
promote in every way poesible the ity
of the Empire, and a treaty has been
signed by France and England which
gettles the Siam and Mekong questions:

In France very little has gone on
which concerns - the outside world.
There has been no important revolution,
A cabinet has fallen and another taken
its place without any great excitement.
There have been some whisperings - of
combinations between Royalists and
Bonapartists, and the Du¢’  d’Orleans
has declared that he is not satisfied with
the laissez-faire policy of his supporters.
France has not been very successful in
her -colonial policy. Madagascar was
hard to conquer and is still harder to
rule, ard it is said that she is not in-
creasing in population at home at a
sufficiently rapid rate to make it incam-
bent upon her to séek new homes for her
people in strange lands. The important
thing with regard to France so far as the
outside world is concerned is that she is
still good friends with Russia. -The Czar
and 'Czarina were welcomed there with
every demonstration of delight, and the
young Bmperor seemed to appreciate
and to respond to the cordiality with
which he was received. %

Germany too, has since the episode of
the Kruger telegram, been pursuing the
even tenor of her way without interfer-
ing greatly with outside affairs. The
Czar and other great visitors have come
and gone and the young Emperor has
paid visits, made speeches, reviewed
troops and watched the progress of
affairs with the keen eye of one who is
determined not to lose sight of any op-
portunity of using his power and. in-
fluence to advance what he considers. to
be the right cause or to prevent the exe-
cution of plans of which he disapproves.
But it is not always thateven the Kaiser
can have everything his own way. He
has resolved that the German navy
shall be as efficient as the German army
is now, and there is a strong oppesition
in the Reichstag to passing the estimates
which he considers necessary for . his
purpose. A good deal of excitement
was caused a few months ago by the
revelations of a secret treaty which was
made in 1888 between Russia and Ger-
many, and which was supposed to be
incompatible with the then . existing
Triple Alliance. The newspapers gave
as their authority Prince Bismarck. But
beyond affording a theme for "newspaper
discussion very little result has followed
the disclosures.

This has been a busy year in Russia.
The Czar, who succeeded to the throne
in 1895, was crowned with his young
wife at Moscow in May with a pomp &hd
splendor that made the descriptions of
the ceremony read- like an eastern fairy
tale. A terrible catastrophe, caused by
a panic, in which two thousand specta-
tors, lost their lives, marred the joy of
the festivities. The subsequent visit of
the royal couple to Austria, Germany,
England and France has been already
referred to. The trans-Siberian railroad
has been pushed steadily forward, .and a
treaty hag been made with China by
which Russia will be_allowed to extend:
Her great railroad through Chinese ter-
ritory and so obtain an outlet to the
warm waters of the Pacific ocean. The
death of Prince Lobanoff, the great for~
eign minister of Russia, was a great loss
%o the empire, but some one else will be
found to carry on his work. Altogether
the powerful influence of the Rugsian
empire is extending very fast, and it is
to be hoped for the future of mankind
that knowledge and enlightenment will
spread as fast among her subjects,

The prosperity of the South African
Company and the progress of Rhodesia
received a severe check by the troubles
in the Transvaal and the riging of the
Matabele; but Cecil Rhodes is still
there, and it will be a wonder if his
wonderfulr energy, enterprige and powers
of organiZation do not find g ¥ to re-
‘cover lost ground, and to set thingsona
better footing than they were at the be-
ginning of this year. He is one of those
men who do not know what failure
means. )

On this side of the Atlantic the year
has brought its changes. In South
America, indeeed, with the exception of
the Venezuelan difficulty, things have
been wonderfully tranquil, and. per-
haps, we may hope that the peoples of
that continent are growing tired of rev-
olutions and are setting themselves to
work to develop the splendid natural re-
sources of their various countries.

