M. J. Heney, contactor, and R. B. 
Jaek, engineer for the White Pass & 
Yukon railroad, were in the city yester­
day. They arrived from the North on 
the last trip of the steamer Rosalie and 
came here via Vancouver on Monday 
evening. Twenty miles of their railroad 
has been graded, the last two or three 
miles being in Canadian territory, and 
eighteen miles of track has been laid. 
By the end of May the road will be 
through to the head waters bf the Yu­
kon, and while there are now 1,000 men 
employed in road building there will in 
the spring be five times that number it 
the men - are available. Laborers and 
laborers alone are now sought After, and 
Mr. Heney states that throughout all the 
kaet his company have agencies looking 
for men. He says that in no place in 
the world are men earning' as high wages 
for the same class of labor as his 
pany are paying. An ordinary laborer 
can clear at the present time over and 
above his board from $40 to $60 a month 
and did clear last summer when the 
days were long as much as $120. Des­
pite this fact the company find difficulty 
in securing laborers; the C.P.R. company 
has taken a large force for the Crow’s 
Nest road, but it is not due to this al­
together that men aie scarce. Mr. 
Heney says his company has been de­
clared bankrupt time and again by op­
posing parties. Strikes have been re­
torted and nearly all kinds of trouble 
ias been spoken of in connection with 
the railroad operations, whereas 
matter of fact there has not been what 
might be called a “good fight’’ since the 
road was commenced in June last. The 
circulation of the above reports and other 
opposition which Skagwa/s 
among the Alaska towns offer, have pre­
vented men going North in greater num­
ber than they have and there have been 
so many “fake” propositions floated on 
the world, with which the name of Al­
aska is associated that Mr. Heney does 
not wonder at the indifference shown. 
As for the alleged bankruptcy of his 
company, over $1,500,000 has been 
spent on the road and there is plenty 
more capital behind this in England. At 
present the contract calls for the con­
struction of the road to Port Selkirk, 
360 .miles from the coast. It has not yet 
been decided whether the line will be 
extended to Bennett or Too chi lake and 
Windy Arm, but the route will bÿ the 
same to Log Çabin. The worst part 6Î 
the road has been batlt, kowevfl1, afiu 
the remainder will go along at"à tipid 
pace. No one can properly appreciate the 
great task involved in the construction 
Of the first eighteen miles of roadway 
until some of the engineering feats are 
seen in photograph or in reality. The 
grades overcome are immense and some 
of them compare with any on the C.P.R. 
When asked if he thought the White 
Pass & Yukon railway would be ex­
tended farther than Fort Selkirk Mr. 
Jack said he would be not far astray in 
stating that 1,000 miles of road would 
be built and that operations would be 
supplies- for the men working on this 
continued for three or four years. The 
road would not, he considered, amount 
to less than $4,000,000. Victoria and 
Vancouver could furnish all these sup­
plies. As yet, however, these cities have 
done comparatively little towards cater­
ing to the present needs of the railroad 
people—a business that Seattle has had 
up till now and learned to appreciate. 
Both Mr. Heney and Mr. Jack say 
they are Canadians, but they will not 
let their patriotism stand in the way 
of business. They will buy where they 
can buy cheapest and best, and if Seat­
tle can ship them goods and pay duty 
on them at rates lower than Victoria or 
Vancouver merchants then they will deal 
in Seattle. Mr. Heney left for the Sound 
last evening, while Mr. Jack goes to 
Vancouver this morning.

“ Yukon Should Pay for Yukon ” 
Excuse for Starvation of 

Northern Country.

Montreal, Jan. 4.—At the Monument 

Nationale meeting last night 
course of his speech Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
said that as to the Yukon railway it had 
been the conviction and policy of the 
government that Yukon should pay for 
Yukon, and its policy was to build a 
railway affording access to the 
try by the best practicable route with­
out one cent of cost to the country. If it

last year the line could have been 
tended this year to the River Yukon. 
After referring to the senate’s rejection 
of the Mackenzie & Mann bonussed 
monopoly scheme, the Premier said:

“But what the House of Lords could 
not do, the senate of Canada has done. 
The senate of Canada as constituted can 
ignore all bodies in the state and cannot 
be obliged to submit to the popular will, 
except by compulsion, and we want no 
revolution in this country.

