The death of Mr. Jonas Canniff, at the
residence of his son, Dr. Canniff, yesterday
day morning(,I removes one more of the
pioneers of Upper Canada, and of the
veterans of 1812, Mr. Canniff was born
Dec. 28,1789 and had therefore entired
upon his'93 year.

At
the close of the war of 1812, he settled in
"Thurlow near the site of the present city
of Belleville. His life was characterized by
great energy and industry; and in the
cultivation of his farm and the erection of
mill he contributed largely in his day to
create the prosperity of the county of Hast-
ings and the city of Belleville. Few men
stood so high for sterling integrity and up-
right Christian character. The last three
years of his life have been passed in Toronto
with his gon where he died.

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Selling Lots in Niagara Without Titles—West«
bourne Needs Watching—The Nelsonville
Fraud.

We have to again® put ‘the people of To-
ronto and Ontario on their guard in the
matter of investing money in Manitoba
town lots. The ¢ scoopers” are coming
down from Winnipeg in droves and every-
one of them has from two to ten paper
towns in his gripsack. They look nice on
paper, but Grip in its cartoon of the West
Lynne swindle shows what they look like
in reality. And while we are talking
about West Lynne, we wonder what the
authorities are doing in the case of the
two worthies, Smith and Beech, who were

the pushera of the West Lynne affair. If
there is a law against harefaced swindling
they ought to come under it. We hear,
however, that these two gents are not in
town.
THE NIAGARA SWINDLE.
About four weeks ago the town of Ni-
agra—twelve - miles from Winnipeg, the
rural retreat (that is to be) of the merchant
princes of the prairie capital—was putup at
Coate’s and auctioned off by T. P. Murray.
One city gent went to the sale and was so
delighted with the accounts of the town
that he bought several lots and paid down
a percentage at the time of the sale. The
vendor wasone A. J. Ross. The purchasers
were told that an abstract of the title and
title deeds could be seen at the office of
Messrs. Crombie & Worrell, solicitors for
Ross. The solicitor for the Toronto gent
called at thisoffice several times but could not
see the papers. Finally he was told that no
title could be given for the property. It
also appears that this projected town of
Niagara is on the Southwestern railway,but
that the railway authorities have singe de-
termined to change the location and the in-
tended town will continue its existénce—opn
paper.
Lots in Niagara are to be uffered at Coate’s
again to-day.
THE TOWN OF WESTBOURNE.
The people of Toronto will also have an
opportunity to buy lots in Westbourne,
anotber paper town, at Ccate’s to-day and
to-morrow. The lots are laid out
in tiers of two or four deep, and run
back ' from the river -front several
miles; Any value above mere farming
purposes that there lots may bave depends
on where the Westborne and Portage La
Prairie railway will cross the White Mud
river. It if crosses whereat present located
these lots may become fair village property,
but if the crossing is made four miles
further down the stream, as the agreement
with the town of La Prairie is likely to be
intrepreted as calling for, then the buyers
will have farm property instead of town
lots, Westbourne is wild speculation at
present.
NFELSONVILLE.
We have the Manitoba Mountaineer to
hand. 1t copies anarticle from the Emer-
son International which has been approving
of the World’s strictures on the paper
town business. The Mountaineer, which

very lately we have had no idea of the
length to which this somewhat shady
business is being carried. In thé case of
Nelsonville, we have no doubt the charges
made by the International corrresporident
are substantialy correct. It is true that
lands have been surveyed and are being sold

nized as such here. The instance of F. C.
Mercer is.one in point: Some months ago
Mr. Mercer purchased the Leary farm in
the vicinity of this town, and snrveyed the
same into town lots. He is now selling
those lots in the cities of Ontario as Nel-
sonville property, whereas the nearest lot
on Mercer's suivey is one mile from the
business centre of Nelsonville, We under-
stand Mr. Mercer is disposing of his lots to
Ontario purchasers at just what they will
bring, often not more than $6 to €10, and
this, of course, cannot be otherwise than
hurtful to the outside reputation of our
young town. We may just mention that
reasonably choice lots in Nelsonville proper
cannot be purchased for less than $150 to
$300, and good business lots are already up
in the thousands. It is just as well that
land speculators of Mr. Mercer’s stamp
should be exposed.”

THE PRESS ON THE PAPER TOWNS,
Milton Champion: For the past few
days The World, a comparatively new To-

the treatment and diagnosis of diseases.
On motion of Messrs. Montague and
Coultér a vote of thanks was passed to Mr.
Smith, 'to which he made a suitable reply.
The president stated that other gentlemen
had promised substantial aid.

