i ARKANSAS ASSASSINS.

| They Fire Upon a Party in a Hack—Killed
and Wounded—Intense Excitement.

Hor Sprixas, Ark., Feb. 9.—A terrible
tragedy was enacted on our main street
this morning about 11 o'clock. Three
brothers, Frank, Jack and William Flynn,
were proceeding home in a hack, when a
party of seven men, armed with double-
barreled shot-guns and Winchesters, step-
ped out frem the door of a saloon and
opered fire. The Flynns were armed, but
the attack was totally unexpected.

Jack Flynn was shot through the fore-
head by a ball from a Winchester, and
died in a few minutes. William Flynn
was shot through the breast with a Win-
chester, probably fatally. Frank Flynn
received a shot-ghrough the hand, inflict-
ing a slight wound. Frank Hall, driver
of the hack, was shot through the back of
the neck and died an hour afterward.
Robert Hargreave, a bystander, was shot
through the breast and will probably die.
J. H. raig, a prominent lumberman, re-
ceived a charge of buckshot through the
breast. His condition is considered pre-
carious,

The difficulty originated some weeks ago
on account of Frank Flynn endeavoring to
prevent Doran from opening a gambling
house. It culminated at the time in Doran
making a cowardly attempt to assassinate,
failing in which he fled from the city. He
returned secretly a few nights ago. . Flynn
was unaware of his presence ili the city till
the fatal volley was opened on him.

Intense excitement prevails, and there
are strong threats of mobbing the prison-
ers. Seven were arrested and are
now in jail.

Mundreds of Homeless amd Destitute
People—Appeals for Atd—The situa-
tion Growing More Gloomy.

WaegLiNg, W. Va.,, Feb. 9.—The

o total loss. The steamer John Lewis
arrived from down the river this evening.

Waerrivg, W. Va.,, Feb. 10.—The
river has receded slowly. The disappear-
ance of water only reveals the extent of the
ravages of the flood. ~The dﬁht exposed
is disheartening. Hundreds of large houses
and barns are gathered at points where the
surface water was obstructed by trees.
Fifty houses are jammed up and against
each other at the south end of the city.
The Baltimore and Ohio tragk between
here and Renwood is covered with_ build-
ings and drift which had to be pulled to

ieces bf' engines fo eclear the track.

ivery blanket in the city has been dis-
tributed to homeless sufferers. There is a
great scarcity of bedclothes. At Martin’s
terry last night Dr. Hyneman, under bail
for malpractice, was caught robbing a
flooded store. He was beaten nearly dead
and is missing to-day. -

The outlook for the future is gloomy.
Many cases of premature confinement are
reported. Some sufferers on the south
side are reduced to the extremity of cut-
ting meat from cows found dead as the
floods recede. The Ohio river railroad is
believed to be entirely ruined. Section
after section of trestle work, bridges and
cars are washed away.

Portsmouth, Ohio, is almost entirely
under . water and completely cut off
| from outside communication.  The
water is fourteen inches higher than the
flood of 1832. The river isstill rising, and
many houses are floating away. There is
great suffering, and worse is still expected.
At daylight this morning fire broke out in

a feed store in the midst of the business
portion of the city, caused by slacking
lime submerged in the rising water. Six
buildings were burned to the water’s edge,
and the walls fellin. The churches are all
under water. Every eugine house and
school house in the city is filled with our
drowned people. The river is rising over
half an inch an hour. It is raining hard.
We have not heard from any place for
three days. The people are in great dis-
tress.

RipLEY, O., Feb. 9.—The river at noon
reached the flood point of last year. There
is much destitution and a public relief
meeting is in progress. All business has
been suspended, as all the business houses
are submerged. Several dwellings were
swept away this morning by the devastat-
ing waters.

Harrgissvre, Pa., Feb. 9.—The ice in
the Cenodoquinet creek on the opposite
side of the Susquehanna river broke to-day,
and ecaused a tremendous flood. Four
bridges over the creek between Carlisle and
the river, valued at over $8000, were
crushed and carried away. Three dams
were washed ont. The mills connected
with them were badly injured. The freshet
is the worst ever known in‘the Cumberland
valley. :

LyNCHBURG, Va., Feb. 9.—The recent
rains have swollen the James river nine
feet above water mark. The waters are
rising rapidly and fears are entertained
of a disastrous flood. The water guards of
the first lock above the city are gradually
giving way under the pressure of the
waters. Should they break loose every
vestige of property in that section of the
city will be swept away.

