While we are very properly doing our 
part to provide for the wives or those 
who are dependent upon the brave fel­
lows who have gone to fight our battles, 
and to assist the unfortunate people of 
Belgium, who have had their homes de­
vastated by the Kaiser’s troops, let us 
not forget that there are calls at home 
which demand our attention. Theçe is 
much distress through lack of work in 
our Canadian cities, and even in our own 
town there are a few deserving poor who 
should not be overlooked.

There is a possibility, not to say a 
strong probability, that if the war with 
Germany does not come to an end this 
year, Canadians will have to go back to 
the old sulphur matches.

For 
use in the manufacture of gunpowder, 
sulphur is contraband of war, but for 
match purposes imports can be brought 
into Canada from neutral countries with­
out breach of the laws of warfare.

Few people know the important 
and varied use of electricity in this 
great war of the nations. The great 
navies of the warring nations could 
hardly be operated without electric­
ity. It carries the wireless signal 
from ship to ship, from station to 
station. It revolves the gun turrets, 
manipulates the guns, carries the 
ammunition and controls the gun 
fire. Every part of the boat is con­
nected by telephone and signal sys 
terns. It lights the searchlights, 
drives the submarines beneath the 
waves, and sparks and motors for 
the air craft. It is even used for 
cooking the food on a modern battle­
ship.

In the field with the great armies 
electricity is no less useful and im­
portant. Here it is extensively used 
for portable wireless stations to es­
tablish lines of communication and 
divisions, between the firing lines 
the supply bases. Buzzer signal 
systems, telephones and telegraphs 
are also used for this purpose. Port­
able searchlighs are carried by the 
infantry. Thousands of horses are 
still used by the armies in Europe, 
but huge auto trucks and automo­
biles are employed wherever possible.

Of course these cars could not be 
used without electricity to ignite the 
gas. This is equally true of the huge 
air craft and flying machines. Elec­
tricity is used to fire mines and

Water the Plants
Water house plants thoroughly, but 

do not keep the pots in saucers filled 
with water. The saucers are good to 
keep the water from running through to 
the floor, but that is all. Apply water 
until it begins to run through and then 
stop. Do not water again until the 
plant needs it. Plants with their tops 
cut back require less water than those 
with a large, full top. Remember that 
flowers can be killed by giving too much 
water as easily as by not giving enough. 
As a general rule the temperature of a 
room in which window plants are grow­
ing should not fall below 50 degrees F. 
at nights nor go above 75 to 80 degrees 
in the day time.
