60,000 Plague Deaths.

AWFUL ACCOUNTS FROM THE CELESTIAL 
EMPIRE.

The New York Herald has advices from 
China telling of the plague in Canton and 
other places. These advices bear the date 
of May 10, and state that in Canton the dis­
ease has carried off tens of thousands of 
victims in the last two weeks. It reached 
Hong Kong last week/ the alarm became 
great, threw the colonists and the govern­
ment of that island, as well as the foreign 
and native residents of the coast ports into 
a state of terror and alarm. On Saturday 
night, May 5, the French and Portugese 
consuls there issued a notification proclaim­
ing Hong Kong an infected port. On the 
Monday following the entire body of foreign 
consuls united in a representation calling 
upon the Chinese authorities at Shanghai, 
to impose quarantine regulations upon all 
vessels coming from Hong Kong or Canton. 
The French mail steamer which left Shang­
hai for Europe on May 12 refused to call at 
Hong Kong for either mail or passengers, 
and since then all vessels are giving the port 
a wide berth. The disease is attended with 
puiplieh and black swellings in the glandular 
regions, in the groin, arm pits, un der the 
knees and in the neck, accompanied by ter­
rible fever, the temperature going at a bound 
up to 105 and over 108.

It is frightfully rapid in its course. Purg­
ing diarrhoea at once sets in and a state of 
delirium, followed by coma, is reached in 
three or four days. In bad cases death en­
sues, the body turning black, putrid and 
swollen to twice its usual size in the course 
of twelve to twenty-four hours. Six thous­
and fatal cases are known to have occurred 
in one district of Canton—in the old Moh­
ammedan quarter—within a week. A for­
eign missionary resident in Canton avers 
that at least sixty thousand people have 
been carried off. Several medical and other 
experts were despatched from Hong Kong 
to enquire into the cause of the plague ana 
they all agreed that it was due principally 
and primarily to the incredible filth, the ab­
ominable habits and dirtiness and poverty 
of the Cantonese, aided, no d-wb:, by the 
prolonged drought, which caused the filth 
in the open sewers to germinate into hide­
ous forms of life. Some believe that the 
fondness of the Cantonese for rets as an ar­
ticle of food is largely accountable for the 
pestilence.. None of the European residents 
of Canton or Kong Kong have been attacked 
by the plague, which is entirely confined to 
the Chinese.

Dr. Weldon's Bill.

The bill to disfranchise corrupt electors 
introduced by Dr. Weldon, of Albert, and 
which is now likely to become law, princi­
pally provides, (1) that the election court 
shall be the court for the election of this act; 
(2) that twenty-five electors may, within 
sixty days after an election, demand an en­
quiry into alleged bribery at an election, and 
the court shall assign a judge to make such 
enquiry, and following this comes a series of 
provisions arranging machinery for enforcing 
the act, and the conduct of the court and 
trial; (3) the judge shall report the names of 
all bribe takers, but not until opportunity 
for defence has been offered; (4) the report 
is to be published in the Canada Gazette, and 
the revising barrister shall then disfranchise 
said corrupt elector for the next seven years; 
(5) the taking of a bribe may be directly 
or indirectly and disqualifies equally for 
agreeing not to vote as for agreeing 
to vote; (6) and with each petition for 
enquiry must be deposited the sum of five 
hundred dollars.

—The election in Ontario, which took 
place on Saturday last, was not quite so deci­
sive a victory for Sir Oliver Mo watt's govern­
ment as we anticipated, nor as appeared to 
be the case immediately after the contest. 
Earlier reports gave Sir Oliver a clear 
jority over the entire field; but within the 
last few days the corrected returns have 
made one or two changes, fwd it now appears 
that just one-half the house, or forty-seven 
members, are straight liberals, elected to 
support the government, while the remain­
ing half are composed of opposition, Patrons 
of Industry and P.P.A. men. As, however, 
a majority of the sixteen patrons elected 

formerly liberals, who will doubtless 
now give the government an independent 
support, there is no doubt that Sir Oliver 
will be able to maintain himself in office for 
another term. This will place him in much 
the same position as the governments of Mr. 

