The First Ocean Steamer.
CANADA’S CLAIM TO THE HONOR ADMITTED.

It was early in the year 1833 that the first
steamship was propelled all the way across
the Atlantic by steam, and if any one had
then expressed the belief that the distance
would some day be covered in five days he
would have been regarded at least a vision-
ary of the most pronounced type. A little
over fifty years before, John Mason, of 1Bos-
ton, sent an almost undecipherable scrawl 40
Benjamin Franklin, the then *‘president”
of Pennsylvania, stating thereia that he had
constructed a boat that would, to use his
owan words, ‘‘move or advance with a suffi-
cient Velocity—without Sails or Oars. The
above is on a Small Scale and Sd." Mason
propose’s to fit up or prepare a Shallop for
the above purpose, provide’d a Subscriben
Can be completed to Defray the Expence’s
and Compensate him for his time, trouble
and for the Invention.” It is said that frota
this little boat lay potential the steamers
which are now astonishing humanity with
their performances, and which were once
described by Emerson in a lecture as enor
mous shuttles weaving the continents and
islands of the earth into one great woof of
human fraternity.

For some years it was impossible to learn
from the meagre facts obtainable to what
country belonged the honor of having buils
the first transatlantic steamer, but some few
years ago conclusive evidence was found to
substantiate Canada’s claim. Th2 Royal

William was the name of the little vessel, |
and she was built at the Cove, Quebec, by |

Messrs. Shepherd & Campbell, during the
winter 1830 31. In the April following she
was launched in the pPesence of the governor,
Lord Gosford, and the military authorities,
and made the passage.wholly by steam from
Halifax to London, i August, 1833. She
was afterwards sold to the Spanish govern-
ment, and was the first war steamer to fire
a hostile shot. The Great Western is, how-
ever, generally placed at the head of the list
of record-breakers. In 1838 she made the
voyage from New York to Liverp.olinabout
eighteen days and her achievemen® was soon
emulated by other vessels. Vast improve-
ments were rapidly made, the most import-
ment, probably, being the substitwtion of
the screw for the paddle. Marvelous achieve-
ments in devouring distance have since been

recorded, but there is no reason to doubt |

that the impossible will again be accomplich-
ed within the present generation.— Baltinore
Journal of Commerce.

The value of the concessions to
be granted to Messrs. McKenzie and Mann
cannot readily be estimated, since the value
of land in the Yukon District fluctuates any-
where between * thirty cents ” and hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars per acre. The
contractors get $337,000 from British Colum-
bia aud nearly four million acres of land as
a Dominion government subsidy, and the
road they are called upon to construct will
be but a narrow gunage, second rate one, so
they cught to make a good thing out of this
contract. No one knows what it is worth
to Luild a railroud into the gold region, but
we imagine the people of Canada would have
been better pleased had their representatives
called for tenders for the construction of the
line. Without attaching any importance to
the Hamilton Smith tender, out of which the
opposiiion are making much capital, it seems
that tenders for the work would have given
an idea of what it was really worth, which
does not now appear.

—
, —DBridgetown ratepayers are about to re-
ceive their first practical illustration as to
whether incorporation is or is not a good
thing. The assessment roll has been made
up, the rate of taxation fixed, and in a few
days it will be possible to compare the town
taxes for the current year with those prev-
fously patd under the manicipality. We
have no doubt that such a comparison will
result in favor of incorporation, and that
ratepayers will be better satisfied with the
disposition of their money. Incorporation
simplified the methods of taxation and col-
lection, and will permit of the expeaditure
of much money in town for general street
improvement that must otherwise have been
perverted to the highways and byways of
the county at large. The estimates for this
year are probably as high or even higher
than will be required for succeedirg years,
unless, indeed, some radical reform is at-
tempted that will require an ‘unusually
heavy expenditure of town money. Apart
from the advantages accruing directly to the
tax payer, it is our belief that, as an incor-
porated town, Bridgetown will attain a
growth that would have been well nigh im-
possible under the municipal government.

Shipbuiiding in Bridgetown in 1825.

On the 16th October, 1825, the elegant
brig, Robert Burns, of 300 tons burthen, was
launched from the yard of Aaron Eaton, of
Bridgetown. To use a hacknied expression,
¢t ghe went off in fine style.” The day was
somewhat rainy, yet, notwithstanding the
badness of the weather, a vast assemblage of
spectators was collected—even a fine display
of beauty and fashion mingled with the
crowd. Captain Crosskill, an old mariner,
of near fourscore years of age, mounted her
deck and broke *‘the bottle” across her
bow. This old gentleman had been many
years a respectable inhabitant of this village;
and his public-spirited exertions had conduc-
ed more to the prosperity of Bridgetown
than the efforts of any other individual.
The launching scene seemed to revive his
former vigor and bring his feelings back *“ to
the days of other times.” Much praise was
due Mr. Eaton for the enterprising spirit
with which he had introduced shipbuilding
in the rising vilhge, for there were others
who were expected to follow his example at
an early day. There was another circum-
stance not altogether uninteresting to a cer-
tain class of readers. The brig was built for
the firm of Wilmot & Kirk, of St. John.
One of the partners was a Scotchman, who,
though engaged in mercantile concerns and
far from his native home, did not forget Scot-
land’s sweetest bard. No matter where the
destinies of fate or the whim of fortune may
lead old Scotia’s sons, their favorite bard
was never forgotten. The Scotch sailor
sings the songs of Burns to beguile the lone-
liness of his midnight watch ; and the soldier
reclining in his tent, or duriog the fatigues
of & tedious march, and even on the battle-
field, sings with ecstacy : *‘Scots wha hae
wi’ Wallace bled.” .

