Do we see a distinet
announcement on the part of the people of IZngland,
through the Prime Minister of England, that the time
has now arrived when the jurisdiction secured to Scotland
in eclesiastical malters by the Treaty of Union, and for
which they struggled sonobly and so well, is to beZmade
of non cfiect, because, forsooth, it may iaterfere with
Church government in England?!

Jamaica.—A correspondent of the Pros
pagateur Catholique, under date 12th
April, 1843, gives some interesting infor~
mation concerning Catholicity in the Is-
tand of Jamaica. Ten or twelve years
since there was only one church on the
Island, and but a single priest who resided
at Kingston, Numbers of Cathclics scats
tered through the country were deprived
of spiritual succour, and many, in conse-
quance, called upom Protestant ministers
for marriages and baptisms. For first
sonununions, they had no resource ex-
cept to send their children to Kingston,
The writer does not blame the worthy
clergyman at Kingston, as having ne,
glected to provide for the instruction of
the dispersed Catholics. At first, he
spoke nothing but Spanish, but soon quali-
tied himsell 1o hear confessions in
Prench; and at length he was able also
0 preach i that language. Fe did all;
he could and laboured with the zeal of an
apostle.

The Great Western, Capt. Hosken, arriv-
ed at three o’clock Saturday morning, from
Liverpool, which port she left on the 29th ult.,
by which arrival we have received our regu-
lar London files to the 28th, and Liverpool
papers, with Lloyd’s Lists, to the latest
dates. The GreatWestern passed Prince’s
Dock, Liverpool, at 11 o’clock, A. M., of
Saturday, 29th of April, SBandy Hook at eleven
o’clock, P. M., on the 11th of May, and came
to at the Quarantine Ground precisely at
midnight—thus completing the passage in
twelve days and thirteen hours—the shortest
passage ever made across the Atlantic west-
ward.

The news by this arrival is of little commer-

cial, and still less political importance ; indeed
we have rarely received ten days, filesof Eu-
ropean papers, containing so very little intel.
ligence of general importance. In commerci-
al matters there is scarcely any change since
our last advices, and little to be noted in the
English Money Market. Demestic events of
great interest to the British Nation have oc-
curred since the last accounts; events with
which the London papers are of course consi-
derobly occupied,. but beyond this, there is
really nothing.

The event, first in importance to the British
Nation, is the birth of another Royal Princess
which took place on the morning of the 25th,
April,at Bockingham Palace. The Queen and
the Royal infant were both doing well, and we
need not say that the rejoicings on the occasi-
on were warm and general.

These rejoicings, however, were somewhat
tempered in their intensity, by a more melan-
choly dispensation which had cccured a few
days before, in the death of the Duke of Sus-
sex, the Queen’s favoritc uncle. His Royal
Highness Augustus Frederick, Duke of Sus-
sex, departed this life at, Kensington Palace
at'a quarter past 12 o’clock on the 2ist of
April, greatly lamented by all his relatives
ane it may be safely said, by nearly all classes
of the people, with whom he has always been
exceedingly popular. He was seventy years
of age.

The mammoth Iron steamer “Great Brit-
ain” will be launched in the course of next
month, :
