The Coxraxtox often hears of persons who, whilst
taking a course in shorthand and typewriting, at a
school established for the purpose, and have been
studying shorthand for say two months, and can write
a little, apply to firms when they learn of a vacancy
for a stenographer.  They somctimes answer an ad-
vertisement by letter, staiing they can do shorthaud
and typewriting work, and that they “feel competent
of giving entire satisfaction.”  \We are all aware that
competent stenographers out of  employment  are
scarce. Tt was onlv the other day that the writer had
a conversation with an emplover who said he had
to do his own correspondence, having been unable for
the Iast few weeks to gel a satisfactory amanuensis,
Tmagine these individuals applying for a position whe
have been from two to three wonths leaming the art,

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but such we regret to mention s the case.  ‘T'hey call
and say they come from the school they are or have
been attending, and even have the audacity, without
the slightest authority, to refer the employer to the
Principal, who, onbeing made known of the applica-
tion of his pupil, is naturally much surprised and vex-
¢d, knowing too well that no stutdent of shorthand can
fill a position in from one to three months,  T'he
Conpaxiox intends to put a stop to this state of af-
fairs in the interest of the shorthand schools and com-
petent shorthand-writers and operators.  There s
one young man in particular, however, who has bheen
making the circuit within the past month, and the
CoMpaxn1ON has heard from a few firms, on whom he
has called, that he referred them to the Principal of
the school he has been attending.,  He is, of course,
given a test when he applies. and when he shows his
“transcription” to the dictator, he is simply told such
work will not do in an office, that he is incompetent,
and better return to the School he has heen attendine
until he is proficient, which would be the right thing
for him to do instead of receiving these rennrks, which
he deserves. It is about time he had a lesson, and,
if he will read “Pointers for Stenographers” in last
month's issue of the Compraxiox, he will learn some-
thing to his advantage.

FRONT VIEW OF Tl SCHOO0L FROM RUSSELL SQUARE,

The new and handsome building erected at the
corner of Russell square, London, England, as the
future home of Pitman’s Metropolitan School, is now
completed, a cut of which we take pleasure in present-
ing herewith. The removal from the chambers in
Chancery Lane—in which the School had been suc-
cessfully carried on for the past 28 years—to the pre-
sent palatial structure, has been necessitated by the
remarkable growth in the size of the School. The
crection of the new building was commenced in Feb-
ruary, 1897, and completed in June last. It is an
imposing structure in the Renaissance style, the cle-
vation being carried out in red brick, with Portland
stone dressings.  The entrance porch is built entirely
of stone, and has a richly carved shicld over the door-
way, which bears the name of the School.  The front-
age of the building is 67 feet, and the depth 110 {eet.
The building contains in all seven Qoors and a base-
ment.  The first floor is largely devoted to the re-
quirements of shorthand speed practice for different
grades of students. There are ten instruction rooms
on the second floor, four of the larger being devoted
to shorthand iustruction for ladies.  The larger por-
tion of the third floor is occupied by the fine Dook-
keeping and Business Training Hall. which is fur-
nished throughout with specially made desks similar
to those used in mercantile offices. The hall is sup-
plied with all the latest appliances for filing and press
copying letters, and for obtaining a practical knowl-
cdge of banking. The whole of the front of the fourth
floor is devoted -« zypewriting, the instruction being
conducted i two rooms. Over one hundred machines
are in constant usc: cach machine stands on a wal-
nut typewriter table. and is provided with a copy-
holder. Al the principal makes of typewriters are
represented, and the student has the choice of any
machine. Copying piesses form part of the cquip-
ment of the department. A skilled mechanic is cm-
ployved to keep every machine in the establishment
in absolutely perfect working order.  Tour pleasant
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rooms on the fifth floor are devoted to languages. In
the German room there are excellent busts of the
Emperor William II. and the late Prince Bismarck,
and some very good views of the Kiel Canal.  In the
rooms mentioned above accommodation is provided
for a total of 1,500 students. The sixth floor con-
tains the housckeeper's apartments and several other
rooms,

The permanent staff engaged at the School num-
biers over cighty.

