We
feel certain that if our subscribers were to render their verdict as to our
position they would with hut few exceplions congratulate us upon the stand
we have taken, but with partirans and panty journals the verdict wvould be
otherwize,  “They believe one political platform to be all right, the ather,
all wrong—one army of politicians to be patriotic, the other disloyal; one
set of opinions to be correct, the other absolutely false.

THE MILITIA BLUE BOOK FOR 1886.

The report of the Major General cotnmanding, and thoee of the several
Deputy-Adjutant Generals are, on the whole, satisfactory, the principal
drawbacks Deing the numerous representations of imperfect buildings and
insufficient and ineflicient supplies of arms, accoutrements and other mili:
tary appliances. The remedy for such deficiencies is, of course, contingent
on the vote for Militia Service, and the heavy amoant (82,851.8935) entailed
on the country last year by Riei will doubtless tend to check any disposition
to increased liberality on the part of the representatives of the people.

Apart from this burthen, o shamefully imposed on the country hy a
venal adventurer, the normal Militia expenditure (31,398.659) for the past
year cannot, considering all it covers, be thonght excessive. Comprising a
Military College of unquestioned efficiency and utility to the country, the
standing Forces, consisting of threc Batteries (Artillery Schools), three
Infantry Schools, a Cavalry and a Mounted Infantry School, it is & matter
of surprise that so much is done with so small a sum

There are evidences that the effects of the College and the Schools are
beginning to be felt in the disttibution thro’ the country of officers of
superior training,the presence of one or two of whom in each corps is found
to be: of distinct advaniage.

It is very satisfactory tolearn that the clothing for the Force is now
supplied by Canadian Contractors from cloth manufactured in the Dominion,
which pronuses to give great satisfaction: while the Cartridge Factory
manufactured during the year 1,748,720 rounds of service ammunition in
very superior brass coited cases, and over nalf a millivn of blank ammum-
tion. The new Artillery projectiles turned ont by the Factory have also
given very good results. “This is all in the right direction, the money which
formerly went to fill the pockets of Laglish contractors bring now, to that
extent, retained in the country ; while it is more than probable that the
quality—which was often had cnough under the system of supply from
England—will be found to bz appreciably improved.

The School of Mounted Infanury at Winnipeg is progressing, and would
be an impurtant facter in the 1esistance of any future outbreak of sedition,
Sir F. Middleton reports the horses 1o be of the nght kind, sturdy
“bronchos,” eagy o mount, of sutficient speed, and of the necessary powers
of endurance.

Al the Schools are reported to be in a state of thorough efliciency, tho'
some additional cquipments are desirable.

The suggestions made are distinguished by the strong common sense
which is so decided a characteristic of the Major-General,

He is persistent in his urgency of the adoption of brown belts, and cer-
tainly no greater hoon could be accorded to the soldier than the abolition
of pipe-clay. .

A gray patrol jacket for camp work is also recommended, and we cannot
but think that the substitutian of grey or brown for scarlet altogether would
be desirable,

It is recommended that the officers of the permanent corps should be
senior in their respective ranks, which is reasonable.  We would further
give to Deputy-Adjutant Generals the rank of Colonel, which would only
be consistent with their important position and duties.

Paid Adjutants, who should also be Musketry-Instructors, would like-
wise, as the General points out, be 2 desideratum, snd would not involve
any very heavy expense, especially if his most important suggestion—that of
adecrease of the Force—be carried out.

A most desirable economy, cartying with it an iucrease of efficiency,
would result from this measure. Nothing, as was pointed out in our columns
4 year ago, can be more detrimental than the system which calls corps out
for driil in alternate ycars only. If they were mustered annually the 12
days period is too short. If, on the other hand, the 37.000 {in round
numbers) voluntcers were reduced to 20,000, it is 10 be presumed that the
full time allowed by the act, 16 days, might be accomplished every year.

In our opinion this might be effected by a reduction in the strengih o
Battalions. If Hattalions i;ere reduced to four companies of say so or ¢
men, commanded by a Major, two, three or four Battalions might constiig
a Regiment, if desirable, and carry a Licutenant-Colonel, and there woyg
be an economy of officers, which might be extended by the performauce of
Pay and Medical services by Staff Paymasters and Surgeons in camp, the
(icneral pointing out that under the present regime a large proportion ot
regimental staff of these departments are but little more than idlers.

