THE WATER ROUTE.

Another evidence of the vzluo of our great
inland ‘water routo to the ocean has just trans
pirod. The steamship Wergonland arrived at
Chicago on May 20, direct from Norway. The
asteamehip left Bargen, Norway, cn April 13,
with a cargo of fish and cod liver oil, and will
return loaded with provisions, There is of
coursc only one route by water from the sca to
Chicago, and that is via tho St. Lawrence. In
the present condition of the Canadian canals,
through which steamers must pass, it is not ex-
pected that the route can at onco be made
available for ships passing from the occan to
the head of tho lakes. The cunals are too small
te accommodate ocean ships asa rule, but the
fact that tho trip has been mado by a small
sized ocean ship, gocs to show what great things
can be accomplished for the west, by the im-
provement of this routo. The improvement of
the canals to admit of the passagu- of medium
sized ocean steamships, would be of 1ncalculable
benefit to tho west. The effect upon our ox-
port and import trade would be equal to the
movement of the entire country 1,000 miles or
more nearer the Atlantic coast.

WINNIPEG INDUSTRIAL EXHIBITION.

The prize list and programme for the Win-
nipeg Iodustrial Exhibition has beon published
in pamphlet form, and copies can be had on
application to the sccrotary, J. K. Strachar,
The exhibition opens on July 25, aud continues
to July 29, inclusive of these two days, The
sum of §15,000 will be distributed in prizes,
which is $2000 greater than was offered in
prizes last year. This large amount should
draw out a splendid oxhibit. Many of tho prizes
aro for large amounts, including a number of
speoial prizes, offered by private parties, firms
and companies. For lorses, there are a large
list of prizes, ranging up as high as $100. There
are many prizes for cattle, ranging from $15 to
$25 each, Sheep ravge up to $25. For pigs
one prize of $50 is offered, and others ranging
from $3 to $10. Poultry anddogs fall in for a
long list of prizes. The prizes in the dairy de-
partmeat are all for good amounts, mostly rang-
ing from $10 t0 §50. Grain and sceds draw
out somo big prizes, in:luding $123 for the best
25 bushels of red fyfe wheat, and many other
prizss manging from $5 to §39.  Roots, vegeta-
bles, plants, flowers, bees and honey, fruits,
manufactures, etc., complete the list. Two
good prizcs are offered for collections of native
graivs. A first prize of $50 and sccond of §25
8 offered for the Leat collection of graios to be
oxhibited by local agriculturalsocieties in Mani
toba aud the territories.

To add interest to exhibition weel, a lengthy
programme of sports and amusementa has Leen
prepared, to Do cortinued over Wednesday,
Thursday azd Friday. The programmo of sports
is not completo yet, bat it includes Caledonian
sports, baloon ascension, imusical programme,

lacrosse, ball, bicycle and uther'ganies and von
tests, dug races, hores racieg, unlitary spurts,
achool drill, gymnastic oxhibition, ote,

The vory low railway rates offered will bo a
greot advantage in bringiog people to tho exhi-
bition. Tho railway companies have also very
goneruusly olfoted to wwnvey all caumlate frum
Manitoba and the tetritones absulutesy fies of
charge, cach way. This means that a large ex-
hibit will be made from all parts of the country,
as there is no cxpenso in freight rates from the
most renoto sections,

With such a splendid prize list, a good pro-
grammo of at’ractiuns, eaceedingly low pass-
enger rates to the city by rail, the free trans.
port of oxhibits, etc., it is a foregone conciusion
that the first summer show of the Winnipeg
Industrial Exhibition Society will prove a grand
success,

ILL-USING IMMIGRANTS

A young man, lately from Oatario, cxplained
to a representative of THE COMMERCIAL re
cently how he had been cheated out of a sum
of money which, though small, meant maay
days of toil to the loser. The young man in
question, who came fr,m a rural section io
Oantario, and whn is apparently of a very guile
less dispcsition, remaiaed ia Wionipeg a wee
or two bocfore secaring work to suit him.
He foll in with a party about the depat who
gained his confidence, and succeeded in obtain
ing $30 from him, in return for which the
young man was to be secured a posi
tion in the railway service, After obtaining
the money, the party disappeared. Of course
no one who has had much experience of the
world, would have advanced the money in this
way, but this docs not condone the crime,
which is 8 most detestable one -worse indeed
in its nature than ordinary robbery, because it
was done under the guise of friendship. For
a city which is visited by so many strangers,
and is the tempurary abods of many imm.
grants, Winaipeg is more free from sharp
practices of this class than might be expected.

This is one wuy of illtreating immigrants,
which is of ex.eedingly raie cecurrence here.
We hear, however, of a fow cases of mean
treatment of immigrants, Ly farmers, such as
engaging men, who go long distances to secure
what they consider #ill he a lasting jub, Lut
are discharged in a fow days. Cases are re
ported of farmers residing in distant parts of
the province, who have sent to the city for help,
and who have discharged the men sent to them
ia a short time, as they only wanted them for
a bricf period. This is mean treatment. It is
not right to have a man travel one or two
hundred miles to get a job, unless the position
is jntended to be sometbing of a permanent
nature. \We heard of one man who went from
Winnipeg to near Deloraine to work for a
fasmer.  Afier wothiog chiee days, the weathor
turned unfavorable, so that no work could be
done for some time, whereupon the farmer
discharged the man and refused to pay him for
more than the actaal time engaged. Thisis
esther shabby treatment. Manitoba farmors
aro at certain scasons of the jeur greatly in
nezd of help, and if we are to have farm hands
from the east visit us, weo must sce to it that

thoy are treated propocly, and ovory provision
made fur their protectivn. A luw sucan farm
ors will bo suflicient to gain o bad roputation
for the country, and injure our proapects for
scouring holp from outside sources, Special
caro should ba bo taken to protcet labor i tho
mattut of wages, as wo alsy hear of a fow cases
in which farmn wotkers have been Loablo Lo so-
cure their dues.

