CHURCH OF ENGLAND SCHOOL.

We lately paid a visit to this school, which is
under the management of the Sisters of the
Church, at 59 Baldwin street. The children, to
the number of half a hundred, were divided into
four grades, each of which had its own school-
room ; and bright sunny rooms they were, idcal
places of study. The youngest children, which
might be called the Infant Class, were in charge
of a trained Kindergarten teacher. A glance at
the work done in this class was sufficient to
show that the children’s powers of observation
were being cultivated in a very telling way, and
the foundation laid for a thorough cducation.
The other scholars were pursuing their studies
in their several rooms in the various branches of
a sound English education, based upon Christian
principles and methods. When there are so

- many schools in every direction, in which there

is no Christian or Church teaching, it i a great
satisfaction to bec able to recommend one in
which the pupils are brought up in loyal attach-
ment to their Church. Not the lcast part of the
Sisters’'good work is the attention paid to good
manners and kindly consideration for each other.
