Be
was formerly in Exeter, and began in Seaforth
in the spîring of 1883. Ilis issets consist of
stock of groceries, glass and crockery ware
liquors, etc. Ibis trouble is partly .attributable
to the passing of the Seo Act, and partly to
selling at too little profit.

Great losses
have been sustained, and there is a strong
desire on, the part of the sufferers to
make somebody responsible. Mr. Bun tins
is probably the heaviest loser by the Ex-
change Bank, and, whatever legal liability
he may have incurred, no one who has
taken the trouble to investigate the facts
can have the least doubt that he is per-
fectly innocent of any intention to .take
undue advantage of his position. Several
days prior to the suspension, and when
such a calamity was wholly unforeseen by
iini, he expressed ta the President. iis
desire to withdraw a large sum 1which
was at his crodit as a deposikor.

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payment immediately, promising that
in a feN days lie would be able to meet
his cheque. When the suspension' took
place the general opinion was that tlie
creditors of the bank would be paid in
full, and that the shareholders would
receive a large dividend. Mr. Buntin
gave the strongest proof that it was
possible for him to give of his coifid-
ence in this opinion by instructing bis
broker ta purchase the stock for him,
although by doing so he incurred a
double liability. It must be obvious that
if he had had the least idea of what
turned out to be the true state of the
case lie would; have left bis deposit ta
meet his contingent liability. Hie evi-
dently thought tliat the promise made ta
him prior ta the suspension was binding,
and lie claimed his deposit, which was
paid by the President's order. When Mr.
Buntin found subsequently that the Pre-
sident had given himan undue advantage
he at once souglit legal advice, and in
accordance therewith repaid the full
amount thiat he iad drawn, with interest.

IL lias been adnitted on all hands that
no une lias suffered in the least, and
that, on the assumiption that the law bas
been violated, there was no guilty inten-
t ion.

We refrain at present trom discussing
the merits of the prosecution, because a
point of law bas been taken which is
only to be argued on the very day of our
issue. We shall likewise refrain for the
present from noticing an article in the
Gazette on the I Responsibility of Bank
directors," which is mainly a criticism on
the charge of Mr. Justice Monk, but
which bas very little bearing on the pre-
sent case. The particular act for which
Mr. Buntin was brought into Court was
not committed by him as a bank director,
but was the recognition by the President
of the claim of a depositor. It is clear
from the charge of the learned judge
that bis impression from the evidence
was that there w'as no fraudulent intent,

-and that is, we feel confident, the general
opinion of the public, and indeed ift
is fully admitted by the Gazette. We
do not deem it proper ta discuss the sub.
ject at greater length until after the case
bas been finally closed.

TE BRANCLH RAILROADS.

We sometimes n'onder when we rend
the diatribes of the press, whieh seem
ta bave for their chief object the injury of
the Canaclian Pacific iailhay, whether
the writers believe that the directors of

that company have entered into any en-
gagement to construct branch lines. It
is reported that during bis present visit
to England Mr. Stephen, the President of
the Canadian Pacifie Co., bas been using bis
endeavors to induce British capitalists to
furnish the means of constructing one or
more branch lines. We presume that
the line which is most urgently required
is that known as the South Western, and
it lias been said that the Dominion Goy-
ernment had agreed to grant more favor-
able terms than were at first contemplat-
ed in fregard to a land subsidy.-
While we hope most sincerely that Mir.
Stephen will succeed in bis efforts to ob-
tain the means of constructing this line,
we cannot but deprecate the tone adopt-
ed by the persistent enemies of the
Pacific Company. There can beno doubt
whatever that the directors of the Can-
adian Pacific Co. are sincere in their de-
sire to procure the construction of the
lina in question, and we feel assured that
if they are unable ta procure the required
capital no other reliable parties are likely
to make the attempt.

It is alleged that in the supposed inter-
est of the C. P. R. " Government forbids
" the extension of railhvays from the
" United States into the needy district."
Now this is a complete misconception.
No opposition has ever been made by the
Government or the Company to the South
Western railway extension. The line on
the South Eastern is of a totally different
character, and it was naturally and pro-
perly made a condition by the gentle-
men, wYho undertook the construction of
the main lina that the traffic should not
be diverted to the rival lina in the United
States. This however is -what the enemies
of the road have been persistently advo-
cating. It must be obvious that all branch
lines, either to the North of the main line
or the South-West, will be auxiliary to it,
while a lina to the South-Exst would be
the very reverse. It was o 'course quite
natural that capitalists, when undertak-
ing such a formidable work as the Pacifie
railway, should protect thenselves from
unduecompetition during the period of
construction, and it is extraordinary that
any Canadians should be found w'ho, for
mere party purpoàes should be willing to
promotethe interests of a foreign corpor-
ation, tu the injury not only of a Canadian
Corporation but of the country itself,
vhich has so deep astake in the Cantdian
Pacifie railway.

