THE BUNTIN CONVICTION.

The announcement that the jury had
found a verdict of guilty against Mr.
Buntin on the charges of misdemeanor,
preferred by a depositor in the Exchange
Bank, caused a good deal of surprise in
the public mind, owiftg, probably, to the
general impression that prevailed that
Mr. Buntin was innocent of any intention
whatever to take undue advantage of his
position as & director of the bank. It
has happened, unfortunately, that ‘the
pogition of the Xxchange Bank at the
present time and that which it occupied
at the period of its suspension of pay-
ment js widely different, Great losses
have been sustained, and there is a strong
desire on the part of the sufferers to’
make somebody responsible. Mr. Buntin
is probably the heaviest loser by the Ex-
change Bank, and, whatever legal liability
he may have incurred, no one who has
taken the trouble to investigate the facts
can have the least doubt that he is per-
fectly innocent of any intention to take
undue advantage of his position. Several
days prior to the suspension, and when
such a calamity was wholly unforeseen by
him, he expressed fo the President: his

-desire to withdraw a large sum #which.
“The .- .
President urged him not to press for '

was- at hig credit as & depositor.
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payment immediately, promising that
ina few days he would be able to meet
his cheque. When the suspension took
place, the general opinion was that the
creditors of the bank would be paid in
full, and that the shareholders would
receive a large dividend. Mr. Buntin
gave the strongest proof that .it was
possible for him to give of his confid-
ence in this opinion by instructing his
broker to purchase the stock for him,
although by doing so he incurred a
double liability, It must be obyious that
if he had had the least idea of what
turned out to be the true state of the
case he would; have left his deposit to
meet his contingent liability. He evi-
dently thought that the promise made to
him prior to the suspension was binding,
and he claimed his deposit, which was
paid by the President’s order. When Mr.
Buntin found subsequently that the Pre-
sident had given himan undue advantage
he at once sought legal advice, and in
accordance therewith repaid the full
amount that he had drawn, with interest.
It has been admitted on all hands that
no one has suffered in the least, and
that, on the assumption that the law has
been violated, bhe\e Wwas no ;,u\lty inten-
tion.

We refrain at present from discussing
the merits of the prosecution, because &
.point of law has been taken which is
only to be argued on the very day of our
issue. We shall likewise refrain for the
present from noticing an article in the
Gazette on the Responsibility of Bank
directors,” which is mainly a criticism on
the charge of Mr. Justice Monk, but
which bag very little bearing on the pre-
sent case,  The particular act for which
Mz, Buntin was brought into Court was
not committed by him as a bank director,
but was the recognition by the President
of the claim of a depositor. It is clear
from the charge  of the learned judge-
that his impression from the evidence
was that there was no fraudulent intent,
“and that is, we feel confident, the general,
opinion of the- public, and indeed it
is. fully admitted by the Gazette: We
do not deem it proper to discuss the sub.’
ject at greater length unm after the case
‘has been finally closed

TIIE BRANCH RAILROADS.

We sometimes wonder when we read
" the diatribes of .the press, which seem
to have for their chief object the injury of
the Canadian . Pacific “Railway, whether
“the writers: believe :that the directors: of

. that company have entered into any en-

gagement to construct branch lines. . It
is reported that during his present visit
to Eugland Mr. Stephen, the President of
the Canadian Pacific Co.,, has been using his
endeavors to induce British capitalists to
furnish the means of constructing one or
more branch lines. We presume that
the line which is most urgently required
is that known as the South Wesatern, and
it has been said that the Dominion Gov-
ernment had agreed to grant more favor-
able terms than were ab first contemplat-
ed in tegard to a land subsidy.—
While we hope most sincerely that Mr.
Stephen will succeed in his efforts to ob-
tain the means of constructing this line,
we cannot but deprecate the tone adopt-
ed by the persistent enemies of the
Pacific Company. There can beno doubt
whatever that the directors of the Can-
adian Pacific Co. are sincere in their de-
sire to procure the construction of the
line in question, and we feel assured that
if they are unable to procure the required
capital no other reliable parlies are likely
to make the attempt,

