that reputation, though not at once,
for +the thwarting of their purpose is
apparent to them ; not so that pru-
dence which has really safeguarded their
best interests. Too often in the past
has a desire to please the sharehold-
ers Jdominpted the Banker’s course of
action, and too seldom has the resis-
tive faculty held sway.

It is no hard matter when times are
dull and prosgpects uninviting to invole
this faculty, but when earnings  arc
active and good, and the immediate
future bodes no ill, then it needs glant
nerve to call it into aection, During
the days of quickly swelling profits—
days-ol-inilation—promises were forced
irom our Bankers that all nett pro-
fits should be distributed after the Re-
serve Fund had reached 50 per cent
of the paidup capital. Similar pro-
mises dould not be exacted from them
now in the light of their enlarged ex-
periences. They have wakened up to
the fact that broader views have ob-
tained in financial matters and that
the lenses which suited the glasses of
their predecessors when Igedl aims were
uppermost, are too small for a com-
merelal centre whose heavrt-beats throb
from the Atlantic to the Pacific.

A few weeks hience our bankers will
be called upon to divide their profits for
the six months, and those of their ghaye-
holders who thirst for increased divi-
dends should sean the Government re-
turn for the month of August and digest
Its figures as helpful in assuaging that
thirst, Thcy‘ will find there the

WHY MEN FAIL.

If this heading be put as a query
no more important question in connce-
tion with business life ean be asked;
for it touches what i1s vital in the in-
terests of wholesalers and retailers
alike—of dealers and traders in the cities
and in the smallest villages; it is a
question touching not only methods of
dolng business, but the prineiples and
even the character of business men them-
selves. By reason of its manifest im-
portancé this subject has already been

cent, to 18 per cent. We have selected
the following instances as helpful in
imparting a spirit of slow anticjpa-
tion to those shareholders desiring high-
er dividends, and who do not view the
question Irom the banker's standpoint:

The Tirst method,
it is not reasonable to anticipate; the
other Is more in the interest of the
banks, and within the range of possi-
bility of the mear future, when we con-
sider the unprecedented growth of pub-
lic deposits, Meantime we foreshadow
December dividends on the old lines.

treated from various points in the col-
umns of this journal, Its importance
however, justifies a recurrence to the
subject, and a more extended considera-
tion than it has hitherto received; but
that such a subject, touching so many
different intereste and phases of char-
acter, should be adequately treated in
the' usual limits of an article, is not
to be expected. . -
Although in cases of failure, the
wholesaler is generally the greater suf-

. ferer, 1t will be admitted that he is
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frequently us much to blame as hif
customer. Many & ‘wholesaler has,
without intending it, allowed himself
to play into the hands of dishonest
men—of men who have not set out to
Dbuild up a good business, but to muake
mor.wy regardless  of  methods ;—of
others, also, who, however well inten-
tioned and honest, have been tempted
into illegitimate methods of business,
to thelr own profit in some cases, and
to the detriment of their neighbours
and of the trade generally. Indeed, in-
eredible as it may seem ab o first con-
sideration, the very honesty of aman
has been, in many cases, wfirst cause
of the offence. Wholesalers, sublsiied as
to the antecedents, character and In-
tegrity of an individual have set him
up in business, nnd backed him with
a large stoek at long credit, The young
man so starting,—we have one example
in view—has little or no capital of his
own, and is, in strict Lruath, acting ax
agent for the wholesitle men who, wilh
an unrehuking conscienee, are depart-
ing from legitimate husiness methods
and invading the provinee of the re-
taller whose capnat oi beains and
mom:ﬁ’ are al onee discounted by the
new competition. ‘The young man so
floated and held up by the wholesaler
may have a great deal to gain, while
it 1s certain he has liktle to lose. His
very position is a Lcn}ptution, lie is not
fres to buy in the cheapest market,
for he is controlled Dby - his masbers;
the right of choice even, is in b measure
denied him ; and his object will be to
eub prices, foree sales, bring in quick
returng; and if in the end he sueeumbs
to the temptation to **do™ the men
for whom he is silently acting as agent,
the wholesaler has mo one bub himsell
lo blame, O course the wholesaler
wlo is willing to engage in such meth-
ods tnkes this risk—a risk scemingly
small to him as he is banking on his
man's eharacter, not on his eapital.
Nevertheless it is just here where, with-
out nny direet ovil intention, he may
yeb work o diveet wrong, Butb the evil
has gone further ; and wholesale houses
have gllowed, awd even assisted, theiv
rebail agents to  purchase bankrupt
stocks in order to work off their own
woods (n the subsequent  advertised
cheap sales. Such methods eannot he
too severcly condemned, they are not
only dishonorable; i‘hu.\'. are foolish, and
the resull, if the praetices were on a
large sun]«;. would be the ntier demoral-
ization of trade, Cut-prices follow on
sueh avrangements, as the night the
day; for our retailer, standing in s
he does with the wholesaler, has time
eredit of great length which he will

most certainly use to the hurt of neigh-
Ll - . . 4
bors of long "and reputable standing.

