Patrick rendered
illustrious by tho innumerable lights of sanctity
with which the Church of Ireland planted by his
labours in the most remote corner of the then
known world, shone during many ages; and by
the colonics of saints with which she peopled
many foreign countries, St I'atricL: was born in
Lrittany in tke yenr 356. In his sixteenth year
he was carried into captivity into Ireland. After
siz years he regained bis release. While at
home with his parents, God menifested to bim
Ly divers visions, that ho bad elected him to the
great work of the conversion of Ireland. After
furty years spent in the work of the Lord during
which time he converted the whole country o as
to render Ireland a most flourisning garden in
tne Church of God, and & country of saints, he
died in the year 464.

Herc is a portrait of Pruseian-
ised Getmany :—* Political indiffereutism, a rRystem
of eapioaage and denunciation in sll its rami-
fications, fabulous luxury, basest fluttery, adula«
tion of the rich and fushionable; narrowness in
the relations, fetishism, distrust. Servile fear,
consciency dull and debased, the dignity of the
citizens a toy in the hands of despotism. These
are the purticularities that thov hast appropristed
t0 thyself, poor people, a3 the result of long ac-
quiescence in thy own wrongs. Jn lieu of bread
they have givun them n stoue; thou hast forgocten
thy liberties in the sound of ewpty phrases about
thy grandeur. The Liberte comments :—Who will
fail to discover in this image the pagan society when
the people groaned under the heels of the Cicsars ?
It is perfectly true that he who would he
divorced from God becomes the slave of man, To
Dbe proud and haughty before the church, but grov-
elling befors Bismarck, is the highest role of the
whole Liberal pack.

Spaia follows France in her noble resolve to
amnesty her political offenders, This is an-
other example for the British Govermment to
follow in the matter of amnesty to the Irish
State prisoners, The Official Gazette, of
Madrid, says a recent telegram, publishes a
royal decree granting amnesty to Carlist re-
fugees abroad, and authorising them to return
to Spain. The decree adds that none will be
prosecuted except such as have been guilty of
offences against the commeon law,

CUBA.,

The news from Cuba continues favourable
to the insurgents, The Spanish troops are de-
moralized ; the climate is continuing to work
havoc in their ranks, and it is rumoured that
the commander-in-chief is depressed and dis-
heartened. The climate 2nd the natural
difficulties of' the country are the allies of the
insurgent forees. They cannot be followed
into their retreats, and they hold their own
with persistent and resolute command. When
the Carlist wur was over we were promised an
immediate termination of the Cubnn insurree-
tion, but we find we have not yet even ap-
proached the beginning of the end.

THE NEW ENGLISH CARDINAL,

Archbishop Howard was to be clevated to
the Sacred College this month., Mgr, Howard
was born on the 13th of Feb. 1829, He isa
cousin to the present Duke of York, In
carly life Mgr. Howard becamo an officer in
the 2nd Life Guards, but he left the army in
1853 and was ordained by Cardinal Patrizi
in 1855. Ilec has been much in the East,
lived for a considerable time in Rome., 1ec is
a good linguist speaking fluently I'rench, Ital-
ian, Russian, Arabic, and kindred languages.

THE IRISH ASSIZES—FREEDOM ['ROM
CRIME,

Six or seven years ago—when it was thought
necdful in the interests of the Goveroment to
coerce Ireland—the country was cxcited and
goaded by local satraps, and threatening letters,
written by the cucmies of the people, were
scattered broadcast by every post. When the
Curfew laws werc passed, the earrion birds
were satisfied, and the ghouls of the Castle
press ceased to yell. Then a dead calm fol-
lowed, the peasantry being permitted to pursue
their normal inclinations for a quiet, peaceful
life. Let anyone look back at the calendars
for the past five years. They are wlmost a
clean record. The greatest crime committed
during that time was the police assault on un-
oftending women and children innocently cn-
joying themselves in the Pheasix Park, So
far as the judges have gone through the present
Assizes in Ircland, the congratulations on
the absence of crime amongst the people ure
general.

AUNESTY,

Trom Paris we lcarn that pardon or com-
mutations of scutence have beem granted to
224 Commuunist convicts, This clemency
does the French Goverament honour. Bad—
nay vile—as the Communuists were, still the
masses were misled by the accomplished
rofianism of the fow, Most of the leaders of
the Commune Lave alrcady atoned for their
cr'i.mes, and the butts at Satary weve the just
decrees of offended and outraged society, .But
many of the Communists were themselves the

prisonment is only a generous act of the French
Government. America set a noble example to
the world, France—always chivalrous—is
graciously pardoning more henious crimes, and
England might well ery * enough” to the few
political prisoners who are still in the keeping
of the gaoler. Clemency is a royal virtue, and
1t would, we arc sure, be loyally received by
her Majesty’s subjects at home and abroad.

AN ANOMALY.

There is one feature in the recent I’resident-
al clection which bears an analogy to the late
general clections in (ircat Britain and lreland,
which took place in .Jan, and Feb. '73. Inthe
American cleetions, it is generally admitted
that over the country at large, Tilden had a
considerable majority. The estimates as to
numbers are various, but all accounts agree in
giving bim a larger collective vote, than that
given to Hayes. Itissomewhat remarkable that
a similar occurrence took place at the Imperial
clections in Great Britain and Treland. Qver
the country it was estimated that the Liberals
had 180,000 more votes than the Conservatives,
yet the Conservatives had a good working
majority returned.  The cause of this anomaly
wus that the lLiberal constituencies gave in
many cases, overwhelming returas in favour of
their candidates, while the Conservative ma-
jority was always narrow. The anomaly how-
ever remained, and how to find a remedy for it
must seriously engagze the attention of States-
men, both in the United States and in Great
Britain.

THY O'CONNELL MONUMKNT.

Many yeurs ago the Irish people subscribed
a considerable sum of money for 2 monument
to O'Connell.  Mr, Foley was entrusted with
its execution, The chisel which produced thie
best of the groups which surround the Albert
memorial in Hyde Park, 2nd under whose
touch the graceful outlines of Burke, Gold-
smith, and Grattan were produced, would, it
was hoped, mould the great form of the
Liberator. But Mr. Foley died in 1874,
The 'Connell Committee had advanced

2,000, while Mr. Foley’s estimate was
£12,500. The work was not finished, lawsuits
between the (ommittee and Mr. Foley's exe-
cutors cosued, the C(‘omnmittee was relieved
from any responsibility to complete the work,
the executors refunded the £2,000, and so the
whole business stands as it was ten years ago,
New cogagements are spoken ubout, but it is
likely that many more years will pass away
before the statuc of ('Connell graces the foot
of Sackville street.

HOME RULE VICTORY IN ENGLAND,

Despatchies say that the Eastern Question
looks as if it was about to be settled at last.
Servia is disarming, while Turkey has with-
drawn her troops from nearly all the posts
taken by hertroops during the war. Rumours
of Turkish atrocitics in Bosnia, however, con-
tinue to agitate the public mind, and the
Christian population in Armenia, are, it is
said, being subjected to ill.doing. The
latest despatches say that murders are still
frequent, and that anarchy is still the guiding
spirit of the times, Withal the prospects of
peace are said to be improving. Buat we hear
at the same time that by the middle of this
month ¢ Russia will have 1,000,000 of men
under arms on the 16th of March,” and that
immense armaments was being going on in the
interior of the country for some time, It is,
however, quite clear that while the chances of
peace have improved, yet peace is by no means
assumed. The Turkish Government has not
yet shown itself capable of grasping the inter-
nal difficulties which are consuming it, and
Russia stands prepared to take advantage of
the inability of the Turkish Government to
sccure the safety of its Christian subjects,

EMANCIPATION IN BRAZIL.,
Slavery is being fast abolished all over the
warld.

