The second public Session was beld on the 25tk
ult.  The sermon was preached by 1lis T.ord_ship the
Bishop of Killala. We make the following ex-
fracls :—

Weknow
by fatal experience into what « labyvinth of ervors
the want of faith bas drawn and implicated, not only
Pagan philesaphy, but also aur dissenting In'ell_lren,
and, indeed, all those who, from ll‘ua days ol the
Apostles down to the present, following their proud,
deceptive hwman reason as their guide, h:n'!: _r(':fusud
to subject their necks to the sweet yoke of faith.—
Woere [ to recite a catalogue of the mere names ol
all the heresies and seets which have hitherto infestud
the Chureh of Christ, I should weary you indeed.
ANl of them, diflering as nuch frowm exch other as
they do from the oue truz Catholic Clurely, are
upited in one point ouly, and that is, in opposition to
the Catholie Chureh, just as allerrors are opposed to
truth; cud the Catholic Clureh is opposed to all he-

resivs and secis, just as truth s opposed to all er- ‘

rors.  ‘Phis wonderful diserepaney of jarring secis
and of conflictinr doctrines is the necessary resull of
the sort of rule of feith which these sectaries adopt
as their guide in matters of religion. Their rile of
faith is the Seripture interpreted by private judg-
ment.  Now, let us see 1o what consequences such
a prineiple must fead  Tiest, in ovder tat dhis priu-
ciple would be a saleand true guide fo follow in i~
ters of faith, it <hould Le necessary that the reason
of each individual, 7.e., lis private judginent, shouid

be clear enouzh to comprehend the meuning of every |

text of Seripture from Genesis to Revelation,  But
isit so? Tn thefirst place, what will become of that
unfortunate large cluss of ignorant persons in Ing-
land, Treland, and Scotland, and throughout the
world, who ean neither read ror write? liow can
the Rible, interpreted by private judgment, be a
rale of faith to them, whereas they cannot read a
single word of it? And how many of these, even
who can reat a little, scareely understand the meaa-
ing of one-sixth of the words which they read 2 The
Bible therefore interpreted by private judgment could
never have been infended by our merciful Redeemer
to be a rule of faith for ail. Secondly—In crder,
&o.. it shontd be necessary that the Scriptures should
be clear, so as that all who can read them can un-
derstand them by their private judgment.  But are
they so clear?  "The Seripture itselfl tells us not.—
St. Deter in his second  Epistle, eap. 8, ver. 16,
speaking of the Epistles of St. Paul, says of them
that ¢ in them ave certain things hard to be under-
stood, which the uplearned and uestable wrest, as
they do also the other Seriptures, to their own de-
straction.  The inspired  Apostle, St. Deter, the
Prince of the Apostles, the liead of the Church, the
Vicar of Christ, the rock on which Clirist built Llis

Church, assuves us that the Seriptures are not eleay, |
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but hard to be understood, and that the unlearned
and unstable wrest their meaning to their own de-
struction 5 and why 7 T'he same Apostle ftells us
why, and the reason is because they interpret the
Scriptures by private veason in private judgment, a
mode of interpretation expressly condemned and pro-
hibited by him, as we vead in the same epistle, i,
20, where he says—* Understanding this livst, that
no prophecy of Seripture is made by private inter-
pretation.”  Besides, any person conversant with
Scripture will see at a glance that no writings are
mowe abseure in wmany parts than the Scriplures, es-
pecially the prophetic portions of them, the Apoca-
Iypse, and other portions of them ; so that it is not
ouly the untearned, but they who in their own eyes
suppose themselves to be very learned, unluss they
are guided in their interpretation of them by the in-
faltible authority of the Church, are soon beguiled
by the glimmer of their delusive reason inte mazes of
error and contradiction.  Witness the late and pre-
sent edifying disputes in the Anglican Establishment,
the Gorham case regarding baptism, sowe with Gor-
ham maintaining that it {baptism) is not necessary
for salvation—others, cven some called Bishops,
maintaining its necessity, and the Queen in Council,
the she head of the Anglican Establishment, leaving
the controversy undecided, but promoting CGorbam.
in the meantine 10 a rich benefice.  Witness again
the dispute in parlianent, some years ago, about the
indissolubility of marriage—the then so called Arch-
bishop of '[uam, witli others, maintaining its indis-
solubility, and the parliamentary Archbishop of Can-
terbury, with others, maintaining the opposite opi-
nion of ils dissolubility, and hoth, notwithstauding
this open and public contradiction of opinisn and of
dactrine, not ouly tolerated as Bishops, and teachers,
and Doctors of the Protestant Chureh, but highly
rewarded with thousands and tens of thousands of
pounds yearly for their scandalous teachings of error
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and of heretical doctrines; for, ifl the Avehbishop of
Tuam was right, as be chanced to be, upon this
point of doctrine, it is evident that the Archbishop
of Canterbury, who held the opposite apinions, must
have been wrong, and must have taught herelical
doctrine; and yet all these learned disputants on
these all-important and vital points of doctrine quoted
Scripture, and the very sell-same texts of Scripture,
for their respective and conllicting opinions.  How,
then, can they say that the Seriptores are so clear
that every one can wlerstand them by the aid of his
freason, or by private judgmenl, when we see  these
dignitavies of w parfiamentary Church, learned in
their own eyes, deducing such opposite and coullict-
fng doctrines from the same texts af Seriptuve?—
i Must not swe say of them, in the language of St.
'Panl, « That, professing themselves to be wise, they
i become fools.””  And this must eontinue to be so as
L fonn as they refuse to submit their necls to the sweet
tyolee of faith—aslong as they refuse to he guided by
tthe nfullible authority of the Church, the pillar and
Pthe ground of trath (1st Timathy, iii., 5). against
iwhich the eates of Tlell shali never prevail—uwhicl
talways lad, and will have 1o 1he end of the world,
the lloly Ghost assisting her in her tenchings, as we
are asswred by the promises of Owr Redecmer Tesus

wind of doetrine, because they have no principle of

faith at all in the canonicity and mspiration of the
Seriplures ; because, to make an act of Divine faith,
without which “itis impossible to please God,” it
is necessary to give the full, unhesitating assent of the
mind ta the object of the act of faith—i.e.,to the truth
to he believed. Butno Protestant ean give unhesitat-
iny ascent (o the canenicity and inspiration of the
Seriptures, because he admils no infallible authority
—he is not infallible himsell, nor is his Church, as
he freely admits; if, then, the canounicity of the
Seriptures be nroposed to his belizf, according to
bis principle, be cannot be sure whether the trausla-
tien of them into the vernaenlar language, which s
put into his hands by the Ministers of lus Churel, is
correet and conlormable to the original text and ac-
curately conveys its meanings, because he believes
bis Church to be fallible. e must, therefore, to
satisfy himself of the aecuracy of the translation,
begin bis inquiry by comparing the translation with
the original, and to do this he must have a thorough

ro-Chaldaie, and of Latin. Ilaw few, il any, Pro-
testants have a perlect knowledge of these languages?
"o acquire it would occupy the greater portion ol
one’s life, and to institsle a comparison hetween all
the books of the Iinglish translation of the Bible,
and the sane books written in the original languages,
would necupy the remaing portion of his life, how-
ever lony it may be, and during all this time lis

Now
this want of certainty is incompatible with an act of
Divine faith, which requires an unhesitating full as-
sent of the mind to the object of the act of faith, ov
to the doctrine proposed to be believed, consequently
he can make no act of faith in the canonicity of the
Scriptures placed in lis hands ; and if this be true of
the learned Protestant, who is master of Latin,
Greek, Hebrew, Syriae, Syro-Chaldaic, by a much
stronger reason itis true of the illiterate, and of
those who are merely able to spell or read imper-
feetly, Naw, if be cannot make an act of [aith in
the canonicity of the Scriptures, because be must,
according to his principles, be always in doubt about
their canonicity, much less can lie tnake an act of
faith in any ane doctrine which lie wants to prove by
any texts of Scripture, for, in the first place, he
must be in doubt whether the texts of Scripture by
which he desires to prove any doclrine is the Word
of God atall; and, in the next place, he must be in
doubt whether the tests of Scripture in question
prove to a certainty the doctrine he maiutains by
them ; for, as he and his Church are both fallible, he
can never be surce that he wnderstands them in their
right meaning, particularly as he sees that others
equally learned as himself, or perhaps more learncd,
deduce from these texts of Scripture a doctrine dil-
{erent and sometimes quitc opposed to the doctrine
which he deduces from them, e must, therefore,
be afraid that hie may be wreng in his interpretation
ol them, and wust therefore be in doubt about their
meaning, and consequently cannot make an act of
faith in the doctrine which he maintains by them, for,
as I have oflen said, an act of faith excludes all

