One of the questions suggosted by Mr,
Brown, “What ought to be the future

fiscal policy of the Dominion,” is the prin-

cipal one at issue between the rival poli-
tical parties, and' will be the most pro-
minent ono for solution at the next
génerul election. ' The less discussion on
the subject of reciprocity the better. It
cannot possibly do good and may o
harm. - The next move on that subjets
ought certainly to conie from the United
States.  We have not much . expectation
that discussion at public. meetings will
lead to trade between Canada and the
West Indies or Australia. - Both markets
are openalready. The duties on Canadian
products in the West Indies are very
moderate, and in no degree protective,
while ours on West India products are
not 1iké1y to be made more satisfrctory to
the planters under existing circum-
stances. We doubt . whether the peo-
pling of the regions between Onlavio and
Dritish Columbia- is not a subject Leyond
the range of the Dominion Board of Trade.
It will be intcresting to ascertain whether
the new law providing for the establish-
ment of local Boards. of Trade without
special “charters” will  lead {o o mare
extended representation. . Mr. Brown

has at all events miade his suggestions sufli--

ciently early, and thére is ample time for
organization:before the 15¢h Janvary, Tt
may be hoped that. there will be a full re-
presentation of the commer cinl classes of
the Dommlon.

BEET SUGAR.,
Quebec, 19th November, 1877,
To the Editor Journal of Commierce.

Sm,—My attention  has. just been called. to
your article, headed, “ Tle Beet-sugar Refinery,”
in your number of the 9th inst.,.which 1 have
read with considerable surprise.

Why, Sir, do you' really pretend to say that
beet-sugar fit ' for i consumption :: cannot be
\ eet, and without
1ts requiring a refinery to prepare it for the
retail market? ‘ :

- Mri Dustan’s article on' beet-sugar ‘to which
you refer has escaped my attention, and I regret
it.. However, if' this gentleman; who has the:
reputation of | a well-informed man,. pretends.
that no beet-sugar factory in. France, nor im
roduces - refined . sugar, ‘or more-
properly melis and mixed melis equal to the best
refined, he is ' most egregiously mistaken.: It is
a well-known fact. that in' Germany, Austria,
Russin, etc., most sugar factories produce,
indifferently, either granulated whites and even
loaf sugar, -or’ raw sugar, according to the

" demand of" the market, the first being for home

consumption, the lutter for exportation. And
it is on this very account that the best authori-
ties on the subject admit the superiority of the
above-named'. countries, - over . France.. This
difference is accounted for by the French system
of collecting the enormous excise duties charged
on sugar (amounting, to'73.32 francs on 100
kilos of refined sugar, the first cost of which is
about 55 francs,) by which the'large refineries
are favored against the ordinary sugar factories.
