It bad been an anxious 10 days on board 
the Atlantic passenger liner, for half of 
that timr they had drifted helplessly on 
the Newfoundland banks, their anchoring 
chains having been lost, and the machinery 
being useless on account of the break of 
the tail shaft, which it was impossible to 
repair at st'a.

sight. Immediately rockets were discharged 
and colored lire burned, and the, attention 
of both was attracted. The nearest one, 
which proved to be the Roman, bore down 
on La Champagne, while the other, which 
Is supposed to have been a large passenger 
steamer bound to New York, proceeded on 
its way, having, it is thought seen that 
assistance was going to the vessel in dis­
tress. The Roman took the Champagne in 
tow Thursday morning.

A subscription was made up on board for 
the men wno so bravely manned the life­
boat and left in search of help, and the 
sum of 5000 francs was quickly raised.

THE BRITISH MARKET TOR I RESII BEEF
The British Trade Jonraal, London, 

February "1, devotes a long article to

Ceondhui Customs oncers Beat to Look 
Alter the Collection of Doty-Jack Del- 
tea, Discoverer ol the Dolton Trail, Is 
Among the Passengers-Deg Train From 
Edmonton for the Pelly Bonks.

Victoria, Feb. 66.—Five steamers, the 
Danube, Seattle, Lees, Cottage City and 
Princess Louise, have left here In the last 
two days, each crowded with passengers 
and freight for the Klondike. The customs 
authorities despatched Officers Whiteside 
and William Hall to Dyea and Skaguay to 
Inform miners of the collection of duties 
at the Canadian border, and to look after 
bonding arrangement and other customs 
matters at the gateway cities.

Among the passengers on the Cottage 
City was Jack Dalton, discoverer ot Dal­
ton Trail. Dalton proposes to establish an 
Immediate passenger pack train on the 
trail to which he gives his name. During 
the summer he will take np 300 horses, and 
with them carry passengers and light 
freight direct from Chllcat to the Yukon. 
He also proposes to establish at least six 
stations ou that route, with provisions, 

.outfits and other supplies.

The Object Sought,
BV the operating of this new tariff the 

Grand Trunk will make an attempt 
against the Canadian Pacific stronghold m 
tue Northwest, and the rates quoted may 
really be regarded as cut rates, since for­
merly, when the differential was recog­
nized. they would have been from $5 to $16 
higher than the Canadian Pacific rates. The 
Grand Trunk, lu their announcements re­
garding these new arrangements, do not 
claim to do any better than the C. P. R*, 
but by such inducements as free colonist 
cars, accommodation for live stock and the 
checking of baggage ‘"through In bond, 
they are prepared to do as well.

A Wide Kange.
In regard to the range of this new tariff: 

Aided by the co-operation of the Northern 
Pacific, the Grand Trunk is enabled to 
quote a first-class rate of $33.65 aud a 
second-class rate of $21 from points In 
Ontario to Winnipeg, and to tight the 
Canadian Pacific at points in Manitoba 
from Portage la Prairie to Winnipeg, in­
clusive; Portage to Emerson, inclusive; and 
Brandon to Morris, inclusive, and at points 
upon the Manitoba and Northwestern, a 
connection of the Northern Pacific, from 
Dauphin to Lapralrle. In all 28 C. P. It. 
points can be reached directly in Manitoba.

In Assinlbola the Minn, aud St. Paul 
Railway taps the Canadian Pacific main 
line at I’usqun, a point 257 miles from 
Brandon, on the Northern Pacific's western 
terminal in Manitoba. From Pasqua, the 
Grand Trunk are quoting rates over the 
Canadian Pacific 270 miles west to Medicine 
Hat, northward over the Canadian Pacific 
Into Saskatchewan, and east over the 
Canadian Pacific main line to points be­
tween Pasqua and Brandon. To these 
points the Grand Trunk must pay Canadian 
Pacific local fare from the nearest junction

Demanded an Increase.
The Grand Trunk Company terminated 

the North Bay agreement by notice taking 
effect Feb. 1. demanding an increase of 
50 per cent, in the car-haul rate, and de­
manding half the passenger traffic for the 
Chicago route. For the past 12 years, or 
ever since the opening or its line north of 
Lake Superior, the Canadian Pacific has 
quoted especially low rates for land-seekers 
and (migrants to the Canadian Northwest 
for the purpose of encouraging the develop­
ment or that part of the country, and to 
prevent their diversion to the Western 
States en route, a matter from which Cana-* 
dian interests suffered so seriously 
the opening of the all-Canadian 
Winnipeg. During the life of the agree­
ment the propriety of this rate was not 
questioned by the Grand Trunk, before 
the advent of the present management, 
and its proportion of the rate w’as accepted 
for Its line between Ontario points and 
North Bay without question.

wish to convey, that the Grand Trunk is 
and has 'been wonting against the interests 
of Canada (and by the way'their own in­
terests as well, wiiich are inseparable from 
those of Canada), it contradicted by the 
facts, and should ibe taken for Just what 
the majority of the public are inclined to 
consider it worth. S The fact is that, Al­
though the management of the Grauu 
Trunk, having a line of their own direct 
to Chicago (which, remember, was built In 
accordance with the demand of the Cana­
dian Government, as shown by the records 
of the Government, and which all unpreju­
diced business people cognizant of the true 
facts always admit was a wise and pru­
dent undertaking), are likely to work for the 
Interests of the western end of their tine 
just as earnestly as they do for the In­
terests of any other portion, and in so doing 
make traffic contracts with its natural con­
nections to the Northwest, that company 
have done more In the past and will natur­
ally continue to do more in the future to­
wards bulldlntg up the interests of On­
tario and Quebec than the Canadian. Pacific 
ever has done or ever will do. Has not 
the Grand Trunk done much toward build­
ing up the interests of the older Provinces.'

