THE PEACE COMMISSION-
Settlement Between the U. S. and

Spain Will Not Be as Difficult as
A.t!oi’.tod.

Washington, Oct. 29.—Advices from. Paris
are to the effect that there is mo change
in the peace negot'at'on situation. The
administration has the same hopeful feel-
ing of sucess that wag/entéftained at the
Cabinet meeting and the statement is re-
iterated that negotiations are in a feir way
to bé brought to a speedy termimation.
The question of the Philippines has not
been formally considered by the Peace
Commissioners, but there has been some
informal discussion between the American
and Spanish Commissioners with the result
that the American Commissioners have in-
dicated to the Administration that the sei-
tiement will not be as difficult as antici-
pated some time ago.

THE PROPOSED DISARMAMENT-

Each Power Will Be Represented at
the Conference by Three
Delegates.

London, Oect. 29.—It is announced
from St. Petersburg that all the powers
have now accepted the Czar’s Invita-
tion to send delegates to the proposed
disarmament conference. Each power
will be represented by three delegates,
and it will be a record diplomatic as-
sembly in point of numbers.

Count Muravieff,the Russian Minister
of Foreign Affairs, is going to Livadia,
where he will confer with the Czar on
outlines of the program, which will be
submitted to the delegates of the
powers- The Russian Minister is very
optimistic as to the result of the con-

ference.

; Korean Liberal Guard.

Yancouver, Oet. 28. —(Special.)—Advices
from the Orient by the last steamer say:
Thirty specially picked military men have
been chosen as the Imperial Guard to serve
about the throne of the Korean Emperor.
