Davin Wonld Give the Men a Show.

Mr. Davin, speaking of his bill, said he
would have a clause providing that ofn-
cers in the Northwest Mounted Police
ghould be recruited from the ranks. All
the best officers were got in this way. e
Instanced Col, Steele and Major Belcher.
It was his Intention to provide that tlie
office of superintendent of Northwest
Mounted I'olice shonld be filled from the
rnks of the non-commissioned ofticers,
The kernel of his bill was to have super-
annuation calculated from the time a man
Jjoined the force,

Wants a Canadian Head,

Col, Domville is nothing if not a radical,
He proposes to have a Canadian head of
Canada’s militia,. and this Is what his
amendment to the Militia Act has in view,
le thought that an officer who was con-
sidered fit to go to South Africa and fight
was surely fit to countrol Canada’s native
troops. ‘This would be a further movement
toward Canada for the Canadians.

o Give the Troops Votes,

Mr. Ingram, explaining his bill, sald that
by the present Iranchise Act the members
of the contingents would be disfranchised.
His proposed amendment would give them
a chance to vote even if they returned but
one day before an election. He declared
courts of revision often struck off persons
.Who had moved from one municipality into
another, tho remaining in. the Dominion
riding, and his Dbill would give such per-
sons a vote..

10 RELIEVE LADYSMITH !

Decidedly Hopeful.

British Are Determined to Reach Their Goal This Time, and
‘London Standard Says the Prospects Are

TFeb. 8.=—(4 a.m.)—The Britlsh
are putting themselves in mo-
parts of the South African
war field, A combined attack upon the
Boers appears to. be in progress, Gen.
‘Buller has gained a footing on the plateau
north of the Tugela, after two days’ fight-
ing.

On the far western border Lord Methuen
has begun a turning movement against the
Boer right, 'while Gen. McDonald threatens
the Boer flank, thus reliexing the pressure
on Lord Methuen's front.

Lord Roberts, who, according to an infor-
mant, is in_close touch with the War Of-
fice, is in the middle of the theatre of war,
and has begun the march on Bloemfontein.
The Boers have taken the initiative against
Gen. Gatacre, attacking two of his posi-
tions at Sterkstroom.

Forward Movement in Progress.

Buller’s Third Attempt.

Gen, Buller's third attempt at relieving
Ladysmith absorbs attention. Telegrams ol
rom 100 to 200 words, from a dozen cor-
respondents, have been passed by
the censor, who has apparently
re-dated messages of Monday or Tuesday to
Wednesday at 6 p.m. From these it is clear
that Gen. Buller, up to Tuesday evening,
bad taken one hill, had repulsed a Boer
counter attack and was holding the position
aguinst an enfilading fire from Spion Kop
in the Doorm Kloof.

British Captured Kraniz Kloof=—
Boers Repulsed After a De-
termined Attack,
Spearman’s Camp, Wednesday, Feb., 7.—
(6 p.m.)—General Buller commenced the ad
vance for the relief of Ladysmith Monday.
The naval guns opened at 7 in the morning,
and a feint attack was made in front of
our position, Three battalions advanca
toward Brakfontein with six batteries, At
11 o'clock the Boers opened with artillery
fire and sent several shells among the Brit-
ish infantry, who retired an hour later,
On the Extreme Right.

Meanwhile a vigorous attack was made
on the extreme tight, where the engineers
nk]vodiﬂ-nlsly constructed a position, Several
pieces of canmon hidden ameong the trees
on Zwort’s Kop bombarded heavily.

Boers Were Suprised.

The British infantry advanced, and the
Boers were entirely surprised. At 4 o'clovk
a high hill, a continuation of the Brak-
fontein, had been taken. The operatious

“The first of the kopjes was carried by
them at the point of the bayoue: with the
ntmost gallantry. Almost simunltancously,
the first battallon rifle hrigade cleared the
second kopje and, after moving across the
long ridge, they bivouacked on the spot.

“The feint attack at Potgleter's Drift
having served its purpose in preventing the
concentration of the enemy at the critical
point, the cleventh brigade fell back to the
river.

