The disaster has effectually obliterated
the dividing line between the rich and
poor, and a common cgtastrophe has made
all akin. Beautiful wemen, wealthy yester-
day, penniless to-day, sat on the curb be-
side the beggar, sharing alike the pitiless
fate that befell them both,

To-night the sidewalks are thronged with
homeless people. The wharves re crowd-
ed with sleepers, and every available craft
in the harbor has been made into a tempor-
ary home.

DISASTROUS FIRE

~ SEVEN PEOPLE BURNED TO DEATH

Three Fatally Injured and Others

More or Less Hurt—Train Block-

ed Way of Firemen and Train Hands Refused to Back
Off the Crossing—AIll Arrested.

Chicago, May B5.—Seven persons were
burnedl to death, three fatally injured and
several others slightly burned and other-
wise hurt, im a fire that destroye& a
three-storey apartment bullding at No. 9136
Marquette-avenue, South Chicago, early to-
day. The dead:

‘While the occupants of the burning build-
ing were struggling with the smoke and
flames in hopes of forcing their way to
safety, the firemen who were responding
to the alarm were vainly waiting for a
freight train, which blocked the way of the
fire engines, to move away from the cross-
ing and give an open road to the fire.
Marshal Driscoll, in charge of the-firemen,
called to the conductor and brakesmen to
move the train, but they refused to com-
ply with his request. The police were sent
for and the crew were arrested. Then,
vnder orders of the fire marshal, the train
was backed from the crossing, but by the
time the firemen reached the burning
building the structure had been destroyed.
Scattered among the embers were found
the charred remains of the victims. The
bodies were burned beyond recognition,
and were identified in various ways.

The train crew, who live at Elkharty
Ind., are being held, withont bail. await-
ing the verdict of the coroner’s inquest.

The origin of the fire is unknown. ’‘the
building was an old one, built of wood,
and burned so rapidly that all avenues of
escape by stairways were cut off before
the occupants were aware of the fire.

The discovery was made by the crew of
an eastbound way-freight, in charge of
Conductor George Bennett. As the train
slowed up to allow an engine to pass the
engineer noticed Clark lying on the ground i

with his head towards the rails. At first|
it was believed that Clark was dead, but
finding that he was still alive, Conductor

Bennett arranged to bring the injured
man to Toronto as quickly as possible.

Clark was placed in the caboose and the
train started for the city, avoiding all
bnuecessary delays. When the train
reached the Union Station the ambulande
was in waiting and the injured man was
removed to the Emergency Hospital. Yes-
terday he rallied considerably and the
hospital physicians now have hopes that
he may recover, altho 'he will probably
logse the sight of the right eye and be dis-
figsured for life. He is not yet able to
say how he came by the injuries, but It
is \helieved that he was beating his way
to Buffalo and fell off a train. He was
last seen at his home at noon on Satur-
day, when he went out without saying
where he was going.

The last train to pass the point where
Clark was found prior to the way-freignt
was the G.T.R. fast express for Hamilton,
which left Toronto at 11.15 p.m. on Satur-
day. Clark is 33 years of age.

A NOTHER'S GREAT BRAVERY

At Risk of Her Own Life She Dragged

the Little One From Beneath
Horses' Feet:

THE ANIMALS HAD RUN AWAY.

Duh;d Across the Sidewalk and
Thru Plate Glass Window
Where Baby Was.

Chatham, Ont., May 5.—Mrs. Coleman,
at the risk of almost certain death, yes-
terday afternoom, rescued her baby from
under the hodfs of a runaway team of
horses, which had traversed King-street
from the market. Had it not been for

Mrs. Coleman’s rare presence of mind and
great bravery, the child would have been
instantly killed.

George Imery of Dover was driving past
the market, when the whiffletrees struck
the legs of the horses, causing them to
kick and plunge. They bolted along King-
street at a terrific wate. When they reach-
ed the Garner House the tongue sMpped
from the neck yoke and slid along, on the
pavement. When they reached the front
of Turril’s shoe store the tongue struck
the curb, and the race came to a halt. The
jar caused by the suddenness of the stop
threw Mr. Emery from his seat, pitching
him headlong to the pavement. The horses
dasfed on the sidewalk and plunged into
the large plate-glass window in the front
of Turril's store. Mrs. Coleman at the
time was in Turril’s store making some
purchases, but had left her two-year-old
baby sitting in its carriage in the front of
Maleolmson’s store. Immediately npon hear-
ing the crash of glass, she, with a mother's
instinet, ran for her child, and. in some
miraculous manner, succeeded in getting
her babe from under the horses' feet. She
then ran into a doorway, and had barely
time to do so before the carriage was
smashed into atoms. ‘

Mr. Emery, who was thrown to the pave-
ment, was rendered unconscious, and re-
ceived some severe bruises on the head
and body.

ENGLAND MAY HAVE A STRIKE.

Clash Between the Employes’ Union
and the Great Northern Rail-
way Likely.

