"If the police go to one of these 
club*, they are confronted with an 
arrangement of electrical belle and 
device* and a carefully watched door, 
so that the first appearance of the 
jtofice is signalled to any players, and 
when the police enter -the room they 
find nothing on which to base 
These allegations are simply a revival 
of those that were made a year or more 
ago. and which were fully investigated 
and found to be of thin air. We keep 
these places under observation, and if 
to receive a complaint that can be 
backed up, we are not afraid to make a 
raid.

GAMBLING IN TORONTO.
: Public Interest has ibeen aroused by 
a remairkable letter written to The 
World by the father of one of the 
young men arrested In a gambling den 
In Toronto the other evening. Nothing 
could be more eloquent and forcible 
than his simple recital of facts. A 
young man of good education and pro­
mise, who had worked up to a respons­
ible position, is arrested and his name 
published in the papers to the shame 
of his family. He Is fined as a common 
gambler, discharged from his employ­
ment, and compelled to leave for the 
Northwest, to begin life anew. But the 
cruel and shameful part of this story 
Is that the young man was taught to 
gamble in a place protected by the 
authorities, or, as the authorities say, 
protected by the law.

Before leaving his home an out- i 
cast, my eon told me of his early 
beginning; how he gambled for the 
past year at a resort opposite The 
Globe office,50 yards w est of Yonge- 
street. He says, with other young 
men, to the number of 50, he has 
been assembling there nightly, and 
was never disturbed by the police;

A1THE CURB FOR OORTU PtION.

Not long ago The Christian Guardian 
■poke In an almost despairing tone of 
the prevalence of corruption In Can­
ada. "Is there no remedy ?" it asked. 
Do no patriotic and national instincts 
survive? Can the pulpit do anything? 
Can the platform? Surely there Is but 
little "hope In the pzCtisan press?"

There Is a remedy In the hands of 
honest electors, but in this country they 
seem most reluctant to use It. It is 
simply to be less afraid of changing 
governments. Our governments last 
too long. Sir John Macdonald was a 
power for the greater part of the time 
between 1854 and 1891. On his death 
there ought to have been a change. 
The attempt to keep up the Conserva­
tive government during the next five 
years was only a source of trouble and 
eventually of weakness to the party. 
Sir Oliver Mbwat was in power from 
1871 to 1896 without a break. If he 
had been succeeded by Mr. Meredith 
iwe should have had a continuation of 
good government, instead of the miser­
able experiences of the last five years.

Mr. Hardy in 1898 failed to obtain a 
working majority. The country ought 
to have declared more positively that 
it wanted a change, especially as the 
Liberals had got into power at Ot­
tawa. But our people have a terrible 
fear of losing power and office. • This 
Is not always a selfish fear. The ordi­
nary citizen, who has nothing to gain 
from his party being in power, seems 
to think there Is something dishonor­
able in being a opposition- He cannot 
bear the Idea of being' beaten, and of 
listening to the chaff and banter of 
his neighbors on the other side of poli­
tics. So he goes on straining every 
nerve to keep his friends In office until 
he has something worse to bear than 
harmless chaff—the shame of such 
things as the West Elgin ballot frauds.

Certain 
securities were found not sufficiently 
market history entered largely into- the 
high-priced enough according to their 
Intrinsic possibilities, and shrewd finan­
ciers took advantage of the occasion to 
bring about a change In the unneces­
sary differences. The times were very 
propitious for the movement, and a 
large following of speculators was se­
cured by the ease with which stocks 
were carried on margin.
