MAINFOE FORCES
REMAIN IN WEST
Nearly Hundred and Fifty

German Divisions Are
in France.

New York, Aug. 20.—While.the fight-
ing force massed by the central powers
on the Russo-Rumanian front f{s
larger than was generally bhelieved,
the greater part of the German army
is on the western front, according ‘o a
slatement issued here today by the
official bureau of French information.

“According to official information
received in Paris from the Russian
general staff,” says the stateraent,
“there were actually on the Russo-
Rumanian front 187 enemy divisions,
consisting of 88 German divisions, 41
Austro-Hungarian divisions, four
Turk divisions and four Bulgarian di-
visions. Of the 88 German divisions 12
only are active divisions, All the
others -are made up of Landwehr and
Landsturm fermations.,

“This represents a more considcrable
force than was generally believad, but
is” nevertheless 1nuch inferior to the
German force on the western front,
which includes actually 148 divisions,
of 'which more than 80 are opposed to
the French.”

Naught. CM.G, A. E. Donovan, M.
L. A, Col. H. C. Bickford, Joseph
Oliver, Col. Belcher and Col. G. A.
Stimson.

Before 1ntroducing Mr. McPherson
the president announced that he had
Just received word of the death of
Earl |Grey, former governor-general
of Canada. At his request the gath-
ering drank a silent, standing toast
to the memory of the dead states-
man, Immediately afterward Mr,
Marshall cabled the following mes-
sage of sympathy to Lady Grey:

“Lady Grey, London—Accent deep-
est sympathy from the president and

the directors of Canadian National
Exhibition.—Marshall.”

After acknowledging the kindness
of the directors in, inviting a repre-

sentative of the cabinet to the lunch-\

eon on “Ontario Day” Mr, McPherson
declared ‘that Ontario had firmly es-
tablished itself as the ploneer pro-
vince of the Dominion. Not only had
it retained its premier position in con-
federation but it had contributed en-
ormously in public-spirited men and
warm-hearted women to the provinces
of the far west. Up to the beginning
of the war Ontario had ‘made the
most satisfactory progress of any of
the provinces. It was thought that
the war would retard that progress,
The contrary had been the case. It
had never teen in a better condition
and the people had responded mag-
nificently to the call of the King and

country.
A Noble Part,

Out of the army(c))‘ 420,000 which

ad gone overseas, tario had the
satisfaction, of enlisting 86,000 by vol-
untary methods. Nothing to equal
that had transpired in the history of
the world, The duty of those at home
was to make provisions for the men
who would return from the battle
line. The Dominion and Ontario
Governments, he said, had given the
matter their sincere attention and it
was his conviction that ample provi-
sion would be made. He referred
with pride to the convalescent homes
which had been established thruout
the Dominfon and declared that they
were unexcelled In any part of the
world, while the Ontarfo government
hospital at Orpington with its 2100
beds was the finest institution for the
care of wounded among the military
organizations of the allies.

Canada, he sald, was determined to
stand by the motherland and would
go forward with the last man and the
last dollar in defence of the most

Hon. Mr. Hanna, it is rumoyed, is
going to get the department of politi-
cal economy of the university to prove
that a food controller ¢an’t really ¢on-
trol, but must submit to the laws of
supply and demand, which are formu-
jated by the food corporations. iNo
doubt the polijical econpmists will’ do
it. They are capablé of anything.
They have already proved that the
hydro-electric system is & howling
desolation. It has cut the price of
light aAnd power in.less than half, but
this cannot be regarded as evidence,
because it is not in ‘accordance with
the laws of supply and demand.

If Mr, Hemna had the temerity which
Mr. Hoover has wmo difficulty in gen-
erating, he would take over the whole
hattery of cold storage plants in the
Dominion, and he would give the laws
of supply gnd demand fever and ague,
or shakes and chills, being more ap-
propriate to cold storage, It is remark-
able that the cold storage plants have
no compunctions whatever apout in-
terfering with the laws of supply and

““demand and mussing them. up in the

most disastrous way. Mr. /HHanna
would be quite within his rights as a
food controller to take over the cold
storage plants and muss up the laws
of supply and demand in the other di-
rection. The political economists

" wyould throw fits at first, butf-.vould
| presently adjust themselves to the
! situation on discovering that the laws
_of supply and demand justify anything

that is needed or almost any old thing

' that happens.

utterly beyond the supply, the politi-
cal economists will tell the confiding
public, no doubt, and so we had to
have it, The demand for peace must
be very weak, according to the same
law, or we would have moré of it

We would recommend Mr. Hanna
not to bother about the laws of sup-
ply and demand, but keep busy at his
controlling, and as a first step we
suggest taking over the cold storage
plants.

