NEW YORK STRIKE

Longshoremen, Checkers and
Others Go Out
(f All Quit, Say Shipping
Men, Coastwise Business
Will Be Tied Up — The
Demands That the Men
Make.

New York, March 18—A strike of local
longshoremen, checkers and dock work-
ers to enforce demands for an increase
in wages and adjustment of working
honrs was unanimously voted last night
and became effective this morning.

The unions involved claim a member-
<hih of between 7,000 and 8,000, but no
fidures were obtainable early today as to
the exact number of men who ()l)ede
the strike call. Steamship owners said,
however, that if the full membership
walked out, coastwise shipping would
he nearly tied up.

units of military organizations in Ber-
lin were being held in their barracks
ready for instant action in order to put
down the reactionary plot which had
then been discovered. This morning’s
reports state that Gen. von Luettwitz
had been appointed commander-in-chief
of the military forces by Gen.-Director
von Kapp, who has assumed the office
of chancellor.

Official bulletins issued from Berlin
last night declared the plotters had
planned to move on Berlin and with the
aid of the Doeberitz garrison, overthrow
the government.

Dr. von Kapp, who is evidently the
central figure in the new government,
was mentioned in this despatch as being
among those involved in the plot. Cap-
tain Pabst was also declared to be one
of the ringleaders. Both of these men
were formerly identified with the brig-
ade commanded by von Luettwitz, and
were prominent in the fighting in Berlin
during the early revolutionary period.
Von Kapp has been a prominent pan-
German propagandist. Troops recently
returned from the Baltic States are also
said to have been implicated in the con-
spiracy. The earlier cables indicated
that the conspiracy was not taken seri-
ously by the people of Berlin, probably
because the government made no effort
to minimize the danger which it faced.
Inquiry in official quarters by corre-
spondents last night failed to elicit any
information beyond a statement that the
government was warranted, in the light
of the attitude of the pan-German press
to suspect a monarchist plot. The early
cables stated the impression prevailed
last night that the government -exagger-
ated the critical nature of the situation.

Berlin, March 13—The government
has made an emphatic protest to the
peace conference and to the inter-allied
commission for the plebiscite territories
in upper Silicia, west Prussia and east
Prussia agninst a series of decrees is-
sued by the commission, which Ger-
many contends will interfere largely
with the judicial organization and pro-
cedure in the districts concerned. It
also is contended that the decrees con-
travene the stipulations of the peace
treaty.

Gustave
Noske, formerly minister of demobiliza-
tion and before that governor of Kiel,
 was named the first minister of army
{and navy. By reason of his drastic en-
| forcement of new regulations he became
| known as a “dictator.”

The Ebert government underwent
many changes by reason of political, eco-
nomic and popular demands. The first
real crisis to threaten the Ebert regime,
however, arose over the question of ac-
cepting the peace treaty terms. KEbert,
Scheidemann and other leaders were op-
posed to yielding to the FEntente .de-
mands. Scheidemann® resigned and a
pro-treaty cabinet, including Dr. Aug-
ust Mueller and ex-Labor Secretary
Bauer, a former Socialist member of the
Reichstag, was organized. Bauer, in a
speech at ‘Weimar, before the national
assembly, announced the government’s
decision to sign.

President Ebert had the backing of
the moderates of Germany almost from
| the beginning. One reason for this was
that when he succeeded Prince Maxi-
milian he announced that property rights
would be respected, that no banks would
be seized and that the government would
uphold the German war losses and pay
all claims on the state.

The president, in a new year manifesto,
said that 1920 would decide whether Ger-
many would maintain herself as a na-
| tion. A week later he was threatened by
|a mob in Stuttgart. On the preceding
{ December 12, the Ebert cabinet’s fall was
reported as likely as a result of the Al-
lied demands over the Scapa Flow sink-
ings. -

The names associated with the new
revolutionary movement in Germany in-
dicate its reactionary character. It
would appear, therefore, that Germany
is in the throes of the long expected and
frequently . predicted counter-revolution-
ary, monarchist striuggle.

When the German treaty came
up for action by the government last
June, General von Luettwitz was one
of the leaders of the military party prom-
inent in opposition to thc peace terms.
He has an American wife, who was
Miss Cary, of Cleveland. He always has
been classed as thoroughly Prussian.

