labor leader, in the House of Commons 
yesterday moved the rejection of the bill 

i*f Hon. Reginald McKenna to deal with 
' suffragettes who resort to th^ hunger 
strike. Mr. Hardie said that the govern­
ment, by breaking pledges to the women, 
was itself responsible for the militant 
campaign.

Lord Robert Cecil, Unionist, opposed the 
bill on 'the ground that it would not get 
rid of forcible feeding. Asked what his 
remedy would be, Lord Robert replied, 
“deportation,” but when questioned as 
to how he would prevent the women from 
going on hunger, strikes during the voyage 
hç gave no explanation.

Viscount Woltner, unionist member of 
( the Newton division of Lancaster, op­
posed the bill on the ground that the 

a measure would not prevent militancy.
Sir Gilbert Parker supported the bill 

because he wished the home secretary to 
be given sufficient power to enforce sen­
tence against law-breaking suffragettes.

Mr. Hardie's motion to reject the bill 
was defeated by a vote of 335 to 98 and 
the second reading of the bill was then 
carried, the vote standing 296 to 43.

London, March 19—In a few weeks now 

a modem Rip van Winkle who for the 
last thirty-seven years has been living in 
the Middle Ages will have, to his immense 
disgust, to emerge into the twentieth 
tury, of which lie declares with something 
like pride he knows nothing whatever. 
This badly behind-the-times person is Dr. 
Reginald R. Sharpe; D. C. L„ who for the 
period of time mentioned, has been records 
clerk at the Guildhall, which is the head­
quarters of the queer official machinery 
which runs the so-called "city” of Lon­
don, the historic square mile in the heart 
of the metropolis which is ruled over by 
the lord mayor with a remembrancer, a 
"prothonotary” and many other queer of­
ficials to help him.

Down in the bowels of this ancient 
home of Gog and Magog is the room in 
which, as clerk of the city’s records, Doc­
tor Sharpe has had his being since 1876, 
but which, after the 15th of next month, 
will know him no more. It is a sunless 
room, where a fire is kept burning the 
whole year, and on all aides are dingy 
books from which the dust of seven cen­
turies has been wiped and which are cram­
med with records in Latin, Norman-French 
and old English, telling of the doings of 
the city fathers as far back as 1275. Some 
of these tomes are ao big that they can 
be moved conveniently only in a wheelbar­
row, and all of them are such dull reading 
that you would think that no human 
being could live among them for nigh 
on forty years and have any humanity left 
in him.

But Doctor Sharpe, a short man with a 
whitening beard, and kindly eyes that 
twinkle between gold-spectacles, has lots 
of humanity left in him, and fun, too. He 
was a humorist, apparently, when he en­
tered the Guildhall, in 1876, after having 
been first a law-student, then 
sistant in the manuscripts department of 
the British Museum, and then a barrister 
of the Inner Temple, and a humorist he 
remains today, for he has been able to 
find food for mirth even in the, dull chron­
icles of endless lord mayors, sheriffs, re­
membrancers, prothonotariee and the rest.

All that he has lost in his long con­
finement in the city] archives, apparently, 
is interest in the affairs of today.

“I know nothing whatever,” he said, yes­
terday, “of anything that has happened 
after the 15th century.

“"Briefly,” said boctor Sharp, “the term 
livery’ carries us back to feudal times, 
when it was the custom for powerful bar­
ons to ‘deliver’ badges and liveries to their 
retainers. This custom caused so many 
commotions between rival barons that it 
had to be restrained by a scries of sta­
tutes extending dow| to the reign of 
Henry VII.

“None of these statutes, however, af­
fected the wearing of liveries by the 
mayor, sheriffs, or aldermen of the city or 
by members of guilds of fraternities found­
ed for an hopest purpose.

there happened to be one feature thereof 
about which the present writer particul­
arly desired information. Who are the 
city’s “ale-conners” and what do they do? 
In the annual budget of the city corpora­
tion mention is made yearly of four offic­
ial “ale-conners,” who draw a salary of 
ten pounds per annum, but up to this time 
no one ever has been discovered who 
knew who the said “conners” 
where they carried on their industry of 
“conning.”

So I put the question to Doctor Sharpe 
and hardly had I finished speaking than 
he was on his feet and whiaking a dusty 
volume down from an upper-shelf, after 
which, in less than two seconds, he had 
found the right page and indicated with 
a bony finger, a paragraph dealing with 
ale-conners. Then he abruptly disappear­
ed, only to return in a few minutes car­
rying in his arms a big book in 
script, again found and pointed out a para­
graph, and rushed into hie strong-room 
to return with a still more gigantic book, 
also with something about ale-conners.

