Millerand of France has resigned 
and, in the opinion of British 
business men, this marks the end 
of the world war and the begin­
ning of Europe’s rehabilitation.

Millerand and Poincare were 
the hub of the Bloc Nationale, 
which stood firm for the contin­
uance of the Ruhr invasion and 
resisted any effort to modify the 
original peace terms, 
and, as President, declined to be 
a mere figurehead, and demand­
ed a dominant position in the 
direction of foreign affairs in any 
French government. Hence the 
refusal of Herriot to accept of­
fice under him. Millerand ap­
pealed to parliament, which re­
buked him; now he is gone and 
the decks are clear for a gov- 
eminent by the Left with a free 
hand.
Readjust War Problems.

Prospective College Students Pay Small 
Sums in Advance.

A unique plan for assisting students 
who cannot afford the lump sum re­
quired for tuition has been devised by 
Dean Merrill J. Holmes of the Dakota 
Wesleyan University at Mitchell.'S, 1^., 
according to the United States Bureau 
of Education.

My mother’s address is 
834 Golden avenue, Los Angeles. My 
sister’s Address is Arcade Building, St. 
Louis, Mo. Forgive me, dear pal.”

Bendroth’s effects contained numer­
ous emblems of the order of Elks, of 
which he apparently was a member; a 
small pocket Bible, jewelry and cash.

Saskatchewan is the next province 
to have a plebiscite on the prohibition 
question. Its people are to vote on 
July 16, and will then make their 
choice between “prohibition as they 

have it,” or the sale of liquor for 
beverage purposes under a system of 
.government control.

For a long time the Provincial 
Government there was disposed to 
resist the demand for a plebiscite, tint 
at the last session of the Legislature 

~ it yielded upon considering a petition 
containing more than 80,000 signatures 
and demanding that the matter bt 
submitted directly to the people. At 
first when the question was raised, 
although there was a substantia,! peti­
tion from those opposing the present 
law, the Government declined to change 
that law until a vote had been taken 
npon it, and maintained that there was 
not at that time—the winter of 1922-28 
—sufficient evidence of any popular 
desire for a change. At a later date 
the Government declined to take the 
responsibility of refusing a plebiscite 
The ballot to be used will present the 

issue clearly enough. It Will contain 
question ; and in order ''to make a 

ballot valid every voter must answer 
“yes” or “no” to the first question, 
which is as follows :—

“Are you in favor of prohibition in 
Saskatchewan?”

Those who answer this question in 
the negative are expected to answer 
the second question, which is this:— 

“If a liquor system under govern­
ment control be established, which of 
the following do you favori (a) Sale 
by government vendors in sealed pack­
ages of all spirituous and malt liquors, 
or (b) Sale by government vendors in 
salcd packages of all spirituous and 
malt liquors, and also sale of beer in 
licensed premises.”

There will be a lively fight between 
the Moderation League and the prohi­
bition forces. The vote will clear up a 
situation which is rendered doubtful 
by many confusing statements as to 
what is really the state of popular 
opinion on this question in Saskatche­
wan.

SAYS MUDDY RUEL, 

Catcher, Washington Nationals,
Keep trying at all times. Constantly 

encourage your pitcher. Learn the 
weakness and strength of the opposi­
tion at the bat. Use your head. Never 
let yourself become fussed at any situa­
tion that may develop on the field.

Those are a few of the things I have 
in mind that a catcher must adhere 
to if he hopes to be successful as a 
catcher.

Perhaps no player in the field lias 
more to think about than the catcher. 
Certainly no player is subjected to the 
possibilities of a peeve more than the 
receiver.

For that reason an even temperament 
is much desired in a catcher. He must 
be able to adjust himself to the many 
ticklish situations that face him, with­
out letting his work be affected.

Don’t crab at your pitcher. Take 
him to task if he deserves it, but in the 
proper way. Encouragement always 
makes greater progress than discour­
agement.
