Suva, Fiji Island, Aug. 31—The British
steamer Knight of St. George, from Taco-

Agadir -in Morocco as
Kaiser does— A Rumanian
Family Tale That Reads
Like Romance

In Rumania itself, all nobiliary titles have
been abolished, and when in 1900 George
Bibesco was appointed by King Charles’
government to.be commissioner general for
Rumania to the Paris International Exhi-

He objected to being thus styled, and
demanded that the decree should be modi-
fied in ‘such a manner as to describe him
by what he claimed to be his correct title.

-He called the at-
tention of George Bibesco to that note-
worthy paragraph of the national constitu-
tion of Rumania which abolished all nobil-
iary . titles and distinctions in the king-
dom, forbidding their use, besides pointing
ouf; -that. he himself, the premier, although
a scion of ‘the formerly imperial house of
Cantacuzene which reigned at Constanti-
nople in the fourteenth century, was per-
fectly content to call himself “Mr.” Can-
tacuzene; instead of prince.

The total lumber cut of the Dominion
{ of Canada for 1910 has jnst been compiled
Eby the Forestry Branch. " Reports “were
| received from ' 2763 firms operating “saw
mills, which is: nearly 700 more than re-
ported last year. Thus the 1910 report is
a better estimate of the actual lumber
production than ever before.

Nearly five billion feet of lumber was
cut during 1910 throughout the nine prov-
inces of Canada, which represents a total
value to the country of $77,500,000.' This is
about $15,000,000 more than the value of
the 1909 lumber cut.

Ontario, as in former years, holds the
premier position as a lumber province.
Its forests are made up of diversified spec-
jes, which enabled it to produce one-third
of the lumber for the dominion. British
Columbia, however, will goon take On-
tario’s place, from predictions made on
the 1910 report. 1ln 1908 the western prov-
ince produced a trifle more than half as
much lumber as was cut in Ontario, while
for last year the amonnts returned from
.the two provinces were practically (ba
same. !

arid Mr, Marcil, the Liberal chieftain held
tonight, the most successful poljtical meet-
ing ever know in Halifax. Over the plat-
form hung a framed picture of thé honor-
ed guest, draped with the Canadian flag
and mmountmg the motto “Reciprocity
and Prosperity.” Varinus other mottoes
were ecattered about the walls of the im-
menee building with ‘welcoming signs and

As the hand played the air which herald-

had given it long and carnest study. Be-|
fore matters were finally arranged, he said,
the Canadian commissioners enquired into
the wishes of the different provinces and
in this respect he was consulted as to
what would be most desired by the people
of New Brunswick. That which affected
farm products, the fish, lumber and lime
industries was his answer in the giving of
which he knew ‘that he was voicing the
sentiments of his ‘people. (Cheers.) He
had received communicitions from the
lumbermen urging a reduction of the duty:
on luntber. The fact that the repeal ol
the Pike law, which took place on Aug. 5,
would result in a duty of $1.25 being pliced
on lumber going into the  United 'States
was brought to his’attention and it was
pointed out that the same would have dis-
astrous results. “1 felt that if we could
get that duty of $1.25 removed,” said Dr.
Pugsley, ‘“‘the lumbermen of the ‘city and
province would derive great benzfits. I was
highly pleased, then, when I learned that
by the terms of the reciprocity pact the
duty had been entirely removed off’ sawn
lumber, and ‘greatly- reduced 'on planed
lumber.” fy i

Continuing, he said he was informed that
the duty on shingles, which had been in-
creased from thirty to fifty cents, was
striking a death blow to that industry.
He +was earnestly solicited to have this
addition' removed and he was glad to say
that this ‘had been accomplished.

Next was the question of fisl. On look-
ing up the blue book, Dr, Pugsley said he
was surprised to find that the amount of
duties paid by our ' fishermen into the
Utited States treasury every year amount-
ed to appvoximately $500,000.

Carleton Aldermen Protest
Against Board’s Action—
Double Pressure Test in City
Recommended :

_The question whether we are to have a
single or double pressure water system is
apparently té become a live issue again.
At a’ meeting of ‘a2 sub-committee of the
water and sewerage board and a commit-
tee of the board of fire underwriters held
about a month ago, it was decided to ex-
periment with a manipulation of the valves
in the water mains in an effort to give the
residents of Mount Pleasant a better water
service. When asked for a report on the
matter at the monthly’ meeting of the
water and sewerage board yesterday after-
noon, the city engineer reported that he
had taken no steps to npul tnis arrange-
ment into effect because he had no order
in council anthorizing him to depart from
the standing order which requires the con-
tinuance of the single pressure system.
Ald. Hayes said that he was receiving
continual complaints from the people of
that distriet and it was decided to recom-
mend to the common council that the ex-
periment approved by the underwriters be
given a trial to test its merits.

Lancaster is also suffering from the lack
of water, and at yesterday's meeting a
deputation from that vieinity was heard
in protest agammst the existing conditions.
Messrs. Cruikshank, Geo. Maxwell, John
Montgomery, (GGeorge Armstrong and John
W. Long addressed the meeting. They
said that in the houses on the higher
levels it was impossible to get water
through the pipes, even with the aid of a
pump, only on Sunday“night, and in some
of the houses not even then. Their com-
plaint was that the > pulp mill took so
much as toleave no water for thc resi-
dents on the heights, and they asked that
steps be taken to provide them with a bet-
ter service. Failing this, they predicted
that a number of the houses would have
to be abandoned by the occupants and

In addition to the inconvenience caused by
the lack of water, Homer Cruikshank said
that he had suffered losses in his greem-
house amounting to about $500.

The city engineer said that an electrie
or gasoline pump could be installed that

‘would improve the service, but he could

give no guarantee as to how great the im-
provement would be. The cost would be
about $5,000 and it would necessitate an
increase of fifty per cent. on the water
rates in the neighborhood served.

It was decided to allow.the matter to
lie 'over until the next monthly meeting
of the board, in spite of the protests of
Ald. Scully and Smith.

‘Water assessment appeals were dealt
with and all the recommendations of 'the
city engineer for rebate were approved.

Catch basins for the northwestern cor-
ner of the Old Burying Ground and the
western side. of Somerset -street -wereaus
thorized by the board.

The. engineer’s recommendation that the
city purchase a quantity of terra cotta
sewer pipe from (. H. Peters Sons at a
cost_of $1,117.80, was laid on the table.

Mrs. Mary King's claim for compensa-
tion for damage done to her property in
consequence of the sewer being out of re-
pair, was referred to the recorder and the
enginecr.

A petition from the residents of Cedar
Crescent Grove asking that sewer and
water mains be laid was received. The
engineer reported that the cost would b¢
about $5,000, and recommended that the
work be undertaken. The board agreed
with the proviso that the residents inter-

[ested must guarantee an income sufficient

to meet the interest and sinking fund
charges on a twenty years’ debenture ise
sue.

On the engineer's recommendation and
W. I. Fenton's gunarantee of the usual in-
come, the board approved of the extension
of the water main on Champlain street,
West End, for 150 feet, at a cost of $150.

The meeting adjourned at 5 o’clocks
