No. L—MINUTES OF COMMITTEE ON UNION.
The minutes of meetings held in March last are printed in the Minutes of the 

Synod of the Presbyterian Church of Nova Scotia. The following brief extract 
ia repeated here, as it may be of some use towards satisfying those whose hesi* 
tancy about the Union arises mainly from their attachment to a name :—

At Halifax, 7th March, 1860. 
Names of Congregations—the word Free.

" ^ was ®Kreed to suggest that all congregations so inclined were at perfect 
liberty to retain that name, although it should form no part of the designation 
of the general body.” 6

The following minutes are of later date

New Glasgow, 23rd June, 12 o’clock, noon. 
i At which place and time the Joint Committees of the Free Synod and of the 

Presbyterian Synod of Nova Scotia met. Present on the part of the Free Synod
Rev. Messrs. Duff, McKnight, Blair, G. Sutherland and Murray; and on the 

part of the other Synod—Rev. Messrs. Murdoch, McCulloch, Sedgewick, Bayne, 
Cameron and McGregor. ’ 8 ’ 1 '

On motion unanimously agreed to Rev. Mr. McCulloch was called to preside, 
and, having taken the chair, opened the proceedings with prayer to God for 
Divine direction. Rev. P, G. McGregor was appointed Secretary.

The whole proceedings of the Joint Committees at their meetings held in Ha­
lifax in March last were then read by the Rev. A. McKnight. Mr. McKnight 
then read some additional information from Presbyteries and congregations in 
connection with the Free Church respecting their views of the Basis and re­
specting the. time of the consummation of the Union, from which it appears that 
while there is an agreement, almost universal, respecting the basis, there are in­
dividuals in different congregations, and particularly in the congregations of 
Earltown and West Branch, Roger’s Hill, Barney’s River, Pictou and New Glas­
gow, who feel unprepared for an immediate incorporation with the other body. 

^ Intimation was^ given by the members of the Synod of the Presbyterian 
Church ol Nova Scotia that their Synod had by resolution declared their readi* 

to proceed to Union, whenever their brethren of the other Synod thought 
their people were willing.

After a free conversation on the whole subject the Joint Committees proceed­
ed to consider whether, with this additional information, they are prepared to 
reaffirm their recommendation agreed to in March last that the Union be con­
summated during the present year and in the month of October, when the fol­
lowing resolution, moved by the Rev. G. Sutherland and seconded by Rev. J. 
Cameron, was unanimously agreed to, •* That the Committees, having found 
such a large measure of unanimity on this subject, agree to recommend that the 
Union be consummated on Thursday, the 4th day of next October.”

On motion of Rev. J. L. Murdoch it was then agreed unanimously that it be 
recommended that during the intervening months united prayer meetings should 
be held by the congregations of the two bodies wherever practicable, at which 
earnest supplications should be offered for a large outpouring of the Spirit— 
that brotherly love and fervent zeal for the advancement of the Redeemer’s 
cause and kingdom might be largely increased.

It was then moved that the Committees recommen<jt.to their respective Synods 
that the Union should be consummated in the town of Pictou. It was moved 
in amendment that New Glasgow, or some suitable place on the East River, be 
selected.

After discussion the vote was taken, when New Glasgow or East River was 
chosen by a majority.

i
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This vote was after farther consideration rescinded, when it was agreed that 
a Conference between the two Synods be recommended by the Committees, to 
be held in Prince Street Church, Pictou, on Monday evening, at halt-past seven 
o'clock, at which the place and other arrangements for consummating the Union 
may be determined, should the preceding recommendations of the Joint Com­
mittees be approved by their respective Synods.

Some conversation followed about the union of our Theological Halls during 
the present season in the event of Union of the Churches taking place, when it 
was agreed that the question be deferred, and that we meet again in Prince 
Street Church at half-past six o’clock on Monday evening.

No. 2.-STATE OF RELIGION.
on the State of Reli-The Synod, having beard the Reports of Presbyteries 

gion within their bounds, agree to the following deliverance :—
First. The Synod would express their gratitude to God for the benign influ­

ences which he has been pleased to exert on various sections of our Church, 
generally, in vouchsafing a spirit of prayer and supplication on old and young, 
and specially in the bestowment of his convincing and converting grace on cer­
tain localities in Prince Edward Island and Cape Breton.

Secondly. They would humble themselves under His mighty hand because 
of the lukewarmness and worldliness still marking the conduct of too many pro­
fessors of religion, and the deadness and indifference to salvation distinguishing 
multitudes of those who statedly enjoy the means of grace ; and would unitedly 
and earnestly implore Him to rend the heavens and come down that the moun­
tains might flow down at His presence.

Further, the Synod direct the attention of the Presbytery of Halifax to the 
duty of securing without delay a site for a Church in the North End of the city 
of Halifax, and of employing as soon as practicable in that locality an active 
and devoted probationer or missionary.

Also, the Synod cannot regard with satisfaction the Presbyterial supervision 
of the congregation of Lochaber and St. Mary’s, and the non-occupation of the 
Albion Mines as a station for regular, weekly religious services ;—and call the 
attention of the Presbytery of Pictou to the duty of immediately providing for 
the necessities of thc'e localities.

As no report has been received from the large Island of Newfoundland, con­
taining a population of upwards of 110,600, the majority of whom are Protes­
tants, and in which this Synod has had for several years but two congregations, 
the Synod direct and appoint the Rev. Moses Harvey, of St. John’s, N. F., to 
visit and explore certain settled harbours on the South side of the Island, and 
the Rev. Alexander Ross, of Harbour Grace, similar harbours and settlements 
on the North side, with the view of selecting suitable stations for the location 
of one or more missionaries, and report as early as possible to the Presbytery of 
Cape Bre(on and the Synod’s Home Mission Committee.

Lastly, considering the signs of the times and the manifest indications of God’s 
providence, the Synod appoint the first week of January, 1861, as a week of 
general prayer for the outpouring of the Spirit, and direct the brethren to in­
vite the co-operation of all evangelical brethren in the same grand and urgent 
duty.
