LONDON’S NEW GOVERNMENT.

How the New Comnty CUommeil is to
come inte Existence.
Tte following particulars of what real-
Iy amounts to a peaceful revolution in
the internal government of Englind will
attract the attention of all politicians in-
terested in the great gquestion of local
government versus contralization. Al-
though the reforms indicated apply more
especially to the new county of London,
which when the new act comes into force
will be entrusted with powers for the
management of their own affairs such as
the wildest reformers of a hun-
dred years ago mever droamed of
A COUNTY AND A COUNTY WITHIN A COUNTY.
By the act whi¢h received the royal
assent last August London became a
county and a county within a county, and
Londoners are shortly to be called upon
to vote for members of the new govern-
ment of London—to wit, the London
County Council. That Coun-il, the di-
rect representative of the electorate, will
manage many of its affairs at once, and
more of them hereafter. It will super-
sede the existing body elected by the
vestries and district boards—tlle Metro-
politan Board of Works—whose place
will henceforth know it no more forever.
It will be a London local parliament, and
seems destined to overshadow the Tord
Mayor and corporation and totally
eclipse the ancient dignity of the City.
Not that it seriously affects the City at
present. That proud corporation has
elected not to be embraced in any grand
reform of London local government, and
a conservative administration has pro-
fessedly and in a great degree respected
its wishes. It has leftthe City out of the
county as far as it could and dignified it
with the name of a county in itself, so
that London can now boast of two coun-
ties—the county of London and the
county of the City of London.
THE LORD MAYOR T9 REMAIN.
The Lord Mayor, however, remains an
institution of the City of London. The
City is not to be deprived of its Novem-
ber show. Elections for the corporation
will go on just the same; the municipal,
or what are commonly known as the
ward lists, being unaltered as far as re-
gards the elections for the City proper.
By a special clause in the new act the
police of the City of London are declared
to be unaffected. The City of London,
while maintaining so many of its own

All the other metropolitan Parliament~
ary boroughs, in addition to the city, will
return members to the County Council,
each Parliamentary division returning to
the Council twice the number of its
Parliamentary representatives. These
boroughs, theyefore—boroughs which are
situated in Middlesex, Essex, Surrey and
Kent—are to be taken out of these count-
ies and to form together the independert
connty of London.

discoverer of America, and a permit for
the exhibition of them could be obtained
from the Government ?
“The interest which the people in
America takes in their history is so in-
tense that the presence of Columbus’
remains in the larger cities would create
enough curiosity to swell the receipts of
the treasury of the Dominican Republic
to a de :ree unprecedented in its mstory.
Mr. Linell begs to submit the following
offer: “He guarentees to defray all the
expenses for the transportation of the
bones, a guard of eight soldiers, and four
priests.
He garantees to defray all the expenses
which should arise during the tour of ,
these persons in the United States anl
also their salaries. He guarentees to re-
mit 50 per cent, of the net receipts to the
Dominican Governmentin quarterly pay-
ments, and guarantees that they should
not amount to less than $200,000a year.
“He guarantees tlie safe retorn of the
same after a time of not less than four
sears. Mr. Linell desires that the church
and government authorities state publicly
that these are the genuine bones
of Columbus, and, that exhibition of °
them shall be permitted for this trip
only.

for them. We, however, have no objec-
tions to the people of Fredericton obtain-
ing the line they covet. When a train
load of grain from Montreal reaches
Harvey station, it will be apt
to prefer the 65 miles of railroading to
St. Jobn, rather than the 312 miles to
Halifax, even though a view of Frederic-
ton should be thrown in. The Central
Railwaywill tap the ShortLine at the head
of Grand Lake, and all the country trade
on the east side of the St. John, within
reach of the railway, which now goes to
Fredericton will most assuredly come to
this city, both as a larger market and as
a point of export. The people of 8t. John
will, therefore, view with great compla-
cency the completion of the Harvey,
Fredericton, Moncton line, but it remains
to be seen how the people of Fredericton
will regard it when it i built and the re-
snlt of its construction is fully devel-
oped.

THE WINTER PORT QUESTION.

We are glad that the Board of trade is
begining to take up the important subject
of making St. John the winter port of
Canada, in a fashion that should result
in its efforts being successful. Many y ears
ago, when the building of a line of rail-
way from Montreal to St. John, by way
of Lake Megantic was first proposed, no
no one doubted that, if constructed, it
would make St. John the winter port; the
only difficulty was asto how the line
could be built. Now, thanks to the lib-
erality of the Dominion government, and
the enterprise of the Canadian Pacific rail-
way Company, the line is practically built
and will be completed early next summer,
and yet there has been a singular apathy
among our people in regard to the whole
subject, for which it is difficult to account.
The merchants and business of St. John
are a hard working set; no men are more
diligent in their callings or devote more
hours a day to their shops and offices.