At the beginning of the year the peo-
{ple of the United States were contem-
plating what they thought might be the
consequences of President Cleveland’s
message to Congress, affirming the right
of that country to interfere in the Ven-
ezuelan despute, and of Lord Salisbury’s
reply. The hot-headed and thoughtless,
or the unprincipled, rejoiced in the idea
of going to war, and prophesied the
gpeedy discomfiture of the hated Eng-
lish. But the wise and good of all par-
ties hoped that the nation might be
spared the horrors of a fratricidal struggle
between two powerful and brave nations.
Business men mourned over the losses
they. were already suffering, and looked
forward with dread to the prospect of
greater misfortunes. As we have seen
the storm soon ceased and wiser and
better counsels prevailed. The Ameri-
can Venezuelan commission was ap-
pointed and went quietly on with its
work, unnoticed, and after a. while al-
most “forgotten.: In ~January $75,000
were appropiated for the expenses of a
commission determining the boundary
line between Alaska and British Amer-
ica. The commission has finished, or
almost finished, ite work, and the last
disputed boug\xdary line will have soon
disappeared from the American conti-
nent. A source of disagreement between
Canada and the United States is, it is
expected, being removed by the com-
mission now sitting in our city to settle
the claims of the sealing vessels which
were unjustly seized by the United
States, and whose claims were ordered
to be paid by the Paris Arbitration on
the seal fisheries.

For many months the United States
has been expressing sympathy with the
Cuban rebels. Filibustering expeditions
have been organized, not “ of course’’
with either the knowledge or consent of
the government, against the Spanish
forces. This has deeply offended the
Spanish government and enraged the
Spanish people. But their indignation
reached its height when, after the death
of General Maceo a few weeks ago, Sena-
tor Cameron proposed a resolution ask-
ing Congress to recognize the Cuban
Republic. It is not likely that this
Congress will take the matter up, and as
before the good sense of the nation is
against war, but it is well for the peace
party in the United States that Spain is
not as rich and powerful as she is- proud
and spirited or the insult would have
brought war upon them without delay.
The event of the year, however, in the
United States, was of course the Presi-
pdential- election. Every othér interest
'wag'absorbed in that, and even the in-
dustrial world paused to watch the con-
test. When it was found that the strug-
gle was to be one between the advoeates
of free silver and the upholders of a gold
standard the excitement rose to fever
heat. Every argument* was used and
every effort put forth by both parties to
elect their candidate, and great was the
rejoicing ‘and deep the feeling of security
when it was found that MeKinley had
been elected president of the United
States. Mr. Bryan and his followers de-

Apart
from politics the year has not been event-
ful. Canada has been fairly prosperous.
Few have grown rich but there has been
little distress or poverty. The harvests
have been excellent and the various in-
dustries have been safely and on the
whole profitably carried on. There is one
part of Canada of which so moderate an
estimate would not be true and that is
British Columbia,

The year 1896 will long be remem-
bered as that in which the wonderfal
mineral wealth of the Province of Brit-
ish Columbia was determined beyond
the possibility of_doubt, and in which
the work of development began. In
Kootenay, in Alberni, and a hundred
:‘ggmr places, capitalists have invested
Hheir money; and men have gone to work
to get from the bosom of the earth those
Jireasures which have such an attraction
for men of all ages and of every country.
We have, like the rest of the world, felt
heavily the pressure of hard times, but
with the new year we have every. reason
to hope for a return and an increase of
prosperity.

During the year Death, though he has
been as active as usual has had compar-
atively few shining marks.

Baron Hirsch, the
Hebrew philanthropist, and Leon Say,
the distinguished Freneh statesman,
were both removed from active life on
the 21st April, and on the 27th of the
same month, 8ir Henry Parkes, the dis-
tinguished statesman of New South
Wales, died at an advanced age; on
the 8th June, Jules Simon, the French
author and politician, being called away.

East Kootenay, though not yet draw-
ing so much attention as its companion
.district, bids fair to rival it in a few
years, and it may be mentioned that the
North Star, one of the larger silver lead

:season, and has a further large amount
of ore in sight. On Perry creek, in East
Kootenay, four quartz veins, three of
large size, have been located, and show
good gold values. The northern part of
East and West Kootenay has hardly yet
been touched by the  prespector, and
many a rich find is likely to be made
there in the coming year.

Lillooet has held its own, and through
Yale, the Okanagan and Fairview and
other parts of the lower districts, many
properties have been staked.and bonded
to outsiders, while the Boundary Creek
country is forging ahead, and a sure
indieation of progress throughout is a
tremendous inerease in the customs re-
turns.