“Our only course then is to reform the 
senate by limiting its powers and sub­
jecting it to some control. Now, what 
will this control be. It is a question of 
great delicacy and difficulty. Shall we 
make the senate elective? I am not in 
favor of that system. We have but 
one electoral body in this country, and 
it is represented by the House of Com­
mons. An elective senate would simply 
mean doubling the power of the electoral 
body. The reform we should make will 
leave the senators the same in number 
as they are to-day, namely 82, and the 
mode of appointment the same. The 
reform we propose is this: When there is 
a conflict between the senate and the 
popular house, then there should be a 
joint vote and the majority should carry. 
That, gentlemen, is the reform we have 
to propose to the people of Canada.”

From Selkirk on, however, the weather 
was very mild, too mild in fact, to make 
travelling comfortable. At Fort Selkirk 
Chinook winds prevailed and the trav­
ellers had to wade through water which 
reached to their knees. Thirty-Mile river 
was wide open, while Lake Bennett 
also open to within seven miles of this 
end. The trip across- the pass 
hard one, much difficulty being experi­
enced in finding the trail, while a Taku 
blizzard was howling.

A lot of men were passed along the 
route, many of them drawing their own 
sleighs. Mr. Eckardt says men will be 
leaving Dawson every day now for the 
coast. Good accommodations are to be 
found along the river in log cabins, while 
at White Horse travellers get the first 
taste of civilization at Norman Mac­
aulay’s hotels. The fresh meat served 
there is a welcome change from the per­
petual diet of bacon and beans.

Every­
one being drenched with water, the vessel 
eonld not he signalled, but the shipwrecked 
crew soon saw that the Colgate was com­
ing to their rescue.

About 9 o’clock Monday morning tbe- 
boats were alongside the Colgate and 
were soon on board. Some of the 
men were so exhausted that It was neces­
sary to haul them on board the vessel with 
ropes. Another night In the boat Capt. 
Erickson says would have caused the death 
of two or three of the men.

Capt. Erickson and each member of the- 
shipwrecked crew speak In high terms of 
their treatment by Capt. Griffith and Mrs. 
Griffith. Every comfort possible was pro­
vided until they were landed In Astoria 
to-day. Capt. Griffith says that early 
Monday morning, when eighteen miles 
northwest of Cape Disappointment, the 
two boats were sighted, but were at first 
believed to be two buoys adrift. By 
means of his glass Capt. Griffith soon dis­
covered the objects were boats and con­
tained a shipwrecked crew. The Colgate 
stood off to sea during the night, and was 
picked up by a tug this morning and tow­
ed Into port.

The shipwrecked crew was taken in 
charge to-night bv Capt. Perriman, who is 
here from Ban Francisco, and represents 
Ibe underwriters of the steamer Lakroe. 
They are quartered at the Parker house, 
where they will remain until word is re­
ceived from the owners of the Protection 
in San Francisco.

The Protection was a steam schooner, 
about 400 tons burden, and was engaged 
In running between Coast ports and San. 
Francisco. She was owned In San Fran­
cisco by the J. S. Kimball Company.

The thermometer at 
times registering 32 degrees below zero, 
to 20 degrees above; the ice is very 
thick about here, and a Mr. Norton ar­
rived here yesterday with two fine dog 
teams from Telegraph creek and says 
the ice is in very good condition in that 
vicinity. We have no information in re­
gard to the ice down river, but in our im­
mediate neighborhood, down to Six-Mile 
creek, it is very good travelling. There 
are about 20 miners working there, and 
from individual reports they seem san­
guine as to future results. There are 
a number of miners at this creek who 
are now absent, but having recorded 
their claims intend returning before the 
expiration of the close time.