About fifteen gentlemen were then pro-
posed s members of the society. 3

Dr. Richardson, in tuking the chair, ex-

pressed his sympathy with the aims of the
society, and then called upon Dr. Adam
‘Wright to give his
INAUGURAL ADDRESS,
in which, after thanking the society for
electing him president, he announced his
intention of dealing with (1) the objects
and prospects of the society, (2) the school,
(8) their profession. The society would
include fthe teachers, students and gra-
duates of the school, and with the view of
encouraging the latter to joigy it had
been decided to make them lif@members
on payment of a single entrance fee.
The objects, wou'!d be Literary, scientific
snd medical. Papers would be read on
medical subjects, and clinical cases pre-
sented for examination. In point of at-
fendance, he hoped they would show a good
example to the Toronto medical society,
which could barely muster up an average
- attendance of twenty. (Laughter.) There
would also be a library and reading-room
in connection with the society.

Their school, after a vigoaous existence of
39 {ea.u, still occupied a place in the front
rank of the best medical societies in Ameri-
ca, a result which was due to the faithful
labors of the senior members of the
faculty.

. THE STUDENTS AND THE POLICE. :

Speaking of the kindly and intimate re-
latious between the teachers and students,
Dr. Wright said that the former made no
attempt to command respect by clubbing
students after the manner of those valiant
men, the members of the Toronto police
force, Later on in the address, he advised
the students to refrain from midnight
yronmenades in company with their friends
the ‘‘ Bobbies,” notwithstanding the moral
benefits which the policemen must derive
from the association. He told an anecdote
of a policeman who was walking arm in
arm with an arts studeut, when the
latter said, ““Do people ever mistake youn
for a post, and tie a horse to you?” To
which his companion replied, * Not yet;
but I've got an ass tied to, me now.
(Laughter.)

Speaking of the great change which has
taken place in popular sentiment regarding
the medical profession, the.essayist read an
advertisement taken from a paper 300
years old, * Wanted, a sober, steady per-
son in the capacity of doctor,
surgeon and man-midwife. He must occa-
sionally act as busler, dress and trim wigs.

The other theory, and that most commonly
received, was that'it was a specific poison
from | an  organizel germ -derived
from @ previous case of the dis-
ease. The latter theory was the one
. favored by the speaker who supported it by
a number of remarkable instances. He ar-
rived a$ the following conclusions:

That typhoid fever arises from a specific
poison.

That there is no reason for supposing the
present epidemic an exception to that gen-
eral rule.

That the nature of the contagion is such
that one case is more than sufficient to
use a wide spread epid&mic, even a very
great length of time after its occurence.

That' the prevalence of the fever in this
case was predisposed to by the unusal heat
and “drputh of the season, and that the
means by what the infection has in all pro-
bability spread ‘include the careless disposal
of discharges from the sick, the atmosphere
of the|city, and the well water used for
drinking purposes ; the imperfect drainage
and possibly adulterated milk supplied for
the residents. s

Mr. Cleland followed, advocating the de-
composition theory, and attributing the
disease to defective drainage, &e.

Mr- |Coulter supported Mr. iMontague,
He instanced China, where the drainage,
&c. was most defective and yet the disease
was umknown, He thought the disease
might he imported from meat.

Mr. Paterson after modestly explaining
that he was only in the primary class, gave
an excellent essay on the

contamination from privies, surface water,

Toronto he considered was one of the best
drained cities in America, but he doubted

Mr, Poter A. Scott’s Bfforts to Secure a Govern-
ment Investigation re the Lost Propeller.

A few days after the Jane Miller was
ost, Mr. Peter A. Scott, the well known
umberman of this city, wrote to the depart-

ment of marine and - fisheries at Ottawa,
suggesting that the disaster should be made
the subject of a government investigation,
as he considered tﬁe propeller unseaworthy
—in fact “the worst piece of workmanship
afloat:”- In due #$ime. Mr.  Scott
received a -reply from the deputy
minister to the effect that the
department wag in.communication with the
inspector of steamboats in regard to the
matter. Last week a second letter was ad-
dressed to Mr. ‘Scott informing him that
steamboat inspector Meneilley had reported
that although a m“%l:li iece of workman-
ship, still the Jane Miller was strong, sea-
worthy and properly appointed for the
route on which she was placed.