Cincisnati, Feb. 9.—The impression
that a large tract™of the city is covered by
water is erroneous, and the portion sub-
merged, except in the suburbs, is not much
used for residences. The main residence
and business portion of the city stands on
high ground far out of the reach of the
highest flood.

Arrangements for preserving the peace
and preventing crime are vastly better
than when there is no flood. Not only are
the police more watchful but they are re-
inforced by 100 militia who patrol the
streets at night.

The relief work grows daily as the stock
of provisions of poor families imprisoned
in houses diminishes. The best men in
the city are directing the work and giving
it constant personal attention.

In Newport, Ky., the burden has grown
so great that the mayor has called on
neighboring towns for help.

Two cases of drowning were reported to-
day. One was kid. Welsh, leaning over a
bridge across the Licking, He lost his
balance-and fell into the river. The other
was Michael Luckner, who fell from a
boat into the Ohio river. Thos. Ryan, in
the same boat, also fell out, but was res-
cued.

Relief parties have gone to Benwoodand
Wellsburg by steamboat. A river boat was
prevented from landing by the inhabitants
headed by State Senator Wagner, firing on
the boat. They feared the wash of the
waves would further injure the submerged
buildings.

An unknown woman was drowned in
the Fifth ward last night by falling from a
second story window into the water. A
baby of a family named Lash,on the island,
also fell into the water and disappeared
from sight. Neither bodies recovered.
Many narrow escapes are reported _and
doubtless several lives were lost which
have not yet been discovered.

Roherer, who is a
man of violent disposition, believing that
the Italians had tried to murder his house-
hold, started with a cavalry sword to kill
the Ttalians, but found upon entering their
quarters that eight of them were lying in-
sensible. Prompt medical attention revived
the Ttalians. An analysis developed pois-
onous dregs at the bottom of the bitters.

Our correspondent ‘‘Onlooker,” whose
letter was published on Wednesday last,
is of opinion that Canada is paying too
much for her Pacific railway. The
amount to be paid for it, according to the
original bargain of 1880-81, was in excess
of what it will ever be worth to the coun-
try, but paying twenty-two and a half
millions more makes the whole business so
much the worse. Like nearly all oppo-

" nents of the present railway policy, ‘“On-
looker” will have it that thigfresh advance
is not a loan, but a gift. There is a
promise to pay, but no payment will ever
be made. As far as any probability of
payment is concerned, the twenty-two and
a half millions might as well be thrown
into the sea, or at all events set down as a
gift to the company ‘‘free gratis for

: nothing,” to use a popular and rather ex-
pressive bit of bad grammar,

The Intercelonial has not paid as a com-
mercial undertaking, and Canada’s lien on
the Grand Trunk for fifteen or twenty mil-
lions, with thirty years’ interest thereon,
is counted as so much waste paper merely;
so0 says our correspondent. On which we
may remark that the Intercolonial has
been ‘‘picking up” considerably of late,
under careful management ; and now that
we have it, we feel that we could not very
well do without it. As for the loan to the
Grand Trunk, we are candidly of opinion
that the cofintry has already had the worth
of the money, in the shape of helping tor-
ward its development. Since the gobbling
up of the Great Western and the Midland
systems the Grand Trunk has become a
gigantic monopoly ; and it is a melancholy
fact that to the powerful aid given by the
Globe and some leaders of the reform party,
the success of the Grand Trunk’s raid
upon the two important systems named
was largely owing. The dominion govern-
ment will not allow new railways in the
Northwest to compete with the syndicate’s
road; and this is called a grievance; but
our reform leaders did more than that, for
they helped to destroy competition already
in existence all the way from the county
of Hastings to the Detroit river. Still, it
may fairly be considered that the country
had the worth of its money from the Grand
Trurk before the gobble of the Great Wes-
tern and the Midland took place.