.Gladstone and his successor, Lord Rose­
bery, have been, since the last general elec­
tion, where a number of independents, or 
home [rulers, hold the balance of power. 
From present appearances the Patrons of In­
dustry will hold the balance of power in the 
Ontario legislature, an£ 
the support of these it will be necessary for 
the government to^ake concessions in the 
direction of thTprinciples of that party.

Outside the province of Ontario the 
contest was watched with interest, mainly 
with a view of learning the strength of 
the two new parties, and the extent to 
which these were likely to cut into the 
two old ones. This feature of the con­
test was expected to have an important 
bearing upon the next dominion election, as 
it was supposed that it would enable both 
sides at Ottawa to read the signs of the times, 
so far as they relate to the approaching fed­
eral election. Liberal papers are claiming 

result as very promising for that party, 
^fcle on the other hand, conservative jour- 

appear very jubilant over the result, as 
■Oliver Mowatt’s government has very 
Hhledly lost ground in the fight.

^M)no point has been made quite clear by 
^Kis election,—the boastful Protestant Pro- 

^^^tective Association crowd have stood up and 
W been counted, and their numbers have been 

found to be few and insignificant. Out of 
ninety-four members in all, this party elected 
but two, a result which will be very gratify­
ing to all those who desire to see peace and 

^ good will existing between the people of all 
■ races and creeds, and who believe, as we trust 
^ all our readers do, that every man has a right 

to worship God in any way that seemeth 
right to his own conscience without suffering 
any political disabilities in consequence.

One other feature of the contest is worthy 
of note. The notorious Sol White, who re­
presented North Essex in the late house, 
and who is the only man in public life in 
Canada that has openly declared himself an 
annexationist, was buried out of sight in 
this election. Four years ago he was elected 

— "with amajority of 635. Now, after declar­
ing himself in favor of annexation, he is de­
feated with nearly that majority against 
him.

XUnited SUtes Fruit Report.

The United States department of agricul­
ture says that a full report has been made 
on the prospects for fruit. It is concluded 
that, except in Florida, where a full crop is 
expected, and lower Mississippi and Texas, 
where the indications favor a partial crop, 
there will be but few peaches in the com­
mercial orchards of the United States lying 
east of the Rocky mountains and south of 
Pennsylvania. Within this region also early 
blooming plums, pears, cherries., etc., are 
badly damaged, as are grapes, though the 
vines of the last named fruit are showering 
blossoms on new shoots from two and three- 
year-old wood, so that a partial crop of late 
clusters may be expected. Small fruits 
have suffered considerably, but will yield a 
partial crop in most of this region. Early 
apples are badly damaged in Georgia, South 
and North Carolina, Tennessee, Kentucky, 
Arkansas, Missouri and southern Illinois, 
but many winter varieties promise a. fair 
crop in those sections. Nursery stock is re­
ported as badly injured in North Carolina, 
Georgia and Alabama, as are young peach 
and plum trees in orchards in Tennessee, 
Kentucky and southern Indiana. North of 
the southern boundary line of Pennsylvania 
less damage was done and the outlook for 
peaches is good in the larger portion of 
Pennsylvania and New Jersey, northern 
Ohio, western Michigan, and the Hudson 
river district in New York.

In western New York and in the Connec­
ticut valley the percentage of live peach buds 
is small, but with favorable weather a partial 
crop may be expected. Other fruits than 
the peach are little damaged north of the 
latitude of Philadelphia and there is a good 
prospect for fair crops. On the Pacific slope 
no serious injury to either buds or young 
fruit has been reported and the outlook. is 
good for a full crop of all kinds, if the rain­
fall is sufficient to bring it to maturity. 
The new orchard districts of the Rocky 
mountain region in Utah, Idaho, Nevada, 
Colorado and Arizona have also escaped 
injury, except in the last named territory 
where some damage was done to peaches by 
frosts on April 15 and 16.

He 
was a Frenchman named Jean Nicholas Per- 
ran, and was insane. Another attempt, al­
most identical in character, was made in 
July, 1891, while the president 
along the avenue de la Republique in his 
carriage, the miscreant being a lunatic who 
had just escaped from an asylum.

The President of the French republic was 
well paid for his services. He received a 
salary of §220,000, a free residence in the 
Elysee palace, and an allowance of §60,000 
for household expenses.