Another brig, called the Amelia, of 200
tons burthen, was also launched a few days
before the Robert Burns, five miles further
up the river. These instances showed that
there was enterprise existing among the in-
habitants of this district, and that mercantile
prosperity was on the increase, — Reminscen-
ces in Acadian Recorder.

*“Maine” Enquiry Closed.

New York, March 5.—The leading facts
of the * Maine " disaster are all now in the
possession of the naval board. The divers
have continued their work during the absence
of the board at Key West. They have dis
covered nothing to change the evidence first
gathered, which showed, apparently, that
the explosion was external. Their examina-
tion this week has extended alongside the
plates, and they have penetrated forward
well into the bow.: All they find is merely
confirmatory of what was previously discov-
ered. The more thoroughly tbe hull is ex-
amined the more convincing appear the
original evidences of explosion from without.
How long the board will take to formulate
its conclusion on this point can be better
judged in Washington than in Havana.
Notwithstanding the permission given by
the United States authorities for Spanish
divers to examine the wreck, the investiga-
tion by the Spanish authorities of the condi-
tion of the ship as it lies in the water, pro-
ceeds slowly.

The government has, however, taken con-
siderable testimony of persons who were in
the harbor on the night of the explosion.
It gives much weight to the testimony of
those who say they saw flames issuing from
the * Maine,” before the ship was wrecked
by an explosion.

The Spanish attitude seems to be that an
accident was probable, and that the United
States is not justified in making & demand
for reparation when the proof of foul play in
not positive.

The parly was organized
by Capt. Chadwick and consists besides
himself and wife, of his brother, Jacob Chad-
wick, who has for many years been engaged
in business in Granville Ferry, John Trask,
Leslie Cutten and Wm. Nugent, all of An-
napolis. They left by the C. P. R. in the
afternoon for Montreal and will push on at
once to Vancouver, where their supplies
have been purchased.—8t.

W AsHINGTON, March 4.—Senator Turpie
made au effort in the executive session of the
Senate on Monday to secure the ratification
of the treaty between the United States and
Great Britain locating the 141st meridian
as the boundary line between Alaska and
British America, but failed because of ob-
jections made by Senator Pettigrew. Sena
tor Turpie complained that the treaty had
been on the calendar for almost a year and
said the Senate owed it to the executive
branch of the government to take action.
Senator Pettigrew said that the treats should
be amended before it was acted upon by the
Senate. He asserts that in its present shape
it was a most essential concession to Great
Britain and said that it was accomplished
without any amendment making Mount St.
Elias the initial point on the south it would
be found when two late that Canadians had
gotten decidedly the better of the bargain.
Action was postponed.

Government work in the way of reducing
to record the channels, anchorages, harbors,
navigsble water bodies and other important
features of geography in Alaska will be car-
ried on next summer and expedited as rapid-
ly as possible.

Rush for the Klondyke.

Vancouver, March 4 —It is estimated the
government is making $30 a minute issuing
mining licenses to Yukoners in British Col
umbia.

Ian Victoria, all day, a dduble row of min-
ers two blocks long are applying for licenses,
and they are issued at the rate of two a
minute.

Here to & lesser degree the same condi
tions prevail. In all other places where li
censes are sold the same rush is going on
In Victoria, Seatile citizens are swarming
in, after outfitting in the States, to buy li
censes, while ninety Seattle people outfitted
here on Monday and seventy yesterday after
buying licenses.

New York, March 2.—The special train
over the Pennsylvania road, carrying the
reindeer and attendants for the government
relief expedition to the Klondyke, left Jer-
sey City Tuesday night for Seattle. The
train consisted of three transit sleeping cars,
two cooking and eating cars, ten box cars
loaded with provisions, and twenty-six stock
cars. The train was in two sections. There
were 113 persons in the party. Five hun-
dred and twenty-nine reindeer, in excellent
condition, after 21 hours’ rest on land, filled
the cars comfortably.

Canadian Trans-Atlantic Greyhounds.