Mr, Bernard deBear is the Principal. A portrait
and very interesting biographical sketch of this gentle-
wan appeared in our Souvenir Number,

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SHAKESPEARE iN SHORTHAND.
(Continned from October Number)

Take, for instance, the passage in the third scence
of the first act of “Hamlet,” where the ghost enters
and Foratio exclaims : “Look! my lord! it comes.
IFollowing the folio of 1623, Hamlet's invocation to
I¥s father’s spiriv has read:

*\What may this mean ?

That thou dead corse again in complete steel,

Revisits thus the glimpses of the moon?”

1t is obvious that Shakespeare wrote “dread corse,”
and not “dead corse.”  The latter is tantological, aml
adds no poetic strength.,  Again the phrase: “That
thou dread corse revisits thus the glimpses of the
moon™ is not to be thought of as Shakespeare’s, who
knew both grammar and prosody, and who would
not wilfully break the rules of syntax. “ Thou re-
visits” s inuacusable, and the word probably was “re-
visitest,” or the possessive pronoun “they™ may have
by an error of sound gonc down on paper as “*hou.
Then the reading would be:

*WWhat may this mean ?
That thy dread corse again in complete steel,
Revisits thus the glimpses of the moon.”™
Continuing., Hamlet says:

“And we fools of Nature
So horridly to shake our disposition.
With thoughts beyond the reaches of our souls,

Say, why is this?”

Actors who have studicd Famlet confess that there
is a passage in the play which they cannot commit to
memory, one where they have to warn the prompter
to be faithful and sure. This may be the passage they
refer to, for it is sufficiently meaningless to afford no
mnemouic grasp. No one can parse this sentence,
for there is no verb of which the pronoun “we” is the
subject.  And what is intended by “shaking our dis-
position with thoughts beyond the reaches of our
souls” can only be conjectured. Did not the Lliza-
bethan stenographer  write “teaching” and  read
“reaches” whea he went to transcribe his notes ?

3y the sight of his father’s ghost Hamlet's disbelief
in the supernatural is weakened, and he asks: “Why
do you revisit the carth, horrifving us poor fools of
nature so that we shake our disposition to doubt that
the dead may return?”

Is not this the sense of these lines, which, as print-
ad, refuse to stick in the memory? Granted. Then
the passage, as restored, would read:

“What may this mecan ?

That thy dread corse again, in complete steel,

Revisits thus the glimpses of the moon,

Making night hideous; so that we fools of nature

Most horribly do shake our disposition

With thoughts beyond the teaching of our sense—

Say why is this?”

Naturally the metaphysical plays have aroused the
wast discussion, and fewer restorations have been
made in them, from dread of ridicule and from that
fecling of delicacy before referred to.  In the come-
dics the readings have been treated more rationally,
but in almost all of the plays certain lines are found
«which arc simply nonsense. and it is not a bold as-
seruon—it is rather a sclf-evident rroposition—that
-Shakespeare never wrote them.

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THE OBSTACLES 10 SPELLING REFORM.

!

After struggling for a year or more with the vast
and venerable question of the right spelling of Iing-
lish words, a committee of eminent cducators has
timidly suggested an improvement in the spelling
of a dozen or sv of notorious offenders against cty-
mology and phonetice—our old friends “programme
and “pedagogue,” and “throngh” of course leading
the list,

If this is all that the friends of spelling reform can
offer us, the outlook for phonetic Eng" Y is discous-
aging. The hope of reform is dwina..ag instead of
mereasing,

While the feeble proposition is made to spell &
dozen or so casy words as they are pronounced, the
pernicious influence of an cffete aristocracy Eng-
lish is corrupting the pronunciation of hundreds of
other words, and the decree of a London fashion is
absolute. Americans otherwise sane are heard to
call a “clerk” a “clark,” and to speak of a paper as a
“piper.” In London a lady is a “lydy,” to-day is tu-
die,” fate is “fite,” and even one's name is “nime"—
and so on through a list of degraded pronunciations
not altogether confined to the cockneys, many of
which have already crossed the Atlantic, and all of
which -nay bhe expected. )

What is the use of cherishing any hope of spelling
rcform under such difficulties? Why struggle to ad-
just the spelling of one word to its pronunciation when
we are shifting the pronunciation of countless cata-
gories 7 Why not give it up as a bad job, as it cer-
tainly i and always has been ? Neither Chaucer nor
Washington could spell correctly, and the greatest
spelling reformer in English literature was Artemus
Ward—but the job was “2 mutch” for him—N. Y.
World.