There is no doubt that the present strength of corpa is over-ofticered,
and altho* we can scarcely hope for the German system of strong companies,
the reduction of Battalions we have indicated would go far 1o remedy Loy,
that evil, and those attending companies of the present wretchedly inefficien
complement, 42.

GRADUAIL EMANCIPATION IN BRAZIL.

At the present day slavery can scarcely find an enlightened advoca,
Leaving aside altogether the effects on the slaves and looking at the question
only from the masters’ standpoint, it must be ad:nitted that the effects are
30 bad as to leave no doubt of the necessity for the tatal extinction of
slavery. In the States emancipation was the result of the civil war, ag
would-l; philanthropists now induice in a great deal of foolish gush over
the nobln actinn of the Iamented Lincoln in abolishing slavery. ‘The trah
of the matter is that at the time the emancipation proclamation was signed
the North was in no position to free the slaves, and the document way
simply 2 shrewd bit of diplomacy, preventing.England from espousing the
cause of the South and acting as an encouragement to the slaves to rebel
against their masters. John Brown, who is now almost deified, invaded
Virginia with the express purpose of inciting the slaves against their masters,
and his success meant the massacre of thousauds of innoceut women and
children, and there can be but little doubt that the Northern sympathy
expressed for Brown and his reckless mission, so embistered the sectiors
that civil war became inevitable. Having conquered the South the Norh
was in a position to claim unlimited credit for freeing the slaves. whil
thousands of widows and orphans, who took no part in the war, had theis
fortunes swept away and were never recompensed.  In Brazil a much faire
course has been pursued and gradual emancipation introduced. This
process, though a slow one, was just to both the blacks and whites. The
former were not suddenly thrown on their own resources, and the latier
have had time given them to prepare for the inevitable change. Although
the process has heen going on for over a dozen years there are still some
1,100,000 black people in bondage. The work of emancipation il not be
much accelerated during the next five or six years, but after that time it
will go rapidly on and in thirteen years from the present date slavery will
have ceased to exist. It is hoped by some that the negroes will be found
williug to work for wages; others anticipate that they will be induced 1
remain on the plantations by the offer of a share in the profits of the crops
which they help to rtise and gather. Not a few on the other hand, ate
apprehensive that, once free from the obligations to labor, the black ma
will refuse work altogether. His wants are few, and in a_ semi-tropical
climate they can be supplied by a very small amount of exertion. Judging
from the manner in which the freed men in the South have gone to work
we apprehend no difficulties from this source, but the Brazilian governmen:
are evidently of the opposite apinion, as they are now making arrangements
on a considerable scale for the introduction of European labor. The lw
against immigration, which was passed a few years ago, has been repeakd,
and strong inducement, are to be held out to persons of the various Euro
pean nationalities to settle in the country. Grants of land are offered o
reasonable rates and apparently easy terms of payment, together with free
or assisted passages, and the arrangements instead of being in the hands of
ordinary ewmigration agents, will be conducted by the responsible officisls of
the Imperial Government. English emigrants who think of crotsing the
ocean to try their luck in the new world would do well to remember the
fate of a large number of families who some years ago were lured into
Brazil by very similar promises. In a very short time the few that had sur-
vived the epidemics and privations to which they were exposed, came back
to their native land utterly ruined. Men of means who engage in miniog
speculations or mercantile pursuits, where they have simply to direct
others, very often succeed in making large fortunes. But the farmer o
artizan who expects to cultivate his own laud or work at his trade will
almost certainly succumb to the unhealthy climate. The offer of a farm of
75 acres may sound well, but it should be remembered that there are whole
sections where thousands of acres coul be had for a mere song and that 83
arule it is only cultivated land that has any real value. The poor emigrant
would besides find himself in a foreign land, surrounded by neighbors (the
term is hardly applicable) with manners and customs entirely different from
his own, and he would virtually be debarred from sympathy or association.
The supposed delights of residence in a tropical country will we fear entice
many to look with favor on the offer, but, if they really wish to improve
their condition, to build up homes amongst their own people, to enjoy 2
fine, bracing, healthy climate with every facility to educate their children
and follow their religious beliefs free from control, then we advise them
to avoid Brazil and come 10 Canada,