FARMERS' ELRVATORS,

Last season there was quite a rago for build-
ing farmere’ elovators, and anumber of these
institutions wero established in the province,
in addition to some previously orected. The
result, howover, has been very disastrous to
tho farmers, as has boon shown by rocent articles
in Tue Comyenreiat. ~Lhese olovators are now
full of whoat, nearly all of which would in all
probability have boon sold last fu'l and winter,
had it not Leea for the erovtion of these alova-
tors. Onco tho olovator was built, it had to
be filled with whoat, and tho farmers who have
taken stock in these clovators aad nave placed
their wheat therein to hold for high prices,
have been sadly duped. The loss on wheat,
if sold at present values, in cumportison with
prices last fall and winter, including storage
and intorest charges, shrinkage, otc., will
amount to 25 to 30 conts per bushel. This 25
to 30 cents per bushel represonts tho loss to
these farmers, on the wheat crop of last aeason.
Croviding thoy make 5 to 10 cents por bushel
each year, for the futume, through theic olova-
tor ecnterprises, it will take them three to
sgven years to make up for their losses this
year,

It would be interesting to know just how
these different clevator schomos have been
wotked up. Tuk Conmerelan has been given
particulars of one farmors' clavator entorpriso,
which was carried through last summer, The
elevator in question was built nearly cn.
ticely on temporary credit, The farmers in
the vicinity subscribed for tho atock liberally,
and on tho strength of this subscribed stock,
cne schemo wae financed. Tho olovator was
duly erected, and the farmers were to 1y up
theit stock whon thoy sold their wheat, Lhoy
were innocently led tobeliovethattheextra profit
which they would make on the wheat through
holding it in the clevator until toward spring,
would easily provide for the payment of the sub-
scribed stock. But how different tho result! Tho
wheat is still unsold, and instead of a profit
over prices ruliug last winter, sufficient to pay
for the subscribed stock, tho wheat is worth a
great deal less now than it could have beon
sold for last fall. The dato of payment for the
elevator having arrived and the wheat unsold,
the farmers were obliged to give their notes in
paymont of subscribed atock—notes besring
interest of course, DBesides the loss through
the dedline in values of wheat, the untortua-
ate farmers avo compelled to pay storage and
interest charges, allow forshrinkage, and ruathe
risk of their grain heating or becoming worthlees
from damage in tho clevator, Farmeors' oleva.
tors cannot be run without expease, any more
than othor elovatora, and in somo casca the ox-.
pense of running theso olovators has oxceeded
the income derived from the regular storage
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charges upon the grain handled through them,
for patrons.

A large number of farmers’ elevator enter-
prises have been worken up during ths past
winter, with a view to the erection of elevators
this summer. It is likely, however, that a
number of these schemes will now fall through
when the result of this season becomes geuner-
ally known. In some years mo doubt these
elevators would prove profitable, but it will
require a number of successful years to make
up for the disasters of the present season.

TuE CoMMERCIAL again has no hesitation in
declaring, that the farmers who leave matters
of this kind alone, and give their attention to
the production of products of the best market-
able qualities, best suited to the requirements
of trade, and which can be prodaced to the
best results, will come out ahead every time
of those who try to attend to other lines
of business as well as farming. Grain han-
dling aud shipping is no part of farming.
It is a business by itaelf, and can be success.
fully handled only by those who thoroughly ua-
deratand the business, and give their attention
to the study of its requiremsats. Tae farmsr
who sells his wheat whenever it is ready for
market, and stops dreaming about becoming an
exporter, will show his wisdom.

Farmers are too easily gulled in matters of
this kind. Itis the easiest matter in the world
to gull a farmer, if you start out by telling him
that he is being chaated right and left by the
uoprincipled men of business. This falge
notion is at the bottom of many of the difficul.
ties into which the farmers are led, and is ac-
countable for the disaster brought upon many
ihrough these elevator enterprises. Politicians
and others who wish to gain favor with the
farmers, to serve their own selfish ends, work
on these false notions, and thereby tend to
confirm the farmers in their error.

Farmers are certaialy gulled occasionally by
business men. They are also sometimes talked
into buying machinery and other things they do
not need. Farmers frequently gull business
men with worthless truck and bad debts. But
a8 for the general idea among them, that they
are being steadily bled by business men, it is
certainly absurdly false. In the matter of
credit, the farmer is the most pampered indi-
vidual in the country, and in his truck and
trade intercourse with the country storekeepers,
the latter almost invariably come out at the
small end of the horn.

If business men are doing farmers an injury
in one way more than another, it is in en.
couraging them to buy on credit. This free
credit system is generally supposed to be a
great concession to the farmer, and there would
certainly be a great protest if the system were
radically changed. At the same time, we re
gard thiz free credit system as the greatest
injury to the farmer. They, however, over-
look this evil, and falsely believe they are
being bled on all sides by the men of business.

Exhibition Prizes,

There are four or five prizes offered at the
Winnipeg Industrial Exhibition, competition
for which is limited to products from certain
districts. For instance, one prize is offered for

the best collection of grain grown within 75
miles of Calgary. It must be borne in mind
that these are special prizes, given by private
parties or companies, who are interested in the
districts to which competition is limited. All
prizes given by the exhibition association are
open to the country at large.

Shall it be St. Lawrence or Hudson
River Route ?

The recommendation in the House of Repre-
sentatives by the Committee on Railroads and
Canals of the passage of a bill to pay for the
cost of asurvey to ascertain the raost practical
route wholly within the territory of the United

States, from the great lakes to deep water in
the Hudson river, carries with it considerable
significance ; for it is not unlikely that from
this or some similar legislative action will soon
come the initiative which will result in con-
necting tidewater with the great lakes by a
deepwater channel on this side of the line be-
tween the Dominion of Canada and the United
States.