It is«alleged that there w'ere expect-
ations that the Grand Trunk Co. had pro-
posed ta make running arrangements

with United States roads, to connect their
own road, laving its terminus at Chicago
with a new Grand Trunk system in Mani-
toba. This isithe policy which the oppon.
ents of the Canadian Pacific:desire. to n-
courage. We believe that.there'is a~Yery
general opinion among capitalista that rail-
roads have.been already pushed on this
continent beyond what prudence should
have dictatedj and we can scarcely be-
lieve that the shareholders in the Grand
Trunk would be' disposed ta load their
lina ta any greater extent. If railroads
are wanted, capitalists will naturally wish
ta be 'satisfied before supplying the
means of constructing them_ thattheir
money will.bring a fairIreturn. We doubt
mueli if capitalists, whether connected
with the Grand Trunk or anyi other lino,
would be encouraged ta invest money in
railroads in the North West when they
are told: Il What the North West re-
t quires is low tarifi and free trade in
" railways, so as ta secure cheap transport-
C ation." There can be no doubt that it
would answer the settlers in the North
West to have competitive lines of railway
yielding no return whatever to the in-
vestors, but bidding against each other
for a very small trafic at best. This is
the way ta dater capitalists from .taking
an interest in Canadian railways, "an i
they only see the articles written in the
interest of the settlers they will be natur-
ally inclined to refuse to entertain such
propositions as Mr. Stephen bas subnit-
ted ta them.

The people of Manitoba and the North
West have already done themselves great
injury by their unwise agitation, and ve
are sorry on theiraccount ta find that the
Ontario journals, which profess to utter
their sentiments, should take a course
calculated to dater capitalists from in-
vesting in their railroads. Of one thing
there eau be no doubt. ihe directors and
shareholders ot theCanadian Pacifie Co.,
must be favorable ta branch lines ta the
North and South West, and it ought
therefore ta be the policy of the settlers
ta act in concert with tlem in promoting
the common object. When those, who

profess ta be the exponents of the opinions
of the North West settlers systematically
endeavor to obstruct, ta the utmost of
their power,.every effort made by the
directors of the Canadian Pacifie Co., to
promote their interest it must be suffi ci-
eritly obvious that wvhat is sougit is not
the real interests of the settlers but the
benefit of a political party. It is high
time that the Canadian Pacifie railroad
should ceàse to be a leading questionin
party polities.

of large Dominion notes of the denomi-
nations of $500 and $1000, and concur-
rently an increased holding by the banks
of these notes. It is not long since, when
a demand for gold was made by the
banks, the Governmnent was by no means
pleased with those who made it. The
banks and the Government should both
hold a much larger proportion of gold.
Their not doing so is a practical repudi-
ation of the principle of the Dominion
Bank Note Act:

THE COTTON TRADE.

The efforts made by the leading cotton
manufacturers in Canada during the last
twelve months to adapt the supply to the
demand bave not as yet been productive
of all that was required. The process, as
usual in such cases, bas been more or less
experimental, and the experience of some
of the subscribing parties has not been
satisfactory. A late defection may be
attributed by either side to vant of good
faith on the part of a competitor, while
on some bands it may be attributed to
natural causes. At all events, a compact
that results in a rapid diminution of
stocks on the one band and in a propor-
tionate accumulation on the other, is one
that is likely to set.people a-thinking as
to the cause therefor-general or special
-and to eventuate in a return to the
former condition of affairs. This in a
degree bas been the experience, more or
less,of nearly all the efforts at co-operation
among our manufacturers, and it would
seem that nothing save final disaster to
the extent of a couple of thousand looms
will bring about a condition of things by
which a reasonable, steady profit can be
maintained. The wants of the Print
factory would, it vas supposed, give
employment to from two to three thou-
sand looms, but the company are as yet
in a state requiring the individual assis-
tance of wealthy directors.

There are, varions causes operating
against as rapid a growth in the con-
sumption of cotton fabrics in Canada as
in other parts of the Empire or in the
United States. Our long winters tend

rather to the consumption of woolen
goods, and alt.hough the settlement of
the Nortlh-west gives us a new consump.
tivé outlet, the climatic conditions there
are still greater. The natural objection,
also, on the part of lesser jobbers to
disclose their hands through means of
their business paper, will always operate
to the disadvantage of the home manu-
facturer. But one of the most powerful
incentives to purchase abroad consists in
the ability to obtain a greater variety of
goods-of brands not generally knoivu-
whereby one dealer.is not brought into
open competition with his neighbor, and
who can thus fix upon a living -profit on
his goods. This, however, is being grad-
ually provided for by the Canadian cotton
manufacturers, until at the present writing
nearly all the large houses have their own
brands aflixed to the goods they purchase.
Ini the early days of the N. P. each mill
issued a printed price-list to the ihole-
sale dealers, trom whicli a discaunt of
àbout 10 per dent wasallowe. Thèse