It is alleged that in the supposed inter-
est of the C. P. R. “ Government forbids
“the extension of railways from the
# United States into the needy district.”
Now this 'is & complete misconception.
No opposition has ever been made by the
Government or the Company to the South
Western railway exiension. The line on
the South Eastern is of a totally different
character, and it was naturally and pro-
perly made a condition by the gentle-
men, who undertaok the construction of
the main line that the traffic should not
be diverted to the rival line in the United
States. This however is what the enemies
of the road have been persistently advo-
cating. It must be obvious that all branch

lines, either to the North of the main line .

or the South-West, will be auxiliary to it,
while a line to the South-East would be
the very reverse. ‘It was of course quite
natural that capitalists, when undertak-
ing such a formidable work "as the Pacific

railway, should protect themselves from.
-undue competition during the period of
“construction, and it is extraordinary that

any Canadians should be found who, for

mere party purposes; should be willing to

promote the interests of a foreign corpor-
ation, to the injury not only of a Canadian

Corporation ‘but of the eountry itself,’

which has so deep aslakein the Canddian
Pacific railway. ’

THE COTTON TRADE.

The efforts made by- the leading cotton
manufacturers in Canada during the last
twelve months to adapt the supply tothe
demand have not as yet been productive
of all that was required. - The process, as
usual in such cases, hag been more or less
experimental, and the experience of some
of the subscribing parties has not been
satisfactory. A late defection may be
attributed by either side to want of good
faith on the part of a competitor, while
on gome hands it may be attributed to
natural causes. At all events, a compact
that results in a rapid diminution of
stocks on the one haund-and in a propor-
tionate accumulation on the other, is one
that is likely to set people a-thinking as
to the cause therefor—general or special
—and to eventuate in a refurn to the
former condition of affairs. This ina’
degree has been the experience, more or
less,of nearly all the efforts at co-operation
among our manufacturers, and it would
seem that nothing save final disaster to
the extent of a couple of thousand looms
will bring about a condition of things by
which & reasonable, steady profit can be
The wants of the Print
factory would, it was supposed, give
employment to from two to three thou-
sand looms, but the company:are asyet
in a state requiring the individual assis-

" tance of wealthy directors.

There are. variots causes operating
against as -rapid a growth in the con-
sumption of cotton fabrics in Canada’ as
in other parts of the Empire or in the
United States, Ouwr long winters tend
rather to the consumption- of woolen
goods, and although the setllement of
the North-west gives usa new consump-
tive outlet, the climatic conditions there
are still greater. The natural ohjection,
also, on the part of lesser jobbers- to
discloge .their hands through means of
their business paper, will always operate
to the disadvantage of the home manu-
facturer. But one of the most. powerful-
incentives to purchase abroad cousists in
the ability to obtain a greater variety, of
goods—of brands not generally known—
whereby one dealeris not brought into
open competition with his neighbor, and
who can thus fix upon a living -profit on
his goods. This, however, is belm, gmd-
ually provided for by the Canadian cotton
manufacturers, until at the present wriling
nearly all the large houses have their own
brands effixed to the goods they purchase.
Iu the early dnys of the N. P.each ‘mill