The evil is, therefore, two-edged; it

works towards fuilure with the men
immediately intercsted; and it cuts at
the property and hopes of othcrér‘—wfu
& word, the whole matter is wrong in
its inception and its development, and
is a fruitiul eause of mischict and dis-
trust. We need scarcely say that the
foregoing remarks do not apply to the
great body of respectable sholesale
houses here and in the larger cities of
the Dominion—and that what we have
had before us while writing is the ex-
ception instead of the rule, but no one
will deny that there is enough to de-
morulize trade in several important re-
tail ecntres.

Again, failure may lie in one’s ambi-
tion, Let us not here be misunderstood.
To succeed greatly without ambition
would he manifestly fmpossible, and to
Inek ambition—which means the laek
of energy and foresight—is direetly to
court disaster in every undertaking from
selling dry-goods in conntry stores to
direeting movements oi which hang the
fate of empirves, Nevertheless, ify as the
wread (ll':llll.‘l‘lih'-lr assures us, there dis
s sout of goad in things evil®™ thers may
he, and often is, asoul of evil in things
good, Rest is wood; but while it sug-
gests anlecedent struggle and prepara-
tion for a conﬁnuuncc of the fight, it
may easily degenerate into sloth. Econ-
omy.is good ; but & man may begin by
being merely cconomical and end by
being o miser—and miser I1s the Latin
word for miserable. So with work—
work is neeessary to n true manhood;
but it man may  overwork himself;
then come loss and ruin, mental and
physical. Even so, while a wise and
well-direeted ambition Is neeessary to
suecess, there may be another ambi-
tion, thut to which Shukespeare refers :
CVaulting ambition which o'er leaps
itself amd falls,” IPrequently we see
this in practical illustration when men
lenve premises in which they have done
well for more pretentious buildings,
with move showy windows, on more
fushionable streets, It may be difficult
in many cases to say whether amove
like this is due to an unwise ambiton
or to mere vanity—a love ol appearing
well in the eyes of others, But _x,"rmib
ing the ¢hange made for ambitious ren-

sons, it is none the less, in perhaps the

nutjority of instanees, disastrous, The

old ecustomers do nob always follow the
lead into new pastures: and the vent-

uresome man of ambition s left to find’

n new class of customers, with materi-
ally incrcased expenses, an  inercased

staff and an inereased stoek, .That

there may be o fitness in things the
domestic arrangements are made to uﬁ-
dergo a corresponding alteration; and
the man who was suecessful while liv-
ing with his fr.iml!y -ubove his store,
now finds himself compelled to malntain
o pretentious dwelling-house with ela-
borate domestie accessories, Observe
that we are here speaking of cases in
which the business man has been sue-
cessiul, not of one who, unsuccessful in
one place, makes a new venture in an-
other. The case is even worse where,
having been moderately sueccessful, a
mun’s ambitious projects lcad him to
make outside investments in real estate
or to take a working interest in the
gtock market, Such & man may speed-
ily find himself obliged to make cuts
in prices in order to meet his earlier
obligations. But these forced methods
can he at the nest only temporarily
sueenssful, and hasten rather than re-
tavd the day of reckoning., We have
touched upon this factor in  business
affairs heeause it appears to us that
there Is an espeeinl danger in it—am-
bhition being so virtuous amd commentd-
able 2 thing as to make attractive even
its couunterieit presentment.

CO‘\‘I MISSION OR ‘SALARY.