“Through the rational process of gradual eman-
cipation, slavery 1a diminishing every year in the
empire of Brazil. By the special law of 187! bear-
ing on the subject, all the children of negroes are
born freo. In the provines of San Paulo the num-
bur of slaves, in three years, declined from 147,746
to less than 130,000. In 111 of the 151 parishes of
that province, 18,176 children of slaves, happier
than their parents, were bora to tho # noble herit-
age of freedom.” In the province of Pernambuco
the number of slaves has been reduced from 106,-
201 to 100,000, and 12,312 slave children were born
into frcedom. About the same ratio of decrease is
visible in other provinces throughout the. entire
Lmpire.. This wus substantially thé'.process by
which the distinguished Irish-American patriot,
Hon. Goorge Bryan, of Pcnnsylvania, propoged, nine-
ty years ago, to- relieve that:State from the blight
of negro siavery, wkich proposition -he ‘put into
shape, and succeeded in Laving enacted, under the
title of an Act for the Gradual Abblition' of Slavery.
Ho thus wiped out the slave system.in :Pennsyl-
vanis, and Jeft the record of his . practical conserva~
tive philanthropy a8 ‘the.noblest. monument in his

NOTES ON IRISH HISTORY.

There exist many authentic records which en-
able historians to arrive &t a just conclusion in re.
gard to the origin of the Irish people, Ireland wes
Kknown to the ancients long before her sister island
had found a place in the history of the world, All
writers seem to agree in the fact that it was colon-
ised by Phonicians many. centuries before the
christian era. The - manners and customs, the
language and religion of the early Irish bear un-
mistakablo evidence to the truth of this opinion.
If we compare their language with that of Carthage,
which came direct from the Pheenlcian, a marked
similority is ot once detected. Moreover, testimony
isin favour ot the opinion that the Irigh race sprang
from a Phonician colony is supported by traditions
from Greece and Rome, Spain and Portugal.. The
Phoenicians were a Scythian tribe, descended from
Magog, the son of Japhet, the son of Nosh. They

words migrated to Pheenicia, whence they derived
their name. From here they spread along the
coast of Africa, until they arrived in Spain. Spanish
writers tolls us that the name Hibernia is derived
from Iber, the chief of the adventurers who, setting
out from Spain to discover new and unexplored re-

gions, arrived in Ireland about the year 500 nc.,

though some writers suppose this colonisation to
have taken place at a much earlier date, Asna proof
of the reality of this immigration, it fsaffirmed that
the Irish langusge has been found to bear- a great
resemblacce to that which is spoken in Biscay.
The religion professed in some parts of Ireland was
of a polytheistic natare. Strabo tella us that they
‘paid homage to Proserpine and Ceres,  though it
does not gppear that the inhabitants long indulged
in these gross forme of idolatry, and they shortly
rose to the highest and purest-of the many shades
of heathenism in the worship of. the sun, Leaving
aside the testimony of St, Patrick in this matler,
Cumsar tells usin the Gallic- War. that their pricsts,
who were called Magi, and wers the instructors
and judges of the people, believed in the immor-
tality of the soul,. This suu-worship, however, at
length degenerated into fire-worship ; and the round
towers in Ireland, which bave excited so much
speculation and given rise to the most profound
antiquarian researches, were, it is said, temples
intended to preserve the sacred fire and where the
sun was adored. Diodorus Siculus says that the
Irish were held as more especially the priests of
Apollo; that the citizens were chiefly harpers who,
striking their harpsin the temple, sang sacred
bymns to the god. Whether the round towers date
from pre-historic times, 28 some suppoae, or from
the days when, early in the fifth centory of the
Christian era, the light of the gospel was spread
throughout the land, we are enabled to gather from
the art and skill displayed in their construction
what kind of civillsation prevailed in the country.
Not till ages aftor Christianity was intreduced into
Ireland do we find in England any monoments
built of stone, though Britain was once a Roman
province, und the art of masonry was practised al-
most exclusively by the citizens of Greece and
Rome. The Irish bad their arts and science and
philosophy, and had arrived at a high stgte of cul-
tivation, while the Briton painted his body with
wood, supported himself on the chance products of
tho chase, and passed his life in a low wicker hut,
surrounded by forest and swamp.

It was not loug after the death of our Lord that
the Gospel found its way into Ireland. Though
the people were not gathered into the true fold
uotil the arrival of 5t, Patrick, Euseling tells us
that some of the Apostles visited the Britiah Isles ;
and we learn from another source that St. James
the son of Zebedee extended his travelu hither.
Tertullian tells how in the first century the British
Isles were subject to Christianily, and it is known
beyound a doubt that there were Irish saints priorto
either Palladius or St. Patrick. The latter saint, on
his arrival in the island, found hewn out in the cave
of arock an altar with four glass chalices, ono at
each corner, destined for purposes of religion ; show-
ing that though the people might still havo been
accustomed to the heathen fire worship and the
adoration of Apollio, in parts of the island a kaowl-
edge existed of the true faith, The first great
event, however, in the ecclesiastical history of the
Irish people is the landing of their great patron
saint, who rescued them from the realms of dark.
nees and made them adore the trne God Whom they
were never to forsake, It was on Easter Sunday in
the year 432 that, a3 the King of all Ireland was
seated in state, surrounded by bis councillors, his
priests, aud his minstrels, St. Fatrick appeared upon
the scene, holding aloft the Cross of Christ, and
delivered the good tidings. The reception be
met with was very different from that which awaited
all other apostles of nations on their mission
to pagan peoples, Those he confronted did not
rise up to threaten instant ddeath. They
listened in silence to the words of the
man of God, and when he had concluded
his discourse they argoed and disputed
with him, and at length aprose the arch-minstrel,
the first in authority after the King, saying “Ilear
me, O bigh King and chieftains of thé land! I
now declare that this man who comes to-us apeaks
from God—that he brings a message from God. I
bow before Patrick’s God. He i3 the true God, and
aslong as 1 live this harp of mine shall never
sound azain save to the praises of Christianity and
ita God.” Then the King and warriors and chief-
tains and minstrels and pecple gave in their adhe-
sion, aad the fuith quickly spread throughout the
land, Patrick converted Kings and princes, the
rich and the poor, aud after establishing monasteries
of monks and nuns from the coast of Antrim to
Cape Clear, and from Dublin Bay to the isles of
Arran, he was gathered to his fathers at the age of
seventy-eight. ’ i

The grain of mustard.seed Liad taken root, snd
wo find monasteries filled with men and women
springing up in every direction, and drawing down
& blessing upon the conntry. Daring his own life-
time the number of monks and uuas was se great
that 8. Patrick found himself unable to count the
gons and daughters of chieftains alone who at his
bidding had forsaken the world for the cloister.
5. Bridget, the contemporary of 8. Patrick, erected
at Kildare the first monustery for women, and many
are the convents which trace their origin to the
Abless of Kildare, Wherever the Irish monks
bave set foot from Cologne to Seville, churches
bave been raised in honour of S. Bridget; and
wherever in our time emigration carries the Irish
peasant frown tte shores of his native land, theres a
church will be found to commemorate this Irish
saint. So great was the zeal for bLuilding monas-
teries that one of the successors of S, Patrick alone
whose name was Luan, is ealogised by S, Deroard
for having founded oue hundred veligions houses.
Sowme monasterier, like thoss of Bangor, Clonfert
and elsewhere, became actual towns, often con-
taining within their walls as many as three
thoussnd coeoobites. The Thebaid was repro-
duced in Ireland, and the West might now vie
with the East in the number and sanctity of her
saintd, A burning desire sprang up within the
breasts of these holy men to carry to distant lands
the faith they had learnt from Patrick. Accord-
ingly, Ireland became par ezcellence the ualion of
missionaries. They Ilaunched forth in their uo-
wearied voyages and visited every nation; they
made their way into every kingdom, and landed on
far distant islonds; they deluged the Continent
like n great flood with their successive immigra-
tions, Aud well was it that the sons of St Patrick
.were endowed with such zeal for the glory of God,
for fifty years afterthe Apostlo of Ireland had set

duced to a most deplorable condition. Italy was a
prey to successive incursions of barbarinns under
Alaric and Attila, Gormany was wholly pagan,
and in Great Britaln the faith was stifled by the
invonds of Angles and Saxons. Spain was plun-
dered and Iaid waste by tho sword of the Visigoths,
the Sueves, the Alans, and the Vandals, all ot
whom professed the Arian heresy ; while Franer
wag invaded from the north by the pagan Fraoks,
and from the south by Arian Burgundians. 'L'he
Church was infected with: heresy and’ schism.
Throughout the whols of the Roman world there
was not o prince who was not a pagan,sa Arian,
of n Eutychian. Corruption, confusion,und despair
reigned ia every place. The social polity was dis-
membered, authority and morals were set aside, and
the arts and scionces neglected and forgotten,

At such a erisis uprose these monks of the West
to oppose the herotic and the barbarian, - At the
call of religion, and in the interest of secular learn-
ing, the Irish monks rushed into the thick of the
fight, and coufronted hersticnl sword sud pagan
pen,- They covered the whole Continent; there
was scarcely & town of any note that did not bear
tho marka of the army of the West, - As au example
of these zealous men, we may cite the great Saint
Columbanus. He arrlved with twelye companions,
in Burgundy in the year 590, "After establishing

BIRTHS.