26 v.:— For il we sin wilfully, alter having
the knowledge of the truth, there'is now feft no sa-
erifice for sins, but a certain dreadful expectation of
julgment and the rage of a fire which shall cousume
the adversaries.”  Preserve then with all possible
care this precious gem of faith, @ without which it is
impossible to please God.”  But our fuith, in order
to be acceplable to God, must have certain qualities
which T will briefly sketeh.  Ist—Tt must be simple
and humble, 2. e., we must believe the traths of reli-
wion, without being over curious to fatbom their depth
—we must believe themn on the authority of God re-
vealing them, and of the Church proposing them to
our belicf, as having been revealed by God. Our
duty is to learn from the Church the traths which
(God has revealed, and then firmly to believe them on
(he anthority of God, who cannot be deceived him-
self, as Iis knowledge is infinite, and cannot deceive
us, becauvse He is truth itself, and detests every lie
and wilful lalschood. We know that God compre-
hends thousands of truths, which soar alolt far above
our comprehension, but nothing could be more un-
reasonable than to deny these truths when revealed
by God, merely because we cannot comprehend
them 3 this would be setting up our own feeble judg-
ment against the illimitable judgment of God, and
preferring the glimmering rushlight of our _deceptn'_e
human reason to the dazzling eflulgence of the lumi-
nary of Heaven. It would be the height of intole-
rable pride and of the most stupid folly—nay, _it
would be blasphemy of the most execrable kind-—it
is tantamount to language of this sort:—You, my
God, have assured us by revelation that you are one
in substance and three persons, but I do not and eon-
not comprehend this by my reason, therefore I be-
lieve you are not telling me the truth, and I believe
my own veason in preference to your omniscient in-
tellect. 'What blasphemy ! what folly ! what diabo-
lical Luciferian pride !

Taith is like the pillae of cloud whicl
“cnmluc(u(l the Isvaclites through the desert; it was
the pillar of cloud by day to protect them from the
scorehing vays of tie s, and a pitlar of fire by night
to guide their steps in the darkness, and to prevent
them {rom wandering away from the rvight path
which Yed them to the Land of Dromise. So it iy
with faith; when things appear to owr senses, theu
we do uot want faith, just as the Israclites fu the de-
sert did not require by day the pillar ol fire for their
guidanee, but when the darkness and obscurity of
supernatural truths and mysteries overtake us, then
Ll is that there is room and need for the exercise of
faith, which then, like a pillar of fire, conducts us
safely ‘through the niazes and perplesities of doctrines
and spinions, {ree from all ervor and deception, to
the true land of promise.  Seeondly, owr faith must
be active and working, exemplary and edifying; it
must not be a mere ddle speculative faith by whieh
we believe the truths of religion, but neglect to prac-
tice the virtues which faith commands ; faith of that
sort is wot practical, and il not practieal itis dead.
Llear the Apostle Bt James, speaking of faith of
that sort—(2 ., Id, et cetera) :—¢ What shall it
profit, my brethren, il a2 man say be hath faith, but
hath no works 3 shall faith be able to save him? No;
for evenas the bedy without the spirit is dead, so
also faith without works is dead.”  Anl what shail
it profit you, i you believe that Christ instituted the
Sacraments to mipart grace and spiritual life to your
soul, aud that Te and the Chureh command you to
veceive them? What doth it prolit a rich man to
believe that God connmands Lim 1o pive alms to the
poor, if he neglect to do the good work? What doth
it profit the voluptuary if he believe (hat there is a
Grad, and yet leads such a fife of Tuxury and sensua-
lity as il there were no God? ¢ I'hou believest,”
says Saint James,  that there isonc God : thon dost
well,  ‘Dhe devils also believe and tremble.”  What
dathi it profit you to believe in your heart all the
truts of the Catholie religion, if you are afraitd vr
ashamed to avow and profess them openly ?¥—¢ for
with the beart we believe unto justice, but with the
mouth confession is made uwnto salvation.”—(Rowm.,
10 ¢. 10 v.) 'T'o refuse to believe the traths of re-
ligion would be one of {he greatest misfurtunes, but
1o helieve these trutlis, and yet to live in such a way
as if ene did not believe them, is one of the greatest
of erimes—nay, the very greatest of all sins. Tl
best means of preserving the precious gift of faith is
fervent and assiduous prayer and frequent meditation
on its inestimable value—on the deplorable conduct
of those who have the misfortune of being born in
error, and brought up in heresy or infidelity. Ob!
we can never sufliciently be graleful to God for hav-
ing endowed ws with Ilis heavenly. gift. Let us beg
of Him wilh all the ardor of our souls to preserve to
us this theological virtue, « 'Fhe beginning of salva-
tion, the foundation and the root of all justilication.”
O God, we beseech T'hee not to inflict on our nation
that dreadful punishment, that awful and terrible
chastiment with which Thou hast ‘Thy wrath visited
those neighboring sister islands a few centuries ago.
Before then they professed the true faith inall its
purity and brilliancy, but sincz then to the present
time they have become a frightful abyss, a bottomless
pit, whence arise in the greatest abundance the thick-
est, the darkest, aud (ke mosi pernicious, vapors of
sehism, of error, of impiety, of heresy, of libertinisin,
and of licentiolsness, and an almost countless num-
ber of sects, baving no faith or religion but such as
may be dietated to each individual by his own caprice
—those nations bave enjoyed great iwealth, great.
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" power, great temporal prosperity, whilst Treland was
and is the victim of adversity, of wrong, and of con-
tinuous and protracted persecution for conscience
sake. These and other calamities with which Pro-
vidence was pleased lo try our faith we have borne
with patience, and, I trust, with resignation (o the
Divine will ; andif it be necessary for our further
trial and chastiment, we are willing to suller a new
ardeal of persecution and temporal calamities; but,
O God, preserve for us our faith as ‘I'hou hast hitherto
done—do not lop us off as useless branches from the

. olive tree of the Churcl on wlich we have been en-
grafted by fith ; take not away from us your vine-
yard to give it to other lusbandmen; increase, cali-
ven, and strengthen our faith, that through it we may
wmerit to ¢ see face to face’” on the great day of
eternity, what we now can only ¢ see through a glass
in a dark manner.”—(1 Cor., xiii.c. 12v.) Amen,

TACTICS OF THE ALLIES IN THE
BALTIC.
(From the Nalion.)

The Turks having, like fine, straightforward fel-

lows, as they are, got their share of the fighting
done, and it having been found quite impossible fo
entice Austria and Sweden into the melée yet awlhile,
the Allies have been compelled at length to try and
do something on their own account. Their first suc-
cesslul achievement accordingly—the first victory
ever won by the joint prowess of French and Ting-
lish—nas been the capture of the fortress of Bowar-
sund, and the liberation of the Aland Archipelago
from Bussiaa sway. It would have been difficult to
inaugurate the vaunted co-operation of the two na-
tious by a less brilliant affair than this canture ap-
pears to have been. Some batteries were dismount-
ed ; two forls or towers, containing some 120 men
each, were laken, one by an Lnglish, the other by a
French force : Bomarsund itself was cannonaded ;
the Russians made a gallant but unsuccessful sortie
—and there tbe conlest ended. At least, these are
ull the details which had arrived at the moment when
we write, though possibly further particulars way be
received before we go to press. This much is cer-
fain, that a fortressand harbor of great strength,
victualled for two years, and sufficiently garrisoned
10 make a long and vigorous resistance, has capitu-
lated, after o much less struggle than some of the
detached forts and obscure fishing towns on the I'in-
nish coast. Either the Russians do not possess that
talent and obstinacy in the defence of fortified places
which is evineed by the Turks, or they have been
cowed by the ill successes of their countrymen in the
South. The importance to the Allies of the posses-
sion of Bomarsund, and the Aland isles generally, s
very great. But so faciie a capture can reflect but
little lustre on the Allies, that now, for the first time
in their history, seek to win laurelsin common.—
Even as a tub to the whale of public opirton, discon-
tented at the long inaction of the vaunting and impe-
tuous Charley Napier, so trilling a success as this
will fail of its impression.