Hew Immigrants Were Waylaid.
That prior to the completion of tht 

Canadian Pacifie Railway between the 
Provinces of Ontario and Manitoba, the 
petitioners’ lines enjoyed the whole of a 
large passenger traffic between these pro­
vinces, much of which traffic was com­
posed of settlers who were seeking homes 
In the Northwest. Many of the passengers 
who were carried by the United States lines 
found Inducements to settle In Minnesota 
and other Western States. With the low 
rates established by the Canadian Pacifia 
Railway on the completion of its through 
Hue north of Lake Superior, the United 
States lines could not compete therefor 
without demoralizing their Intermediate 
rates or sustaining great loss of needed 
revenue, and. as a result, the entire traf­
fic In question was diverted to the Cana­
dian Pacific Railway.

Prior to this application another elmllse 
application was made to the Interstate 
Commerce Commssion to suspend the pro­
visions of the act in respect to Kootenay 
traffic, and another has since beep 
in respect to the Pacific coast traffic, 
that the American competitors of the 
Canadian Pacific Railway might freely 
strike It, and the Grand Trunk was also 
a party to these applications. -

Agents in the Joint employ of 
the American roads will be located at these 
junction points, and will see.that their 
passengers get their Canadian Pacific 
tickets and that their baggage and freight 
is transhipped Into C. P. R» cars. A num­
ber of years ago the C. P. It. had to em­
ploy the same methods with the Southern 
Pacific, when the two roads were at vari­
ance.

DR SPENCE’S CAMPAIGN. has been making every effort I 
by means of its low west-bound 
commissions to agents, unlimited advertis­
ing and active canvassing, to build up the 
Northwest at the* expense of the interests 
of the older Provinces, by inducing and 

jlmr people to remove therefrom, 
thus directly reducing the population and 
land values, by encouraging direct compe­
tition with the products raised in. this por­
tion of the country in which Grand Trunk's 
chief interests are situated, and by main, 
taining a much higher basis of rates east, 
bound from the Northwest. This has been 
as much as 50 and 60 per cent, more than 
the lowest west-bound rate, and I doubt 
if this has not been of more benefit b> the 
C.P.R. than other interests.

Interchange of Freight.
A circular has been Issued by Mr. J. W. 

Loud, General Freight Agent of the Grand 
Trunk, announcing the arrangements re­
garding the interchange of freight between 
that road and the Canadian Government 
railway, formerly the Intercolonial.

After March 1 freight received by the 
Grand Trunk, destined to points on the 
Canadian Government Railway, will be de­
livered to that road at Montreal, from all 
west thereof; at St. Rosalie Junction from 
G. T. R. stations south of St. Lambert to 
Messina Springs, Hemmingford and 
House's Point, inclusive; and at Chaudière 
Junction from stations east of St. Rosalie 
to Portland, inclusive.

DON’T ÜSB DRUGSlegislation. The 'following clause of 
the Farmers’ Loan Company's Act of 
1874 is common to oil:

"Upon the said change taking place 
fthe change of name by striking out 
the word mechanics], the said company 
and all its then members, their suc­
cessors and assigns forever shall thence­
forth be and be held to be constituted 
and shall continue to be a body politic 
and corporate under the name .specified, 
having its principal place of business in 
Toronto,” etc., and the powers and 
rights of the company under its old name 
wore continued in the company under its 
new name.

The Dominion Parliament has a gen­
eral Act entitled The Companies Clauses 
Act, the provisions of which, by section 
3, are extended “to every joint stock 
company incorporated subsequent to the 
22nd day of June, 1860, by any special 
Act of the Parliament of Canada, for 
any of the purposes or objects to which 
the legislative authority of the Parlia­
ment of Canada extends," excepting rail­
ways, banks and- insurance companies. 
As the Farmers’ Loan Company was in­
corporated by special Act, subsequent 
to I860, and does not come within the 
exceptions, it is subject to this Act, and 
the liability of its directors is to be de­
termined by the provisions thereof. The 
Act has this provision respecting the 
liability of directors:

"It the directors . of the company 
declare and pay any dividend when 
the company is insolvent, or any 
dividend, the payment of which rend­
ers the company insolvent or 
diminishes the capital stock thereof, 
they shall be jointly and severally 
liable as well to the company as to 
the individual shareholders and

come shareholders or partners, or 
with intent to deceive or defraud the 
members, shareholders or creditors or 
any of them, whether ascertained or 
not, of such body corporate or pub­
lic company, or with intent to induce 
any person to entrust or advance 
any property to such body corporate 
or public company, or to enter into 
any security for the benefit thereof." 
That the directors from time to time 

have made or concurred in making state­
ments false in material particulars is 
admitted. That these statements were 
Known to be false when made all the 
directors deny. Whether they are telling 
ihe truth, a criminal prosecution even 
may not be able to determine.

As soon as the news became known, all the 
leading politicians hastened to the Palace 
to express their congratulations over the 
escape of King George and the Princess.