“In the course of the operation, both the
infantry and the artillery had been subject-
ed to a severe shell fire,

Boers Again Beaten Off,

“Yesterday (Tuesday) at 4 in the after
fnnnu. the enemy, encouraged, doubtless, hy
their success at Spion Kop, endeavored to
recapture the position taken by us at Vaal
krantz.

After the capture of Krantz Kloof the
heavy Boer fire preveated a further ad-
vance Monday. The next morning the Boers
indniged in long-rauge shell fire, but in’the
afternoon they made a vigorous attempt
to recapture the position. ThLeir assanlt
was made upon the northern end of the
kopje. and at first it was sucecessful., Ieia-
forcements were, however, hurried up, and
the British recaptured the position at he
point of the bayonet, and advanced along
the ridge.

The simple common Ssense of all
these hints to those who would preserve
the voice must commend itself to every-
body who has given the matter a thought,
And as singers are not the only victims of
colds and inflamed vocal cords, all of us

A girl
know has made a beauty for herself out
of yellow Indian silk, of which she bought
a couple of yards, hemstitched it down
the sides and then fringed and knotted the
fringe at the ends.

A face cream that Is warranted to work
wonders on any complexion is made as fol-
lows : Eight ounces of sweet almond oil,
three and one-half ounces of lanoline, one
ounce of white wax, one and three-quarter
ounces of spermaceti, forty grains of pow-
dered borax, six ounces of rose water. In
preparing the ‘cream, warm the oil, and
melt the white wax, lanoline and sperma-
cetl In it, adding the borax and rose water
as the cream cools. It should be well
stirved and will make a pound of cream,
If a smaller quantity is desired, divide the
quantities porportionately,

PROFESSIONALS IN GIHICKET.

Amateur Rule Cut Out in Philadel-

phia League—Champion-

ship Matches.

Philadelphia, Feb. 7.—An important
meeting of the Associated Cricket Clubs wag
held yesterday, and thé actlon taken rela-
tive to the conditions to govern the game
this year will, no doubt, be far-reaching
and tend to greatly improve cricket, and
also make It far more interesting from a
spectator's point of view, All the clubs
were well represented, the following being
on hand to hear the report Ssubmitted by
the subcommittee relative to separating
the competitions for the Halifax and Club
Record cups: J, B, Colahan, jr,, and
George T. Morgan, of Belmont; Reynolds
D, Brown and E, W. Clark, jr., of Uer-
mantown; Allen Evans and Frederick L,
Baily, of Merion; BEdward S. Buckley, jr.,
and J, H. Mason, of Philadelphia,
The eonditions governing cricket have
changed so greatly in the past few sea-
sons that there has been a growing feel-
ing for some time amon Jmany of the lead-
ing players that the Associated Cricket
Clubs should take some action to increase
the popularity of the game. In a recent
issue of The American Cricketer a rather
radical change was advocated, but, despite
this, it met with such hearty approval that
the A, C.C, took it uﬁ), and, judging from
the action taken at the meeting yesterday,
the plan suggested seems to have proven
feasible, and will, no doubt, be adopted
for the coming season. Chairman Reynoids
D, Brown of the subcommittee reported
at length, and after considerable aiscus-
slon the Assoclated Cricket Clubs decided
that there should be two cup competitions
for the season of 1900, one for the Halifax
Cup, in which contest the following clubs
should be invited to compete: German-
town, Philadelphia, Belmont and Merion,
‘The other should be for the Philadelphia
Cup. The clubs to be invited to enter this
contest were Radnor, Lynden, Moores-
town, Belfleld and all the clubs taking
part in the contest for the Halifax Cup.
By this action the mo-called second eleven
competition is done away with, and hereat-
ter the teams representing the various
clubs will not be termed first and second
elevens, but will have the honor of being
the representative of the club in whatever
competition they may enter.
Another important e was the dectsion
of the committee to Tnake it optional with
any of the clubs competing for the Phila-
delphia Cup to play protessionals, and
this seems to be a wise move,as the barring
of the professionals in this contest might
materially affect such teams as Moores-
town, Lynden and Belfield, and there {s Iit-
tle doubt Dbut that the Inclusion of the
club professionals in the matches for this
cup will make them much closer, and at
the same time give the worthy profession.
als }n opportunity to take part in the
| game.