London, May 5.—The long-deferred. but
inevitable struggle between the railways
of England and the employes’ union threat-
ens to be precipitated by a dispute with

the Northwestern Railway, "the greatest

NEW EXPLOSIVE TO BE TESTED.

Mrs George Sherman, an Old Resi-

BODY QUITE RIGID WHEN FOUND,

All Her Children Had Gone From
Home to Earn a Living and
She Was Alone.

Paisley, Ont., May 5.—An old resident of
Paisley, Mrs. George Sherman, to-day was
found strangled in her bedroom. She had
been living alone for several years, her
last and youngest son having procured a
remunerative situation in Langdon, North
Dakota. The neighbors saw her on Fri-

very much troubled in mind, but beyond
saying she had a letter just received from
her son, in ‘answer to which she did not
know what to tell him, she did not reveal
any cause for serious alarm. One of the
nf»ighhors asked her to come and stay over
night Friday, as she looked 80 unwell. “All
right,”” she replied, ‘“but I will go and
change my dress first.”” She went home,
changed her dress, came back and called
and stepped out again into another neigh-
bqr‘s, saying she would return in a few
minutes. She never returned, and on Sun-
day, as she had not been seen after about
0 o'clock Friday, the house was. forced
open, both doors being locked. Upstairs
in her bedroom, she had evidently tied a
small but strong cord around her neck and
the other end to the bed-post, turned her
back around to the bed, knelt down and
put her weight on the cord, and remained
with her arms bent and hands clenched in
desperation. Coroner McLaren and Con-
stable McMahon were immediately sum-
moned, and searched the house. Fifteen
dollars was found in one dress pocket and
some clothes (a whole suit) sufficient to
lay the body out, were found in an adjoin-
ing room, all spread on the bed. It was
considered unnecessary to hold any in-
quest.

neau, who was accused of murdering his
vicar, Abbe Entrammes. On ascending the
scaffold Abbe Bruneau forwarded a sealed
letter to the Procurator of the Repub-
lie, requesting that it be opened immedi-
ately.

DROWNED WHILE DESERTING.

Bombardier MeNally of “A” Field
Battery, Kingston, Loses His Life
—His Comrades Escape.
Watertown, N.Y., May 4.—Sergt. Frank

Kelly and Gunners Campbell and Dolan of
“A” Field Battery of Kingston, Ont., who
with Bombardier McNally were reported
drowned in the St. Lawrence River in a
despatch from Kingston this _afternoon,
were located here to-night.

ONE CENT

ON GROUND OF ABSOLUTE RIGHT

Cardinal Gotti Generally Thought
to Have Leo XiiI’s Pref-

erence in the Matter.

London, May 5.—The Pope, according to
a despatch to The Times from Rome, 18
understood to have made a  will, desig-
nating his successor. The news first
took shape in a diplomatic note from the
Bavarian Minister to his Government. [ts
theory is simple—the Papal power being
| absolute, involves the right of naming a
SUCCessor.

Dealing with the rumors of Cardinal
Rampolia’s retirement from the office of
Secretary of State, the correspondent
says he is aiming for the tiara, and that
if the Pontiff died to-day, the struggle
would be between Cardinals Rampolla and
Vannutelli. ;

““The Gottis, Svampas and Par*®hj§
would be there to watch the weaknesges
| and profit by them. One of these Aast
{ might come out on top.”

The correspondents states that Cdrdinal
| Rampolla is sure of 33 votes, but needs
| 86. He concludes a two-column/ despatch
by saying: %

“There remains but one ¢bstacle for
Cardinal Rampolla to ovércome, an
ohstacle that is immens¢ in an affair
where traditions are £verything. It
is contrary to custom for a Secretary
of State to succeed /his master. This
is why it is not/ improbable that
Cardinal Rampollg will strive to ap-
pear to have beén disgriaced, in order
not to preseryé responsibility for an
authority in fhe throes of death. In
quitting the’ office of Secretary of
State before the promulgation of the
Assoclatiohs bill, he would avoid quar-
reliing aith the French Government,
and be sent to thé propaganda. He
would assure himself of the sympathy
of America, which has two cardinals;
of England, which has two,” and of
Russia, which has none, but i power-
ful.”

Pope’s Favorite for Succession.
If the report that Leo XIII has designat-

ed his successor by will be true; it will
| be assumed that his selection fell * upon
| Cardinal Gotti, for it has been known in
| Vatican circles for two or three years
| past that this member of the Sacred Col-
ilvge was regarded by the present Pontift
| as his probable successor. Whether upon
gthrx Pope's decease the traditional mode of
election by the Conclave will undergo any
change in consequence of Leo XIIL’S ex-
pression of his preference is problematical,
but the indication of that preference will
doubtless carry much weight with many
members of the Sacred College when the

Cardinal Gotti was picked out by Leo
XIII. himself for prefermewt. A8 an
ccclesiastie, he was one of the least known
in the Catholic world, altho as General of
the Carmelite Order he held an office of
immense influence. His life has been spent
in the greatest seclusion, and ever ‘since

never deviated from the most austere
asceticism of a cloistered monk. For more
than 20 years he studied and taught the-

.| ology, and as Archbishop of Petra he bhe-

came identified with the religious party as
opposed to the political school in the pre-
lacy.