“We cannot take the word,” sayse
the president, “of the present rulers
of Germany as a guarantee of any-
thing that is to endure unless expli-
citly supported by such conclusive
evidence of the will and purpose of
the German people themselves as the
other peoples. of the world would be
justified in accepting. Without such
guarantees, treaties of settlement,
agreements for disarmaments, cove-
nants to set up arbitration in the
place of force, territorial adjustments,
reconstitutions of sm@ll nations, if
made with the German government,
no man, no nation, could depend on.”

This document makes the kaiser an
outlaw, and his family and following
banned among the nations. “We
must awalit some new evidence,” pur-
sues the president,” “of the purposes
of the great peoples of the central
powers.,” The responsibility is on
thé head of the German people them-
selves, 1f they want peace they must
abolish their kaiser and all his kind,
If they think they must support him
and impose him on the rest of man-
kind, then the war must go on.

This is the plain issue, and the
whole world is indel'ted to President
Wilson for having so clearly and
authoritatively stated to the German
people in a way they must hear, what
has been in the 'mind of all thinking
people for three years past.

“Qhe most serious mistake, as it
seems to me, made by Canada at the
beginning of the war was not the
adoption of the voluntary system, but

the -failure to make the operation of
the voluntary system othér than vol-
untary.

We most of us recognize today that
the voluntary system was -in fact
wrong from the beginning; that %t is
of necessity undemocratic, unjust and
inefficient; that under it men are tak-
en who ought not to be allowed to
enlist, and men - are left behind who
ought to be compelled to enter the
army at once. We know that under
it the bravest, the most intelligent
and the most patriotic are taken first
and exposed to being killed off at the
beginning; that the weak, the cow-
ardly and the selfish are allowed to
evade their responsibility.

Nevertheless, at the beginning it
was out of the question that Canada
should attempt to raise an army un-
der any eystem other than that of
voluntarism., No one foresaw that
the war would last so long, or that
the need from Canada in either men
or supplies would 'approach what it
has proved to be. The Wwar has been
of great educational value in making
the people understand more truly the
relationship which exists in a modern
democracy between the citizen and
the state. There was not, however,
three years ago any such understand-
ing of this relationship as would have
been necessary to make possible an
adoption at that time of any #ystem
of conscription.

EARL GREY IS DEAD
OF LONG ILLNESS

F ormer Governor-General of
Canada Was Aged
Sixty-Six.

~

London, Aug. 29.—Ear! Grey, former
governor-general of Canada, died at
6 o'clock this morning at Howick
House, Northumbertand, after a long
illness, The funeral will be held at
Howick on Saturday, when a memorial
service will be held in London.

Lord Strathcona described Earl
Grey as “a statesman and a philan-
thropist in the best.sense.” His active
career comprised not only the adminis-
tration of the government of Rhodesia
and governor-general of Canada, but
industrial and financial operations in
the development of South Africa. One
of the most noted movements in which
he was a leading spirit was the Public
House Trust Company of England, an
enterprise designed to supplant the
ordinary saloons for the sal® of in-
toxicating liquor by the establishment
of well-conducted public houses and
to discourage the use of intoxicamts
by sybstitution of tea and coffee.

Born November 28, 1851, Alfred
Henry George, the fourth Earl Grey,
was educated at Trinity College, Cam-
brfdge. He married in 1877 Alice
Holford of Westonbirt, BEngland. Two
daughters, Lady Evelyn Grey and
Lady Sybil Grey, were the result of
the union,

By profession Earl Grey was a law-
yer. He was a member of parliament
from Northumberland for six years,
bgglnning in 1880. On the death of
his uncle, General Sir Charles Grey,
in 1894, he succeeded to the title and
took his seat in the house of ldrds,
For two generations previously the
Earls Grey had been prominent in the
political affairs of the British Empire,
His grandfather had been prime min-
isior of England,

TROOPS ARE SEEN
ATTACKING ENEMY

Mimic Warfare One of Fea-
tures of the Military
Camp.

Demonstrations in the military en-
campment which commence at 2
o'clock each afternoon continue to
draw interested crowds. Few of those,
however, who witness the drilling and

it work realize the amount of
tfMlining and technical knowledge in-
volved in the exercises which are so
smartly presented. Sergt.-Major
Glynn, who is in charge of the drills,
is a British warrant officer and expert
instructor who was sent over from
England to Camp Borden last August.
All men taking part in the drills are
n.c.o.’s, who will act as instructors to
the conscription drafts. They are all
picked men from ‘the 204th who have
been in special training since last
April, with the exception of Sergeant-

The display opens with a fine ex-
hibition of physical drill, the several
hundred men in white suits present-
ing a stirring picture of fitness -and
strength.