Before the war General von Luettwitz
had held the posts éf military attache
of the German embassy at London and
later at Petrograd. He was born on
April 9, 1865. ' His father, Max Freiherr
von Luettwitz, died in 1887. His mother,
Irma von Gaal-Gyula, is still living.

There has been a strongly held belief
both inside and outside Germany that
the pan-German monarchist party was
merely biding its time and awaiting an
opportune moment to seize control of
affairs. It was this belief, for one thing,
that caused the Allies worriment when
they considered the nearness of former
Emperor William’s retreat at Ameron-
gen to the German border and prompted
their strong representations to Holland
of the danger to the peace of Germany
and the rest of Europe from his pres-
ence there. In response to this the
Dutch government promised to keep a
close guard over the ex-ruler. Former
Crown Prince Frederick William also is
a refugee in Holland, but his retreat at
Wieringen is farther removed from the
German border.

While there has been no hint in the
early reports -of an overturn at Berlin
to indicate that the movement looked to
a restoration of the Hohenzollern dy-
nasty, the fact that the development is
apparently of a monarchistic nature will
cause close attention to be paid to any
news from Holland regarding the former
royal personages who have been making
that country their home for more than’
a year. ;

The despatehes from Berlin under yes- '
terday’s date telling of the discovery of
a reactionary plet in which the leaders
were the very men mentioned in today’s
advices of the success of the plot would
indicate that the government had ex-
plicit fore-knowledge of the attempt, and
this fact makes an explanation of the
reported success of the anti-government
forces in entering Berlin difficult of ex-
planation.

It may be noted that the names of the
two men most prominent in military af-
fairs under the old regime, Field Mar-
shal von Hindenburg and. General Lu-
dendorff, so far have not been mention-
ed in connection with the new develop-
ment. The field marshal, indeed, had
only recently announced his willingness
to become a candidate for the German
:presidency in the elections that were to
[be held later this year, while Berlin de-
spatches in January credited General
Ludendorff as_well with the intention
of becoming an active participant in the
next German political campaign.

If there has, in fact, been an effective
overturn of the present government in
Germany the effects upon the relations
between Germany and the Allies and
the carrying out of the terms of the
treaty of Versailles can hardly.be esti-
mated. With a militarist regime in con-
trol of Germany there seems little doubt
that the outside pressure for the strict |
execution of the stipulations of the peace
pact would be markedly increased, par-.
ticularly from such nations as France
and Belgium, with their territory con-
tiguous to that of the former empire.
It has been generally conceded, how-
ever, that the military requirements of
the treaty which has been already put
into effect have rendered Germany mili-
tarily impotent for a long time to come,
at least so far as any aggression on her
part might be concerned. This, ‘how-
ever, is perhaps not true of the French
army leaders, among whom 'Marsh_all
Foch in particular has been insistent in |
pressing for greater military protection
against Germany for France than was
provided for by the peace pact signed
last June. |

_ Nascher invaded Kentucky for the sole
purpose of examining Shell, for it is not
often a doctor has an opportunity of in-
specting a centenarian. Whether he ex-
pected to find fraud is not said, but Dr.
Nascher’s article in the Sun and New
York Herald gives the impression that
he was not astonished at what he found.
In the first place he notes that Shell
lives in one of the most inaccessible
places in the habitable United States.
A journey of twenty miles, partly on a
razor-backed mule, occupied a day.
There was another stage of twenty miles
of which sixteen only were covered in a
day. It is impossible to reach the Shell s =
homestead, he says, without a guide, and
as a rule the Kentuckians do not wel-
come visitors. He believes that advant-
age has been taken by those who ex-
ploited Shell of the fact that it requires
much time and no little determination
to reach the old man.

Says He is 131.

He carefuly examined Shell, who is
undoubtedly the oldest man he ever met,
but saw nothing that might not be found
in a man of more than ninety and less
than a hundred. He says he is not only
old but he is illiterate and mentally de-
fective, and his ewn statement about his
age or about almost anything else is not
to be relied upon. He declared he is
suffering from a garrulous form of senile
dementia, with hallucinations and delus-
ions, but the magic figure “181” has
been so thoroughly drilled into him that
he never makes a mistake on this vital
point. No doubt if he lives another
couple of years he will continue to insist

He was so ashamed of what he
had done and of the spanking he got that
he left town the next day and we have
never heard about him since.”