Thus I learned the story of these extra­
ordinary officials, and a highly amusing 
one it proved to be. It seems that once 
upon a time the paternal government of 
the city fixed the price at which beer 
should be sold, and—what was more im­
portant—saw that it was of pure quality, 
and not “sophisticated.” For the latter 
purpose four officials were empowered to 
enter any public house within the city 
boundaries and taste the ale. For this 
they were pair $50 a year. But the re­
markable thing is that these ale-conners 
are still appointed and still paid their 
“ancient salaries.” It is good to keep up 
picturesque old customs, but why four 
men should be paid $50 each for duties 
that disappeared long ago is not easily ex­
plained. “Apparently,” remarked the doc­
tor, “these good men can, to this day, go 
into any bar in the city and demand a 
glass of ale for nothing.”

The speaker of the House of Commons, 
like certain ministers of state, judges of 
the high court, and officers of the royal 
household, annually receives a “piece of 
livery cloth” from the city corporation, 
and Doctor Sharpe was asked kindly to 
explain the origin of this custom.

The venerable clerk of the city records 
chuckled. Then he announced that the 
city spends more than $500 a year on be­
stowing these pieces of cloth. No one 
seems to know exactly what happens to

The other experiment was developed by 
Dr. Hugo Munstcrberg of HarArd Uni­
versity, having the same object of saving 
time and money to the employer and the 
applicant. Under this system a candidate 
is submitted to certain very simple psy­
chological tests, and by this method also 
very satisfactory results have been se­
cured. Of course it is not easy for the 
average employer of labor to submit ap­
plicants to any such test, but if the thing 
could be done there would be a great sav­
ing of energy and prevention of waste. 
Both thç employer and the employed 
would in the end be benefitted thereby.

A St. John merchant said to the Times 
this week that one of the greàt difficulties 
at the present time was to get the right 
kind of help.

Dr. Lazarus-Barlow, the director of the 
Cancer Research Laboratories of the Mid­
dlesex Hospital, says:—

“The great majority of our unfortunate 
patients have to die simply because we 
do not possess sufficient radium to relieve 
their pain, if not, in a good proportion of 
cases, to effect a probable cure.

“Owing to the small amount of radium 
at our disposal our energies on behalf of 
our patienta are painfully restricted. On 
the other, hand, it would be difficult to 
overstate the benefit that would be de­
rived by many suffering from pain and in­
operable cancer if 500 milligrammes were 
forthcoming. But I believe we could eas­
ily use 1,000 milligrammes every hour 
of the twenty-four. All we need is the 
radium, or the money to purchase it with­
out delay.

“The radium ought certainly not to be 
allowed to leave the country. The gov­
ernment might even buy it and loan it to 
the hospitals. As a pure investment it 
would be a security that virtually does 
not depreciate, because more than 1,000 
years would elapse before ita powers fell 
to 50 per cent, of the original.” '

The 500 milligrammes referred to are 
at the present moment lying in the safe 
of the British Radium Corporation.

"The radium is not actually purchased 
yet by Japan,” said one of the directors, 
"and if any British committee is formed 

i to obtain it, as well as further supplies, 
for hospital use, I am sure the directors 

: would be only too delighted to grant
l every possible facility. We have been 
I selling our radium at $100 a milligramme, 
but if it were designed for hospital pur­
poses I have no doubt, a substantiel re­
duction would be made.”

Sanitary Hints
Young children, say under ten, should 

not be taken to crowded public as­
semblages. Nothing is more difficult to 
secure than good ventilation in such places 
and an hour or more’s confinement is 
liable to produce evil results. This is more 
especially so in children who have lately 
had measles. Their breathing organs re­
main, for some weeks after recovery, in 
a more or less irritated condition, and are 
very susceptible to disease germs.

As the spring comes on, not only 
“house-cleaning” but premises-cleaning 
should be given every attention. All re­
fuse and rubbish of every description 
should be removed from the yards and 
out-buildings. It must not be supposed 
that the heavy spring rains can do much 
towards cleaning a city. Decay and fer­
mentation can not go on without plenty 
of moisture, and, often, the most that 
the rain deep is to incorporate many in­
jurious substances with the surface soil, 
afterwards to be blown about everywhere, 
when the dry weather succeeds.

Particular care should be taken not to 
expose food products, which are not gen­
erally peeled or cooked before being eaten, 
to the dust and dirt of the street Many 
cases of grave disease in young children 
are contracted because of eating apples, 
strawberries, peaches, pears, candy, lettuce 
and such like, which have been so exposed.

The fly nuisance should be early taken 
in hand. The only really useful time in 
which to kill flies is in the spring upon 
their first appearance. Every fly then 
killed will lessen, by thousands, the num­
ber seen in the warm weather. When 
summer comes it is almost hopeless to try 
to diminish their number by individual de­
struction. It should be known by every­
one, Jiowever, that flies can not breed ex­
cept in dirt, and that their favorite dirt 
is horse-manure. This substance, there­
for, should be always kept carefully cov­
ered in fly-tight bins or other containers, 
and should not be permitted to accumu­
late to any extent. More than three- 
quarters of our typhoid cases, and cases 
somewhat resembling typhoid, come from 
this source alone.

German Money Situation.