Scareity of water has beén'a great
drawback in Cariboo during the past
year, it having been a very dry :season
for hydraualicing. However, for all that,
Cariboo hag been turning out very much
more satisfactory returns than the ‘yedr
before, and atfention is now ‘being -di-
rected ‘to her'quartz mines. “

a Gratifying Absence of Serious

£ Crime.  °
The records of the police department
for 1896, like those of 1895, show Viec-
toria to be at the head of the orderly,
law-abiding cities of America, the mis-
demeanors infinitely outnumbering the
cases of crime, and serious offences of
any kind being few agig ‘far between.
Once again a decrease of crime is noted
during the year, the number of cases of
felony being much smaller.than in any
previous year of a -decade, and the
assertion that hard times produce crimi-
nals being here given a practical contra-
diction. Perhaps it is because the peo-
ple of Victoria are 8s a community
law-abiding ; perhaps the reason is that
the police of the capital, besides being
the strong mhen of the province are
equally zealous in the discharge of their
duties—in any event the record for the
old year is a highly creditable one. Heres
is the statement of arrests for the entire
twelve month:

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Immense Ore Bodies of the Slocan
Making Huge Fortunes for
Their Owners.

Demand by Capitalists Has Made a
Ready Market for Developed-
Mining Properties.

(Compiled from the Mining Record.)
Any attempt to enumerate even the
main features of the year’s progress in
the Slocan must necessarily be incom-
plete with the short.space at my disposal.
The known mineralized region is becom-
ing so extensive in area and the ore char-
acters met with so varied, that a volume
would hardly suffice to describeadequate-
ly all that has gone on during the past
year, and is still going.on. When so
much outside capital is flowing into Ross-
land we may surely be excused if a slight
feeling of jealousy occasionally asserts it-
self here. Without wishing to ‘underes-
timate the value of that camp or relegate
it once more iuto the background, it is
well to remember that the net value of
Slocan ores is a long way ahead of that
from the more famous . 'frail Creek dis-
district, and whatever advancement Ross-
* land may have made during the year, the
Slocan also has certainly shown great

strides in its production. -
The advent of the iron horse into San-
don and vicinity has worked wonders in
that camp, and made it posaible to ship
ore by means of competing railways at a
minimum cost. There seems to be liter-
ally no end to the marvellous wealth of
this section; regions previously regarded
as unproductive, now -contribute their
quota towards the increasing output, and
new camps are gpringing up in every

direction. i

Tne name Sandon brings forcibly to
our minds that now magic expression Slo-
. can Star. During the year the reputa-
tion of this, the Slocan’s greatest mine,
has not only not suffered but become
greatly enhanced. It still stands pre-em-
inent among the mines of the province,
and during the year, notwithstanding ex-
tensive ontlay on improved concentrating
plant, it has maunaged to pay the magni-
ficent sum of $200,000 in dividends up
to the present, with a prospective $60,-
000 more ‘before the year closes. The
large'contract entered into with the Om-
aha smelting people has been satisfactor-
ily discharged and 12,000 tons of Star ore
has found its way to their establishment
during the past twelve months. "Lhe con-
centrator, naturally the best equipped in
the Slocan, has been working uninter-
ruptedly on nearly two hundred tons of
ore a day, andis giving complete satisfac-
tion. As about one hundred men find
employment in connection with the work-
ing of this property, its importance to
the community can be readily 'estimated.
The controlling interest in the Ruth, an-
other great mine, which 1tis thought may

e

in time become a formidable competitor
with the Star itself in ‘the“race for chief
honors in the district, has recently passed
into the hands of an English syndicate on
a $250,000 cash basis. Six feet of ship-
ping ore is exposed in more than one
place in the mine, and everything consid-
ered, the price was by no means exorbi-
tant. The Wonderful, most properly
and appropriately named,  has.surprised
everybody by the.remarkable persistency
which the eompany operating 1t have dis-
played in its development, and the regu-
larity of its output.

Just noting in passing the wonderful
strides in production made by the White-
water during the last few months, we will
take a glance at Cody, a town which has
sprung into existence with remarkable ra-
pidity. Close at hand lie those recently
stacked mines, the Reco and Noble Five.
The owners of the Reco claim to possess
the richest ore in the Slocan, and a re-
cent shipment would certainly bear out
that statement. During the late election
in the United States so much was heard
about the necessity for closing the silver
mines of the Slocan, especially if McKin-
ley were elected, that it might not be
out of place to state that earlier in the
year, with silver at 59 cents, the Good-
enough, a claim adjoining the Reco, was
enabled to make a profit of $524 per ton
on one of its shipments. This is pretty
conclusive evidérce to all right thinking
people that the Slocan can easily survive
a number of presidential elections, what-
ever the result. The Noble Five and
Reco will each soon possess efficient con-
centrators and tramways, and then we
may reasonably look forward to largely
increased outputs from them both.