As night was falling and the 
strength of the gale was increasing, fur­
ther attempts to take the Catania in tow 
were impossible.

The Catania then signalled, “ Don’t 
abandon me,” and the Mesaba answered 
that she would not. Then the Mesaba 
asked the Catania to abandon their ship, 
but they refused. The Mesaba stood by 
all night, but at daylight the Catania 
was invisible. After searching for the 
missing vessel until 9 o’clock on the 
morning of December 30, the Mesaba 
proceeded for London, having stood by 
for 22 hours.

The area devoted to wheat raising iu 
the Spallumcheen and Okanagan valleys 
has been considerably enlarged, the 
lower bench lands, although lighter in 
soil than the valley lands, are productive, 
easily tilled and produce heavy crops of 
clover, as well as cereal crops.

THE DEFEAT OF MR. SWORD.

Viewed as a political incident, the de­
feat of Mr. Colin B. Sword in Cowichan 
has a special significance. Mr. Sword 
was the chosen candidate of the Premier 
and the chief issue upon which the 
voters were asked by the government to 
pronounce was one, which two members 
of that body have declared to be one of 
the main points in their policy, namely, 
the anti-E. & N. legislation. Mr. Sword 
had an advantage over Mr. Robertson jn 
being an experienced politician. It used 
to be said that he furnished brains for 
his party. His candidature was backed 
up by all the influence of the govern­
ment, for the Premier took particular 
care to go to the constituency and tell 
the people that there is not nearly 
enough money to go around, and that 
if Cowichan wished to get its' share of 
the public expenditure, it would do well 
to elect a man who had the ear of the 
government. A defeat under such cir­
cumstances is the strongest condemna­
tion that could be given to the 
ment.

There is another feature connected 
with this election which gives it special 
interest. While Mr. Semlin and Mr. 
Cotton were conspicuous in their efforts 
to elect Mr. Sword, it is interesting -to 
note that neither of the other three mem­
bers of the government took any part 
in the contest publicly, 
if these gentlemen had said to Messrs. 
Semlin and Cotton that they might go 
in and show the people just how strong 
they were. They did so, aud whether 
the glory of Mr. Martin and his wing 
of the cabinet is enhanced thereby, we 
do not know, but certain it is that that 
of Mr. Semlin and Mr. Cotton has been 
very ntuch dimmed, 
this occurring on the very eve of a 
session is not calculated to strengthen 
the government among its followers. It 
renders the result of the meeting of 
the house evèn more uncertain that it 
has been.

Unique; and this, in conjunction with the 
fact that I served him in a net wholly 
non-political capacity, will be, perhaps, 
sufficient justification for my departing 
from the rules which ordinarily govern 
political discussion, and alluding for a 
moment to certain circumstances relat­
ing to the treatment I received at his 
hands.

I had taken an active interest in local 
politics previous to May, 1884. when I 
entered the employ of the Honorable 
Senator Templeman. Never did anyone 
enter upon his duties more determined to 
serve employer faithfully, conscientious­
ly and well; seldom did one individual 
labor more successfully in the interests 
of another, both in a business and politi­
cal capacity ; never did such service reap 
greater ingratitude, such chilling indif­
ference and brow-beating arrogance.
JNot one kind word, not one friendly ex­
pression of approval, not even an ex­
change of the common salutations of the 
day this was my reward during my en­
gagement in the service of the Honorable 
senator Templeman.

The temptation to enter into details at 
this point is very «great, but I must re­
frain from doing so, and will only say I 
make the foregoing statement deliber­
ately and with a full appreciation of the 
gravity of my utterance.

What has been my experience in the 
employ of the Honorable Senator Tem­
pleman has also been the experience, but 
m a less repugnant degree, of many of 
the party's supporters who have had 
dealings with the Honorable Senator 
rompleman. Generally treated with 
scant courtesy, sometimes with positive 
insult, and always in the pompous man­
ner of the despot, many of his political 
supporters have turned away disgusted 
at the boorishness of one so steeped in 
egotism that he is blind to all save self.