Mr. Scott is not satisfied to let the mitter
rest here. He wants a government investi-
gation and writes to The World calling
npon Mr. James Beaty, M. P, for

est Toronto, to take the case in hand
and urge it before the authorities at Ottawa.
Mr. Scott selects Mr. Beaty from among the
other’ city members because Mr. Beaty spoke
against *floating coffins”’ at the meeting
in this city subsequent to the terrible steam-
boat disaster at London. Mr. Scott claims
the Jane Miller was nothing but a floating
coffin, and says that Mr. Beaty has now a
splendid chamce to be of service to
tﬁe public. He suggests that as the
inspector of steamboats passed the lost
propeller, he is hardly the proper party to
be trusted with an investigation, but that
the government should appeint a commis-
gion independent of the marine department.

It is to be hoped that Mr. Beaty will
see fit to takehofd of this matter as sug-
gested by Mr. Scott, who is interestedonly
for the benefit of the public. Mr. Scott
was a passenger on the Jane Miller two or
three weeks before she was lost and knows
whereof he speaks.

The Great Valley City of the Wondrous West.
(From the London Advertiser.)
Who has not heard of Brandon, the valley
city of “our woudrous west,” pleasantly
situated on the west bank of the Assini-
boine river, and commanding an extensive
and enchanting view of the famous Grand
valley, eastward , the beautiful Brandon
hills, some ten miles southward, and the
valley of the Little Saskatchewan, west-
ward. Centrally located in an extensive
area of fertile land, well watered and with
good natural drainage, its position is one
of the most promising for a great city on
the line of the Canada Pacific railroad,
The C. P. R. syndicate, in May last, de-
cided to make Brandon one of the division
towns of their line, the distance from Win-

Many good buildings me in conrsa of
construction, but many more would be built
if the lumber could be got in. It was
thought that the opening of the railroad to
Brandon, which took place on the 15th
October, would bring in an_abundance of
building materials, but the immense quan-
tities of supplies required for the construc-
tion of the line westward permitted only a
limited amount of assistance to Brandon,
and the present season closes with the
most encouraging prospects for a wonderful
building boom next spring.

The iron drawbridge across the Assini-
boine at the foot of First street (1st street),
to be built during the present winter, con-
nects Biandon with the splendidly settled
country north and east, known as the Big
Plains. '

The Brandon mills, Millford, and Elliott
settlements all pass over this portion of
Brandon by the south-east trail.

Jrandon is the county town for the county
of Brandon ; and the Land office at the
Souris mouth and the registry office at
Miliford will in all probability be removed

the settlers of this neighbourhood.

Rapid City is 18 miles north ; Miunedosa,
24 ; Birtle, 90 ; Milford, 24 ; Souris Junc-
tion, 20: Elliott settlement, 18; Plain
creek, 18 ; Oak lake, 30 ; Gopher Greek, 50;
and Oak settlement, 30 miles westward
from Brandon.

The Souris valley, southwest from Bran-
don, through which the Canada Pacific rail-
way branch of the Souris valley and Bon
river road is surveyed, and the construction
of which will commence in the spring, is a
fine country, and is rapidly settling up. This
road opens up anl passes through the im-
mense coal and iron deposits recently dis-
covered in the famous Souris valley dis-
trict.

Brandon will undoubtedly become a large
and prosperous city in a few years. Its
central position will necessitate 'a branch
and intertecting lines of railways with the
trunk line. and the splendid bridge now be-
ing constructed across the As.iniboine just
east of the town, will be utilized for a great
sonthern line to connect with the North-
western road. As a distributing point it
will have no equal outside of Winuipeg in
the Northwest. The syndicate have let
contracts for an immense immigrant shed to
be built at the foot of Second street, and in-
tend using it as an outfitting station for
emigration, which willYog_fthe means of
largely increasing the busimess in this rapid-
ly rising city. It will also be the terminus
of the Canada Pacilic railway for next sea-
son, and the point from which all syndicate
supplies will be  shipped. Al
steamers 'running between™ Winnipeg
and Fort Ellice stop at Brandon. “Plans for
3 grand palace hotel,” containing 140
bedrooms have been prepared by a Minne-
apolis firm, and work on the same will be
commenced early in the coming spring.
The materials for the construction are now
being shipped from Miunezpolis, so that no
delay will occur in hastening the comple-
tion of so laudable an enterprise. The
building alone will cost $75,000, and will
have ften stores underneath, six of them
facing Princess avenue, and the other four
on Park street.