After all that has been said, the real,
practical point in the present controversy
"lies in the question whether the advance

asked for is to be looked upon as a loan
merely, to be repaid in a few years, or as
a gift, never to be repaid at all. Let us
draw attention to one fact of vast import-
ance in its bearing on the probabilities.
Suppose it to be admitted that the subsidy
agreed upon three years ago was just
enough, none too much, but still so much
that it would not be safe to give any more.
Well, the discovery, since then, of ¢oal
deposits that are practically inexhausti-
ble, this side of the *Rocky mountains, so
much improves the prospects of the whole
Northwest that a loan of twenty millions
now may well look safer than a loan of one
/million only might have looked three
years ago. It would be difficult to name
any sum of money as the probable value of
these coal deposits to the country, but a
hundred millions would surely be a ridicu-
lously small estimate. Let it be remem-
bered that the prospects of ‘the Northwest
country and the prospects of the company’s
being able to pay its debts hang together.
Would it be talking extravagantly to say
that the discovery of abundance of coal in
the Northwest adds an average of a dollar
an acre to the value of a belt of land fifty
miles wide all the way from Winnipeg to
the summit of ‘“‘the Roekies ?”

We have hazarded the opinion that if
the government had refused - to aid the
company at this time a most disastrous
financial crisis for the whole country
would have ensued. Our correspondent
says—All stuff, there would have been no
crisis at all, but the country would have
sobered up and been the better for it.
Now, we can never be certain what would
have happened had this or the other thing
been done or not done, as the case may be.
Who can tell how the current of history
wouid have been changed had there been
1o Roman invasion of Britain, or had
Widliam of Normandy been defeated at
Hastings ? We can merely state that our
view as to a great financial crisis having
been averted by the action of the
dominion government is shared by
may of the most capable business men
in the community. If ‘“Onlooker” will
take the trouble to consult some of our
leading bankers and merchants he will
probably get new light on the subject.
There is, of course, room for honest dif-
ference of opinion on the subject, still we

. feel quite confident that the verdict of our
best financial aud commercial authorities
would by a large majority sustain our view
as to a crisis averted.

going on in the Roman catholic church,
and that at no time was this force more
active than at present. On the outside
the drift may appear to be toward the
complete subjection of its communicants
to the church, but below the surface this is
not the case. The Roman cathelic church,
is moving, slowly it-may be, with the Mb-
eralism of the age, The individual is as-
serting himself in many directions, The
most notable recent example was the coun-
cil of American bishops at Rome. That
council was in itself & concession on the
part of the bishops that they had been
ruling the priests and people under them
with too severe a rod, and that hereafter
the priests and congregations must receive
more liberal treatment and their rights
more respect.

Another sign of the times is the move-
ment for a consolidation of protestant
christendom. The little extract on the
poor pay of ministers taken from the last
paper of Bystander clearly brings out the
need for this reunion. 'The energy of
protestantism is half dissipated in main-
taining rival, often senseless, divisions. A
lay presbyterian, as Bystander points out,
cannot tell wherein he differs from'a metho-
dist or a congregationalist. nWhy then
should the three of them try to maintain
three small churches, three poor paid
ministers and three sets of struggling
church schemes, when there is only room and
need for one. In Canadathe methodists have
already closed up their own ranks, follow-
ing the steps of the presbyterians. There
has been similar consolidation in the States.
We have even lately witnessed a newspaper
correspondence carried on by ritualist and
methodist taking the ground that protes-
tant unity in not unattainable.

These two great forces are moving, mov-
ing in the right direction. If we do not
see them making so much progress among
the clericals, either catholic or protestant,
we have only to use our eyes to see what
progress they are making among the masses
of both churehes. Christianity was once &
whole, even if it were conservative; it must
become a unit again, but liberal, if it is to
hold its own in the struggle. on which it
has entered.

Mathew Armold’s Visit.