During all the turmoil and excitement in­
cident upon the Panama scandal, the disor­
der of the Chamber, the murmurings of the 
people, and the cabinet resignations, Presi­
dent Carnot pursued the even tenor of his 
way, and preserved his reputation for mod­
eration and integrity.

It was said of the late President that “ he 
was a good man, who made no enemies in 
public or private life.” His republicanism 
was not advanced or rabid. If he commit­
ted no blunders, he awakened but little en­
thusiasm, and his fealty to the republic wm 
unquestioned.

President Carnot’s term of office would 
have expired next December, and it has been 
well known that he desired a re-election, 
his principal rival being M. Casimir-Perier, 
recently at the head of the ministry.

Not Cook.

“ Cold boiling water, indeed! Boiling 
water is the hottest kind of thing. Don’t I 
know? Haven’t I scalded my fingers more 
than once with water from the teakettle?”

James is right, and yet he is wrong. Boil­
ing water to not always very hot water, in 
spite of his painful experience.

This to how it happens.
When water boils ordinarily it is because 

great heat has separated the tiny particles 
of the water, forcing upward and downward 
in lively bubbles the air which is contained 
in them. This to done in spite of the down­
ward pressure of the atmosphere. After the 
water has become hot enough to boil it can 
get no hotter, because the air escapes as fast 
as it is sufficiently heated to do so.

There are places on the earth where the 
pressure of the atmosphere upon the water 
to so slight that it requires but little heat to 
push apart the particles and set free the air 
bubbles which are confined in the water, so 
it begins to boil before it becomes very hot. 
It ought hardly to be called cold water per­
haps, but it to certainly far from being as 
hot as ordinary boiling water. This state of 
things is found on all high mountain tops, as 
the atmosphere grows weaker and its pres­
sure less as one ascends.

A gentleman travelling at a great elevation 
in the Andes Mountains put some potatoes 
in a pot of water over a hot fire. The water 
began to boil almost immediately but the 
potatoes did not cook. All the afternoon 
and all night the water bubbled and boiled 
but still the potatoes were not cooked. The 
boiling water was not hot enough.

0 11How to Know Mushrooms.

As there are several kinds of poisonous 
fungi which very closely resemble the eat­
able mushroom, no one should venture to 
make use of an unfamiliar variety. An 
Australian exchange says that a reliable test 
for distinguishing the eatable varieties from 
the poisonous is to sprinkle salt on the 
spongy part, which will turn yellow if a 
poisonous growth. Many other rules are 
given to aid the inexperienced in selecting 
mushrooms, such as stirring with a silver 
spoon, which will assume a dark tinge if they 
are unfit to eat, or judging by the unpleas­
ant odor.

The old negro cooks of the south were al­
ways suspicious of the true nature of the 
mushroom stew until assured of its harmless 
qualities by dropping a peeled white onion 
into the sauce pan, which turn black if any 
poisonous fungi were present. A very safe 
guide in the matter is the appearance of 
the mushroom, which, when freshly grown, 
is smooth on top, while the under part is of 
a light red or flesh color. As the plant in­
creases in size and age, the top changes in 
color to a darker hue, and is a brownish red 
underneath. The skin of the edible mush­
room peels off very readily, leaving the top 
white and tender.

How to Breathe.

Are you short breathed, gaspy of utter­
ance? When you try to inhale deeply do 
you lift shoulders and chest, and contract 
the abdominal muscles?

Then you do not know how to breathe 
properly. What is proper breathing? How 
to breathe is a greatly disputed subject 
among teachers, speakers and singers. If 
one closely observes the breathing of health 
unrestricted children one can quickly 
determine what is normal breathing. The 
principal action of a child’s breathing is in 
the lower part of the torso, the abdom­
inal muscles rising and falling at every 
breath. This is the normal breath of men 
and animals. There are certain abnormal 
conditions under which there is no action in 
the abdominal muscles.

There are various exercises to teach the 
right habit of breathing. If respiratory ex­
ercises begin with exhalation, instead of in­
halation, good results will quickly follow. 
Breathing exercises are also of great value 
in quieting the nervous system, particu­
larly when the breathing is slower and fuller 
than is normal.

Lying prone upon the back, place one 
hand upon the chest, the other upon the 
abdomen, forward of the hip joints; slowly 
and audibly exhale the breath; then close 
the lips and let the air flow into the lungs 
through the nostrils.