The Montreal Star says: Mr. Herbert
Rowell, of Newcastle-gn-Tyne, representing
Hawthorn, Leslie & Co., whoit is understood
have received or will shortly receive from
Peterson, Tate & Co., the contract for build
ing the steamer for the Canadian fast mail
gervice, is showing a magnificent model of
the ship to be built. Itis on exhibition in
the lobby of the House and is attracting a
great deal of attention. The model is of a
twin screw vessel of the now famous ** bottle-
necked ” design and is extremely graceful in
appearance. There are on the upper and
spar deck rows of cabins running the whol-
length of the ship. The most noticeable
features are-the rapid fire guns, two of which
will be mounted forward and two aft as
stern chasers. These are in accordance with
the requirements of the admiralty that the
Canadian liners would in the event of war
become auxiliary cruisers like the crack ships
of the Cunard and White Star lines.

Canada’s Mineral Output.

The summary of the mineral production of
Canada has been issued by the geological
survey for the year 1897. It shows the pro-
duction of coal was valued at $7,286,000 ;
gold, $6,190,000; silver, $3.322,000 ; nickel,
$1,400,000 ; lead, $1,396,000 ; copper, $150,
000. The total production of metals for the
year was valued at $14,000,000. Including
non-metalic and structural materials the
total mineral production of Canada in 1897
was $28,789,173, as compared with $22,609, -
000 in 1896 and $20,715,000 in 1895.

To the Editor of the Weekly Monitor:

SIR,— It was not my intention in starting
this correspondence to occupy so much space
in your valuable paper, but {think that the
letter of Rev. Mr. Amor in your last issue
calls for an answer from me. It has come
to a pretty state of things in the Church of
England when a minister of that church can
accuse a layman of unbelief because, for-
sooth, he is attempting to defend the Articles
and Formularies of his church. I must
strongly repudiate any such charge. If they
are untrue and false then I fall, but if on the
other hand they can be proved ‘ by most
certain warrants of scripture,” then Mr.
Editor the charge of holding false doctrines
can never be laid at my door. For Rev.
Mr. Amor’s edification I quote this passage
from Holy Scripture, * Why bekoldest thou
the mote that is in thy brother’s eye, but
considerest not the beam that isin thine own
eye.” . . Matt. 7: 3, 5.

I am not a theologian, nor do I presume
to be one, but does Rev. Mr. Amor fancy
that I cannot understand the meaning of
plain Eoglish? I earnestly trust that he is
vot laboring under such a misapprehension.
He declines to accept my views because they
are opposed to the opiunion of the Archbishop
of Canterbury on this subject. Let me re
mind him that *‘the truth is the truth no
matter who utters it.” Be it spoken by the
king on his throne or the lowest page about
his court, be it uttered by the Arehbishop of
Canterbury or one of the humblest members"
of his chureh, it will still be the truth, only
spoken by persons in different stations of
life. In this correspondence I am exercising
one of the great principles which won the
battle of the Protestant Reformation—the
right of private judgment.

I would draw the attention of your read-
ers to the fact that Rev. Mr. Amor has not
answered or even attempted to reply to one
of my arguments. Instead of doing so he is
drifting entirely away from the subject un
der discussion. Regarding the passage ‘‘ we
have an altar,” (Heb. 10) it is the opinion of
all writers of any note that the word ** altar”
has no reference whatever to the Lord's
Table. *‘The altar,” says St, Thomas Aqui
nas, is either the Cross of Christ or Christ
Himself. The same view is taken by Lan-
frane, by Rupert of Deutz, and by Leo the
Great, who speaks of the Cross of Christ
as ‘the altar not -of the temple but
of the world.” * The only earthly al-
tar,” says Bishop Westcott, who quotes
these authorities, *“is the cross on which
Christ offered Himself.” Assuming that
Rev. Mr. Amor is correct and knowing that
there cannot be an ‘‘altar” without a
< priest,” let us put two passages, Heb. 13:
10 and Heb. 8: 4, side by side and see the
result. * We have an altar” on the one
hand and *“if He (Christ) were on earth he
should not be a priest” on the other. We
see at once the absurdity of his statement
that ““altar” in this passage is used in re:
ference to the Lord’s Table. Our only sac-
rifice is Christ and our only altar is the (70ss.

1 now desire to bring before the readers of
your paper two facts.

1st, That Rev. Mr. Amor believes in a
sacrificing priesthood.

2ad, That the Articles, Formularies, etc.,
which ought to be his gnides in such matters,
are entirely opposed to sny such doctrine.

“The offering of Christ once made is that
perfect redemption, propitiation, and satis-
faction. Wherefore the sacrifices
of masses . were blasphemous fables
and dangerous deceits.”— Art 31.

““ Hirein thou needst no other man's help,
no other sacrifice or oblation; no sacrificing
priest,” ete.—Third part of the sermon con-
cerning the sacrament.

“We must then take heed lest of a mem-
ory it (the Lord’s Supper) be made a sacri-
fee.”—27th Homily.

¢ Whereas Christ commanded to His
church a sacrament of His body and blood,
they have changed it into a sacrifice for quick
and dead.”—28:h Homily.