staff in front of the building. Outwardly the hospital buildings impres
onc as heing ridiculously small for o City Hoepital, let alone Provincial and
Marine, and an inspection of the interior proves this to be the case. Every
ward was visited (and although chronic cases have been removed as far g
possible), nearly all were i an overcrowded condition.  The surgical wirds
are 50 overcrowded that one patient (a boy whose skull ha@ been so severejy
injured as to require trepanning) was placed in the operating theatre.  The
paticut, a bright 1ad, is doing nicely, but it will be necessary to keep hin
wherv he is for some time, and other operations are greatly interfered with,
In fact, one of the wards had to be turned into an operating room ot the
last patient operated upon. Some very skilful surgical operations hare
lately been performed and the patients are all doing well.  Although extn
beds have had to be introduced into the wards, and the patients are greally
overcrowded, numbers who are entitled to treatment have to be turne
away on account of insufficient accommodation, while patients whom the
doctors would like to retain longer in the hospital are forced out to maie
way for urgent cases Lverything about the hospital and premises is
strictly clean and not an anpleasant odor is to be detected. The patiens
all speak in the highest terms of the kind treatment accorded them, and
want of roam is the only complaint. ‘The new wing is an absolute necessiy
and not a day should be lost in proceeding with the crection. No more
acceptable jubilee offcring could be made to Her Majesty, and we trust tha
the ofticers of the Local Government will at once move in the matter.

NEW GLASGOW JOTTINGS.
(From our Speeial Corrvapondend.)

On arriving st New Glasgow the travellor is not apt {0 be particu.
larly fasciuated with the place. ‘The structure which the authoriies
of tho LC.R. are ple-sed 10 call New Glasgow station is a di-grace to tho
road.  Here thero 18 cettainly niote railway business dono than at auy othor
place in tho Province outside of Halifax and Truro, and yet the station is
scarcely fit for a country village  But after passing this edifice and coming
to Provost Straet, the principal atreet in the town, with its long lino of fine
slores ou oither side, the rattle of carriages and trucksand the rush of hurry-
ing pedestrians give the idea that New Glasgow is = busy little place, and
this idea is confirmed on » more extenaive acquaiutance with its inhabitants,
and a visit to some of tho far-famed industries which are carried vu in the
town apd vicinity. Amopg the latter the works of the Nova Scotin Steel
Lo, stand forewost, ‘Tho buildinge alone cover ubout onv and one-half wcres
of ground, while the la,go melting und heating furnaces, tho massive ongines
aud machinery in connection with the rolling mills, aud the varions machines
in the several deopartments of the woiks, all being of the most approved
description, and so conveniently arranged, testify to tho encrgy and ability
of the general manuger, Mr. Grahamn Frasor.  Although this industry is yet
oply in ite infancy, it is gratifying to learn that that the steel produced has
given very goneral satisfaction, and, in consequence, a large trade has already
been ostablished, which is undoubtudly destined to becote very extonsive.
The Stec! Co. now employ over 130 men, but their daily iucreasing business
uecessitates a much larger force, and thoy are now making arrangoments lo
run all their Jepartments both night and day, which will give employment
to from &0 to 100 more men. Next in ordor aro the forgo aud wachine shops
of the Nova Scotia Forgo Co., the most extensive and best equippzd works
of the kind in Camada.

annually sent out. €l the west side of the viver are the {urniture factory
of Cumming Bros, and the tanners of the Mesas Camichnel, both of
which industries give employment to a fuge nwmber of workmen.  Among
the entorprises wore recently started should be mentioned the foundsy and
mmchine shops of Frasor Bros , and the foundry of MeKay, Graham & Fruser.