The deep waterways contemplated by this
bill are two: a canal around the Falls of Niagara
and a canal from lake Oatario to the Hudson,
the cost of which is estimated at $110,000,000
by an officer of the United States engineer
corps. This seems large, but, a¢ explained by
the Tlimes, ‘‘as compared with expenditure by
the Canadian government on there canal 8ys-
tem, this expenditure would be proportionately
far inferior.” In England $60,000,000 is being
expended to connect Manchester with the sea
at Liverpool by ship canal.

The declaration is also made that, with the
current rate of increase in growth of tonnage
carried on the lakes, it is estimated that the
saving in cost of transportation in deep-draught
ships from the lakes to the ocean ““would in a
single year amount to enough and more thaa
enough to pay the cost of construction.”

It appears from figures and other data pre.
sented in the committee’s report that the Erie
Canal, as has frequently been pointed out at
Albany and elsewhere, is no longer able to take
care of the enormous tonnage brought down the
lakes. The interest of New York state in this
bill is very great ; in fact, it is urged that New
York city's supremacy as the chief port of ex-
port and import is actually threatened by the
3t. Lawrence route, via Montreal, by way of
which deep water channels are found sufficient
to permit of the passage of ocean-going craft
from Duluth direct to the sea.

Statistics in the committee’s report concern-
ing the percentage of the sum total of exports
of grain and flour from New York city and
Montreal show that the former’s exports de-
creased from 1880 to 1889 for grain from 84 to
80, and for flour from 85 to 79§ per cent., while
Montreal’s exports have gained what New
York has lost. A further similar comparison
of the respective percentages of total exports of
New York city and of the other North Atlantic
ports, including Montreal, shows even more
clearly that no effort can be spared if New
York is to keep her present supremacy. It is
said that similar tables for 1890 and 1891 would
show a much larger increase in favor of Mon-
treal.

The Canadian government began years ago
the deepening of its canals to the depth of four-
teen feet, the same as that of the Welland
Canal, which passes down on the Canadian side
of Niagara Falls, fram Lake Erie to Lake On-
tario. Within five years, at the present rate
of progress, and perhaps within three, there
will be a clear waterway through Canadian
territory, fourteen feet in depth, all the way
from Lake Superior to the ocean. To quote
the language of the secretary of the Duluth
Chamber of Commerce, in the House commit-
tee’s report :

When that time comes I say to you that six feet of
wator through the Evie Canal, with a transhipment at

each e¢nd, can no more compete with fourteen feet of
water through the Canadian canals, with no tranship-
went at all, than a wheelbarrow can compete with a
freight train. What does it i ean ? It means that all the
breadstuffs for direct exportation coming from that great
region tributary to the great lakes will be carried by
Canadian inetead of American vessels,

It is particularly worthy of note that the re-
port advances the opinion of those most familiar
with the commerce of the great lakes that
freight moved from the west to the east will in
the future be carried more than at present over
waterways rather than by rail, which of course
ie in the teeth of the potion formerly so com-
monly entertained that railroads have virtually
supplanted water transportation, or that in the
future they will almost entirely wipe it out,

Illustrative of the truth of this view it is
pointed out that ‘“‘on the great lakes alone
there is handled freight to the amount of one-
quarter of all of the tonnage carried by all the
railroads of the country, and the proportion is
increasing in favor of the water route. This ig
¢xplained by cheaper and cheaper rates of trans-
portation via the water routes.

A prominent western railway man, who is
interested in a line of lake steamships, is quoted
as saying :

These steamships carry 2,700 tons of freight on the
present depth of water, and make the run from Duluth
to Buffalo in three and a half days at an average cost of
#120 per day ; thisis equivalent to 0.015c, per ton per
mile. This means that we are doing to-day on the great
lakes for $1 wtat it costs the best railway in the United
States 26 to do. In other words, the general conclusion
may bhe deduced from these facts, that the larger the

carrier and the deeper the waterway the less is the cost
of transportation.

This same railway president, speaking to a
convention called in the interest of the water-
ways two or three years ago, said ;

The engineers of the United States are engaged upon a
project by which to give us twenty feet of water through
the lakes. We shall take the twenty feet of water when
it comes and make good use of it, but I will say to you
that whenever they will guarantee me eighteen feet of
water I shall build vessels which will carry 6,060 tons in-
stead of 3,000, and I shall cut the present cost of water
transportation square in two.

Some very instructive not to say suggestive
figures are given in the House committee’s re-
port as to the proportions of the commerce of
the great lakes,

Through the Sault Canal, at the outlet of LakeSuperior,
there passed, in 1890, 10,£57 vessels, having a pet regist-
ered tonnage of 8,454,435 tons. Through the Suez Canal
there passed during the same year 3,389 vessels, having
a net registered tonnage of 6,890,014 tons, so that nearly
three times as many vessels and over 1 500,000 tons more
of freight passed through the Sault Canal than passed
through the Suez Cana!, a highway for the commerce of
the world. Ths Sault Canal was opened but 228 days,
and the Suez Canal, of course, during the entire year.
This represents the business of Lake Superior alone.

Entries and clearances at New York in 1889 represent-
ed 11,051,236 tons, and at all the scaports in t 1e United
States 26,983,315 tons. Those from London and Liver-
pool were 33,430,617 tons. Entries and clearances on the
great lakes in the same year were 27,760,000 tons, and in
1890 the total freight traffic of the greatlaves was 33 803,-
824 tons, exceeding by 6,000,000 the combined entries and
clearances of all seaports of the United States, and equal-
ing the combined cntries and clearances, both coastwise
and foreign, of London and Liverpool, the great commer-
sial centers of the world. These shipments embraced
9,000,000 tons of jron ore, 5,000,000 tons of grain and
flour, 8,000,000 tons of lumber and forest products, 7,-
000,000 tons of coal, and 4,6C0,000 tons of miscellancous
freight. This was carried by a floating equipment of
2,784 vessels, having a can ying capacity of 1,254,275
tons and a commerecial value of $18,809,750,

It is further pointed cut that of the total
tonnage of shipping built in the United States
during the year, endiog June 30, 1889, 5 per
cent. was built on the western rivers, 8 per
cent. was built on the Pacific coast, 41 per
cent. on the Atlantic coast, and 46 per cent.,
nearly one-half of the whole, was built on the
great lakes,

The average freight rate on the great lakes
is not over 1.2 mills per ton mile, making the
total cost of water transportation $22,619,617,-
66, equal, says the House committee’s report,
to an economy over the cost of transportation
the same freight by rail of $147,027,514.