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lists were not unfrequently given to the
large retailers throughout the country.
'flic JOURNAL oF CMii|RcE, with the view

of giving every possible useful informa-
tion to its more remote subscribers and
placing lthem upon an equal footing with
those in the larger localities, introduced
the publication of these lists among its
Prices Current, and continlued thei as
as fairly as possible throughout the fluc-
tuations of the latter years- of the policy.
A fime' bas arrived at length, however,
when the continuation of these quotations
would be rather misleading than service-
able to the retail trade, and after persis-
tent endeavours to get at any tbing like a

fixed selling price for the now greatly
increased number of brands, we have
concluded to discontinue tlieni until order
is again restored,-un til prices are fixed
on saome reliable basis. The figures re-
cently publislied are being cut consider-
ably, and this cutting is not alone on the
part of the mills, or the wholesalers : we
learn of many instances wlhere retailers
have been-aid are still-seling at or
belowi the wliolesale pr'ices. Goods can be
bougLf to-day not only in Montreal
retail shops but in remote sections of the
country at prices below wlat the goods
could be produced for at the inls. Greys
are being retailed 3à cents a yard; a
certain brand, G, lhe wholesale price of
which was fixed soine time since at six
cents a yard can be bought at retail stores
in St. Lawrence Main street, this city, for
five cents; bags quoted at $23.50 have
been sold within a fortnighît in the west
at $20.75, and there was a liard struggle
for another twenty-five cents off i another
brand, " W, " lias been sold by one or
two pretty large western bouses at 520,
the price paid foi' tle bags in this city,thus
giving the retailer, besides the freight,
the advantage of thirty days longer credit.
The retailer of the present day usually
kniows that this selling undeis cost means
a very handsome profi t on soine other lines
whicl lie wants ta buy. Wlite cottons
have experienced a drop generally of about
15 per cent fron our recent quotations.
But white cottons have suffered as much
probably from under-consumption as
fron over-production. The low price
and superiir quality of greys, which were
the first to feel the drop, drew the atten-
tion of the masses-the wife and daughter
of the farmer and the artisan-more
particularly ta these goods, and the
bleaching of grey cottons, however slow
and imperfect, is an operation 'In which
many a housewife takes. some personal
pride. The firmness .and thickness of
grey goods-tlie honesty implied by a ten
per cent stiffening-caused the more 1

delicate bleached goods ta be neglected
in those days,-a condition of things
whiclno longer prevails under the great
improvement in the one and a greater
econony in the other. But it would seein
as though the economy followed low
prices rather than preceded them.

But 'tis a long lane that lias no turning,
and mîanufacturers cannot always go on
makiig goods for the mere sake of keep-
ing their mills in operation. The stocks
of cottons in first hands are getting pretty
well r'educed, and it is soniewhat signi-
ficant that a certain powerful western
buyer was recently, as stated, unable ta
secure a supply of greys aft the figure paid
last season. There is also some disposi-
tion to secure fair lots of bleached goods
for next sunimer's trade, but, whother
promîîpted by foresiglt or by mere specu-
lation it is difficult to determine-pro-
bably a mixture of both. At all events,
it is scarcely possible that any change in
prices can be in any direction except up-
wards, unless indeed the Quixotic idea
recently suggested should take effect
-and a few of the largest mills take
fime by the forelock and combine to
drive the others ta the wall. Sone large
-mills who required it have recently been
enabled fa strýengthen themselves, and
one or two others are on the way, a con-
dition of things which, so far as stocks
and lieir particular ' ines are concerned,
is a guarantee of greater steadiness in
prices.

THE S[LKEN THRIEAD.

We must confess that we have a little
hesitation in noticing the articles, which
have recently appeared in the Opposition
press, criticizing some remarks of the
Hon. Mr. Caron during his late visit ta
Nei' Brunswick. If appears that when
referring to the existing connection be-
tween Great Britain and _Canada, Mr.
Caron compared it to a lsilken thread,"
and, for so doing, bas been assailed in
terms so violent, that we own that ire
hesitate to believe that the writers were
sincere. There is a reason given for the
censure which we have noticed. Sane

journals on the otlier side have been as
violent in their attacks on the Hon.'G.
W. Ross, for having vindicated the right
of free discussion of the advantages and
disadvantages of the political system
under which we live. We cannot recol-
lect precisely the nature of the attack on
Mr. Ross, but there can be no doubt that
the fullest right of discussion is acknow-
ledged in Canada, and that several of our
newspapers are avowed supportei's of
separation from the Mother Country.