“issued a printed price-list.to the’ whole-

sale denlers, from whxch a dxscount of
about. 10 per cent, was. a]lowed Th’ége‘
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" lists were not unfrequently given to the
large retailers throughout the country.
The JourNaL oF CoMMiRCE, with Lhe view
of giving every possible useful informa-
tion to its more remote subscribers and
placing them upon an equal footing with
- those in the larger localities, introduced
the publication of these lists among its
Prices Current, and continued them as
“as fairly as possible throughout the fluc-
tuations of the latter years of the policy-
A time™ has arrived at length, however,
when the continuation of these quotations
would be rather misleading than service-
able to the retail trnde, and after persis-
tent endeavours to get at anything like a
fixed selling price for the now greatly
increased number of brands, we have
concluded to discoutinue them until arder
is again restored,—until prices are fixed
on some reliable basis, The figures re-
cently published are being cut consider-
ably, and this cutting is not alone on the
part of the mills, or the wholesalers : we
learn of many instances where retailers
Iave been—and are still—selling at or
below the wholesale prices. Goods can be
bought to-day not only in Montreal
retail shops but in remote sections of the
* country at prices below what the goods
could be produced for at the mills. Greys
are being retailed 34 cents a yard; a
certain brand, G, the wholesale price of
which was fixed some time since at six
cents ayard can be bought at retail stores
in St. Lawrence Main street, this city, for
five cents ;- bags quoted abt $23.50 have
been sold within a forbnight in the west
ab $20.73, and there was u hard struggle
for another twenty-five cents off ; another
brand, ¥ W, ” has been sold by one or
two pretty large wesiern houses at $20,
the price paid for the bags in this eity,thus
giving the ret'uler, besides the freight,
the advantage of thirty days longer credit.
The relailer of the present day usunally
knows that this selling under cost means
‘avery handsome profit onsome other lines
which he wants to buy. White cottons
have experienced a drop generally of about
15 per cent from our recent quotations.
"Butb white cottons have suffered as much
probably from under-consumption as
from over-production. The low price
, and superior qualily of greys, which were
the fivst to feel the drop, drew the atten-
tion of the masses—the wife and | daughter

| delicate bleached goods to be neglected

economy in the other. But it would seem
as though the economy followed low
prices rather than preceded them.

But 'tis a long Jane that has no turning,
and manufacturers cannot always go on
making goods for the mere sake of keep-
ing their mills in operation. The stocks
of cottons in first hands are getting pretty
well reduced, and it is somewhat signi-
ficant that a certain powerful western
buyer was recently, as stated, unable to
secure a supply of greys at the figuve paid
last season. - There is also some disposi-
tion to secure fair lots of bleached goods
for next summer's irade, but, whether
proupted by foresight or by mere specu-
lation it is diflicult to determine-—pro-
bably a mixture of both. At all events,
it is scarcely possible that any change in
prices can be in any direction except up-
wards, unless indeed the Quixotic idea
recently suggested should take effect
—and & few of the largest mills take
time by the forelock and combine to
drive the others to the wall. Some large

-mills who required it iave recently been

enabled to strengthen themselves, and

.one or two others are on the way, a con-

dition of things which, so far as stocks
and their particular lines are concerned,
is a guarantee ot greater steadmess in
pnces

Many of the difliculties in
the way of fair and bhonest grading would
disappear under the cultivation of such a
uniform product, es;xeciully in a fertile soil
like that of the North-West, where the sced is
not likely to deteriorate as in older fields.

JTHE FEDERAL BANK OF CANADA.

Mr. Yamgew's Reronw,
Do the President and Directors of the
Federal Bank of Canada.

GextLeMeN,—1  was appointed General
Manager of the Bauk on Saturday night, the
28th of June, and was at my post on the
following Monday morning; the Bank of
Montreal, in whose service I had been for
uearly thirty years, having withkingd considera-
tion promptly released me. )

Immediately upon taking charge I becamo
aclively engaged arranging and finnncing to
meet the heavy run, which had commenced
about o week proviously, upon the deposits and
circulation of the bank. I was tied down for
over a month to this imperative duty; the
difficulty and importance of which is shown by
the fact that the bank prowptly and success-
fully redeemed over $5,000,000. ‘I was
generously assisted by temporary loans from
other banks, to the extent of over $2,000,000,
all of which has since been repaid, except about
$250,000, not yet due, but which has been
provided for,

Such n very large liquidation, in so short a

time, is without precedent in Cannda., In |

addition to this, many of our borrowing .
customers made arrangements with other
baunks, and thus earried on their business
without interruption. It is simply impossible
to over-estimate the velue to the trade of the
country of thus unlocking, at o time of
unusual alarm and exeitement, such a large
amount of money, and of the quiet, speedy,
and cffective (ransfer to other banks of so
many accounts, Aad here I may mention that
in my judgment the bank was carrying far too
wmuch business for its capital, even were the
latter all intact; so thut parting with & large
number of accounts was ‘a necessity, apart
from the changed position of the bank,

Much of my time also, even up to the last
moment, was hourly taken up. in securing, dr-
wuging snd adjusting & number. of heavy
accounts that the Bank was sustnininge to its
own serious inconvenience, 30 that my jinspec-
tion was greatly delayed. To make my work
as perfect and complete as possible, I visited
every important branch, except Winnipeg. [
obtained full returns, made up at two different
periods. . In most cnses I went over them first
with the managers, and afierwards independent-
ly to form my own opinion, .