\'\'ibix '1‘;1{0”4;‘1-0‘\;?(:1!1 rgé ilie country, Can-
ada ‘has gradually developed into an
important field for Foreign Fire Ingu-
rance Companies, both British and Aﬁl—
erican, and from an outlying agency,
may be said to have beecome practically
o braneh, requiring in its management
reliable and competent representatives,
well acquainted with the methods oi’
transacting the business, and respon-
sible for the success of the company of
which they have the charge. This is
vspecindly necessary with regard to the
British offices, where the head manager
is too far away to exercise more than
a general supervision, and ‘here the
real working of the branch with all
Aetails, must be left to the Canadian
manager or chief agent, whatever his
title may be. This being the case it
is ¢vident that the remuneration of that
officer should be such that his own in-
terests and those of the company he
serves should be identical and not con-
flicting, and that in using his judgment
and abilities he will be furthering his
own suceess a8 well as that of his éoxﬁ—
pany. He is a braneh manager ex-
peeted to add to the prolits of his I pardl
office, anmd not merely an agent to
gither in premiums, Thus 't;llé Bl;it-isll
compitnies now, with one 01; two miiidr
exceptions, remunerate their Canadian
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mana,gers, by a salary with acont&ng»
ent commi.ssion on the I)roﬂts of the
br anch, so that the better the results
for the company the more the man-
ager will put into his own pocket,
which is not pnly an incentive for him
to be careful in the selection of his busi-
ness, but to judiciously inercase the in-
comb, and keep the expenses within
reasonable bounds. This was not al-
ways so, for formerly there were several
companies, ‘who treated Cananda as a
general ageney paying a large straight
commission which was to cover all or
nearly all charges and expenses, the
tendency of which naturally was, for
the general agent to sweep in all the
premiums he could, without being too
particular as to the nature of the busi-
ness, for though he may have had a
contingent commission on profits, and
a lurking desire to show a good result
we all know ‘the saying that ‘ adbivd
in the hand is worth two in the bush,"”
and with glory in one scale and dol-
lars in the other, can guess which wili
kick the beam, We will not say that
n general agent conld not refuse a
heavy premium upon a risk whieh his
judgment thought iil of, but we think
it is wiser for the company and iairer
towards the agent, not to subject the
latter to the temptation, and consider
that the remuneration Ly salary not
only the most just but the most poli-
tie In every way,

There are three methods adopted by
the J\incncan offices in the manage-
ment of Canadian Fire Insurance busi-
ness ; Iirst those who have treated the
Dominion ns though it were a part of

the States and have simply established

local agencies, which report scpm'u.tel‘_\"
to the Home offices ; second those who
have formed o general ageney on o
commission basis, having a head office
in this country, to whom the various
locil ageneles report; and third those
who have made a branch office with a
salarled manager similar to the Brit-
ish companies. Regarding the first of
these incthods, while the Fire Under-
writers Association does not JDretend to
interfere with internal arrangements of
the Individual offices, there has hoen

THE DROGGISTS CONVENTION AXND
PROPRIETARY MEDICINES.

With patience worthy of a better
cituse, or, atlenst, of more satisfactory
results, we have wandered through the
whole of the learncd speeches on pro-
prictary goods us reported atc the Iate
Druggists’ convention, The |~01)(71'i' of the
special committee was presented by Mr.
Klne, representing the Ameriean Phar-

maceu{icdl Association, and was follow:-
ed by o prolonged and vigorous debate
—thie most L\tended and animated of
the session, ands shcwmg phlnlv that
business interests of a vital eharneter
had been touched., The question of cut-
ting prices in proprictary goods h;ls
been before the assoeintion sined it_é'
organizintion in 1876, and various plans
hitve been submitted with a view to
the mmeliorntion of the evil, all, how-
ever, with no appreeciable practieal re-
sult. One of the speakers roferring iron-
ieadly  to the introduction of sueh
plans said: <X wil give you an -
*stration how well, with a plan, you
“ean get along. In the eity of Chicago,
up to six months ago, we had not o eut-
ting druggist, Just then o man con-
cluded it would be a Jpood thing to start
sueh o store. The claim is, he went
with twenty thousand dollars around
among the wholesale druggists of the
city, and asked a supply of goods for
that store. I will say for the eredit of
the wholesale trade of the city that he
did not get a single (Iollm"s' worth in
the eity of Chicago.
sale trade said:

Beeause the whole-
“ The retail trade of
this eity is more important to us than
you are, sir.” e was not only barred
from the proprictor’s g'oods; but he was
noli able to buy n single chemical or
drug. What was the result ? He went

down to New York. They found he

was responsible for the goods he asked
for, and aNew York house [urnished
the supplies, “ What good is there in
loeal organization 2 is what I'would
ask. This man was unuble to get his
goods in the city of Chieago, bub w.'vxsv
able to get them in the city of New
York. If youv iholesalers and manu-