HOW THE PURITAN ELEMENT {3 DYING OUT.

We ¢ Boston I'ilor) take the following teport froin
a Lawrence, Mass, contemporary. Itisa sample
of the statistics of New England with regazd to the
birth rate among foreign-born aad nativs-born mo-
thers. And we remind our readezs that mauy, per-
haps most of those “native.born” mothers, are
daughters of Irish parents :— '

Ar, M, F. Hutching, who was employed by City
Clerk James E. Shepard to take the census of births
in Lawrence, for the year 1356, lasg completed his
work. The result clearly establishes thas there bas
either been » most sudden and remarkable falling
off in the birth-rate, or else that, in previous vears,
the system of paying n certain sum per Lirth report-
ed, bnd the effect of inducing the census-takers to
mnke falze retnrns, There is come reasgn to e
lieve that instances have occurred of the return of
names known to have Deen iictitious,and the in.
ducements to such falsification were at one time
made rather tempting Ly the allowanee of 05 cents
for each birth returned, Mr. Hutchins insists that
his work bas been thoroughly and hozestly per
formed. The total number of births for 187 he
places at 724~—a falling off from 1052 reported in
1875, and a decrease of 328, or over 33 per cent, in
a single year. Zo-large a decrease cannot be justly
chargeable solely to the account of hard timer, anil
the conclusion iz unavoidable that there Bas been
exaggeration hitlierto, or tlat tue total for last yenr
fulls short of the facts,

The average birth-rate of the State iz vne birth
ananually to every 37 inhabitants, "This ratio would
give Lawrence about 800 births annually, bnt ina
population composed in so large a proportion of
unmarried porsous, and, with such an excess of
females over males, the birtb-itaie is, doubtless,
less than the average in the State. OFf the 721
births last year, .387 werc males asd 337 femnles,
There were eight pairs of twins, and one pairof
triplets—Mrs. Jolin Ewarts, at South Lawrence, all
of which are dead. The following statistics of the
nationality of parents will show liow much more
generally, than among American-born women, the
function of motherhood is being exercised by
women of foreign birth, 'The motherg of the 72
children Lorn in Lawrence last yenr had birth-

however, that some sort of Protestant missionaries
have established at Annatom a school of cathechists,
for sending out into the neighbouring islands.

Wiar Next?7—Last October one of the parish
pricsts of Posen, Herr Pedzinski, was prosecuted
for having granted & dispentation from fasting. It
was a novel crime to bring before a lay tribunal,
But the prosecutor saw in it ‘#a usurpation of
episcopal rights” e was acquiticd on the
ground that to dispense from fasting was an
act of Papal and not episcopal authority, An
appeal was taken by the prosecution, The
Court ot Appeal hagjust decided that although the
faculty of gracting such dispensations is of Papal
origin, yet it used to be exercised in the Diocese of
Posen by a communication to the parish priests of
powers contained in the faculties delegated quin-
quennially by the Holy Sce to the Archbishop.
Now “delegated,” as well a3 ordinary powers, are
included under the *rights of the episcopal office”
dealt with by the Law of May, 1874. IHence MHerr
Pedzinski was guilty of “usurping episcopal rights,”
there being no legal occupaut of ¢ the episcopal
ofiice since the ¢ deposition’ of Count Ledochowski.”
The poor pricst was senteuced to imprisonment for
seven months for granting a dispensation on three
occagions! Can avythiog be more monstrous than
this assumption ofa lay tribunal to deal with sach
a purely spiritual matter ns the law of fasting ?

And this oplnion, now
at least opportune, is especlally dizpleasing on
this account, that there i good reason to fear lest
Satan should transfigure himself into an angelof
light." Hia Holiness then proceeda to enumerate
the original aims of the assoclation—tne sound
education of youth, the promotion of religion and
dissussion from error, the maintenance of
ecclesiastical students rescued from the conscrip-
tion, the explanation and defence of the rights of
the Church and of the Holy See, provision for the
necessities of publiz worsbip, and the like, and
mentions the success with which its efiorts have
been crowned in Italy and other couatries in
which its example has beeun followed. And as the
obstacles, calumnies, and persecutions with which
* the enemy of Christ and of mankind® has fought
against this work bave mnot succeeded in shaking
the conetancy of those enrolled in these associa.
tions, that enemy now, “ transformed into un angel
of light,seeks,” coutinucs Lis Holiness, “ to sow
disscosious among you, that he may divide your
strength, and sots before you a higher good that yon
may neglect that which you are unow effocting.

RerLy oF TuE Bisuor or Satrorp 1o Tus Bistor or
Maycuestsr.—The Anglican Bishop of Manchester,
Dr, Fraser, has lately hazarded the assertion on
more than once occasion that “Popery grew up
gomewhere about the time of Gregory VII, and
tbat the Church of Rome secmed to him to have the
least claim to be called the great Catholic Church,
because it was the most moldern Church in its
characteristic doctrines that he knew.” His lord-
ship, the Bishop of Salford, recently took the op-
portunity of repiying to Dr. Fraser, and cloarly
ghowed that, first, St. Gregory VII. did not come
to the See of Peter till after the dato of the Norman
Conquest—viz, in 1073; next, the * Enchiridion
of creeds or definitions mude by Councils and Pon.
tiffs” did not contain ono single definition made by
Gregory VII. Somuch for Gregory's part in add.
ing to the articles of the Church's faith. What
Gregory VII. was remarkablo for was simply thig,
be was the viadicator of the Church's liberty, and
addressed himself to a persecutor of the Church—
a kind of Bismarck on the throne, brandishing a
sword in both hands—and ke twice brought him to
submission ; but finally he died in exile, Lecause,
s he said, he had ¢ loved justice and hated iniquity.?
The Bishop then quoted from decrees of Councils
and authentic documents to prove that what the
Bishop of Manchester calls “ Popery” was the
doctrine and practice of the Church centuries be-
fore the time of 8t. Gregory VII. His lordship
also quoted from F. Bridgett’s ¥ Our Lady's Dowry,”
and other sources, praycrs and devotions to Qur
Lady which were in common use in this country
at least 300 years before the time of St. Gregory
VII, and said: Now let me atk, what would be
gaid if tho Bishop of Manchester were somo fine
day to print thess prayers, and issue an order that
they should be recited in all his churches, just as
the Biskop of Swifurd or any other Catholic Bishop
might eusily do, to the joy of all his flock? Why
the good people of Manchester would ceitainly
believe that their Bishop had gona clean off his
hoad, or else had been secretly taken into the
Catholic Church and vmbraced 'opery.

CLEMENCY POR IRELAND AND rOR INDIA.—Com-
menting on the recent proclamation in India, the
Lubdin Freeman's Journal says: “'The announce-
ment of a higher title of sovercignty by the Mon-
arch was an occasion which should not have Leen
allowed to pass without some token that wonld
have rendered ita assumption memorable, As far
as Ircland has been concerned, the opportunity has
beon cynically spurned. Not so, however, in Indin.
»On the 16t of January, 1877, the day of the pro-
clamation of the new title at Delhi, n genoral jail
delivery toek place throughout the whole Indian
Peninsula to the extent of 10 pir cent. of the
entire criminal population. The number of crimi-
nals then lot loose upon the community was cloaa
upon 16,600, Many of the peoplo for whom the
prison doors were thus thrown open were political
uffenders, a large percentage of wliom, we may feel
assured, wero tuen whose offences corresponded in
agreat degreo to that of the men now under-
going incarceration for their connection with the
Fenian movement—military men who had been
tempted into political enterprises. Is Ireland, it
may well be asked, in n less pacific stato than
India, that the ordinary rules of statesmanship—not
to speak of clemency, for according to all human
mensure those men wospenk of have suffered decply
for there offence—should Le distegarded in her
case ?  We have spoken plainly in this matter be-
cause we feel deeply, If Tndia be worth conciliat-
ing at the price of the liberation of 16,000 offenders,
surcly this portion of her Majesty's dominions,
wlhoso sons have 8o often furnished the materials
with which her conquests have been built up—not
a little of whosc blood has been valoriously shed
upon many an Indian battlefield for the maintenance
of her power—might be propltiated with the small
surronder of some dozen men, who, loving theic
country, not wisely, but too well, have forgotten
for the moment that they lived not in the days of
James 11., when to revolt was virtue, but in those
of Victoria I., when revolution was not nltogether
unnecessary.