It was time, indeed, o do something, for the
year is slipping swiftly by, while fleets and fortresses
bite their thumbs at each ather. Whintering in the
inhospitable Baltic will be a dreary business at best
{or the Allied fleets, but it would be next to impos-
sible if they did not meantime secure some strong-
hold where tliey can establish themselves for the win-
ter. TFrozen seas afford extraordinary facilities for
the aggression of land forces on ice-bound fleets;
and if the Alids are not wary, the winter may see
the tables turned, and the Czar the aggressor. It
might prove by no means a diflicult feat to burn the
greater part of the French and English fleets, if the
land near their destined places of refuge for the win-
ter, were not likewise occupied by the Allies. So
far, the Aland isles are an acquisition—and as the
next step to making the Baltic safe for the winter, an
attack on Riga is talked of ; which, if it succeed,
will be still more valuable than the captare of Io-
marsund. It is to be hoped, too, that the place will
be a little more gallantly defended, so that a scin-
tilla of real lustre may be reflected on the conquer-
ors. The loss of so important a commercial empo-
rium as Riga would be decply felt by the Russians—
while it would afford great facilities to the Allies to-
wards getting a footing in the neighborhood where,
if they really meditate a decisive blow against the
Russian power, it is most important for them (o es-
tablish themselves. ‘ o

This we suppose to be the reason that Louis Na-
palean has taken such interest in the Baltic expedi-
tion, and holds out hopes to the troops of being ul-
timately commanded by bimself in person. A French
arny once, by the aid of English flects and the loan

_of Linglish transports, Jocated in the vicinity of Po-
- land, will not be in a hurry to leave it. A word
" from the French Emperor will at any time raise the
whole of Poland. Though nobody else seems in
earnest in the war, we suppose the French Emperor
to be so, or he would never have éntered.into it,and
dragged the Lnglish after him. What his ultimate
designs may be, we know not—nobody knows. But
if his mission be, as he thinks it is, to carry out his
uncle’s plans, redeem his errors, and avenge his de-
feats, there is no one achievement which would so
powerfully contribute to all these ends as the re-es-
tablishment of Polish independence. It is difficult
to say whether his own safety, the honor of France,
or thie interests of all Europe, are most deeply 1n-
valved in the reconsiruction of the Polish nation.—
~ And (hough the policy of tne Allies in other respects
"at present forbids any direct demonstrations in favor
of an object to which Prussia and Austria are as hos-
tile as Russia, yet the occupation of Riga or any
otlier paints on the South-Eastern coast of the Bal-
tic by a Frenth army, would confer a power of ac-
{ion in that direction. which cannot but prove of the
first moment in the future conduct of the war. It

would virtually transfer to French handd one of the
most potent checks, by which Russia has litherto
kept the German powers in awe, :

After their uniform defeats by the Turks, neither
Ausirians nor Prussians can retain ntuch dread of
the Russian armies, but the power which the Czar
possesses of at any lime raising the standard of
revolt in their Polish possessions, is the real scourge,
the very thoughts of wlnch keeps them licking the
dust before him. 1le might reconstitute the king-
dom of Poland without sacrificing more than in the
cirenumstances he can well spare; or, at all events,
which it may.not be as politic to sacrifice as not.—
While he would, in the worst event, have this chance
in his favor, that il Poland, thus re-established, should
fail to endure, the whole of it would fall again into
his pawer ; while Prussia and Austriz would remain
for ever muleled of whatever they were forced to
contribute to ils reconstruction.

The occupation ol the maritime provinces by a
French force would deprive Russia of the initiative
in this matler, and bestow it on France, in case the
Ewperor should resolve 1o redeem the honor of his
kingdom in the point where of all others it has been
betrayed by hLis predecessors. That speculations
like these are not quite foreign to the Imperor’s
thouglits, nay be inferred both from the large amount
ol the army destined [or that object—1N0,000 men
—as well as from the desire which ie has expressed
to command it in person. Even that force, low-
ever, would not be Jarge enough for offensive opera-
tions against the armies which Russia has at her dis-
posal. ‘The unavoidable inference is, that Trance
counts on allies whom it is not at present expedient
{o name. Aad who those can be but the Poles it is
not easy to see. Austrin will not,and England cai-
not, contribute soldiers for that portion of the con-
test.  While, even il' Sweden should join the Al-
lies, she could not spare a suflicient number of men,
and, cven if’ she could, they would be required to
act in Finland.

Be all this as it may, the capture of Riga will be
a severe blow o Russian commerce, the place itsell
a conrenient shelter for a portion of the lleets; and
should it be strenuously atfacked, we suppose it is
not capable of any very protracted resistance. With
the Aland isles on one side, and Riga and one or two
more of the principal harbors on the other, the Al-
lied flects may make a shift to pass the winter safely
and in comparalive comfort.

While riding with Lorl
Ciaude Hamilton, his Excellency’s horse put his foot
into a hole hidden by the grass, aud fell, thrawing his
rider to the ground, by which his thomb was dislocated
and his face consilderably bruised. Hanpily, however,
no serions injury was sustained.  Dr. Hamilton, of
Newlown-stewart, was in prompt attendance ; and it
is believed that in the course of a few days his Ex-
cellency will have quite recovered from the effects of
the fall.

Government has announced the largest provision
contract required for 1he public service since the last
general war, a period of forty years. This contraet
will be for salt meat ‘of the cure of any country,’
and all of the present seasen. It will consist of 24,000
tierces and 12,000 barrels of navy beef, 36,000 tierces,
and 20,000 burrels of navy pork, 1o be delivered at
four stalions by the contractors, viz., Debtford, Gosford,
Plymouth, and Hanlbowline. The contsactors will
be declared on 24 of Oclober next, The [rish pro-
vision trade we may anticipale, will receive a whole-
some impualse by the progress of this contiact,

RterorTED CoLrision aANn Loss oF LiFe in Tue
Bay orF DusLis.—Considerable excilement was cans-
ed by a rnmor which prevailed on Wednesday, of the
loss of a slavp-rigged vessel, and the drowning of her
crew abonl eight days since in Dubtin Bay. Inguiries
were instituted on Wednesdny, and Police Sergeant
M<¢Dermott (11 C) reported that inlormation was given
him by a person named Patrick Coyle, of Sherif- street,
boat-owuner, and Mr, Reyuolds, a man in thesemploy-
ment of Wm, Dargan, Esq., that on the morning of
the 2lst just., between the hours of nine and ten, the
smack-rigged vessel, the Prosperovs, hailing from
Courtown, couuty Wexford, was sank in Dublin Bay
between the Pigeonliouse Fort, and Puolbeg Light-
honse. The information also stated that two ol the
crew—namely, a man named Patrick Callaghan and
4 boy named Samue| Finlay—had perished.” On fur-
ther inquiry being instituted, it was stated that suspi-
cions were enterlained to the eflect that the smack
had beer: run into by the Hibernia, Holyhead sieamer.
The Hiberaia being in barbor, application was made
ou board her, so as 1o ascedain il there was any truth
in this latter statement, but the commander, oflicers,
and erew of the Hibernia, it appears, deny all know-
ledge of any such accident having ovcurred, Mea-
sures are being taken to obtain, if possible, such evi-
dence, as may thiow light ou the canse of this acei-
dent.

Tur Harvesr.—Nolwithstanding the prevalence
of rather unfavorable weather, nothing vet has tran-

-spired calenialed to chieck the hope of a harvest of

more than average abundance. All the grain erops
are now, save in certain lecalities, nearly ready fos
the sickle, and in many districts, the cern has been
cut down and sent to market.  Belfast and its neigh-
Lorhood have been visiled with a hailstorm of unex-
ampled severity, the effeets of which on the standing
crops are scarcely yet [ully ascertained,

There can be no doubt that the loss upon the potalo
crop will be considerable, but by no means so consid-
erable as seems 1o be generally apprehended. There
are very few districts in which it has been totally de-
stroyed—and it is universally remarked thatthe healthy
potatoes of the present year are of .a remarkably fine
quality. There has also begn a much greater breadth
of potatoes suwn this year than in any since the Fa-
mine—and we are inclined to believe that the appear-
auce of the disease is, in a great measure, altribut-
abie to the lute date at which a large proportion of the
crop was sown. We are snre, at all events, that there
is no accasion for & panic in the premises, and that
the loss will be nothing like wha! some Black Pro-
pliets forebode.— Nation.

Brrore Tire Vovace.—On Satarday evening, as
the Dondalk steam-boat left her moorings at the quay,,
the scene presented to the eye of the spectator was
of a characier caleulated to excite in lim feelings of
the deepest sympathy. The numbers that {eft were
large, and all of the respectable class of larm servants,
together with some farmers also.—Newry Eraminer.

It is a new and impattant feature in the progress of
emigralion, that the rewmillance {rom Irish seltlers iv
Australia are steadily inereasing al such a rate as 1o
warrant the belief that they will, betore loug, equal
the sums received from Ameries, o enable Tamilies
1o join their relatives at the other side of the Atlantic.
Inone parish of considerable extent in Wicklow, it
is stated, the Australian remittances, for some time,
have averaged nearly £1,000 per month, sent chiefly
by persans who had emigrated from the mining dis-
tricts of that country.

According to a Galway paper, the amount of the
rale (o be struck on the 23ih inst., is estimated at
£7,946, for the maintenance of 800 paupers. In the
electoral division of Galwauy the rate will be 4s 7d in
the pound, and in some divisions it will be as high as
16s. How is this to be accounted for, or how does it
tally with the reiterated statements of the vust de-
crease of pauperism in the Irish union Workhouses ?
In the same paper, it is stated thal 140 inmates of the
Galway poorhonse weie 1o leave this day for Limerick,
whence they are to be shipped for Quebee.

The Limerick Chronicle gives the following parti-
culars of the regiment for which the Windsor court-
martial has obtained such unpleasant notoriety. Lieut.
Greer, of the 46tli, is the sou of a deceased linen
bleacher at Portstewart, Londonderry ; Lieut, Perry,
is san of the Paymaster of the 87th; Lientenant Col.
Garrell is 2 widower—he married the widow ot Mr,
Devanes, a London banker. There is only one offi-
cer, from Limerick, iu the unflortunate 46th, Captain
Lyons, who has not been implicated in he scenes
elicited in the proceedings of the court-martial.