Of course, this Is an experiment upon
the part of the A ,C.C,, and the results will
be watched with considerable Interest, It
seems as tho they had acted wisely in
making another rule that any member of
a club be eligible to representation on the
teams in either of the competitions, so that
the clubs competing for the Philadelphia
Cup will quite frequently be called upon
to play agalnst many ‘of the strongest
cricketers In the clubs representing the
Halifax Cup matches, which at once ele
vates these games far above a second-place
plane,

The Mayor, in fact, should have called
the Committee on Works, instead of the
Board of Control, which has its own dutles
to perform, and had the conference taken
place, the Controllers would have been 1n-
dicted in Council for usurpation of powers
belonging to the Board of Works,

1t was admitted yesterday that the Con-
trollers refused to meet the railway depmu-
tation, and, there being no possible way of
saving the situation, the Controllers left
the Mayor’s presence without the honor of
an introduction to the visitors,

Prison Reform,

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STREET IIAIL“%‘AY EXTENSIONS.

There has been no appreclable increase in
the mileage of the Toronto Railway system
since the company assumed control of the
lines some eight years-ago. While the mlle-
age has remained practically stationary the
During
the past month the receipts were $114,719.
For the same month in 1896 the receipts
were $74,266, The increase during the four
years has been exactly 5O per cent. No
wonder the routes are being worked beyond
their capacity. The best solution of the
overcrowding of cars is to Increase the
mileage by establishing new routes. We can-
not say that we are very much in love with
the Mayor’'s project for establishing a new
rival of the whole Toronto Rallway system.
Such a violent means of obtaining reliet
was not contemplated by the agreement, al-
tho it seems clear that the city has legally
the right to establish a great rival system
provided the Loronto Kailway Company doeg
not .assume the work itself. 'We object
to the system as proposed, because it would
not be in the city’s interests to license a
new company to competé with ‘the one we
are so heavily interested in at the present
time, But what we do favor is the open-
ing up of two or three new routes to relieve
the traffic where it is heaviest. We should
have a new street car line from Dundas-
street along Arthur and eastward to the
centre of the city. Another is needed along
Wilton-avenue eastward over the Don.
These two might be made one continuous
line from the extreme west to the extreme
east, crossing the Don at Gerrard-street,
or it might be better to build a low-level
bridge about midway between Queen and
Gerrard-streets, and have the tracks ex-
tended thru a section of the city east of
the Don that is thickly populated, Another
new route that is badly n¢eded is one from
Union Station to the head of Avenue-road.
If this additional mileage were added to
the existing trackage the pressure on the
system would be considerably relieved.
Fortunately the City Council has power in
its own hands to secure these extensions.
If the Toronto Railway Company will not
establish the routes proposed the Council
can sell the franchise to the highest bid-
der. Should the company decide to let

.a competitor come in the field rather than

operate any of the new routes itself, the
city would then have an opportunity of
regulating the company by competition as
well as by virtue of the agreement. The
route from the extreme west to the ex-
treme east of the city would constitute a
valuable franchise, There would be no
dearth ‘of competitors anxious %o acquire
it. Such a route would give suburban con-
nections in the east and west. It would
command an immense summer traffic to and
from the suburbs.” It would pay hand-
somely even if three cents were made, the
maximum charge within the city limits,
There is no doubt that the city would be
benefited if the company should refuse teo
build the line. 'We could make a Dbetter
deal with an outsider. What. we have
said in regard to this new route would ap-
ply to the one we have suggebted for re-
lieving Yonge-street, and also to another
which might be laid out to give a much-
needed service thru South Parkdale.
We do not think anything is to be gained
by proposing a scheme which is five times
too big for the necessities of the case.
What the Council should do is to lay -out
three or four such routes as we have indi-
cated, and formally request the Toronto
Railway Company to proceed with the con-
struction of them. The new routes are re-
quired for next summer’'s traffic, which
promises to be very heavy, The Council
should lose no time in finding out where
the Toronto Railway Company stands in re-
gard to these proposed extensions.

BICYCLE LEGISLATION.