Hye was, however, called upon to under-
take a task requiring much diplomatic skill
on being sent by the Pope to reotganize
and introduce many reforms into the con-
vents of Brazil, when the empire of that
country gave way to the republie. His
labors were successful, and his elevation
to the cardinalate followed the termina-
tion of his mission. ' .

Since then he has held the post of Pre-
fect of the Congregation of Induigences
and Sacred Relics, the importance of
which office may be gathered from the fact
that no indulgence, even from the Pope
himself, is valid unless 3 copy be deposit-
ed with the Congregation over wii¢h
Cardinal Gotti presidés.

BOTH COAL-OWNERS AND-MINERS
HAVE BLUNDERED OVER THE TAX

New York, May b5.—The Herald’'s Lon-
f
don correspondent wires: Altho the Gov-
ernment is not yet out of the wood, the
budget will now, 1 think, pass without
substantial alteration.

The sugar duty is accepted as a necessary
evil, and the fourteen-penny income tax,
which is only levied at that figure on
incomes of more than seven hundred a
year, tho bad, might have been worse.

The only rock ahead is the coal duty,
and after the Chancellor of the Exchequer's
very able speech on Thursday night he is
sure of an ample majority.

The fact is, the coal-owners have over-
reached themselves. They and the miners,
too, have blundered. The threatened strike
has put up the backs of the men who
might otherwise have voted against the
Government. They say the House of Com-
mons cannot afford to be bullied and that
the question of the justice of taxes is for
the representatives of the people to de-
cide, and not for trade unions, even when
those umions and the employers are for
once on the same side.

Whether the threatened strike is carried
out or not, the dlsfnntf-nt in the North of
England and in Sofith Wales is undoubted-
ly deep and genuine. There is a sense
of injustice which rankles. The sugar
duty is at least put upon the whole trade.
The coal tax falls only upon the export
trade, and therefore upon two or three
counties alone. If coal were diverted from
the foreign to the home market part of the
tax would go to the producers of domestic
coal and not, as all taxes should, to the
Exchequer.

It has been sald that there was a loud
outery against the Workmen's Compensa-
tion bill four years ago, and that that did
not last. But then the complaint came

British Minérs Divided,

London, May 6.—There are further indi-
cations that the coal-owners and merch-
ants are wavering in regard to the advisa-
bility of urging the miners to close the
pits. The divisions among men, too, are
be¢oming more marked.

The Derbyshire Miners’ Association, re-
presenting 30,000 persons, yesterday unan'-
mously passed a rnpsn]ntion against the ex-
port tax on coal, but by a small mpajor-
ity decided not to stop work.

On the other hand, the Northumberland
delegates, at a meeting at Newecastle,
unanimously decided to support the strike.

The Durham miners, at a meeting, agreed
to abide by the decision of the National
Conference.

The Lancashire and Cheshire miners took
up a simjlar attitude. Those of York-
shire voted against the strike, the opinion
being expressed that if the men agreed to
a shut-down of the pits, the owners shoul
continue paying thelr wages. \

New York, May 5.—Canadian girls will
constitute one-half of the graduating
classes of the leading training schools for
nurses this year in New York and all the
big cities from the Atlantic Ocean to the
{Rocky Mountains. >

In the most noted training schools and
the finest hospitals the Canadian trained
nurses are in places of responsibility.

Probably the best known Canadian nurse
in the United States is Miss Betsy Russell,
a daughter of the head of the Hamilton,
Ont., Insane Asylum. Other Canadian
nurses in ‘executive positions are Misy
Burdette, who is superintendent In the
Irving-in hospital built by J. Plerpont
Morgan; Miss Rykert, who is superinten-
dent of,the training school at the Post
Graduoate spital, and Misg Richmond,
assistant head nurse at the Kemp Memorl-
a! Hospital.

The Canadian trained nurse certainly 1s

a greater feature of the profession than
is appreciated in lay circles. For some
vears the clakses of the New York Hos-
pital, for instance, have contiined on an
average 45 per cent. of Canadian girls.

The heads of many American hospitals
assign as the reason for this remarkable
proportion the fact that the Canadian
applicants generdlly come from well-to-do
families and are consequently better bred
than thelr American “sisters, which gives
them an Inestimable advantage to start
with.