INDUSTRIAL FACTS

Australian Employer Deals
With Labor Conditions

Strikes Cost Australia $75,-
000,000 in Wages and Pro-
duction During the Past
Six Years.

\

(Canadian Finance.)

The annual report of the Employers’
Federation of Australia makes inter-
esting reading, particularly because of
repeated reference to Australia as being
the ideal labor country. During the past
six years there have been 2153 strikes,
involving 602,716 workers and entailing
a total loss of $75,000,000, made up of
$25,000,000 in wages -and $50,000,000 in
lost production. The president’s address
contains a very interesting recital of fif-
teen points which he considers to be
axiomatic and inescapable. These points
are as follows:

1. Under any economic or industrial
system men and women must inevitably
continue to work for wages,

2. Some workers must always be paid
mqre_wages than other workers, either
owing to special ability or the class of
work performed. :

8. No_worker can continuously be paid
wages that he does not earn. :

4. The value of the work must be con-
trolled by the saleable value of the ar-
ticles produced.

Nation Depends Upon
Intellectual Citizens.

5. In order to promote industrial de-
velopment and provide work, the nation
must continue to depend’ upon its intel-
lectual citizens.

6. The community or nation that de-
velops most brain power and inventive
genius will be the most prosperous, and
brain must inevitably command more
reward than mere manual labor.

7. The cost of living is governed by
the cost of production, both in regard to
primary products and secondary manu-
factures.

8. Shorter hours of work must in-
crease the cdst of all articles, including
food and clothing.

9. The maximum output in the hours
worked will result in cheapening the
arcticle produced, as the cost of produc-
tion inevitably governs the selling price.

10. Capitalism (or the accurgulation
of wealth) can npever be abolished, for
some men will always earn and save
more money than other men.

Jew Enterprises Depend
Upon Private Capital.

11. Private enterprise involves not only
the control of established business, but
also the risking of capital and personal
effort in the promotion and establishment
of new industrial enterprises.

12. The community cannot expect
cheap bread, meat, and other foods at
the expense of the farmer and grazier.

18. The only possible way for work-
ers to secure a substantial increase in
wages. without a corresponding increase
in cost of living is by increasing output.

14. Men and women in-a f 22 country
cannot be prevented from saving money
and acquiring property.

15. Without hope of profit there would
be less industrial development, less em-
ployment, lower wages and higher cost
of living.

land that is not to be cleared and they
will do the job without even a casual
suggetsion from the land owner.

* The success which has attended the
raising of Angora goats in the rugged
Ozark country of southwestern Misouri
has suggested to specialists of the de-
partment of agriculture that it might be
equally profitable to place such herds on
many other wild tracts, particularly
those which have been cut over, because
these  goats are proving of great help
in clearing away underbrush. While
growing mohair and producing kids, the
Angoras in the Ozarks are also trim-
ming down the brush, manuring the
hills, and preparing the way for grass,
cattle and sheep.

Some owners of brush lands, not wish-
ing to invest in goats, have paid goat
owners from fifty to seventy-five cents
per animal per season to clear the land
for them. Thus the herd owners, by
renting out their goats, have received
good returns for their browsing instead
of having to pay feed bills.

In addition to the rent income, good
Angora nannies, when properly cared

for, are returning an average of three

to three and one-half pounds of mohair
and are bearing a goodly. number of
kids. Well bred, thrifty wethers, bucks
and young goats are keeping the aver-
age of mohair clip up to about three
one one-half pounds. With mohair
selling from fifty to seventy-five cents a
pound and kids valued at $3 to $4 per
head, each rented nannie returns from
$5 to $7 per year gross. :
According to reports secured by a rep-
resentative of the State College of Agri-
cuiture in Misouri, the number of An-
goras required to clear an acre of land
varies from two to five, depending on the
density and size of the brush. Twu
vears of constant browsing with this
number of goats results in absoie t -
struction of practically all underbrush.
In some cases the animals have suffered
from continuous browsing in dense ui-
dergrowth for too long a period, and
some goat men are finding it advisable
to provide a betterr ange where their
animals can feed part of the time,