Berlin, April 3—The liabilities involved 
in the failure of a Kuestrin banker, Gus­
tave Puppa, who suspended payment on 
Tuesday, were greatly exaggerated in the 
first reports. Investigation shows that 
the amount to be covered reaches only 
about $600,000 or $700,000, and that the 
failure is of purely local interest.

There have been no further suspensions 
of banks, as reported in foreign newspa­
pers. Anxiety in regard to the financial 
situation in Germany is subsiding rapidly. 
Rates for money are falling steadily and 
outsiders are beginning to purchase stock.

The return of the German Imperial Bank 
was considerably better than had been ex­
pected. Although it had to issue $136,000,- 
000 of notes in order to tide .over the 
final week of March, the aggregate deprec­
iation in its status was $20,750,000 less 
than gè *ms period in 1912.

Hamilton transferred this pat­
ent to a man named Bassett, Chichester's 
nephew. A few years later there was a 
scandal over the issue of defective pat­
ents and the king instructed Chichester 
to set up a commission on defective titles.
This commission, composed of Çh 
creatures, passed Bassett’s title as good 
and Bassett then conveyed it to the Chi­
chester, whose descendants later became 
Marquises of Donegal 1 and Lords O’Neill.

! Washington, April 2—President Wilson 
was tonight face to face with the most 
serious phases of tariff revision.

With the work of the house ways and 
means committee before him and extra 
session of congress only a few days off, 
the president had proceeded deep enough 
in his study of the tariff bill to realize 
that before the Democratic caucus met 
there were many points upon which he 
himself must take a definite stand. It 
was admitted* at the White House that 
he would do so “in a day or àwo.”

The president leans strongly to revision 
by a single bill. He thinks the income tax 
question can only be decided after an 
agreement has been made upon tariff 
rates. He believes that sugar should go on 
the free list, but is open to conviction on 
this point.

Mr. Wilson will study further into the 
sugar matter, as he is undecided which 
woftdd be better, a reduction of 25 per 
cent, as manufacturers would agree to, 
or the complete wiping off of duty. The 
president, it is also known, believes in a 
sweeping reduction in woollen duties, but 
whether it includes a total removal or 
not is not ascertained.

Members of the ways and means com­
mittee after an all day session today,spent 
in perfecting tariff bills, declared there 
was no substantial difference of opinion 
between the committee and president over 
the1 duty to be imposed on farm products. 
The committee has cut the agricultural 
duties over 50 per cent, in the new bill. 
While President Wilson is understood to 
favor a further cut in some of them,mem­
bers of the committee declared tonight 
that a complete agreement would be 
reached with the president without dif­
ficulty.

In build­
ing construction, two large groups, ele­
mentary and advanced, had produced a 
tine lot of drawings. In addition to the 
drafting practice) weekly lectures on con­
struction are given and the advanced group 
has also had instruction in estimating costs 
and in calculating the stresses and strains 
of several typical buildings. In electro- 
technics, over seventy students were en­
rolled and a feature of this class has been 
the valuable lectures given by experts -out­
side the school staff. For instance, last 
week the city, electric® engineer had taken 
the students to the various power sta­
tions of the city’s plant; the mayor and 
commissioners loaning the city*s automo­
biles to convey the students.

Sanitation and plumbing is another im­
portant subject and here again the tech­
nical education committee were helped by 
employers and other experts. This was 
also the case in heating and ventilation in 
Which a good .course was,given.

One class which interested jné greatly 
was that in the subject of internal com­
bustion engines, with an enrollment of 
eighty students. A basement room had 
been fitted up and several tjrp^s of gaso­
line and gas engines installed. In addi­
tion, all the leading automobile firms had 
opened their garages and given special de­
monstrations to the students and similar 
help had been afforded by the makers of 
farm tractors.

There were also large numbers studying 
commercial work in typewriting, short­
hand, bookkeeping and English, sixty-five 
being enrolled for typewriting alone. Shop 
mathematics, applied mechanics, workshop 
arithmetic and practical English were also 
interesting subjects being carried on. A 
painter’s and decorator’s class under the 
combined instruction of an art master 
and a practical decorator was another most 
useful feature and-had produced a fine lot 
of schemes of decoration, panels and other 
specimens of the decorator’s art. I 
also interested in a group learning sheet 
metal drafting.

The cookery classes also attracted my 
attention, the equipment being very com­
plete.

Tenders for asphalt and road oil were 
opened by the city commissioners today 
but the contracts were not awarded, pend­
ing some tests of the samples by the road 
engineer.

The use of road oil in the streets this 
year will not give the same cause for com­
plaints as in other years. When the oj 
is placed the oil cart will be followed by 
sand sprinklers which will spread a thin 
coating of sand, enough to absorb the 
oil and remove its objectionable features 
without destroying its usefulness.

Another experiment in dust laying is 
also to be made by the road engineer this 
summer. This will be the use of calcium 
chloride in the streets. It is expected to 
keep the streets damp for several weeks, 
under favorable weather conditions.