The extension of the railway system to
Sandon and Cody has left Three Forks in
a somewhat secondary 'position, but the
importance of the mines surrounding it is
but vaguely understood by the ontside
world, and almost always under-estima-
ted. Awong the many rich mines in the
neighborhoud, the Idaho and Alamo,
worked conjointly, are conspicuous by
the certainty with which they periodically
declare dividends, One of $18,000 was
recently divided among the shareholders,
bringing the total so far up to $50,000.
The concentrator, owned by the Slocan
Milling Company and worked in connec-
tion with these mines, was the pioneer in
the Slocan in that direction, and the suc-
ceas attending its operation is madeabun-
dantly evident by the number of mine
ownets who now intend to benefit by the
experience gained in its adoption.

At New Denver, somewhat facetiously
called the metropolis of the Slocan, we
find greater activity displayed than ever
before.: On account of its situation asthe
most central point in - the district, the
government records are ke';l): there, and
it necessarily commands & large share of
the business which is transacted. in con-
nection with the surrounding mines. The
Mountain Chief has again taken its place
in the list of shippers, and very little is
required to place the California in the
same enviable position. Butthe greatest
advance has been made in the opening up
of new regions down the lake, which
threaten to rival, and may even some day
eclipse the older established camps from
which so much wealth is now being ob-
tained. On Four-Mile, the Alpha, which
has shipped over a thousand tons of ore,

still remains idle, apparently for" private
reasons, but numbers of ' other properties
have been acquired or bonded by com-
panies who intend to operate and prove
them during the winter, The Thompson
group, now so well known, is producing
ore from a small stréak which assays over
400 ounces, and a few weeks work on the
part of the company has™ preved an ore
value estimated at over half the bonding
price, or more than $20,000. Among the
fine looking properties on this creek now
in course of development, mention might
be made of the Silverton Boy, Vancou-
ver, Fisher Maiden, Thompson and Mount
What has already been
done on the Galena Farm is known to all
and need not be here repeated.

On Eight Mile, further down the lake,
we apparently leave the silver belt and
turn our attention for a while to its more
valuable neighbor, gold. . Work is being
conducted on'the Willa by Rossland par-
ties, with very satisfactory results. The
ore body is immense- 'and consists of &
mixture of quartz with’ massive ' iron and
copper pyrites, carrying'a few dollars in
gold. The ore is improving with depth
and behaves very mniuch like that frouof
Rossland, - although' the characteristic
pyrrhotite of the latter is-here wantiog.
The Little Daisy, another  Eight Mile
property, recently made asmall shipment
which gave returns of considerably over

Ten Mile, the creek first brought iato
prominence by the systematic exploita-
tion and development done on the Enter-
prise, has probably advanced further dur-
ing the season than any other section of
the lake country. A .magnificent wagon
road follows the creek for a distance of
nearly nine miles, and the mines triba-
tary to it will now be able to ship their
ore with corresponding ease and facility
Preparations are now being made to ship
continuously from the Enterprise, and it
is estimated that nearly a thousand tons
of high grade ore will leave the mine this
winter. The Bondholder apd Neepawa
will also each furnish work at the .smel-
ter before very long. Although the main
value lies in the silver which they carry,
the ores exhibit a ‘most diversified char-
acter, some containing much galena _and
zinc blende (the latter usually argentifer-
ous), others again being composed mainly
of dry ore carrying the silver in the form
of uncombined sulphide and-in the native
state.

: Across the divide we enter the Spring-
er Creek district, and in this connection
it would be timely to refer to the exis-
tence of two thriving towns at the lower
end of Slacan_lake, namely, Slocan City
and Brandon—two well built-up towns
situated about half a mile apart.