I respectfully submit as a Liberal that 
it is not calculated to popularize Liberal­
ism in this city that the head of the 

govern- party here should be a man incapable of 
observing common custom to the extent 
of according ordinary civility to those 
who have occasion to interview him on 
political matters. Such an arrangement 
cannot continue indefinitely.

And what has been and will be the in* 
fluence of the Honorable Senator Tem­
pleman upon the Liberal party in British 
Columbia? The answer is easy. It has 
had a blighting effect in the past, and 
will have in the future. Thrice rejected 
by the electorate of Victoria and only 
saved from political oblivion by being 
thrust hurriedly into the Senate is the 
brilliant record of the Honorable Senator 
Templeman.

I desire it to be distinctly understood 
that in writing as I do I feel I am but 
exercising the prerogative which is the 
right of everyone who has labored earn­
estly and faithfully in support of his 

An incident like party; and I am in a position to establish, 
if occasion should demand, my right to 
speak with the authority of a not wholly 
insignificant worker in the rank and file 
of the Liberal party.

I shall probably he charged with being 
disloyal to the party’s interests in hav­
ing made this public statement. Well, 
if it be required in order to' be loyal that 
one must stifle his manhood and bear 
without demur contemptible treatment 
from those who "assume, without even 
the poor justification of talent, the ways 
and manners of a czar, I must respect­
fully decline to follow where such “loy­
alty” is required.

One word more in conclusion: It is 
conceivable that circumstances may be 
such as would warrant one who values 
his reputation in publicly repudiating 
sympathy with the policy of those with 
whom he has been intimately associated 
for some time. In my opinion I am jus­
tified in taking such action now; and I 
wish to ‘say right here that I regret ex­
ceedingly it was my lot to be a member 
of the staff of a newspaper which has 
so conducted itself as to be a positive 
detriment rather than a benefit to the 
community, whose absurdities have made 
it the laughing stock of the country and 
whose freakish policy in discussing mat­
ters of public import has brought dis­
grace upon British Columbia journalism.

In the future, as in the past, I shall ,««. 
continue to do all that I can in my hum- Wr 
hie way to advance the true interests of 
the Liberal party in this province.

THE SESSION.

Very Considerable interest attaches to 
the session of the legislature which opens 
to-day. Owing to the occurrence of un­
expected circumstances, the outcome of 
the day is at the present writing uncer­
tain. If all the members were in their 
places, the house would probably divide 
20 to 18 on the vote for speaker, but 
two gentlemen who are with the opposi­
tion", Messrs. Turner and Neilson, will 
be absent, and «there is some uncertainty 
as to whether some of the others will 
feel warranted in taking their seats. 
The government expect to have no diffi­
culty in electing the speaker by a small 
majority, but if Mr. Turner and Mr. 
Neilson were present, a very different 
face would be put upon the situation in 
view of the objections against certain 
supporters of the government taking 
part in the vote. As matters now ap­
pear, the likelihood is that, having elect­
ed the speaker, the government will find 
itself, if not in a minority, at least with­
out a majority. 4l persistent rumor is in 
circulation in government circles to. the 
effect that a dissolution may occur at 
any time. Possibly this is intended as 
an inducement to members to support 
the ministry arid thereby avoid the 
trouble of another contest, but if so, it 
will utterly fail of accomplishing its pur­
pose. We refuse to believe that Mr. 
Semlin will meet the house with the 
Lieutenant-Governor’s promise of a dis­
solution in his pocket, or that he will 
necessarily be granted a dissolution in 
the event of his being defeated, or find­
ing himself unable to carry on business.

One feature of the situation is likely 
to cause some embarrassment to Mr. 
Semlin. It lias' been understood that 
an agreement was made between him 
and Mr. Martin, whereby he was to re­
tire from the premiership when the 
house met. He will not care to 
out this agreement, but if Mr. Martin 
does not insist upon his pound of flesh, 
he will belie his reputation as a political 
Shylock. Even if lie should be content 
to wait a little in order to whet his 
petite, no one will for a moment suppose 
that he will be content to follow Mr.