Since Thomas Meore’s visit to muddy
Little York no post of acknowledged great-
ness has come from England to Toronto.
Mathew Arnold is essentially a poet.  His
works will never be, like Moore’s, caviare
to the multitude, but in the opinion of the
cultored minority he stands far above the
author ‘of Lallah Rookh. Like his less
known and less successful friend Arthur
Hugh Clough; like a far greater poet,
Robert Browning, Mathew Arnold does
not address himself vo the ice-cream-and-
church-festival sort of audience. His
best poems are a eontinuation of the
Wordsworthian method of severe sim-
plicity in style, but the question treated of
and the of tr tare of a deep
and more subtle kind than was possible to
writers of Wordsworth’s time. As a lec-
turer ;Mathew Arnold is far removed from
the Talmage, Beecher, or Gough style;
with the class of people who crowd to hear
the erdinary style of lecture advertised by
our excellent friends at Shaftsbury
hall he is little likely to be popular.
But there is in Toronto a class who can
appreciate such poetry as the Sorchrib and
Rostrum or the Strayed Reveller, and to
them it will be a pleasure, otherwise un-
attainable, to hear the living voice, a voice
which is said to pe singularly expressive,
of the great poet who has enriched- our
literature with such noble verse. If is
said that on a late occasion an audience
was affected to tears by Mathew Ar-
nold’s recitation of his beautiful stanzas in
memory of Geist. As a prose writer in
theology and criticism, Matthew Arnold
has influenced a far larger coustituency than
that which appreciates his poetry. His
prose style was pronounced by the Satur-
day Review, when, before the days of its
present decadence, it spoke with authority
and not as the scribes in other journals, to
be ‘‘ the best of all prose styles, the prose
of a poet.” For the honor of Toronto we
trust thatall who are interested in our na-
tional literature will welcome our illye-
trious visitor to the intellectual ccntre of
Canada. e

Delays at Raliway Accidents.

The Irish Vote.

'"When Mr. Parnell made his defiant
speech at the Dublin banquet he boasted
that the Irish party would hold the bal-
ance of power in the next parliament. and
rule England, if they could not govern |
their own island. One of the answers to
this challenge was the assertion of a lead-
ing conserwative journal that the two main
parties could agree in an emergency to
leave the Irish votes out of account on
any eoritical question involving  the
fate of a ministry. This expedi-
ent would be unconstitutional, since
the continuance of a government in
office after it has been placed in 'a minority
on a cabinet question would be contrary to
the precedents of parliamentary govern-
ment. It would also be impracticable, for
under the cabinet system of government a
ministry cannot dispense with a working
majority.  The spirit of partisanship,
moreover, would preclude such an agree-
ment between political leaders. An Egyp-
tian debate is announeed for this week,
and the conservatives are confidently ex-
pecting theIrish members to vote with them
in condemning the government’s policy.
The liberals, meanwhile, have adapted
their franchise bill to Ireland as well as to
England, Wales and Scotland, and the
radical chiefs are endeavoring to make
terms in advance with the Parnellites.
Each of the two great parties is already
doing what it can to enlist the services of
the Irish members.

To the Editor of The World.

Sir : I see by your report of the Hon.
G. W. Ross’s address to the Normal school
students, that the minister of education has
‘remarked a certain lack of enthusiasm
among the members of the teaching pro-
‘feuion. The teachers as a rule are not
contented with their position. To which
Mr. Ross might most truly have added,
the public are not contented with the
teachers. And as a result neither the pub-
lic nor the teachers are content with the
education department. . The trouble is not
where the party-hack newspaper has
placed it; the rival reader business. Mr.
Ross is in no way responsible for that, nor
is it by any means of paramount import-
ance. The important points on which the
minister of education must make himself
sound with the public and teachers are as
follows : 1. Better pay for teachers. 2.
Better class of teachers for the public. 3.
Abolition . of cliquism, sinecurism and
how-not-to-do-it-ism in the department of
education. :

As to the first point, the average pay o’
male teachers in our city schools is $726, of
female teachers §314. As compared with
the wages of other brain-workers, journ-
alists, professional aughors, lawyers doc-
tors, preachers, this awerage is absurdly
low. Nothing is more certain than that
this system of underpayment of teachers
must impair, discourage and demoralize
teaching power. No wonder, Mr. Ross,
that you notice “‘a certain lack of enthusi-
asm” among the teachers. Butin order to
remedy this evil, protection is required for
educational labor, and this can only be
obtained by a notable branch reform in the
methods by which teachers are trained and

Still another co-operative concern in
has turned up as an arrant
swindle, and the enraged victims are look-
ing after their lost money and the knaves
who have deluded them. The policy-
holciers of the Home benefit association of