The church never calls the Sacrament of
the Lord’s Supper a propitiatory sacrifice
The very thing that Rev. Mc. Amor. is con-
tending for has been fought out in Ecclesias
tical courts in England. I now give the
Judgment of the Judicial Committee of the
Privy Council on the Appeal of Sheppard v.
Bennett, delivered Sth ot June 1872,  * The
pext charge against the Respondent is, that
he has maintained that the Communion Ta-
ble is an altar of sacrifice, at which the
priest appears in a sacerdotal position at the
celebration of the Holy Communion, ant
that a* such celebration there is a great sac-
rifice or offering of our Lord by the minis
tering priest, in which the mediation of our
Lord ascends from the altar to plead for the
sins of men. The Church of England does
not by her Articles or Formularies, teach or
affirm the doctrine maintained. by the Respon
dent. It is not lawful for a clergyman to
teach that the sacrifice or offering of Christ
upon the Cross, or the redemption, propiti-
ation, or_satisfaction, wrought by ir, is or
can be repeated in the ordinance of the
Lord’s Supper; nor that in that ordinance
there is or can be any sacrifice or offering
of Christ which is eflicacious, in the sense in
which Christ’s death is efficacious, to pro-
cure the remission of the guilt or punishment
of gins.”

Need I add anything more? Have I not
already succeeded in convincing the reader»
of your paper of the correctness of my views?
N.vertheles:, assuming that there are still
some doubring minds, I quote my last argu-
ment. ‘*Holy Scripture containeth »ll
things neeessary to salvation; so that what
soever is not read therein, nor may be
proved thereby is not to be required of any
man, that it should be believed as an article
of the Faith, or be thought requisite or ne
cessary to salvarion.”—Art 6. See also
Arts. 8, 18, 20, 21, 24, 25, 27, and 34. 1
strongly affirm that the aacerdotal character
of the Christian ministry cannot be proved
by reference to Holy Scripture. * The
kingdom of Christ has nosacerdotal system:.”
—Lightfoot. It has never been proved other-
wise. Let this be remembered. I am fin-
ished. My part of this correspondence will
now close. My earnest wish is that Rev.
Mr Amor will *‘read, mark, learn, and in-
wardly digest " the facts mentioned in this
letter. Many people are condemning my
opinion as expressed in your paper, but
little care I for their condemnation, as my
views, Mr. Editor, are not based simply
upon personal opinion, but are founded upon
the Articles, Formularies, the opinions of our
great Reformers, the judgments of Ecclesiasti-
cal Courts, and above all the Holy Scriptures
themselves. Such is the foundation, Mr.
Editor, upon which I trust T shall always
stand as a true member of our grand old
Protestant Church of England. I am,

United States and Cuba.

Washiogton, March 4.—1t is believed by
the State Department people that the Cuban
correspondence will not be allowed to go to
Congress until the President has matured’
fully his policy toward Cuba, which, if
formed, ie still a profound secret known only
to the President and Assistant Secretary
Day. The correspondence,- collected from
all the Cuban consuls, and carefully made
up, is said to show that the population of
Cuba has been reduced from 1,900,000, when
the insurrection broke out, to 900,000 at the
date of the reports made. It shows, too, it
is said, that the starvation, rather than war,
that has wrought this distruction, hae not
resulted in any material gain to the Spanish.
Spain’s authority is asserted over only a fifth
of the Island, and Spain’s soldiers are starv
ing, as are the insurgents they are maintain-
ed to watch and harry, and the United States
continues to suffer a loss of trade amounting
to at least $100,000 a month.

Those who have great confidence in the
President say that when the time arrives he
will meet the main question without hesita-
tion, and employ, if necessary, all the forces
which have recently been made ready
to enforce a demmdy that Spain shall as-
sert its power to contrel by bringing the
war at once to & stop or else abandon the
effort to bring peace in its own way, and
permit it to be arranged by those who are
likely to have the hearty co operation of the
distressed populatior of the island,

Breaking Home Ties.

(From the Country Gentleman.)

Even in his day the keen observer of hu-
man nature and sweet singer of rural life,
the Latin poet Horace, wondered why
people were not satisficd with their lot or
fortune in life, that the soldier envied the
lot of the merchant, the merchant the soldier ;
the lawyer longed for the peace and con-
tentment of the farmer's life, while the
farmer envied the ease and dignity of the
legal profession. He knows also the restless-
ness and dissatisfuction of human nature at
the allotments of fortune, and that these
cravings and longings were but the result of
distempered imagination, unbalanced judg-
ments, and wrongful views of life; *for if a
god,” says he, ‘“should tell them to be what
each wished, they would hesitate and be un-
willing to exchange places.”

We, in our day, are apt to be deceived by "
the appearance of things;to take superficial
and short-sighted views of life and conduct.
We allow transient feelings and impressions
to influence our actions, that should rather
be the outcome of reason and reflection. We
look at certain things from our own biased
point of view; consequently our own con-
ceptions of truth are apt to bedistorted, and
our determinations of conduct and action ill-
judged and imprudent. - The attractiveness
of some project or pursuit so blinds our
judgments that we are loth to look upon
any of its unattractive aspects. The imag-
ination, charmed by the glowing prospects
of success in some new enterprize, refuses to
listen tojthe calm, deliberate promptings of
reason, and the will is hurried on to courses
of action that must immeasurably tell upon
our future for weal or woe.