Pevple migit us well sav, “Oh, 1 am
tond of eating,” or “1 enjoy sleepinvg ;" for music is as natural a function as
either. “The tivad man sleeps, the hungry man eats, the pleased wan sings,
if he obeys, or can obey, his natural impulses.  The love of tunes is shared
by all the world.  But, in investigating the cruda love of wusic which 1s so
freely exprossed, vue sotnetimes comes upou au untrained musician who loves
not only tune, but the combinations of hmimony, and cven cousterpeint;
who is able to detect blesnishes in three or four-putl music, and preferx the
combineod offects of music to any unison passages.  This is the trus musical
wind ib o nutural state.  Such a person is zlmost certain o develop iuto 4
fine musicinn, if properly tmined. Ou the vthor hand, in mauy rare cnses,
ono can discover strauge uatures which dislike music fu all its forms, even
in the simplest melodic shapes.  Such men aro abnormal in mind ; thero is
sonething in thew which is unsvund. Dean Swift, who disd a wadman,
was of this class.  Shakspeare hag perfectly lescribed this unnatural stite

Hon. Mr. Pope intimated that it was not the
intention of the government to reduce the charges for terminal facilities to
the Windsor and Annapolis railway, but that a new flour shed would be
built at North Street. Mr. Borden protestod against the unfair diserimina-
tion by the government against the Windsor and Annapolis milwav, Hon.
My, Jones said that the government is carrying coals over tho L. C. It. at a
low rate, while charging exceasive rates un other goods, und charged that
this loes was incurred for the benefit of the Springhiil coal mines. Ho said
that the governmont has no right to Jevy tribute on other industries to mako
up a loss =0 incurred.

St. John, will pss away, so that business thero can bz re-established on »
satisfuctonily firm basia. Our sincere sympnthies are freely teudered to our
aflicted brethren in the adjuining province.

The consting trade is quite brisk aul nunierous arrivals aud deparcturss
of stall craft take place daily. Cual begins to come iu more freely and the
matkets aro ugsin fairly well supplied with that staple article of consuwy.
tion. ‘T'he growiug crops coutinue to promiss well. IFrom avery poiut of
view it appoars that wa are to have a prosperous swmmer, aud that the
labonir will roceive full returus fur his toil in whatever dopatiment his work
may lie.

)In somo contracted localitios in this proviuce it is veportod that the lake
and streaws are lowor than they should be so early in tho sumweor, but thi
scantiness of water is not sufficiently marked to justify the slightest uncasiaes.

On Mouday last the stone-cuttors—forty-oue
in number—ewmployed by the contractor fox the uaw City Hall, struck aud
refused to go to work unless their demand to Le allowed to stop wark an
lhour earlier on Saturdays than on other days of the weok was compliel
with, 1t appests that thoy have been paid 815 a weok for 60 hours’ work
and they uow detand to Le allowed to kuock ol work at five o'cluck instead
of six on Saturdays, reducing the weck to 59 hours.

‘The Now York
Conmmercial Bulletin says 1~ Tukon ali in all, it was a protty good market,
afull attecdunce of operators showing up on the Lrie pier, snd most of the
stock securing attention us it came out. All shippers who looked at cheese
were not buyers, and probably receivers ¢ talked’ the position livelier than it
deserved ; but in a fow cases the negotiations wore rapid, aud the position
had the wmerit of steadiness at least.”

Tea axv Corret.—There has been a fair distribution of tea through
jobbing chaunels at steady prices, but the market has been without special
event.

StGAR AND Mo asses.— -A more uctive demand for refined sagars is
reported, and some largo transactions have trauspired ut top figures—Giic.
Yellows, both brights and low grades, ate active.  In Moutreal Molasses bay’
leen active, and large quantities have recently chabged hands. Holdurs
here are firm, and by no meuns anxious to sell  Thuy ave coufident that
fizures will advance, owing to the small cwop, and have no fear of auy pos-
sible declino in valuos.