The committee have certainly made out a
strong plea for the object of the bill referred
to. In addition to the points mentioned, they
go into the militar advantages to accrue from
the work projected—all which go without say-
ing.— Bradstreet’s

Imitation Sealskin.

An Eoglish javentor is bringiog out a new
fabrio in imitation of sealskin, A special
machine is employed for kuittiag a double
cloth with pilo botween, tho latter being cut
continuously, as tho double picces aro being
koitted, In order to separate them. Voo,
cotton, or other yarns aro used to form the
foundation, und for tho pile, silk, mohair, or
combinntion yarns of fine fibrons materials,
After the outting oporat’an, which separates
tho two picces, has been effected, the piled faco
of each fabric undergoes s cutting or shearing
process for taking oud the unevenncss of tho
pile, and afterwards it is scoured, or wmilled,
and then dyed, stained, tinted and lacquered,
to produco tho required color and Justor,—
Hatter and Furrier.

How Bad Belftsiara Made.

People often wonder how it is that a rotail
grocer gots so many bad debts among his
accounts, To the dealer who has had the
“expericncs,” while the dead beats have the
“money,” the operaiion is a very simplo one.

The whole trouble ariges from the slowness of
the dealer to say **no,” whon more credit is
wanted, Tho merchant grants & little more
credit in order, as he thinka, to keep his custom.
ers in good nature, uiid %0 secure tho old
balance. But it is just here he makes a fatal
mistako. If a customer cannot pay one week's
or ons month's bill, certainly the lapse of time
will not help matters, but the account will get
80 largo that the customer will find it cheapor
to “move than to pay rent,” asthe expression

oes, and he jumps his account and goes to look
or some other victim,

This is the history of three-fourths of all the
cases of bad debts; and if tho merchant had
said “co” when the first bill was in arrears,
his loss would have been small compared with
what it finally was., And further, a firm refusnl
to extend credit would often have the effect of
making the customer pay up, hoping for another
chance to ‘‘get in” to the grocer. Then is the
time to give tho dead-beater the grand bounce
and be rid of him,

Bear in mind, and act upon the knowledge,
that if a man cannot pay one weok's bill, he
ce.’ ‘nly cannot pay a two week's bill.—St,
T.ouis Grocer.

Hudson's Bay Railway.

The Weekly Free Press published the follow-
ing on Thursday last, as a despatch from Otta-
wa: ¢ News received from England justifies
the statement that the construction of the Hud-
son Bay railway to the Saskatobewan river ia
an assured fact. A syndicate of bankers, at
the head of whom are Armatrong & Co., of
Broad street, London, have underwritten the
bonds. Ross, Mann & Holt are to be the con-
tractors, and it is said work will commence be-
fore the autumn, C. H, Smith, one of the di-
rectors, is expected to return to Canada this
week.”

Dan. Mann, the contractor, tha Free Press
adds, was seen by a reporter in connection with
the telegraphio despatch concerning the con-
struction of the Hudson Bay railway to the
Saskatchewan frrenwith,  Mr, Mann said that
his Srm, Ross, AMlann & Holt has had ths coa.
tract for some time, and that Mr. Ross, who is
head of the firm, is at presert in London, Eng.,
in consultation with Hugh Sutherland, who
has been busily engaged for some months ea-
deavoring to finance the scheme. Mr. Mann
has as yet had no further intelligenco than that
in the Ottawa telegram,

Tue CoMMEROIAL would advise that little
confidence be placed in this telegram, in the
abscaco of something more tangible,
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Colored Cotton Syndicate.

The two syndicates knowq as the Duminiun
Cotton Milts Company and the Canadian Col-
ored Cotton Mill Company, being controlied
by the same body of men, are virtually one
concern, all but in name, and aro known to the
trado simply as the Cotton Syndicate. Any
Act of Parliament passed for tho purpese of
regulating combines can have no power over it,
for the mills have been actually purclased ;
thereforo it is nothing more or less than a huge
joint stock compavny. This Syndicate is prob-
ably the most powerful that hasyet beenorgan
ized in Canada, haviogto a very largo extent
the control of the whole dry goods trado of the
country.

This, to say the least, is rather a daogerous
Fowcr to have placed in tho hands of ¢« small

ody of men, putting them in a pesition to ox-
act large profits from the purchasers of thair
goods, who will havo to pay the price demand-
ed or give up the trade. Thoy can boycott
any wﬁolenalo house whenever they see fit to
do s0; they can fill orders more promptly when
certuin lines of goods arescarce, for houses who
are favorites, thereby benefitting immensely
the trade of these houses, to the dotriment of
others probably just as enterprisiag but not so
fortupate in their mode of keeping in touch
with the powver that be. They candrive entirely
out of tho trade any wholesale houses of limit-
sl means by refusing to give them credit
sufficient for the requirements of their trade,

thereby throwing all the trado into the hands
of the largo and wealthy houses.