SlYItAeOÈ 1ÈVIÉW. ý

Whatever may have been the indiscre-
tion of the assailants of Vie Hon. Mr.
Ross, we fail to comprehend that it justi-
fies the attack ou Mr. Caron, who des-
cribed, very happily in our opinion, the
nature of the subsisting connection
under which Canada enjoys practical
independence, while preserving its con-
nection with the Great Empire of which
it forms a part, and its loyalty to a
Sovereign, who lias no more attached sub-
jects in any part of her Dominions than
those in Canada. WVe ought not ta omit to
notice that Mr. Caron's comparison is said
ta derive siguilicance from a subsequent
remark or his colleague, Mr. Costigan,
who impressed on his audience the neces-
sary consequence that would follow the
breaking of that "ilken thread " to which
Mr. Caron had referred. That conse-
quence would most assuredly be annexa-
tion to the United States, with or without
our consent. We think that Mr. Costi-
gan was fully warranted in giving the
intimation that he did, and' we only
wish that his words may have praduced
the desired impression, not only on his
audience, but on: the many thloughtless
advocates of independence. A bright
luminary of this class actually proposed
a few years ago, when advocating in-
dependence in a political tract, that it
should be guaranteed by Great Brifain.
This we thought at the time about the
coolest proposition that ie had ever
read. We have not seen it suggested of
late, but of all the absurd forecasts that
are made from time to time, the.most
absurd is a second independent republic
on this continent. Wlhen reference is
made ta Sir John Maclonald's having on
sone occasion declared that the result
of separation would necessarily be
annexation, and not independence, it
ought to be likewise pointed. aut that the
late Hon. George Brown was notorsiously
of the saine opinion.

TUE BANKC 0F MONTREAL,

We were unavoidably prevented froni
noticing in. our last issue the statement
of the business of the Bank of Montreal
during the balf y ear which terminated on
the 31sf Oct. As was fully anticipated,
the profits were not quite equal to
those of the preceding year, but they
were amply sufiicient to meet the
usual dividend of à 6 per *cent.' and to
increase the contingent fund by$369,447.
We subjoin a statement of the assets and
liabilities on 31st Oct. last, and on the
same date in 1884. It will e seen that
there bas been an. incréase in the circu-
lation and depositsnt bearing interct

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and a decrease in the deposiits bearing
nterest. There is a decrease in the
loans and a considerable incresse in the
gold and Doninion notes. The statement,

It inay b reasonably supposed that alithougth
it was impossible to announce the intention of
the Qieei at the time of Sir Joiin's sudden
deptlure, and although he availed himself of
the oiolrtniify of consulting his London

physician, yet the main cause of his recent
visit was a request froi the Sccretary of
83tate that ie should repair to London to
receivo hie coitemplnated mark of Royal appro-
bition. Although his Warn politital adler-
ents will naturally b iost exîuberait in tlieir
rejoicings, yet all iiust admit that the distinc-
tionl has beei conferred on one who hus

reccived the strongest marks of the, approbatiun
of' the Citdian oupeople.

ANtITOA Wfr.-Mr. AIex. Mitciell of
this city, the well-ktiowin grain nierchaut, is
about to procced tu Manitoba, with the object
of purchasinig large quittities of wheat, to be
stored at Port Arthur and other poitfs iin
readincess for carly shipmient east. The total

quantity requirel ls said to be one Million
bushels, and it is understood that Mr. Mithell
has secured the co-operation of some wealthy
gentlemen, one or tw'o of thema connected with
the Ctnadiaii Pacifie Iitil way. No banîk can
assiume nîîy grett risk in advantcing liaif a
million dollars or more on such conditions as
the enterprise cati o1er. The latnitiobt farniers
aud the entire m'ercantile comnitiiiy of the
Nortli-Vest cannot fitil bn setit by such a
novement, especially the former who havc

hitherto been exposed to a systei f gradin g
which is too arbitrary tl be always just,
Fariners should turt their attention, however
to the exclusive cuiltivation of what is com-

monly known as Manitoba lard Wheat, which
is nearly twice as valuable as soine of the
inferior kids produced, and does not cust any
more to cultivate. Many of the dhticulties in
the way of fair and honst grading would
disappear under the cultivation of such a
unitfrn product, especially in a fertile soil
like that of the Nort î-West, where the seed is
not likely tu deteriorate as in older fields.

THlE FEDERAL BANK OF CANADA.

MR. YanhEI's fEPoW,
To the Prcsident and Directors of the

Feéderil Bankl of Canada.