In the case of Winnipeg, as it would take a
month to inspect, I was unable to perform the
duty myself. [, however, sent up oune of our
senior and successful managers, who is o well’
tried and_trained banker, to inspect. He did’
this in n complete manner, taking his own time
to go through the work. A wonth later, M.
Strathy- went up to endeavor to effect some-

. Bank premises account

settlements and adjustments, based upon the-

valuable information obtnined through the in”
spector. He remained about o month at Winni-
peg. Ialso obtained full and complete state-
meats from the local manager, who had been
about three months in sole charge. The result
was that the independent estimates and valua-
tions of the threo gentlemen came practically to
tho same conclusion. I then spent hours. and
days over these different slatements ; aud I feel:
that the work bas been as well done as if I
had gone to Winnipeg myself.

At the conclusion of this careful ingpection of
the whole Bank, I regret to state that I fiud the
losses are unexpectodly large—full particulars
of which, with details, you will find inthe state-
ments placed in your hunds some days ago s

The two
first may be classed under the general heading
of excessive credits, 1o which [ have before re-
ferred ; and -seeing that the "mischiel was
already done, and irreparable, the only wise

course in my opinion, was the definite and firm

one which has been adopted.

With regard to “the Michigan Lumber
Aceount, it has been at & great but uitimate
sacrifice placed upon a sound fooling by a sale
of all the property—consisting of undoubtedly
valuable timber limits, suw-mills and plant—to
Col. D. Tisdale, on such terms and conditions
of security us enabled me to put a positive
value upon the asset which, in my judgmé'nt,
we ate sure fo realise.

It will be apparent to everyone that very little
can just now be done with the Manitoba busi-
ness beyond getting all available security and
working it out. Where there is a reasonable
probability of a fuller realization by granting
time, this course will be taken, Asa rule a
quick realisation at first loss is the best ; but
Manitoba appears to' be an exception to some
extent. Still, the speedy closing up of all bad’
aud doubtful debts will be the rule where the
other course shows too much uncerthioly and
takes too long time in winding up.

With regard to the Commercial Loan &
Stock Co., I called in to my assistance eminent
and disinterested counsel,from whom I was'glad

to learn that the Company was at least legally

competent to advarce ipon bank stocks. Afier

much consideration the policy adopted was to’

take over all “its assets, instead of selling out
its Federal Bank Stock, which would not have

been so- advaniageous, a5 by taking the stock

and afterwards sancelling it in full, the sacri-
fice involved was much less for the Bank than

it otherwise would hiave been.” The libility of

the shareholders of the Company on their
unpaid stock I am dealing with now, under
ihe advice of the same counsel, andl expect

* very shortly to complete the liquidation of the

Company and forever terminate its existence.

MR. PERRY'S LUMBER SURVEY.
The Editor of the JOURNAL oF COMMERCE

Sir,—I have read with mnch interest the very
voluminous and inconclusive report of Mr.

Alfred Perry in reference o the city of Otlawa,
its Lumber District and its Fire Department,
and take the liberty of commenting thereupon.
~In the first piace T would like to know what
experience Messes, MeLean aud Sauller have
previously had in inspecting and rating saw-
mill or Tumber risks, and if' their experience is
sufficient o enable them to appreciate the
cumulative hazard of the Ottawa Lumber Dis-
trict

Iagree with Mr. Perry that the rules of the
Parilf Associntion are impossible of application

" to this district, and that most of the policies
written on lumber there situate are void or
voidable upon a strict interpretation of the
conditions nttached thereto, and "that some
genernl principle should be adopted for the
mutuel protection of assured and assurers ; hut
I believe this can only be effected by o confer-
ence between the mill owners and some practi-
cal insurance expert. I also agree with Mr.
Perry that Goadss plans do not give the com-
penies any idea of the exlent of Wb e risk of this
district, and especially in that they cannot
show the extreme danger, which Mr. Perry so
foreibly and properly cmphasizes, arising from
the constant presence of tugsand steam barges
during the shipping sexson, as the danger from
these is much wore than that from any steam
saw mill or match factory can be.