In these words Mr. Canning practically
anticipated the conclusions of the As-
gociation. Spesking in favor of the
Interstate League recently started in
the west, Mr. Canning continued :—As
I understand it, the Interstate League
represents the local
through ‘the States represented, gov-

organizations

erned by a central board of ofilcers and
exceutive committee clected by dele-
gates from each of the loeal bhodies.
These delegates, meeting annually, form
an organization not too large to handle
and yet actually voicing the general
trade. Tts platiorm is simply this:

‘“Buy goods only of houses (jobbing or
manufacturing) who will not furnish

supplies (drugs as well as patents) to
dcp&rtment gtores and persistent cut-
ters.” You will see that this goes be-
yond the A. P. A. plan, which, if it
could be adopted, only embraces all the
preparations of a few leading propri-
ctors, You will gee also “thut the
League, to be a complete success, must
embrace all the States. While asingle
market, however distant, is open to
the enemy the plan is tmperiect,
After o warm debate, many clucida-
tlons and explanations, Dr. Plerce, Bul-
falo, sald :—* It secms to be asking a
“great deal to expeet that any plan
“can be formulated by this bedy, Ly
“the American Pharmacentical Assoein-
“tion, by the Proprictor’s Association,
“or by any other association, which
‘“can operate as a Dberfeet panacea for
“the evil.” On motion the matter was
referred to the Board of Control who
reported leaving things in practically
the same condition in which they were
before the discussion began, Later on
a plan was presented wwhereby propri-
etors are asked to pledge themselves
(1) To adopt marks and keep records
to enable them o discover from cach
retall package the name of the whole-
sale dealer to whom ‘they sell goods;

(2) To contract With wholesmle deal-
crs that they must not sell to any re-
tail dealer whose name is on the “ Pro-
hibited List;” (8) Upon report of
the Seeretary, indorsed by three rctail
dealers, members of the Interstate Re-
tail Druggists’ League, and of one
wholesale dealer, member of the N, 'W.
Druggists’ Association, to add to the
¢ Prohibited List,” the name of any re-
tail dealer who sells proprietor’s goods
at proprietor’s prices. This provison
not operative until 50 per cent. in the
town or city are members of the League,
On motion this “plan ” was adopted,
With regard to the cutting of prices
we think the Assoclation as far as ever
from a real, that is, o permanent, re-
moval of the grievance. In the first
place, the Inter-State League in our
opinion never can be universal, and,
even if it were, men in urgent need of
cash’ will always be found, be Leagues
and Assoclations never so powetful,
ready to cut prices. Another great
difficulty will be in gettng purchasers
to become informers,—this they will
not become willingly of themselves, and
no reputable retail dealer will care or
dare to put paid spies upon his neigh-
bours in the trade, The faet is this
evil, If it ecan properly be so-called, is
ineidental to all departments of trade,
Everywhere we sec that the largest
purchaser secures the largest discount,
while ecffecting, at the same time, a
saving -in the cost of framsportation.
This will cnable him to eut prices; and
it will be to the interest of the pro-
prictor or manufacturer to encourage
and promote these large sales,—and un-
til the owners of proprictary goods
become veritable angels on the earth
we shall look for no great change in
the conditions against which the retail
dealers in this convention have lodged
their vigorous protest, Dr. Plerce of
Buffalo, has, as a proprietor, given a
subseription of $2,000 to the Inter-
State League; but this sum is as a
drop in ‘the bucket, and, so far,
have mo intimation that others will
follow his example, There are discases

A PROFITABLE SEASON,

The depression in breadstuffs and live
stock has happily not extended to other
products in the realm of agrienlture
and even in those lines inereased ex-

ports may make up to some extent for ’

the lower basls of values which has
been established. Thus Montreal has,

g0 far, shipped five and a half million
bushels of grain and two thousand four
hundred head of cattle more than a -
year ago. ’

The season’s trade in dairy produce,

‘though somewhat barren of incidents,

has been in every respect satfsructopy.
The volume of husiness, especially in
cheese, hag been much larger and prices
have averaged ¥%e per 1b, above those
of 1891. Quotations opened at 10e to -
10%e wwith a secarcity of white which
conscquently commanded a better price
than colored. Ivery factory after-
wards largely increased its make of
this cheese until the position was re-
verscd and colored came to sell at a
premium of ¥e to 3c above white,
Favorable weather and good priees
speedily led to ‘the opening up of new
factories and new distriets, and the
provinee of Quebec has come promin-
ently forward both as respects quan-
tity and quality. The inspector’s visits
have done good not only in ensuring
uniformity and teaching the producers
how to meet the requirements of the
export trade, but in stirring up the
farmers generally and showing them the
value of the cheese industry.