NEw §1-:A'rs.—5ir Colman O'Loghlen’'s Bills for the
appropriation of the geata in Sligo and Cashel, dig.
franchised since 1870, arc objectlonable. The Irish
Times cxposed their abaurdity a8 regards the pro-
posed seat for Kingstown ; a moeeting of the town
commissioners of that place has protested ngainst
it; and the Freeman endorses their objection. The
Bligo seat is propos-d to be given to the associated
towns of 8ligo, Ballina, and Boyle, with an aggre-
gate population of 21,131,to which no objection
can be made; as Connaught will then have only
13 members, while, according to population in 1871,
that province is entitled to 16 of the 103 members,
the two for Dublin University being excluded,as
belonging to o local constituency, The case ig
totally differcnt with the Cashel scat, which the
Bill transfers from that ancient city, the county
Tipperary, and Munster, and hands over to Leinster,
alreandy over-represenicd. Leinster has 37 mem-
bers, and it is proposed to add another, while, on
the basis of population, it is entitled to only 263 :
g0 that it would then have a representation of 50O
per cent. in excess, And, as regards Munaster, it is
entitled to 26}, but now has only 26 members, so
that the retention of the seat would be only 27, or
half & member in exceas. Cashel, Tipperary,
Thurles, aod Nenagh would form an aggregata
borougl, with a population of 21,360, which would
leave the county of Tipperary, with 216,713 pere,
sons, inadequately represented with four members,
But, excluding these powerful objections, the pro-
position to confer the seat as intended is simply
ludicrous, whether from a political, a statistical, or
an equitable stand-point. Had it been proposed to
give an additional member to. the motropolis, with
267,717 ichabitants, it would be intelligible. Now
the county Dublin, exclusive of the city, bas a
population of 137,445, there being no less than 14
other counties with uigher populations which return
only two members. Bat, when wo come to the pro-
posed allocation of the seat, we find that Kingstown
aud five other suburban townships, with an . aggre-
zate population of 81,179, thus leaving a residue of
only 56,366 in the rest of the county, which would
reduce it nearly as low as Carlow, andfhelow Louth
and Longford. No combination mare absurd could
‘be proposed, - The Kingstown. people de not object
to be assoclated with the two townships of Kiliney,
‘Ballybrack, and Dalkey, which would give »- popu-
Iatlon of 23,457 ; but_they = state that ' Blackrocl,

REVEREND MR. BRAY,
ON THE

“ROMISH" CHURCH,

DELIVERED IN THE
MECHANICS' HALL, MARCH 13, 1877

——

A very large audience assembled in the
Mechanics' Ifall on Tuesday evening last, to
hear the reply of the Editor of this Journal in
answer to the attacks made on the Roman
(atholic Church by the Rev, Mr, Bray, Pastor
of Zion Church. The lecture being under the
auspices of the Catholic Young Men's Society,
the President, Mr. W, Ii. Mullen, occupied
the chair. On the platform were the repre
sentatives of the Irish Catholic Societies. The
Rer, Redemptorist IFathers, whoconducted the
mission in St. Patrick’s church, and many
prominent citizens were also on the platform.
The chairman introduced the lecturer in a
fow well chosen remarks, who then came for-
ward and spoke as follows :—

Lapies AND GEXTLEMEN —

For some years past 1 have been before my
countrymen in public life. Iam not unknown in
Great Britain, and I may claim to be well knowr. in

_ Ireland, Many and many & time in “that old
kingdom by the sea” I have stood side by slde
with men of Icieh birth, defending the honor ¢f, or
battling for, the Fatherland. 1 alwaya rejolced
when 1 could ralse my voice and exercise my mind
in defence of the old, old cause, doing, I hope one
man’s share in the effort to make my country a
nation once again. Throughout many a stormy
chapter in the history of the lnqt decade, I have
taken my share of glorious toil, sud have Leen
more than rewarded by the generous confidence
and constituted trust of my countrymen at large.
The ever changing current of events produced a
change In the spirit of my drcams, and some time
gince I found myself in Canada, here to sesk a
peaceful occupation anda home. At the hands of
my countrymen here I received that cordial wel-
come which I isterpreted as an endorsement of the
policy 1 advocated in the old land, and as en-
couragement to pursuc n somewhat similar policy
here.

T claim therefore to hiave come to Montreal on a
mission of peace, and I contend that the Rev. Mr,
Bray, from tho commencement, declared his in-
tention of coming on a mission of war, I have
heard that when Lie was bere some twelve or eigh-
tecn months ago, that he delivered what wns de-
scribed to me as u ¢ splendid lecture or sermon” on
“the Prodigal Son.” So far 8o good. Attheendof
the sermon or lecture however, the demon of bigot-
ry broke forth and he cxpressed himself plensed
with everrthing he saw in C(anada—except the
“Popery.” He returned {o England and he came
here again, this time as Pastor of Zion Church. I
have heard that one of Lis very first sermong here
was & declaration of war upon the ¢ dominant relig-
jon"—that threat lie has carried ont, and now it is
war indeed. Well within the precincts of Zion
Church the Rev. Mr. Bray has a right, if he thinks
fit, to reasonably and argumentatively combat the
“ domipant” religion. That may De his special
calling, a3 it certainly i3 bis special right, if he
chooses to exercise it. No one conld object to
such a procedure. But Le should do it without in-
sulting us, He should do it without denouncing
Pope and Popery and by telling usthat our priest-
hood are bad and ourselves DLlind, Ie should

in the sphere of courtcous language and with
due respect to those Catholics in Montreal, who
wish tolive at peace with their Protestant neigh-
bours. But the Rev, Mr. Bray pursued another
course. He jibed and slandered and all tho while
said he meant “ no insult.” Gratultously, and un.
called for, he violently assailed the ¢ Romish”
Church; at a time when all was peace, he throws
tbe brand of bigotry and hate among the people,
and he is astonished that we have this manhness
to give him back measure for measure. He pro-
fessed to be surprised that I should call him hard
names, and appeared to expect that I, 35 well as all
{he mere Irish and Catholics of Montreal, should
be taught courtly grace and menner from the
maler of a silly and an offensive pun upon—4 Ne
no, Pio Nonot"

Of course he criticised my reply which appented
in the Tave Wityess. And now [et me inform you
that the Trrs Witssss was printed and published
the very morning that his lecture first appeared,

Y ! s that hiz charge about taklig seven days to give

my answer isa mistake, The writing of my reply
took juet about as many hours. Then atrangely
enough he pessed over the many imperfections of
style which I recognised in my reply when I saw it
In print and found fault with the literary con-
struction of a quotation I made from Macanlay. I
thought all the world had read these beautiful
ossays, but I find I was mistaken. To the admirers
of Macaulay I hand the strictura of the Rev. Mr,
Bray. ‘

Pagan predecescor, Grant tbat the Golden age of
Romsn literature was durlog the A en.
He found Rome & clty of brick and left it one of
marble. Christlanity was then proscribed and the
Christlans were hidiag in the Catacombe. At this
time slavery was prevalent all over the world,
The marts of Sparta, of Athens and of Rome were
full of them, In Athens alone there were forty
thousand slaves to twenty thousand freemen. Was
it the civllization of Pagan Rome that grappled
with the emancipation of those helote of Sparta or
thoso slaves of Rome ? Was it not the early Catho-
lic Church which {rom the commencement daclared
that all men were born free, and that all men should
be equal in presence of the Iaw? Did not Pagan
Rome lay down rules for the perpetual servitude of
the serls, and did not the philosophera of the time
declare that slaves were created by the Gods for the
usn of freemen? Plato and Aristotlo said so, and sll
the Pazan world accepted the philosophy as n wise
provision for the happiness of mankind. The
serfy were treatod a8 things not as persons. Who
was 1t that combatted this evil from the first and re-
cognized the nobility of soul, without distinction to
creed or to class 7 Who but the Catholic Church—
the first emanclipator of the bondsmen. It was
she first recogunized that slavery was a bitter draught,
and strack the shackles from the limbs of serf-
dom, nud elevated man into the dignity and the
glory of afreeman, The Protestant historian so well
kunown for his leaning Guizot admits thisand all the
world acknowledges it. Slaves were freed by the
decrees of ecclesiastical councile, and, as Balmes tells
us, the very azcred oesssls from the aliars woere sold
fo purchars their emancipation. Yes, it was the
Catholic Church that first raised the standard of
{reedom, for all men that {freedom