The Belfust News says :—¢¢ Ever since the 13th of
July Durham-strect and Pound-street have been at
occasional intervals the rendezvous of crowds of idle
and evil-disposed persons, whose enjoyment seems to
be centred in riot and disorder,  On Saturday night
last, and up to three o’clock on Sunday morning, the
sound of pistol shots continued to alarm the more re-
spectable inhabitants of the streets above mentioned,
but none of the effenders, we beliave, were captured
by the police.”

In our Irish
intellizence of Thursday in last week, under ths
somewhat characteristic heading of # The Q’Flahenty
Escapade,’ might have been seen a jpolice repont
from Capel street (Dublin) Police-oflice, in which
some little light was thrown upon the proceedings of
the Ex-Comumissioner.  Mr. Maurice Salaman, of 7,
Upper Glocester street, a jeweller by trade, and &
mouney-lender by iuclination, came before the magis-
trate 10 charge Mr. Edmnnd O’Flaherty with forgery,
The Ex-Commissioner had passed to him a bill of
exchange, purporting to be drawn by Lord Dunkellin
on Lord Bolingbroke, and to be endorsed over by him
to Wm. Keouh, the Irish Solicitor-General, and by
him to Mr. O’Flaherty, the amount of the bill being
£405. Al the siguatures were forgeries, with the
exception, natarally, of that of Mr. O'Flaherty. A
similar forgery had heen perpetrated by that worthy
gentleman vpon Mr. H. Lazarus, also a jeweller, of
86, Marlborongh street.  The amonnt in this instance
was £4350, and the acceptor Mr. John R. Gadley.—
There was anather forgery, for the smaller amount of
£70, execnted at the expense of this unfortunate Mr.
Lazarus, and the name of Mr. Keogh again figured
as that of the endorser in this trnsaction. It ay
be needless to say that the proper denials have been
oblained from the gontlemen whose names have heenr
so graluitonsly employed in this series of commercial
transactions. Three warrants have been issued against
Mr. O’Flaherty on charges of forgery, and placed in
the hands of the G, or detective division of the [rish
police, who no dosbt will soon be in a condition s
give account of the lugitive upon whose traces they
have been slipped. Reports are varions as to the
place which this ingeniois gentleman has selected as
his asylam, and for the seene of his futnre operations.

GREAT BRITAIN.

Tuw Howesor 1ar Poor.— Cardinal Wiseman has
been delivering two important Lectures opon this sub-
ject, at the invitation of the Society of Artsin London
—a fact which may, perhaps, be cousidered as signi-
fcantly defining the level of British fanaticism, even
there. Someltime ago, It appears, the Society orga-
eized a course of Leclures to be delivernd by eminent
wen in connection with their edneational exhibition,
at St. Maitin®s Hall, and they had the courage aund
liberality to inlede the Cardinal among their invi-
mtions. One ean conceive the excitement nccasioned
by the Lecture, when even the Times is consirained
to introduce a summary of it in terms like thesa:—
<« Of conrse, 1he theatre was crowded to excesy, mote
@5 sven than when it was Dr. Whewe!l read his pa-
-per (the first of the series) on the Material Aids of
Iducation. The audience repeatedly applavded his
Eminence, whose gracelul eloquence, at least, de-
gerved that eompliment.””  Haviag described the
wducation of the wealthier classes as not limited by
tie college or schaul, but necessarily coutinued dur-
ing their eutire lives—and that of mechanics living in
great eities or manu{nctaring distriets as materially
promoled by libraries, reading-rvooms, and lectvres,
ihe Cardinal devoted himself to the condition of the
agricultural poor dizpersed over the valleys and up-
lands of Eugland, on the mountain sides, and in
sequestered nooks, where they have little access to
information, and where what they do receive is deriv-
atl from sources open only to themselves. The scanty
education of this class he deseribed as beginning and
ending in the parish sehool, the remaiuder of their
wxistence being little other than a doll and brutalizing
blank. Asnaremedy he suggested the propriety of a
Parliamentary inguiry into the literature of the poor
for tho purpose of purilying it, and brinzing all classes
af the people nnder its inflnence. ¢ The object of
education,” he said, ¢ should be to make the man
more manly, the woman more womanly, the c¢hild
wmare childlike, und to humanize them all.  What
most impressed foreigners visiting this country was
the appearance of the lahorer’s coliage, so neat and
white, with its garden, bearing the gracelul fuschia,
the variegated geraninm, and the gueenly dahlia. By
rewards and eommendations they had created in that
alaas & love of the beawtiful in nature, and made them
esreful and neat about the outside of their habitations,
Ho hoped that the same influences woulil henceforth
he brought to bear 1o induce the poor to enltivate
egually the garden of their homes.”® Every gyllable
af this adinirable Lecture iz obviously applicable 1o
the conditien of our own people, amd we trust its sng-
zestions will ot be lost upon the Celtic Union.— Nu-
tion.

Starte or THE CRors,—Qne of the most gratifyinyg
symptoms of the day is the downward tendency of the
corn markets, influenced by the faverable reparis
which come to huud from all’ quarters respecting the
productiveness of the present harvest. AL home our
prospects are excellent, All the mos: reliable antho-
rities assert that the cereal crop this year throughount
the kingdom will be considerably above an average
—the best, indeed, which hasoecurred for many years;
and, sv far advanced is the gathering already, that no
subsequent atmnspheric freaks can materially injure
it. The wheat is unusually fire and good, and the
oats and barley are also represented to be protitic and
in goed condition. Rumors respecung the prevalence
of the potato disease prevails in certain localities, and
from Ireland the intelligence on this head is not quite
50 satisfactory as conld be desired ; bul, even as re-
gards this esculent, no year since 1847 hus been less
givomy. From abroad the accounts are equally cheer-
ing. Our uearest neighbor, France, rejoices, like
ourselves, 1n ample granaries and the blessings of a
frnitful season. Tustead of compeling with uy, as she
did last year, for food in the markels of the world,
France this year will be seuding us the surplos pro-
dnee of her fields. In Spain, in Germany, and in
haly, the crops have also been excellent.— European
Times.

Tue Pracue axp Tue CuoLera 18 Losnox.—The
plague at three diflerent times attacked the parish of
St. Giles-in-the-Fields, and Jeft the rest ol London
untouched.  This circumstanee is suggestive. [t is
the popular opinion that the disense was Imported
from abroad ; but the fact 1hat it broke out al intervals
daring a periud of uvpwards of four months, goes fa
lo prove that, like the cholera and typhus fever, the
plague was inflvenced by local causes. During the
whole time of the visitation of the plague, this parti-
cular parish was not for a single week clear; andal-
though the population at that time was small cow-
pared with that of other parishes, 3,316 persons pe-
rishied there of the plague. The number of deaths
from plague in sume of the other London parishes in
1664-5 was as follows :—

And so the population ol the parishes was sweptaway
by the pestilence—a scourge s0 great as fo be bul
feebly understaad, even by the aid of these fnures.—
Within the metropolitau bilis of mortality, says the
parish clerks’ report, 68,596 persons perished ; and,
at that time; it is almost needless to say, St. Pancras,
Marylebone, Islington, Paddington, and other im-
mense districts were not in existence. A comparison
of the present with the past ischeering. We see huw
enormously even the too slow progress of improve-
ment has tended to the preservation of life. The ra-
viiges of the cholera in 1849, with an enormously in-
creased population, were small as compared ‘with
these of Ihe placoe in 1664. Nevertheless, it then
carried ofl 14.000 persons in London, to say nothing
of thess wha have failen victims to this disorder in
Neweastie, Edinburgh, Glasgow, and other pars of
the kingdom. [tisa frightful thing ta think of—but,
nevertheless, a fact—that these deaths were caused
mainly by our own ignorance and perverseness. We
say this, however, nol as a complaint, but asa rea-
son for acting differently now .— Builder,

A
crowd entered a few minutes aflerwards, and when
they had finished the work of destraction, the boild-
ing was completely riddled, and presented a most
desolate appenrance. A large number of pistol shots
were {ired in the church againstihe wallsand ceilings
by the Protestants.

PASTORAL OF IIIS LORDSHIP THE BI-
SHOP OF MONTRTEAL, WITH REGARD
TO THE REBUILDING OF HIS CA-
THEDRAL.

JGNATIUS BOURGET, BY TUE GRACE OF GOD,

Th the Clergy—regular and sccular—to the Religious
Communities and Fuithful of Qur Lpiscopal City.—
Health and Denediction in Qur Lord.

"This letler is to advise you, dearly beloved bre-
thren, of our intention to veceive, personally, your
contributions for the re-establishment of our Cathe-
dral and Episcopal residence.

We adopted this resolution, N.T.C.I"., last year;
when, in order to dissuade us from seeking assistance
abroad, yon proclaimed, in words so worthy of your
hearts, that we had amongst us ample resouvces 10
repair all our Josses.