The Canadian Wheelmen’s Association
will be conferring a great beuefit on them-
selves and on the public at large if they are
successful In obtaining legislation providing
for the establishment of side-paths. What
Is wanted is a duplication of the system
that prevails in New York State, Over
there the counties have the option of es-
tablishing gide-paths within their limits and
of regulating the conditions urder which
such paths may be used. “Those who use
the paths must pay a tax for the privilege.
In Monroe County, in which the City of
Rochester is situated, 40,000 license tags
were sold last year. .Paths running from
one end of the county to the other have
been constructed. The paths are under the
control of commissioners.. The same kind
of a law should be adopted in Untario. If
the County of York could take advantage
of such a law, it would not be lovg till all
the roads leading to and from Toronto were
provided with side-paths, By’ paying a
dollar a year the wheelmen would have
many miles of side-paths along the county
and suburban roads at their disposal. The
adoption of the bill proposed would soon
give us a splendid path to Hamliton and
to all nearby towns and cities. The pass-
age of the bill canont injure anyone. It is
not proposed that anyone should be deprived
of a right he now enjoys. All that is
sought is that only those who contribute
towards the construction of a side-path
should be allowed to use it, This Is only
fair. The ordinary road is still available
to such as prefer to leave things as lhey
are. The success of the law In New York
has been such as to justify our copying it
at once.

WIND BLEW FURIOUSLY,

Thousand Dollars
Done in Vancouver,

Vancouver, Feb, 7.—Ten thousand dollars
damage was done Monday night by the
heaviest wind ever félt here. Half a dozen
city buildings were blown down, while
others were damaged.

Bystander in The Sun: The transient ill-
success of the British arms in South Africa
was followed, as a matter of course, by dis-
content and recrimination. The Govern-
ment was arraigned for. want of prepara-
tion, Lord Wolseley for obstinate prejudice,
commanders in the field for rash departure
from the plan of campaign.

The Government certainly would deserve
the censure if there were any truth in its
own story of a deep-laid and .extensive con-
spiracy formed by the Boers for the sub-
version of the British rule, since it was
morally impossible that the preparations for
such an attempt should not have come to
the Government’s ears. But Lord Wolse-
ley’'s capacity has been well tested, and
the commanders in the field are all of them
officers- of distinction, The chief difficulty
has been one of which the jingo, not being
much accustomed to weigh moral considera-
tions, has perhaps hardly estimated the
force. It has lain in the character of the
resistance. In the Boers we have encoun-
tered not only an eminently brave, hardy
and resolute race of men, inspired, more-
over, by a fervent, tho, perhaps, unenlight-
ened, religion, but an army of patriots fight-
ing in the best and noblest of all causes—for
the independence of thelr country and for
their homes. On the Boer farmer's wife,
who, having sent her husband and her child
to the patriot ranks, is praying for them in
her lonely home, far more than on the
British War Office or General White rests
the blame of the unforeseen reverses en-
countered by the British Empire in this
war. The British® soldier has fought as
is his wont, but he has met those who vie
with him in valor and have the advantage
of fighting on the threshold of their home.

INDIAN REMAINS,

p'F '

The Huron Village Sites in Simcoe
County.

Owing to the advances made of late in

the archaeological science, our knowledge

of the conditions of Indian life previous to

the occupation of this province by white
men has been considerably enlarged. A field
which has always attracted the archaeolo-
gist is the territory once occupied by the
Hurons in what is now the northern por-
tion of Simcoe County, where Indian relics
abound, showing the former presence of a
large population and the degree in which
they had attained some rudimentary ac-
quaintance with industrial arts. Last year
the Education Department issued as a sup-
plement to its report a document by An-
drew I, Hunter, M.A., on the sites of Hu-
ron villages in the Township.of Tiny and
adjacent parts.. This work was prepared
more particularly with a view to the iden-
tification of those villages visited and de-
scribed by the early missionaries, The ex-
tent to which the country was at one time
peopled may be gathered from the fact
that forty-nine sites of Indian villages in
Tiny and part of the adjoining township
bave been discovered, tho It is not consid-
ered probable that all of them were occu-
pied at the same time. Another report by
Mr. Hunter has just been issued, dealing
lr'x the same way with the Township of
Tay, with a description from observation
of the more important sites and the Indian
remains discovered. A considerable part
of the latter work is devoted to the identi-
fication of the scenes of the invasion of the
Iroquois, when the Jesuit missionaries Bre.
boeuf and Lallemant suffered martyrdom

BOER STORY OF THE FIGHTING.