THREE DIFFERENT TRIALS HELD
And Defendant Wins olthe Ground

That Burden of Proof Was
on Plaintiff. i

, Woodstock, May B5.—Judge Finkle has
Helivered his judgment in the well-known
horse case of McNally v. Lossing, which
has been tried three times and in which
the greatest interest has been manifested.
The verdict was given to the defendant,
Mr. Lossing. The judge, in giving his
decision, referred to the great deal of con-
flicting testimony presented, which made
it difficult to arrive at a proper conclu-
sion. But he held that the onus of proof
should rest 'on Mr. McNally and that there
was a possibility, after the mare had been
out of his possession for three years, that
he was mistaken. Accordingly he finds
for the defendant. Judgment Is -given
with costs. :

In brief, the history of the case is as
follows: An action of replevin was brougit
last November to recover a bay mure, al-
leged to be 11 years old, and in the pos-
session of Mr. Lossing, who lives in South
Norwick, Oxford County. The plaintif
claimed that he lost the mare in 1897 and
did not see her again until 1900, when,
with his daughter, he noticed fhe animal
in the possession of the defendant’s family
at the Otterville Fair. The plaintiff was
corroborated” by four members of his
family and 13 other witnesses. The de-
fendant and six of his famlily swore that
they had raised the mare, foaled In 1885,
and she had never been out of his posses-
slon. =
Altogether 21 witnesses for the plaintift
and 27 for the defendant were examined.
The parties were the most respectable in
the Townships of North and South "Nor-
wich, and the judge declared that the
case was the most remarkable he had ever
beard of. He did not submit it to a jury,
because the counsel for both parties stat-
ed that a jury could not be empanelled
who would likely agree.

HUGH McKINNON HURT.

Had Two of “His Ribs Broken
While on the Way to Daw-
son City.

THE POSITION AS 0 COREA

Britain and Japan Said to Be Agreed
in Resisting Mr. McLeavy
Brown’s Dismissal.

THE UNITED STATES INTERESTED

e e

Mr. Allen, U. S. Minister at Seoul,

Says _American Basiness

is Menaced.

Washington, May 5.—Mr. McLeavy
Brown, the Director of Customs at Corea,
has become an International personage of
congiderable importance. Official reports
received from Mr. Allen, the American
Minister in Seoul, show that Great Britgin
and Japan are earnestly insisting upon his
retention In the office from which it is ve-
ported he has agaln been dismissed.

Notwithstanding Russia’'s official state-
ment to thid and other Governments that
it has had no connection with the action

taken in Mr. Brown’s case, it is under-
stood that in diplomatic circles in Seoul
the disposition is to place the blame upon
the shoulders of the Russian Minister.

Both Great Britain and Japan will, it is
expected, make vigorous representations to
the Corean Emperor, with nﬁ*w to Mr.
Brown's restoration. Mr. Allen, under the
instructions sent him when Mr. Brown was
dismigsed, several weeks ago, will renew
his representations in behalf of his reap-
pointment,

In his first despatch.jo this Government
Mr. Allen asserted that Mr. Brown's remov-
al menaced American interests, and his mail
reports were elaborate on this point. Just
how Américan Interests would be injured
{s pot made plain, as it Is probable that
another person could De selected acceptable
to all the forelign Governments, and who
could perform the dafies of the office of
Director of Customs, Mr. Brown, natnr-
ally, has a grasp on Corean customs affairs,
and is friendly to American interests, so
that this Government prefers that he should
remain.

The Brown incident is not likely to pro-
voke international conflict, but the authori-
ties fear that it will be another additional
cause for irritation in the relations be-
tween Russia and Japan, and they desire
that frictlon between these two countries
sbould be minimized.

Lackawanna Car Shops [Tied Up
With a Sudden Halt on
Saturday

BECAUSE OKE MAN WAS DISMISSED.

Hicks Represented the Machinists
’
at a Conferemnce and His Em-
ployers Relleved Him.

Scranton, Pa., May 5.—More than a thou-
sand machinists employed in the Lacka-
wanna car shops struck at noon yester-
day. The strikers include those who were
employed in the various branches of the
company’'s car making and repairing de-
partment, and the work was brought to a
sudden halt. Only one man refused to
quit. He is Louis Knueller, formerly of
Buffalo.

The strike is the result of the Delaware,
Lackawanna and Western Company's re-
fusal to reinstate a man named Hicks,
who was discharged from the Dover shops
last Thursday. 3

Hicks represented the Dover machinists
at a conference held in Scranton on Wed-
nesday, and upon his return to Dover was
discharged from the company's employ,
he Dover men immediately went on
strike, and demanded the reinstatement of
Hicks, The machinists all along the line
fraternized with them, and the case was
discussed by the men of the Scranton
shops at a meeting Friday night.

It was then decided that unless Hicks
was reinstated the men would quit work
at noon yesterday. A comnittee was sent
to Master Carbuilder Canfield with this
ultimatum at 9 o'clock yesterday morning.
Mr. Canfield was not in town, but the
committee’s demand was wired to him at
Dover, where he had gone to settle the
difficulties existing at that point.

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BANASTAR'S METROPOLITAN

Enormous Crowd Saw 12 to 1 Shot
Land First Big Race of the
Year at Morris Park.

STAR BRIGHT, THE FAVORITE, ALSO RAN

Contestor Was Second and All
Green Third—Results on Many
Tracks.

New York, May 4.-—The biggest crowd
since Pessara won In 1892 saw Clarence
H. Mackay’s chestnut horse, Banastar, win
the Metropolitan Handicap at Morris Park
to-day.