HOW LENINE'S INTERNATIONALIS
~ HAS BECOME RUSSIAN PATRIOTISM
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(From the Manchester Guardian.)
Up to and even during the great war
there was no Russian national spirit
comparable in its intensity with our
own or with the French. The Russians
fought in the war, and fought well, but
the peasant soldiers had only the fog-
giest notion of what it was all about,
and the intelligentsia had always a curi-
ous aloofness in considering the struggle
and its probable results. Some of them,
particularly on the extreme right, were
convinced that Russia was fighting on
the wrong side. This attitude of aloof-
ness persists among those who have de-
serted the revolution and are fighting
against it on the fringes of Russia and in

the lobbies of the European capitals.
No; it is not on the fringes of Rus-
sia, or in the capitals of the west, where
bargains are offered by Russians to
every kind of foreigner in exchange for
the means to kill Russians, where one
asks help from Berlin, another from
Paris, while a third begs for the help
of the Japanese, that we shall find the
embryo of the new Russian national
spirit. Not there on the circumference,
in that poisonous fog of political in-
trigue, in the misty financial contortions
of mushroom governments—not there,
but in the centre we must look for that

embryo, and it is not hard to find.
Central Russia alone is not buying
foreigners to fight Russia, but is fight-
ing consciously against foreign interfer-
ence on the whole of its circumference.
It can have no “orientation” towards any
saviors, English or German, for all alike
are its enemies. Here and here only in
Russia, as Russia, fighting for Russia,
and it is to Moscow and not to the back- |
woods that ‘we must look for the or-
ganizing force and for the spirit with
which Russia will emerge from the hard-
ships to which we are submitting her,
as we temper a blade by submitting it
to extremes of heat and cold. This
enormous political advantage is perfect-
ly realized by the Bolsheviks, though
they are perhaps less conscious of the
fact, patent to all independent observers,
that they are themselves being" trans-|
formed into nationalists. The Bolshe-!
vik Stalin, an intimate friend of Lenine,
thus explains their victories over Kol-
chak and Denikine: “The victory of
Denikine or Kolchak would mean the
loss of Russia’s independence and the
turning of Russia into a milch cow for
English and French money bags. In
this sense the government of Denikine
and: Kolchak is the most anti-popular,
the most anti-national govemnment; in
this sense the Soviet government is the
only popular, the only national govern-
ment (In the best meaning of that
word) . . -’—(Pravda, Dec. 28, 1919.)
Specialists in industry, in agriculture,
not caring two pins about politics one
way or the other; suffer from the block-
ade. It is to their personal interest that
the Soviet government should secure
peace and a lifting of the blockade, and
more and more of them, though for the
most part not Bolsheviks, are doing their
best to assist it. Russia is at stake, and
they can do no less.
These erstwhile opponents justify !
their support of the government in all
kinds of ingenious ways. I have heard,
for example, Russians of the old gov-
erning classes, now willingly working
under the Soviet system, put forward the
theory that people abroad are entirely
wrong in believing that a monarchist or
bourgeois reaction is inevitable in Rus-
sia and will be brought in by Denikine.
,'They say, on the contrary, that the dis-
cipline and strict order-enforced by the
Bolsheviks with increasing success con-
stitute the reaction, and that when his-
tovians come to look back on these times
they will daté the period of reaction
from Nov. 7, 1917, the day of the Soviet
revolution. These Russians say that in
a rtevolution the army grows weaker
and weaker until reaction sets in, after
which it grows stronger and stronger;
and they point to the fact that Russia
has a better army today than at any

More
and more clearly it is felt that whatever
may be the international hopes of the
revolutionary leaders it {s a Russian re-
volution, a revolution for which Russia
is paying in blood and tears, a revolution
which is a natural, inevitable, possibly a
glorious, phase in the development of

Russia, a revolution which Russia, starv=|

ing and equipped with nothing but a
new-found indomitable spirit, is defend-
ing against the whole world.