The Two Friends, a name now familiar
to all mining men, produces ore resemb-
ling very closely that from the Enter-
prise. Shipments so far have given re-
turns averaging 300 ozs. to the ton and it
is publicly anuounced by the company

that some 600 tons of ore will probably.

be shipped from the mine this winter.
Although there is no gold found on Ten-
Mile creek almost all the ores .here en-
countered carry gold in varying qdanti-
ties, and in some of them it forms the
main value. The Ottawa, Tamarac, Ex-
change, Howard, Fraction snd Crusader
are only afew of the ‘ctlaims of great
promise in this recion, and next year
should surpass even the present busy sea-
son in development done and results ob-
tained Prospecting was continued as-
siduously down the Slocan river peyond
Lemon creek, but with only indifferent
success, and it is now generally conceded
that the limit of the ore belt has been

reached in that direction. ' Valuablefinds’

are however reported all the way anross
to Kootenay Lake, and free gold proposi-
tions of wonderful richness are here
found. .

The Slocan Lake district has at last ob-
tained that for which it has. been crying
aloud for many months ' and even years,
i.e., a sufficiency of capital to develop and
prove its worth as a mineral regions The
number of moneyed men who have either
visited the district themselves or sent re-
presentatives is almost phenomenal and
now is undoubtedly the most critical time
in its history. Should these preliminary
investments prove sncces:ful the country
must inevitably go ahead by leaps and
bounds. At any rate the confidence of
the people here is such that they are
ready to stand or fall by the results of the
development which the most important
claims are now undergoing.

Transportation facilities, although none
too good, have advanced materially dur-
ing the year, and good wagon roads and
trails now render travelling in the moun-
tains comparatively easy ; but I think
the great saving in this direction in the
future lies in the introddction of some
form of gravity tramway, certainly for
those mines whose output is at all consid-
erable. Several mines in the district
have already adopted this plan, and it is
undoubtedly far ahead of the more prim-
itive methods employed elsewhere.

, The beginning of 1896 saw the establish-
mént of the Hall Mines smelter at Nelson.
This consisted of a single water jacket fur-
nace with a capacityof 1(0tonsa day. The
ore - was brought ‘down from the Silver
King mine, 4,800 feet above, by a wire
tramway. This mode of transport did
not work well at first, but aiter some
time its defects were detected and rem-
edied, and since then it has been easily
able to keep the furnace going., The
plant has worked so well that during the
period it has been runniog it has treated
considerably more than the 100 tinsa
day it was designed for. Stoppages for
repairs have been necessitated from time
to time, also during the period of instal-
ling new dir compressing and -other
\machinery at the -miue. ' Up to 14th
November the smelter has treated 25,969
tons of ore, producing 2,131 tons of copy
per matte. The company is- -Row erect-
in% another furnace with a capacity of
250 tons a day, as well as reverberatory
furnaces and other adjuncts, Inaddition
to the ore from its own mine, otheér ore,
especially that from Trail Creek, will be
purchased. = -

While the establishment of the Nelson
smelter has been. so successful, bad luck
has attended the one at Pilot Bay. This
was started in 1894 by a strong Ameri-
can comyany which * also owned the
famous Blue Bell ‘mine. = After running
formore thana yearthe works, bothat mine
and mill, were closed down, with no im-
mediate prospect of their being re-opened.

There is no reason that the country’s rep-

utation should suffer from the stoppage

| of these works.

A marked feature of 1896 has been the
ready market for mining property. Not
only have shares in companies been
largely subscribed for by the public, buty
everyone who owned a prospector a mine,
or any other intermediate development,
had no difficulty in finding a purchaser,
provided that he was content to accept a
price commensurate with the real value
of the property.

'country has been full of mining engineers
and financiers of the highest reputation,
sent out by capitalists to inspect the dis-
trict. Most of them were on the lookout
for established mines in full working
order, and go far “Kootenay has not had
maoy of these to offer. The c'ass of
people represented by these engineers
will not buy a prospect or a small_affair
costing one or two hundred thousand
dollars, They want big things and are
willing to pay millions for them. Unfor-
tunately many of these heralds of capital
had strict orders to purchase gold prop-
erties. only, and much as they would
have liked to make purchases in the Sl

can they were unable to do so. ¢

Looking back over the year, those who
have pinned their faith on Kootenay have
10 reason to be dissatisfied. The time
has indeed come when its advantages and
capabilities have. become, known .7ar and
wide, and there has been, in consequence
a large influx of capital to reward the
toilers for their patience. The future
looks brighter still. . The older and well
known fields are daily -attracting more
and more attention, and new finds of
rich mineral in various directions prove
that the wealth of Kootenay is spread
over..an enormous area. - Her rugged
mountains and dense forests render pros-
pecting a most difficult task. Only here
and there, where avalanches or torrents
have laid bare the naked rock, or
where some bold bluff pushes its way
through the covering of debris and bush
can the prospector hope to find his search
rewarded. While not half the country
has been prospected at all, there are still
thousands of. square . miles. over. .which
men pass every day, hiding their trea-
sures beneath a deep covering. It is only
reasonable to suppose that there may be
mineral lying hidden in. the covered por-
tions of the country as well as in those
comparatively small parts where the bed
rock is exposed.