Another interesting question is raised 

by the petition against Mr. Prentice. It 
was expected that the case would have 
been disposed of before the house met, 
but an adjournment having been un­
avoidable, Mr. Prentice finds himself 
confronted with a rather serious problem. 
If the point upon which the petitioner1 
relies as to Mr. Prentice’s qualification 
is well taken, there is no doubt that he 
cannot take his seat. The law imposes 
a penalty of $500 a day upon any person 
who sits or votes in the house when dis­
qualified. It would be unreasonable to 
expect Mr. Prentice to take the very 
great chance of subjecting himself to 
such penalties, and we think in fairness 
to him it may be assumed that he has 
no desire to occupy .his scat, if he is 
not legally entitled to it.

The position of Mr. Hall has been con­
sidered by some persons as one of jeo­
pardy, but we do not think the law war­
rants such a contention. Mr. Hall sup­
plied coal to the Lieutenant-Governor 
and was paid for it by a treasury check 
It is contended that this disqualifies 
him. We do not think so, nor do we 
think that any lawyer will contend that 
it does. The section of the law appli­
cable is as follows:

No person whosoever holding or enjoy­
ing. undertaking or executing directly or 
indirectly, alone or with any other, by 
himself or by the interposition of any 
trustee or third party, any contract or 
agreement with Her Majesty, or with 
any public office or department, with re­
peat to the public service of this province 
or under which any public money of this 
province is to be paid for any service of 
work, shall be eligible as a member of 
the legislative assembly nor shall he sit 
or vote in the same.

This section, being in restraint of indi­
vidual rights, must be construed strictly. 
It cannot be claimed that if the Lieuten­
ant-Governor or the Private Secretary or 
any one else orders something for gov­
ernment House, the person furnishing 
it performs a service or work. No court 
would hold that a contract by which a 
person engaged to perform “service or 
work” meant, in the’absence of anything 
else, that he should furnish goods and 
merchandise, but this is not very ma­
terial, for the section requires that an 
antecedent contract or agreement shall 
have been made with Her Majesty or 
some public officer or department to 
make the receipt of public money a dis­
qualification. If the Lieutenant-Gover­
nor should ring up a coal merchant and 
tell him to send a ton of coal to Gov­
ernment House, no sensible man would 
say that this act, even if followed by the 
delivery of the coal, amounted to an 
agreement with Her Majesty. Neither 
could it be said to be an agreement with 
“any public officer or department” within 
the meaning of the act, for the Lieu­
tenant-Governor is neither such a public 
officer nor such a department as the act 
contemplates. He is a federal officer 
and no provision of the legislature ap­
plies to him unless it is expressly so 
stated therein, that is, when the legis­
lature speaks of public officers it means 
provincial officers only. We draw atten­
tion to the fact that the sample payment 
of money to an individual for service or 
work docs not disqualify him. There 
must first be a contract or agreement 
with certain persons, who are specified, 
and in the absence of such a contract 
or agreement, the simple fact of the pay­
ment of money out of the revenue of the 
province is not a disqualification. We 
think, therefore, that Mr. Hall’s position 
is very clear aud that ho is not disquali­
fied.

In regard to Mr. Neill, the Colonist has 
been informed, upon what it cannot but 
regard as very excellent authority, that 
he at the time of his election was a 
party to a bond given in a criminal case.
If thrff is true, then he is under a con­
tract to Her Majesty, aud clearly was 
ineligible as a candidate and is now dis­
qualified from sitting in the house.

THE MASTODON’S RIVAL.