Much of the dissatisfaction of men with
their condition in life, and the restlessness
of American home-life, rises, I believe, not so
much from their inability to make a living
where Providence has placed them, as from
the false hopes, lying promises, fallacious
inducements held out to them of bettering
their condition in other and seemingly more
highly favored sections of the country.
Land companies, railroad companies, and a
subsidized press have so glaringly painted
the prospects of success in such new localities,
carefully suppressing or glossing over the
drawbacks, thet men’s minds have been be-
witched and their judgment so warped,
that refusing to listen to reason, argument
or entreaty, they have sold houses and lands,
given up the comforts and refinements of
civilizad life to live in dug out-hovels, inso-
lation, beggary—nay, even siarvation.

Take the Western-Kansas land craze of a
score of years ago. Alas ! how many poor,
deluded creatures were induced to séttle on
that howling waste of arid, barren, treeless
desert! They were told of bounteous
harvest that would pay costs of land the ficat
year, of a sufficient rainfall_to grow crops,
of congenial society, of accessible markets
and low freight rates. Bat they were not
told of an insolation from civilization that
often culminates in madness, of terrible
drouths in summer, and blinding blizzards
in wiater, of grasshoppers that devour whoie
crops, of almost prohibitory rates on rail-
roads to market their produce, The story
of these unfortunated people is one of the
saddest and most pitiable in the history of
“ bleeding ¥ Kansas. Their tale is read in
many deserted frontier farms, where scores
of desolated and folorn houses are tenantless
save by wolves and bats. The annals of
this dread period are written in the records
of alms houses and insane asylums.

Many a small farmer and fruit-grower in
the North, earning a fair living, was tempt-
ed by the seemingly; high prices paid for
southern garden truck, to sell all and settle
in Florida or some southern coast State to
engage in the cultivation of small fruits and
vegetables. He wasled to credit the highly-
colored accounts of the fertility of the soil,
genial climate, exemption from frosts, ect.,
as set forth in the prospectuses of the rail-
roads and folders of land companies; but 'he
did not read between the lines that in nearly
all localities it was needful to fertilize the
and yearly, at'great expense, to grow’ any
kind of a crop; he was not advised that
fevers, chills and agues abound everywhere;
that there was precious little profit on his
produce after carrying charges and middle
men’s. profits had been subtracted; the
frosts were Jikely to cut down his groves
and ruin his vegatable garden at any time,
and that there was no market for his labors
in other pursuits between the growing seas
ons. He has now learned all this through
bitter experience, and we see the result of
years of toiland labor in hundreds of aband-
oned homes and deserted groves in Florida,
and the poor settlers, broken in health, anew
seekiog a foot-hold in the North, or yeilding
to the enervating climate, degenerating into
‘“poor white trash,” eaking out miserable
existences in huwting and fishing.

California had a magnificent exhibit at
the World’s Fair. There was method in
what the State did. It wanted imigration,
and was willing to spend thousands of dollars
L0 promote it; hence that superb exhibit,
and thosethousands of pamphlets, descriptive
of the.State’s richness and resources. These
boaklets were gotten up in elegant style—
they were distributed gratuitously, and
thousands rcad with interest the fascinating
story of this land’z developmert, its beauti-
ful scenery, charming climate, wonderful
poscibilities in fruit culture, chances for a
poor map, with citations of individual cases
where snug fortunes and competences for
life had been made from growing fruits and
vegetables,

Without doubt hundreds of persons in
moderate circumstances throughout the
States were induced to give up their homes,
locate in California and embark, in fruit-
culture. These prospective settlers were not
advised that such is the fickleness of tbis
climate, that a sesl skin sack is a most ace
ceptatle covering in the mornivg and ever.-
ing,"while a linen Guster is top warm at noon,
They were not told of the exhorbitant lang
values charged by vast estates or railroad
companies, and that every inch of water
used for irrigating purpoaes must be paid for,
Nothing was said of the practically prohib-
itory competition of the Chinese laborers
and market gardeners, and of the one’s in-
ability to sell one’s labor in a non-manu-
facturing district until the maturity of one’s
fruit groves. There wds no mention made
of the great fruit-growing associations’ con-
trolling the home and foreign markets, to
which the lesser grower was obliged to sell
at figures they saw fit to pay or lose his crop |
altogether. Nothing was said of the pitiful
prices paid for fruit by canning and preserw-
ing factoriés, or of the overproduction in i1
these lines. due to the enormous expassion
of orchard acreage to such an extent that it
ncarcely paid to harvest crope, or, if gather-
ed,atono apricotsyielded the smalk growers
but a few dollars net profit.

truth may be in many of these fanciful news-
paper narratives.