Fisn.—Large schools of good-sized wackerel are swarming off our wes-
tern shores, but it is said that tho hulk of them keop outsido of the three-
mile limit.  Scores of American fishing schoouers are reported 1o have buen
doing well duriug the last week. Mackerel are very cccentric fish, As a
tule, in the spring, after loaviug the vicinity of Cape Any, they strike straight
for the shores of I’rinco Edward Island, only s few comparatively small
bodies following the shore line; but this year they appear to linger uhout
our weatern coast, and show no disposition as yot to continue their i.sual
route. There is no chango to note in the lone snd tendency of tho markots
either at home or abroad. 1u Montreul, the demand for dry cod is improv-
ing and steadily advancing, being quoted ut $3.75 to 34 00, whilo sume

All must come to this
point before tho best results can be achieved, und before mining cau bo
justly estimated at its truo valuo in its influsnce upon the ateady improve-
ment of national prosperity and substantial advancament.—%icage Mining
HReciew.

The generally nccepted statetuent that the largeat nugget ever found in
California was worth & little imore than $21,000 is an erronecus vne.  J, .1,
Finney, “ Old Virginia,” found a piece of gold ahout six miies from Dow-
pieville, Sierra County, on August 21, 1866, that weighed tive thousand
ounces, and was worth 300,000, the largest nuguet of pure gold ever dis
covered, so far as accounts zo. Heretofore, the Australian nugget, found in
the Rallarat gold fields, has heen considered the largest; it was valued at
$60,000.

Suver SEAR Drrvrn —A reported find of silver in great quantity was
made public in Duluth recently. The deposits are about eight miles west
of Duluth. Experts pronounce tho ore similar to tho Manitoba silver ore,
and a quantity has beon sent to St. Paul for assay. A numiber of capitalists
have formed i company to uperate tho minces thero if tho roport of the asay
isas expected it will he.  They will put 1,000,000 capital into the project.

Dervese Gorv—Samples of gold found on the banks of the Mesa, a
tributary of the Irrawaddy, ubout thirty miles from the latter river and to
the westward of Katha, have been anslyzed by Mr, R. Romana.  Ouvoe spe-
cimen was found to contain 37 GG per cant. of gold, 5 9G percent. of silver,
and a residue of copper pyrites, quartz, maguetic oxide of iron, and other
matters, Anothor apecimen contained 74-83 per cent. of guld and 2 86 per
cent of silver, tugether with 2:53 per cent. of platinum, 704 per cont of
iridoainine, 7°08 per cent. ot zircouia, and 5 66 per cent. of silica.—Knyi
Reering.

Nxw Mine.s’ Lavr.—A clergyman in Yorkshire has obtaiued 2 patent
for 3 “safety electric lamp for miners.”

Goop Burrtsr.—It should be the aimi of every waker of butter to turn
out s supetior article, The main_ object should be to obtain s high, quick
gavor. This will go further towards selling hutter at & high tiguro sometimes
than will color. Butter makersare to considerable oxtent to hlame in
silowing tho standard of their goods to fll in quality helow what they have
peen. OF coutse, there are timas every year when a first-cluss articlo can
herdly be made, yet, at the same time, 1nakers have been largoly nt fault.
Nothing ¢an be said aguiual a fine articlo of butter. [t will recommend
iself, But a poor articlo —aud there is n good deal made that is poor—will
have much to contend with. The requisitea for making first class butter ure

cream nnd acquired skill.  With cither of these, and without the uther,
it will be impossible tu offect the denited result. Clesnliness isalso o very
jmportent factor.  This is perhaps the cheapest requisite in fine butter.mak-
ing, but it must be stricily adhored to, for with pure cream and akilled lahor
on the ona hand with unclean, sour and dirty vtensils for making butter in
ot for holding cream, the other iood effects must suffer materially in the
final reaults.  How easily theso foreign tlavora are detected by expert butter~
buyers, nouo know better than sellers of duiry products, who find that they
have to contend with tho wany complaints snd rebufls that buyers offer.
Couttry shippers are advised to send thoir butter to this market just as they
receive it. The tesult will be in most caves more satisfactory both to the
shipper aud the buyer. Thoso who are not thoroughly versed in thia busi-
ness—and very few are—and do not give it their sole atteution, generaliy
make a failure by endeavoring to work a fair lot of solid hutler for the pur-
pose of improving the quality by the uid of machinery aud coloring. A

quality of solid hutter, no matter it not uniform in colur, cay, if
sweet, be eold to retail dealers, hut after going through the packing and
wloring up processes they refuse to buy it. Dealers will not purchase it
except at prices paid for low grades, as it is not worked to their satisfaction.