Credit in the dry goods husivess has without
doubt been too cheap in this country, and if the
Cotton Syndicate exercises the power placed in
its hr,nds in this respect j -diciously, it may ac-
complish an immenso am. ant of good, but such
a power used inan arbitrary maner can only
do evil. It would cortairly be of advantage
to the tradeto have some men of very limited
means driven out of it, men whose establish-
ments are little better than offices, who give
very small placing orders so that they may get
samples to put on the road, from which they
take orders, at a very small margin of profit,
for goods they do not carry in stock, ordering
from the mills after the goods are sold, trading
in fact on the capital of the mills, who carry
the stock for them.

Doubtless the Cotton Syadicate can produce
goods at a iaying profit cheaper than these
goods could heretofore be produced without a
profit, by running one mill entirely on one line
of goods in place of manufacturing a varicty of
lines in one mill. \Will a paying profit satisfy
theso men ?

The question also arises: How is this largo
monopoly going to affect the operatives in its
employ? And this question is just as scrious a
one a8 how will it atfect the consumer by the
price it chooses to put on the goods. The oper-
atives will bo completely at the mercy of the
Syndicate, as there are no other mills to em-
ploy them should thoy aot gct. reasonablo wag-
ex for their work. It would be useless for the
operatives to strike for in such a case the Syn-
dicato would shut up tho mills and atarve them
foto submission.

Monopolies scem to be the order of tho day
on this continent. In the United States the
distance between the poor man and the rich
seems to be widening more and more every
year, aud is becoming the most important prob-
lem for tho statesmen of that country to solve,
a problem that may not be solved without
bloodshed and a temporary atate of anarchism,
aad herc in this couatry wo are apparcntly
driftang iato the luoupuly systea. also.

It weald be well fur vat Government and
Parliament to be watchfal in thismatter. The
gencral welfare of tho people is their special
cliarge, and although it is difficult to legislate
to provent the caistenco of large ,uint stu k
umpaaics, aut perhaps prulcnt to attempt o
do so, tho tariff caa b lowered whenever theso
monopolists overatep the mark aod attempt to

benefit themselves at tho cxpense of the

|

consumers, The voters who enabled our
logislatora to increase thoe tariff to proteet our
strugghng maoufacturers from tho onslaughts
of foreigo foes will uphold them in puﬁing
dowa the .ariff, if nocessary, to protect the
cousumors from foes within our borders.
Meantimo it is right and proper to ﬁive the
Cotton Syndicate timeo to show its policy and
not condein it until it deserves conderrnation.

Aau item containing soveral suggestions as to
the ordering of goods has recently been given a
wido circulation in tho trade press, and our
kaowledge of the laxity of many retailers in
regard to proparing orders, convincos us that
the publication of the advico was very timely.
In a :ondensed shape the advice referred to was
as follows:  Write legibly, give oxact descrip-
tion of goods and shipping directions, and do
not forget the sigaature.  ** \What nousease !
We imagine some reader saying to himself ;
“‘gurely every dealer knows how to ordes goods
propeily.” We don’t dispute the sssertion ;
the troubloe is that nine out of ten dealers don't
take suflicient paius to fill out orders correctly.
The work is greatly facilitated by the order
blanks which many salesmen furnish their
customoers ; yet we have scen dozens of such
blanks filled in and mailed by rotailers to jobb-
ing housi3 and macufacturers that bave con-
tained no indications of the grades aud prices
of the goods wanted. *‘Send me a barrel of
mackerel and a box of laundry starch. *Pleaze
ship right away a half chest of tea.” ¢ Send
another tub of butter ; must have it Tuesday
sure.” ¢‘Ship at once 50 1bs, coffes and 25 1bs.
tea.” How is the person receiving such oxders
as these to know what grade of goods is want-
ed? Yet tho above aio true copics of orders
received within the present week by a salesmen
of our acquaintance. Other salesmen have in.
formed us that nov 23 per cont. of the orders
received by them are properly made out. Of
course they gencrally get filled all right, be.
cause the salesmen ate posted regarding their
customer’ rcquirements. But consider the de-
lay in hunting up previous invoices in order to
make sure that the articles to be shipped are
just what tho customer needs—a delay that
may cause scrious inconvenicnce, even loss, to
the rotailer. Consider, also the tomptation to
the salesman to substitute slowselling goods or
goods that may pay a better profit, when a
customer ordera simply ‘“a tub of butter” or
'g half-chest of tes,” ete., ete.  If the house
is out of the kind of goods which the salesman
belioves the dealer wants but has not expricitly
mentioned, tho latter at least has no ground for
complaint if ho gots something entirely differ-
ont .vom that which ho had in mind when draft-
ing his order, for it would bo unreasonable to
expect a jobber to put himself to the trouble of
procuring goods to fill an order regarding which
there is more. or less doubt.  Buf it ought to
bo unnccessary to dwell on the folly of merch-
ants whoare 30 carcless regarding ounec of tho
most important dutiea connected with the dis-
tributive trade. The mere fact that it is un-
businessliko to sond out an order, which may
tax all the brains of the most acute salesman to
fathom, should bo sufficient to bring about an
improvement.— Merchants Review,

‘Theso aro matters of detail,
it is true, and it is also truc that to neglect
those little details is to trifle with one's pros
perity and future success. Make the storo at-
tractivo and make it clean, and by so doing
you are, though yon may not know it, adding
to your bank account svery day. Have every
thing so clean, that the most fastidious can
havo uo fault to find. Imagine the feelings of
one of yourlady customers, who, with her
gloved hand picks up a can of this or a jaror
bottle of that, only to ruin her gloves forever,
simply because you allow everything about
your store to get dirty. If you have not time
to attend to such matters, or to seo that some
one olso has, then yon have not time to make a
success of of your business, and you should try
some other calling more suitable to your taste,
aud adaptable to the amount of time you have
on your hands.