GENTLEMN,-I was appointed General
Manager of the Bank on Saturday niglt, the
28t1i of June, and was at my post on the
following .Monday morning; the Bank of
Montreal, in whose service I id been for
nearly thirty years, having wtl liind considera-
tion promptly released me.

Immediately upon taking charge I became
actively engaged arranging and financing to
mcet the heavy run, wlicl had commcnced
about a week previously, upon the deposits and
circulation of the bank. I was tied down for
over a month to this imperative duty i the
diflicilty and importance of which le showin by
the tact that the baik proinptly and success-
fully redeemed over $5,000,000. 'I was
generously assisted by temporary loans from
other baanks, to the extent of over $2,000,000,
all of vlhich lias since leen repaid, except about
$250,000, not yet due, but whici lias been
provided for..

Such a very large liquidation, in so short a
time, is witholt lrecedent li Ciatada. In
addition to this, nany of our borrowing
custoners made arrangements with other
baiiks, and huis carricd on their business
witlout intcrruptioni. It is sinplv impossible
to over-estimîate the vailue tu the trade of the
country of tuis unlockinig, at a time of
unusial alarim and exciteiletit, such a large
amouîlt of moiiey, and of the quiet, spody,
and effective transfer to other banks of so
nany accoints. And lere I nay mention that
in my judgment lu biik was carrying far too
illaci busùjess for its capital, even were tfle
latter all iutact; so that parting with a large
number of accouints was a necessqity, apaîrt
fron the changed position of the biiak.

Much of ny time aiso, even up to the last
momient, was hourly taken np in securiîng, ar-
r'aging end adjusting a numnber. of fîeavy
accounts that the Bank was sustaining- to ils
own Seriois inconvenience, so that mny ,inspec-
Mon was greatly delayed. To make mîy work
as perfect and complte as possible, I visited

every important branch, except Winnipeg. t
obtaiied ftill retirns, made up) at two different
periods. Ini most cases I went over theim first
with the managers, and afterwards independent-
ly to f'orm tmy owil Opinion.

In the case of Wîiiiipîeg, as il would take a
mîonth to inspect, I wias. unable to performi the
duîty iyself. 1, however, sent up one of' our
senior and successfil managers, who le a well
tried andtrained banker, to inspect. Hte did
this ini a coluplete nainner, taking his owni tlin
to go througli the work. A month 1 a ter, Mr
Strathy weint up to endeavor to effect somoi

settlements and adjustnients, based upon the
valuable information obtainîed through the in-
spector. He remained about a month atWinni-
peg. I also obtained full and complete state-
ments froum the local manager, who had been
about three months in sole charge. The result
vas tliat the independent estimates and valua-

tions of the thres gentlemen came practically to
the sane conclusion. t then spent houri; and
days over these different statements and I feel
that the work bas been as well done as if I
biail gons to Winînipeg myseif.

At the conclusion of this careful inspection of
the whole Bank, t regret to stift that I find the
fosses are unexpectedly large-full particulars
of which, with details, you will find in the state-
ments placed lit your hanîds soms daye ago ;
making it necessary to charge Capital Accouint

I recomnend tlie cancellation in full of the
5000 siares, $500,000 being part of the stock
tbat lias reverted to the baik ; becatse,

First. Its appetaraice as part of the paid-up
stock, in ou Government statenent, is mis-
leadinîginasmch as the proper construction of
such ait item is that il repiresents capital paid
iito the bank in noney, by boita fide share-
holders, while, as a mitter of filet, in this case
it is no sucl thing.

Second. Il couveys the misieEding idea that
it represenîts te the depositer and note-holder a
double liability, whereas in reality, being our
own property, it has no sucli force.

Third. The debtors, principally the Commer-
cia. Loan auid Stock Go., through whomm the
stock reverts, are iasolvent; and thus the doit-
ble liability clause in the B3ankiug Act is in no
waty affected by the cancellation.

Fourth. Its cancellation puts out of lie balik's
bauds an element of friction, danger, and specu-
lation, and enables cs te divide a larger lier-
centage among the otîlside bona fide sharehold-
ers, in a manter more satisfactory la every
respect than any other plau, such as holding il
as an asset, could do

Fifth: 'Cancellationî will malte room and lead
the way for a fresi issue of stock, should i t le
fonnd necessary and desirable liereafter in the
prosecution of our business to increase the
<capital to S1,500,000, which seems to bc the
amount tuost generally desired by the friends
of the Bank.

r notice it bas been suggested that for omi
personal advantage hereafter, or other reason,
there is a possibility.of my over-estimcatmîîg the
losses. It is hardly necessary te say that the
personal reaîson does net exist ; but il is no
wakness to admit that in estimating losses te
such-a Iarge extent, over such a ilde field, il is
quite possible tol err on the iglit side in My
desire to make the Bank safe. If this should
turn out te be the cise te any appreciable
extent, it will enable us, if we offer you by-and-
bye the $250,000 aew stock referred te abore,
to put the subscription at a moderate price.
Should we maniage our business so as te secure
the confidence of depositors and ote'-lolders
and the ai preciation of sound business people,
it is reasonable,to suppose that an issue of iew
steclt to sucl a smcail extent would be taken up
in a bont fide manner ; and the Banking Act
enables us to ldo thiseatt ainy line.