I regret, however, to have {o differ from AMr,
Perry on several points, although I belicve that
he will agree with me when he reconsiders the
matters to which I am about to refer.

Pirst, then, I think Mr. Perry did not study
the natural coaformation of the locality and
its influence upon the prevailing winds, or he
would have decided that, in the event of a
serious fire, bis proposed Floating Steam [Fire
Engine would be unable to be brought into
operation, because the draft of the wind must
almost certainly be down the siream, and, if so,
the engine would have to run down stream to
escape destruction. Any lumber firc must be
fought ou its flank, with the men and appliances
to windward ; no mortal man would attempt to
fight o large lumber fire if it were to windward
of himself and his applionces, consequently
any apparatus, to be of use, must be up-stream
from the fire in ninety-nine cases out of a hun-
dred.

1 do not think the Eddy Works are endan-
gered by the lumber, except it be thoese on the
lower side of the match factory, as their present
situation, construction, and appliances would
enable the Hull.and Bddy firemen {o proteet aly
the buildings on the upper side of the road,
using the match factory asa barner behind
which to fight in almost any known siate of the
wind. Sherman, Lord & Hurdman’s mill and
any lumber adjncent thercto’ are much more
hazarlous to the Eddy Tactories than™ the
lumber below the road, and unless the wind was
very violent there is not much danger. from
them, Mr. Perry corrects himself as'to the
danger to these properties in o subsequent
paragraph,

l I think Mer, Perr-y’s remarks about the city of l

Chicago and the Ottawa Valley Fire are not
quite applicable to the subject, because of the
general construction of the buildings in Ottawa
and the formation of the loeality. A fire to
imperil the city of Ottawa must commence, rot
at Eddy's lsland Point but hehind the Mateh
Factory, and it must have & wind not blowing up
the river, as it scarcely ever does; but acrosg
the river—or it must commence vear Perley &
Pattee’s with a wind shghtly across the river
—either of which cases are more probable on
account of the probabilities of the wind cur-
reats; and then cither - Hull or Ottawa may
sulfer severely.

Mr. Perty soys: “1 have no hesitation in
saying that the fire department of Ottawa is
second tonone in the Dominion, and is, with
its present head, a credit to the city.”

I would like to ask Mr. Perry when ie was in
Ottawa during the oceurrence of a firee 1
know of three lires in Ottawa, one in the Well-
ington Ward market, onc in a Boiler shop, and
one in a livery stable behind the Grand Union
Holel, and 1 know that none of these furaish
practical testimony to the efficiency of the fire
department of the city of Ottawa, but mosg
emphatically condemn it. Asto the discipline
of the force, which is perhaps the best. test of
the efficicney of the chief, T have never heard,
amongst o crowd of dranken shanty men more
vile language than was used by the firemen to-
ward each other at the time of the livery stable
fire,and I have never seen so little system dis-
played by any force in the extinguishment of a
fire.  Then T should be glad to know what ap-
pliances are continuously kept in working order’
Is the large engine always supplied with horses
and engincer, oris it the subject of countinuons
debate and caprice, and has the city anything
with which _to fight a fire in any store of
warebouse without doing damage by water more
than is necessary ?

Mr. Perry’s suggestion tfo remove seventy.
five per cent of the lumber is n sensible one, if
it is practicable. I think the mill owners will
say that thereis no other ground available for
piling upon; but is it not a fact that the
American lumber dealers often leave lumber
at Ottawa, in preference to having it shipped
immediately, because the rates of insurance are
lowerat Ottawa than in the United States? if
50, the increase of rates to the U. 8. Standard
will canse a diminution of the hazard.