In comsequence of the large make
there was o general expectation that
the market would weaken, and numer-
ous short sales were made, K ‘To fill
their contracts the large operators were
subscquently compelled to buy at stiif
prices whether it went against the grain
or not, Producers were generally sat-
isfied at the range of values established
and did not hold to such an extent as
in some former years. A large propor-
tion of the scason’s make is therefore
out of first hands, With regard to the
late make it will probably be large
owing to the finc open weather, All
the September and Octobers are unsold
west of Toronto and these cannot be
less than 150,000 boxes, but most of
the cheese has been contracted for cast
of that point, The course of the mar-
ket has been uneventful with no great
deals or ‘corners’ attempted. As one
large shipper stated ‘‘everyone has
had thelr share this year, You simply
had to pay prices the trade agreed on
or be without stock. There has been
no diffleulty about getting rid of it.
The goods have cither been shipped
right through or are held here on Eng-
lsh account.” About a quarter of a
million boxes, chiclly June and July,
are in cold storage in Canada, and the
city warchouses are oceupied to about
their full capaeity. :

Canadians have operated as freely as
usual in the Ogdensburg and other dis-
tricts of tho United States, but fraud-

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ulent branding is denied. . There may
be exceptional cases, but Canadians
know that it is not to their best inter-
est to mix brands and scll Ameri«fn
stock as Canadian, To wunscrupulous
traders the temptation has naturally
been great, as European buyers have
given %e per 1b more for Canadian than
for States cheese, and the former has
been saleable this season ot times when
the latter could mot be moved at all,
Reports have reached here that the
British make is o short one. Reliable
information is that there is a shortage
of 25 per cent, in the south of England,
hut the produétion is large in Cheshire,
and there is an increase of 5per cent.
in Scotland. With regard to the dis-
fribution of our exports, considerable
stock has gone ‘this year to Leith, Dun-
dee and Aberdeen, owing to improved
communication with those patts, Qeean
freights have ruled much the same as
jast secason. The rapge has been 20s

to 25s most of the +Hme for
boily butter and cheese but there
has been an advance of 5s this
week, 25s having been asked to

Tiverpool and 30s to Bristol. Exchange
has been extremely high. The cholera
geare pub rates up by curtailing ship-
ments from the United States, thus re-
stricting business and causing a secar-
city of bills. Insurance has been cheap.
Generally at this season rates are ad-
vanced, but they are now actually lower
than_in_the summer months, the result
of competition. )

The season has Dbeen favorable for
dairy and creamery butter in three
important particulars; make, prices,
and demand, Latterly the export out-
‘let has been closed by high prices on
this side, holders asking 28%c for Sept.,
and Oct. creamery, whereas cable limits
will not allow of more than 22c or
22%c being paid. The production con-
tinues large and has been larger than
usual all scason. Dairy butter is in
good local demand and sells from 18c¢
up to 20¢, the latter for selected Town-
ships, No Broekville or Morrisburg is
offering, as those Wstriets now put
most of the milk into cheese, only mak-
ing enough butter for local consump-
tion. The American markets appear to
be weaker ot the moment, Chicago has
been offering butter here, but British
orders at recent high prices have been
cancelled apd the trade Is at a stand-
still, As will be seen by the accompany-
ing table, prepared for this issue by o
city iorwardlqg firm, Messrs Cunning-
ham & Lemessurier, Montreal’s exports
of hutter and cheese are well in ad-
vance of last season. Week ended 30th
September with comparisons :—

\ TEXTILE FABRICS.