But time goes on—Coth and Hun, Visigoth and
Ostroguth, brought ruin in their wake, Italy
was overrun ; the # Empire which was to last for
ever” passed away, and Rome fell to rise ag Pagan
Rome—no more. The Vandals of the North, carried
Chaos wherever they went. Attila aod Alaric
destroged nll beforc them. The temples were
ruied, the Iibrmifes were burned, and the magai-
ficent collections of painting and sculpture were
trmnpled upon and broken. The Catholic Church
atood upown the ruins of the civilized world, and out
of Chaos built up the structure to which mankind
owes nearly all, yes, nearly all, the clvilization it
posgesses to-day, Yers, as Samuel Laing, the Scotch
Presbytarian, said :

« The Catholic Church and her establishments were then
the enly asylum inwhich the spirit of freedom and independ-
ence of mind were Jodged, kept alive, and nursed to their
present maturity, and that all that men have, of social, poli-
tical, and religious freedom, may be clearly traced, in the
history of cvery country, to the working and cflorta of the
independent power of the Church of Rome.”

Yes, “Rome did much for civilization” but
Christiau Ilome did far more than Pagan Rome to
advaoce thought and consolidate freedom. Locky
too, who was a non-Catholic, subatantiates Laing,
for he says that the beneficinl works of the early
Church of Rome:

‘s Constituted to gather a movement of philosophy which
has never been paralled or approached in the pagan” world,"”

Yes, it waathe Catholic Church that saved civil-
ization to the world ; or, as Guizot says:

“ Powerfully assisted in forming the character and in
{urthering the development of modern civilization, whose
i able monasteries, with active monks and clergry,
potent at once in the dominion ot intellect and in that of
reality, and whose glory is that the human mind beaten
down by storms tnok refuge in the asylum of Churches
and Monasteries.”

\Who was it then tiat in the dark ages of ruin
and dismay, when the light of learning was put out,
the fire of literature and Inquiry quenched, barbar-
ism triumphant, and civilization destroyed; who
was it but the Catholic Church that rescned the
world from anarchy aod decay ? Let a Protestant
again reply : .

¢t Ifthe Catholic Church had done nothiog more than to
preserve for us, by painful solicitude and uarewarded toil,
the precepts and intellectual treasures of Greece and Rome,
she wouls have been entitled to our everlasting gratitude.
Rut her hicrarchy did not merely preserve these treasures.
“They taught the modern world how to use them, We can
never forget that at leust nine out of every tenof all the

reat colicges and universities in Christendom were founded

y monks or priests, bishops or archbishops. This is true
of the most famous institutions in Prolestant as well as in
Catholic countries. And equally undeniable is the fact,
that the greatest discoveries {n the sciences and in the arts
(with the sole cxception of Sir Isaac Newton) have been
made either by Catholics or by those whao were educated by
them, Our readers know that Copernicus, the author of our
present system of astronomy, lived and died a poor priest, in
an obscure village ; and Gallleo lived nnd died a Cathalic.
The great Kepler, although a Protestant himself, always
acknowledged that he reccived the most valuzble part of his
cducation from the monks and priests, It were ecasy o add
to these itlustrious names many equally renowned, ‘in other
depariments of science, as well as literature and the arts,
iacluding those of stutesmen, orators, historians, poets and
artists,”

O yesz, the Catholic Church was the eaviour of
civilization the emancipator of the world, &he
was so during the first four huadred years of her
existence and she waa so during what i called the
# dark nges." TheRev.Mr. Braycays the Catholic
Church was a “colossus of crims"—that for long
ages her Popes * were guilty of almost every crimu
under heaven,” and that “the immorality of her
priesthood was largely instrumentalin herruin”
He said too - .t the alliance of Church and
State was brought about for “the nggrandise-
ment of the Church aud for the suppression of
liberty.” Y challenge one and all of those issues.
The Church was never so free, the people never so
happy, as when the Popes exercised the temporal
power. Ituly does mot wnow, mor’ never did,
enjoy so much liberty as mhe did during the
days of the Republics of Genoa, Pisa, Lucca,
and Florence. How is it possible that a Church
that has civilized the countries which embraced it,
can Le opposed to liberty, for civilization and
liberty must of necessity go hand'in hand. Let
us look as 8t. Augustinecomiag to England to con-
vert the people. Let us see him baptizing King
Ethelbert who in the fervour of his zeal was anx-
ious to coerce his subjects and force them to adopt
the Christian religion? Who prevented the King
from using extreme measures—who bot Avgustine,
the delegate of Pope Gregory L. Was uat Micheel,
King of the Bulgarians warned not to rorck idola-
tors to becowe Christians by Pope Nicholas I ? Did
not the Council of Toledo, the fourth great
reforming council, enact that ‘'no one should be com-
pelled agaiust their will to become a Chbristian 7
Yes, and this tooat a time when the Church had
unlimited sway, and when its power in Earope was
unquestionable and unquestioned, Whostopped the
crusade whicl was'being preached against the Jewg-—
who but St. Bernard, Can we forget the tonching
letter written by Feanelon, Archbishop of CamUray,
to the son of King James LI, of England, in which
the 1llustrious prelate said :—

¢ Above nil never force your 8subjecls to change their.
religlon, No human powcr can reach the impenetrable
recess of the free will of the heart, Violence can never
persuade men; it seems only to make hypocrites, Grant
civil liberty to all, not in approving cverything as indiffer-
cht, but in tolerating with patience whatever Almighty God
tolerates, and endeavouring to convert men by mild per-
suasions.” :

Do we not remember what Dr. Brownson, who was
at that time a Protestant,—~do we not remember
his thanking God:that thers was a power on eurth—
menning thereby the Temporal Power of the Church
of Rome— that conld stand like a wall of iron agaiast
the tyranay of eatthly sovereigne, No the Catholic
Church has been the friend of civil licerty all over
the earth, Who told the Emperor Theodosius not
to cnter the sacred portals of the Cathedral at Milan
‘because the blood of bis aubjects was on his hands,
who but the intrepid -St.- Ambrose, Archbisliop of
Milan, . Who wrung from King Jobn the Mogaa
Clarta of Britigh liberty, and upon the plains

of Runbymede, maade a relactant monsrch grant

civil lberty and Habeas Corpua to his subjecta—who
but Langton, Archblshop of Canterbury, Was not
European Hberty developed when Catholiciam was
trlumphant? I grant that since the Lutheran
secesaion liberty in Europe has advanced. [ freely
grant that before that secéssion the progress of
liberty may have been somewhat sluggish.” But
what was the cansa? Was not feudalism already