This resolution, N.T.C.F., we are going, this
year. to carry into exccution, with so much the more
eonfidence, as that your former protesiations are to
us a proof of yvour good will. Tor, after offers, so
solemnly, and spontancously made, we fear not to be
a burden: unto you. And thus we shall feel greater
pleasure in holding out our hands 1o the poorest in
yaur City, than we shoudd have in knocking at the
doors of the wealthiest in the old world.

But as the change of site for our {uture Cathedral |

may cause som: local derangement, we intend ta pro-
fit by this oceasion, to lay before you our motives.
Before the ruins of the Sth July, 1852, we bum-

bly kiss the hand that smote us, when it pleased Him

10 reduce our Cathedral, and Episcopal buildings to
ashes. But as here below, God always punishes as
a Father, we rejoice in the hope that this dxsag‘.er
may yet be productive of great benefits to religion,
of ‘which the advantages will be exclusively our own.

Teduced to the necessity of commencing our es-
tablishments enlirely a-new, our first thoughit was the
foundation of the Bishopric of Montreal. We felt
the responsibility laid upon us of forming an establish-
ment suitable to the present and future wants of this
Diocese ; and, at the same time, worthy of the im-
portance, whicl, both in a religious and civil point of
view, Divine providence has conferred upon this
City.

Tt seemed (o us that regard for the ruins, which
were all that remained of the ancient buildings, should
not prevent us from attaining our object, by placing
.the new Cathedral in as ceniral a situation as possi-
bie, so that the Bishop might be casily accessible to
the population—both of City and country—and thus
be enabled te watch over all the spiritual wants of
the Diocese. TFor, our Lord having been pleased
that the Episcopacy should be the main spring
of all religious movements, it must be ever ready to
exercise its daily fuactions, which are those of &od
Himself, in spite of the unworthiness of him to whom
they ave canfided,

It, at first, we entertained Lhe project of remov-
inx oir establishments a few acres from the site of
the burpt Cathedral, it was because there were pros-
pects of great improvements being made in that quar-
ter. Dut we abandoned this project, when we saw
the great public works that had been undertaken in
the upper part of the City.

\Ve have closen then the present site, because it
scemed (o us that it promised greater advantages in
a religious point of view. And in fact, this quarter
bezomes the centre of all the communicalions of the
Province ; the Bishop will there also be more acces-
sibfe to the Clergy and faithful of the Diocese.—
“Ihe great industrial movements of the day are di-
rected to that quarter; the action of the Iishop
then will be the morc necessary, in order, there
fo maintain sound doctrines, and to leep up re-
ligious observances. As there, all the material re-
sonrces ol wealth will be developed, religion must
there also exert lerself, in order to counteract, as
much as possible, that spirit of Materialism which,
directing man’s altention constantly to carth, makes
lim forgel heaven.

‘I'liis quarter then seems imperiously 10 require {he
presence of your Bishop, in order that it may deve-
lop itsell spiritually as well as matevially. This is
the less difiicult, in that the quarter we leave is abun-
dantly supplied with churches, and clapels for divine
service, and with religious instituions for works of
charily and education. ,

We should add, that the quarter which we quit has
all our sympathies, as having been the cradle of the
Kpiscopate of this city, and as having always been
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out being peremptory, has still had great weight with
us: we mean, the vicinity of thz present Cemelery.
This sacved spot, where we are about to place our-
selves, has for us a singular altraction.

It seems o us, that having cver, day and night,
before our eyes two Cities—ol the living, and of the
dead, we shall be thus constantly excited to the more
faithfut fullilment of our duties.

The continnal aspect ol so many tombs, so dear
to the whole City, will cherish and keep alive within |
our soul, feclings of sympathy the more lively, as
they will be uviversal, and will embrace olf the fa-
milies of the Cily.

The Cathedral, built =0 near a spot which holds
the remains of so many and well known citizens, will !
necessarily become n sanctuary of sacrifice for the!

repose of their souls 5 whilst its shade for ever rest-)
ing on the spot where their ashes are laid, will secure |
for them respect.

THE NEW MINISTRY.

‘T'he adverse division on the Speakership was a sul-
ficient indication of (he weakness of the Ilincks’
Cabinet, even if it did not call for an immediate re-
siznation. 13ut close upon this defeat followed an-
other, which Icft the Ministers no alternative but {o
resign their Port{olios into the hands of His Ioxeel-
feney.

M. T Brodeur, Returning Officer for Bagot, had,
it seems, contrary to law, yvelurned himself as duly
elected.  This proceeding was attacked by B, Do-
vion and the Opposition, as a breach of privilege 5 and
M. Brodeur was summoned 1o the Bav of the House
to answer for bis misdeeds.  Hereupon arose along,
desultory, and not very dignified discussion, in the
course ol which M. Brodeur’s ministerial friends
sought to obtain some twenty-four hours’ delny 3 upon
three sucressive divisions the Ministry were left in a
minority, and the next day Me. ITincks announced that
hie, and bis colleagues, had resigned.

Upon this it seems that Loed Elgin sent for Sir
Allan  M:Nab, and commilied to him the task of
inaking the necessary Ministerial arrangewments.  Sir
Allan put himsell” in communication with M. Morin,
the acknowledged lead of the sound portion of the
Trench Canadian party ;5 and after some time spent
in negotiating, the following combinations were an-

'L'hat
the combiy still relains the services of M. Morin,
and bis Freneh Canadian collengues, is, in many re-
speets, a subjeet of congratulation, and holds out
eood prospects that the interests of the Clhorel will
not be overlooked.  We believe we may say that
M. Movin aud his friends are fully awake to the im-
portance of putling the separale schools of Upper
Canatda on a sounder footing 5 and that they are de-
termined fo give to the minorities, in both sections
of the Province, equal ‘privileges in the matier of
State support for education.  We trust that it may
beso 5 and that thus the grievances, under which our
Catholie fellow citizens of the Upyper Provinee have
so long laborrd, may be for cver removed.  Any
Ministry, as we said in our last, which shall hanestly
and ceffectually carey out these salutary Relorms,
will deserve well of the Cutholic community ; and
need cerlainly expect no opposition, on that seove,
rom the True WiTNESS.

As it is. the present
Legislature dves not possess, and does not deserve,
the confidence of the country. Tt is inadequate for
the purposes to which it bas to be applied 5 and if
we want work done, the socner it is superseded by
new and improved machinery, the better., Tu short,
the'whole question resolves itsell into this—IT the Le-
gislature, as at present constituted, is adequate to the
task of finally settling great and important questions,
such as the ® Clergy Reserves” and ¢ Seignoria)
Tenure” questions, it must be a full and fair expo-
nent of the wants and views of thie community 5 aud
therefore stands in no need of Reform. If, on the
ather hand, it requires to be Reformed, it cannot be
a full and fuir exponent of the wants aud views of
the cominunity 5 it ean not therefore be adequate to
the task of finally settling the Clergy Reserves and
Svignorial questions,  I'rom this dilemma there is
no logical means of escape,

We have heard much surprise expressed that, at
Quebec, nothing has as yet been done to bring under
the notice of the Legislature, the gross cases of
jusy-packing and attewpled bribery, by the Sherifl
of Quebee and his deputy, which took place last
year, upon the trials arising out of the Gavazzi riote.
“Are the Irish Catholics of Quebec”—we lave
repeatedly hieard it asked—¢ woing to put up with
these things tamely 77 Js it possible that there is not
enongh of energy and public spirit amongst them, ts
force on an investigation into the scandalous attemnts
ol a public oficer of our Courts of Taw, to defeat -
the eands of justice?  Are jury-packing and bribery,
when perpetrated in the interests of the Holy Pro-
testant Faith, to go unpunished, unreproved ¥ We
cannot answer: but we connot easily believe that
the Trish Catholics of Quebec intend to put up quiet-
Iy with the insults that have been ofiered, and the
well nigh successful villainy that was meditated against,
them. I they do, they will be the chief suflerers:
nor will they have any right Lo complain if, in any
future trials, springing out of religious or political
quacrels, they are (reated in o simlar manner by theic
Lentestant lards and masters.

But the knavery of the Shevill of Quebee voncerns
nol the Quebecers only 5 il is an insull to the whole
community. [L has bronght disgrace, indelible dis-
grace, upon the administration of justice ju Canada:
it bias cast well merited suspicion upon the integritr
of our legal tribunals ; and has iullicted 2 wound
upon sociely that will not be healed lor many a long
duv.  Whilst the suborner and falsifier is allowed 1o
oceupy the position of Gllice bearer in our Courts of
Law, honest wien can place wo confidence in them.

We see that petitions on the Gavazzi business
bave already been presented in the Ilouse of Assem-
bly. Surely the Trish Catholies of Quebee will not
be behiad band with their’s.

Tlnder the head “ Anmcrican News,” will be found
a short account of the Protestant outrage at New-
ark, accotapanied with the truly Profestant acces-
sories of the sacking of a Catholic Chureh, and the
murder of an Trish Catholic.