British Cannonade the Fiercest Yet

positions on the Upper Tugela. The troops
crossed the river at the Pont and at Molen
Drift with the object of storming our posi-
tloxis.

The War Office message as given out
furnished no clue as to where the Tugela
was crossed, nor the numbers supponting
Gen. Buller's movement. But It is pre-
sumed this third attempt wiil be a supreme
effort on the part of the general to cut his
way thru, and that he will employ every
available resource. The expression in the of-
fiicnl despatehl “Is mow advancing upon
Ladysmith'’ has keyed the public up to an
anxious pitch in regard to the next news.

THE IRISH PARY S0 D

All the Members Cheered John Red-
mond When He Moved His Pro-
Boer Resolution.

HIS SPEECH WAS ANTI-BRITISH,

Tim Healy Spoke of British Defeats
~The Mouse Buried the
Motion.

London, Feb. 7.—Mr. John Redmond,
chairman of the United Irish party, was
lcudly cheered by all sections of the Irish
members when he rose in the House of
Commons to-day to move an amendment
to the address in reply to the speech from
the throne, representing that the time had
arrived to bring the war in South Africa
tc a conclugion on the hasis of recognizing
the independence of the Transvaal and Or-

ange Free State. :

As to whether, the prospects of Home Rule
were adversely affected by the attitude of
the Irish, Mr. Redmond thought Ireland
had nothing to lose and everything to gain
by raising her voice on the side of justice

aunu liberty.

Mr. Patrick Joseph Power, member for
the east division of Waterford County, sec-
onded Mr. Redmond’s amendment.

: Anti-English, of Course,

He said the Irish party abhorred this
war, and intended, so far as possible, to

maintain the Independence of the Repnb-
lies, defended with such heroism. Mn.
Redmond admitted that when the Empire
was Involved in complications a feeilog
of hope and satisfaction stirred the ma-
Jority of the Irish at bome and abroad. But
the sympathies of the Irish would stili
have been pro-Boer even If lingland had mot
been coucerned, and another power had at-
temped to ‘‘act the bully and oppressor in
Sourh Africd.” Kngland to-day, added Mr.
Redmond, stood “not in splendid but in
disgraceful isolation, Turkey alone lending
her countenance.”

America Hostile to Great Britain,

While admitting that official expressions
of hostility had not been heard ‘in the
United States, “clu(-ﬂi: becanse America,
heing engaged in the Philippine War, bad
not relt herself in a position to rebuke Eng-
land as she would otherwise have done.’
Mr. Redmond said the oyerwhelming opin-
lon of leading American statesmen was
hostile to Great Britain in this war, and
said the ‘“‘unanimous disapproval of the
world demonstrated that the war was un-
just, and it ought, therefore, to be
stopped.”

Tim Healy Joins in.

Mr. Timothy Healy, Irish Nationalist,
during the course of s speech dwelling on
the British defeats, sald:

“Heretofore the ﬁoers have only had two
feast days in their calendar, Dingaan's
day and Majuba day, but England has given
them Buller's day, White's day, Gatacre's
day, Methuen's day, Yule's day and Sy-
nions’ day.”

Cries of “Shame !”

Loud and continued cries of “Shame”
greeted the reference to the deceased Gen.
eral, and Mr. Healy hastened to declare
that he had the gratest respect for the late
G;}lem}ll:i‘ymm(zls.

NUNEZ ON HIS DIGNITY,

Civil Governor of Havana Will Ask
Secretary Hay Whether He is
to Be a Dummy or Not,

vona, an dCivil Governor Nunez, with refer-
erce to the matter of the municipal budget,
which, under Gen. Woods’ order, with re-
ference to civil affairs, Nunez claimed he
bad a right to inspect, not counsldering it
preper that Havana should be an exception
10 the'other cities of the Island. Gen.
Ludlow’s powers, as given by the President,
invest him with rights over the munizipal
ﬂr_:m:ros of the city, and consequently Gen.
Wood sustained Gen. Ludlow. Governor
Nunez shook hands with Gen. Ludlow,
and the former told the correspondent of
the Associated Press that they had rejuest-
ed the Secretary of State to announce whe-
ther he had any rights as clvil governor,
or whether he was to be a dummy, while
Gen. Ludlow was in reality eivil governor,

NEARLY ALL RECRUITED NOW.