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ENCOURAGE THE LEAD INDUSTRY.

1t is interesting and instructive to follow
the itinerary of the lead that is produced
from. the mines of British Columbia. A
week ago a cargo of 2700 tons of B. C.
lead was shipped from St. John, N.B.,, to
Antwerp. From Antwerp It Is distributed
to the lead works, for which Belgium is
famous, and there it Is manufactured Into
the various compounds used ‘for making
paints, for plumbing andd for other com-
mereial purposes. After it has passed thru
these works the lead, in its new form, is
distributed to the different markets of
Furope, and it is from these that Canada
obtaing her white lead and other lead pro-
ducts. The distance traveled from the
mines in British Columbia to Europe and
back to Canada is 10,000 miles. If we
weré able to smelt, refine and manufacture
our lead into commereial forms in Canada
we would save the cost of this enormous
transportation and the expense incidental
to the product passing thru so many hands.
There is quite enough lead in_its various
forms used in Canada to justify the estab-
lishment of a lead industry such as Is
carried on in Belgium and Great Britain,
Last year Canada importéd lead and manu-
factures thereof to the value of $367,062,
the bulk of which came from Great Bri-
tain. The Government has only to say
the word, and all this business will be
transferred at once to this country. The
demantl for lead in Canada will Increase
very rapldlﬁ The country is making rapid
strides forward, and its consumption of
all the metals, especially of iron, steel, cop-
per, lead and nickel, will be so large as to
warrant our taking hold of all these in-
dustries on a large scale, The encourage-
ment of the lead industry is a natural
sequence of the Government's general pol-
fcy. Under that policy we have fron fur-
naces in operation at Sydney, Midland,
Sault Ste Marie and other points; we are
to have steel rail plants at /the Soo and
Sydney. If the Governmenv_t»‘vs policy is a
sound one in regard to iron and steel, why
should it not be equally sound in regard
to lead? The Government ought to realize
that we do not derive one-half the benefit
from our mineral®” wealth unless we Insist
on the products of our mines being worked
up to their most finished shape within the
limits of the country.

STREET RAILWAY’'’S PICAYUNE
POLICY.

We do not know that we are justified
in -discussing the internal affairs of the
Toronto Railway Comipany, but the cita-
tion of a few facts will show how indif-
ferent apd stupid the c'ompan_v is in the
management of its suburban business. The
trouble seems to be that Mr. Mackenzie Is
too much engaged in other enterprises to
look into the merits of the suburban traf-
fic and none of the other officials In
charge of the system have the power or
the inclination to initiate even the small-
est reforms. It would be a good thing
for the city and surrounding district If
President Mackenzée would remain in the
city for a few weeks and study the subur-
ban situation. If he does not feel equal
for the job, let him call in Mr. Everett of
Cleveland, who was his associate in float-
ing the Toronto Railway, and he will lay
out a program that will open his eyes. To-
ronto’s suburban mileage ought to be two
or three times its city mileage. As a
matter of fact it is only about one-half
the city mileage. The Railway Company’s
dealing with Munro Park will illustrate
its nerveless and stupid suburban policy.
‘When the company established this park
three years ago it didn’t think the pro-
ject promising enough to warrant its j;et-
ting a sntisfnv'fnry legal title to the pro-
perty, and the lease, such as it was, runs
only for ten years. Now the .lease is be-
ing repudiated by the makers and the
company is in a quandary whether to yield
to thoif demands or to buy outright a
larger property. If the company follows
out its past policy it will pursue a pl-
cayune course and settle the difficulty In
some tompr'»rﬂry way, instead of adopting
a broad policy commensurate with the ne-
cessities of the future. After three years’
experience ' the company finds that the
residents of theé city have” an Insatiable
(\-m\'ing for a breath of country air and
4 day’s freedom from the bustle of city
life. In addition to thousands and tens
of thousands of daily visitors to the wvods
and beaches of the East End, the com-
pany also carries to and fro the members
of hundreds of families who find health,
comfort and pleasure in passing the sum-
mer months in the wooded country sur-
rounding the, company’s park. Within
three years the business has got ahead of
the for handling It.
This season, and 150 cot-
tages have been put up in the castern Ssu-
burbs. They will be temanted principally
by residents of the city, who find it
cheaper and more healthful to pass the
gsummer in this neighborhood than to send

company's capacity
between 125
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thelr families to Muskoka g_!d elsewhere.
It is in the city's interest to emcourage
the summer cottage business, which has '
become 8o characteristic a feature of life
in Toronto during recent years. But t.nel
Torofite Rafiway people don’t séem eéven |
yet to grasp the éxtent or possibilities of
this summer traffic. The ¢ompany con-
fines the traffic to one over-crowded route
along the front of the eity. It fails to
realizé that almost as big & business could
be dohe by a route runming along the
heights half a mile to the mofth of the
Queen-street route. If the ¢ompany were
aliyve to its own interests #ind to the
wishes of its patrons and the public It
would lose no time in ‘extending its Ger-
rard-street rotite in & gtmight line to
Scarboro Heights. Once the highlands of
this territory were made as accessible as
the district along the water front it would
soon become as popular as the southern
portion along the lake.