We are now witressing the final na-
tionalization of the revolution itself. In
the beginning the revolutionary leaders,
fresh from European exile, insisted on
the international character of the revolu-!
tion. Now more and more the language
of the revolution insists on its Russian-
More and more the allusions, the
quotations, the freely scattered proverbs
of the revolutionary orators are taken
from Russian sources. Trotzky, the
Jew; Lenine, the Russian nobleman;
Kalinine, the peasant premier of the big |
executive committee which is the Rus-
sian parliament, all alike emphasize their
Russianness in every speech they make.
More than once I have heard Kalinine
praised for this alone, that “he speaks to
the peasants in their own language.” The
designers of uniforms for the Red Army
do not look to Germany or to England
for their models, but have in mind the
traditional Russian warriors of old time.
I have seen Bolshevik political commis-
sars with high-pointed khaki helmets
fronted with a great red star and short-
Lelted leather coats in front exactly mod-
elled on the helmets and armor of the
Bogatyrs, the Russian heroes of an-
tiquity The symbolic pictures. of war,
of peasants at work, of the- revolution,
all are rich with figures that would not
be out of place in an art theatre present-
ation of “Boris Godunov” or “Tsar
Fedor Ivanovitch.” §

Serve Lenine.

These, it may be said, are small things,
possibly accidents. Maybe, but there
are other indications of a more solid
character. The Whites say that the
Reds compel officers of the old regime
to serve in their armies under threat of
all manner of horrible penalties. The
first obvious deduction from these al-
legations is that indeed officers of -the
old army are serving in the army of
the revolution. Of course they are, and,
for the most part, they are serving loy-
ally. Here and there one will desert, be-
lieving that the Whites will win. But,
for the most part, they do ngt desert,
even in the darkest and seemingly most
hopeless moment of the struggle, as
when Denikine was at Orel and Yud-
enitch at the gates of Petrograd. Two
years ago their loyalty to the revolu-
tionary army would have been unthink-
able. -Something has happened in the
meantime, and that something is .the
birth of a new Russian army and the
birth of a new Russian national spirit.

PLAN EXPLAINED

New Development of Com-
munity Welfare Work Is

(New York Evening Post.)

\Any plan whose purpose is “to make
the coming of democracy both genuine
and efficient by building up, on a basis
of population units, an organization
through which the people can get a
clear idea of their common needs, and
can utilize the technical knowledge of
skilled groups in formulating and car-
rying out programmes to meet those
needs,” deserves investigation at least.
Such a purpose is the avowed object
of the Social Unit plan, developed by
Wilbur C. Phillips and his wife, Elsie
La G. C. Phillips, and tried out experi-
mentally in Cincinnati.

“The organization principles and ideas
all belong to Mr. Phillips,” said Mrs.
Phillips in a recent interview for the
Evening Post. “Creative imagination is
his peculiar contribution. I was just his
first convert, and then I became assist-
ant promoter and organizer. But it’s
been glorious doing it together. The

e

first germ of the idea entered his mind
when he was developing a system of
baby milk stations in New York in 1908
and 1909. He had to deal with experts
on the one hand and masses of ordinary
people on the other, and from the ex-
perience with these two groups he got
the idea of democratically elected citi-
zens and professional councils to super-
vise all social work. Together we
worked over these ideas, each of us from
a different viewpoint, for our training
and experience had been entirely differ-
ent. We are both rather tough-minded,

SKIMMED MILK [
AIRPLANE GLUE|
e ?

Resists Weather Conditions to
Which Machines Are Sub-
jected.

Acroplane construction will be much]
helped” by the new water-resisting glue
made from casein taken from skimmed
milk., The result of important chemical
researches by S. Butterman, of the For-
est Products ILaboratories, which the

United States Department of Agricul-
ture maintains at Madison, Wis., under-
taken at the instance of the army and
navy, are now made public. They will
prove helpful in the general progress of
the art in aircraft construction, in the
opinion of experts.

Although the Forest Products Labor-
atory has nothing to do with dairies, it
did much valuable work in getting
spruce for aeroplanes during the war,
and it was therefore asked to work out
a good formula for putting the parts of
the flying machine together. Mr. Butter-
man describes the technical details for
his fellow members of, the American
Chemical Society, in a publication of
that organization, the Journal of Indus-
trial and Engineering Chemistry.

The severe weather conditions to
which' aeroplanes are subjected and the
_impracticability of covering all the glued
joints with water glass or other water-
proof coatings, caused the most exact-
ing requirements to be made for water-
resisting glues. The new glues are
commercially avilable for other purposes
as well, and with the aid of the formula
now placed at the disposal of manufac-
turers may be employed by glue fac-
tories which serve all industries.