The new finds thav have attracted
numbers of men during 1896 are on the
North Fork of the Salmon River, the
southeast littoral of Slocan Lake, Craw-
ford Creek, White Grouse Mountains
and lastly Kokanee Mountain. It will
be a great surprise if these camps do not,
some of them, if not all, rival cheir elder
neighbors next year.

(UEEN OF THE COASE.

Victoria Retains Her Proud Position
as First Shipping Port of
the Pacific.

Many New Vessels Registered Testi-
fying to the Skill of Local
Builders.

Victoria’s onward march, as shown in
the development of her trade relations
with the outside world, has not alone
brought, her to the foremost place among
the shipping ports of the Dominion, sec-
ond only to Montreal, but has given her
in many respects the supremacy of the
Pacific coast. From no other point on
the slope are there so many ocean liners
running or joining with foreign worlds—
from no other coastal port are there bet-
ter all-round steamships connections than
from Victoria. With nine and sometimes
twelve regular Oriental callers to the
three, or possibly four, Asiatic liners con-
necting with any other coast port; pros-
pects of a largely increased. Australian
service, calling into use early in the com-
ing year a new and palatial additional
ship, and possibly a new line ‘now just
starting up with Portland as its northern
t&rminus, with the islands of the Pacific,
through these lines and others, brought
into closer communication with the city ;
and with a heavier and better class ton-
nage of merchant marine than ever before
known, Victoria’s shipping interests  to-
ddy contrasts most pleasingly with those
of ayearago. Her trade at home has
also satisfactorily grown. Particularly
has the West Coast shipping risen in im-
portance, and the introduction of a new
and thoroughly equipped vessel in the
steamer 'Tees, brought here from Eng-
land especially for the trade, proved very
timely.

- BESTIN THE WORLD.

Victoria’s Fire Loss the Lightest of
All in Proportion to the
City’s Population.

Damage During the Past Year Less
Than Ten Thousand
Dollars.

The past yéar in Victoria witnessed
another remarkable record forlosses by fire,
which has followed the department under
Chief Deasy during ten years. Although
seventy-five fires occured, principally in the
residential district, the losses amounted to
less than $10,000, and within the fire limits
$1,500 will cover all damage. The two prin-
cipal fires were in Victoria West and on
Cadboro Road, in each case over one mile
from a fire hall and outside the limits
covered by fire alarm boxes.

Since the beginning of the year Victoria
‘West has been provided with a hose cart,
hose, and a volunteer company of firemen
under Captain Clayton, consisting of twenty
residents of the locality. The fire alarm
system now reaches ont to Catherine street,
on _the west side of the ¢city,and will be ex-
tended in a few days, to.Oak Bay Avenue
on the east side. Oakland is provided with
a fire hall and volunteer company under
Captain'N. Sabin. At the Jubilee Hospital
appliances and hydrants have been placed
to protect the neighborhood.

The insurance companies, at theirlast an-
nual meeting, were elated at thegood show-
ing made by the fire department; but in
order to assist the Chief in his efforts to
suppress fires, recommended the substitu-
tion of fully paid firemen in place of the
part call system at present in vogue. With
the firemen scattered over the city it is
claimed that good service cannot be ex-
pected at the moment when men are re-
quired. A number of improvements have
been introduced in the fire halls, and the
prompt work of the firemen, with the

INFLUX OF SETTLERS.

A Large Addition to the Population of Brit-
tish Columbia Last Year,

With regard to immigration snd colon-
ization in British Columbia in 1896 it
may be noted that there was a very large
influx of people, especially from the Uni-
ted States and Eastern Canada into West
Kootenay, but there have also been large
accessions to the population in Yale, Car-
iboo and the Coast districts as far north
as Bentinck Arm. This was due more
especially to the interest (which attaches
to mining development, but this will re-
sult undoubtedly, as has been the case in
the mining countries of the United States,
in drawing settjérs to engage in agricul-
ture and othey pursuits.