Wyoming Presents the Remains of a 
Prehistoric Animal 130 Feet 

in Length.
Wyoming is writing a strange chapter In 

the world’s geological history. | 
sage brush commonwealth is scoring 
cord-breaker ln fossil formation by 
earthing the petrified bones of the most 
colossal animal ever taken from the earth’s 
stratas. This stone monster was a dweller 
In the Jurassic age—a dinosaur, measuring 
neariy !30 feet in length, and befog pere 
haps 35 feet to height at the hips and 25 
feet at the shoulders—an animal so terrible 
to size that its petrified skeleton 
is believed to weigh more than 
pounds.

Assistant Prof. W. H. Reed, of the de­
partment of geology of Wyoming state 
university. Is Its discoverer. He made the 
great find while prospecting for fossils 
ninety miles northwest of Laramie last 
August; and since that time the geological 
department of the university has been 
secretly at work in its restoration. So vast 
is the skeleton of the animal that its 
smallest bone yet found Is more than a 
man can lift and with two men In the 
field constantly at work It Is believed that 
many months will be required before the 
monster can be placed on the campus here 
at Laramie. Although Its restoration ls as 
vet Incomplete, still enough of Its bones 
have been disinterred to establish Its gennl, 
and to place It at once to geological his­
tory as the king of all animals restored 
from fossil fields.

In comparison to a mammoth, this animal 
was In size as a horse ls to a dog. In the 
known fossil world there is but one 
creature that can ever serve to an approxi­
mate comparison with It, and this would 
be only as a child beside It. Prof. O. C. 
Marsh s famous brontosaur at the Yale 
museum, at New Haven, Is its only animal 
criterion of measurement. This wag. a 
creature of its own kind and time—a fel- 
ow creature ln Wyoming, where for mil­
lions of years they have slept together ln 
the same graveyard to be finally resur- 
rected by the same ghould of science—Prof.

In the twelve months of 1898 there 
have been issued from the city 1 brary 
23,604 books. Of these 12,222 loaned to 
ladies, and 11,382 to gentlemen.

Theg reatest number issued in 
day was 154 and the average daily num- 
ber was 78. Two hundred and twenty- 
nve ladies and 221 gentlemen, making a 
total of 446 new members, have been 
enrolled on the register during the year. 
1,118 brihgs the aggregate total number 
of members up to 5,727. There have 
been added to the shelves 489 new vol­
umes.

THE VITAL STATISTICS.

Number of Births, Marriages and Deaths 
Officially Recorded During 1898.

Victoria’s registration office contributes 
some interesting figures to the year’s 
statistics, bnt in the matter of mortality 
does not make as good a showing for the 
twelve month just ended as during 1897. 
While the returns for the latter term 
were considerably under 300, it is found 
that for the last year the number of 
deaths were 317, per official count. This 
increase may be accounted for by the 
growth of population. Marriages, on the 
other hand, show even a greater increase 
for while there were only 137 during 
1897—the lowest record in many years— 
the last returns represent 214. Last 
year’s births were also large—that is 
numerically—being 317.

A Very extraordinary feature of the 
importing business now, being developed 
is a move by German shippers to send 
goods in wholesale quantities to British 
Colombia. The British ship River Fal- 
lock, a vessel of 1,586 tons and com­
manded by Captain Wilson, is now re­
ceiving the first cargo at Hamburg and 
towards the end of this month will be 
sailing down the Elbe, through the North 
sea and across the English channel on 
her long voyage around the Horn to 
British Columbia. Her cargo, the first 
shipped direct from Germany to this 
province, is consigned to Victoria and 
Vancouver merchants and will, no doubt, 
consist in the main of iron, salt and ce­
ment. What has led the Germans to 
compete for the supply of the British 
Columbia market has not yet been ex­
plained, “but,” said a shipping man yes­
terday, “you can rest assured that once 
the Germans have entered on this line 
of business they will not soon relinquish 
their hold, for they are among the most 
aggressive business men in the world.” 
Strange to say, a large portion of the 
River Fallock’s cargo is British goods, 
being first shipped from London and 
Liverpool by steamer and transferred at 
Hamburg. The remoteness of Germany 
from the Atlantic will not, it is consider­
ed, place the country at a material dis­
advantage in the way of competition 
white the rates applying to the German 
cargoes will compare favorably with 
those on English goods. Leaving Lon; 
don at about the same time as the River 
Fallock the British ship Langdale will 
sail for Victoria and Vancouver with 
general cargo.