I firmly believe that much of this Klon-
dike business is exploited solely for the in-
terest of the transportation companies, rail-
roads and certain coast cities that hope tobe
benefited thereby. That there are rich
placer mines in certain districts no one
doubts; that every foot of available ground
in these districts has long since been entered
on we know. We know, too, that most, if
not all, the accessible tributaries of the Yuk-
on will have been thoroughly prospected
over by diamond drill and dredge boat in
the interest of the great ,development com-
panies and syndicates the coming year, and
for the inexperienced prospector in search of
quartz leads to go -into the interior of this
wild and unpopulated region is simply to
court death by starvation.

Do those who contemplate going realize
what hardships, privations and sufferings
they must undergo! Have they carefully
and dispassionately weighed the chances of
success and failure? Iamafraidnot. They
take a onesided view of the whole outlook.
Their imaginations have been so inflamed by
the lust of gold that_the trath is obscured
and their reasoning faculties blinded. Hear
the other side. The guide-books and folders
of the railroad companies do not state that
the prospectors have roamed over Alaska
since 1880 in search of gold with indifferent
success. They strive in their accounts to
soften the rigors of this hyperborean climate,
but we know that for eight months of the
year the cold is of the intensest kind, that
throughout the year the duration of night is
20 hours long, daylight but for four hours—
from 10 till 2. They say nothing about the
bleak, desolate, cheerless aspect of the coun-
try, breeding melancholy and despair in all
but persons of the most sanguine tempera-
ments; not much is said of the drenching
raing‘'making miniog in summer on placer
bars almost impossible, except by expensive
drainage. Think of the loneliness and iso-
lation, the prevalent diseases of rheumatism,
typhoid fever and ague, the ravages of scurvy
from poorly-cooked food and want of variety;
the scourge (pest they call it) of mousquitoes
in the four months of summer, so dangerous
that blood poisoning often results; the vicious
and depraved society—the offscouring of
the earth that will drift in there and that
one must mingle with, and the utter misery,
anguish and blank despair of unrealized hopes.
The most significant fact that struck a dis-
interested traveler at Dawson last summer
was that every man who had been there over
winter, and had made any money, wanted to
get out, and that nearly every one that had
a mine wanted to sell and leave the country.

These are some of the features of Klondike
life that are not reckoned with. The would-
be prospector looks on the bright side, the
shadows and gloom are hidden from him, nor
does he care to ponder on them. We believe
that if such could fully realize what is in
store for them, and deliberately weigh the
cost and risk with possible advantages, they
would be willing to forego their dreams of
sudden wealth and be content in the humble
station in life in which Providence has placed
them.

And so we find that there is no lot, degree,
station in life, but has some advantgges and
corresponding disadvantages; no spot, local-
ity or clime but its pleasing aspects are
darkened by some overshadowing features.
The truest wisdom is to balance the good
with the ill, calmly to weigh the advan-
tages for and against, in such a mo-
mentuous question as breaking home ties,
changing one’s habitation, or hazarding a
new venture. ¥ To be happly situated, sur-
rounded by friends, enjoying the comforts
and amenities of social life, earning a fair
and honest livelihood is far preferable to risk-
ing the doubtful good of increased riches at
the cost of health, comfort, friends and all
that go to make life sweet, joyous and whole-
sme.

Hotbeds on the Farm.

DIRECTIONS IN DETAIL FOR THE CONSTRUC-
TION OE DURABLE FRAMES,

As the construction and management of a
hotbed, though a matter of general garden
information, is not well understood by most
farmers it may not be out of place to give at
this time these directions regarding their
construction from the Denver Field and
Farm.

The most important item of expense will
be the sashes. While a single frame of two
sashes can be made to serve a very useful
purpose a8 & hotbed, four more sashes to ac-
company thess as cold frames would answer
a very much better purpose, and many large
families, once acoustomed to such gardening,
would find & dozen sashes a part of their
equipment that they would not again do
without. The usual size of such sashes is 6
by 3 feet, holding three rows of 10 by 12inch
glass, six lights to the row.

Double strength glass of A grade will be
found the most profitable to use in the long
run, as it does not break as readily as the
lighter and cheaper grades. Pine stock 1}
inches thick when dressed gives the best
weight. Make the stiles 24 inches wide,
and the rails 4 inches. No cross mountings
are used, but two bars 1} inches wide run
the length of thesash. These, with thestiles
and top rail, are rabbeted one one.fourth
inch wide and one-half inch deep to receive
the glass, which laps like shingles and the
lower light projects over the lower rail, which
is only one inch thich.

In peinting the sashes holes should be
bored from the outside not qaite through, so
as not to allow the leaking of water from
above. Through the middle of the stiles and
bars a five-sixteenth inch iron stay rod is run
just beneath the glass for the double purpose
of preventing spreading and the sagging of
the bars, The lights of glass should be
firmly set, with large points and a short brad
at each lower corner to keep them from slip-
ping down and then well puttied. One of
these sashes completed weighs 45 pounds,
and it is believed that it will last enough
longer than a cheaply made one to well re-
pay the extra cost. The frames to support
the sashes may be made movable, 6 feet
equare, or fixed in rows to suit the demand.