The following wash for apple treos i3 strongly recommended by a gentle-
msn of large experience in the Ontario Fruit Growers' .Assuciation, in
preference to white.washing, which is stated to bo useless against tho borer.
Wash the trees with soft-soap thinued with lye to the consistuncy of paint
every year, and if the borer is temupted to deposit his egus at the toot of the
tree, the washing down of this alkali will prevent him,

The cultivation of crops in ctchards is deprecated ou the common-scuse
ground, that in taking oft a crop the soil is robbed of the nutriment which
the trees should get, and this is of importance, becausa the routs of the
trees extond over a much larger circumference than is generally supposed.
It is a cumnon error that the roots extend no further than the Lranches.
Mulching is consequently often, if not mostly, limited to too narrow a circle.
Apple trees twenty feet apart have been found to interlace roots, and a
twelve year peach tree, growing in rich soil, extended its roots fifty feet
from the trec. A Lombardy poplar will stretch out 100t seveunty fect, u
aimson locust forty feet, and a peach tree eloven feet high has been found
with roots twenty-thres fect from its stem

The food of bulis and atallions msy exercise 8 decided influence ou their
efficiency, aud consequently on the quality of the stock begotten. An excess
of carbo-hydrate food will produce impotency, more or leas marked. An
sxperiment mado on a vigorous bull which itz owner did not wish to use is
instractive. it was fed fur a time ou poor hay flavored with cheap molasses
diluted with very sweet water. ‘This was oaten with great appetite, and the
animal futtened rapidly, but in two months would not notice a cow. Sugar
is an casily digestible carbio-hydrate food, and lays on fat. The food of a
salliun should be stromgly nitrogenous. A goud retion is said to be 4 lhs.
ground oats, 4 lbs. fine bran, 4 lbe. lintexd meal, mixed with 10 or 12 lbs. of
2o0d cut aud ruoistaned clover hsy. When his service is most frequent, a
dozen freah raw eggs wixed in a day's food is recommended.

Brrrzs Maxing,—Continued.~Coniing to Nova Scotis we find that in
the ortisus year thers was manufactured 7,465,085 lbs. 1f we could double
this quantity, and there is 20 earthly reason why we should not, and raise
the price from sbout the average of 12} to 20 ceuta, it would give us a sum
of money equivalent tc $250 per capita of the population: We could
thus double the amount expeng:d upon our achools, with this proviso,
however, that more than 3 per cent of the 105,410 pupils be instructed in
wmething more practical 1 agricultute, than the * Elements of Natural
Scionce.” We could endow two or three agricultural schools, and do a
aumber of philanthropic and public-spirited acts besides, if this improve-
ment in our dairy products could bo brought about. let us begin, then,
whete the Sootch, the Danee, and she Euglish began, and wherein the
United States is taking gigantic strides. Iustead of obtaining, as at present,
about 3000 1bs. of milk per cow, per anuum, from three acres of land, let us
double the animal's cspacity and treble the yicld of the acre. Nothing
abott of 5000 1be. of milk annually, and 200 lbs. of butter, should satisfy
our dairymen, as the yield of tha cow. This improvement would at once
tuise tho volume of our butter o 27,000,000 Ibs. Wo want to educate
Nova Scotians 10 produce a higher quality, a greater uniformity, a higher
toputation fur our butter ; to duuble the capacity of the stock, and o perm-
anatly improve the agriculture of their province. The government is

intorested, ovory dairyman is interested ; overy mun, woman and child that
loves this country should rise united in this grand undertaking,

But we must propore methods of improvement, or wo may he termed
enthusiasta, with no dufinite aim, ‘To hring about a 3peady and parmanent
improvement we propose thy establishment of creameries—of co-oporative
butter-datrying—an ugency that in other countries, as wo havo seev, has
passed finally and forever the region of experiment, to that of tangiblo
damonsatration.