Seo that your clerks ave neat in their per
sonal appearance, and be sure to make them
put on clean aprons every day. Keep your
show cases and windows cleancd and free from
fly specka. Let your motto over be: ¢ No
flies on this establishment.—N. Y. Grocerd

Furs —The June number of the New York
Fur Trade Review, says:—* The fur market
during the past month has shown but little
activity, and such articles which have accumu-
lated are easier in price for the time being.
Ocders from cloak houses are being placed
sparingly, with unusual caution and at very
low prices. It is, however, certain that in due
time business will develop and very rapidly
too, and such furs as will be selected for this
season’s styles will uadoubtedly advance. Al-
though some articles have already been accepted
as desirable, there appears to be considerable
uncertainty as to the furs that are likely to
become generally popular. It is possible that
the demand may be extraordinary on four or
five articles, and ordinary on the balance of the
list. American furs generally have held their
own ; opossum, skunk and good raccoon are in
request, other fars are quiet, but firm. Seals
are in excellent demand ; stocks are small and

rices firm. We are gratified to note the fact
that American furs lead very decidedly, as they
are certain to give entire satisfaction to the
consumer, and thus prove profitable to the
trade.”

The local wheat market brightened up a
little the past few days, says the Souris Plain-
dealer of June 2, quito a number of luads of
grain haviog been brought in. The prico has
atiffened a little, as high as 64 cents having
been paid for some loads here this week. Con-
siderable threshing has been done aud there is
more to do yet. Reports vary considerably as
to the condition of grain that stood in the stack
all winter. Well stacked grain seems to have
come through in pretty fair shape, and the
stacks have diied out very well, but there is a
large amount of grain that has suffered from
wet.

A Douglas correspondent, writing on May 30
says. Grain is now ia beautsful shape for
growing. Many say the wheat 13 as far ahead
in this section as ever at this date and havin
had oo nipping with the frost the plant shoul
now make very rapid progress.

To-dey (June 2), says the Deloraine Times,
we are cxperiencing a fine dust bath in Delor-
aino ; the wind beiog just a little too stroug
for comfort. It is feared tome of the grain
will be injured by being uncovered by the
wind, This week a few loads of graiu are com.
fog in direct from the threshing mills. The
quality, unfortunatly is not the best at least
80 fur as spring threshed grain has come to
hand. The pricis quoted to-day are 57 cts for
best ; 45 to 47 ; and 25 to 27. One or two
loads have becr refused on account of damp-
ness.

No. 1 wheat is fetching 60 cents per bushel
at Regina but very little is being offered.

Weather and Grops in Europe.

Frow Dorabusch, May 20.

The weather in the British I3les has not been
ot a character to improve the appearanco of the
crops. OUpinions differ as to the condition of
the wheat crop, but this cereal, in common
with the others, would benefit immeunsely from
steady, warm rain, hitherto denied. Grass
grotvs slowly, and for tho time of year the
pastures are upusually bare. The Times® agri-
cultural correspondent considers that the
prospeets for the coming season are decidedly
gloomy, Tho amount of rain which fell in
ogland since January 1 last is much below the
averago, added to this the temperaturo of the
scason has been comparatively low, 80 that we
have bad a deficioncy of both rain and sunshine.
InFrance the cropsare improving visibly recent
warm weather bas produced satisfactory results,
and all vegetation is regainiog lost ground. In
Germany, aithough tho scason isbackward, but

few complaints are heard; the wheat and rye
fields generally present a satisfactory appear-
anco. InHollasdand Belgium thoroportis of the
crops are maioly favorable. In Spain several
districts are sufforing from excessivy raiv, but
in othera the outlook appesars promising. Italy
wants sunshine to replace cold, wet woather.
It is vory difficult to get at tho truth respect-
ing Rustian crop prospects, but the tons of the
roports may be considered favorable, alihough
in some governments more rain is necessary for
the rye.
From Beerbolm, May 2o

The weather has heen fine during tho groater
part of the week. Rain has, however, fallenin
tnost parts of the country, and has had a very
beneficial effect upon vegetationgenerally, which
is exceedingly backward, of which fact a visit to
any part of the countiy fursishes full evidence.
Beyond this, there are few complaints regardin,
tbe wheat crop, except perhaps on badly farme
land. In Francoe farmers complain rather
seriously of the drouth in the northwest, east
and southwest, in which later district it is very
prejudicial to the wheat plaut, it being just at
the ‘“‘eariog” stage. in Germapy rain is also
wanted, but the crops generally are stated to
be ija a satisfactory state. KFrom Italy and
Spain the seports are somewhat coatradictory,
but less favorable on the whole owing to the
excessive rainfall. The Roumanian, Bal-
garian and Seivian reports have all improved,
but fiom cooflicting reports from Russia
it is difficult to arrive at any satis.
factory result concerning the real condition;
iv te, however, certain that the recent heavy
rainfail has done an immense amount of good to
thoe spring crops.

The scason is backward
nwiag ¢y yofivoratle weather whi h has pre
vented shearing. l'aces paid ia thesc states
arc as high as those paid a year ago. The
receipts of Texas and California wools are in
cressing. Now wools from Ohio and Michigan
have not a8 yet come forward. Stocks in the
cast are about exhaustod, and wuatever lots
romein are held at an advance, Pulled wools
still meet with a fair demand, Lut sa’es are wot
as largo as they were two weeks ago, because
there i3 not the wool to choose from. Prices
remaia about the samo. Australian wools are
meeting with a good demand, but the supply
is not largs, and in choice lots d alers are ask.
ing an advance. The next Lon .n sales open
Juae 14. Daalers expect that the advaunce
mado at the last sales will be maiatained.—
Bradstreet's.

Dry Goods.

Sowe houses have made considerable sales of
woollens, says the Toronto Empire including
tweeds, underwear and hosiery for fall delivery,
and they say the interest tuken in these lines
of Canadian manufacture is very great. The
samples this yeir show a further improvement
ia every respect, and they will shut out large
quantities of foreign manafactures. The orders
which have beon booked so far bave run chiefly
on the best qualities—qualities which until
lately were all imported. The same remarks
apply to tweed dress goods of Canadian manu.
facture. Al the principal mills are now mak-
ing these.