Iam boulid, hoiever, te state that I tave had
no person il fecling ;in the matter. I have
simtipiy perfortimedr my task, under ttiprecedented
diflicil ties, te the best of my ability, and with
lie single intention of doing precisely wbat I

believed to be right towards both creditors and

It formus no part of iy mission to criticize,
fiu fault, and discuss the cause .ef the lusses.

.I wvilltherefore, vith your permission, dismiss
this part of lte subject; remaring, briely, and
in a general way, that t attribute the losses to

over-trading, far too large credits, stock opera-
tions and the want of a strong Inspection
Department; added to which was the general
depression and shrinkage ail over the contry
duiing the pasi two or tlree ycears.

I think it, bowever, due to the sharelolders
to make sone special reference te the threc
principal items oflss; nanely-the Micligan
Lumber Account, the loss and lock-up in
Manitoba, and the loss by the Commerzial
Loan & Stock Company.

It would bc unproitabtle and I think irritating
and therefore imupolitic, to go ilIto thel history
of thesc matters in detail ; and morceover it
would take many hours te do so. The two
first may be classed under lie general heading
of excessive credits, to which I have before re-
ferred; and secing that the iiseclliè was
already done, and irreparable, tue only wise
course in my opinion, was the definite and fir
one which bas been adopted.

With regard to the Michigan Lumber
Account, it has bien at a great but utimate
sacrifice placed upon a sound footing by a sale
of aIl the property-consisting of undoubtedly
valuable tituber limits, saw-mills and plant-to
Col. D. Tisdale, on such ternms and conditions
of security as enabled me te put a positive
vailue upon fthe asset which, in my judgmient,
ie are sure te realise.

Il will be apparent to everyone that very little
cin just now be donc with the Manitoba busi-
ness beyond getling all available security and
working it out. Where there is a reasonable
probability of a fuller realization by granting
tinte, this course will be taken. As a rule a
quick realisation at firs t loss is the best ; but
Manitoba appears to be an exception te Sonte
extent. Still, the speedy closing up of all bld
and doubtful debts will be tie rule where the
other course shows too much utncertiunty and
takes too long time in winding up.

With regard to the Commercial Loan &
Stock Co., I called in to my assistance eminent
and disinterested counsel,from whom I iwas glad
to learnt that the Company ras at least legally
competent te advance npon bank stocks. 'After
much consideration the policy adopted ras to
take over all its assets, instead of selling out
its Federal Bank Stock, which would not have
been se advantageous, as by taking the stock
and afterwards cancelling it in full, lie sacri-
fice involved was inech less for the Bank than
il otherwise would have beeii The liability of
the shareholders of the Company Oit their
unpaid stock I am dealing with now, tnder
'the advice of the saine comitîseI, and i exiiect
very shortly te complete tie liquidation of the
Company atnd forever termîtinate its existence.

In addition te writing off every known bad
and doubtful debt, I ia-ve created a reserve

Tae amoutt written off Bank Note Account
relresenting the cost iacurred Li Plates and
printiig our Bmtnk-totes, s5ome years since, and
the amouInts reserved to meet interests due ce
our deposits anid rebate cf interest uon dis -
counts, ltins, &c, not yet due, is a policy whih
will readily commtlend itself.

lu the changed circutmstances of the Bank it
beccaime necessary to redutce expenses, vhiclh I
am sorry to say broliuglt mna into direct contact
iwith the ollicers, by redtucing salaries in sone
cases atid in others asking retirement frn the
serrice. This was done as soon practicable, in
a quiet,fiank and equitable mianner,and although
ittfftctedtelarge nnumber of goodien,withi whom
I was sorry tu part, scarcely a complailt was
made. A saviig of $45,000 lier anntum lias been
accoaplished,tle fuli effect of Which will be secen
alfer tei 31st ofDeceiler, This policy will be
further extended in proper time.

For the economîfic reason, and for the impor-
tact and nlecessary purpose of concentration
and restriction, it became adrisable to clos
somve of li Branches. The Montreal 'and
Petrolia Branches lave already been closed and
the buisiness votiil up. la the case of tht
lontreal office, the Bank of Montreal have lie-
cone our Agints oi fair business terus. This
policy will probably be extended by closing up
one or two more undesirable or unprofitable
Branches.