Three feel of space every sixty feet or bet-
ween every pile would be useless in the midst of
a Jumber fire. Mr, Perry’s suggestion to appeal
to Hercules or'the Dominion Government is
equally absurd. [fthe lumbermen of Ottawa are
entitled to Government aid in the protection of
their property from fire, why are not those of
Georgian Bay and other places? No, make it
the interest of the mill owners to lessen the
hazard, and they will do it in a practical man-
ner as they konow and appreciate the danger,

One of the most sensible of the many very
sensible suggestions ‘made by Mr. Perry is for
the removal of the refuse and kindling wood from
the vicinity of the mills and from the Chau-
diere Suspension Bridge ; cleanliness, care and
constant vigilance by patrol men, with an
efficient fire alarm system in all parts of the
piling ground, and an efficient force of firemen

in Ottawa and Hull, with necessary equipment
kept constantly available, are the only means
of preventing a calamity; removal of part of
the lumber may lessen the danger, but there
must always remain an extraordinary hazard 6
long as the Ottawa lumber mills are kept at
worl. .

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Hots-—Tle senson is now quite advanced for
the trade to commence packing, but there hag
been very little movement so far. This is owing,
in a mensure, to the mild weather, which is not
favorable to large operations, and in part to
the ruling prices. There is no doubt that
prices will open about §6. This is called »
good paying price for the producer but being so
much Lelow the figures of the pust two years it
is called low. From all appearances of the
outside markets values here are not likely to
exceed $6 or $6.25. The demand is not promis-
ing to be large for home consumption either.
¢ Hipes JaND LEATHER.—AS] was "anticipated,
ihie murket is easier with larger offerings of
hides. The quotations would be !shaded a
fraction to good buyers. Green hides ave buy-
ing at Tic to T3¢ for No 1,and a cutlower for
No. 2; stecrs ure buying at 8¢ fox No, 1, Sheep-
sking are firm at 75¢. Calfvking quite unchanged
at previous quotations.]§The whole trade is re-
ported not active. Leather is unchanged at

previous quotations. The country trade is
sharing the dulness of the shoe trude generally,
and orders hnve been rather light for a short
time past.  Prices are steady. Sole leather sre
unchanged ; 27¢ to 29¢ for all weights, Spanish
Sole, and No: 2 35¢ 1o 2Tc. Heavy slaughter 28¢
to 30¢, andilight 27c "to 28, Upyer 29¢ to33e
for heavy, and 33¢ to 36¢ for light.s ,Other des-
criptions of leather are unchanged.

Live Sroox Trapx—The bulk of the busi-
ness in cattle”trade hes been done.™ Shipperg
are withdrawing from ,the market. The local
trade is still fzirly active, including,the buying

of cattle for the feeding byres, and the opera-
tions of buyers for the Buifalo market, where
Canadian stockers arc in good demand. Good
cattle find a ready market but at moderate
prices. Heavy steers in good condition bring
44c, and butchers cattle are unchanged at 3jc
to 4c, per medium to good. Poor, light cattle,
are sold at low prices.” Feeders still buy cattle
at 3¢ to 4¢c and bulls at 2jc to 3c. Sheep are
quoted at 84.50 to $5.50 per head, and lambs at
%3 to $3.50. The market is well supplied. Hogs
are buying at $6 per 100 lbs,, live weight, for
best, and §$4.75 for ordinary.

Provisions, &o.—Trade continues quiet, but
the market is genernlly somewhat stagnant
from large supplies, and low prices. Meatsare
cheap. Bacon quoted at 10¢ to 10jc for long
clear and 93¢ for C. C. Purk is still nominally
$19 to $20. Leef quiot at S10 to §11.  Lutter
is unchanged, with no export demand, and sup-
plies of common gradeslarge ; fine goods seli at
19¢ to 20¢, and large rolls at 16c to 17¢.  Eyys

unchanged at 20¢ for case lots. Poullry is
gtill offering in large lots, and prices nre easy nt
6¢ for chickens and geese, and 8¢ to '10c for
ducks and turkeiys. Hogs are not coming in
largely, and small car lots are quoted at about
$6 to $6.10. Potatoes are abundant, bringing
3Ge to 38c per bag in car lots.  Apples in suffi-
cient supply at $1.75 to $2 for large lots.” Jlops
quiet and unchanged at 13c to 18¢, according
to quality. Baled hay $12 to $13. Salt un-
changed.

‘Woor.—Business is quite unchanged. The
Cloveland election it was thought would have
some shade of good effect, but it has not begun
yet. Prices arc entirely unchanged.