IR R

In the 'manufucturza of textile fabrics
?

seventeen different kinds of materials are
employed. These
silk, cashmere, mohair, alpaca, camel’s hair,

include sheeps’ wool,

cotton, flax, hemp, jute, China grass,
ramie, shoddy, extracts, muugo, noils and
flocks, of which wool, cotton, shoddy and
silk are the prineipal fibres. Of ‘wool, the
Dost part of the product is saved for use
in worsted goods and brondeloths. The
inferior parts taken from the sheep’s neck
and feet are utilized in the weaving of
and

cassimeres cheap

overcoatings. The wool fibre is  natur-
ally soft and pleasing to the touech, it
will absorb dye-stuffs and retain
under various conditions, and the fibres

can felt and thus make the goods strong.

them

Shoddy enters largely into the composi-
tion of woolen goods nowadays and not
all goods claimed to be all wool are really
such, yet how few people can tell what
shoddy is. Formerly shoddy was only the
waste from the pure wool during the pro-
cess of mamufacturing, but at the present
day it consists of the fibre obtained from
waste and old rags, such as tailors clip-
pings, soiled and worn garments, woolen
rags of all kinds, and anything from which
a woolly fibre can be obtained. Improved’
machinery enables the manufacturer to ve-
duce all kinds of old wool materials to o
fibrous jorm and work them into cloth
again. To tell if a pieee of goouds con-
tains shoddy select a few threads from
the piece and magnify them. If the fibres
are smooth and uniform there has leen
no adulteration. If, however, the fibres
are broken and uneven. more or less
shoddy has leen employed in its manu-»
fnctur«;. Some picces of goods are made
with the face of pure wool and the back,
and sometimes the interior, of inferiov
shoddy-. Mungo is still worse than shoddy

and consists of the material obtained from
all the dirty, diseased rags obtained from
the gutters, hospitals and
Responsible houses - should make it their

junk-shops.

business to know if a percentage of shoddy
or ‘mungo has been worked into their
goods. Shoddy and mungo cannot retain
the dye stuffs permanently and the cloth
soon fades, injuring the Dlusiness of the
house dealing in such goods.

Silk ‘is another of the materials which
tempt ‘the manufacturer to use substi-
tutes. Good silk always vemains good,
but poor or adulterated silk ldses its
brilliancy in a short time. * Waste silk ”
is procured from defective cocoons, which
are the result of two or more worms
oceupying one cocoon, thus spinning two
threads. Waste silk is lnrgely used in
knickerbocker goods. To  test silk re-
move one of the threads, and - if ib is
found under the magnifying glass to con-
sist of long, slender strands of shining

. substance, with the strands Iying in a

parallel position, it is pure silk.

Cotton is pgreatly used to adulterato
woollens on account of its comparative
cheapness ; silk is also largely adulterated
by the addition of cotton. Some union
cassimeres containing 60 per cent. of cot-
ton, yet have their trade-mark reading
“all wool.” When cotton is mixed with
the wool before carding, it is hard to
detect in fhe goods, the only test being
by the general “feel ” of the goods and
by acid tests, but if cotton has been
woven on jthe back or interior ‘of the
goods, the frand may be scen Dy 'pieking
out a few ‘threads and comparing them
with some known to be all wool. We
lmve to acknowledge our indebtedness to
the Chicago “Dry Goods Bulletin” for a
portion of the facts cited above.

ALLEGED GRAVEYARD INSURANCE.

: Quite o sensnbion wlusllcrefmtcd in St.
¥ ol-x'n,'Nf B., lately when it became known
that thyee professional men, one o elergy-
man, had been arrested on charges of
fraud. Rev. Sidney Welton, pastor of
Main street churehi; C. B. Wolton, his
ﬁr'oﬂner, formerly a minister and until re-

cently agent of the Union Mutual, of
Portland, Me., and Dr. E. C. Randall, of
Hillsboro, N. B., are charged with the
offence commonly called * graveyard in-
surance,” which consists among other fea-
tures in insuring the life of a dying man
by false representations as to his condi-
tion, and ithus swindling the interested
companies. The Rev. Sidney iB accused
of insuring the life of W. H. Reid, of
Albert Co., N. B., for $3,000 with the
Total ‘Abstinence Tnsurance Co., Chicago,
when Mr. Reid was so far gone in con-
sumption that his death was a matier
of but a few weeks or days.

LOSING THIE CANADIAN MARKET.

The changes which are taking place in
the jron trade are adverse to the interests
of the Scotch masters who appear to be
losing ‘the advantage they have held for
80 many years in this market. Althdugh
it is comnsidered necessary to use a cer~
tain proportion of Scoteh iron in mixing
to obiain good resulis, it is Dbecoming
evident thal the imporiations this sea-
son will show a noticeable deeline.