belog destroyed by the Church? Was not the ad-

ministeation of justice moral, mtional, and epuitable,
Were not States becoming Iarger and the grievances
of muncipalities belng ameliorated. I grant that the
organisation of soclety, and civil liberty was
not the sanie in the aixteenth century as
it Is now, but it Is absord t6o com-
pare theliberty of the subject three hundred years
ago with the lberty of the subject to.day, asit
would "be to compare the liberty and wecur-
ity enjoyed in the sizteenth with that enjoyed
In the thirteenth century, The tempomal power of
the Popes was never universal, therefore, they can-
not be ¢ with the slowness of clvilizationand
liberty, outalde their own domain. When Alr,
Bray says that that power was usnrped, he uses not
merely su fnaccaracy, but he uses au avachronism.
The tempors] power of the Popes was the salvation
of Soclety. In Romealone was the Inquisition
never used to put ahuman being to death, while
the rest of Europe was reeking with blood. la
Rome alono did the people enjoy more civil aand
religions libeniy than they did in any pact of the
world, as the spirit of the Catholic Church opposed
to servitade and injustice, brought comfort ta the
afilicted and tlirew the maatle of its protection
orer the persecuted of the exstl, Thither tlewthe
Jews when there was a price upon their heads, and
there, aye, under the sbadow of the temponil
power, under tho guardianship of that dligion,
which they had attempted to destroy ; therein Rome
I rejoice to know—ves, I glory in knowing,—that
there alone was civil liberty secnre, and men—
Jew and (ientile possessed more freedom than they
did In any part of the civilized globe. * Ah, yes,”
sayd the Rev, Mr, Bray, % all very well, X grant there
was a time when the Church was good, but it after-
wards bucomes a ‘colossus of crime,'? The clergy
were for the most part profligate and the eatire re.
cord of the  Romish " Church fer whole centuries
was but the record of “gocinl and palitical crime.”
Sweeping charges and liberally applied. At one
time, he said, “a million swords would have Leen
taken from the scabbard at its call: now only a
few hundred French, and Belgians and Irish would
respoud to her appeal for martial help.” Notso
sir, not 60! Now as then a million of swords would
spring ont of the scabbord at her call for martial
help, if the Futk was assailed. Yes, willions
of Catholics would joyously take their places
in line, nod at o moments call if the
Church or the Faith required it. We might
not all battle for the restoration of the temporal
power, but God forbld that the Poutiff—the nged
and venerable Pontiff, God Lless bim—or his suc.
cessor should find it necessary to call the Catholics
of the world to his standard in defence of the Faith,
It that day ever comes and If the Rev, Mr, Dray
lives to seo it, I promise him that he will sce his.
tory repeat itself and will witness millions of swords
flashing from tho scabbards, millions of Layonets
glittering in the sunshine, and millions of men
ready to march to death with military glee. He
glories in the fall of the Papacy &s a temporal
poser, yes, 8o did its enemles simco the days of
Coruelius to Pius IX. but it stands etill as power-
ful as ever. The auccession never failed, and 200,~
000,000 of faithful subjects give allegiance to ita
decrees. But I must go on, The Rev, Mr. Lray
describes thetrial of skill between Hildebrand and
the King of Germany. But he gace adiffzrent ac-
count of the cause of that contest to what I have becn
in the habit of reading. Protestant histerians too
give n different versiou: of the story. [ read that
Hildebrand was defending thie liberty of the people,
aud opposing the heresy of the king, We kaowon
the nuthority of Voltaire, Wheaton, and Kent, that
the Popes were recognised as & power in Europe, and
had a spiritual right to Interferein the internal affairs
of other nations, IHenry appainteda . ck Pope,
ordered Hildebrand, the elected of the L..dinals and
the cheice of the people, to abdicate, sent his sol-
diers into the Churches and acted the tyrant over

tho defenceless Hildebrand. But with the spiritof a
true pastor,the Pope still held out for the people
until at 1ast the King and "ope met at Canossa, and
tho I'ope challenged the King by the body and blood
ol Chrlst, to swear a3 heswore, that Jie had necer acted
save for the good or the Church and the benesit of the
people,  The conscience-stricken King recoiled
from tle terrible orden), he could not take the oath,
and tho Pope, as champion of the people and de-
fender of the Chuich, trlnumphed over the tyranny
and the despotism of the King. Voltaire, De
Maistre, Dellarmine, and many Protestant writers,
support the Pope,and rejoice that despotism received
so severe & shock us it did at Canosza in the year
of our Lord, 1075. Yes sir, the Popes whom you
bave so much abused have ever been the cham-
pions of liberty in Xurope. 'Thuy rescued it when
the Suracens brought ruin in their wake and upon
the plain of Poictiers the cresent weat down before

the emblem of man's redemption. Was that not
the doings of Gregory IILL nnd Concles Martel? You
say the Church broke marriage vows. Was it
not the mnch abused Popes who preserved the sanc-

fram Henry VIII, of Fngland held on through all
those dark ages to the precept that man skall not
saparate what God has joined, Inflexibily the Popes
have resisted all through bistory, as they resist
now—the immoral teackings of the divorce court,
But says the Rev, Mr. Bruy when the Court left
Rome and went to Avignon, it became the most
w voluptuous” Court in Burepe. Mards words Sir,
very hards words,—and let ns see how-true. The
Papal Court left Rome for Avigoou in 1309, Of
the Popes at Avignon Platina tells us that one of
them Denedict XII, was a good man, * that hs loved
and sought out the good, but repetled the wicked."”
Again St. Peter Thomas of Aquitaine celebrates
the merits of another of the Popes who lived at
Avignon—Clement VI—while Feller exposes the
culumunies of Fleury about the saine Pontitf. Agsin
we find Navosessaying of another of the Avignon,
Popes — John XXI1L that “he carried -great
constancy into his enterprise. His mind was
sound aud sagacious, his heart magnanimous, and
his prudence consummate. He wag known to be
eloquent, sober, frugal, humble and just” Another
of the Avignon Popes—Innocent VI, is said to have
% loved uprightness and justice. Ilis owan life was
upright and his zeal for religion unalterable.”” Ofan-
other, and the last but one of the Avignon Popes—
TUrban V—thet he was®adorned by the finest virtues,
and that his memory was so muoh respected that the
King of France fora long time exempted from
tnxation the place swhere he was born.” And this
is all. Ilere arc all the Popes who were at the
# yoluptuous” court at Avignon. AhDbutthis is not
all. Why dld not the Rev, Mr. Bray tell the con-

THE FREE GRANT DISTRICTS.
To the Editor of the TRuE WITNESS.
Bracesrmss, 20d March, 1877,

The attention of Catholics has been directed to-
wards the Free Grant Lands_in the districts of
Muskoka, Perry Sound and K ippissing by the
various communications published ia the two Catho-
lic papers of Toronto in the course of the winter.
1 can vouch for the correctness of those communi-
cations., Mr.Edward Handy who bas wiitten most
of them over his own signature has rend_ored. good
service tothe cause of Catholic immigration by
entering into the minutest details, the information
which he gives is of great value, he has for five
vears been engaged at intervals in these districts,
and the dnties he had to fulfil made him familiar
with tho country atound Bracebridge, Parry Sound,
ou the Magaetawan River and the South of Lake
Nippissing, as far as the Mattawa River. He has
availed himself of thc opportunitics he bad to see
Jor himself the progress made by settlers in clear-
ing their land and raising their crops. I refer in-
tending sottlers to Mr. Handy's letters, they will
Anod in them every information they require.

I have myself visited thirty-four Townships in
the Free Grant Districts during this winter since
sleighing commenced, I have scon and conversed
with most of our Catholic settlers. I have cnquir-
ed of them about their life in tho bush their pros-
peets and their drawbacks and Iam fully convinced
that many more of our people would do well if they
tried their fortunes in Muekoka. Amongst many
persons o wrong impression prevails concerning
the Free Grant Districts they seem to have heard
only of the disadvantages of this Territory they
imagine {that Muskoks is & wreiched Country
.(uite nofit for a human being to livein. I have
shared in such prejudices, until I saw for myself
and now my opinion of Muskoka has completoly
changed. I am convinced that any man who
undergiands farming who i8 willing (o work and who
ia of soder Aabits has good prospects before kim in
1his part of the Country. New comers should have
some means to Legin with, & man who comes
nenniless can hardly succeed, the first year he can-
not raiso much except potatocs, but the gecond
sammer if has a little means and has been sufficient-
1y industrious he can raise wheat and everything