In one re-
spect there is a striking resemblance betwixt the
Yankee Republic and the Russian Empire—in the
one we have a democratic despotism ; in the other
an autoerutic despotism ; of the two, the latter is
perhaps the less degrading.

Yes j there are but two Gaovernments in the world,
where brute force is the suprema lex—an absolute
monarchy, and an absolute democracy 5 and, in that
they are both absalute, in neither can there be any
solid guarantee for the security of life or liberty, of
person of property. Tn one, the will of the Czar
in the other, the will of the mob, supply the place
ol law and reason; but in both, the subjects to that
will are slaves. No doubt the Czar, in his conver-
sation with Dr. Cotman, enunciated a great truth;
tut we think that the Jatter was very foalish to re-

We have been requested to publish an  Address,
adopted at the last Annuval Meefing of the Young
Men’s Association, which taok place on the evening
of the 5th inst., and was delivered by its President, BB,
Devlin, Esq. s burthen is an exhortation to unity,
as the means of extending and perpetuating the in-
fluence of Irishmen, in their adopled country. The
objeet is most desirable ; the means for eifecting it
wust be determined upon by the Trish themselves.—
In compliance with the * Resolution™ of the Asso-
ciation, we publish the following proposal :—

TO TIIE YDUKG MEN'S ST. PATRICK’S ASSOCIATION.

GeNTLEMEN-—As my term of office expires this
evening, T request before resigning the trust so kindly
confided to we, the hberty ol offering a few sugges-
tious in relerence to our future conduct, which I
flatter myself, if acted upon, will be fonnd calcvlated
not only 1o elevate the character of this associalion,
but also to premnole tle interests of our countrymen
thronghout the Provinee. I'he experience which 1
have acquired from the resulls of preceding years,
induces me fo believe that, although the success
which lias hitherto crowned our wndertakings las
heen productive of numerous advantages, it is possi-
Lle for us to increase our sphere of usefalness still
maore ; and animated by this hope, as also by a know-
ledge of your patriotic attachment to owr nalive
country, 1 fecl confident that you will not lightly re-
ject any proposition, no watter how humbie may be
the source from which it originated, provided you
deem it worthy of atiention, and discover in its chiar-
acter the means of extending our influence, and of
naking it more effcctive.

Gentlemen, the vame of the Society into which
we iave formed ourselves, is, of itself, an unmistake-
able evidence ol our determination lo live in grate-
ful remembrance of the country in which the «light
of heaven™ first dawned upon us; and this, as vou
well know, is but an act of allegiance which national
respect converts into an imperative ohligation—an
obligation which, owing 10 peculiar circumstances, is
rendered doubly agreeable to Irishmeu, most, if vot
all, of whom will readily adimit that, in quiding the
shares of Ircland, endeared to usby so many interest-
ing scenes and historical associations. we did not do
s0, because we grew tived of her ancient habits—
her verdant ficlds and thme-honored institutions ; but
because our heirship to the rank and privileges of
freemen was denied to us; until the law of self-pre-
servation dictated the necessity of our seeking a
home under a more paternal Government.  Yet un-
pleasant as are the recollections to which our exile
snust give rise, il is still gratifying to reflect that, in
Canada at Jeast, it is cxempt Trom that despotic op-
pression which renders it almost unendurable by our
expatriated countrymen in a neighboring Republic ;
aud that here, if we are but true to onrselves, we
have it within our power to atizin a position which
must always command respect, and guaranice the
faithlul observance of our rights.

‘T'o the aceomplishment of this object, T therclore
beg leave to direct lhie atlention of the As<ociation;
for il cannot be denjed that the time has arvived
when it becomes necessary for Jrishinen 1o assume a
more independent attitude, unless, indeed, they are
willing 1o forego the enjoyment of every privilege,
and live dn a state af “ dignitied newtrality,”” despised
and forgotlen.  Consult, gentlemen, the experience
which you have derived {rom the history of past
years, and I veature 1o say, you will unhesitatingly
admit that, for want of proper organisalion, our iu-
fluence has been in very many instances uselessly, if
not injuriousty exercised,and almost invariably unge-
nerously acknowledged ; and this tog, let it be ve-
membered, whilst we have had it in our power to
seenre 1 different resulf, ‘

Gentlemen, the Irishmen of Canada ought not to
he strangers to each other, nor should they be con-

tent with an inferior position in this Prevince, which | sented to our view, upon their daily

owes so much of its prosperity to their industry, and
in which it is only necessary {or them to concentrate
their energies, and unite their eflorts, to give a
lasting effect to their inllaence, and at the same time
1o naintain an houorable distinetion in this, the
<ouutry of our adoption. The Catholic Cburch,

which we all belong, commands us to be charitable
to cach other—to feed the bungry and clothe the
naked—the universal law of nationality, before which
all men bow with respect—dcfines the duty we owe
to our native country. I ask. have we availed our-
selves of the opportunities which I'rovidence has
presented to us, of obeying the onc and {ulfilling the
other? And truth compels me to answer, dishonor-
ing to owr character as may be the admission, that
althougl much has been done, it forms but a very
small part of the good we might have achivved were
we more mindlul of our obligations 1o cacl ather.—
The fact bowever is, Irishmen are too liberal in be-
slowing favors—too generous in reposing confidence
—and [ am sorry to be obliged to add—sometimes
teo ready in giving their support (o mon, many of
whom experience proves, no sooner Lecome known,
and make a noise in the world, than they spurn the
hand that deagged them from obscwmity. At lome
we. vomplained, and certainly not without suflicient
reason, that the governing power of the people—
the safeguard of the Lonor and dignity of every
country—was, by a despotic exercise of aunthority,
violently taken from its natural cuostodians, and de-
legated, as Curran once said to a * succession of
mnen, sometimes with heads, sometimes with Leavts—
oftener with neither.  And leve,” remarked this
illustrious patriot, « the administration of fveland so-
often presents to the reader of her listory, not the
view of a legitimate government, but vather of an
encampment in the country of a barbarous enemy,
where the object of the invader is not sovernment,
but conquest ; where of course le is obliged to re-
sort to the corrupting of clans or of single indivi-
duals, pointed out to his notice by public abliorrence,
and recommended to his confidence only by a trea-
chery so rank and consummate as preclades all pro-
bability of their return to private virtue or to public
relinr.ce, and therefore only putisto authority over a
wretched country, condemned to the tortuve of all
that petulant unfeeling asperity witly which a narrow

tion ; condemned to be betrayed und disgraccd; and
exhausted by the little traitors that have been sul-

Perhaps, bewever, it may be said that in Cannda tle
same necessily does not exist; that here it is more
conducive to our welfare to imbibe forcign fasies and
habits, and let the proof of our liberality, be the
unlimited extent of our conecessions. 1f so, I can-
not belp remarlking, that I view our daties in a very
difterentWizhit; and I awm led to this conclusion be-
cause 1 see that Irishmen are, even in this [ree coun-
try, svstemafically disregarded, and that an leish
Catholic, with, of course, un occasional necessary
exception, is always the last man thought of, when
honors are Lo be conferred. ‘Frue, it is, there are
times when our country is spoken of with atiniration,
i when her misfortunes are deplored, and her virlues
| extolied ; but, gentlemen, it cannot have eseaped your
| notice, that acknowledgewents of this kind are only
| made at particular peviods, and wlen our influence is
needed for the accomplisbment of some object. The
fault, bowever, is our own, for we certuinly would
not be subjected to such contemptible triling if we
were less generous, and made it a vule to set a just

" FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE.
: TRANCE.

"The seizute in Belgium of an infernal machine has
led to the arrest of several French jolitical refugees.
T'he Etoile Belge says—

# Several arrests, which seem connected with po-
litics, have just been effected at Brussels. M..Vie-
tor Cousidérant, well known as the head of the pha-
Tansterian doctrine, has been locked up at the Petits
Carmes, accused, it is said, of baving purchased arms
for the purpose of organising a plot against the Go-
vernment. An arrest which surprises us still more is
that of M. Van der Llst, who fills a high post on the
staff of the railway. It is related of this latter that
the police seized at lis oflice a package sent to him
from Liege by a I'rench political refugee, and in
which it is said an infernal machine and a revolving
pistol were found. We have to add that M. Con-
sidorant declares that he purchased the arms with a

view of sending them to Texas, where it is positive !

that be has organised a phalansterium ; and M. Van
dor Elst, on his side, affirms that he reccived the
package only to oblige the refugee who sent it,and
who informed him ;that it contained soap. On the
other hand, says the Indépendance, we are assured
that the person who sent the case to M. Van der
Elst is not a French relugee, But, besides M. Con-
sidérant, there is another Freneh refugee arrested,
as well as the person who sent the package, contain-
ing not an infernal machine, but about balf a score of
small bombs of a particular kind. The manufacturer
of these bombs has also been arrested.”

Parts, Aug. 20.—~The official returns of the cho-
lera in Paris are become very satisfactory. ‘Lhere
are havdly any new cases, and the tedical journals
say that it is rapidly disappearing.