Col. Steele Finds a Ready Respons
by First-Class Men for
Strathcona Horse.

Calgary, Feb. 77.'——(?01. 8. B. Steele arrived
here yesterday and spent a busy day select-
Ing recruits for the Stratheona Horse.
Twenty-three have been selected from here,
three over the limit. Forty will be taken
from Fdmonton and Fort Saskatchewan
and 130 from British Columbia.

'T'his would
compel an annual petition from the hotel-

REBELS CAPTURED SUPPLIES,

Killed Six American Soldiers and
{ Two Native Drivers in
Their Fusilade,

Manila, Feb. 7.—(Noon.)—The Insurgents
Monday captured a sopply train of nine
bull carts between Orani and Dinalupijan,
killing a corporal and five privates of 'om-
pany G, 32ud Infantry. The escort con-
sisted of a sergeant and eleven mounted
men. The insurgents weakened the sup-
ports of a bridge over a creek, and the

first cart went into the stream. While the
escort was bunched trying to haul the eart
out of the water, the insurgents fired a

" volley from the bushes, killing the six Am-

ericans and also two native drivers.
The insurgents have been driven ..ut of
Legaspi on Albay Bay, Province of Albay.

Spanish Prisoners Rebelled,
The rebels of Tayabas Province were con-
veying some 300 Spanish prisoners to ..ib-
munan, and on arriving there the prisoners,
exbausted and starved, revolted and cis-
persed their guards with stones and c'ubs.
They also captured a few rifles and barri-
caded themselves at Libmanan, where they
are awaliting the arrival of American troops.

SCHOOL SAVINGS BANKS,

Pupils in Dufferin School De-
posited $410.20 During the
First Month.

The bank established in connectlon with
the Dufferin School, Berkeley-street, by the
Vietor Savings Assoclation has now heen
n operation for a month, deposits having
been received on four successive Mondays.
As a result, about 600 of the pupils have
become depositors and have the sum of
$410.20 to their credit in the ledgers of the
association.

A brief description of the modus operandi
may be interesting :

Each depositor receives a pass-book free
of charge and has a separate account in
the ledger at the head office. Kach teacher
is supplled with a cash book of speclal
pattern, in which the names and addresses
of depositors are enrolled, and the amouat
of their deposits entered in cdlumns pro-
vided for each Monday in the school term.
So that, when once the names are entered,
very little time is required each day to
receive and enter the deposits. The money
received is placed in a, bag, secarely t'ed
and sent to the principal, who makes out
a report of the day’'s business and sends it
with the money bags to the head office of
the association, corner Queen and Jarvis-
streets, Interest is allowed on amounts of
§1 and upwards,

In Europe and the United States it is
not usual to open a ledger account until
the puplls’ deposits amount to $1 to $5 in
different places, nor to allow .interest on
sums less than $3 to $5, but in Toronto the
depositor of 1 cent has an account, and as
Soon as the amount reaches $1 it commmences
to earn Interest.

TLe details were ecarefully worked out
by the manager of the assoclation, Mr. C.
E. Clarke, and Mr. H, D. Lockbart Gordon,
auditor, Great credit Is due to Principal
R. W. Doane and the teachegs for the en-
thuslastic way in which they took up and
have carried on the work.

The Victor Savings Association is whoily
philanthropic and undenominational in_its
character, no profits or salaries Leing re-
celved by anyone connected with it.

The first day 426 pupils became deposit-
ors, and, despite the compiete novelty of
the work to the teachers, not a hitch oc-
curred, nor a serious mistake was made--
a most gratifying feature to,all conceraed,
The numnber of depositors has since in-
creased to about €00, and a still further
increase is looked for.

At the last meeting of the School Doard a
committee was appointed to arrange for the
extension of the system to other clty
schools.