COUNTRY HOTELS.

The hotels in the small towns thruout
the province are capable of considerable
improvement, not omly from & sanitary
point of ylew but in thelr general get-up.
The cause of temperance and the public
health would be equally benefited by the
Government’s insisting on a higher stand-
ard of purity in the liguors sold behind the
bar of all hotels. An inspection with
this end in view is particularly necessary
in the smaller places where competition is
not active enough to protect the public
from sour beer, doctored whiskey and other
questionable cordials. We do not know
how far the Government has_the right to
interfere in the dining-room of an hotel,
but an improvement lq the cuisine of the
average country hostelry would be greatly
appreciated by the traveling public. As
for the heating, ventilation, closets and
other eonveniences, the Government, thru
its inspectors, should Insist on a higher
standard than that which prevails as a rule
thruout the province. The drinking water
in hotels is an article that should be regu:
larly inspected. Water is the medium by
which many diseases are spread. The
traveling public should be protected against
careless  and ignorant hotel keepers. If
an Inspection of the wells from which
the hotels derive their water were made
it would be found that many of them are
situated too close to stables and privies.
All such should be condemned as being a
menace to the public health. Not infre-
quently the water placed in the bedrooms
is foul and dangerous. to; use. In many
country hotels the odor of the stable per-
neates everywhere, much to the disgust of
these who are not accustomed to that kind
of thing. There are a score of minor de-
tails in the management of these hotels
capable of improvement, and the Govern-
ment owes It no less to the public at
large than to the Commercial Travelers’
Assoclation to insist on an all-round lxi-

provement in the ‘hotels of the smaller
towns.

FAST TRAINS AND THE PAN-
AMERICAN.,
One effect of the Pan‘American Exhibi-

tion will be to better the train service
thruout Eastern Canada. The Grand
Trunk has announced several important
changes rendered necessary by reason of
the large traffic that is anticipated from
all over its lines to Buffalo. More trains
are to be put In commission and faster
time is:t6 be made. While the changes are
prompted primarily by the Exhibitjon,
there is- no doubt, that many of thée 'im-
provements In the service will become
permanent features of the road. Among
other changes we notice a thru service be-
tween Montreal and Buffalo. THe run I8
to,ﬁbe made in less than 11 hours. Toronto
is to have a new train to Montreal. It
will leave here at 11.30 a.m. and will
reach Montreal at 7 p.m. This Is quite a
new departure and the change will be ap-
preciated by the traveling public. A resi-
dent of Montreal may leave that city at
11 p.m., reach Toronto at 7 the next morn-
ing, sp®nd 44 hours in Toronto and reach
home at 7 p.m. the same day. The new
train will often save the traveler a night's
journey on the cars. We suppose there
will be a reciprocal service, by means of
which Foronto visitors to Montreal will
similarly benefited. The service between
this city and Hamilton and Buffaio will
naturally be very much improved, both In
gpeed and in the number of traing, Most
ot the Canadian traffic to Buffalo will
pass thru Toronto and once it reaches this
\centre it will be rushed to its destination
with very few stops. The track between
Toronto and Hamilton is now in excellent
rcondition and from now on we ought to
have, as we no doubt will have, a 45
minute service between these two points.
jThe Pan-American will have a very mark-
ed effect on the improvement of the Cana-
dian train service and most of the Im-
provements, soon to be inaugurated, will
continue in force after the Exhibition has
closed.. The navigation companies have
not yet announced thelr arrangements for
the season, but there is no doubt that the
public will have a frequent and rapid ser-
vice across by way of the lake to the
Tan-American.

J think lt"wns Robert Burns who sald
that there was no more . tragiec spectacle
fn life than that of a man seeking and
unéible to obtain work. A pitiful spectacle,
too, is the young growing lad who has too
much work to do and too long hours on
Saturdaf,‘ when all the world of working
men are allowed to ease off and rest from
thelr week’s labors. 1t Is tragic enough
that little boys and growing lads should
be obliged so early to face the world, and
by their exertions and tiny weekly wage
to.add to the meagre income of the family.
The sight of youth, extreme youth; bear-
ing the burden and responsibility that
should rest only on older ahd broader
shoulders is always one that must touch
oné's heart and outrage one's -~ sense of
justice. Unfortunately, however, in this
world the guestion of living must be faced,
and when the father and head of the house
i{s unlucky or incompetent. an income \has
to be raised somehow or other, and at the
earliest age that the law allows—for thank
Heaven the law with reference to children
grows more beneficent with the passage
of felrs—the little lads must turn to and
do thelr share towards thie maintenance of
the family. They are thus weighed with
responsibilities before they are old enough
to. bear the long strain of eight or ten
hours daily, and their little incomes must
compensate them for the loss of that share
of schooling, play and freedom that should
be the portion of all boys.