Casein, the principal protein of milk
and the basis of cheese, is combined in
its natural state with lime, from which
it is freed by precipitation. It has dif-
fered somewhat in quality, and the ef-
forts of the government are bringing
about a standardization which will be
very helpful in carrying out formula for
the glue-making. The skimmed milk
does as well, for the making of casein,
if not .better than whole milk. Hence
the product can be obtained cheaply,
and the casein which does not go into
cheesemaking can be used for glue.

As casein is not dissolved in water,
it must be made into a mucilage or paste
by putting it into a solution of some
caustic alkali. When the mixture dries
in it is insoluble in rain and hence its
value when it is used on materials ex-
posed to damp and stormy weather.

Awkward Situation Over Adriatic Question —!

Bolshevism in England—Matter of Buying Ger-

(From Our Own Correspondent.)

London, Feb. 19—News from America
is being watched just now with the most
dramatic interest. There is a feeling that
the same impetuous decis on t.at ied 1o
Mr. Lansing’s dismissal may have dic-
tated the president’s note to the Allics
on the Adriatic settlement. Probably
few general readers of the newspapers
are acquainted with the facts of this
question. But what has happened is
that, Italy strongly disapproving of the
terms drafted as between herseif and the
Jugo-Slavs by France, America and Brit-
ain in consultation, the settlement was
revised by France and ourselves. This
revised version has now been turned
down by America through the president.

4d. worth of silver,
and obviously ®the government cannot,
go on putting as much as this into their
coins. Under the new coinage bill silver
coins will be only one-half silver and
contain 7d. worth of that metal. The
question is what is the best alloy which
it will be cheap enough to employ- It
must not cost more than five-pence a!
shilling and, of course, the rise in silver
has been accompanied by an apprecia-
tion in the price of other metals. The
recent purchase of nickel is, no doubt,
By reducing |
the amount of silver in the shilling the |
government can not only avoid fresh loss |
on coinage, but by calling in existing |
coins and melting them down, can get |
two shillings out of one.

American Whiskey.

The complications of a “dry” Amer-
fca are only just beginning to make
themselves apparent. There are several
problems to be considered. The arrival
of the Cunarder Mauretania, with every
bottle and barrel aboard bone dry, in-
stanced one danger. Because Americans
are lately “dry” on high democratic
principle, is that any reason why they
should, from sheer suppressed thirst,
drink others dry who do not pretent to
any virtue of ti‘:at sort? It is seriously
asked now in certain quarters whether
the sale of drinks in those countries, or
under those flags where it is still pef-
mitted, should not be regulated on an
international basis. Ought not  Ameri-
cans to be refused drinks, in the inters
ests of other nationalities a little per-
haps, but fnainly in their own interests?
We ought to encourage America to keep
her high resolves, and not to “prétend.”

EDUCATION SUPERINTENDENTS
ANNUAL REPORT

The annual report of the chief super-
intendent for education in New Bruns-
wick has been tabled at Fredericton in
the legislature and says that the year
was the most discouraging in the his-
tory of the province. The influenza epi-
demic and smallpox. played havoc with
tne records.

There were 1,959 schools in operation
during the first term, a decrease of 59
over the previous term; the number of
teachers instructing was 2,078, a decrease
of 77, and the number of pulpils 62,324,
a decrease of 2,808. Apparently there
was a total registration of pupils during
the year of 71,029.

There are tables showing the different
enrollment figures from 1893 to 1919. In!
1898 there were 60,154 pupils in the June
term; in-1919 there were only 64,920.!
The banner year in the intervening
period was 1918, when 66,548 pupils were
eurolled.

The question of teachers’ salaries is
dealt with at considerable length in dif-
ferent portions of the report. It is in-
teresting to note that .there has been:
considerable increase. in spite of the low
average at the present time, over the
amounts paid ten years ago, in 1909.
Grammar school teachers then only aver-
aged a little moré than $1,000 and to-
day they are averaging more than $1,500.
Superior school teachers ten years ago
everaged $689, today they afé averaging
$901. First-class male teachérs have
nearly doubled their salaries in ten years.
In 1909 they received an average of $641
and in 19019 $1,200.49. Second-class male
teachers were not quite so fortunate,
only inereasing from $352 to 8506, while
third-class male teachers went from $262
a year to $889: First-class female teach-
érs very nearly doubled their stipend,
going from, $895, in 1909; to $705 in 1919,
and second-class female teachers from
$288 to $427, while third-class female
teachers went from $218 to $332.