The colonization scheme bas resulted
so satiafactorily in settling a large num-
ber of fsmilies at Bella Coola that pre-
[ liminary negotiations are going on for the
purpose of settling two colonies on lands
in the northern end of Vancouver Island,
one of Danes and the other of Norweg-
ians. At the present time agents of the
ezpected colonists are making an exam-
jnation of the district. They representa
number of persons now settled in the
United Stdtes who desire to emigrate to
British Columbia. One of these colonies

In regard, to “the Bella Coola settle-
ment the following extract from the offi-
cial report of the government engineer,
Mr. Hamlin, will be of interest :

*‘The land in the valley is generally of
a superior quality, rith alluvial soil, for
the most part timbered with fine large
trees, cedar, spruce, Douglas fir, alder
and soft maple. As a rule the large
trees do not stand very thick, various
kinds of the shrub order abound, such as
dogwood, cranberry, elder, devil’s club
and others.. The wild fruits are blue-
berry, thimbleberry, salmonberry, . salal
berry, service berry, raspberry, currants
and gooseberry.  In places large ferns
grow very luxuriously. The capabilities
of producing cultivated fruit are undoubt
edly first-class, apples, pears, plums,
cherries, gooseberries, currants, raspber
ries and strawberries, barley, oats, wheat
and grasses, all kinds of roots and vege-
tables. The settlers are a fine, hardy
race, good physique, able and willing to
work, appear most desirous of remaining
in the settlement. The women are
strong and active, neat and clean about
their dress and hab ts, also keep their
homes in order.
¢* Good improvements have been made
by the settlers for the time they have
been on the land, and the many draw-
backs with which they have .to contend,
especially the want .of oxen or horses.
Everything has to be done with their
hands, which is a slow method of clear-
ing Jand. I visited many of the colonists
and in every case found a good log house,
as a rule built of squared or flatted logs,
and a fine garden, cleared and cropped
with vegetables, varying in sizé from one
to two acres. Between,300 and 400 ap-
ple trees have been planted.
¢¢ Each clearing has a large plot of po-
tatoes, which are very fine. The old po-
tatoes, which the colonists are still using,
are ofe a sdperior quality, very little
sprouted and wot shrunken. “he tur-
nips, parsnips, carrots, beet and cabbage,
looked remarkably well. In several
places were small patches of barley and
oats which looked very luxuriant, also
where timothy grass fad been sown it
had come up well. It was a very late
spring, therefure the seeds were put in

te.

“ The climate seems very fire. During
my stay the weather was beautiful, very
hot and exceedingly dry. Some snow
falls in November but winter does not
set in until the latter part of December,
spring the beginning of April, sometimes
earlier. The winters are not severe al-
though the temperature has been 10 -be-
low zero, but as a-rule it seldom goes
lower than I2 above; that is 20 degrees
of frost. Two or three feet of snow
usually falls in January; last winter
there was an unusnal depth, about five
feet. Sleighing generally lasts from six
weeks to two months. From informa-
tion received the winters are frequently
very open with frequent rains. It is a
beautiful valley, and very suitable for a
first-class settlement, ample room for a,
population of 2,000.” .

Creameries Increase in Number and
Mixed Farming Makes Mate-
rial Advancement.

Where agricultural conditions differ as
they do in such a large and varied area
as the province of British Columbis, it is
somewhat difficult to make a general
statement that will embrace all the dis-
tricts. On the whole, however, the
farmers of British Columbia have reason
for congratulation on the results of the
past year, and the prospects for 1897 are
decidedly encouraging.'

At the present time
experts of the: Chinese government
are examining carefully a number
of specimen pieces of timber sent
them from this city, aud there is good
reason to believe that large orders will be
placed here for the ties required -in the
construction of -railways throughout the
Celestial empire. Japan, Australasia,
Europe and South Africa are also looked
to for heavy orders, and the prospects for
1897 are on the whole most encoursging.

It is only a couple of weeks since
Hon. Mr. Blair, the Dominion Minister
of Railways and Canals, while in Victoria,
expressed himself as perfectly astonished
at the marvellous richness of this
province, and it is to be expected now
that on his return to Ottawa he will
point out to his colleagues in the cabinet
the necessity of assisting this province to
obtain improved "railwav communication.