PREPARING FOR A RUSH.
The Chemainus mills, the largest ex­

porters in the province for the year just 
ended, are now to be closed down for a 
fortnight to receive an overhauling prior 
to entering on another busy season. The 
lust vessel to be loaded is the bark John 
Smith. She has completed her cargo 
and is now ready for sea. The vessel is 
destined for Capetown and carries 626,- 
856 feet of lumber, valued at $4,532. 
When the mills again start up they will 
have an immense rush of work to handle. 
The local agents say that they have or­
ders enough on hand to keep the mills 
running for six months. These orders 
come principally from China, Australia, 
South Africa and England.

The police court case In which W. H. 
Pennock, the Yates street Jeweller, Is de­
fendant, and his neighbor and business 
rival, 8. A. Stoddart, the complaining 
witness, developed several new and very 
sensational features yesterday, these aris­
ing out of the evidence of the son, Fred. 
Stoddart, whose cross-examination Is yet 
to come. In effect this witness denied 
emphatically that he had taken the dia­
mond ring that Is the basis of the prose­
cution, and hla testimony goes to de­
monstrate that the accused by means of 
false keys made by himself, himself rob­
bed the Stoddart establishment. The son’s 
connection with the case, according to 
bis testimony, was limited to his 
efforts to recover the missing property 
for his father when he had come to be­
lieve that Pennock has stolen It. In con­
nection with the recovery of the valuable 
ring—or rather the unset stone—he admitted 
having signed a paper addressed to W. H. 
Pennock, admitting that he had stolen 
the ring and sold it to Pennock, the latter 
not knowing It to have been stolen. This 
eourse he took, he now says, after con­
sultation with his father, and on the guar­
antee by Pennock that the document would 
be kept a secret.

The first witness of the day was Luther 
Calvert, who had been with Mr. Stoddart, 
sr., secreted in Dr. Ernest Hall's office to 
overhear the conversation there between 
the accused and Fred. «Stoddart. He^cnr- 
roborated a portion of what had been pre­
viously disclosed In evidence touching this 
conversation—the talk was about a diamond 
ring and Fred. Stoddart wanted the accused 
to give him money with which to leave the 
country. He also wanted the accused 
to see Mr. Stoddart, sr., and induce him 
to help him away. Then Pennock and 
Fred. Stoddart went away and he could 
not say what else transpired.

In cross-examination by Mr. Belyea this 
witness stated that the conversation did 
not last long—perhaps ten minutes. The 
drift of Fred. Stoddart’s remarks appeared 
to be that he was suspected of stealing the 
ring referred to, whereas Pennock knew 
more about it than he did.

Then Fred. Stoddart took thé stand and 
sensational developments commenced al­
most immediately. He was 29 years of 
ege, and had been handling diamonds for 
twenty years. He had worked for the 
accused, he said, from May, 1897, to Feb­
ruary, 1898, and going to Pennock's place 
of business one night found him making a 
key. He asked him if he had turned lock­
smith, and received an evasive answer. 
He had also asked who the key was for, 
and was told “a certain party,” Pennock 
not saying who the party was. There was 
a striking similarity between the key Pen­
nock was making and that In witness' 
possession, which opened the main door of 
his father’s (Mr. Stoddart’s) store. He 
lad compared the key of his father's 
store with the one Pennock had made, and 
found them very much alike. When he 
remarked that, the accused replied that 
many keys looked somewhat alike. There 
were two safes in his father's store. Pen­
nock did not know their combinations. He 
had seen some figures on Mr. Pennock’s) 
wall. ,

Mr. Belyea—Just like a fairy tale.
Continuing his testimony the younger Mr. 