A good movable frame is made one inch of
stuff, 10 inches high in front and 18 at the
back, strengthened at the covers with pieces
of 2 by 4 ecantling. This gives a slope of
eight inches to the south of the sashes. The
sides should be made the thickness of the
sash higher than the front and back, with a
cleat on each side flueh with the frout and
back, cn which the back will rest. A four
inch piece of board through the middle of
the frame, where the sashes meet, is dove-
tailed into the front and back so that it can
be readily removed for filling or sewing and
then put in place as a slide for the sashes to
move upon. A four inch strip should be
nailed across the back from side to side and
even with the top of the sides of the frame.
A stationary row of frames may be built in
a similar way of any rough lumber at hand
that can be made tight enough.

Poultry Hints

It is considered a good sign of the up-to-
date farmer to have a flock of poultry. The
progressive farmer has no use for scrubstock
of any kind. Eggs in winter depend on
practical conditions. Theory thrives only
on paper and in the minds of inexperienced
people.

Instead of feeding stimulants as sn egg
tonic see that the fowls get exercise.

It is being mindful of the small things that
prevents sickness and makss poultry profit-
able. Read and learp; watch and act. One
cannot be too watchfuland careful.

In bitter cold weather it is a humane thing
to do to warm the whole-grain feed in the
oven and feed it when it is about blood heat.
Hens fed thus go to bed warm and content-
ed. Ice cold grain causes exactly the op-
posite reeulte.

See that all drinking vessels are emptied
at night and replenished every morning.
Fowls drink freely of water in cold weather.
The man who thinks snow and ice wil
quench their thirst will never lose any time
counting his poultry profits.

The farmer who has regular customers fcr
his poultry products in winter has a cashin-
come that will show him the real value to be
derived from poultry keeping, provided of
course he keeps the flock according to the
up-to-date methods.

Gather the egge two or three times a' day.
Neglecting to do this in cold weather often
results in causing hens to become eggeaters.

A regular system of feeding is the only
method by which a continuous supply of
eggs can be had. Oa the other hand erratic
feeding will upset the egg production of any
flock.

Confinement is not injurious to poultry
provided the hens are kept at work. If at
liberty and well fed the fowls will not roam
in search of food. There is no reason why
fowls should not be kept in good laying
condition enclosed in fences if their wants
are satisfied. .

If you are at all particular about the pro-
fits you should as much as possible attend to
all the details of your poultry business in
person. Very few persons,who are hired
for that purpose give the subject the study,
care and solicitude necessary for best results
of success.

Poultry raising is the part of the farm-
work that the wives and daughters can en-
gage in and attend to perfectly, leaving the
head of the house to do the heavier work
necessary.

The eggs from old hens nsually hatch bet-
ter and produce stronger chicks than do the
eggs from pullets due perhaps to the fact
that many pullets are not fully matured
when they begin to lay. The eggs from
pullets willno doubt hatch as well as those
from hens, but when the work of raising the
chicks begins the ones from the hens will be
more hardy and less difficult to raise.

Hens Eating Eggs.

Egg-eating happens in all flocks. When
a hen learns to eat eggs she uenally goes to
the same place for a fresh supply. She may
not know that eggs can be had in the next
nest, as she cannot think of such thinge, but
she can remember where she gets the regular
daily ration. Now, by closing the nest er,.
tirely, and forcing her to go outside and
seek the eggs, she will soon forget about
them. Whensever hens bagin to eat eggs it
is a good plan to change the location of (heir
nests, for, while such a method ma'y not
prove a remedy for all, it will cure & ,me of
them of the vice.

—If you have a horse that has t! ie habt
of kicking, put him in & narrow sf all that
has both sides thickly padded, st ispend a
sack filled with hay or straw so thr at it will
strike his heels, and let the horse and sack
fight it out. Be sure to have thim gs arrang-
ed so that the horss cannot hve ¢ himself.

The Saney Diamond.

THIS MAGNIFICENT JEWEL WILL BE OWNED
BY PAULINE ASTOR.

In the ordinary course of events Miss
Pauline Astor will some day become pos-
easor of the most famous and magnificent
diamond owned outside of a crown treasure.
The gem in question is the world famous
Sancy diamond, owned by her father, and
were it to appear among the jewels worn at
any court function or royal drawing room it
would entirely throw into the shade every
other gem there except the Kohinoor, which
the queen always wears upon state occasions
as a brooch.

The Sancy is a stone which is possessed of
a remarkable history. Weighing about 54
carats, it at one time formed part of the
crown jewels of Duke Charles the Bold, of
Burgundy, and on his death in battle in
Switzerland was found set either in hissword
hilt or helmet. The Swiss sold it to the
French king of the day, and from that time
forth it became one of the crown jewels of
France.