Freight Bates and Trafic Matters.

The Montreal 7'rade Bulletin of May 27 says:
The freight market for grain is dull. 23 to2s3d
for forward shipment being the quoted rates for
Liverpool, with 1,000 quarters engaged yester-
day at 23 3d ; but shijvers are now bidding ls
9J. Glasgow 18 qaoted 23 31 to 23 6d, shippers
mddiag 23. Loadon 23 64 and Bristol 2s 6d to
23 9d. Provisions, 13s 94 to 153 for Liverpool,
Loundon and Glasgow. Sack flour 9s 3d to Liv-
ecpool, and 1l1s 3d to Glasgow; butter and
cheese, 203; deals, 4136d to 45s; lumber to
South America, $10.00 to $10.50 ; cattlo, at 553
to 63s; eggs. 153. In lake and river freights,
graio from Chicago to Kingston is quoted at
23c to 3¢ per bushel, and from Kingston to
Montreal 23c to 24c on corn and 23¢ to 23c on
wheat.”

The Chicago Daily Trade Bulletin of May 30
says- *' The volume of traffic with the eastorn
roads in provisions was liberal, but in grain
light. Rates on flour aud graio remained
steady at 20c, and on provisions at 302 per 100
1bs to New York. The castbound officials
heve decided to advance flour and grain rates
to 223c on June 13. Lnrough rates to Liver-
pool were weaker and lower, tho lowest rates
on record being made on grain, 17}c. Rates
on flour ranged at 24 to 26}c and on provisions

40 to 52¢, Through rates to Now York, lako
and rail, woro wealer and lowor at 6} to bjo
for wheat and 5} to 53¢ for corn. ‘Che rail-
roads are making very low rates from Buffalo
to New York, and at one timo offered to take
grain freo of olovation at 33¢.  Uake rates wero
dull and lower at 13. fur wheat and 1}e for
corn to Buffalo ; 13¢ for corn and 1}cfor oats to
Georginn Bay.”

A Gloomyv Outlook.

A report from Chenoa, Illinois, says :—The
farmers in the southern part of Livingston and
northern part of McLeau counnties are badly
discouraged over the gloomy outlook for rais.
ing any kind of crop this scason. It has beon
four weocks to-day since the farmer was drivea
from the field by rain, and in all that time he
has not been able to work two days, and that
ounly where the land was well tilled. There has
not boen a May since 1857 in tins part of Iih.
nois when the farmer could not plant their corn
but this one. Ualy one-fifth of the corn is

lanted 1n this secuon and this would be far

etter ol o the «rib as must of 1t has to be re
planted, 1t having been 8o cold and wet 1t wll
not come up, having drowued outin low places.
A great many farmers are not half done plow-
ing, and somo fow have coran planted, the
weather has been 80 unfavorable. The wheat
and vats are injured and will not make a half
crop, if that. The outlook for the potato crop
is poor. It is impossible to estimate tho loss.
Farmers who have corn tosell are holding it for
15¢ per bushel and some think we will have to
import grain instead of exporting il.

Wheat Turnfng oub Well.

Threshing has been going on along theJ. &
N. at a lively rate this week. The windy days
havo rapidly dried out the wet shocks of grain
and the result of the machines are said to be a
surprise to the farmers. Wheat iz of a good

rade, much of it not having been hurt at all

uriog its long exposures tv the snow and rain.
In many cases this wheat will,grade No 1 hard.
Cars for shipping are in big demand and several
train loads of wheat have been shipped east
over the Northern Pacific from this branch this
sprivg. The chief lces feared is in shelling, and
with some precautions, tho per ceot. of this loss
will generally be small. Business is picking
up along the branch, and as soon as sceSing is
finiched, the work of threshing will be general.
—Jamestown, North Dakota, Alere.

South Dakota Crops.

The weather crop bulletin for South Dakota
for the week ending May 28, says:

The temperature during the week was a
little below the average, the amount of pre-
cipitation considerably below, and the amount
of sunshioe about the average. Oa Saturday
morning, 2lst inst., quite heavy frosts occuried
in some lucalities, affecting to sonie extent
small groin crops on low lyiog lands and early
fenit buds, but no serious damage is reported.
The remainder of the weck was highly favorable,
and very marked;improvements in the condition
and growth of all crops i reported from all
portions of the state. Gras. has grown rapidly
putting the ranges in excellent condition for
stock, Fruit trees are in blossom, Thera were
several quite warm days, with but little wind,
that were highly favorable to all crop interests.

The conditions have enabled the farmers to
get in a full v-eek’s work, and progress has been
mads in the sowing of late oats, flax and millet,
planting corn and potatoes and breaking sod, In
sorae localities corn is up and growing nicely.

Nor
can it be said that an estate of $200,000, alinost
cerrain to be divided among several persons, is
80 colossal that, for reasons of State, it ought
to be diminished by taxation. All discrimina-
tion should be at the lower end of the scale.
In England, all incomes under £150 are free
from the income tax. This exemption rests on
the ground that such incomes leave nothing for
this form of tax, after living expenses and other
taxes are paid. This at least is intelligible.
But a succession tax of 5 per cent. on a $200,-
000 estate would be a discouragement to accu-
mulate a fortune of that amount, There can
be no gocd reason wby an estate of $200,000
should pay a higher percentage than one of
$100,000, and mapy why it should not. Both
amounts are entitled to State protection at the
same rate, whatever it may be. The discrim.
ination ie based cn the idea that a $200,000 es-
tate can bear a percentage of tax double that
on $100,000. This might be true, but the right
to impose the diserimination would not thereby
be advanced in proof. e must, when we get
into figures of this magnitude, fall back on the
ground and the right of equality. No one will
suspect Mr. Mowat’s Government of a design
to attack the rights of property. The question
is one of the equality of taxation, and the error
is in assuming that $200,000 may in equity
be made to bear, instead of twice, four times
the weight of taxation that half that sum is re-
quired to bear.—Monetary Times.