Te avoid losses as mach as possible iere-
after, making non-banking loaas, however safe,
or drifting into lock-ups, I have introuiced '
systen of daily check ; the simple and effective
Oeration of whicli hal alreidy bécoine appar-
Cnt, in addition te savieg much tediousebbr

I cannoet, ioweýver, put au absolute stop to
losses, as tiey are incident te every business.
The only promise l' cin make is that Uir'
confinig our advances lo proper business
enterprises, and within reasonable limits;Iosses;
ihen imtade will show soel justitiaible proper-
liun to the aimlunt of our undertakings.

In the disarraînged state'of ofur affairs, the
business of the bank lias of course greatly
suffered, but I an encouraged te believe that
we cane now restore and remodel iL to advantage
and resumte our dividends at an early date.
T le shîarelolders can mater iaîly tîsist às in
this, and 1 cordially invite their co-elieratii.
I pîroose to regulate anîd:,adinliister the bus-
îess iith ecoioty, consistent with eficiency,

and shall cuidevor t adilhere firtml to those
strong business principles whicl Aloine can
carry the Bank oit safely and creditably.

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MR1. PIIRRY'S LUMBER SURVtY.
Tie Editor oflhe Jocouxm. or ConMuccu:

Sm,-I have rend with much interest lthe very
volumîinous and inconclusive report of Mr.
Alfred Perry in reference Io the city of Ottawa,
its Lumnber District and its Fire Department,
and take the liberty of commîenting thereupon.

ln tlie first place I would like to know what
experience Messrs. MîcLean and Saulter have
previously had in inspecting and rating saw-

milI or luinber risks, and if tieir experience is
suilicient to enable them te appreciate the
cumulative hazard of the Ottawa Luimber Dis-
trict

I agree with Mr. Perry that the rules of the
Tarlif Association are impossible ot application
to this district, and tait muost of' the policies
written oit lumtber thore situate are void or
voidable upon a strict interprctation of lthe
conditions attached thereto, and 'tiat sote
genertal princille should be adopted for the
mutual protection of assurcd sud assurers i but
I believe this cau only bu effected by a confer-
once between the mill owners and sotie practi-
cal instrance expert. I also ngree with Mr.
Perry that Goades plans do tiot give the coin-
parties anty ideat Of thq extent of ti risk of titis
district, and especially i that they cannot
show tle extreme danger, whicih Mr. Perry so
forcibly and properly Cmphtasizes, arising riomn
the constan t presence of tugs and steam barges
during the shipping season, as the danger front
these is much miore than lit from any steamu
saw mill or match factory cas be.

I regret, however, to have ta differ from Mr.
Perry ait several points, althougi I believe that
lie will agree Vith me when lie reconsiders the
matters te which I am about to refer.

First, then, I think Mr. Perry did not study
the natural conformation o? the locallity and
its influence upon the prevailing winds, or be
would have decided fiait, in fie event of a
serions lire, bis proposed Floating Steam Fire
Engine would be unable te be brought into
oporation, because th e draft of lite winl must
almost certainîly be down the streamt, and, if so,
tte etngitne would have to run down stream ta
escape destruction. Atny luimber lire nîust be
fouglit on its Blank, with the men and appliances
to windward ; no mortal tmait would attempt to
fighît a large lumber lire if if were to windward
afihiuiself and his applionces, coisequently
any apparatus, to b of use, ttst be tp-streau
from the fire lit niiety-nine cases ont of a huin-
dred.

I do not think the Eddy Works are endan-
gered by the lumber, except it be those on the
lower side of tie match factory, as their lresent
situation, construction, and appliances would
enable the Hult and Edhdy firenen to proteet all
flue buildings oit the uîpper side of lie rond,
using ftle Match factory as a barner behind
whiih to Figlit in aliiost sny known state of the
wind. Shernii, Lord & iHurdman's mill and
any lunîber adjacent tlereto arc sîtach more
hazardons te the Eddy Factories than' lie
lunber beloiw lie rond, and unless the wind was
very violent there is not much danger.from
thet. Mr. Perry corrects himuself as-to the
danger to these properties in a subsequent
paragraph.

I think Mr. Perry's remarks about the city of
Chicago and the Ottawa Valley Firc are.not
quite applicable to te subject, because of the
geieral construction of the buildings in 0 ttawa
and the formation of lthe locality. A lire ta
imtperil tlie city of Ottawa must commence, noit
at Eddy's Island Point but biehind the Match
Factory, and itistust hive a wlintd not blowing up
lie river, as it scarcely ever does, but across
lie river-or il utmst commence neiar Perley &
Pattee's witLh a winl sightly across thel river
-either of whicht cases are imtore probable on
accouit of the probabilities of' lie wind cur-

rents, and then cither -Hull or Ottavt may
suffer sever'ely.