Little, if any, American iron is being
used cast of Toronto, but west of that
city buyers have been supplied largely
from the fyrnaces in the western and
southern States. The complaint has been
made that railway ratos were maintained
at too high a level in the spring to per-
mit of Scoteh dron being successfully
jmported by way of the St. Lawrence,
whereas railway competition in the west
allowed of low rates from the American
furnaces into Ontario. Another renson
for the reported reduction in jmporta is
that most of the Scotch makers brands
are scarce as t]xéy have over sold. There
is also o larger consumption of Canadian
iron. The low price of American brands
is causing a severe depression i this fn-
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dustry in the United States. This islargely -

- due " to ‘the principles on which business

s conducted. Makers are practieally in
the bands of their sales agents who sell
on a commission of 25 per cent and are
frequently tempted fo close oub deals with
"little regard ‘to the margin of profit left
to the manufacturers. To such an extent
has this system of sclling spread that
the makers have lost control of the mar-
ket and they are growing poorer while
the sales agents are becoming riehér every
day. Their experience has been that agents
will cub prices to almost any extent so
as to close out o sale and make their com-
mission. In England and Scotland the
jron masters on the contrary control the
markets with o strong bhand.

The excellent qualitics of Canadian char-
coal irom are becoming more universally
known. A onpe inch test bar which poured
direct from the pig bed at the Three
Rivers furnaces was shown us which had
o breaking strain of 4,760 lbe, The high-
est record of Lake Superior American
chareoal iron is from 2,300 to 2,400 1bs.

A deeline in Dngland
might equse lower prices, but this is
not looked for Mhere.

Dry Goods.—Our suburban trade is
reported as being quite up to the mark
and judging from the carriages and
people that are scen in the viecinity of
our city retail warchouses, and Irom
what is told us the week since our last
review has heen a brisk one. Whole-
salers are more cheerful and prospects
are considered good. Travellers who
arve now mostly all out on thelr sorting
and carly spring trip, report a greater
predispositign to buy than at the same
date last year. Manufactures are fairly
well satisfied with what is beng done
anit look forward to a good winters'
trade. Money is still slow and until
the crops are rerlized upon, there will
be little in circulation tlu'oughout the
country at large.

Tlour and Grain.—There has Dbeen
slightly more demand for flour, both
on local and lower ports account, butb
the general position continues unsatis-
faetory to scllers, Peas and oats arc
moving a little, but wheat is slow on
spot. There is, however, more doing
at country wheat points but at low
values., Meal and feed unchanged. At
Chiecago the changes have Deen slight
with prices on the whole steady. The
last few weeks have presented magnifi-
cent weathor, favoring n free move-
ment of 1)1'0(]11(:0 to the market and the
maturing of sueh grain (corn) ns has
not previously been out of the way of
harm by the frost. It has been too
dry for “the preparations for a bounti-
ful harvest of winter wheat fer next
year in this ecountry. There is but lt-
tle “new "in  wheat cireles. The free
movement from the Northwest keeps up

as ‘was to be expected, there being only

a moderate flow across the Atlantie,
The result is a rapid filling up of our
visible supply. The increase last week
was but a trifle short of 3,000,000 bush.-
cls, and there is no present prospect
that the rate of accumulation -will
speedily fnll off. "Wheat from the crop
of this year has got to be moved from
the farms where grown, and there are
none of the arguments for holding so
industriously cireulated twelve months
ago. Added to this is the fact that
some decliveries of old wheat are said
to have been ‘made recently, and this
has furnished the bears a plea for iree
selling on the theory that the reserves
of 1891 would ‘make amends for what-
ever deficlency may exist in 1892, But
with this other bearish influences have
not served further to depress prices.
The range of quotations has been low
for several weeks past and the most
conservative men in the trade have be-
gun to enquire if it is not possible that
the bear facts in the situation have
Dbeen over discounted, The wheat ship-
ments from India have been Ialling off,
those reported last week being 4£0 per
cent, less than the previous week.
Toreign advieces indicate a crop of rye
equal to 1890, and greatly in excess
of last year, Russia will be in a better
position to feed her home population
and spare her wheat for oxport. As
previously shown, both Russid and Am-
cricn ave estimated to have only a mod-
ernte wheat crop this senson, but the
pereentage of Iow grades in the Amer-
iean erop is so great that the average
price of the lot ranges away down in
the 60's instead of the 70's, the Ilatter
being obtainable on only a small pro-
portion of the wheat sent to the mar.