else necessary to support bis family, every kind of
orop grows here, wheaf, corp, oats, peas, hay,
potatoes, turnips, &c.,, &c. This Country has been
opened for settlement only & few ycars, in many
paris you already sce cxtensive cloarings; large
barns, and commodious houses, last year many
crops failed in tho front, they also falled in some
parts of Musloka, still in several townships here,
amongst others, Bruncl and Parry, crops yielded
well, wheat from 25 to 30 bushels to the acre, oats
40 bushels to the ncre, batley and poeas 30 burhels,
nay one and a halito two toos, potatoes and tur-
nips any quantity frow 300 and 400 bushels and
sven more, I admit that the townsbips of Muskoka
:ouching on the old scttled counties present not an
~nticing appearance, that portion of the country is
socky and mosily unfit for settlement, 1 can only
say that those townships should not be chosen, I
Jo not care how far back a settler goes, only let
him take good land, and good land is to be found
in abundance ; by all the information I have been
able to gather from the settlers themselves—and
<hey should be good judges—from the lumbermen
from those who have visited the country, from the
surveyors or as you read from the reports embodied
in the general repart of the commissioners of Crown
Lands, most of the townships on the Magnetawan
hiver and further north to Lako Nippissing, contain
From 50 to 80 per cent of good agricultural land,
sol], santly loam: and in most cases heavy clay [oam,
'The townslips specially adapted for farming pur-
poses aud which so for are only partially eettled,
are, Parry, Armour, Strong, Machar, Gurd, Nippis-
sing, Pringle and Paiterson, you reach Parry nnd
Armour by way of Bracebridge and HuntsviHe, and
ihe othor townships by the Nippissing road. Xvery
nead of a family having children under 18 years of
azo can obtain gratis, 200 acres, with the privilege
to purchasc amother hundred mcres at fifty cents
per acre, any youlg man or young woman 18 years
of age is entitled to 100 acres gratis,on the condi-
tion that the eettlement duties are fulfilled. Those
Jduties are to clear 15 acres on cach graut in 5 yoors
and to build a suitable house at lenst 16x20 feot in
size, 'Therc are plenty of farmers in old settled
sounties whose farms are too small to be divided
amongst their children, these are the people who
would have o good chance in the Free Grants, it is
those farmers and their sons whom I would like to
ste coming here rather than to see them going lo
the States, far away from their frlends, where too
often they are exposed to the temptation of neglect«
ing their religions duties, and sometimes to lose
their Faith altogether. Ido not say that other,
parties bave not & good chance here, indeed . somo
have succeeded very well, but still ‘for reasons that
every one will understand, their prospects are net
g0 bright, Life in the bush—especially in the be-
ginning—js very hard, but with energy and pefse-
verance, any man will econ clear enough of land
and in & short time will become comfortable, I
know hends of families who lave.secured eight
hundred, others, one thousand acres, for themsdlves
and children in the Free, Grants, everything they.
can sell, hay, wheat, péas 'potatoes, meat, &o.; Lol
. bring a good cash prica fron'the lumbermén!: Last
‘December the manager, of an'' extensive” saw: mill
told me that during the ‘previoas three months and
a half, he bad . purchnsed 'from the settlers eight
" thousand ‘dollars worth of provisions. -
. The Freo Grants are easily reached; The North-
ern Railway already runsinto ‘thé district. During:
“¢he summer months we have steamboat accommo-
dation. Three steamers have run for soveral years
on Lakes Muskoka, Ronsseau and Josoph ; a stcam-

on Ma: Fairy, Penlusnla, and Vernon Lakes.
Good rg&a ate oinned in cvery direction, the Gov-
ernment of Ontario spends every year large sums
of money to open out communications, mail ser-
vices, with post-offices established at con-
venient places, At no distant - period lines of rail-
way will ran across the Free Grants from Toronto
to Lake Nipissing, and from Montreal and Ottawa
to the Georgisn Bay. Fever and ague are not
known here, Suow never too deep, this winter not
more than eighteen iaches; saw and grist mills
are springing up in every direction.

" A8 settlers arc going in very rapidly every yoar
—during the ‘year 1876 some 1,500 or 2,000 must
have taken up land here—]I would advise thosc of
our Catholics who intend to immigrate to do go at
once. No time i to be loat; if they come now
they will have the bencfit of ' sleighing. They
should not on auy account delay any longer than
the beginning of May, enow will have completely
disappeared from the woods. Thoy must not wait
until a township is given out for location; if they
do so, they will como toolate. Most of the seltlers
are squatters ; they bave nothing to fear from the
Government, provided & man can show that he has
gettled on a lot and ihat he has cleaved so many
acres, he has nothing to fear. I havae not yet
heard of a single person dealt harshly with by the
Government.

In order not to expose myself toblame, I do not
recommend anybody to settle on any lot or series
of lots in particular; let tho intending settler first
come to see for himself, the distance is short and
travelling expenses light; better still, let ten,
twenty, or thirty intcnding settlers commission
three or four of their number, whose travelling ex-
pecses they will all help to defray, to comc and see
the country and select a good tract, and if the re-
port is favourable, let the others comeat once and
locate on any lot which suits them, and commence
making improvements, they can safely take any lot
not already occupied. Some parties adopt another
plan, as good land is undoubtedly to be found, they
take advantage of sleighing to bring in their
families, their farniture, and whatever they have.
They atay in some bouse, orin a shanty, which
they build in a short time, in order to be ready to
select their land when the snow disappears.
Generally speaking we have good sleighing until
the end of March.

Now to come to an important consideration for
Catholic people, and for me in particular, I make
arrangements to impart regularly the consolations
of religion to our Catholic settlers. I have come
myself to reside in Braccbridge, where Mass bas
been said every Sunday—one excepted—since the
beginning of September last. The village already
numbers one thousand souls, and is the most im-
portant in this uew district, belng only eleven
miles distant from Gravenhurst, the actual ter-
minus of the Northern Railrond, Bracebridge is
destined to take large proportions, it is central and
easy of access. Dlost probably this village will be
my principal place of residence for soms time to
come ; it will be easy for me to give due attention
to the other Catholic settlements, and to vist them
occasionally. It is my intention to send priests to
visit more frequently the Catholics, and to appoint
resident clergymen at the priocipal seitlements,
and to sncceed more effectually I would urge our
intending Catholic immigrants, as far as practic-
able, it will then be more essy to give to them that
care which they expect from us. My plan is to
build a8 chorch wherever there are twenty families
scttled together, and to give to them Mass as re-
guiarly as possible, When any of our people pass
through Bracebridge, or any place where a priest
resides, I would request them to call on uz. We
are always glad to see our people,-to become ac-
quainted with them, and to know where they in-
:?lnd to live, that we may be ahls to go and see

"fmnxai-iFor' wood, prune in the winter; for
fruit, prune in the summer—not too much. Keep
trees from star gcraping, and spread them out.,

A person who has had experience in faitening
swine on barley says that it makes the most ex-
cellent pork ; that it is not oily, not quite so firm
asthat made from corn, but has a milder, pleasanter

flavor.

Ayrsuie Cows.—The report of the Ayrshire
Agricultural Association gives the following points
as the standing superlority io Ayrshire dairy cows :
—-Héad short, forehead wide, nose five between the
muzzle moderately large, eyes full and lively, horns
wide set op, inclining upward and curving slightly
jnward, Neck long aund straight from the head to
the top of the shoulder, free from loose £kin on the
under side, fine at its junction with the head and
the muscles symmetrically enlarging toward the
shoulders. Shoulders thin at the top, brisket ligkt
the whole forequarters thin in frout, and gradually
jncreasing in depth and width backward, Back
short and straight, spine well defined, especially at
the shoulder, the short ribs arched, the body deep

at the fianks and milk veins well developed, Pel-
vis long, broad and straight, hqck bones (illium)
wide apart and not much overlaid with fat, thighs
deep and broad, tail long and slender, and set on
level with the back, Milk vessels capacious and
extending well forward, hinder part broad and
firmly attached to the body, thesoleor under sur-
face nearly level, the teats from twa to two and a
half inches in lemgth, equal in thickness, and hang-
iug perpendicularly ; their distance apart at the
sides should beequal toabout oue-thirdof the length
of the vessel, and across to about one-half of tho
breadtb., Legs short, the bones fine and the joints
firm. Skin soft and elastic, and covered with close,
woolly hair. The colors preferred are brown, or
brown and white, the colors being distinctly de-
fined. Great value is attached to the above form
and poiots by the dairy farmer, and he quickly
takes them in when effecting r purchase, so that a
mistake is rarely made.