The columns of the Noniteur, contain an Tmpe-
rial decree, exemplifying with no ordisary force the
mutability of all human affairs.  Most readers will be
aware that the Emperor Napoleon I. gave directions
by his will for the distribution of a large sum of mo-
ney among thase who had fought the battles of
France under his command. Circumstances prevent-
ed for a considerable pericd the operation of this be-
quest, but it has at fength been put in the way of
accomplishment by the present Emperor of the
Frencl, and in the official journal of Tuesday last
appeared the necessary ordinances for the purpose.
Now, whatever may have been the speculations of
Napoleon I. on this point, we may very safely con-
clude that he nerer anticipated the fulfilment of his
wishes more than 30 years alter his decease, through
the azency of a Napoleon I1L, seated, by the Grace
of Giod and the will of the people, on the throne
which be himsell had filicd. But another feature of
thisincident is more remarkable still. At the very
moment when, by virtue of unexpected events, this
Imperial legacy to the wounded of Waterloo is at
last made recoverable; the comrades and successors
of these very soldiers are fighting shoulder to shoulder
with the men who were then their enemies. The
will of the great Napoleon has only taken eflect at
8 period when ull the ideas and cowmbinations of his
age have been utterly superseded—when a French
empire has been recognizeil as symbolical, not of war,
but of peace, when Ifrenchimen and Enghshmen are
the truest of allies, and when an antagonism which
shallow politicians used to call eternal has been ex-
changed for a friendship based on that most substan-
tial of all grounds, the common convictions of the
two nations.—London T'imes.

NyrseEs For THE FrexcH Soipiers.— The
Minister of War, says the Monileur, has made an
appeal to the Sisters of Suint Vincent de Paul to go
and attend (o the soldiers in the hospitals of the
army of the East. The application bas been listen-
ed to, as twenty-five of these lioly women are about
to embark at Marseilles in the next mail-packet, and
twenty-five others will follow soon after. The wor-
thy superioress has intimated that most probably she
wiil be-able o extend the number to 100.

Some grains of wheat which had been taken from
an Egyptian sarcophagus, were lately sown by a
member of the Agricultural Society of Compiégne.
The stems which have risen from this seed are as
large as a reed, the feaves are more than an inch in
breadth, and the ears bave each a hundred grains of
very large size, © so that,”” adds the eorrespondent of
the Academie des Sciences, *the seeds bave multi-
plied 2,000 fold.”

SPAIN.

The new ministry in Spain have ordered that all
arms taken by individuals shall be given up to the
junta, which has produced much discontent, and some
arrests have taken place in consequence. O’Donnell,
for the purposc of obtaining popularity, urges the
disbanding of the army. Queen Christina is still at
the palace. The ministry remains divided, and the
republicans and anarchists grew so turbulent, that the
Dictator threatened to leave them ta themselves, and
return o Logrono. The Queen’s favorite las
escaped to France.  The Queen Mother is still in
Madrid ; but her husband, Munoz, is, we understand,
in Paris. "Ihere is considerable clamor against the
declaration of Espartero and his colleagues that the
question of dynasty shall not be discussed by the con-
stituent Cortes. A report has prevailed—we know
not whether (rue or false—that the Patriarch of the
Indies and the King Consort’s Confessor have been
-exiled. Barcelona has been reduced to something
Jike order ; and in the rest of the TPeninsula great
quiet prevails.—Catholic Standard.
ITALY.

The partisans of Mazzini in Genoa are annoyed
at the manly declaration of Garibaldi with regard to
the revolt in Parma. '

The Piedmontese Government is following rapidly
iu the footsteps of the sacrilegious robbers who in-

vented the English Protestant Reformation. Anar-
rogant’ and insolent deportment towards the Haly
See—arrest and imprisoniment of Bishops—suppres-
sion of convents—expulsion of Religious—eonlisca-
tion of ecclesiastical property—subsritution of secu-
lar for canon law——diversion of monastic funds fo
temporal uses; these are the [ruits of the ¢ reform-
ing” spirit in the kingdom of Sardinia.

On the 12th of August, Signor Rattazzi expelled
the Chartreux from their convent at Collegno. “The
circumstances under which this outrage was perpe-
traled gire a peculiar baseness 1o the deed. TIn
1852 the Lunatic Asylum at Turin being overcrowd-
ed, the Chartreux charitably offered the use of part
of their convent to case the pressure on the Asylum,
Now, again, the increasc in lunacy—a very natural
consequence of the revolutionary mania that prevails
in that part of Italy—has rendered the Asylum
too small for the exigency of the moment; and the
Government, instead of hiring a house, as would be
done "in England in such an emergency, have laid
violent hands on the convent of the Chartreux, and
taken forcible possession of the property of the Re-
ligious,

When the Religious remonstrated against the
threatened spoliation, they were offered the alterna-
tive of a residence elsewhere, or pensions for their
lives; as if it were lawful for them, or consisient
with their duty, to barter away what did nnt belong
to them personally, and to surrender property which
belonged to their Order, auvd was founded by the
piety of other days.

Tnfluenced, however, by far higher motives, the
Chartreux refused to be consenting parties te the
proposed robbery ; and when the myrmidons of Ra-
dical despotism came to expel them by force from
their awn house and property, they encountered the
tyranny with the following calwm and dignified pro-
test i—

« (n the 10th of the current month of Angust, while
the undersigned Fathers of the Certosa of Collegno
attended, according to their regulations, to the oven-
pations of the institution itself, their superior being
absent, the armed force invaded their liouse. Afler
having surprised the porter, the Jatheis were violently
expelled (one of whom had beeun ill for 2 month, been
bled three times, and had an application of leeches),
withont giving them time to rernove their own furni-
ture, and even shulting the chureh, although they had
not finished fransporting the sacred vestments, while
some of the invaders and other strangers (who could
not certainly beleng to the pious population of Colleg-
na, who, un the contrary, showed themselves much
atlicted by such violence) introduced themselves into
the convent and robbed it of articles of value, and
among other things of wine and viznds. The Fa-
thers of the Certosa of Cullegno had been requested
some days previously to cede their house, but, nof
being able to accede to such a demand without hav-
ing an order from their superiors, they asked for, and
obtained, as was most reasonable, the lime necessary
for making the prupesed interpellation. But suddenly
driven ont, and presently received by a pivus person,
without whose chanty they would have found them-
seives in the wniddle of the public road, after iraving
protested iu words against this act of spoliation, while
waiting the orders of their superiors, they now pro-
test afresh 1n writing, both before generous Piedmont
and before Catholic Piedmont, that such duplicity
may be recalled. They protest, in the name of pro-
perty, guaranteed by the law, and violated by a de-
spotic act, of which it is denied throoghout 10 give
them communrication ; they protest in the name ot the
inviolability of domicile highly offended ; in the name
of the liberty of association, recognised by the Pied-
montese Constitution ; in the uame of religion, impi-
ously insulied with violation of the cloisters aud the
canons ; inthe name of honesty, which renders sa-
ered a word given and a promise made; and, finally,
in the pame of the laws of humanily, trampled on
without regard.” )

"I'his Protest served only to whet the fury of the
revolutionary and latudinarian Ministers of the Sar-
dinian Crown, und the expelled monks were forced
to retire to Luperga, It was not enough, however,
to plunder their property, they must be also robbed
of their good name; and, accordingly, the havoe
committed in the convent by the agents of the Go-
vernment, who dustroyed a great deal of property,
was, wilh refined and devilish malice, attributed to
the Religious.

Since then a similar outrage Las been commitled
against the Sisters of the NMonastery of the Holy
Cross ai Turin.  1n tns case, the miscreant Rat-
tazzi was even more insolent and brutal than in the
case of the Chartreux. When the Sisters intimated

that they could not quit their convent, according to
theic vows, without the authorisation of the Iloly
See, the brutal rufiian replied that he would soon
solve their difteulty 5 for, if they did not go volun-
tarily, and with a good grace, he would have them
removed by force. Aund he kept his word. The
convent was beset by two troops of gens darmes, who
demanded admitiance. "This was refused.  The va-
liant heroes then summoned the Sisters to swrrender
in two Lours, at the end of which time they were
assured the place would be taken by assault. 'L'wo
hours rolled over, and slill the besieged showed no
sign of capitulation. Some carabineers were then
called up, and an attempt made to force the great
gate of the convent. It resisted the pressure, how-
ever; and the aid of the military, with scaling lad-
ders was put into requisition. A breachin the wall
was attempted, but the foree applied was insuflicient.
At length, the great gate was forced, and the Sis-
ters (led to the chapel for refuge ; bat when iL is
known that the wretches whom the Minister em-
ployed to execute his atrocious orders on the occa-
sion were those who formed the Republican Guard
in 1848, it will be easily conceived that the aitar of
God afforded no sanctuary to His devoted virgins.—
Brute {orce overcame the passive resistance of the
servants of Jesus Christ, and right had to succumb
to might.

Nor is this the last of these nefarious attacks upon

the Church by the Piedmontese Government. We

learn that the Dominicans, the Capuchins, and the

Barnabite Monks are menaced with similar spolia-

tion and indignity.— Catholic Standard.
GERMANY.