In many cases, it Is true, where littie
boys are put to work in stores and factor-
jes, they have stated hours, and can al-
ways look forward to perhaps a Saturday
afternoon in ‘summer, or some hours off
duty when they can enjoy themselves.
They have some compensa}tlon in thelr
lives, and for this—since It I8 necessity
that drives—they ht-n'e to be thankful. But

and mental health and growth as work,
and that so far from being wasteful. such
hours are well spent and profitable. How
then shall yohng boys grow up strong and
well and ablé for the stiff battle of life
that Is before them, if they are kept work-
ing till midnight and past, as well as thru-
out the long weary day, on the one day on
which they ought to be free like the rest
of the working world?

The blame for this sort of thing is largely
with women who will shop and order late
in the week instead of early. It is all
the result of sheer thoughtlessness and
folly, and women should be compelled to
do without the things that they do not
choose to purchase in time for the last
afternoon delivery. The excellent example
of promptitude in closing and in refusal to
deliver goods after 6 o’clock, that has been
set by our large dry goods and departmen-
tal stores, should be copied by all other
dressmaking and clothing businesses. Once
women were made to understand that noth-
ing would be sent home after 6 o’clock,
they would soon accept the situation. and
act accordingly. Such a course has never
losf?a customer worth having to any busi-
neéss, and the women who feel abused un-
less women and girls are kept after
hours plying the needle on their millinery
or dresses, while little boys are kept up
til! all hours as messengers to deliver them,
are not worth bothering about. ™haip
stupendous selfishness must not be consid-
ered at all. It is annoying and disap-
pointing, doubtless, not to get one’s new
frock, suit.of clothes or’hat at % certain
time, but it Is not vital. It is vital that
little chaps should not be worked till mid-
night or kept long weary hours on duty
just because mylady will not order her
things in proper seasoni This sin of
keeping u@ till midnight and past little
messenger lads lies largely at the door
of women. Let them take the matter
into consideration, and refuse to have
their goods or parcels delivered after €
o’clock on Saturdays, and the passing of
the weary little midnight messenger boy
will be a thing of the immediate future.

MOUNTAIN OF QUARTZ.

Miners Return From, Alaska With a
Marvelous Tale of Discovery.

Victoria, B.C., May 5.—The steamer
Danube brings news of the axrival at Daw-
son of Peter Dow and party from the Tan-
ana, after two -years’ travel thru that
distriet. They- tell of the discovery of a
great mountain of porphyric quartz, west
of the Tulvana River, which could be seen
for many miles, glistening like snow on
the monntain. The quartz was pure white,
and there were pinnacles standing to
a height _of 300 feet on the moun-
tains.

Two miners were lost during the search
for this ledge, and lived on berries for
four days before they were found. Jold
was found In all the piecés of quartz
tested in a crude manner by the miners.

The Finance Committee of the Public
School Board held an emergency meeting
on Saturday at noon to determine what
steps they would take against their arch-
enemy, the Board of Control, to compel
that body to yleld up the teachers’ April
stipend.

There were murmurs of * behind closed
doors,” but, owing to the vigorous pro-
tests of Trustees Scott and Levee, the re-
porters were admitted.

A long communication was received from
the School Board’'s solicitor, opining that
the Board of Control had no authority

to refuse payment of the increased salar-
fes, since the right of the School Board
to determine the remuneration of the
teachers is quite clear, the board being
empowered to increase or decrease the sal-
aries at will.

The committee will try to avoid & law-
suit. Secretary Wilkinson was in-
structed to furnish City Treasurer Coady
with exact information concerning the
items of expenditure.

Trustee Levee, after a mournful fore-
cast of the destitute homes of the starv-
ing teachers, urged the committee to ac-
cept the April wages on the old scale
for the nonce, ald- take legal action to
recover the rest. The committee, fear-
ing that this would involve too great a
loss of prestige, resolved to stand by their
guns and accept the new scale or none
at all.

The next move in the game will come
from the Board of Control, which meets
on Monday.

SENATOR ROSS IS DEAD.

Former Speaker of the Red Chamb-~
er and Long & Prominent Con~-
servative Passes Away.
Montreal, May 4.—(Special.)—By
death of Hon. J. -J. Ross, which took
‘place last evening at St.Ann de la Perade,
;Quebec loses one of'her most prominent
}sons. and a man who has always stood
{ for a high sfandard of integrity in public
i life,

Born in Quebec City on Aug. 6, 1832, he
was the son of the late G. McIntosh Ross
by his wife Maric Louise Gouin.

He was educated, at the Qugbec Semin-
ary, and was admitted to the practice of
the medical profession in 1853.

He entered publie life as member for
Champlain in the old Canadian- Assembly
at the general election of 1861, and, at
the election after Confederation, in 1867,
he was returned for the same constitu-
ency for both House of Commons and the
Legislative Assembly.

He soon after resigned his seat in the
Legislative Assembly,retaining that in the
Commons; but was also appointed to the
‘Legislative Council of Quebec, of which
he had ever since been a member.

He was one of the very few who held
seats in the Senate of Capada, as well as
in the Legislative Council.