There are some very interesting tables
in connéetion with the normal school at-
tendance and the examinations and the
list of successful applicants for license
and fof entramce examination.

Total Expenditures. .

The whole amount spent in connection
with public schdols8 and ,received from
the varieus amounts voted‘ at the annual
school meetings, the county funds and
the province is given as $1,580,256.94. Of
this" amount thé sum raised by the
people, as voted at annual meetings, was
$1,153,168, the county school fund, $99,-
097 and the province gave the balance,
$277,995.

Ransacked Office Building

BOLD AND CLEVER
CYCLONE BURGLARS

and Read Unopened Mail at

Leisure.

New York, March 18—A gang of
burglars, whom the police say have
been the most clever and boldest that
havé eome to light in.some time, enter-
ed the loft building at No. 225 West
86th street during the night, blew two
safes, getting $125 in money and $2,000
in stamps, and ransacked every office in
the building, which is of five stories.

AMERICAN DENTIST SAVED
VISCOUNT GREY’S EYESIGHT

Viscount Grey, who, during his recent
irin to the United States as special am-
bassador, was on the verge of becoming
totally blind, was saved by a Washing-
ton dentist working in conjunction with
Dr. William Holland Wilmer, the noted
| oculist. The British embassy Sunday
anngunced that Dr. Arthur LeGrand
Harvin performed the dental operation
after Dr. Wilmer had diagnosed Viscount
Grey's eye ailment as a condition result-
ing from affected teeth,

Although Viscount Grey had been
troubled by his eyes before leaving Eng-
land, it was not until after he had been
in the United States some time that his
condition became serious. Early in Oc-
tober his sight began failing rapidly.

It was at this time that Dy. Wilmer
was requested to take charge of the
case. He became convinced the trouble
was in a large measure due to the condi-
tion of Viscount Grey’s teeth. Dr. Har-
vin was called in, and confirmed the
diagnosis.

Viscount Grey paid his first visit to
the office of Dr. Harvin on Oct. 16 and
at that time he could not see to read
and had to be led by an attendant. Dr.
Harvin found two molars abscessed.
One, a large upper in the right jaw—
having thre great prongs—was snown
by the X-ray to have been treated in
such a way by a previous operation that
necrosis of ‘the bone had developed:
This tooth was cut open, drainage intro-
duced and later the tooth was extracted.
The other tooth was not in such bad
condition and was saved.

S. F. Van Pelt, who has charge of the
window displavs of the five retail shoe
establishmeiits of Fdward E. Stout, In-
dianapolis shoé rhagnate, dévoted mueh
thought to theé shoé-stand duestion in
1918 and thé result; toward the fag end
of the yedr; was the appearance in thé
Washington street store of a stand of
entirely new -design; which would not
merely reduce the diffieulty, but would
remove it altogether. The popularity of
the stand with Women may be judged
from the statemient that about 750 of
them drop into Stout’s evéry week fof a
shine and that the majority leave a lib-
eral tip with the shine boys, probably
under the mistaken imipréssion that they
invénted the new stand.

The plan is so simiplé that thé only
woridef is' that it wasn’t thought of long
ago. Instead of the customer being
seated on a throne, as ifn the averageé
stand, the shifiing boy works from a
sort of trench, several feet deep. He can
shihe the shoes without breaking his
back, just as in the ordindry stand, but
the customet doesn’t have to €limb te a
pinhacle. He or she—and it is worth
noting that most of them are shes—
metely sits down ih the comfertable
chair provided fof the purpose; puts her
feet on thé last and watches the boy
do the rest. Thete is no climbing, no
chance of torn skirts, fall to the ground,
or uridue display of attractions. All of
this is eliminated. )

Pessle Watehed 'Em Gfow.

A San Francisco hardware storé last
year in a window displayed a lot of
packets of seed that stayed on the job
almost a month—and yet it held as mueh
interest for passersby on the last week
as it did on the first. That's ufiusial for
: winfow staying inh for that length of
imé.