Stoddart said that he did not know the 
safe combinations. He knew the figures 
partially. After long thought he could per­
haps give the figures. He had heard of 
the disappearance of the ring on the Mon­
day following its loss. His father had no 
other ring of the same description. Before 
he knew of the loss of this ring he had 
seen the ring in Pennock’s possession and 
had asked to look at It. He had then re. 
marked that It looked very much like one 
his father had, at which remark Mr. Pen­
nock had appeared annoyed.

The direct examination being continued 
by Hon. Fred. Peters, Stoddart said that 
his father had stopped his credit, anff he 
had several times gone to Pennock for 
assistance, borrowing money from him on 
some occasions, and at another time getting 
him to guarantee board at the restaurant.

“He said then,” he young man continued, 
“that my father had missed a ring. He 
told me, too, that my father believed I 
had duplicate keys of his store, but I 
was not to say anything to anyone about 
his having told me of the loss of the ring 
or the duplicate keys, this being to throw 
me off my guard. I believed that It was 
the same old story—If my father missed 
anything he always suspected

“Pennock saiif for me not to come around 
his store, but If I wanted to meet him to do 
so by appointment. At that time I did 
not know' what particular ring was miss­
ing. Several days after this, another con­
versation took place In Pennock’s store.
I had been looking In my father's window 
and noticed that this particular ring was 
no longer with, the others, where it had 
been. Having noticed this, I went to 
see Pennock, and told him that I had found 
out the ring that my father had lost, and 
I also said I was confident that it was 
this same ring that I had seen In his

G. N. W. Lineman's Narrow Escape 

From Death.
McGill Pierre Brouillet, employed by the Great 

Northwestern Telegraph Company as a 
linesman, had a miraculous 
cape from being electrocuted in 
Montreal, says the Gazette: Brouil­
lât has the reputation of being a first- 
class man at his work, and it was only 
natural that he was one of the men 
picked out to repair the wires of the com­
pany, which were damaged by the severe 
fire at Messrs. Greenshields’ the night 
previous.

It was about 4 o’clock when Brouillet 
his comrades saw Brouillet suddenly fall 
across the crossbar. One of the men 
realizing the peril of Brouillet, gave 
a scream which quickly brought a large 
crowd to the scene.

On looking up the spectators were hor­
rified to see the man not only hanging 
across the beam, but also that his hands 
were transfixed to the deadly wire. His 
comrades immediately fixed the safety 
rope around his body and endeavored to 
lower him to the ground. This was a 
harder task than they contemplated for 
Brouillet was not only limp but com­
pletely helpless.

Among those who showed -presence of 
mind were two firemen who secured a 
high ladder, and placing it against the 
pole, succeeded after great -difficulty in 
bringing the unconscious man to the 
ground. Some cool-headed person im­
mediately telephoned for the ambulance 
of the General Hospital, and the response 
ascended the pole outside of the Thomp­
son shoe factory, on Craig street, in com­
pany with two other linesmen. The 
rapidity with whiq)i the men ascended 
the pole was favorably commented upon 
by the large number of people who 
on the street at the time.

The work of a linesman is an interest­
ing one, for he has to carry out his in­
tricate duties skilfully, quickly, and also 
cautiously. While many have the two 
first qualities, unfortunately the ma­
jority lack the latter, ’ and consequently 
a large per centage 
become victims of their own folly.

While in the execution of their duties, 
was so prompt that the hospital surgeon 
was on the scene before the victim 
half way down the pole.

Although there were no apparent signs 
of life, the man was .placed in the am­
bulance, which dashed off again to the 
hospital. After receiving skilful treat­
ment from the house surgeons the 
gradually recovered.

The news that a man had ben killed 
by an electric shock quickly spread 
throughout the city, and as Brouillet is 
well-known and universally respected, 
his reputed untimely end caused great 
consternation,

7:15 last evening the night operators had 
a pleasant surprise, for in walked Brouil­
let smiling and as unconcerned as if 
nothing had happened, and reported for 
duty.