It disappeared at the time of the revolu-
tion, reappeared at the restoration and at the
time of the second revolation in 1830 passed
by purchase into the possession of Anatole
Demidoff, the Muscavotte millionaire. It

was worn for a time by Demidoff’s wife,
Princess Mathilde Bonaparte, but he took it
from her before their separation and then
bequeathed it to his nephew, Paul Demidoff.
The latter sold it in the sixties for the sum
of $200,000, a ridiculously small price, to the
late Sir Jamsetjee Jejechobhoy, the Parsee
millionaire and philanthropist of Bombay.
After his demise his heirs put it once more
in the market, and it was purchased by Wil-
liam Waldorf Astor by private contract, no
mention being made of the price paid.

In an interesting interview with Mrs. T.

W. Birney, president of the National Con-

gress of Mothers, during her last visit to

New York, she had this tosay about the best

way of bringing up children:

“There is & natural tendency on the part

of parents to exhibit their offspring, and

every one is more or less familiar with the

proces of ‘showing off the baby.” That such

a procecding is injarious in its effects upon

the character of a child no thinking person

can deny. The child of two years or there-

abouts, who is regularly called upon to lisp

newly learned phrases for each guest, and

to attempt the singing of some popular com-

ic song, has an injustice perpetuated npon it

which should not be tolerated in this enlight-

ened age.

‘¢ Anything which tends to make a child
self-conscious is a demoralizing factor in its
education. The greatest charm of child-
hood is its unconsciousnes, its spontaniety;
these attributes, destroyed through the sel

fish egotiem of parents, with what result?
Children who are pert, parrotty little prigs,
manifesting at the tenderest age a desire for
admiration and attention which is simply
appalling, when one considers to what it may
lead. There is no pictuare in the world more
beautiful than healthy, happy children at
play, and why not leave them their dollies,
their sand piles or their blocks when callers
come? A glimpse of them thus will be en-
joyable, refreshing, and believe me, the
gueset will carry away a far pleasanter mem-
ory than if bored by a forced display of baby’s
¢ wonderful cuteness.’

¢ Oge need only watch for an hour or so a
few babies at play to discover that some of
them are already as vain, as fond of show
and as intolerant of the rights of their com-
panions as the men and women one not in-
frequently meets in society.”

¢ But what is done in such a case, inter-
rupted the reporter, with a switt recognition
of the truth of the picture.

¢ Such children are to be pitied,” said
Mrs. Birney, ‘‘and their parents condemned.
Ignorance of the proper methods to pursue
in training a child can no longer serve as an
excuse to the average parents, since the
world is waking to a recngnition that of all
the wonderful things which claim its atten-
tion at present, the latent power for good or
evil in the little child is the most wonderful.

The boy whose home Iif
has been cuch as to foster the belief that
what he does is beyond criticism is ill
adapted to receive instruction in avy field,
as his mental attitude is combative, rather
than receptive and his assumplion of ‘I
know it all,’ prejudices teachers an pupils
alike.

“Many evils follow in the train of a
spirit of intolerance, and it is this spirit

often develops. The waywardness of a pretty

disposition to make light of childish ebulli-
tions of temper, but the lesson of selfcontrol
cannot be taught too early, and none can
deny that the parents who have bequeathed
this inheritance to their children have given
them that which is of far more value than
all the wealth of Golconda.

“We, knowing our own shortccmings,
should see to it that the little ones who look
to us for guidance shonld haye such trairiog
as will cquip them for happy, useful living.

“Upon parents rests the greater of all
responsibilities, yet comparatively few com-
prehend (he maguitude of the opportunity
offered them fer contributing toward the
betterment or the degencration of mankind.
A word of warning is all that is needed by
the wise. Some reading, much thinking and
more praying will solve this, as most prob

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Plants in the House

Every once and a while we see in pablic
print an article claiming that it is injurious
to health to have flowering plants, ferns and
palms in living rooms or in bed chambers.
Scientists, however, who have made it a
study and are backed up by years of exper-
ience of other observers, insist that not only
are such plants not injurious, but positively
beneficial, because such plants absorb by
foliage deleterious gases. If our experience
goes for anything, and it is that of many
'ycars, we do not remember one single in-
stance of bad effect from such flowering
plants; nor have we ever had a physician in-
sisting upon their removal.
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Stained Floors.

Stained floors should be restained at least
onc: a year. Have the floor thoroughly
scrubbed and dried before gdoing over with
the paint and varnish. The stain should be
pat on first and allowed to dry before the
varnish is added. A mixture of warm wat-
er, soap and household ammonia is the best
flaid one can use for cleaning board floors.
Never use a scubbing brush on a painted,
stiined or varnished floor. Use a soft mop.
Ink spots may be easily removed by rubbing
them with spirits of salts, and grease will
disappear afier an application of fuller's

earth.

Plants in the Cellar.

Plants are placed in the cellar to rest, not
to grow. Nothing is more harmful to them
when thus stored away than water, it should
never be given unless to keep the soil from
becoming dust dry.

In early spring if the buds on the plants
are seen to be starting a little do not give
water, which would only favor their growth,
but keep as dry and cool as poesible until
time to take them out of the cellar.