To come down to what is tangible at the
monent, it only remains to be said that unless
the weather becomes more favorable to bread
crops than it has leen at home, no great en-
couragement to quotations is likely in the near
future. Pcospective yields abroad, on the
whole, do not promise to be as unfavorable as
they turned out to be last year. The United
States will produce less wheat, perhaps a good
deal less than in 1891, but will carry over larger
stocks into the next cereal year than were h%ld
on July 1, 1891.—Earope, Asia, South Am.-
erica and Australia bid fair to produce wheat
in excess of 1891 perhaps to the extent of the
probable falling off in the domestic output this
year, and impcrting countries in Europe have
taken care to keep well stocked up for months
past.

Japanese Tea Farms,

In a visit to Japan four years ago, says &
writer in the Now York Zelegram, while
studying tho tea question, I wout very carefully
over many of tho Japanose tea farms. You
must kuow that tea was introduced from China
about a thousand years ago. Whon it was
first brought over it was socostly that ouly tho
Japaneso noblemon could afford it, and some
three huadred years ago, Iam told, tho Mikads
had a tea officer on his staff to look after his
tea gardevs. Now cvery farm has its little
pateh of tea plants. Tho best of tho tea
comes feom Kiota, from the famous tea
gardens Uji.

A now toa plantation in Japan is started
from the seced. TLhis is gathered in October
fcom the plant, put in a wixture of sand and
carth and damponed t> keep it fresh until
spring. The tea plant is a species of camellia,
w short, stocky bush, thrco to five feet high,
with white, waxy flowers. Its leaves are dark

veen, and it would make a beautiful shrub
or hedges. The best so0il for a tea farm is
virgin forest land, bus that is romarkably
soarco in Japan, gud the laud that has beea
oroppad fur centaddes is geao ally used. The
soil mast be well deained, aad it is cssential
that water shoald not ludge acvund the routs
of tho plant. Many of the tea farms for
this reason avo on hillsides, ariauged in a kind
of terrace.

for the consumer to pry, and to go still further,
1t 13 just so much harder for the joober, who
suffers from lack of collections on the part of the
rotail dealer.  Weo note with pleasure that some
ro*ailors have already started ia the good work
of sending out monthly atatements and reports
havo reached us that it works spleadidly, that
it wmakes collections botter. and that it is grow-

. ing « faver with the consumer, who was at first

inclined to take oxception to it. If every re-
tailec in cha conatry wanld tura over a new
leaf aud send out monthly statements, such a
revolution would take place in collections that
both cotailers and wholesalers would be astoa-
ished  Tho small dealer would make more
monoy by discounting his bills, and the jobber
would savc 1oterest by runmag his business on
loss capital. Do not wait for your ncighbor
aud commpetitor to start in this good work,
but coinmence yourself, and others are suro to
follow., —~Ex.

Cutting Prices,

In our last issuc some romarks regarding vio
lations of tho ono.pricosystem appearcd. Ihy
wock wo with to say a fow words about th
very common practice of cutting prices, al
though perhaps it is not in our power to adj
anything of an original nature to the argumenty
that have beon used (}n‘o and con in discussions
of this much dcbated subject. Tho most com.
mon cause of price-cutting, as is well known, i
tho starting up of now storea in districts already
well supplicd with them. ‘The new begionen
argue that the most effectual inducement they
cau offer the consumer ia low prices, tho num.
ber of tho stores already in existenco being s
bar, in their opinion, to any hopes of succes
based upou the usual inducements of gol
goods, prompt and attentive service, otc. Vet
it will usunlly bo found that specially low pri:
€8 0n ce. tain articles are a 1ess tempting baitto
tho most desirable class of customers thao are
superiority of quality or genoral attractivenes
of tho atore. Sometimes the conscquences of s
cut in prices aro quite peculiar.  Receutly ina
certain city of this stato a former grocery clen
bought out the Lusiness of a compotitor of ki
employer. The store was eituated 10 a part ol
the city whero the residences of people of fan
means closely approached a block of teuemenn
in which a number of quite indigent pecplt
found a habitation. Tho new proprictor start.
ed off very prudently with a fine stock of goods
and a much better assortment than his prede.
cossor had carried. Tspecial attention was
given to quality, and a finer grade of sever
kinds of goods, notably green frunits and vege.
tables, was to bo had there than at any of the
competing stores. The result was quichiy sees
in a mors extensive patronago of the atore, the
best poople in the ucighborhood predumisausy.
But, alas, owing to an unfortunato thirst fora
still larger share of tho custom of the distncs,
the young grocer begantocut prices, and strazge
to say, his competitors ignored the new depast-
ure and maijotained their rates uochangel.
Within a month, instead of cutting deeply 1o
tho trado of his rivals, tho young propnets
had attracted all tho poverty-stricken sohatui-
ants of the quarter by his tempting prices, aud
lost all of the better class of consumers Tte
spectacle of unkempt women, with shawls over
their heads, poking into the fruus and wge
tables displayed in front of tho store, and pisch
ing aud pricing the articles, was too mudk f
the more wealthy portion of the commaunily,
and thoy left the gracer to his new fosad g
vons This is an cxperience that was less dis
sstrons than nmmny **cutters” suffer, bat we
koow of noao that moro clearly shows the fol's
of slashing prices. IHere is o dealer who dir
covered an edge tool with which ke vas abest
to do wonders—the resalt was that ue merey
cut the connceting links between his store and
the only desirable custom ia tho vidinity, ad,
in fact, played right into the hands of hisoon
potitors. Thia experience wo can vouch for, u
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{t voma divootly under the writer's observation,
So much for tho foolish beginner who is general-
" 1y respousiblo for tho must serivus form of price
slashing.