Mr. Pei'y says "1 have no hositation in
saying litait the fire departmutent of Oîttawa is
second to noue in flic Dominion, and is, with
its present head, a credit to hie city."

I w'ould like to aslk Mr. Perry when Be was in
Ottawa during the occurrence of a 1iey I
know of tlrec lires in Ottawa, one in the Well-
inîgton Ward market, aie in a Bloiler shop, and
one in a livery stable behind the Grand Union
Flotel, anîd I kI'nov litat none of tiese fuiraish
practical testiimony to the eliciency of the fire
department of tlie city of Ottawa, but most
emphatically conden it. As to the disciline
of the force, which is lperliaps the best- test of
the efliviency of the chief, I have never board,
amongst a crowd of drunkein shanty men more
vile languatge thain was ised by tu.e firemen ta-
ward cach other act lie time of lite livery stable
tire, and I have never seent so little systemt dis-
playcd by any force in Ithe extinguishuent of a
lire. Then I should be glad to know what ap-
pliances are continiiously kept in working order'
Is the large engine always supplied with horses
and engincer, oris it the subject of cotinuotus
debate and caprice, and bas the city anything
with which,to fight a lire in any store 0 r
warebouse without doing damtageby water more
than is necessary ?

Nr. Perry's suggestion to remove seventy-
five per cent of the lumber is a sensible one, if
if is practicable. I think lie mill owners will
say that there is no other ground available for
piling uponi but is if not a fact that the
American lumber dealers often leave lumber
at Ottawa, in preference to liaving il slipped
immediately, becauîse the rates of insutrance aire
lower nt Ottawa than infthe United States ? if
so, lie inecease of rates to the U. S. Standard
will cause a diminution of lie ha'srd.

Three feet of space every sixty feet or bet-
ween every pile woild be useless in the mllt of
a luiiber lire. Mr. Perry's suggestion to appeal
to Hercules or flie Dominion Goveriteit is
equally absurd. Iftie liimbermenof Ottadwta are
entitled to Governitent aid in lthe protection of
their property frot fire, why are not those of
Georgiatn Bay and other places ? No, make il

ic interest of the mill owntters to lessei the
hazard, and they will do it in a practical tont-
ner as they know and appreciate the danîger

O oe of flic tost sentible of hie many verY
sensible suggesti ons made by Mr. Perry is for
lie renioval of the refuse and kindling wood from
hie vicinity of the mills and fromn the Ohan-
diere Suspension Bridge, cleanliness, care and
constant vigilance by patrol men, with an
efficient tire alarm systemt in all parts of the
piling ground, and ait efficient force of firemen

in Ottawa and Hall, vith naessary equapment
kept constantly available, are the onIy menas
of preventing a calamity; removal of part of
the lumber may lessen the danger, but there
must always remain an extraor'diniary hazard so
long as the Ottawa lunber mills are kept at
work.

ToaoNTo, Nov. 20, 1884.

We are enjoying a continuance of fine
weathxer', liand endxxring a coxtinuance of quiet
if not dxll trade. It is dulI in somxxe branches.
Vhy it is sa is not eisily explained. The state

of the weather is interfering with thxe movemxent
of leavy woollens axnd general winter goods.
That is understood. The dry goods ratail trade
in the cily is described as very dull and tlhe
business inprofitable. But this is certain to
mend, just as certain as it is that cold weather
will succeed this India summer. But lu other
branches there is complaining about the state
of trade as well. ln hardware, groceries and
boots atnd shoes, the story is similar, that trade
is dull and thxe prospect is not cheerful. The
movement of farm produce las been ver'
satisfactory in the barley crop, but the wlieat
crop is not offering, and this hinders the
circulation of mone1y to an extent that hinders

all other business. It is not cxpected that any
imîprovement will he felt in gieneral business
duriug the remainder of Ibis year. Tho situa-
lion is not cheerfiil, but it is not suscelitible of
any imiprovement as things are at present.
Stocks of wholesale goods are stili large, but
uit so burdensomxe as was expectcd. Countr

bixyers are still limiting theiselves to smlla
orders in nearly ail branches, and it is admit.
ledly the best course for the ,present. It is a
generally admitted opinion that the winter's
trade wiill be restricted within small limils,
thiat prices will b low, and business not
profitable. Banks report commercial settle-
ments .fairly satisfactory, but merchants are
not depondent. Discounts are not clanged.
Prime commercial paper is laken at 6e6 but the
bulk is ati 7Ito 7 per cent. Sterling Exchange
is fini at 1084 to 108J for sixty-day bills. The
Stock Excliange lias been quiet with small

tlctuationS. Vilies arc noniinally unchanxged