Green Maxoming —To the men who raise their
own clover seed, and some to sell, it is not neces-
sary to give much advice in regard to the quality
or kind of seed, but there are many farmers that
cannot grow the clover seed they wish to use with
any profit, and they must buy, and ask ques-
tions, which will be best answered by a public let-
ter. First, which kind of red clover, largc or small, is
best? The answer is, in climates that are warm
coough and Kaving summers long enough to raise
two crops in one aeason, the small, or as sometimes
called, the medium, is best. In placesthat are too
cold,and the summers too short for two crops, the
large is best. Two crops of the medium are worth
more than one crop of the large; but one crop of
the large is worth more than one crop of the small
for manuring the land. The large sends its roots
deeper into the soil, and the roots as well as the
tops are larger than thoso of the medium. For hay
some farmers like the large, as it is in condition to
cut at the enme time that timothy is in condition.
But other farmers prefer the medium for bay, as the
stalks are finer and therefore more perfectly eaten
by farm stock, leaving less ‘ot ts,’ These men
reason that thouzh the timothy grass should always
bs grown with either kind of clover, whether for
hay or pasture, may not be folly grown when the
medium clover is in bloom and at its best estate
for hay, yet it will make excellent food—much
batter than fully ripened timothy. To thisopinion
I.eubgeribe, and being so situated that two crops
of the medium clover can. be fully matured ina
sengon, we have abandoned the sowing the seed of
tho large entirely. So have nearly all our neigh-
bors who live-along the 43td parallel of latitude,
and not more thun 1,000 or 1,200 feet above the
level of the sea. In seeding down land intended
entirely for pasture, o mistute of the two kinds of
geed is well, The medium will start sconest in
spring, and spring up from the roots more rapidly,
ag the stock feeds the tops off. Thelarge will come
later, and thus help keep up o constant growth of
fresh feed.- Combining with both varieties of
clover timothy and orchard grass, pastures may be
made to bear a dense mass of food for stock, and if
gypsum (plaster) is freely used in the spring, scon
after the grasses start, not ouly will the growth be
rapid, but as the red clover dies out after tho third
year, whito clover and the blue grass will have
somehot, taken possession of the land. Where the
g2eds of the white clover and finer grasses that are
suro to get into our lands come from, who can tell ?
Farmers who do not raise their own seed should
use great care fin selectinyg when they purchase.
Dy lack of care many bad weeds |bave been intro-
duced and much injury done. A dollar a bushel
will sometimes be asked by the merchant that sells
sceds, for that which is entirely pure and clean,

ore than is asked for another sample that has a
fow seeds mixed among the clover that neither
seller or Luyer, perhaps, cun call by their true name,
Glve the extrn dollar and take no rigk asto the un-
known enemy. Ifa novice will but wet a finger
and thrust it into the mass of see ], he will, on with-
drawing it, find it completely covercd, and if they
are oll lover seuds he will be justified in examin-
ing stlll further, and a little care will enable
auy person to determine if the sced is pure.
The time to sow ted clover sced is about the time
of the frost leaving the ground in spring. From
the middle of March until the mwildle f April are
generally the best thirty daysin which to sow clover
seed on winter wheat. In case wheat was sown in
a drill, it will be easy for the sower to follow the
drill marks, and thus_saves flags being set up to
guide, Or if there should happen to be a ]_1ght
covering of snow on the ground be can be guided
by his own tracks. Care and skill are called for
in sowing the seeds, and a time when there is but
very little wind blowing will be improved by thc
experienced sower. The best “catch and most
successfully seeding with us Las been when the
front was out of the top of the ground but not
underneath. In such a condition, -In such a con-
dition the seeds falls on the earth that will be very
mellow aud generally quite moist, and this is to
be moved more or less by the goiog out of the
ground of the remaining frost, Seed so.sown will
_fallinto-crevices and become slight!y. covered and
be-very sure to-grow. In this condition the sower
often finds that mud will form on his boots and
walking become somewhat laborious, but if he wilf
go through with his task he will quite certainly be

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CITY ITEMS.

1t is stated that Ald. McCambridge is about to
resign his seat in the Council for St. Ann’s Ward.

Detective Fahey has returned to New York, and
bas received information that Macduff, the abscond-
ing clerk of the lumber firm of Gilmour & Co., is
gccreted there.

Information reccived here states tbat the lumber
prospects during the summer will not be equal to
iormer years. Owing to the want of snow, logs could
not be conyeyed to the creeks and rivers.

A petition for the removal of the Hochelaga
postmaster has been extepsively signed by the
residents of that place, who bave taken this ac.
tion owing to the loss of their letters through his
neglect.

Every Thursday tho members of the Board of Out-
door Relief assemble to examine the numerous ap-
plicants who present themselves for rclief. The
averrge number who thus apply is 500, each one of
whoin represents a family.

The appointments of committces for the ensuing
term in the City Council has caused considerable ill-
jecling among the French members, who cousider
that they have not been fairly represented oan the
various committees.

At a meeting of the sharcholders of the mam-
moth Windsor Hotel on Saturday, after it was
decided to break the agreement with Mr, Fulton,
the lessee first chosen, the financial condition of
the company was discussed. It was decided to
raisc £300,000 on a rorigage to complete thebuild-
ing.

Michae! Norman, Henry Hynes, and Richard
¢’raven, three notorions offenders, found guilty of
breaking into Hon, John Young's stables, and steal-
ing therefrom a et of harness and three buffalo
robes, wer sentenced to the St, Vincent dee Paul
Penitentiary for three years.

Ar. Bolckow, M.I., for Yorkshire, England, has
:aken suit in the Superior Court, Montreal, against
the South-eastern Countics Railway Company and
Hon, A. B. Foster, for the recovery of $1,000,000 for
arrears in debentares, and demanding the sale of the
road,

A scene occurred in the Superior Court last week,
When a case was called Judge Johnson found some
of the records missing. A dead lock ensued, the
Judge remarking that such a state of things would
not be tolerated in any other country ; but in this
Province 1ecords were taken away and not returned
wheu wanted.

Mz, Olivier Fortin, bailiff of Ste. Therese, captur-
«d on Friday an escaped convict from the St. Vin.
cent de Paul Penitentiary named Raphacl Prevost.
In August of 1875, Prevost, with two other prisoners
tied the guard and robbed him of $5 and his car.
dine, and then cecaped. One of the three, named St.
Germain, was captured about four months ago, and
the other fellow is suppcted to be in gaol in the
United States.

The deaths from small-pox from the 14th of
January to March the 2rd, exclusive of city hospi-
tals, were 163. Of thesc 15 were vaccinated, 57
were unknown and doubtftl, and 101 unvaccinated,
Twenty-seven refzsed vaccination from the public
vaccinators. No death from this diseaso has taken
place where vaccination has been made by the
public vaccinators, nor has any one died who bad
teen re-vaccinated.

The proposed Longueil-Isle Lionde bridge is again
being brought forward by the promoters of the
scheme. The proposed bridge will extead from
the Longueil shore to the south-eastern point of
St. Helen's Island, some 2,800 feet; thetice fa a
straight line north-east to the channel dividing
St. Helen's from Isle Ronde, A large steamer
will connect with the bridge at Isle Ronde and
~onvey cars to the city.

At tke Board of Health mecting last week it was
recommended that forms of death certificates be
distributed among medical men in order
that they be able to report regularly to the Health
department. Out of thirtcen cases of small-pox
anly six were reported by the physicians attending
the patients, Severnl medical men positively re-
fuse to furnish any certificates on the ground that
they would act against their paticnts’ wishes., Dr.
Hingston stated in regmid to the 16 deaths from
diphtheria, that many cases werc reported as such
when only a ceverc sore throat existed, and that
the accounts given of the prevalence of diphtheria
were exaggerated, ’

Irisn Catroric Usion.—Mr. John Street, jeweller,
of St. James street, has now on exhibition a chain
~f most exquisite finish and clegant desigo, fur the
President of this Society. The chain proper is
~omposed of a number of medallions joined by
<halus, the whole being ot tho finest gold. 'There
are four desigps, the first being the harp, surround-
vd by a wreath ot shamrocks; the sccond bears a
representation of clasped hands, emblematic of
anity ; and the third, the old Irish tower, with
the Irish wolf-hound at the base, also surrounded
Ly a wrinth of skamrocks. These designs of each
part are continued in rotation, until the end of the
chain. The pendant which is of magnificent work-
manship, has the legendary harp of Irelaund in the
centre, surrounded by a wreath of shamrocks, and

"hearing nbove the harp the name of the organiz-
ation—* Irish Catholic Union;” and below, the
motto which they have adopted—*f Gentle when
stroked, fierce when proveked” The chain, which
weighs over two pounds, is on exhibition at Mr
Streets’s, worth seeing, and reflects great credit on
the manufacturer.