The capture of Bomarsund has had a favorable
effect at Vienna. The moment the news arrived the
order was given to the Austrian corps that had long
been collected in menacing attitude on the boundaries
of Wallachia and Moldavic, to march into the
Principalities, in virtue of the treaty with Turkey
and the new convention with the Western DPowers.

SWITZERLAND.

Prorestaxt Misstons.—The Mormons are still
busy in the Bernese. Oberland, at Interlaken, and
other places, Their chiel agent there is a native
carpenter, who has been a member of the society of

THE BALTIC.

PropaBLE ATTack oN Rica.—There is a re-
port that, after the capture of Bomarsund the allied
fleets will attack Riga. This report is thought to be
confirmed Dby a letter addressed by Captain ITeath-
cote, commanding the Arcler, to Mr. Iartslet, the
English Consul ut Memel, requesting him to inform
“ the foreign Consul at Riga, that all foreign neutral
ships were required to leave the port in ballast by
the 10th at farthest, and that after that day they
would be liable to capture as lawlul prize of war.”
The delences of Riga are not strong. The town is
contiguous to the provinees of Courlaud and Livonia,
and it is thought not impossible that General Bara-
guay d’Hilliers, by way of making a diversion, may
march into the interior of the country.

Tue Prize.—The Aland Tslands form an arch-
bishop’s see of about eighty inhabited ixlands, and a
vast number of rocks and islets, in the previace of
Abo, in the gulf of Dotlinia, at the entrance, between
latitude 59 deg. 55 min, and 60 deg. 32 min. N,
and longitude 19 deg.and 2Unin. I8, The popula-
tion is 15,000, aud they are all of Swedish descent.
Rye, barley, potatoes, and flax are raised sufficient
for the population. The manufactures are wool and
satlcloth for home use. "The exports are salt, beef,
but ter, cheese, hides, cured fish, and firewood. The
imports are salt, colonial produce, and, mapufactured
goods. These islands, taken (rom Sweden in 1509,
are of great political and military importance o Rus-
sia, and contain several fortified poits, generally the
station of a part of the Baltic fleet. Near them
Peter the Great gained his first paval battle over
the Swedes in 1714, The chief island, Aland, has
an area of 28 square miles, a population of 9,000,
and a good harbor (Bomarsund) on its west side.
Prussray PrEParRATIONS oN THE DBaxric
Coast.—The garrison of Swinemunde has been rein-
forced by a part of the 9th Regiment. DBweinforce-
ments of artillery have been ordered to Dantzie, Pil-
lau, Stralsund, and Kolberg, Peenemunde, and Stral-
sund, are to be immediately placed in a state of
defence.—Aachener Zeitung, August 16.

SEAT OF* WAR IN THE EAST.

Tre Russiaxy Retreat.—0n the 5th of Augustihe
Russians began lo evacoate Jassy. The troops were
expected lo leave about the end ol August.  The
head quarters of General Von Osten-Sacken will be |
translerred [rom Jussey to Mahiley, in Bessarabia,.—
The works en the jortificattons on the line of the Ser-
eth are stopped.  The St. Petersburg journals main-
tain complete silence respecting the retrograde move-
ment of the invading army. They are natarally em-
barrassed how 1o explain 1o the Russian public the
conversion of oflensive, into defensive operalions.—
Prince Paskiewitseh has arrived at Warsaw, aud is
about to take the command of the army.

Froma Varna we learn that the cholera is making
fearfnl havoc amang the Allied armies—the LEnglish
having lost about 700, and the French nol less than
7,000—two thousand of whom perished in the dieary
marshes of the Dobrudscha; amd even a moderate
estimate anticipates that the total morttality will
amount to 15,000 men.

‘The correspondent of the Alorning Chronicle, writ-
ing from Varna on the 6uh, says:—

¢ The British Army numbeis at present 31,700 men,
including the sick and invalideil. 1 do not think that
more than 28,000 men coufd be brought under armns, es-
timating each division at 5,500 men.” The French conld
nol musler so many men fit for service in proportion.
their divisions, which are nomiually composed of
12,000 men, ¢ennot at the present moment be cousid-
ered considered stronger than 9,060 or 10,000. In-
clusive of cavalry and artillery, they do not therefore
dispose of more than 45,000 men.

¢ Varpa must be the very oppusite of Arcadin. We
have been shown a weritable letter fall of curses on
the place, black as ink could write them. [t is from
a cavalry man, and il we believe his tale—indeed
we cannot doubt it—the suflerings of the garrison of
Troy were noching to the privations and annoyances
of her Majesty’s horse, foot, and dragoons in the ser-
vice of the descendants of the Prophet.  To enumer-
ale :—Searcity of provisions——sumetimes nene atall
—all bad; no porter, broiling sun, sore eyes, fever,
cholera, no rest, dirty Turks, impudent, overbearing
Frenchmen, snakes, toads, locvsts, and lizards.  Let
seme of our youlhfol gallamz, munbitious of a military
life, just imagine their sensations under such eircum-
stances, and fancy their mental suffering, if, afler
waiting vntil the buollock, which had been yoked all
day to the cart, was killed, quartered, and cooke for
their supper, they had the martificalion of seeing an
impudent lizard snap up his «beef*’ steak, and make
away with it. We wisli this lelter was lithouraphed
and circulated as widely as possible; it might, at
{east, holp to increase the bouniy.”” —Naldon,

Tue Avrack Urox Tng Crimea.—It. was reported

on the Paris Bourse on Tuesday that the expedition
for tha Crimea sailed on the 141h from Varna,
. VARNA! August 4.—The preparations for a landine
in the Crimea are being carried on upon a vast scale
Seven Turkish line-of-balile-ships are anchored in
the roads off Varna, two British men-of-war and twe
French, a great number of Steamers, and about 12y
transport ships. According to every appearance, jt
will only require eight days more to complete thiy
Herculean enterprise. The decisive blow will, 1hera.
fore, in all probability, be struck towards the midd]s
of August—about the 15th. Among the malerisf
abont 10 be embarked, I remarked an immense nuig.
ber of fascines and gabions. That cleurly shows thay
a regular siege is intencled by land against the fortifi-
‘cations, whiel on that side proteet the port and for-
tress; and that not only the destruction of the flest
is ]con!emplated, bur also the oceupation of the Penia-
snia,

40,000 Russian troops are said to be encamped round
Sebastopol.

Tn Asia the Rnssian Army under General Butoff, is
aaid to have obtained a decisive victory over the Turks
—three thousand of the latter being left dead upon
the field, and twenty-three thonsand}taken into eap-
uvity. Coming from a Russian source, this rumor i
very probably exaggerated, though it is also !ikely te
be substantially true.

Tur NecoriaTions ror Prace.—Three important
state-papers have just been published—a letter from
Lord Clarendon to the British Ambassador at Vienna,
the reply of the Earl of Westmoreland, and a note from
the Austrian Minister, Count Buol.  The gist of these
documents is thus summarized by the Times :— ¢ The
substance of these notes is, that after repeated con-
fidential conversations in Vienna, Paris, and Lon-
don, the three Courts are of opinion thal the existence
of the Ortoman Porle cannot be connecled with the
general equillibrinm of Europe, and the relations of
Russia an:l the Parte canaot b established on solnt
and doradle bases.”

with France and England or the commencement of
hostilities with Austriza may render necessary.”?

Tux Czan’s Reery,—Lelters have been received
from Berlin to the eflect that on the previous day
Prince Gortschakoff had received the answer of the
Russian Cabinet to the propositions of the other Puw-
ers, It is said (hat Russin does not absolutely reject,
but even recognizes them as capable of beinz ruads
the basis of new newotiations, after certain modifica-
tions in refereuce tothe commou protectorate of the
Prineipalitivs and the preservation in their integrity
of the privileges of the Greek Christians.

Croups IN TuR WesT.—The proposed salo of the
Island of Sitku by the Czar, 1o the United States, is
now formally announced by the American jouruals—
and of course so desirable a project is hailed with en-
thusiasm throughout the Union. Dr. Cottmau, ax
American geatleman, whe had been residing at 81,
Petersburg tor several months, has airived in Wash-
ington invested with full powers to treat upon the sud-
ject—1ihie Czar being completely indiflerent about tha
terms. in his eagerness Lo arrange au enfenle cordiole
with tle Great Hepublic. Itis amusing to conceive
the enormions lrouble which Nicholas has taken 1
conviuce the Yankee Doctor of his Ameriean sympa-
thies—not sparing.the character even of his swn sud-
jects when it stood in the way of a complinent likely
lo tell:—¢ There are,” said he, “but two govern-
ments in the world—those of Russia and Ainerica;
aml, although I have the greatest regand for the latter,
yet I kaow it would be impracticable in my country.
The republican form of government is best suited,”
he added, ¢ for the peaple of the Uniled States, be-
canse they are enlightened and jntelligent; bat witk
Russia it is eutirely diflerent, and the gevermuent she
has is the only one that is suited to her condition.”