He continued to represent Ghamplain In
the House -of Commons until the general
election of 1874, when he retired.

He was called to the Senate by Sir John
Macdonald, Aprit 1271887, Entering the
Quebec Government In Feb., 1873, he was
for miany years a member of successive
Provincial Governments, and, from Jan.,
1884, to January 1887, he held fhe Pre-
miership of Quebec, retiring after Mer-
cier’'s victory at the polls.

He was appointed Speaker of the Nen-
ate of Canada, Sept. 14, 1801, a position
which he held until the end of the sev-
enth Parliament, in 1896. i

On May 1, 1896, he entered the admin-
istration of Sir Charles Tupper as a Min-
ister without portfolio, but retired, with
his colleagues, after the general elections
of June in that year,

The Hon. John Jones Ross had been In
failing health for several months, and
his death was not unexpected.

A large number of the Q.O.R., and, in-
deed, of all the regiments, availed them-
selves of the practice afforded at 'the
Morris tube range in the Armouries during
the winter, and look for substantial im-
provement in their shooting. The competi-
tion among the members of ‘“D"” Company,
Q.0.R., at this range has been very keen,
and a tie score of 193 made by sections 1
and 8 of this company will be shot, off
soon.

EPIDEMIC OF SUICIDES.

¥or Three Months Two Have Taken

Place Daily—180 Persons Dead.
New York, May 5.—Suicide has been epi-
demic in New York for the last three
months, no less than 183 persons having
taken their own lives within that time, an
average of two each day. Among them
are several persons whose names have been
prominent in both the social and commer
cial world. In addition, there have been
many unsuccessful attempts at suicide.
Carbolic acid was easily the preferred
method of these self-murderers, .not quite
one-third of them wusing this drug. The
fact that carbolic acid causes great pain
when swallowed and is not the surest
means of suicide seems to make no differ-
ence. Of other rare methods of se]f-de-
struction, shooting was perhaps the favor-
ite.

WORLD EATS MORE SUGAR.

Dr. Gardner Says the Consumption
Has Doubled in the Last
15 Years.

London, May 5.—An important paper by
Dr. Willoughby Gardner on the dietetic
value of sugar appears in The British Medl-
cal Journal. He says that the world's con-
sumption of sugar during the last 15 years
has doubled, while that of Great Britain
has trebled per head in the last 40 years.

The English and Americans head the list|

as sugar-eating people.

Dr. Gardner establishes the fact that
sugar is a potent creator of energy and a
mainminer of stamina. This, he contends,
is proved by laboratory experiments, and
is also shown by the date-eating Arabs,
the fine health of the Bugar cane-eating
negroes and the resunits achieved by Alpine
climbers, Arctic explorers, athietes and
German soldiers who were fed on this spe-
cial diet. Dr. Gardner's general conclusion
is that the increased helght and
and the improved health of the English
people in the last half century have been

largely due to the increased consumption of |

sugar.

The chief items of the statement in de-
tail read: ‘“Loans increased $6,005,500, de-
posits increased $2.321.100, circulation de-
creased $182,000, legal tenders decreased
$344,000, specie decreased $4.855,100, sur-
plus $10,980,100, decreased $5,779,675.”

A forecast of this poor statement was
found In the tightening of the call loan
market on Wall-street on Friday, and the
comparative stringency of money was ac-
companied by heavy liquidation and de-
clines thruout the list. The break was
taken up with a vengeance this  morning
in London, where American Issues fell
sharply. On Wall-street, however, the
market seem to recover itself, and at the
close values were pretty well holding their
own. The question of the money supply
is the feature which . will dominate Wall-
street the coming week, and there seems
to be indications that funds for some time
to come may not be as plentiful as they
have been of late. Agalpst tight money,
even the consolidation rumors, the big
rallway earnings and the brilliant crop

It is also true that up to the
present~time the market has not taxed
the resources of the ‘banks to anything
like the extent it did when the great mass
of new industrial creations were suddenly
foisted en the lending communify. Rut
while these dfstiguishing features should
be kept constantly in mind. their weight
is diminished materially by the new char-
acter which the dealings have assumed
during the past week.  Prices -nave_long
since discounted the present value of the
leading railway shares to the Investor.
If the current level is to he maintained
ermanently, it will necessitate in many
nstances a considerable increase in the
rates of dividends over those now pald.
Whether this increase comes ahout as
a result of the combinations among the
rallroads or whether it is paild out of the
large surpluses now heing accumulated
matters very little. The main thing te
keep in mind is that the present upward
movement is no longer ‘measuring simply
conditions which now exist. but it i= an-
ticipating at a very rapid pace conditions
which are expected to develop In the fu-
ture.

In a lani
where one good crop at a good price will
pay a purchase money mortgage, transition
from debtor to creditor class is rapid, and
the first splurges with a new surptus are
pretty sure to be startling. Staid Joha
Bull, with his pockets full of new yellow
boys, has made, in Law’s time and Hud-
gson’s, far wilder plunges than any we
now see. ; .