It happeriéd that this window was a
gdrden in which various séeéds were
platited and wateted. Government post-
ers were brought out and used agdin
after having served during the war. A
card was shown which called attention
to the advantage to the home gardener
of the éxtfa hour of daylight. At oneé
side was a littlé cottage with its yard
and paths: Of course, the growing plafits
weré out of propoition, but as they
grew they surély held the attention of
the passersby, who naturally were inter-
ested in scéeéing what progress they were
making. Showing this garden beat the
use of the slogan, “Ouf Seeds Grow.”

There is somethihg fascinating aboiit
growing crops. A western barker put
some Seeds in his windows. They were
such as every farmer in the section had
seen sprout and grow year after year.
And yet these farfners would stop before
the windows and look at them and dis-
cuss them day after day—just as if they
were éxotic.

In the Bay of Fundy the province of
New Brunswieck has the only sardin€é:
fleld in Canada, but it is one of great:
wealth and greater possibilities. The sar- |
dine industry has néver been propérly
or systematically exploited, and there is’
awaiting here a source of great revenue
when the business is taken properly in
hand and developed along modern com-i
mercial Iines. Countléss schools of sar- |
dines filled the Bay of Fundy last sum-
mer and fall without advantage being|
taken of this bounty. Fishéfmen were
not in a position to cope with the great
opportunity, market facilities were unde- |
veloped, nor would the canneries have |
been ableé to adéquately handle the re-
markable catch that would have been
possible,

The total value of New Brunswick’s
sardine fishery in 1917 was $1,910,705; |
in 1918, $1466,275; for the first six|
months of 1919, “é,ﬂlo, and from Jan-|
vary fo Septerhber, 1919, $199,019. In
1918 the canners in Maine and New
Brunswick put up a big pack, paying the
fishermen as high as $20 per hogs-
head. On the signing of the armistice,
however, vafions govérnmeits cancelled
large orders of the canmed product for
supply to the troops; and the packers
weré Jeft with & great amount on their
hands. K was largely on this account
that opérations were someéwhat apathetic
in the 1919 sedson.

Theve are three sardifié eanmeries in
the province of New Brunswick, though
most of the big factories of Maine ob-
tain the sardinés théy pack from Cana-
dian waters. The late Sir William Van
Horfie finarice@ the erécting of a big
moderft ¢éannéty at Chamcook some years
ago, since takén over by an Ameérican
coneern. Theré ig anothér cannery at
Black’s Harbor which hés beén oper-
atiig for years with €onsiderable swe-
cess and selling their product in Eng-
'Iand, Francée and other Furopean éoun-
tries, South Africa, New Zealand and
Australia. Another factory was added
during the wap at St. John.

Little enterprise has been shown in de--
| veloping the safdine fishifg or packing
industry in the pro¥ifice and great pos-
sibilitiés aré awaiting a systematic
,handling 6f this fesource. A few fish-
! mongers have been in thé habit of salt-
itig 4 few dozen barrels of sardines and
!shipping them to New York. But the
{ fish so hendled eafinot possibly redch the
harkét in d4n attraétive comdifion, and
their parchase and consumption has been
limited to the pooref classes and foréign-
born population. The sardine is a very
delicate fish and after being packed in
a barrel dand roughly handled is neces-
sarily bruised and €ontused. In France,
where the sardine ifidustry has assumed
important proportions; the best packers
will fiot take sdrdines cdught in seines
‘because of the reduction in value from
rough handling. Practically all the sar-
dines fot the high gfadé markets put up
by the French ate éaught in small’ drift
nets: In Germiany, Norway and Finland
sardines are put up in a fixture of salt,
sugédt and spice. X small tin box is used
| which Holds, with tHe spiced mixture,
aBout a ‘score of the little fish, so that
there is ho chahce of their being bruised.
The Gefmans put them up in a spiced
pickle. 5

These methods of utilizing the im-
mense supplies of sardifes ifi the Bay of
Fundy have mevet received attention,
though they suggest themselves so read-
ily. The sardine resource, which might
be one of enormous revenue; is loss to
othier markets by out-of-date systems of
fishing and packifig. Intelligent develop-
ment of the industry by the introduc-
tion of an extension of miarkét facilities,
and éducation in fishing dnd packings
would put thé New Brunswick ipdustry,
of which it has & moropoly, on a par
with other fishing activities, and add
greatly to' the iinportance of this mari-
time provinee.
